. Kuiropatkin has been reinforced by the
garrisons of Tie Ling and other northern
towns and a few new troops, who were
‘on their way from Russia when the bat-
tle of Mukden began. But even with
these there seems little hope for him.
True, he has some thirty or forty miles of
hilly counfry, extending from Tie Pass
to Fenghautsien, which might enable him
to hold off the enemy for a time, but
once out of the Lills he thas before him
nearly 300 miles of flat, open country and
innumerable rivers and streams to crose.
This is what is termed the great valley
of thé Sungari, buf is in fact an immense
plain bounded on the east by high moun-
taing and extending northward into Si-
beria and westward into Mongolia.
Kirin, east of the railway, and Harbin.
the most northerly point on the railway.
where it branches offl to Viadivostok east
ward and to Siberia westwand, are the
centres of this wonderfully rich couniry.
resembling in many respects the North-
west Territories' of Canada. From Tie
| Pass the railway . runs jover hills, known
as the divide, to Kaiyuan, tiwenty miles.
then striking into a valley, on either side
| of which rise high hills, emerge onto the
plain just northeast of the important Chi-
nese city of Fenghuasien, From there to
Harbin hardly a hill can be seen from the
railway train, the line running almost
straight, except where an occasional curve
is necessary to reach a city or faverable
crossing of a river.

Besides the railway there is a splendid
wagon road from Tie Pass to Kaiyuan.
where it branches, one branch making 8
detour to the westward, ekirting the
mountaing and running almost direct to
Harbin. The other branch passes through
the mountains to Kirin from which ceu-
ter there are many roads.

The distance from Tie Pass o Harbin
ig very little less than 300 miles, and ex-
cept for the first few miles, every acre is
under cultivation or supporting herds of
cattle, sheep and thorses.

Enormous Stores.

Qo far as the commissariat is concerned
the Russians need have no fear. Hardly
a, pound of last year's crop of beans, mil-
let or wheat left the country, the Rus-
sians buying it all, but storing it at sta-
tions along the railway, immense shelters
‘being erected for its reception. They also
purchased all the cattle and horses and
had Cossacks herding them.

The awveather on the plain is very much
colder than in the Mukden section of
Manchuria, the thermomters in the trains
dropping several degrees as the divide is
crossed and continuing to do down until
Liake Baikal is reached. As a rule the
ground does not commence to thaw until
April, except a very little on the surface
in the middle of the day,.the sun being
strong even in winter.

The most important Russian town be-
tween Tie Pass and Barbin, with the ex-
ception of Kirin, which is not on the rail-
way, is Kwansuling, also spelt Kungchul-
ing. This town is a little over 100 miles
north of Tie Pass. Iere were gathered
great stores of provisions, alongside of
which were erected Red Crosa hospitals.
the best by far that the Russians had
south of Harbin, At all the other sta-
tions there was aiso hospital accommoda-
tions, so that if Kuropatkin escapes {rom
Oyama at Tie Pass he has a good country
to cross at the most favorable season of
the year. Another few weeks and the
roads would be impassable. But if he is
hard pressed, there is not a defensible po-
sition, unless hg abandons the railway and
sceks safety in the eastern hills. Later in
the year, of course, the rivers would af-
ford some protection, but in winter, be-
ing frozen, they are ag easy ito cTOSS a5 25
the country.

West of Harbin, along the railway the
first hills are encountered about midway
between Harbin and the Siberian border.
These mountaigs are most formidable,

necessary to carry the railway over them.

Kuropatkin Abandons Campaign

&t. Petersburg, March 17—1.50 a. m.—
With the evacuation of Tie Pass Wednes-
day night, the Russian army abandoned
the last stronghold in Southern Manchuria
and definitely turned over the section to
the Japanese for the campaign of 1805.
At least no other strategy is possible for
General Kuropatkin, in view of his scanty
eupplies of ammunition and stores, the
shattered condition of his army, and the
wide enveloping movements which the
Japanese have continued almost without a
stop since the Russian defeat at Mukden.

Nothing has been heard of the part
which General Kawamura’s army is tak-
ing in these operations, but Generals Nogi
and Oku, operating in the low hills of the
Tie Pass gorge, were themselves sufficient
o turn the shattered Russian army out of
the fortifications which had been prepared
with a view to being held by the army
after it should have been withdrawm from
Mukden.

The Japanese evidently are doing their
utmost to accomplish the envelopment of
the Russian army, which all but succeeded
'at Mukden; but General Kuropatkin, with
the railway for a line of retreat, probably
will be able to keep aliead of his" pur-
suers. A constant euccession of delay
from the rear guard encounters may be ex-
‘pected. i

Military men here have but the haziest
ideas as to where the next stand will be

‘made. Apparently there are no more for-

tified positions in readiness, and the re-
tirement probably will not stop short of
Kirin or Kuanchentzy, on the railway

The Howard D. Troop at New York
from Kobe After 138 Days—Saw a

New York, March 16.—The log of the
British four masted bark Howard D.1roop,
Captain D. W. Corning, which arrived
today from Kobe, Japan, tells of the
sighting of what appeared to be the Lfe-
less body of a snake floating on the sur-
face of the ocean off the west coast of
Africa, several degrees below the equator.

Lost All the Coal Mines.

The evacuation of Tie Pass involves the
loss of the coal mines in that vicinity,
which, with the Fushun and Yentsi mines
gone, is a sevére blow. The railway shops
at Tie Pass and more supplies were sacri-
ficed.

A further mobilization has been deter-

mined upon, and preparatory orders to
quartermasters, ete., are already being is-
sued; but the extent of the mobilization is
not known.
No change in the command of the army
in the far cast has yet been gazetted. Ome
high military official told the Associated
Press yesterday that to remove General
Kuropatkin at this moment would be
“much like trading horses in the middle
of the stream,” and that it would be better
to give Kuropatkin a chance to get what
is left of his army out of the claws of the
Japanese before committing it to a new
commander, who necessarily would need a
little time to get a grasp upon the situa-
tion.

Kuropatkin Abandons Artillery ?

London, March 17—A St. Petersburg de-
spatch to the Times gives unconfirmed re-
ports that the Russians sustained a severe
reverse at Tie Pass, involving the abandon-
ment of their remaining artiliery, and that
the Japanese have cut ihe railway morth
of Chantufu, forty miles above Tie Pass.

Linevitch to Succeed Kuropatkin

§t. Petersburg, March 171t is officially
announced that General Kuropatkin will
be replaced by General Linevitch as com-
mander-in-chief of the Manchurian army.

Race for Sungari Bridge.

London, March 17—An unconfirmed re-
port from St. Petersburg states that Gen-
eral Kuropatkin will retreat, not to Iar-
bin, but to Kirin and Vladivestok. This,
however, is regarded here as quite improb-
able and the cnsuing fortnight is expected
to witness a keen race between the Rus-
sians and Japanese for the great radway
bridge over the Sungari river, as it i» be-
lieved that after Tie Pass there is no forti-
fied place of sufficient strength at which
to make a wtand until the Russians reach
Harbin.

If Kuropatkin should be able to make a
. successful retirement thither it is likely
that he would be able to add some 50,000
fresh troops to his exhausted ariy.

A question discussed here is the possi-
bility of Russia evacuatimg Vladivostok
and concentrating its garrison at Harbin.

Vanious reports giving the alleged terms
on which Russia has obtained a loan
through the ¥rench syndicate are current
here and on the continent. These reports
are oonflicting in detail, but agree that the
loan is for a short term, that the amount
is about £125,000,000, and the rate about
ninety.

