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WALL STREET ALARMED
AT WAY STOCKS CRUMBLED

Enormous Liquidation Yesterday Forced Prices to
a New Low Level ;

Copper and Ste.el Stocks Most Affected, But Weakness Was
General-—J. J. Hill Says His Warning Months Ago That

=

“Red Signal” Sign Was Out Was Unheeded—Magnate
Ascribes Various Reasons for I}urst of the Bubble.

New York, March 25—Stocks broke vio-
Yently after the first few minutes of trad-
ing today, when enormous ligiudation by
the professional operators carried prices
below the level of March 14, the day of
the “silent panic,” and started demorali-
zation that was only arrested at the very
close of the day.

Only the slightest kind of a scare was
necessary to have precipitated a paaic
with the flood of selling orders that pour-
ed upon the market in the first hour.
Support from any quarter was entirely
lacking. Stocks declined so rapidly under
‘genuine liquidation that even the bears
refrained from any general attack and al-
Jowed the list to sink from its own weight,
avith very little help from them.

In mid-afternoon a half-hearted and ut-
terly nerveless rally set in, but the up-
ward bent of the market had no more
elasticity in it thadn the bounce of a
croquet ball.

New Low Records. '

The result of the decline created even
more new low records. Allthrough the
day Union Pacific ,Smelters, the Coppers
and Reading led the decline. -

Smelters particularly suffered under bear
attacks, touching a mnew low mark at
704 1-4. Steel common broke all records
to 1905 by selling at 311-2 and the pre-
ferred was not a step behind with 911-2.
Amalgamated Copper reached 801-8 and
Anaconda 57 1-2. The demoralization was
complete.

All the reports from abroad brought
news that should lave put heart into
traders on this side, but notwithstanding
the fact that London was said to be over
_its difficulties with only one failure, and
Berlin to have forgotten its incipient panic
on Saturday, the list grew steadily worse
and worse. The closing which came just
after the lowest prices of the day was
slightly better than was generally ex-
pected but it carried no sign with it that
the worst was over. Rumors of impend-
ing failures found ready credence but un-
like similar rumors last week, they indi-
cated nmo house by name.

*‘Red Light'’ Bignals Out, Says
Hil.

James J. Mill was asked what he
thought of the financial and business out-

ilar question last fall, I told you the
lights showed red to me. It looked like
g recession then.

Men don’t carry big wads in their pock
ets. Some sort of a check does the busi-
mess. Our credit is impaired and that is
mainly what ails us.”

Asked if he ascribed the impairment of
credit to misdeeds, Mr. Hill said: “Partly
to misdseds, yes, but there are .many
other factors. I don’t care how rich your
soil is, if you sow the wind you are boynd
to redp the whirlwind. But there are
other factors in the situation. We are
dealing not with theories but conditions
and should be awake to this fact.”

Violens Slump.

(Associated Press.)

New York, March 25—There was a vio-
lent slump in prices on the stock ex
change again today accompanied by ex-
citing trading, but without news to ac-
count for it other than a decline in
metal prices in London and higher rates
for call money. The monetary situation
did not seem to attract much attention,
however, and according to brokers and
members of banking firms there was noth-
ing to explain the rapid melting away of
prices except that holders of stocks want-
ed to sell them and apparently did not
care much as to the price they got for
their shares. American Smelting was one
of the weakest features, falling an ex-
treme 1314 points, but the United
States Steel corporation shares and the
railroads also made wide de¢lines.

The market opened irregular with some
stocks showing a rather strong tone,
among them Canadian Pacific, which was
up 2 points. The fluctuations were ex-
tremely nervous'immediately after the
opening, and it was only a few minutes
until the entire list had weakened and
prices were breaking wildly. The selling
seemed to be urgent and there were wide
drops between sales.

Hverybody Wanted to Sell.

The volume of the selling orders. was
so great that it would have been impos-
sible to check the decline even if ‘there
had been attempts to support prices. Am-
erican Smelting, Amalgamated ' Copper,
United States Steel, Union Pacific, North-
ern Pacific and Reading went down with-
out restraint, carrying with them the
general list without exception. Brokers
everywhere had heavy orders to sell and
the scene on the floor of the exchange
was one of congiderable excitement and
confusion, and the excited traders sought
to execute their commissions. After the
first demoralization there came a quieter
period of trading and the'market steadied
only to give way again just as soon as
the pressure to sell was resumed.

Toward the close of the day a buying
demand, apparently to close out ghort
contracts appeared, and gave prices a rai-
ly. At the last the market was excited
and irregular with quotations better than

the lowest, but showing a wide decline |*

from Saturday’s figures. Canadian Paci-
fic, which was weak last week, however,
closed a point higher than Saturday. The
principal declines of the day as shown
by the closing quotations were: Amala-
gamated Copper, 5 3-4; American Smelting
8 1-2; Anaconda, 2 58; Atchison, 2 3-8;
Baltimore & Ohio, 4; St. Paul, 5; General
Electric, 6; Great Northern, 6 1-4;Great

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TWO TRAINMEN
DEAD IN HEAD-ON
C. P. R COLLISION

(Special to The Telegraph.)
Toronto, March 25—A head-on col-
ision in which two freight trains smashed
together, killing two men and seriously

injuring two more, occurred this morning
on the C. P. R., a couple of miles east
of Myrtle station.

The dead are fireman, C. Jones; brake-
man, H. Howe, both of Toronto June-

tion, who were caught in such a position
under the debris of the wreck that their
bodies were not removed until nearly two
hours after the collision occurred.

Howe was in the engine cab at the time
of the collision and was scalded to death.
The impact reduced the engines to scrap
iron, and the bodies when found were al-
most unrecognizable. They were badly
burned, bruised and scalded.

A fire started immediately after the
collision, but was extinguished before it
had made great progress.. The tragedy was
due to alleged mistake of orders on the
part of the conductor of the eastbound
train, and the fact that both trains were
running at the time in the midst of a
dense fog too thick to permit either end
to avoid the danger in time.

St. Andrews, March 25—(Special)—At
an important meeting of the recently
formed weir men’s union held here today,
the prices at which the fishermen will sell
their sardine herring catches to the pack-
ers at Lubec and Eastport was fixed.
Sixty or seventy members from various
parts of Charlotte county were present.
James A. Belyea, of St. John, the presi-
dent, was in the chair. George M. Byron,
of Campobello, on behalf of the executive,
reported decision that the price of sardine
herrings shall be from the first of the sea-
son to July 81, 88 a hogshead, and from
prices are to apply only to United States
packers, a preference being given to Cana-
dian canners. ;
A proposition to make the price $7 for
the whole season was voted down, and the
executive report was adopted.
Last year the price received from Lu-
bec and Eastport packers was about $4,
and in some cases even lower.¢
A standard of measurement was alsa
fixed by today's meeting, that hitherto in
use being unsatisfactory. At the meeting
today a standard tub was decided on, to
hold fourteen imperial gallons, ten of
these tubs to be regarded as a hogshead.
The union also passed a resolution per-
mitting the sale of herring for smoking
purposes at any figure the market will
bring. If it is found that the packers are
buying herrings for smoking purposes and
really using them for sardines, the dealers
so offending will be penalized by having
their supplies cut off for a fortnight.

The justice, who on Friday last adjourn-
ed the proceedings until 11 o’clock this
morning, did not reach the court room
until after 8 o’clock this afternoon, and
then he stayed only long enough to an-
nounce the new delay.

If there is no ¢ommission in lunacy ap-
pointed, a problem will present itself to

July 31 to the end of the season $6. These ‘ District-Attorfey Jerome, and unless he

carries his fight to a higher court he will
be forced to continue the trial of the
young Pittsburg millionaire and to en-
deavor ‘to send to the electric chair one
whom he believes is insane.

A Knotty Question.

The differencs medical and
legal insanity has never been made appar-
ent 1 a more striking manner. In the
event of the appointment of a commission
and the finding of the prisoner sane at the
present time, the prosecutor’s task would
be more plain, for he would be proceeding
vnder the finding of a duly appointed and
legal body fitted to pass upon the mental
state of Thaw.

Thaw, as has been declared by the ex-
perts of Mr. Jerome, was sufficiently able
to understand the. nature and quality of
his great act he shot Stanford
White and to know that it was wrong,

and this is all the law requires; but the
same men who say Thaw understood the
nature and quality of his act and knew
that it was wrong, swear with equal posi-
{iveness that he is a paranoiac, that his
mental malady is progressive, and that he
otight to be sent to an asylum for the in-
sene.

clear that the premier- will be able to sail
for England to attend the conference on
April 5. This'depends, of course, on the
opposition; ‘but from what ' Mr. Borden
said today they cannot very well go back
on the pledge given to facilitate the work
of the sesgion, so‘as to let Sir Wilfrid be
present in London ‘with the other prem-
jers ‘of the self-governing -colonies.

Mr. Templeman’s bill for a department
of ‘mines’ was ‘redd a first time, and Sir
Wilfrid Laurier -introduced his resolution
to get imperial sanction to pay the pro-
posed ' increased provincial subsidies.

Mr. Foster-asked Mr. Bourassa if he
would tell what kind of a resolution he

:| ' was to moye tomorrow.

Mr. Bourassa said he had not made up
his mind, but he would refer to that part
of the insurance report which dealt with
Mr. Foster, but as to the wording of his
motion he was not ready to state.

This led Mr. Foster to remark that it
was a leap in the dark.

The Provincial Subsidies.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier in moving the mo-
jion on an address to the king for the
imperial ganction of the provincial sub-
sidies passed at the provincial conference
in Ottawa, said that forty years had
elapsed wince the fmperial parliament
passed the B. N. A. aect and- it was grat-
ifying to think that it had required no
change in nearly half a'century. In this
regard they were more fortunate than
their neighbors who bad theirs, before
the ink was hardle dry, amended, not to
speak of amendments consequent upon
the arbitrament of war.

The premier then went on to refer to
methods of dealing with provincial sub-
sidies in the past. The federal govern-
ment having absorbed the sources of rev-
enue of the provinces, the provinces, there-
fore demanded some contribution from
the federal government. Special conces-

| sions had been given to individual prov-

jaces. Periodically the provinces came to
parliament and demanded increases, many

.l of which were granted. The provincial

conferences of 1887 and 1907 demanded
that the subsidies should be placed on a
more permanent basis. The conference of
provincial premiers expressed the opinioa
that the method of granting subsidies
should be made uniformly applicable to
the provinces. As in 1861 it was consid-
ered mecessary in order to bring confed-
eration about to adopt a system of pro-
vineial subsidies so now it was the same
principle essential for carrying oa of con-
federation. That®was the view which the
provinces presented to the government.
The proposal before the house would
increase subsidies by $2,346,000. These
proposals he believed were calculated to
promote harmony which was essential if
they were to work out their destiny as a
great people.
Foster Oharges Extravagance.

TIon. George Foster criticized the prem-
jer's proposition and accused the prov-
inces of extravagance, particularly Quebec
saad New Brunswick. He thought that
the question of extravagance should be
inquired into. He wanted to hear from
the minister of financz in regard to that
matter. :

Mr. Fielding said in regard to the sys-
tem upon which the subsidies were paid
the fathers of confederation had in mind
that the smaller provinces, according to
population, were paid more than the
larger provinces. The same principle was

provinces instead of a .per capita basis.
1t was apparent that provinces like Que-
bec and Ontario could get along with a
smaller revenue from the dominion, ac-
cording to their population, than the
smaller provinces. Besides all that, Brit-
| ish Columbia got a special graat for ten
years.

The dominion had no right to investi-
gate the expenditures of the provinees in
regard to extravagance. These payments
made by dominion were made on their
merits. But for contributions of tire prov-
inces to railway development the country
would not be what it is today. Ina his
own province there was not a mile of
railway that was not necessary.

