Insurance Rates—The Benefit of the
Fog.

A disposition to increase the rates of
insurance has been manifested just in
time to check the spread of a desire to
insure. The recent great fires have
caused people to awake to the wisdom

‘| of always being prepared for fires, and

taught them that neither brick walls,
nor slate roofs, nor extra caution -can
counteract the effects of the carelessness
of others. The effect of this is to give
the Insurance Companies a class of
risks with which they have heretofore
had little to do—risks on those blocks
that are partially fire-proof—greatly ex-
tending their business in the direction
most safe and profitable to themselves.
Now they propose to check this move-
ment by a discouraging increase of
rates, citing Chicago and Boston as ex-
amples of the risks run by insurers
against fire.  These fireg gave the
business an impetus that put almost as
much money in the insurers’ pockets as
they lost, and insurance agents, if they
are wise, will be satisfied to accept
reasonable rates. There may not be
another fire large enough to give the

/| business a healthy stimulns for some

time to come, and an increase of rates
will cause it to languish.

The danger from fire is not so great
now as it was a few years ago. There
are superior facilities for extinguishing
flames, and the water supply will soon

/|be greatly increased. The proportion

of brick structures grows greater every
year. Over a large portion of the area
ofthe city high wooden buildings are
not allowed to be constructed.
Our all-the-year-round fogs keep wood
80 moist that kindlings have to be baked
in the oven before being available in
lighting fires. If these fogs are not to
be taken into consideration by the Insur-
ance Companies we should like to know
the reason why. What is the good of
the fog if it does not keep down insur-
ance rates?

We believe we are perfectly safe in
asserting that every fire company that
has done business in St. John to a con-

1siderable amount for a considerable

time has made a large percentage of
profit. If any company displays a dis-
position to raise its rates that disposi-
tion is simply an indieation that the
company in question has as many risks
here as it cares to carry, and those who
seek insuranee should apply elsewhere.
If all the companies now doing business
in this city raise their rates we are con-
fident that there are other companies
that would be only too glad to accept n
fair share of fire risks in this fog-pro-
tected town. We don’t blame a com-
pany to decline too many risks in “one
place, for experience has shown that a
city may be almost wholly destroyed,
and raising the rates is, we suppose, as
good an intimation of a desire to keep

business within bounds as could be
adopted. So let those who have all the

business they want raise their rates, and
then others may come in and do the
business turned away from the offices
dlveady gorged. )

The house owners of St. John must,
therefore, invite other companies tocome
and accept the business that has always
paid good profits to the companies that
now reject it, and generous percentages
to their agents. The fog mast not be
forgotten-by.those who send the invita-
tion. Fire companies losing money un-
der broiling suns will plunge into the
fog baths of St. John with rejoicing.

Justin McCarthy gives a portrait of Earl

fishy sort of man, smald in stature, **witha
way of folding his arms and deepening his
voice, and trying toswell himsell into phy
sical dignity.”” His natural defect, how-
ever, did not impair his success as a de-
bater i the House of Co:nmons. le had a
wonderful capacity for reply on the spur of
the moment. Ilis language was clear and
cold. He had a broad and general know

ledge of history, and ** was sure to remem-
ber somcthing his antagonist had forgotten
or did not know, and which came in with
unéxpected: and @amaging efféct as an ar-
gument or an illustration:’’ Mr. McCarthy
illustrates: his readivess as repartee by
citing two of his happy hits made in
political debate : He was accused in the
House of Commons of falling back on
the * cant of patriotism.” The accuser
was ~'a. fuan Who,! baving ‘originally
beon & Liberal, bad deserted his
party and turned Tory., Rusdéll. in“the
eourse of hig rogly,' coldly said, ‘‘L quite
agree withthe horiorable Barounet that cans
of patriotism is a bad thing. 1 need hardly
remind him that there is something worse
—the recant of patriotism.”” More lately
when Earl Russell was infroducing one of
his unsuccessful Reform Bills, the then
member for Edinburgh very warmly oppos-
ed it on the %round that by lowering the
voiee of intelligéat and educatdd’ eonstitu-
ehcies-’ like t/ which he represented
would be drowned by the voices of mere
members and ignorance. Now it must be
borne in mind that Lord Macaulay bad
not very long before been unseated
by 'a majority of votes-in Edinburgh.

ussell came to reply to the argument of
the Scottish member, he looked that per-
sonage composedly in the face and seid.in
his slow and freezing way, **The honorable
member has spoken of the peculiar intel-
ligence of the constituency of Edinburgh.
1 question whesher ‘itiis well to say oo
much” about~"the Antelligence of- a eity
which rejected Lord Macaulay and subse-
quently elected the honorable gentleman.”
1t would be hard to convey the idea of the
¢hill disdain, at ones.aristocratic hauteur
and intellectual pride, with which Russell
could deliver such a retort as this. I re-
member seeing so sharp and reckless a de-
bater .as Mr. Roebuck almost literally
frozen. into defeat by the manner in which
:LordJohn Russell treated one ‘of his splene-
tic attacks. It seemed to say, ‘* Between
us there can be no contest. You are a poor
and obscuresadventurer. I.am of the house
of Russell. You change your opinions

+ iwhenever you like ; I am the representa-
tive . of the prineii)lu of Fox and Karl

Grey. With you 1 can bave no contro-

versy.”’
