Tapper Criticizes the Blandering

Budget—The Psemier Replies—

Down with Shipbmlders—Opposi=
tton Promised. . .
(Special Pelegram to the Tribune.)

. OTTAWA, April 15.

Tupper spoke in reply to Castwrightin
a speech of great force and cffcct. He
contrasted the remarks® of the Fimauce
Minister, which clearly indicated he
was preparing the public mind for
the abandonment of the Pacific Railway,
with tlhie statements made at Sarnia by
the Premier, and telegraphed to British
Columbia, that the Government would
go on 'with the work. Under the Scheme
proposed by the late Ministry the »iil-
way could be built. without inflicting
burdensome taxation on the people.. It
was no use for the Ministers' to say it
could nos be done. -That the best judges
in the case, the ‘'men of capital, took a
different view, is seen by the incontro-
whick
took place between the capitalists
of . Ontario snd - Quebec to obtain
the bhuilding of the road. But just ata
critical timg a combination of unpatriotic
Capadians, foreign influences and Grand
Trunk influence, succeeded in striking
down this policy and blasting our nation-
al enterprise. Now if the Government
built the road at all it must be a direct
charge upoi the revenue, and inerease
the burdeas of taxation. This was the
result of the boasted Reform policy.
By the course the Ministry were
taking generally, and the dark pic-
tures they were drawing of our capabil:-
ties, public confidence in us was shaken,
and for the first time s our history since
Confederation our securities had decress
ed in valte in the English market. The
mischievous and meddlesome Tarlf new
tmtroduced would further increase the
feeling of tsecurity. He did not object
to the tax on liguors, but beyond a
certain point taxation was already
followed, by smuggling and illicit dis-
tillation. He deprecated -the re-levy-
ing of duties on tea, coffce and sugar, no

 excuse existing in the state of the coun-

try for taxing the necesgsaries of lifck
Putting a duty on ship building materials
was a terrible error. ‘This interest was
just rising from a depressed  comdition.
Thousands had their all invested In it,
and, without a moment’s warning, a dis-
astrous blow was struek at an interest
which was Canada’s pride, While com-
plimenting the Fifilnce Ministér for his
skilful manipulation of figures be protest-
ed against the re-adjustment of the re-
venue.

Mackenzie replied at length, going
back to old Canda’s policy to show that
Hincks was no financier.