Advises Russia to Seek Peace.

St. Petereburg, March 17—Prince Mest-
chersky, in an article in the Grashdanin,
advises the government to promptly con-
clude peace, and says: “Let us have the
heroic strength to confess defeat betore
the world, Better conditions will be ob-
tainable now than later, when Vladivostok
and Sakhalin have fallen into the hands
of the Japanese and the oconclusion of pcace

Postmaster - General Says to Reduce
Postage to' American Rate Wili
Lessen Revenue $15,000,000.

London, March 16—Postmaster-Genera’

their request for a reduction of postage on
magazines and periodicals sent from Eng
land to Canada to the same rate as charged
from the United States to Canada, woult
entail a loss of $15,000,000 yearly. He fully
appreciated the value of the circulation o
English newspapers, etc., in the dominion
but it was impossible to adopt such :
course. Ome American postmaster had d¢
‘nounced the American rate because it en
tailed a heavy loss on the United State
post office.

&he existing charges should be an-increas
of the American rate, rather than a de
lerease of the English rate.

* CAUSES HOT DEBATE

Laurier Says That He and

Northwest Premier Couldn’t

Agree oa School Clause, and it Was Useless to Discuss it
—Hints That Amendments May Be Made---Foster and
Fitzpatrick Induige in Some Heated Remarks.

Ottawa, March 15.—(Special)—There is
considerable talk here about referring the

- educational clause of the Autonomy Bii

to the judicial committee of the lmperial
Privy Council, to ascertain if it is within
the constitution, but nothing ouicial can
‘be obtained on the subject.

‘R, L. Borden, opposition leader, on mo-
Borden, leader of the opposition, on mo-
tion to go into supply in the house today
brcught up the Haultain letter in refer-
ence to the autonomy bill. He said that
in discussing the letter of Mr. Haultain
he did not intend to go into the merits
of the question, but merely to confine
himseli to the circumstances under which
the bill was introduced.

In 1903 he (Borden), had introduced a
motion in favor of granting autonomy to

; the Northwest Territories, but it was

voted down. Last year, before the gen-
eral election, ‘Sir Wilfrid Laurier had
written Premier Haultain informing him
that after the general election, when there
would be a larger representation from the
west, a oconference would pe held for the

- purpose of giving autonomy to the terri-

Laurier Replies.

Sir ‘Wikfrid Laurier referred to the post-
ponement of the discussion from yester-
day and to the fact that the leader of the
opposition had been indulging in *‘Serap-
book” oratery again.

Sir Wilirid said: “Mr. Borden has
come to the conclusion that this bill has

" been too hastily prepared. 'As evidence

he tells us that though given the first
reading on February 21 it has not yet been
for a second reading. That is true,

. but it makes my heart sink to think that
. whatever we do, we are always reproached
& by the other side with having done some-

thing wrong.

“I had scarcely taken my meat after
moving the first reading when Dr. Sproule,
who sits beside the leader of the opposi-
tion, arose and said: ‘This is an dmport-
ant bill and I ask that a large number of
copies be printed as there are many ap-
plications for it. I would suggest that a
second reading might be delayed for some
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period until there has been an oppor-
tunity to hear from those who arethe
most interested, the people of the North-
west.

“This request seemed to be not unreas-
onable, 1 thought it- would be advisable
that all parties in this .country should
have opportunity to digest the provisions
of this bill. Again Dr. Sproule said of the
bill; “The later the second reading comes
on the better for our aims and desires.

~I thonght by giving the opportunity
asked for by Dr. Sproule, to have this bill
read and digested I was conferring upon
him a favor and meeting the wishes of
the leader of the opposition. This appears
to have been a sad mistake on my part, a
mistake which I shall perhaps be slow to
commit on future occasions.

Schdol Clause the Only Obstacle

M. Borden has found evidences of hasty
preparation in the generel scope. I do
not agree with this. It is true that Mr.
Haultain takes exception to almost every
provision of the bill, but if I am to judge
from the expressions of opinion which are
coming in from all parts of the country,
there is only one feature of the bill, and
that is the school clause, which has caused
any comment.

With regrad to the number of provinces
to be created, to the land question, to
the financial question and to all the other
proposals of the bill I bave yet to learn
that exception has been taken. The
house every day receives many petitions
but they refer only to the school ques-
tion.

School Question ‘‘ Tender
Ground.” 4

“I know that in dealing with this ques-
tion we are walking upon tender ground.
It shall be my duty, at some time to dis-
cuss it but 1 do not intend to say any-
thing of its merits at the present time. 1
take issue with Mr. Borden when he says
that the bill bears evidence of hasty pre-
paration and I claim that on the contrary
1t bears evidence of having been discussed
thoroughly and prepared with great care
and deliberation. .

1f the educational clause were eliminated
I do not think the bill would then re-
ceive a word of criticism.

«Mr. Borden says that we have not con-
sulted Mr. Haultain sufficiently. ‘Upon
this point I am prepared to give him all
the satisfaction that he is entitlefi to. 1
do mot think it advisable to give informa:
tion as to our conferences with Mnuanlém
as to our conferences with Mr. Hanltain-
and Mr. Bulyea as the conference were
confidential, there was no secretary, 0O
records kept. It was simply an inter-
change of opinion across the table.

Differs With Haultain.

«] am still of the opinion that it is
somewhat risky to tell exactly what took
place at a conference, the proc_-efsdmgs of
which are not recorded in writing. Mr.
Haultain thinks differently. I do ‘pot
know that Mr. Haultain in the letter that
he has addressed to me has improved the
criticism which he makes of the bill when
e complains that he had not received due
consideration. In his letter, Mr. Haul-
tain says:”’

‘I must take strong exception to the
way in whioh the subject of education
has been treated both in the conferences
and in the bills, I must remind you of
the fact that your proposition was not
laid before my colleagues and myself un-
til noon of the day upon which you in-
troduced the bill. Up to that time the
question had mot received any attention
beyond a casual reference to it on the
previous Friday and I certainly believed
that we should have an opportunity of
discussing your proposals before 12 o’clock
on the day the hills received their first
reading.’

“Sp it appears, according to this testi-
mony of Mr. Haultain, that this matter
was twice considered by the conference,
on February 21, and on the Friddy previ-
ous. .1 do not propose, like Mr. Haul-
tain, to go into the particulars of what
took place at the conferences. I will take
his own language. It is true that we dif-
fer from him on eeveral matters: On the
land matter; on the irrigation matter, and
on the number of provinces which should
be created. But on the point by Mr.
Haultain, that the educational clauses had
not received fair consideration he states
the question was debated on the Friday
previous to February 21. He calls this
casual consideration only, but this is the
retsult of having mo written record.
Thinks Clause Was Well Dis-

cussed.

would warrant. There was, therefore, a|
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question for a month or for a year there
would have remained the same difference.
We knew exactly the line of cleavage be-
tween us. We said to Mr. Haultain, we
do not agree with you, perhaps you are
right, perhaps wrong, but at any rate that
is our way of thinking amd we will pre-
pare the clause according to our view,
which we will submit to you. When the
clauge was prepared it was submitted to
him. It was open to him to discuss it,
but after he had taken his position and we
had takem ours, I do not suppose there
would have been much to accomplish by
discussion.

Says Haultain Had Nothing to

Complain Of.