As to the finality of the subsidies, they
were as final as they could be maile, in
asking that the amendment to the B.
N. A. act shall be final and unalterable

Mr. Bergeron strongly opposed the in-
creases and regretted that the B. N. A.

On the consideration of the bill to amend
the consolidated statites respecting the
protection of sheep fromr the dogs, the
Hon. Mr. Pugsley explained that the bill
was brought in at the request of the New
Brunswick Farmers 'and Dairymens’ As-
sociation. The law, as it is at present,
was that dogs should be taxed, but that
on the petition of fifteen ratepayers, in each
parish the county council might pass a
by-law rendering the act inoperative, and
this power had in most instances becn
acted upon. It was nmow thought desir-
able in the interests of sheep raising, that
the council should have the power to
bring the act in operation on the pet-
ition of fifteen ratepayers and the bill
was to enable it to be dome.

Mr. Ryan thought that the bill did not
go anything like far enough. It did not
touch incorporated towns, where there
were more dogs than there were in the
country places.

Mr. Robinson thought it would be bet-
ter to allow the council to repeal the by-
law on their own authority without the
necessity of any petition. The opinion of
people in the county of Westmorland was
very strong on the subject. The dogs
should be taxed and the proceeds go to
a fund to repay for sheep destroyed.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley, said it would not
do to make the bill too drastic, otherwise it
might defeat its object. He suggested
leaving the municipal councils the power
to repeal the bylaw if they thought 1%
advisable to do so on a majority of two-
thirds of the council voting for such re-
peal without the mecessity of any petition:

The peasants are setting fire
to everything within reach but they flee
upoa the appearance of the soldiery.

The minister of war, General Mano,has
ordered the mobilization of four addi-
tional regiments at Jassy, where “12,000
troops already have been concentrated.
At Jassy the artillery is enmmpeq on the
principal street. All the shops in to
are closed. It is reported that from forty
to fifty thousand; peasants are all ready
to advance and attack the place.

A conditian of anarchy prevails at
Nanolossa and the reports from that vil-
lage are slarming.

A bloody encounter between peasants
and military is reported from Galatz,
where on Sunday the troops fired on a
gathering of pecasants, killing 25.

In short, the situation arising from the
Agrarian revolt has become so serious
that the Roumanian parliament is consid-
ering the advisability of investing the
government with extraordinary powers.

WOMAN FATALLY SHOT

Springfield, Ills., March 25—Mrs. Millie
Hill Gibson, divorced wife of Elmer Gib-
son, a rteal estate dealer, was shot and
probably fatally injured today on an inter-
urban car, by Peter Clark, an insurance
agent, The shooting is said to be the
result of a scandal in the choir of the
First Christian church of Girard (Ills.)
Clark shot five times at Mrs. Gibson,
three bullets entering the head and one
piercing an arm. Clark surrendered to
officers at Virden (1lls.)

As the vesult of the choir scandal, in
which Clark and Mrs. Gibson were al-
leged to be implicated two years ago, Gib-
son and Mrs. Clark procured a’ divorce.

New Brunswick Worthies,
(Toronto Star).

A New Brunswick journalist of long
experience, . Dr. James Hannay, has writ-
ten for the Makers of Canada the lives
of two men who played noteworthy parts
in the history of the province, Lemuel
Allan Wilmot and Sir Leonard Tilley.
Wilmot's career lay in the period of the
struggle for respomsible government, and
there is more than one point of resembl-
ance between the New Bruaswick and the
Canadian situation. There was a rulin
class, “ a family compact” which had got
the ear of Downing street, and even of
the king. “I will never consent,” said
William IV., “to alienate the crown
lands, nor to make the council elective.
Mind me, my lord, the cabinet is not my
cabinet. They had better take care or
by —— I will have them impeached.”

There was, as in Upper Canada, an at-
tempt to create a dominant Church as
well as a dominant governing class. The
authority to solemnize marriages was con-
fined to the clergy of the Church of Eng-
land, the Kirk of Scotland, the Roman
Catholic church, and the Quakers; and it
was not until 1834 that this injustice wase
removed. Nearly "all members of the
Council of the Province were Anglicans;
and Wilmot was the first man not of thac
church who occupied a place on the bench.
King’s College, like its namesake in To-
ronto, was an Anglican university, though
no religious test was required of the stu-
dents.

As in Canada, the public lands ‘were
mismanaged, and setclement discouraged.
Exorbitant fees were charged on land
grants, and large areas of the best ‘land
in the province were locked up as re-
gerves for the production of masts for the
British navy. As old Canada had in Daly
its “perpetual secretary,” so in New
Brunswick the Odells, father and son;held
the office of provincial secretary for sixty
years. Wilmot and other leaders worked
steadily for self-government, and it was
achieved about the same time as in Can-
ada, the efforts of reformers in the col-
onies being now seconded by a more in-
telligent policy at home. That there was |
no rebellion in the maritime provinces, in |

obstinacy, is an evideace that the people
were wiser than those set over them.

Tilley, though not much younger than
Wilmot, is better known to this gener-
ation, for he was one of the Fathers of
Confederation and of the National Policy,
and he delivered the earliest of the N. P.
budget ‘speeches. From Dr. Hannay we
learn that he was not a late convert to
protaction, but advocated it as early as
1850, and was elected for St. John be-
cause of that advocacy.

Dr. Hannay’s account of tha prohibition
movement, in which Tiiiey was a leader,
suggests another interesting analogy with
Upper Canada. In our province intem-
perance was largely due to the low cost
of whiskey in the old days. “A cheap and
wholesome beverage”’ it was called in a
pamphlet issued by the Canada Company.

WHY BAPTISTS ARE
SENDING AWAY 10 -
GET MINISTERS HERE

Rev. Dr. Manning, Mission Secretary,
Discusses Reason for Scarcity of
Clergymen in New Bruns-

wick

SENDING TO ENGLAND
AND UNITED STATES

Fewer Young Men Entering the
Ministry Now Because They
Fear Old Age Under Present
Outlook--Oall to the West Also
Having Its Effect--Too Much
Required of Ministers in Rural
Charges.

At a meeting of the executive of the
United Baptist Association of the Mari-
time Provinces held in St. John a week
ago, the chairman and secretary were in-
structed to correspond with institutions
in England and the United States with -a

view of securing ministers to meet the |

scarcity mow prevalent, in New Bruns-
wick.

In conversation with Rev. Dr. James
W. Manning, the secretary-treasurer of
the Baptist mission board, Monday, a
Telegraph reporter was given some of the
reasons why not enough ministers are
found to take charge of pastorates in this
provinee.

Rev. Dr. Manning said that-at present
too much work was required of a min-
ister in charge of a rural pastorate. He
was often obliged to drive twenty-five
or thirty miles a day to minister to his,
churches. With “such an 'extensive pas-
torate as this it hecame a very difficult
thing to make pastoral calls and to visit
the sick. The life of a country minister
was a hard life and many shrank from it.

The poor remuneration, he said, was al-
g0 to blame for the lack of preachers..
It was very hard for 2 man to live com-
fortably, to support and educate his fam-
ily and to keep himself supplied with
necessary reading matter, Some ministers
had saved money on $400 a year but this
was in the good old days when, if the
preacher went visiting in the country, he
went home with the back of his wagon
filled with vegetables, butter, etc. The
increased cost of living had received no
recognition in the raising of preachers’
salaries.
per cent more to live and in other lines
of work the monetary remuneration was
raised considérably.

The direct cause of the present short-
age was that fewer young men than in
former years were entering the ministry.
A great reason for this was that young
men in looking forward over .their life
work in a ministry dreaded the approach
of old age. “As in this day,” said Dr.
Manning, “when a minister’s hair turns
gray, he may consider himself ostracized.
In other professions a man’s gray hairs
give him weight. An aged lawyer’s opin-
ions and expressions are treated with re-
spect but an elderly minister is soon sup-
planted by a younger in the eyes of a
congregation. The exodus to the north-
west also depletes the ranks of Baptist
ministers here, as we have lost a consid-
erable number during the past year.”

When asked as to the remedy for the
state of affairs reported by the executive,
Rev. Dr. Manning replied that the great
remedy was that both pastor and congre-
gation might have more of the self-sac-
rificing spirit of Christ. This covered
everything.

Ul MUHE_S_E_ASIEKNESS

The Gyroscope Can Steady the
Largest Vessel—Deprives it of lts
Rolling Even When' Lying Broad-
side to the Sea.

A London cable to Toronto Globe says:
Sir William H. White, one of the great-
est British experts on shipbuilding, said
today at a meeting of the Institution of
Naval Architects that from personal ob
servation he could certify to the remark-
able steadying effect on a vessel of Dr.
Schlick’s gyroscopic apparatus. In all
cases its effect was to extinguish the roll-
ing motion of the ship almost immediate-
ly. The vessel on which he observed the
workings of the apparatus was practically
deprived by it of all rolling motion as
she lay broadside to the sea. Sir Wil-
liam expressed the opinion that the ap-
paratus would have great utility attached
to Channel and coasting passenger steam-
ers. Gyroscopes could also be designed
which would have a steadying effect on
the largest ocean steamships. Applied
to warships, they undoubtedly would give
greater steadiness to gun platforms.

There are on this page three pictures—
pictures of human life, as unearned in-
herited money perverts human life.

There are here and there in the world
men that can riss up and be men, even
under the handicap of . great inherited
wealth, acquired in early life.

But the men that succeed in spite of
wealth are so few that they can be count-
ed almost on the fingers of the hand. They
are not one in a thousand that compare
with those that succeed in spite of pov-
erty.

There are men that long toolishly and
idly for the great fortunes of which Am-
erica talks and for which America strug-
gles.
There are others, loving but misguided
fathers and mothers, that long for great
fortunes to leave to their children. All of
those whose minds are fixed upon great
sums of money, whether for themselves
or for their children, are invited to study
and to think on their own account of the
three “pictures on this page.

What does too much money do/ for
childhood ?

It kills the child’s imagination. He is
overwhelmed with presents; everything
he wants and more than he wants he can
have and must have.

Foolish luxury, foolish toys, foolish,
servile servants, foolish flattery—all these
warp his little mind, magnify his childish
self-importance.

The father spends his money to make
the child happy, but his child gets in-
finitely less from all the money than an-
other child gets from a rag doll, from a
turtle found in the field or a shell picked
up on the shore.

Tired of lifz before life has really begun,
cheated out of the mental growth, the
spiritual excitement that the child should
find in devising its own interest, and
seeking its own amusement, the uahappy
child of those that are foolish and too
rich goes from a babyhood of boredom in-
to a young manhood of satiety and mental
dulness.

Who has not seen the tired, listless,
drooping, falseliving young men that nev-
er knew what it was to try, or to need
to try?

These young men irag themselves over
the earth, spending as they go the money
that does not make them happy, and that
brings happiness to no one else.

They can have everything, and there-
fore they want nothing. They cannot tell
real friends from false. Usually they have
no friends—but parasites instead of
/friends. They are not hungry; they are
not thirsty, or at least mot normally so.

They, have worn out ~and exhausted
every attraction and every feeling before
it was half developed. They find even
vice tiresome and self-indulgence a bore.
They may well envy the daily work of
the meanest man that waite upon them,
and that needs the money he earns.

The lives of such young men are made
desolate by too much. Their cheated
childhood is followed by a disappointed,
cheated manhood.

And then comes at last: old age, disil-
lusion, complaints about the world and
about life. The money is there still, per-
haps, and the check book works ite mir-
acles. But miracles of the check book
are very tiresome at the enq of long

years. Nobody need envy the rich, uses
Jess, idle old man whose old age follows
upon an idle childhood and an idle youth.