“That is the position of the matter, and
1 leave it to the house to say whether,
under such circumstances, we have mnot
given Mr. Haultain and Mr. Bulyea and
the members representing the Northwest
‘L'erritories every opportunity to be heard
by us and to have their views presented
and thoroughly considered.

“Bvery impartial man who reads the let-
ter of Mr. Haultain will come to the con-
clusion, after the explanation I bave
given, that there was nothing to complain
of on their part. The subject was thor-
oughly threshed out on the first day on
which it was taken up, and after that we
placed before the house the result of our
deliberations.

“Mr. Borden has pressed for informa-
tion on other subjects; I do not think this
oceasion calls for more information than I
have given on former occasions, It shall
be the duty of the government at the
proper time to give the house all the in-
formation that is neceseary for the proper
discussion of the bill.

Are Considering Amendments.

“My honorable friend has asked me if
we are contemplating any amendments to
the bill. 1 do not know that any wrong
will be done to anybody if we are. Would
it be the first time that a government
should eee whether it was possible to
satisfy all sections of the country? In view
of the petitions that we have been pre-
sented with from one quarter and an-
other, would it be wrong if the govern-
ment said, we will reconsider our position
and see whether or not we can satisfy the
country?

“I am sorry my honorable friend has
treated the subject a little more lightly to-
day than I would have expected him to do
on an occasion of this kind.

“We have the spectacle today of peti-
tions being presented asking that the edn-
cational clause be removed from the bill,
and numerous other petitions asking that
the bill be not passed in its present form.
This is a very ddlicate subject. It is not
the first time that the question of educa-
tion has come before parliament. Upon
every occasion that it has emgaged the at-
tention of parliament—in 18723 regarding
the New Brunewick school; in 1875 re-
garding the Northwest Territorias schools,
and again dn 1896 regarding the Manitoba
schools—there has always been an exhibi-
tion of sentiment and of eontrary opinions.

“Sir, if it be true that we are still con-
sidering the position that we have taken in
the present case, i3 there a man in the
house, on either side, who will say that
we are.not doing right in thinking twice
before taking a final stand upon this sub-
jeet?

“Sir, I have some sense of the responsi-
bility that attaches to those entrusted with
administering the country’s affaims. Yet,
whenever a matter of this kind comes up
the govarnment encounters unexpected dif-
ficulties. Perhaps, therefore, there is
some reason why a government should be
slow to take any action and ehould be
slow incoming to a final decision. 1 have
spoken of the violence of the sentiments
exhibited. I do not eay that offensively,
jor I know that it would be a great mis-
take if [ were to say anything offensive
on this point. I know that public pas
sions—strong passions are not always ig-
noble—sometimes, on the . contrary, they
are only the exaggeration of a moble senti-
ment, but even the exaggeration of a noble
sentiment may lead to outbursts of public
paseion.

Won’'t Commit Himself.

“L may tell my honorable friend, if he
wants to know, that this subject has given
me a great deal to think about and, if it
is possible to amend this bill the govern-
ment meed not fear to consider the mat-
ter. More I will not say at present. This
1 will say, that we are thinking upon these

| mattens that it is our duty to do so, aud

the result of our deliberations shall he
given in due time to the house. At pres-
ent I think [ have given my hounorable
friend all the answer to avhich he is en-
titled.” (Cheers).

Mr. Northrup, Hastings, protested
against any reference to the supreme
court, although he admitted there was
room for doubt on the constitutional ques-
tiom.

Mr. McCarthy (Calgary), Mr. Lake
(Q’Appele), and Dr. Roche (Marquette),
all took the view that the west had not
been properly consulted through the min-
ister of the interior and Mr. Haultain.

Foster's Pointed Questions.

Hon. Geo. E. Foster said that the day
was not a barren one. He complained
that ministers were absent from their
seats during the greater part of the dis-
cussion. The western members on the
Liberal side were silent. Why was it
that they did not talk? Tn 1896 the Lib-

erals were not silent. Like whipped chil-
dren they took their medicine now. Some
of the ministers coupted for something.
Two of them were forestalled.

Why was it, said Mr. Foster, that the
bill was introduced behind their backs?
In 1896 the position of Sir Wilfrid Laurier
was a brave one. He was now shorn of his
feathers and stripped of the homors he
had then worn. On that occasion Sir Wil-
frid was the chempion of provineial
rights. Today he had lost. the esteem of
thousands.

He (Foster) wanted to know if the
premier embodied any of the result of
conference he had with the exeentive of
the Northwest in the educational clause.
He wanted to know if the educational
clause represented the views of any of the
members of the west now. He denied that
it did and defied any one to get up and
say so. ‘If the geographical division as to
ministers were applicable to a Foster, it
ought to be good enough for a Sifton.

Says Mulock Agreed to Clause.

Today the west had not a friend in the
cabinet. The postmaster general was not
afraid of the west because he agreed to
the clause. (How long were they going to
keep the port folio of the interior vacant?
‘I'he premier knew how to use these minis-
terships dangling before the members from
the west. There ~was patronage and
splendor arounfl it. But it would not zo
to the man who would not stand by the
premier. Where was the minister of fin-
ance. The opinions and convictions of Mr.
Sifton and Mr. Fielding were the same.
But one went out and the otner did not.

Mr. Foster maintained that the premier
did not answer thé question why he was
going on with the bill in the absence of
an accredited representative from the
west. The question of separate schools
was not involved. 1t was purely a consti-
tutional matter. The premfier, he said,
challenged the public school system and in
that way raised the sectarian cry.

Fitzpatrick's Heated Remarks.

Mr. Fitzpatrick, in reply to Mr. Foster,
said that the leader of the government
had not lost the respect of any man in the
country whose respect he valued. As to
the position of the leader of the govern-
ment in 189§ on provincial rights, it was
such as to be endorsed in 1900 and again
in 1904 by the people of the country.

He accused the opposition of stirring up!
race prejudice, passions and religious dis- |
putes in this country. In connection with
this bill the opposition were now appeal-
ing to Protestant passions, just as in 1896
they were appealing to Roman Catholic
prejudices. He not only said so, but he
was going to prove it. In this connection
he declared the Conservatives were circu-
lating petitions in Quebec to force the
bill through and outside of Quebec to have
it amended.

Mr. Borden denied that hé had aany-
thing to do with these petitions.

My. Fitzpatrick said that the secretary
of the Jucques Cartier Club had circulated
the petitions in Quebec and it was well
known who was circulating them else-
where.

Mr. Fitzpatrick said that the govern-
ment had the advantage of the draft bill
of Mr. Haultain in preparing the autono-
my bill. Every line of the bill was dis-
cussed with the representatives of the
west except the educational clause.

In regard to the educational clause, it
was discussed on the Friday before the
bill was introduced with Haultain and the
other western representatives when he and
Haultain took different views concerning
it

The minister of justice said that his
view was that the bill should contain a
plain clause that all would understand
Such a clause was inserted, which in his
opinion only gave the Northewst those
school rights which are now enjoyed there.
Some regard should be had for forty per
cent of the people of this country.

In conclusion Mr. Fitzpatrick said that
it was all very to cry peace, but there
could be no peace but that which was
based upon justice and equal rights to
every man in this country.

CANADA TO TAKE
CHARGE ON JULY 1

Canadian Officers to Be In Command
at Halifax and Esquimault

Ottawa, March 14—(Special)—On July 1
next Canada will take over the command
of the garrisons at Halifax and Esquimault,
the details having been completed be-
tween the imperial and dominion govern-
ments. A Canadian officer will be placed
in command.