Such a man in his last day may well
stretch out his hand to death as almost
the first real and sincere friend he has
konown. This friend will at least take
him away from himself, wipe out the slate
that has only self-indulgence, satiety, dis-
appointment written upon it, and give the
tired soul a chance to begin on a new
and clean page.

There is more éxcitement and happiness
in doing one simple piece of work ‘well
than in spending all the useless money
that ever was left to a useless child.

The man with a hundred millions may
cheat the people, deceive himself, dodge
the laws, but he can’t cheat mnature or
dodge her laws.

To every man and women in the world
there is a law that says every day, “You
must be useful or you must be unhappy.”

Only in real activity of the mind can
real enjoyment of life be found. The
man digging a ditch honestly, hungry for
his simple meal when the hour comes, is
a far happier creature than the self-in-
dulgent, idle bore, a perpetual spender of
money earned by others.

This fact should sink into 'the minds of
Americans, especially of young people,
and it should divert our national atten-
tion from the everlasting pursuit of the
superfluous dollars that mean nothing.

Every man should want to have as much
as will keep him independent and protect
the weak that depend upon him.

Every man should look into the future
and Jecide that his old age shall find
him independent and not a slave. Every
man should realize that actual poverty in
old age means abject, pitiful slavery.

But between the slavery of poverty and
the dull slavery of great wealth there lies
the land in which man are busy and use-
ful, and temperate and happy. ‘

Nobody need envy the young man, the
child or the old man that hes too much.
But the men with too much may well
envy the simplest, most modestly paid,
honest, content worker in the nation.

We believe that parents should impress
this upon chikiren and try to make them
understand it. There is hardly & neigh-
borhood in which you may not point out
some child ruined by too much indulgence.
There is mot a village but has its warn-
ings in the case of some young ruan made
useless by the foolish fondness of the
father or mother giving too much money
to a child or a youth.

1t is the duty of older men and women
to impress oa the young constantly that
they can only find ‘happiness in real
achievement and in real work. And we
beg our repders to think of this in talk-
ing to ths young, in impressing their
ideas upon them.

In the criminal court of New York city
a young man is on trial for murder.

This young man is a sad illustration of
the truths that we seek to convey.

He had from childhood millions.: These
millions turned him away from a useful
life. They made real effort seem waste
of time. They drove him out of ,the
paths in which he might have found real
happiness, and they have landed him at
last where he stands today—at the end
of a cheated childhood and a wasted

youth.

Pottery is Made on One of His Es-
tates, and He is Not Ashamed to
Canvass.

The German Emperor, as well as several
prominent members of the most exclusive
class of German aristocracy, are active men
of business, who do not hesitate to canvass
orders on behalf of their respective firms.

This interesting information is contained °

in an urgent appeal addressed by a young
German nobleman to his fellow aristocrats to
emancipate themselves from the obsolete idea
that it is beneath their dignity to participate
in any commercial occupation.

The emperor possesses extensive pottery
works on the estate at Cadinen, in East
Prussia, and conducts them himself with
great commercial zeal. Exquisite productions
of the Imperial factories are sold in the Ber-
lin branch of the business, which .is known
as the Hohenzollern Stores.

As
the Fredericton Gleaner (opposition) said
Wednesday in discussing a rumor touching
this matter:—‘The Mackenzie & Mann
proposition, whenever it comes, will have
the hearty support of the people of this
province; it is a business proposition which
has to do with neither political party.”

For years the need of a railroad by the

: valley route has been recognized, and it

was hoped by the people along the route
that the Grand Trunk Pacific would come
their way. When the central route was
chosen, Premier Pugsley at once put him-
self in communication with Mackenzie &
Mann, with the result that they have
expressed their willingness to survey the
route and if satisfactory terms can be
made with the provincial government to
proceed with the construction of the line.
It is unnecessary o point out that ne
more desirable outcome could be suggest-
ed, since these great railway builders,
among the foremost now in Canada, are
seeking an eastern outlet for their trans-
continental line, and if they construct the
8t. John Valley road the port of St. John
stands to reap vast benefits.

Dr. Pugsley emphatically states that he
is opposed to the idea of a subsidy, and

evidently he is satisfied that a guarantee |

of honds will be satisfactory to Mackenzie
& Mann. He points out with admirable

" clearness ‘what the subsidy habit has cost "

the province in the past, and sets his face
against the continuance of such a policy.

There can be no question that the line
of railway can be constructed with easy
grades, and develop a very large local
traffic. Indeed the traffic already awaits
the road, and there is, as the premier
points out, all the opportunity for expan-
gion which one of the most favored regions
in Canada can offer to enterprise and in-
dustry. Whether the line be regarded
merely as a local one traversing so rich

a region as the St. John valley, and enabl- |

ing the farmers, stock-raisers, dairymen,
Jumbermen and manufacturers to reach the
markets, while it would also afford city
folk easy means -of access to charming re-
sorts; or whether we consider it merely
as an important link in the transcontin-
ental chain, the vast importance of the
proposition made must impress all minds.

The government does well, therefore, to
give the matter the fullest consideration,
and if legislation along the lines indicated
in the premier’s speech is submitted it
will deserve the most sympathetic consid-
eration of the whole house.

The Telegraph’s correspondent intimates
that the speech in question created a
notable sensation in the house, and this
may readily be believed. Dr. Pugsley is
to ‘be congratulated on having made one
of the most notable and significant
speeches heard of late ycars in the legis-
lative halls in Fredericton.

700 BAD---ISN'T IT?

Most United States editors who discuss
Great Britain and Canada profess a desire
for continued friendship and speak of the
Britigh Empire in terms of. respect. There
are noteworthy execptions. Mr. Hearst, as

was pointed out recently in these columns, |

believes Anglo-American friendship is a
gham and does not scruple to assert that
the Americans, some day, are going to
banish the British flag from this contin-
vent. The Minneapolis Tribune has just

discovered that Japan is not going to
fight the United States because the Brit-
ish are compelled by selfish motives to
keep the Japs in check. Says the wise and
-temperate man of Minneapolis:

“The English have fawned on us for ten |
years after spitting on us for a hundred |
because our entry into the arena of world
Powers pointed out to them a new line of
self-interest. They could about face as)
quickly again under fixed belief in changed
conditions.

“But the English do not want to choose
between the loss of India dnd the loss of
Canada. The continental thrones do not
want to feel bread riots exploding under
them. Who else is going to furnish Japan
with money for a struggle as long and
costly as would be a war with the United
States?”

The Minneapolis man does not speculate
upon these matters. He wastes no fime
over the improbable, but speaks positive-
ly, as one touched with the fire of pro-
phecy .or prevision. It is interesting to
contrast his anti-British rhapsody with the
gentiments expressed by Secretary Root a
few months ago at Ottawa. Let us follow
the Minneapolis man as he sets up and
demolishes his men of straw:

“If the British Empire had to choose
between the loss of the crown colony of
India and the almost independent depend-
ency of Canada, which would she choose
to keep? While we are discussing any-
thing so-.improbable as a war between'
Japan. and the United States, we may as
well consider how it would affect our do-
mestic relations on the North American
continent.

“Such a war would put Great Britain in
a very embarrassing position. kven if it
did not arrive until after the present
Anglo-Japanese treaty had expired, she
would be under powerful pressure to re-
new that treaty. It was made to safe-
guard the Indian empire. Loss of the In-;
dian empire might be the consequence of |
its rupture.

“The Russian nation will be more for-
midable than ever when, it issues from its
agony of mew birth, smarting under do-
mestic humiliation and eager to wipe out
its memory with the glory of foreign con-
quest, like the French Republic. What
would become of India, if Japan were to
offer a regenerated Russia a free hand in
SBouth Asia as compensation for her own
expansion in the north and in revenge for
the desertion of Great Britain?

“Op the other hand, what would hap-
pen to Canada if Great Britain were forc-
ed to save India by adhering to her alli-
ance with Japan in a future war between
that country and the United States? Our
navy would make a poor showing against
the combined navies of England and
Japan. We should be relieved of all our
insular white elephants and shuf within
our own borders:by an extensive block-
ade.

“We could live under these conditions,
as we lived from 1812 to 1815, consuming
our own fat of internal resources while
Europe starved. Socialism blazed and anci-
ent thrones fell in ruins for want of our
exports. The pent-up national energies
that have increased a thousand fold since
1815 would burs{ the imaginary line of the
Northern land berder to overrun the con-
tinent from Labrador to British Columbia
and from the Great Lakes to the frozen
ocean, meeting the Japanese in Alaska.

“Peace would bring us half a continent
in exchange for a few picayune islands,
when the civilized world forced our en-
emies to sign a treaty and open our mar-
kets to its starving and rioting inhabit-
ants.

“Considerations like this should be far
more powerful to avert war between
Japan artl the United States than any
hollow affectation of international amity.
There are no international friendships ex-
cept those based on common interest. The
friendship of half a century would not
hold the hand of Japan from war with the
United States if she could gain more than
che lost by it.”

In this pleasing statement there is only
one reasonable statement. It is the virtual
admission that if the United States should
go to war with any first class power the
islands taken over as a result of the vie

tory over Spain would be lost. The re-
mainder of the story is merely a leaf out
of a dream bhook.

WHOLESALE GRAFT

Astounding revelations of wholesale graft
have been made in connection with the
civic affairs of San Francisco. Assistant
District-Attorney Frank J. Heney and De-
tective W. J. Burns have been probing
into municipal aﬁ‘girs for eix months, and
last week the result was placed before the
grand jury, which filed seveaty-five in-
A San Fran-
cisco despatch of Friday last gives the
following amazing statement of the case:

“Of the seventy-five indictments, sixty:
five are against Abraham Ruef, charging
him with bribing the Board of Super-
visors to grant franchises to the United

Railroads, the Home Telephone Company,
the San Francisco Gas and Electric Com-

pany, and the so-called ‘Prize Fight
Trust” Ten are against T. V. Halqey,
formerly general agent of the Pacific

States Telephone and Telegraph Com-
pany, who is charged with having bribed
the supervisors not to grant a franchise
to a rival company.

“Qf the sixty-five counts of bribery
against Ruef, fourteen are in connection.
with the granting of the overhead trolley
franchise to the Unitted Railroads Comr
pany immediately after the earthquake

and fire of last April. Seventeen are
based upon the money alleged to have|
been spent by the gas company to pro-|
cure an eighty-five-cent rate as against a|
seventy-five-cent rate; thirteen refer to!
the alleged passing of money by the Home
Telephone Company to obtain a franchise
for a bid of $25,000, and which it has
been Jeclared was worth at least $1,000,-
000, and eighteen indictments are based
upon the alleged bribing of the supervis-
ors by Ruef to grant fight permits only
to the so-called Fight Trust of this city,
which is composed of ‘Eddie’ Graney,Mor-
ris Levy, James Coffroth, and Willis
Britt. !

“The money in all these cases is alleged
to have been handled by Ruef, who, ac-
cording to Heney and Burns, was the
agent and broker between the public ser-
vice corporations and the Board of Super-
visors, and a sort of general distributing
agent for all who desired privileges irom
the supervisors.

“In the overhead trolley deal, Ruef, ac-
cording to Burns, got $485,000 from the
United Railroads, of which Ruef is alleged
to have divided $91,000. Of this amount
84,000 i said to have been given to each
of fourteen supervisors; two received $10,-
000 each, and one $15,000.

“Ia the restricting of boxing permits to
the Fight Trust, the indictments charge
that $500 was given to each of eighteen
supervisors, or a total of $9,000, although
a fund of $20,000 was said to have been
collected for Ruef.