It is likely that the new commander for
the forces at Halifax will be the D. O. C.
for the Halifax district. All the principal
officers will be Canadians, but a few im-
perial officers will be retained temporarily.
All the infantry will be Oanadian. Some
of the imperial artillery and engineers will
be retained until such time as Canadians
will be available to take their positions.

The present strength of the p:rmanent
corps is 2,200. An amendment will be
made to the militia act this session, provid-
ing that the number be inereased to 4,000.
The greater number will go to Halifax and
the remainder to Esquimault.

The report on the Provincial Hospital
for Nervous Discases places before the
Legislature and the people generally much
epecific knowledge that has long been need-
od and that should lead to a prompt
readjustment of the present plan
of caring for the insane. Superintendent
Anglin points out that of 541 persons in
the hospital at the close of 1804, no less
than 293 were really alms house cases,
that is, persons who should not heve been
eent to, or who should not remain in, an
asylum, because they could not really be
described es insane. The asylum popula-
tion, in other words, should have been
248 instead of b41. Tt is mot suggested
that more than half of ‘these helpless peo-
ple can properly be turned out mow,
though many doubtless can and will be
eent bo friends or to municipalities in
whose care fthey should be today. Im
many cases removal now would serve mo
good purpose and would probably” not be

But the time has come to adopt & sys-
tem which, had it been adopted meny
years ago, would have prevented the
ctowding of the hospital by patients who
never should have entered ite doors or
who should long since bave left it. A re-
eult has been that wards have been over-
populated, and the high rate of mortality
is in mo small measure due to this fact
alone, .

Tt becomes necessary now to prepare for
a change. Dr. Anglin Well interprets the
desire of the people that the insane shall
be given intelligent care and treated es
wards of the province deserving of bene-
volent and scientific attention. To the
end that the hospital may best serve the
great and humane purposes for which it
is. maintained, it is evidently necessary
that the admission of patients shall be
governed by mew rules. The suggbstion is
made—and it will commend iteeli to all—
that when it is desired to eénd a patient to
Fairville fhe municipality shall provide a
history of the cuse, prepared by an at-
tending local physician, together with
facts as to the resources of the patient or
his relatives or guardians, and that, where
it is possible, these, or in the event of
their inability the municipality, shall con-
tribute to the patient’s support.

which have been discussed will be brougnt
in, and that they will be such as wniay
nweet the objeations of the Western Liber-
als. . Thew, the coustitutional question be-

ing raised and supported with reasonable
argument, as it could be, a decision to
;poetporng further action by Parljament
until the decision of the Privy Oounciﬂi
i had been received, would be in order. Or,
the measure may go to the Privy Council
before these amendments are discussed
and adopted. Certainly the delay at%
Ottawa in deciding upon the form of the |
amendments discussed, followed by yester-
day's debate, affords some reason for be-
lief that the whole question may now go
.over for an indefinite period, and that we
may have heard the last of Separate
Schools for the Northwest.

MONEY AND PEACE

The bearing of Russia’s credit upon the
outlook for* a cessation of hostilities in
Manchuria is put in plain words by the
head of the Rothschild family who is
quoted as having said yesterday that Rus-
sia cannot raise mmoney enough to prose-
cute another long campaign against Japan.
France, he says, having loaned some three
billions of dollars to Russia, has called 2
halt, feeling sure that an attempt to mob-
ilize another great army would cause or
hasten a revolution in Russia which would
destroy or gravely imperil that country’s
power to meet its obligations. In France
the new government is said to have rep-
resented to French financiers the hope-
lessness of Russia’s cause and the adviea-
bility of tightening their purse strings.
Probably the bankers are in a receptive
frame of mind, for the battle of Mukden,
coming after a long and unbroken series
of revergbs, has given them much reason to
adopt @ couservative attitude.

Had the miltions spent by Russia in this
war been of gy avail, the French loan
whi jubt been reconsidered, refused
in fact, would have been fortheqming. But
while mopey “has been spent wheérever it
was necessary and often where it was not,
it has been shown that the Russians, 4t
the end of their long railroad, are no
matoh for the ehemy, and that money can-
not give them a winning _superiority.
Money cannot double track the Siberian
railroad in time to make it a feeder such
as the Russian commanders in Manchuria
must have if they are to turn back the
Japanesc. Even money, in a word, will
not beat Japan this year or next; and an
attempt to raise new armies and fight on
in the face of such odds as are now dis-
closed, would’ be likely to so increase do-
mestic disorder as to make the nation
bankrupt. ]

Little money is spent directly upon the
common soldier. “Food for powder” js
held dirt cheap in Russia. As one writer
says in speaking of the man in the ranks:

«Frederick the Great’s soldiers once told
him, at the battle of Kolin, that they
‘had fought emough today for seven gros-
chen’ (about eighteen cents). The poor
Russian victim of the lust for empire re-
ceives in 1905 only three kopecks, or less
than two cents a day. Tt is for this price
that he is askad to sell his life. Is it any
wonder that he sells parts of his equip-
ment, begs of every one he meets, and oc-
casionally forgets the difference between
mine and thine?”

This wage and the brutal treatment the
| common soldier receives are not likely to
{fire the remainder of the raw Russian
;pe:)sams with any great enthusiasm over
the prospect of going to tight the Japanese
‘who have already whipped the trained
soldiers of the Little Father.

But while an impared credit, domestic
turmoil, the lack of ships and terrific re-
verses in the dield all make for peace, the
way to peace is not smooth. Russia does
not feel like asking for terms unless as-
sured that Japan will be g ne ous. Japan
has no desire to fight the war over again
ten or twenty years hence, and she re-
members the pressure whiech robbed her of
Port Arthur in 1894. She has no reason
to be generous. Japan fights primarily
against Russian domination in Manchuria
and Corea which would confine her to her
islands and give her no room for the ex-
pansion - which is .vital to her. Having
fought as long as she has and staked her
very existence upou the issue, she will
not now ‘be likely to make such tetms as
would give Russia & footing in’the Nar
. East, or at least a footing that would make
another war probable. Japan’s interest in
the great game is too large to enable her

to stop at half a victory.

Russia’s attitude is interpreted in Lon-
don as a bluff intended to gain the best
possible terms. She caunot fight much
longer. She cannot win. But she can talk.
As Russin’s ditficulties are known as well
ar betler in Jupan than anywhere else in
the world, it would scem that the blutt
must fail and that reasonable terms of
peace must be agreed to within a few
months. Togo. it is said this morning, is
awaiting Rojestvensky’s fleet near Singu-
pore. Rojestvensky's failure to proceed
will be Russia's admission that the game
has been played, and lost.

A PLAN IN A PIGEON-HOLE

Gossip about a Russian demonstration
towards India leads a reviewer to quote
from Lord Curzow’s book the statement
{hat there is in existence, in some Rus-
sian pigeon-hole, a complete plan for a
ga.mpz;:ign against the British on India’s
northern frontier—a part.of the “glacis”
to which Lord Curzon recently referred
in strikivg language. Sven Hedin, the
Swedish explorer, as a writer in the Mail
and Empire, recalls, writing of Kuropat-
kin before the present war, “compares
bim wilk Lord Curzon, the only other
man who so slrongly impressed him in
Asia, und in  discussing the ‘two men
quotes from Curzon's book, ‘Russia in
Asia, the following interesting passage:

“Qince the death of Skobeleff it is well
kuown- that e vevised edition of his
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tended in accordance with wider know-
ledge and more modern conditions, has
been elaborated by Gen, Kuropatkin, who
waa one of Skobelefi’s right-hand men in
Ceneral Asia, and inherited his traditions
and ideas, and who may be regarded as
the leading exponent of Central Asian tac-
tics in the Russian army. Did the cir-
cumstances render it desirable. tomorrow
that pressure should be brought to bear
upon England in Afghanistan, every de-
tail of the plan to be pursued is already
drawn up and decided upon, and the tele-
graphy wire could set the machinery in in-
stantaneous motion.”