“In the alleged deal by which the Gas
Company got an eighty-five-cent rate, $12,-
000, it is charged, was divided among six-
teen of the supervisors in sums of $750
each, but the amount supposed to have

not known. Besides the $25,000 bid for
its franchise, Ruef is charged with having
divided among thirteen of the supervisors
$62,000 received from the Home Telephone
Company for the granting of a franchise
to install their system in this city. In
this conmection, fourteen of the super-
visors are alleged to have also taken $5,000
each from Halsey to prevent the granting
of the franchise to the Home Company,
and it is said that on these counts, four-
teen indictments were returned against
Halsey, only ten of which were filed yes-
terday.

“The indictments against T. V. Halsey,
agent of the Pacific States Telephone and
Telegraph Company, charge him with hav-
ing bribed fourteea members of the Board
of Supervisors to refuse the rival company
a franchise. Halsey, it is learned, has
been arrested in Manila, and is _about to
begin his journey back to San Francisco
to face trial. Judge Coffey fixed the bail
at $10,000 on each indictment, or a total
of $650,000 for Ru=f, and $100,000 for Hal-
soy.”’ :

WHA'I/T OF ST. JOHN ?
In presenting the names of five men as
candidates for aldermen in the five wards

of that city. the Kalamazoo (Michigan)
Gazette offers these observations:

“It is not often that Kalamazoo or any
other city has an opportunity to get such
a good list of Dbusiness men to mangge
the city’s affairs. Never in the history of
Kalamazoo has a ticket with a better list
of candidates on it been offered to the
voters. Every aldermanic candidate has
private interests in the city, which in-
duces him to look to the best interests of
the city in order to do his personal inter-l
ests the most good. They are all big
taxpayers.” -~

The civic elections in St. John will soon
be held, and it will be for the citizens td
determine whether they desire to be gov-
erned by a city council. composed of
capable business men, or whether they will
have a council whose acts must be revised
or defeated through the medium of pub-
lic meetings and delegations to Frederic-
ton. It is really worth while to give some
attention to this matter. The Telegraph
would esteem it a privilege to sbe able to
follow the example of the Kalamazoo Ga-
zette, and assure the people that they
would have an opportunity to vote for ‘‘a
good list- of business men to manage the
city’s affairs.”

CONFEDERACIES ‘

Ia the course of his address on Forty
Years of Confederation, before the Cana-
dian Club on Friday evening, Mr. J. S.
Willison observed that John Morley’s
phrase, “the sublime and sombre anarchy
of human history,” could not with justice
be applied to Canada. He added, how-
ever, that fhere had been “petty insur-
rection, provincial disaffection, and racial
conflict.” It was further pointed out that
there is conflict between federal and state
rights in the new commonwealth of Aus-
tralia, while the consummation of a South
African confederacy must be slow, painful
and difficult. Canada had escaped the
trying ordeals atteading the growth and
development of the United States, where
the factions in 1812, the agitation for nul-
lification in 1829, and. finally the great
¢ivil war had marked the turbulent course
of history.

The development ,of confederacies is a
very interesting subject of study. A Ger-
man professor, Dr. Otto Hotzsch, of the
Royal Academy of Posen, who is now de-

livering a weries of lectures in the United
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States, makes a very interesting compar-
ison between the rise of the German con-
federacy and that of the United States.
Addressing the Germanic Society in New
York last week, he discussed “The Rise of
the German Constitution in Connection
with the Formation of the New German
Empire.”” The following extracts bring
out the comparison referred to:

“When the Holy Roman empire was
ruined by Napoleon, and/the European
war in the beginning of the nineteenth

-century was over, Germany in fact did

not exist except as a ‘geographical idea.
A number of absolutely independent States
existed in juxtaposition, and they con-
cluded a kind of intermational alliance,the
‘Deutscher Bund.” This Constitution can
best be compared to the ‘Articles of the
Cpnfederation,” which the New England
colonies passed for themselves. The con-
gress of delegates of the thirteen States
has exactly the same charactar of public
law as the Bundertag at Franlkfort-on-the-
Main.

“The political development continued in
both countries, because this state of po-
litical affairs simply made the States pow-
erless, in America as well as in Germany.
But America was able to take the.decisive
step much earlier than Germany. Ia the
latter country external and internal strifes
were nacessary; three wars, of which the
second war was & civil one, as in the
United States. A German who is seeing
the battlefields of Chattanooga and Get-
tysburg feels awakening within him the
memories of the struggles of Koniggratz.
And as in America after the war of seces-
sion, the wounds of it healed with an
enormous rapidity, as in Germany.”

GOVERNING CITIES

While San Francisco and :some other
large American cities. reveal the shock-
ing results of the old-fashioned idea of
city government under modern conditions,
and while even in so small a city com-
paratively as St. John, the inefficiency of
the old instrument is apparent, and the
people recognize the need of a°‘change,
there are some cities to which the re-
former may point as examples of a new
and better order. Chief of ' these is
Galveston, Texas, and Houston in the
same state is another. There the govern-
ment is not by aldermen elected to repre-
sent wards, but by commissioners of busi-
ness men of tried business ability apply-
ing business principles. An article in
April McClure’s deals with this subject
in a very interesting way. After con-
trasting Chicago and Galveston it says:

“The Texas cities are pushing their
bills for commission government through
their legislatures. In the Kansas and
Wisconsin legislatures measures have been
introduced providing for the government
of cities of a certain size by commissions
like that of Galveston; and a large num-
ber of individual cities throughout the
country are considering charters for them-
selves along the line of the Galveston
idea. Memphis, which for twenty-five
years prospered under a form of com-
mission government, but which lost it
two years ago through political influence
has a bill in the Tennessee legislature ‘to
adopt the Galveston plan, with every
chance of success. The people of Mem-
phis expressed their preference for a re-
turn to commission government last fall
by a majority of three to one. Public
discussjons of this form of government
are going on through the entire country—
especial interest beimg. shown in the
cities of New England.”

One of the first acts of the mext St.
John city council might well be to make
a full enquiry into the workings of govern-
ment by commission, with a view to hav-
ing business principles applied to the gov-
ernment of this city. “Municipal gov-
ernment,” said President Eliot of Harv-
ard in a recent address, ‘‘is pure busi-
ness and nothing else—absolutely noth-
ing else.”

BACK TO THE SOIL ¢

The following paragraph from the East-
ern Chroaicle, New Glasgow, takes note
of a movement of much importance to
that section of Nova Scotia, and one
which it is hoped may spread over the
provinces. We quote:

“Tt is most encouraging from an agri-
cultural point of view to see the number
of vacant farms which are being settled
upon recently in this locality, or rather
we might say an influx of excellent peo-
ple to the farming sections. We have
in mind at this writing at least six fam-
jlies of means who have purchased farms,
in the past six months, within a radius of
a few miles of New Glasgow and are
starting in to work them in an up-to-date
manner. The benefit of these valuable
additions to our farming population can-
not but be highly beneficial to the county
at large. While it is a matter of deep re-
gret that many of our young men are leav-
ing our county for the far west, it is a
gratifying fact that many farms unoccu-
pied a few years ago are today the com-
fortable homes of families who have re-
turned to their ‘native heath’ hoping to
gpend their lives in peace and plenty—
and have their sons grow up sturdy and
intelligent farmers, the backbone of old
Pictou county.”

No more interesting and promising
movement could be desired. It is an old
story that scattered in these lower prov-
inces are many abandoned farms, which
intelligent industry and well-directed
energy could transform into productive

{ areas, the happy homes of prosperous peo-

ple. The problem is to get the right kind
of people. In Nova Scotia the govern-
ment proposes to give substantial aid to
the effort to increase the number of prac-
tical farmers, and the policy is surely one
to command the support of the citizens
at large.

NOTE AND COMMENT

Mr. Flemming’s explanation of what the
increased ‘subsidy costs the people of the
province is likely to become historic.

INTERCOLONIAL MUST TAKE
OVER BRANCH LINES SOON

Hon. Mr. Emmerson Declares

erament System---Minister

He Says.

Demand That the “‘Feeders’” Become Part of the Gov-

Prospered Greatly---Would Have $2,500,000 Surplus
the Past Year if Same Rates Prevailed as on C. P. R.,_

the Peoplie Will, Before Long, ;

Shows That the Road Has

Ottawa,~ March 22.—Hon. Mr. Emmer-
son delivered the annual statement of

the Intercolonial this afternoon and even-
ing. The minsiter of railways went very
exhaustively into the figures of the gov-
ernment and other railways as well as for
the canals.

The comparisons of the operations of
the Intereolonial with other railways were
made. The fact that this is the tenth
year of Liberal administration- of the gov-
ernment railroads was noted and compari-
sons madz with the previous tea year
period under Conservative control.

In the beginning Mr. Emmerson point-
ed out that there were about 13,000 per-
sons employed in his department, includ-
ing branches and the Intercolonial, and
1,300 on the national transcontinental,
making in all 13,953. or nearly fourteen
thousand persons. The minister gave a
stateméat showing the capital expenditure
on the canals from 1897 to 1906. It
amounted in all to $23,879,792.

The G. T. Paciflic.

Dealing with the railways he said that
the construction of the G. T. P, was very
important in connection with the solu-
tion of the transportation problem of
Canada. But apart from the three great
transcontinental railways there were other
roads that contributed very materially to
the expansion of trade that was going
on throughout the country. The domin-
ion parliament had made considerable ex-
penditures to aid in increasing the mile-
age of the systems in Canada.

Beginning with 1897 Canada had a total
mileage of 16,387, an increase of 300 miles
over the previous year, at a total cost of
$90,772,663 in the way of subsidies, which
was an increase during that year of $376,-
970, In 1898 there was an increase in
mileage of 183 and the subsidies increased
over $3,000,000. In 1899 there was an in-
crease in mileage of 466, with an increase
of $610,466 in subsidies. For 1901 there
was an increase of 470 miles and of $2,-
345,000 in subsidies. In 1902, 574 miles
were added to the mileage and an increase
of $1,978,887 in the subsidies. In 1903
there was an increase of 210 miles and an
increass of $1,347,322 in subsidies. In
1904 there was an increase of 533 miles
and $116,854 in subsidies. In 1905 there
was an increase of 990 miles and on in-
crease of $1,160,120 in stbsidies. In 1906
the total mileage was 21,518 miles, an in-
crease during that twelve months of 917
miles with a total aid of $105,574,221, an
increase for that year in subSidies of $226,-

over the year 1896 was 5,131 miles with a
total increase of railway subsidies during
that period of $15,380,508.

As already stated in round numbers
there were fourteen thousand persons em-|
ployed under the minister of railways.

Less Employes on I. O. R.

Mr. Blain—Is there an increase in the
number of Intercolomial employes since
last year? =

Mr. Emmerson—No, but there has been
a considerable reduction.

The minister took up. the standing of
the Intercolonial Railway. The road was
opened in July, 1876. This was a great
event in the history, not only of eastera
Canada but of all Canada. There had
been a revolution since then, not only in
track building but in railway operation.
In every branch of the Intercolonial there
have been mdrked changes and all of
them ‘to. the advantage of the patrons of
the road. As already shown large sums
have been paid out of capital account on
the road since 1876. There was a stand-
ard in 1876 and there was a standard to-
day. The Intercolonial of 1876, compared
with the modera railway, furnished as
great a contrast as there would be be-
twesn Stephenson’s Salisbury railroad and
the Intercolonial of 1876.

Mr. Foster—Noah's ark.

Mr. Emmerson—I will leave that matter
for my hon. friend. He said that 1876
scemed as yesterday yet there was a revo-
lution not to say an evolution in the rail-
way history of this continent and of the
whole world. The necessity for marked
changes began about twelve years ago.
At that time the railways on this con-
tinent were face to face with the neces-
sity of enormous expenditure. :
Hquipment Doubled.