No doubt het alliance with Great Brit-
ain made Japan more ready to begin the
war with Russia. As that has progressed
the menace to India from the north has
become less and less considerable, The
great plan of Skobeleff and Kuropatkin
must remain pigeon-holed.

PROVINCIAL RIGHTS
The opposition will find much admirable
doctrine in the speeches of the Mel
and the Attorney General on the question

of our representation. Mr. Hazen can

scarcely quarrel with the proposal to guard
against a further reduction of our dele

gation to Ottawa. When Quebec was en-
larged by the addition of a tract many
times as large .as this provincg, the unit
of representation was, im reality, changed
somewhat at our expense, and today there
is no provision guarding New Brunswick
against the ‘diminishipg influence m the
national council which will follow the set-
tlement of Quebec’s duter marcncs.

The province has, it would appear from
the case ably presented at Fredericton yes-
terday, a just clain upon the Dominion
for a guarmantee that we shall mot suifer
a relative diminution of our provincial
stature not contemplated by the fathers
of Confederation. The opposition mem-
bers, who have not akways taken a sound
stand in regard to the question of pro-
vineial rights, now have an opportunity
too good to be neglected. It is of import-
ance that the province shall be a unit in
this matter. The voters represented by
the opposition members believe, as the
Premicr does, that the pursuit of justice
for the province should not be abandoned.

FAIR TREATMENT ASKED
FOR NEW BRUNSWICK

(Continued from page 1).

The decision of the privy council in the
representation casé left undecided the
question whether in computing the popula-
tion of Canada the population of the terri-
tories should be included. Now, in crect-
ing these territories into provinces, I hold
that they should mot be dealt with so as
to interfere with oun rights, ae was done
in the case of Manitoba and British Colum-
bia. I cannot view with indifference the
prospect of the representation of New
Brunswick in the parliament of Canada be-
ing reduced to two or three members as
might be the case in the future.

I feel that this is a question which
should be discussed by the members on
both sides of the héuse in the fullest man-
ner, and with a single eye to the interests
of the province. It is worthy of note that
sometimes gentlemen who are very hearty
in favor of provincial rights when members
of the provincial legislature become
strangely indifferent to them when they go
to Ottawa. I rvemember that Messrs.
Fieldifg and Blair were very prominent in
unging the rights of the maritime provin-
ces at the Quebec conference in 1887, but
when they got to the Jarger field they ap-
parently forgot that they were pledged to
support these interests.

1t is a very remarkable thing that all
the legislation of which we complain with
regard to Manitoba, Britieh Columbia and
Quebse went through without the elightest
opposition or protest.

The order<incouncil admitting British
Columbia into the union gave that prov-
ince six membens, which number could
never be reduced, byt might be increased
by the growth of population. 1t placed
British Columibia in the sawme position as
if it had been one of the original prov-
inces of the confederation. Its position
was even better, for while its repreeenta-
tion could not be decreased, that o the
other provinces might be decreased for rea-
son of British Columbia's increase of popu-
lation.

The Manitoba act was in the same
terms as dhat of British Columbia when
the bill was paesed extending the boundar-
jes of the province of Quebec in 1898, not
a single voice was raised against it.

At the time of confederation Quebec
had certain well defined boundavies. Ac-
cording to the census of 1871 it had an
ares of 193,565 square miles. In 1808 an
act was passed which extended the boun-
daries of Quebec so that it contained 351,
000 square iles, an addition of 158,000
square 1wiles to its territory. This term-

The result will be to diminish our
representation in a way mnever contem-
plated by the B. N. A. act. It cannot be
denied that this very seriously affects the
interests of New Brumswick, and of the
other maritime provinces. I do not think
that, we ought to have been placed in this
gition.
#'Phis province has an area of 27,000
and its area canmot be in-
creased. The territory added to the prov-
ince of Quebec would make six provinces
like New Brunswick, and is certain in the
future to contain a large population.
When the imperial act of 1871 authoriz-
ing the extension of the area of any prov-
ince was passed, it provided that in en-
larging any province regard " fhould be
had to the rights of the other provinces.
But T may ask what consideration was
given to the rights of the maritime prov-
inces when Quebec, the key province of
the dominion was thus enlarged? Tt
seems to_me that this legislature should
assért iteelf and speak out plainly for ihe
interests of New Brunswick; it is our duty
as a government and as a legislature to
deal with all matters which affect the in-
terests of the province and to see to it
that these interests are properly upheld.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley eaid: I feelthat ‘having
been called upon as one of the Jaw officers
of the crown to consider this fuestion, it
is mot undesirable that I should express
my views upon it. Before going into detail
I may say that it is a matter of profound
regret to me that the Supreme Court of
Canada and the judicial committee ehould
have decided as they have dome.

1 have never entertained the -elightest
doubt that the fathers of confederation, in
framing their scheme of representation, in-
tended that it ehould be confined 1o the
four original provinces of Canada, and
that if other ‘provinces were admitted it
chowld be on terms. In that view I was
fortified by the statement of one of the
greatest statesmen of Oanada, who was
himself ome of the fathers of confedera-
tion, and who took a leading part in
bringing it about. T refer to the late 8ir
John A. Macdonald who, in his report of
Dec. 29, 1870, on the admiseion of the
Nomthwest Territories, said:: “The general
N. A. act, 1867. seems
to be confined to 'the three provinces of
Canada, Nova Scotia and New Brunswick
originally forming the dominion.”” That
was my own view of the case, and notwith-
standing adverse decisions, it is my view
today. I am pleased to know that many
eminent lawyers hold the same view,

I think it is only necessary for us to look
at the words of the 5lst and 53rd sections
of the B. N. A. act to become convinced
that it was only intended to deal with the
representation of the four provinces. In
the course of the argument before the

privy council one of the law lords admit-
ted that if Newfoundland <hould seek ad-
mission to the union she would have a
right to stipulate with regard to terms
and in respect to representation.

How have our rights been taken away
by the legislation of the dominion? The
only justification for it is that it wae done
by authority of imperial orders in council
as imperial statutes at the request of the
government of Canada..

According to my view of the matter,
any proposal to alter the constitution
should be assented to by the legislature,
vet we have mnever been consulted in this
matter by which our rights are €0 gerious-
ly affected. :

The premier thioks that the present time
when new provinces are being created is
an appropriate one to bring this question
before parliament. A singular thing hap-
pened in connection with the representa-
tion case. It was shown in the factum
that the justice depantment at Ottawa
doubted whether the supreme court had
dealt with the population of the territories.
The judicial committee declined to decide
that question, but see the anomaly? The
effect of the decision was to include the
population of the territories and thus to
reduce the representation of New Bruns-
wick.

No person who heard the argument be-
fore the privy council could fail to have
been impressed by the absurdity of our
representation being reduced by the unor-
ganized territory of the Northwest. Is it
not absurd that we should be thus affected
by the increase of the population of British
Columbia, while the representation of that
province can never be reduced?