“As-a first preliminary,” said Mr. Em-
merson, ‘“‘the capacity of freight cars was
increased, until the maximum load was
brought up to 100,000 pounds, instead of
what was formerly in use, namely, 40,000
pounds; and the average freight car to-
day in use is 60,000 pounds. A few years
ago it was 40,000 pounds, an increase of
50 per cent.

“Locomotives have practically doubled
in weight and in price. The rails were
unable to carry this heavier class of roll-
ing stock and hkad to be replaced. Ad-
ditional ballast was required, heavier boits
and fastenings, heavier switch work; all
‘the bridges had to be remewed to iake
cara of the increased rolling stoek; longer
sidings had ic be previded and more of
them; all yards had to be increased in
léngth and number of tracks. ZLarger coal
chutes, more water and lavger tanks also;
had to be provided.

“The passenger rolling stock had to be
increased in strength; greater luxuries ave
demanded by the traveling public, so that
much more expensive cars for first clas¢
coaches, slesping cars and dining cars had
to be provided. A heavier class of loco-
motive naturally followed to handle such
heavy passenger trains.s

“It followed that the shops werg wholly
inadequate to handle the repairs’ for such
heavy locomotives and cars. The tools
were too light, and the round houses too
short; the turntables had to be increased ;
in length and in strength. Formerly, two
men could go to any locomotive in use
and carry a side rod to a tool and do any
work on it, but today it rvequired the ser-
vices of a crane.

System Rebuiit.

“Tn fact, the entire system of railroads
on main lines throughout the continent of
America have been practically rebuilty
within the past ten or twelve years.

Notwithstanding the efforts
made, the Intercolonial railway is still
very much short in its car supply. Owing
to the peculiar position of the line, it is
a road that always will have a great num-
ber of its cars away from home; inas-
much as the larger portion of the traffic
originates on its line and goes abroad.
Less traffic comes to the road from for-
eign roads, which naturally send our cars
abroad without the usual compensation of
foreign cars to replace our own. The fair
return of our cars would enable us to give
much better satisfaction to our customers.
The dishonest diversion of our rolling
stock by certain American roads is a mat-
ter that requires the serious attention of
the railway management. On November
8, 1906, the total Intercolonial ra.ilway'
cars off the line was 4,403; foreign cars on
our line, 1,652; short owing to interchange
and cars on branch lines, 2,028.

The usual remedy for dishonest diver-
sions is to refuse to —-exchange business
with .the offending road. Unfortunately,
in the case of the Intercolonial, if this
remedy were enforced it would mean ruin
to its-best customers, for the reason that
the market for wood products is in the
United States, and on the lines of the of-
fending roads.

PRACTICAL STEP TO GET
T. JOHN VALLEY ROAD

Government Decides to Guarantee
Bonds for $15,000 a Mile

Premier Pugsley Gives Notice That if Canadian Northern
Undertakes the Work the Necessary Legislation Will Be
Passed---J. K. Flemming, Financial Critic of Opposition,
Declares Province is Better Off Without the Increased
Subsidy from Ottawa---Other Business of the Session.

Tredericton, N. B., March 22—In the
legislature this afternoon Premier Pugsley
gave notice of the following resolution:

“T stated yesterday that a proposal was
befcre the goverwument with regerd to the
Jonstruction of a railway down the valley
of the St. John river from Woodstock to
St. John.

“The government have reached a conclu-
gjpn-in regard to this matter end I rise
to give notice that when bill Ne. 11 is
before the house I will ask that it be
amended so as to give assistance to the
Canadian Northern Railway Company—
McKenzie & Mann—to construct this line
to the extent of a guarantec of bonds
bearing four per cent interest at $156,000 a
mile."”

J. K. Flemming.

The order of the day being called, Mr.
Flemning said:

On rising to make some observations to
the house upon the financial affairs of the
province and in answer to the statements
of the attorney-general, J wish to be gov-
erned as on previous .ccasions I have been
governed by moderation and regard for
accuracy of statement. Last year I held
in my hand the report of the public ac-
counts committee and I said no more in-
accurate or misleading a report could be
produced by sane men. That statement
may be applied to the report of this year.
Last year the hon. solicitor-general, reply-
ing to my criticism, said the system fol-
lowed in the report was a system in
vogue since confederation and therefore
apparently not open to criticism because
of 1ts age.

All listened with pleasure to the re-

.arks of the premier during the past

sw days. Naturally there was moxre than

he ordinary pleasure because of his elo-
uence and the flowery language in which

_ clothes his ideas. I lack the flowery
cioquence of the hon. gentleman but the
stern logic of facts stands in my support.

Says We're Better Off Without
Subsidy.

After paying some attention to the
premier’s change of politics, Mr. Ilem-
ming said Dr. Pugsley has tried hard to
give the impression that the opposition
Jeader and his supporters have been op-
‘posed to the increase in the subsidies.
That of course was necessary for political
effect, elections being on the near hori-
zon. I take the first opportunity to cor-
rect the impression he has sought to give.

In 1903, as shown by the synoptic report |

of the proceedings, Mr. Hazen, seconded
by myself, made a motion that an in-
creased amount should be granted to the
province by the dominion for the main-
tainence of government and legislature,
Our position has not been that subsidies
should not be increased, Unfortunately
the condition of the provincial finances
makes such increase desirable and neces-
sary. That motion of 1903 simply voiced
the opinion that the arrangement then
proposed by the Tweedie government was
unfair. The opposition take the same
ground today. Incidentally I may say that
it seemed remarkable to me that a chal-
lenge should be flung at the Jeader of the
position for he is not a man to challenge
with impunily. More will probably be
heard of this challenge at a later date.

The province is to recejve each year
from the Jdominion treasury $130,000, the
total amount givea to it and other prov-
inces is $2,372,088. Where does the money
come from to make up this amount paid
from . the dominion funds?

The population of the dominion, accord-
ing to the last census, was 5,371,315, there-
fove it may be calculated that the per
capita amount paid ‘from the increased
subsidies is 44 1-6 cents.

50 cents. The province pays the dominion
2146,244.66 and in return receives $130,000.
1t scems to me that after all there has not
been accomplished by the government
such a great feat of financing.

The stranger coming into the house
while the honorable gentleman was speak-
ing might believe the province to be won-
derfully strong financially. I will show
that the country is not as strong as the
premier would have us believe. If as a
practical man would do we review the
finances of the vrovince we find the mat-
tor of debt mot a very pleasant one. The
auditor genmeral gives the debt at the
great sum of $5,216,510.39. When people
of a province of this size have such a
ALt it is time for thought and careful
attompts to better conditions. In 1905
the ‘debt was not $5,216,510.39, but $4,-
377,724.52, an increase in the gross lia-
L¥ities of $888,785.87. In fairness I must
say that part of the increase is $700,000
@r N. B. coal and railway bonds. There
remains, however, $188,785.67 not account-
ed for in this way.

Moreover in the statement of liabilities
there is no reckoning of the $150,000 guar-
antead by the government on the bonds
of the International Railway. I submit
that this amount should be included. The
province has endorsed that $150,000 and
should be included among liabilities. Add-
ed to $5,216,510.30 this $150,000 gives lia-
bility of $5,366,510.39. y

I do
not know what the cost of this railway
vill be but I do not think it will be less
than from $22,000 to $30,000 a mile.

1 think this was about the cast of the
transcontinental. It is not necessary to
argue that it is in the highest degree de-
sirable that this road shall be constructed.
If it is desirable to construct the Inter-
national Railway the desirability of con-
structing one along the St. John valley is
much greater. It will open up a much
more settled country which it is to be re-
gretted has not been opened up before.
On cither bank of the St. John river for
twenty miles on each side- the farmers
are hamperéd for want of railway com-
munication.

Whether Messrs. McKenzie & Mann

This is nearly double the amouat held by
the people of Nova Scotia, who have in
the savings banks $17.49 per head and
more than double the amount held by the
people of Ontario, who have $13.29 per
head. The average over all Canada is
$12.72 per head.

After all, liabilities are no proof of lack
of prosperity. If they were the banks of
Canada would be in a very poor condition.
As a matter of fact there are no banking
jnstitutions ip the world more prosperous
although their liabilities have increased to
the amount of $388,000,000, in ten years. -

I believe there is no province in Can-
ada in which the average condition of the
people is as good as it is in New Bruns-
wick. Iet us take a glance at the re-
sources of the province. We have 10,000
square miles of well timbered land on
which there is an average growth of 300,
000,000 superficial feet every year, while
the amount cut @nnually is considerably
less than half that. It follows therefore
that our crown lands are constantly in-
creasing in value and surely some credit
is due to the policy of the governmen:
which has conserved our forest wealth.
A former government of this province
gave away 1,600,000 acres of our crown
lands worth at the least calculation $3
an acre, while this government pursues
an entirely different policy and keeps the
crown lands of the province in a constant
state of improvement.

Therz is another matter and a very im-
portant one in regard to which I wish to
speak. This $130,000 which we are to re-
ceive from the dominion government
may be so applicd -as to greatly reduce
our interest accounts and in the end wipe
out our entire indebtedness. This prov-
ince has $440,000 worth of six per cent
debentufes falling due between now and
the year 1911. There are other deben-
tures falling due within the same period
amounting to $2,652,000 on which we pay
$125,181 interest. It is the intention of
the government to set aside this sum of
$130,000 a year for the payment of spec-
jal debentures to be guaranteed bx the

province during the winter. I do not sup- |

government of Canada. We hope to nego-
tiate these debentures at three per cent
or hear it and this will save us at least
$30,000 in interest, which sum will be set
aside as a special sinking fund for the re-
payment of the debt. In fifty years this
sum, principal and interest, will amouat
to $3,483,000 or considerably more than
the net debt of the province. I think that
this measure will commend itself to every
member of this house. i

In conclusion I might say that there is
nothing in the state of the province which
makes it necessary to take a low view of
our position. It is our duty to realize
our magiificent resources and to go for-
ward prudently, yet firmly, on our way.
There may be other sections of this coun-
try which have greater wealth at present
but the future is ours and we will do our
best regardless of criticism to assist in
accomplishing the prosperity of this prov-
ince to which we belong.

_Mr. Grimmer—It affords me much grati-
fication to congratulate the honorable
member who has just spoken, upon -the
excellence of his maiden speech. Whilst
he occupied as he did for so many years,
the place you sir now fill, it was our
pleasure to know him as one willing to
recognize the rights of the minority as
well as those of the majority. I have
hopes that his advent into the govern-
ment will tend in the same direction, and
if he does not bring to the government,
in these their last hours, a tower of
strength he has the promise of a fine
future which I am sure all of us hope
will be realized.

I am disappointed - that the honorable
gentleman was put up to answer the
member for Carleton who spoke yester-
day, and I have considerable sympathy
for the solicitor general who should have
followed him. Last year the solicitor gen-
eral did reply, and with his last year’s
experience he should have been able
easily to annihilate his fellow member
from Carleton and so added furpher hon-
ors to his prestige i the county.

It is necessary that I should make
some remarks upon the public accounts,
and in dding so I will say that I am
inclined to agree with the last speaker,
that on the whole these accounts are in
a little better shape than in previous
vears, but still that does not alter the
fact that better though they be, they are
still most inaccurate and misleading. They
are not kept as any business firm would
keep their books, for they keep their
books in such a «way that you can put
your hnger on any item that you may
wish to find in a moment, and at the end
of the year you can tell to & cent what
amount of profit or loss has been made.
With the public accounts as presented by
the government of this province, it is
necessary to have the patience to dig out
of the jumble of figures the actual finan-
cial position of the province today.