1If ‘the populatien of the  territories and
of British Columbia had. been excluded,
New Brimswick would not have lost a re-
presentative. The leader of the opposi-
tion has twitted me on my views not be-
ing accepted by the privy council, but he
should know that sometimes the best opin-
ion does not always prevail, and that the
decidgions of eminent judges are gometimes
overruled by other judges who are not so
eminent.

I have no jealousy of the province of
Quebec. 1 desiré to see it grow and pros-
per, because I think that the interests of
Quebec are largely allied to our own.
Therefore, when we Taise the question of
representation it is not that we are op-
posed to Quebec, but because we desire to
preserve our rights and to retain some de-
gree of political influence in the east.

1 submit that when our people entered
snto the union they agreed to go into the
confederacy with Quebec as it was and
that the boundaries of that province ought
not to have been altered without our be-
ing consulted and our interests safeguard-
ed.
It does seem {o me that in view of the
legislation which has already taken place
so seriously affecting our interests and in
view of what is now being-done in connec-
ion with the legislation for the North-
weet Territories, this goveérnment is but
doiug its duty in asking the. legislature to
express ite views and to endeavor to undo
tihis great wrong.

As I have some other views of the sub-
jeet o present to the house, 1 will move
the adjournment of the debate.  Debate
adjourned until tomorrow.

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PROPOSITION FOR
AN EXPERIMENTAL
- FARM AT KINGSTON

Prof, Robertson to Establish One in
Connection With Consolidated
School

The probable visit of the members of
the New Brumswick legislature to the
Kingston Macedonald school has escited
not a little interest in that locality, especi-
ally among those connected with and at-

tending that .institution.

“We will be glad to see them, as indeed
we are to welcome all visitors,” said Prin-
cipal Hamilton, Saturday, when talking to
@ Telegraph correspondent, “and show
them just what we are doing and how
the consolidated school is flourishing.

“Its success, I may say, has been even
greater than we expegted. The interest
aroused in favor of consolidated echools
in the whole province'and especially in
that in this locality has been very gratify-
ing to the founder, Sir William Macdon-
aid, and Prof. Robertson. I do not see
any reason to doubt why, the success of
this school proven and assured, there
should not be many consolidated schools
throughout the province.”

What Has Been Shown.

A few facts obtained from Principal
Hamilton will show more conclusively than
any general statement the success that has
attended the Kingston school.

The seven district schools which are
consolidated into one had, when conducted
separately, a total enrolment of 125, and
the average attendance was only fifty-five,
or about forty-four per cent. Tie same
schools send to the Macdonald institution
170 pupils, and the average attendance 1¥
150, or about eighty-eight per cent.—just
double what it was uander the district
system. c

“T do not think,” said Mr. Hamilton,
“that any other school in New Brunswick
can show such an attendance average as
that. 'We even did much better at the
first and, had our monthly averages been
given, they would have been as high as
ninety-five *for the first two montis but,
after that, as in the case in all country
schools, the larger and older pupils relieved
from fall’ farm werk, enrolled and so re-
duced. the average for the whole term. We
have had perhaps mere thin the usual
number of minor diseases prevalent from
time to time, such ‘as whooping cough,
mumps, chicken pox and pink eye. I'hese
complaints retarded attendance last term,
and now la grinpe is keeping some away.

“l can account for our good attendance
only by the unusual interest taken in the
scheo! by the pupils and parents, and the
excellent work done by the vans. It may
not be generally known, but Kingston 18
an especially difficult location for a con-
solidaved school, for the reason that the
districts are so large, the vans have to
make such long trips. One van has to
drive seven miles every morning to bringz
the children, and of oceurse seven to take
them back in the afternoon. In other
places where such schools are in operation
the drivers are able to go home after tak-
ing the children to school, and because of
this are able to do the work more reason-
ably. We have seven routes and pay all
the way from $1.3Q to $2.50 to each driver
a day.

An Experimental Farm.

“Tns is a great expense and has had
very careful considecration from Prof. Rob-
ertson, who proposes in the spring to
either buy or lease some land for the pur-
pose of an experimental farm. By this
means he hopes to find work for the van
drivers and make their spare time of some
value to them.”

Between 0.30 and 3.30 the drivers have
mothing to do but, a pleasant room has
been fitted up for them in one end of the
barn, and they pass the time agreeably
enough, noting the difficulties each has
had getting through snow banks and think-
ing of the good record to their credit'in
such a winter, some of them missing but
one trip, on a day when there was no
school, and none of them more than three
times unable to make the journey.

Speaking again of the attendance, Mr.
Humilton said that experience had shown
consolidated schools in Ontario end the
United States shat the vans should mol
carry the children residing in the district
where the school is located. For some
cases this seems a hardship, as some child-
ren live two miles away, and yet are in
the central district, but the’line has to
be drawn somewhere, and this plan has
been found to work better than any other.
One of the results, however, is better at-
tendance from the outside than from the
central district, espedially so this winter
on account of the severity of the weather.

“Moreover?? -said ~the- -prinecipal, “‘the
prediction that the children would freeze
in the vans amounted to nothing, as they
are far more comfortable upon their ar-
rival than those who walk. I have not
scen one case of frost bite in the vauns,
while frozen ears of the children in the
central distriet are not uncommon.

*1 think I have shown you what an im-
portant part transportation plays in the
success of a consolidated school, but there
.are other features as well. The additional
interest felt by the parents and children
cannot be overestimated. The children
want to come t¢ school and their parents
are interested in :herr work and ther
progress. ‘I uced nct speak of the ad-
vantages of mnstruction we possess over the
ordinary district school, but opportunities
are affordel for nature studies, for manual
training, ¥rench, and other branches whiclf
are not obtainable in many, | might say
any. of the usual schools in the country.

“We have ten grades at present, and
next year will teach eleven grades. When

But Two Vacancies.

“There 18 no charge for tuition at pres-
ent, and the question has not been con-
sidered, but the recent action of the St.
John school board in asking a tuition fee
from outside pupils may bring the subject
up. This course in the city has had the
eﬁgct of several applications for the future
being made here by parents. As the
achool stands at present we have but two
vacancies and one of them has been ap-
plied for. I think it is only a question ot
time when an enlargement of the building
will be necessary. At present we can
make some more room by utilizing the
museum, and that will probably have to
be done next term.

“Yes,” continued Principal Hamilton,
“the future is bright for consolidated
achools. I am glad to see in my own
‘home, Florenceville, a2 move in this direc-
tion. AN our visitors—and we have. had
more than 1,000—are pleased with both
the school and its work, and, as I said
before, if the members of the legislature
visit us we will give them a warm welcome
and as much information as we can.”

Telegraph’s Day Foreman Passed
-Away After Stroke of
Paralysis

One of 8t John’s Oldest Printers
--For 60 Years Identified With
the Making of Newspapers ;in
8t. John.

James Davis, one of St. John’s oldest
printers and who had been connected witn
L'he Daily Telegraph since its establish-
mert, thirty-five years ago, died Wednes-
day, at his home, No. 9 White street. A
shock of paralysis Monday caused his
death.

Until last Saturday, though enfeebled,
he had kept to his post as day foreman in
tae composing room and his last day’s
were marked by the same industry which
had carried him through his sixty years’
connection with newspaper life.