The honorable gentleman has made a
great story out of the inereased subsidy.
For thirty-three minutes the premier on
the day that he commenced his speech,
dilated upon the services of the govern-
ment towards getting this additional sub-
gidy. For the space of twenty minutes
again on the second day he discoursed on
the same theme, and even on the third
day he couldn’t refrain from repeating’
it over again, and now the honorable
gentleman, who has just spoken has taken
up the same old story. .Let me tell him
that all his party’ don’t agree with him;
even the newspapers which are supposed
to voice the sentiments and views of the
Liberal party, describe the settlement as
a bad bargain. Notwithstanding all that
has been said by the premier and his
lieutenants, I say that this province is
paying the sum of $146,000 annually into
the coffers of the dominion treasury in
order to get back the sum- of $130,000 as
subsidy. We don’t say that the bargain
was altogether a bad one, but we do say
that it could easily have been made very
much better. Would the gentlemen who
are responsible for the management of
the St. John Sun imperil their credit
and veracity by wilfully saying that we
are paying $146,000 away in order to get
back $130,000 if it were not true? We
on this side of the house were not op-
posed to taking the subsidy by any
means, but what we do say is that the
amount is nothing like what we ought to
have had, if the ministers of the prov-
ince had done all they could have done.

The honorable premier was also at some
pains to defend himself against certain
charges of inconsistency in his political
carcer. He need not have troubled to
do anything of the kind, for we all know
he is very well able to take care of him-
self, particularly when the loaves and
fishes are being distributed.

The honorable gentleman is a man of
parts. At present of three parts. He
is premier, attorney-general and provincial
secretary. He divided his speech into
three parts; subsidy, railway policy and
general provincial prosperity, and he took
three days to deliver it. I have heard
it said that there is an election in the
air and that the honorable gentleman’s
speech was an election speech from start
to finish. I would not like to accuse him
of that, but a good many things in his
speech might give color to such an idea.

outlet on the sea coast of this province for
such a line as that. We heard all this same
thing twelve months ago when there was
some talk of an election before. There has
been a proposition for many years before
the country to make this line along the
river bank and the result is that there has
bean a survey of two or three miles to-
wards Springhill and there the matter al-
ways stops. But it is a proposal worthy of

every assistance, if the line is to be a
transcontinental one, but. if it is to be
merely a local line I will be sorry to have
anything to do with it. It would not earn
sufficient to pay for axle grease.

It will
be necessary for me to give some figures in
datail as they appear in the auditor’s re-
port. I have no desire to make any state-
ment that is not correct nor any statement
that cannot be substantiated by reference
to the book. Firstly, the debt of the prov-
ince. This has grown by leaps and bounds
in the last twenty years. When the late
Mr. Blair was in office the debt was
comparatively small, but the swollen con-
dition of affairs now calls for a good deal
of comment. »* :

The house took recess till after tea.

After recess Mr. Grimmer continued his
debate. He said, I was discussing the con-
solidated revenue fund and particularly the
condition of the’fund as relating to the
ovedraft and I claimed that a portion of
the overdraft amounting to upwards of
$69,000, was advanced to the road super-
intendents in 1906, but charged to the ac-
count of 1907. It was stated tome that this
was covered by the overdraft from the
Bank of B. N. A., but if so I cannot dis-
cover it from the accounts as printed.

Last yeaz I called attention to the in-
crease *in expenditure in the government
departments and the same remark applies
this year though to a lesser extent. There
has been an increase in these expenses
every year since 1901. However, in the
matter of travelling expenses for the year
there has either been considerable less
travelling done, or else a marked change in
the manner of charging up the costs. From
the figures in last’s accounts I say that in
past ' years there must have been either
considerable exploiting of the finances of
the province or else they have not been
properly charged up. I notice that the at-
torney general's expense account is as
usual somewhat large. While it is not quite
so glaring however, as in 1905 he has not
exactly received nothing for his services.
The little item for extra services amount-
ing to over $6,000, is not a bad salary in

itself. In the administration of justice we

have quite a number of legal gentlemen
assisting, fluttering as one might say as
satellites round the central planet, their
services cost $1,700 odd.  Altogther the
total amount of extras in this department
is over $9,000 which the honorable gentle-
man could not bring himself down to the
level of discussing.

The subject of agriculture is the one
upon which the government claim they are
going to the country upon. The grant in
aid of this branch has diminished every
year since 1900 and under the fostering
care of the present government there has
been a decrease in the yield of wheat and
production of cheese.

We have had a large expenditure under
the beneficient influence of our vaunted
highway act. The people have enjoyed the
benefit of this act for the last two years
and we have not sufficient money to satisfy
the spending capacity of the chief commis-
sioner so we have to resort, as I said be.
fore, to the- Bank of B. N. A. for assist-
ance. Where is the money coming from to
fix the roads this year? The chief commis-
sioner spent this year’s money in 1906. Is
he going to do the same thing again this
year, and charge it in 19087 1 see nothing
else but this.

His Honor Justice Barker Friday de-
livered judgment in the suits of Gault
Bros., Ltd., vs. Morrell & Sutherland and
the assignees of their estate and in the
suit of the C. P. R. vs. Nason, in the for-
mer deciding in favor of the plaintiffe and
in the Jatter in favor of the defendant.

The equity suit-of Tooke Bros. et al vs.
Brock & Paterson, Ltd., end E. W. Pat-
terson was begun Friday.

It appears that some months ago E. W.
Patterson executed two bills of sale va
favor of Brock & Paterson, Ltd., the bills
of sale covering all goods in the store of
E. W. Patterson in City Road and also
future advances of goods to be made bv
Brock & Paterson, Ltd. On January 20
the plaintiffs obtained an interim injunc-
tion restraining the defendants from as-
signing, transferring or selling any of the
goods in question, claiming that at the

' time the instruments were executed K.

W. Patterson was insolvent and knew it.

Friday hearing was commenced .on
the bill and answers. E. W. Patterson
was on the stand in the afternoon. He
swore that before the execution of the
bills of sale He gave F. W. Roach, of
Brock & Paterson, Ltd., a statement of
his financial standing, estimated his as-
sets at about $4,600 and his liabilities at
$3,000. He afterwards, but before exe-
cuting the instruments, gave Mr. Kelley
a statement, placing his assets at $4,600
and his liabilities at $5,000. He said that
a more correct statement would have been
had by Mr.. Roach if he (Patterson) had
about doubled his liabilities and reduced
his assets by one-half. He had omitted
to tell Mr. Roach of $1,300 owing by him
to H. J. Smith and J. H: Hamilton.

M. G. Teed, K. C., and Tilley & Me-
Inerney represent the plaintiffs .and Dr.
A. 0. Earle, K. C., and J. King Kelle,
and J. B. M. Baxter the defendants.

In the Gault Bros. case the plaintifi
had sold goods to the defendants and h#
taken a bill of sale under which the plai
tiffs had the power to take possession on
railure of payment. This they attempted
to do some two years ago, but were re-
sisted by the defendants. The defendants
subsequently made an assignment, and the
parties went into equity to determine
whether or not the plaintiffs were entitled
to the possession of the goods or to the
proceeds from the sale of the goods by
the assignees. That which purported to
be & bill of sale was not registered, and
the. defendants contended that it should
have been. Judge Barker decided in favor
of the plaintiffs on all points.

Hanington, Teed & Hanington were for
GGault Bros.; J. B. M. Baxter for Morrell

& Sutherland, and A. I. Trueman, K. C,,

and J. King Kelley for the assignees.

In the C. P. R. vs. Nason, the plaintift
company had obtained an ex parte in-
junction restraining the defendant from
prosecuting a suit at law brought by him
to recover wages alleged to be due him: by
the C. P. R. and which wages were trus-
teed in the Maine supreme judicial court.

His honor Friday dissolved the in-
junction with costs, also allowing the de-
fepdant costs on an application made by
the plaintiff company to amend their bill
by filing an affidavit denying collusion as
required under the statute and which they
failed to file with their bill.

Clifford Hartridge, of Thaw’s counscl,
stated today that the aiflidavits to b
presented in Thaw’s behalf would be made
by his attorneys, and the various alienists
who have appeared for the defense. ‘T'hesa
affidavits merely will state that Thaw i3
at present able to advise his counsel ana

fully understands the proceedings against

| him. :

“That is all the law requires us to say,”

holdidg the coming conference. In 1902
it was arranged that the conference should
meet within every four years.

The only subject which Canada has
brought to the attention of the home gov-
ernment for discussion at tha conference
was the constitution of the conference, al-
though the other coloniecs had suggested
many subjects for consideration.

Hints Laurier Doesn’'t Want to
o,

Mr. Borden proceeded to argue from the
documents that as far back as 1902 Can-
ada desired the conference to be enz of
ministers and not of premiers and again
this year the Canadian government had
the status of ministers defined so they
might attend the conference along with
the premiers. X¥rom this Mr. Borden
drew the conclusion “that even as far
back as 1902 the premier had in contem-
plation the idea that he would not at-
tend this conference and desired to have
some ministers attend in his place.” The
imperial government properly answered
that this is a matter which should be left
to the council itself. That was the view
of Mr. Lyttleton and the late govern-
ment and of Lord Elgin and the preseat

government.
Now I Thave already alluded ta
the fact, coatinued Mr. Borden,

that Canada has not suggested any sub-
ject for discussion, and it would scem to
me a most deplorable outcome that this
country, the. premier - over-sea Dominion
of the Empire, and within easy reach of
the mother country, should not be repre-
seated at that conference, while distant
dominions such as the commonwealth of
Australia, New Zealand and Cape Col-
ony should be represented, although the
journey from these countries occupies
twice and in some cases thrice as long as
does the journcy from Canada to Lon-
don.

Sir Wilfrid—“‘Even that much, sir, af-
fords no justification for such an insinua-
tion. The observations which the honor-
! able gentleman has founded on this des-
| patch have simply shown this, that as it
is my lot at this moment to be the prime
1ministcr of Canada I am prepared to take
my share of the work, whether it be in
Ottawa or in London; but whether my |
work be in Ottawa or London, I am anxi-
ous there, as here, to have the co-opera-
tion of my colleagues to assist me in this
work. 'The despatches which have just
“heen quoted do not go any further than
i to show that my anxiety was not to go
{ to London alone, but to have the assist-
ance of my collcagues there. Important
questions are to be discussed at that con-
forence. Agenda which has been pub-
lished shows what they are. Among oth-
ers there is the trade question, in which
we take a deep and vital interest; and
whenever it is my duty 1o have the as-
sistance of my colleaguss, who have done
so much to make the tariff of Canada
what it is at the present time, and to
bring the trade question up to the stand-
ard which it has reached in this country
and the British empire at large.

Has Dual Duty.

My honorable friend ought not to be
surprised at any anxiety between the
duties which call me to London and the
duties which detain me at Ottawa at
the samé moment. I may say that
during the last few days I have been
under. great anxiety over this question, not
knowing whether my duties would keep
me here or call me away. Up to the
present time I may say I have not made
up my mind. I have thought that it
might be possible for me to postpone for
a time my departure from Ottawa. The
conference is called for April 15, and must
meet then. But everybody knows that the
first sittings of the conference will not be
of as much importance as the later sit-
tings. Formalities always precede the
actual business. It takes time to organize
and prepare for the work, so that my at-
tendance on April 15 would not be as im-
portant as it would be later on. But I
would be only too glad to welcome the
proposal to facilitate the business of the
house in order to afford me an opportun-
ity to fulfil the duties which appertain to
the position I am entrusted with; and if
the gentlemen opposite will carry out the
suggestion I do not think that there will
be any necessity of adjourning the sittings |
of the house.