Mr. Davis was a practical printer, having
during his 60 years of toil passed all stages
of the business. About gixty years ago
he served his time in the old Morning
News office. He was a good compositor
and worked his way steadily up until he
was appointed foreman of the composing
room. He was ambitious and careful and
worked successfully as the foreman until
1862 when he became one of tie proprie-
tors of the News and on the resignation of
the late G.orge K. Feaety from the part-
nership, Mr. Davis became one of the
owners, the firm being known as Willis,

With the Japanese Left Armies, Friday,
March 10, 6 p. m., via Yinkow and Tien
Tsin, March 16—The Japanese occupation
of Mukden completes the serious defeat of
General Kuropatkin’s armies. It is as yet
impossible to say whether the victory is
decisive enough to end the war, but the
general belief prevailing in these armies is
that it will hasten the conclusion of peace.
Although the figures have not been re-
ported, it is believed that the Russian
Jceses will reach nearly 100,000. The Jap-
anese also lost heavily, perhaps half as
many as the Russians.

‘Lhe flanking movement of the left ar-
mies was successful in every detail.

The resistance of the Russians in the vil-
lages norchwest of the angle formed by
the railroad and the Hun river, was most
determined to the very last, and many of
the Japanese attacks were unsuccessful.
The. villages were strongly defended, the
Russians having at some places three lines
of trenches and several ditches, while they
used many machine guns. Hundreds of
lives were sacrificed in attempting to cap-
ture them.

To Regulate Motor Trafflc.

This provision might
remain in force for two or three years
until the horses got used to motors. He
had felt that it would be impossible to
chut out motors altogether and that they
were likely to be used quite Jargely in this
provinee in the mear future.

Stringent Regulations.

The hill was then read. It provides
that every motor musti be registered with
fhe sccretary of the department of pub-
Jic works and properly marked so that it
can be identified, It likewise provides
ithat every person operating a motor shall
e egistered and receive a badge to be
worn by him when operating the motor.

Stringent regulations with regard to the
rate of apeed are made. The highest
epeed allowed in the vicinity of a city,
\town or village being at the rate of a mile
in dour minutes. Motors are required to
show two lights at night, one white in
gront and red in the back. Heavy penal-
ties are im for a violation of the
law. For a third offence a fine of $100
and imprisonment for thirty days being’
the mmaximum penalty. .

To this ques-
tion Hon. Raymond Prefontaine, minister
of marine and fisheries, answered ‘No.” ”’

That statement contains only half the
truth. The Sun must be aware from
what appeared in Hansard eeveral days
ago that the question put to Mr, Prefon-
taine was asked Sir Wilirid by Mr. Carvell
afterwands, and he stated most positively
that the case had been presented on the
part of the province and was étill under
comgideraticn. When I saw Mr, Prefon-
taine’s answer I.called upon him and
pointed out to him that the reply he had
made was liable to lead to an erroneous
impression. He admitted that this was the
case, and said if you awvill have another
question put in parliament it will be ans-
wered rightly. The question was answer-
ed by Sir Wilfrid Laurier as already
stated. This ought to be sufficient to satis-
fy the Sun that my statement was cor-
rect.

It ia not surprising, however, that the
Sun should display such ignorance when
it was so ill informed with regard to the
position of A. O. Skinner, who it stated
did not run as a government candidate in
St. John. I cannot help coming to the
conclusisn that this was a case of de-
liberate misrepresentation, and I think it
unfortunate that the leader of the opposi-
tion made a similar statement.

The Sun stated that Mr. Skinner had
entirely repudiated the local government,
but in The Telegraph this morning Mr.
Skinner, in a signed letter, says that the
Sun uttered an untruth.

Mr. Hazen herc rose to speak.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie raised the point that
he question of privilege was not debate-
able.

{I'he speaker Tuled that he might speak
with regard to the reference the attorney-
general had made to himself.

Mr. Hazen—I want to reiterate the posi-
tion [ took in spite of Mr. Skinner's let-
ter. Mr. Skinner was not nominated by
the government, but by a conmmittee of
the iLiberal party, and in his speech at
Berryman’s hall he spoke of himself as the
nominee of the Liberal party. With re-
gard to Sir Wilfrid's answer in the house
of commons, it held out no hope that the
fishery case would be submittéd to the
supreme court at an early date.

Hon. Mr. Tweedie gaid that in calling
Mz, Hazen to order he did not do so for
the purpcse of shutting him off, but that
the proceedings of the honse might be
conducted regularly and in accordance
with the rules. If the rules were violated
in one dase that would be held to be a
precedent for future cases.

And whereas, the parliament of Canada did
b.y the act 61 Victoria, chapter 3, enlarge the
limits of the said provinee of Quebec by
the addition to it of a large area to the
northward (the area at that time being 193,-

miles, an increase of 158,518 square miles.

And whereas, such dct was passed under
the authority of the imperial statute, being
the B. N. A. Act 1871, which declares that
the parliament of Canada may from time to
time with the consent of the legislature of

]nny provinee increase, diminish or olherwise

alter the limits of such province, upon such
terms and conditious as may be agreed (0
by the said legislature and may, with the
like consent, malke provision respecting the
effect and operation of any such increase
or diminution or a.teration oi territory in
relation to any province affected thereby.
Therefore it is resolved, 1st, that in the
opinion of this house, the carnest attention
of the government of Canada should be
drawn to the effect of said order-in-council
and statuie respectively relating to the ad-
mission to the union of British Columbia
and Manitoba and it should be requested to
take such action as may be necessary in
order to restore the four original provinces
to the position in which they would have
been but for order-in-council and lcgisla-
tion passed subsequently to the B. N.
Act 1867 in respect to which such provinces
were not consulted and to which they were
not parties. 2nd, that in the act for the
creation of the new provinces of Alberta
and Saskatchewan it should not be provided
that the B. N. A. Act shall apply to them
as if they were in the union originally and
the rights of the original provinces as to
representation should mot be aifected by the
creation of such new provinces. 3rd, that
in justice to the other provinces, particu-
larly New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and P.
E. Island, which. have no opportunity for
enlargement of their areas, it should have
been provided and should now be provided
that for the purposes of representation the
boundaries of the province of Quebec, the
population of which is the basis of repre-
sentation, should be deemed to be as they
were at the time of confederation or that
some just and equitable provision should be
made to save the other original provinces
and also P. In. Island from loss of represen-

tation.

F. M. Sproul then, by request of the
grand master, called Past County Master
James A. Moore, of Kings, and' on behalf
of the lodge presented to him a magnifi-
cent past master’s jewel. Mr. Mpore made
an appropriate reply.

A committee of five—H. F. MecLeod, J.
M. Mclntyre, W. S. A. Douglas, J. A.
Lindsay ~and Geo. A. Hicking—was ap-
pointed to draft a resolution re the North-
west autonomy bill, and a committee of
three—Messrs, Meleod,. Melntyre and
Rev, A. J. Prosser, were appointed to pre-
pare a resolution of condolence with refer-
ence to the death of Past D. Grand Mas-
ter of British America, E. F. Clark, M.P.

Grand Master's Address

The grand master then presented his
annudl address. He referred to the mag-
nificent increase during the year in mem-
bership and financially, the substantial
halls erected by the association, especially
that at Newcastle; the war in the Far
East, in which he took occasion to eulo-
gize the fighting qualities of the Japanese;
the farsighted diplomacy of the Anglo-
Saxon in their early alliance with the Jap-
anese, and the power of the British em-
pire in the east.