1f my honorable friend would put a rea-
sonable restraint upon the flow of elo-
quence of gentlemen opposite,-so that we
could confine ourselves to the discussion of
the questions before the house, I think it
will be possible for me to sail on the 5th
of next month, leaving some of my col-
leagues here until the business of the
house is completed.

“At the same time I would impress on
my honorable friend that it is most im-
portant that I should be accompanied on
this mission with which the Canadian peo-
ple have entrusted me, with those of my
colleagues who are to work out with me
the problems we may have to discuss at

Foster Grows Jocular.

There is nothing of sufficient import-
ance in the legislative work now before
us to prevent him going, and if it will
do any good I promise and probably there
might be some others on this side will
make similar promises, that if the mem-
ber for Labelle (Mr. Bourassa), cut up
too rusty in the rear of the government
bench we will bring as much gentle per-
suasion as possible on that honorable
gentleman to induce him to stay his hand
until the summer holidays are passed
and a new session  begins in November,
when he. can with renewed vigor, resume
the role he plays so well.

Mr. Foster therefore hoped that WNir
Wilfrid would by no means throw the
coming conference into confusion and pos-
sibly contribute to its ultimate destruc-
tion by his absence from it, as the re-
presentative of Canada.

I think that I would be perfectly war-
ranted in saying that this conference is
to take place largely because Canada un-
der the leadership of her government and
the government of my right honorable
friend (Laurier), has made it possible for
the idea of an imperial conference to de-
velop step by step until it assumes the
form it has taken today.

Mr. Bourassa.

Mr. Bourassa said with all due respect
to Mr. Foster's desire that the first min-
ister ehould leave and parliament be pro-
rogued as soon as possible, he did not
agree with him as to the necessity for
the closing of the house. He agreed with
the principle of the colonial conference,
but fortunately therc had been a change
in England. The common sensc of the
people had gained control and the con-
ference would mot be affected by the
ideas propounded by Mr. - Chamberlain.
At the conference of 1902 the proposal
to put future conferences on a regular
basis was mot approved of, and 1 take
it for granted that Canada’s position now
{s the same as then on this point. Can-
ada has stated that she had no question
to bring before the conference. The only
question on which the Canadian govern-
ment has noticed the people they are will-
ing to meet the sister colonmies, is that of
trade.

Laurier's First Duty at Ottawa.

Hon. Mr. Ficlding said he concurred in
the statement fhat the first duty of the
prime minister was to parliament and the
dominion. But it was important that the
prime minister should be present at a
very carly stage of the conference and if
possible at the opening. There are duties
to Canada which can be best performed
in the parliament of Canada, but there

are also duties to Canada which can be
best perfarmed in other parts of the world

)

Canada had no grievances to be dis-
cussed, but the sister colonies are to pres-
ent greivances, and it is desirable that
the representatives of Canada, and partic-
ularly the prime minister, should be pres-
ent to confer with his brothers from tha
other colonies, to assist them with his
judgment and wisdom and to place on
record the views Canada holds on the mat-
ters which are to be brought up.

Mr. Fielding thought that good progress
had been made with the business of the’
session, and that there had been little
obstruction. If these conferences are to
be held from time to time it is proper
that Canada, the first colony of the em-
pire, should be represented and adequate-
ly represented by the prime minister.

Denies Arrangement to Stifle
Fowler Episode.

.R. L. Borden said in concluding: “Mr.
Bourassa referred to a matter of some
importance, which he proposes to_bring to
the attention of the house tomorrow. If
these matters should prove of the im-
portance he indicates, and undoubtedly
they are important. I would be prepared
to insist with him that this session should
not conclude until these matters have
received due inquiry and investigation. It-
was for that reason that I suggested to
the prime minister that we should not
prorogue but adjourn for the purpose of
enabling him to attend the conference.

I will take this opportunity to refer to
the statement made in some newspapers
that there has been an arrangement be-
tween the two parties with regard to the
matters which Mr. Bourassa proposes to
bring forward tomorrow. I desire {o re-
peat my statement that there is mo ar-
rangement and that there has never been
the semblance or suggestion of an ar-
rangement and statements to the contrary
are as false as any that ever proceeded
from pen or tongue.”

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MAY OPEN UP WAY T0
TAX CIVIL SERVANTS

Text of Important Judgment of Privy Council---Legal

Opinion is That Judgment
Employes Will Have to Pay

Applies Hzre, and Dominion
Like Others.

A decision recently rendered by the,
privy council on appeal from the supreme
court of Victoria,” Australia, may have a
very important bearing upon the guestion
of the right of a province of Canada to

tax salaries of officers of the dominion
resident in “the province and receiving
their salary therein.

In the case in question which arose
under the constitution of the common-
wealth of Australia, the respondent, one
Outrim, who was an officer of the Aus-
tralix commonwealth and resided in Vic-
toria and received his salary in that state, |
disputed his liability to be assessed in re-|
spect thereof for an income tax imposed
by an act of the Victorian legislature.

The respondent is deputy postmaster-
general in the state of Victoria and re-

of £000. His objection to being assessed
for the income tax was upheld by the
supreme court of the commonwealth and
leave to appeal to his majesty-in-council
was subsequently granted on the ground
that the commonwealth judiciary act so
far as it attempted to transfer any mat-
ter previously within the jurisdiction of a
state court to the category of federal jur-
isdiction was ultra vires of the federal
parliament and that an appeal still lay in
such matter to the privy council as of
right.

The judgment orn the appeal to his ma-
jesty-in-council was delivered by Lord
Halsbury and is as follows:

This is an appeal from an order of the
supreme court of Victoria in the common-
wealth of Australia, in which the substantial
question .is whether the respondent, an offi-
cer of the commonwealth, is liable to be as-
sessed for income tax imposed by an act of
the Victorian legislature in respect of his
afficial salary, he being resident in Victoria
and his salary being received by him in that,

state:

*By the Victoria act (18 & 19 Vict. c. 56) it
was enacted that there should be esubllshe&
in Victoria, instead of the legislative counc
then subsisting one legislative gouncil ‘and
one legislative assembly constituted as there-
in provided, and it was therein further en-
acted that her majesty should have power by
and with the advice and consent of the coun-
cil and assembly in question to make laws in
end for Victoria in all cases whatsoever.

"“And in the Commonwealth of Australia
Constitution Act (63 & 64 Vict. c. 12) it is fur-:
ther provided (s. 106) that: ‘The constitution
of each state of the commonwealth shall sub-
ject to this conmstitution continue as at the
establishment of the commonwealth . . .
until altered in accordance with the constitu-
tion of the state.’

% t. 107 provides: ‘Every power of the
sarliament of & colony which has become er
g::omes a state shall, unless it is by this

constitution exclusively vested in the parlia- 1

ment of the commonwealth or withdrawn |
m the parliament of the state, continue lgg
at the establishment of the commonwealth.
““No question arises either as to the general
authority of the "state of Victoria to impose
taxation upon all who are within the ambit ofl
fts authority nor do .their lordships under-
stand that any question arises as to the|
legality of the tax in question other than the
one question which has been argued before
them. That question is, whether the power
glven in such wide words as have been men-,
tioned above has been ‘curtailed and so far
restricted that, if a person be an officer of
the commonwealth, though he may be resi-
dent in Victoria and may have received his |

such salary.
“It is not contended that this restriction

vs. Webb (2) says, as justifying his rejection
of the relevancy of the distinction between the
governments of the United States and. the
constitution of the English monarchy: ‘It is
a matter of common knowledge that the
framers of the Australian constitution were

{familiar with the two great examples of Eng-
‘lish-speaking federations and deliberately

bdopted with regard to the distribution of
powers the model of the United States in pre-
te{ence to that of the Canadian Dominion.’
‘Again, it is somewhat difficult to know
what it is to which the learned judge refers
gnd the only explanation he gives is that
they used language not verbally- identical
but synonymous for the purpose of defining
that ‘distribution.’ It is, indeed, an expansion
of the canon of interpretation in question to

| consider the knmowledge of those who framed

the constitution and their supposed prefer-
ences for this or that model which might
have been in their minds. Their lordships
are not able to acquiesce in any such prin-
ciple of interpretation. The legislature must
have had in their minds the constitution of
the several states with respect to which the
act of parliament which their lordships are
called upon to interpret was passed.

“The 114th section of the comstitution act
suh'iclent]y shows that protection. from inter-
ference on the part of the federal power was
not lost sight of. It is impossible to sup-
pose that the question now in debate was left
to be decided upon an implied prohibition
when the power to enact laws upon any sub-
ject whatsoever was before the legislature.
For these reasons their lordships are not able
to acquiesce in the reasoning of the high
court judgments governing the judgment un-
der appeal.

Reverse Judgment.

“They will therefore humbly -advise his
majesty that the judgment of the Supreme
Court of Victoria ought to be reversed, that
it ought to be declared that the salary in
question was rightly included in the state as-
sessment and was liable to income tax, and
that each party ought to pay his own costs
of the special case and in the supreme court.

“With respect to the objection urged—both
as a preliminary objection and one of sub-
stance—to the hearing of the appeal at all by

i this board, their lordships are disposed to

adopt the reasoning of the supreme court in
giving leave to appeal. The only basis upon
which the objection can be suggested to be
founded is the commonwealth act, and no
direct authority under that .act has been
shown. If, as Hodges, J., says, there is no
direct authority, it is not reasonable to sup-
pose that the British parliament ever intend-
ed so important an end to be attained by in-
direct or circuitous methods. ‘In such an im-
portant matter direct authority would be
given, or none at all, and none is directly
given.’

““The learned judge continues: ‘I may fur-
ther observe that the appeal to the king-in-
council -was, as a matter of history, one of
the matters that was prominently before the
British legislature at the time it passed the
Commonwealth Constitution Act, and the ex-
tent to which a citizen’s chance of getting a
hearing from that august tribunal is affected
is shown in ss. 78 and 74. Neither of these
do not authorize the commonwealth parlia-
ment to take away the right in such a case
as the one I am now considering, nor does
any section directly give such authority. And

think I might content. myself by saylns
those two sections deal with this subject an
do not authorize the commonweath parlia-
ment to deprive the subject of this right of
appeal against a judgment of the state court,
and no other section gives such authority.’

“Their lordships also concur in what the

and had then set out a number of matters,

Q. Ji,in zhe above mentioned case of D Em-
den vs. Pedder (1) that: ‘When a particular
form of legislative enactment, which has re-
celved authoritative interpretation, whether
by judicial decision or by a long course of
practice, is adopted in the framing of a later
statute, it Is a sound rule of construction to
hold that the words s0 adopted were intended
bv the legislature to bear the meaning which
has been so put upon them.

«“But it is an extraordinary extension of
such a principle to argue that a similarity,.
not of words, but of institutions, must neces-
sarily carry with it as a consequence an
fdentity in all respects. 1t is to be observed
that the principle is variously stated by the
learned judee in two of the cases tp which
their lordships were referred as containing
the reasons for the judgment under appeal.
In D’Emden vs. Pedder (1) the learned chief
justice says: ‘We cannot disrecard the fact
that the constitution of the commonwealth
was framed by a convention of representatives
from the several colonies. We think that,
sitting- here, we are entitled to assume—what
after all is a fact of public notoriety—that
some. if not all, of the framers of that con-
ctitution were familiar, not only with the
constitution of the United States but with
that of the Canadian Dominion and those of
the British colonies. When. therefore, under
these circumstances, we find embodied in the
eonstitution provisions undistinguishable in|
substance, though varied in form, from the
provisions of the constitution of the United
States which had long since been judiclally
interpreted by the supreme court of that re-
public, it is not an unreasonable inference
that ite framers intended that like provisions
should receive like interpretation.’