After reference to the separation .of
church and state in France and in South
American republics he dealt in no uncer-
tain tone with the autonomy question of
the Northwest, drawing a parallel as be-
tween Catholic France which was denounc-
ing entirely church and state and the pres-
ent attempt to  establish, in Protestant
Canada, that relation which has been so
recently abolished by France.

The grand master closed 2 magnificent
oration by congratulating Canada as a
whole and New Brunswick in particular
on ‘their general prosperity.

Grand Secretary’s Report.

The report of the grand secretary, Neil J.
Morrison, showed that never in the history
of the order in New Brunswick was
it so strong numerically and finan-
cially as it is at the pres-
ent time. Thero had been years when more
Jodges had been organized, and more mem-
bers initiated, but last year all sectioms of
the jurisdiction vied with each other in
strengthening their lodges by creating more
interest in' the meetings and in getting bet-
ter informed in the secret work of the order
and theé consequence was that all the lodges
reported at the last meeting were working,
and the new lodges were in excellent stand-
ing.

The secretary urged upon the delegates to
impress on the various lodges the import-
ance of being punctual ‘in making Teturns
to the grand and county lodges. He had
found so11e of the rural lodges still adher-
ing to tLe practice of closing the lodges
in the fall without holding the election of
officers satisfied that -in the spring when
they arrtved home from the lumber woods
there would be sufficient time.

The jurisdiction was well covered with
lodges. In July of last year the order bad
been plante; on the isiand of Grand Manan.
Ipmediately after the last session communi-

cation was opened up with Chas. J. Foster,
of Seal Cove. Mr. Foster and_ his brother
were initiated in St. John, and after their
return to Otfand Manan started the work of
organizing a lodge, and through the exer-
tions of the junior D. G. M. and county
master of Charlotte, R. W. Bro. 8. A.
Douglas, a very prosperous lodge was organ-
ized on July 21, This made mine lodges be-
sldes the Secarlet Chapter and county lodge
now working in Charlotte county where three
]years ago there were only two primary

odges.

The order had met with an irreparable
loss in the death of M. W. Bro. E. F.
Clarke, M. P., of Toronto, and editor of the
official organ, The Sentinel. Bro. Clarke
was a warm hearted and consistent Orange-
man and one who always by wond and pen

‘upheld the interests of the order. He was a

brother highly esteemed and honored by all
classes, and destined, had he been spared, to
fill many more places of honor in the order
and in the =affairs of Canada. Death
claimed him in the prime of life, and the
order had been made poorer in consequence.
To the wife and family of deceased, the
lodge extended heartfelt sympathy.

There were many more matters the 8 -
tary could refer to in his report, but as the
grand master had before the lodge the
questions affecting the country, the secre-
tary wouli pass them over and refer only
to the school question and say that the
order in the province had put itself on rec-
ond in the past, and that the sentiment then
expresged was tho sentiment of the order
still in regard to education.

47, Newcasue, was dedicated by the grand
master and grand ireasurer, assisted by the
county master and ofticers of Northumber-
land county. Other halls were erected at
Sunny Brae, Moncton and Chipman, Queens

The matter of celebrating the 12th of July
was very generally observed last year. This
yearly lanamark of Oruageism had lost none
of its old-time interest. ‘rhere was no grand
lodge celepration, each county holding local
celeprations. In propagation work, the mat-
ter of visiting lodges was very generally
carried out. "The grand master ana officers
attended to a number of cases wrere visits
were requested from the county lodges and
much good work was accomplished in that
way. but it was found impossible to visit
all the sections of the province. The sev-
eral county masters aided very much in the
work, also R, W. Bro. David Hipwell, P. G.
M., who, owing to change of occupation, was
available to fill in where those asked for
could mnot attend. Brw Hipwell was well
known in the jurisdiction and after the
loages found out that he was available a
number of requests that he be sent to pay
visits and address public meclngs were re-
ceived.

Deaths.

The grand secretary bad to chronicle the
sad fact that the order had again been visit-
ed by the silent reaper.Twenty-six members
had died, somec of them in the prime of
manhood. The secrelary specially mention-
ed four well known to pearly ali members
of the grand lodge—W. H. Anderson, P. C.
M., of York, and one of the oldest members
of the order in the county; John C. Henry,
P. C. M., of Chariotie, and past junior D.
G. M. of this lodge, Harry McAflee, P. C. M.,
of Westmorland, and past G. D. of C.
this lodge, and J. M. Steeves, P. C.
Albert. ' These brethren would be greatly
missed in the meélings where they always
stood for the great principles of the order.
“A brief report respecting the Sentinel was

submitted.

In conciusion, the grand secretary said:

“In bringing this, my seventh annual Te-
port to a close, 1 beg to congratulate the
grand lodge on its conidnuous prosperous
condition and to thank all the ofticers and
members who so unhesitatingly gave of
their time and talents. The grand master
and grand treasurer have worked faithfully
and the utmost harmony prevais thioughout
our éntire jurisdiction as evidenced by uhe
fact that there is no petition or appeal from
any lodge or member in this  large juris-
diction to lay before us.

Qome time was devoted to discussion of
secret matters connected with the internal
working of the primary lodges.

The cammittee on suspension and ex-
pulsions reported recommending the sus-
taining of the return in reference to sus-
pensions, but that those of lodges Nos. 28,
105, 88, 41, 19 and 108 for expulsions be
returned for further consideration.

The School Question.

At the afternocon session a resolution on
the school question was passed. It was
moved in a stirring epeech by H. F. Me-
Leod, of Fredericton, and ably geconded
by J. A. Lindsay. Addresses on the sub-
ject, all in. strongest endorsement of the
resolution, were made by S. B. Bustin, St.
John; J. I. McLaren, of Moncton; F. M.
Sproul, of Hampton; Rev. Mr. Fulton, of
Hampton; Rev. A. Prosser, of Bt.
John; Grand Master Heine and others.
The resolution was carried unanimously by
a standing vote. It reads:—

Whereas, a bill has been introduced in
the parliament of Canada by Sir Wilfrid
Laurier creating the new provinces of the
Saskatchewan and Alberta; and

Whereas, section 16 of said bill contains
a provision by which a system of separate
schools becomes for all time a constitu-
tional obligation on the part of the new
provinces; and 5

‘Whereas, such legislation is in disregard
of provincial liberty .as guaranteed by the
British North America Act and a wanton
overthrow of the principle of separation of
church and state; and

Whereas, we believe that a system of sep-
arate schools will strike a fatal blow at our
national life while a free non-sectarian
school system will tend to bind all the dif-
ferent. nationalities into a united people and
creating in the heart of the great west a
spirit of true Canadian citizenship and loy-
aty to the great empire of which we are a
part; and

Whereas,
stand always for
tainence ,of free

this order exists' that it may
equal rights for the main-
non-sectarian schools and
for devotion to the development of Canada
as an intrignal part of the British empire;

Therefore resolved, that this loyal Orange
lodge of New Brunswick in annual session
assembled place on record its unqualified
condemnation of this proposed legislation
and pledge itself and the lodges within its
jurisdiction to oppose by every constitutional
means any government or body of men who
seek to inflect such tyranous legislation up-
on a freedom loving people and to seek the
defeat at the polls of any member who by
word or vote gives his support to the prin-
ciple of separate schools.

Further resolved, that we will accept no
compromise in this regard, but will stand
always for absolute freedom for the new

provinces in all things pertaining to edu-
cation.