«“The first obse-vation that arises unon
this argument is that the chief justice does
not state what are the provisions ‘undistin-
guishable in substance, though varied in
form.’ And it Is extremelyl difficult to under-
stand the application of the princinle involved
unless the comparicon is made clear by the
Juxtaposition of the provisions. The same
Isarped judge, in Deakin vs. Webb'and Lyns
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“Their lordships will therefore humbly' ad-
vise his mafesty that the petition presented
by the Commonwealth of Australia for a dis-
missal of the appeal on the ground of its in-
competency ought to be dismissed.

“There will be no order as to the costs of
the appeal as between the appellant ard the
respondent. The commonwealth must pay the
appallant’s costs of the intervention.” Soli-
citors for appallant, Freshfields; solicitors for
respondent, Broad & Cheston; sol'citor for in-
tervenant, J. H. Galbraith.

If this judgment of the privy council is
applicable under the constitution of Can-
ada it would appear that notwithstanding
all decisions of the Supreme Court of New
Bruqswick and of other courts of the
provinces of Canada to the contrary, all
employes of ‘the dominion are liable in
the provinces in which they. reside and in
which their salaries dare paid for assess-
ment under provincial legislation ‘for taxes
to be raised for provincial or municipal
purposes.

.It may be that the case cited may be
distinguished in some way so as to relieve
thq _federa.l civil service employes but the
opinion seems to be that it is applicable
here and in such case the result would be
a substantial increase in the city revenue.

SEIENTEEN ALDERMEN
ND OLD WARD SISTEN

Fredericton, N. B., March 22.—The St.
John election bill was shorn of one of its
objectionable features by the municipal-
ities committee of the legislature this af-
ternoon. The committee decided to re-
commend that the number of aldermen
at large be reduced from six to four and

that should the council desire to adopt
the district system or make any further
change in the future in the system of
electing aldermen, authority will be given
~them to submit the matter to a plebiscite
on a two-thirds vote of the council.

The new section of the election bill
drafted by the sub-committee- and submit-
ted to the house this evening by Premier
Pugsley is as follows:

“The commor: council of the city of St.
John may at any time by a two-thirds
vote provide. for the taking of a vote of
the electors of the city of St. John on
the question of reducing the number of
aldermen generally, or of the aldermen-
at-large, or of dividing the city into dis-
| tricts and providing 1or the representa-
tion in the common council of each such
_district or returning to the system in
force immediately prior to the passing of
this act, which ever the common council
| by such two-thirds vote may decide to
| be in public interest; and the said com-
mon council may frame a scheme for the
representations of the people of the city
in said common council, and submit the
! same to the electors for approval or dis-
approval, and may make all necessary or-
ders and regulations for the taking of the
vote, thé form of ballot, the declaration
of the rtesult of the vote and all other
matters connected therewith. The qual-
ifications eatitling electors to vote on
such 'question shall be the same as for the
" election of aldermen of the city.

“If the question should be decided in
the affirmative the scheme so approved of
shall come into force at the mext annual
election for aldermen of the said city.

“Any orders which the said common
council may pass for the purpose of car-
rying into effect such vote shall have the
same force and effect as if enacted by the
legislature.”

On motion of Mr. Lantalum the legis-
lature this evening agreed to postpone
further consideration of the bill until
next Wednesday.

OLO BOOKS FOUND IN
 COLLECTION OF NATURAL
HISTORY SOCIETY

Geoffrey Chaucer of 1598 and a Bible
. of 1618 Among the Number—A
“Unique Volume of Natural History.

There is for most people a fascination
about old books which is quite epart from
the charm of possession. The museum of
the Natural History Society of New
Brunswick is lpossesscd of some which
will well repay inspection. Among these

may be mentioned a black letter editioa
of Geoffrey Chaucer dated 1588. It is
wonderfully well preserved and the print-
ing clear and distinct. The title pags is a
magnificent specimen of «the work of the
engraver. It is very ornate and is in ef-
fect a complete genealogical tree of the
father of English poetry.

Still another volume which will attract
much 4tteation is an English Bible of
1618. Such early specimens of the author-
ized version are by no means common.
This one is only slightly worn as to the
cover. It is a large book and contains,
besides the usual canonical books,' the
Apocrypha, large parts of the litargy of
the English Church, and a collection of
metrical versions of the Psalms. The col-
lection should be much larger thaa it is,
but it contains, besides these, many vol-
umes of the sixteenth and ssventeenth
centuries.

Unique Volume of Natural His-
tory.

But while the curiosity of some will be
satisfied in admiring the quaint old
i printing and pictures in the books there
are others who will desire a closer in-
timacy. And those who have patience to
wade through some of them will be amply
rewarded. For instance there is among the
collection a small volume of natural his-
tory, the contents of which will surprise
even the learned members of the society.
This bears the{ date 1769 and the title is:

“A  Description Of Three Hundred
Animals, viz., Beasts, Birds, Fishes, Ser-
pents and Insects; with a Particular Ac-
count of the Manner of Their Catching
Whales in Greenland; Extracted from the
Best Authors and Adapted to the Use of
All' Capacities; -Illustrated With Copper
Plates Whereon is Curiously Engraven
| Every Beast, Bird, Fish, Serpent and In-
| sect described in the: whole Book. The
Tenth Edition, Carefully corrected and
amended. London, Printed for H. Wood-
fall, J. Rivington, R. Baldwin, Hawes,
Clarke & Collins, S. Crowder, T. Caslon,
and Robinson & Roberts. Price 2s. 6d.”

The title page, it will be allowed, is
copious emough. In looking over the
plaws, of which there is a generous sup-
ply, one cannot but come to the conclu-
sion that the artist did not study his
subjects first hand. Even such familiar
animals as the cow, horse, ox, ass, sheep
and mule have taken on very question-
able shapes under his pencil, while some
of the other forms he pictures are alto-
gether monstrous and terrible.

But it is in the letterpress the chief
distinction of the book rests. Phe first
animal he describes for instance is the
lion. He has some amazing particulars to
relate of the king of beasts. For instance
he says: “His eyes arz red, fiery and hol-
low, not very round, nor long, looking
awry. His Sight and Smelling, are very
acute and he sleeps with his Eyes opea.”
The writer is by no means credulous
however in some matters at least, for he
concludes his notice of the lion thus:

“Lions are thought to be long lived,
because many ,of them have been found
¢oothless; but this is no certain Sign, as
it may proceed from their corrupt Breath,
or other Causes.” :

On the whole the descriptions are of
\ the shortest and, judged from our mod-
ern standpoint, utterly inadequate. Thn
his notice of the unicorn he says that
great virtues are ascribed to the horn of
the animal “in expelling of Poison and
curing of several Diseases.”

One of the most fearful beasts which he
describes is undoubtedly the Manticora.
It is not stated what region is afflicted
with these monsters, but they are w=aid
to have a triple row of .teeth in both
jaws, face and ears like a man's, and, as
if the catalogue were not vet sufficiently
large, are credited with the possession of
a tail like a scropion’s armed with a sting
and sharp pointed quills. It isnot said to
be a carnivorous beast,although of incredi-
‘ble wildness. The accompanying picture
of the Manticora is indeed a wonder.

Another beast which the author de-
scribes is the Lamia. Of this creature he
says there are many fictitious stories. He
adds: “It is said to be bred in Libya
and to have a Face and Breasts like a
very beautiful woman. The Lamia is said
to be the swifest of all beasts and ‘“by
its fraud it destroys men.” The writer
concludes his description with the words
“Tts body is scaled all over.”

T{ad one time it would be delightfully
spent in the company of this old natural-
ist. It is quite true that he knows noth-
| ing whatever or-genera or species but he
is gifted with a faith that is wholly ad-
mirable. In his notice of the Elke he
says “There is great virtue ascribed to its
hoof in medicine.” Of the baboon he
"says: “It will imitate a great many of
{ human Actions, loving as is said wonder-
| fully to wear Garments,  and will of his
| own ‘Accord, cloath himself with the skins
i of such creatures as he kills. Monkeys
' he dismisses with seven lines, remarking
that they are “expert at c]im}zﬁg, mis-
chievous and unlucky.” ° rk

! The lynx, contrary to mode ideas, is
: said to be “loving and gentle to' his keep-
er and mnot cruel to any man.” The
chameleon i3 described on the same page
as the lynx. Concerning this “beast” the
author says that some assert it lives on
air.. He has grave doubts of this because
others have told about finding flies in
| their stomachs. The bison is said to be
of such great strength that he can toss

l”an horse and his rider.” The most ase
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tonishing thing about the bison, however,
is that “with its Tongue, which is hard
and rough like a File, it can draw a man
to him whom by licking he can wound
to Death.”

. The part of the volume devoted to birds
is really well illustrated even to our mode
ern tastes and the descriptions are not too
fanciful. One can spend profitable time
over the account of Greenland whalin-
The pictures here are also good. Lt
IV., which is the last, is devoted to Sere
pents and Insects. Three dragons, fears
some looking things, are pictured but the
author questions whether these ever ace
tually existed. He deals at great length,
however, with the Cockatrice, which he
does not doubt is hatched from a rooster's
egg. The only point he discusses is
whether the monstrosity is hatched oub
by chanticleer himself or a snake or toad.
The author does not waste much time with
caterpillars and butterflies which he in«
cludes under the head of insects.

Speaking to a Tele-
graph reporter, Mr. Munro said he had
been steadily earning $3 a day sinc: he
started, and could have made more. Ilis
board had cost him $3.75 a week and outs
of his savings he had sent £56 to his
wife.

Hc was gorry to be leaving Canada, but
owing to the injury to his eycs, caused
by a blow from his pick, he was obliged
to take a rest and under the circumstances
he thought he might as well make the trip
home. He was well content with Canada
as he found it . and expressed the opinion
that it was a great country if a man woul
work.

Warding to Seed Buyera.

Purchasars of red clover, alsike and
timothy seads who want a good, (‘I:rau
article should sec to it that the scedd
they buy dre clearly represented by &
reliable person or firm to bz of first quals
ity, by being marked “No. 1,” “Prime,*
“Fancy.“XXX,” or such other - designation
for which a special standard of purity is fixe
ed in Section 4 of the Seed Control Act.

“Government Standard” is a term coine
ed by seed vendors and may be mislead-
ing unless clearly understood. Section 4
of the act fixes a standard of quality in
respect to weed seeds, below which tims
othy, alsike and red clover seeds are not
allowed to be soll for seeding, either by
farmers or seed merchants. This stands
ard allows of the weed seeds named ina
the act about 90 in one ounce -of red
clover, 200 in one ounce of alsike, or 400
in one ounce of timothy seed. It is to
seeds that will pass this lower standard,
but are not sufficiently clean to grade
“No. 1’ that the term “Government
Standard” was attached last season.

Some seced veadors have advertised seeds
under “Government Seal” No governs
ment spal is used on any seeds offered for
gale in the trade. Some rcliable sced
houses sell grass and clover seeds seal>d
by them for which they alone are held
responsible sb long as the seal remyzing
intact, but not after it is broken.

To avoid the provisions of Section 3
of the act, which applies maialy to seed
grain, some sced vendors represeni tg
farmers thiat, on account of the 8eed Cone
trol Act, they are offering their grain fo®
sale for milling or feeding purposes. If ofe
fered for sale for seeding, such seed vens
dors amo required to make clear to ine
tending purchasers that the seed cons
tains wild oats, wild mustard, cockle and
such other noxious weed seeds when they
are in the seed. The object of the ach
is to protect farmers who want to proe
tect: themselves against such weeds. I$
provides the means for farmers to buy
seed intelligently. Farmers who delibere
ately buy feed grain and use it for seed
can scarcely hope for legislation that will
protect them from loss on account of noxe
ious weeds.
