ALLEGED ULTIMATUM.

The Daily Mail says it understands
that owing to the protracted haggling
of the Boer leaders at Pretoria, Great
Britain has presented what is practic-
ally an ultimatum, the reply to which
is awaited and which it is believed they
will accept. Dispatches which have
been received here from Pretoria, con-
tinues the Daily Mail, say that dur-
ing the stay of the Boer delegates
there the conference was continued at
Vereeniging, that a majority of those
present at the conference are trying
to persuade the recalcitrant minority
into a unanimous vote. In the mean-
time the British columns have been
resting and vrefitting, and are now

all ready for immediate action.

The Daily Mail says it believes the
delegates at Pretoria will dispatch tn»
ultimatum to the conference at Vereen-
iging for its consideration.

THE CABINET MEETING

While the government departments
are discreetly silent, it is generally
accepted that the summoning of the
cabinet is directly connected with the
South African peace conference.

ON THE BRINK OF PEACE.

London, May 23. — Apparently the
country is on the brink of peace. The
various rumoro which were current
vesterday indicate that the negotia-
tions between the Boer delegates and
Lord Kitchener and Lord Milner at
Pretoria had taken a favorable turn.
Lord Onslow, under secretary for the
colonles, speaking at Kendal last
night, hoped that peace would be pro-
claimed before the coronation., and it
is understood that whereas the gov-
ernment was a few days ago hopeful,
but not sanguine, it i8 now sanguine
as well as hopeful.

DISPATCH FROM LORD KITCH-
ENER.

A dispatch from Lord Kitchener was
recelved at the war office during the
day. Tts contents were kept secret, but
some importance was attached to the
communication in Pall Mall.

Land Grants to Velerans.

Mr. Whitney has been angling for
the veterans’ vote by misrepresenting
the policy of the Ontario Government
regarding the military land grants to
the South African volunteers and the
veterans of 1865, 1866 and 1870. At St.
Catharines rccently he said:

'\ “I am one of them myself entitled
| to 1and, but I verily believe that I will
| never lay my eyeés upon it because
| there is no way by which a volunteer
‘can take it. When you prove a claim
|and prove that you were a volunteer,
| you are informed of the large extent
| of townships from which this land is
{ to be taken. If you go up to the dis-

trict at great expense, and pick out
| a lot, you have to prove affidavit of
{disinterested parties—and there may
| be no person, red or white, within 500

1mlles of you—that no other person has
| a claim on the lot.”

Mr. Whitney forgets that neither he
nor any of his followers dreamed of
introducing a measure to recognize the
| services of veterans by a grant of
land, or in any other way. The Hon.
E. J. Davis, Commissioner of Crown
Lands, who introduced the bill, real-
ized that something more than the or-
dinary rights of settlers should be
granted to men who had served their
country in arms. Consequently pro-
vision was made by which they could
hold the land for a period of ten years
from the date of location, exempt from
| taxation, both provincial and muni-
cipal (other than for school purposes),
for a like period, the holder to have
all the timber on the land other than
pine. The veteran is entitled to all the
pine he requires for homesteading pur-
poses, but the pine is reserved under
|these grants as under all other grants.
| The veteran may cut all the pine on his
iland and dispose of the same, and if
he does this he pays a tax of $1 25 per
1,000 feet on all that he sells, which
figures out about 12 cents per log.
Forms of application, lists of the town-
ships, and maps of the districts in
which these locations are 1o be made
were at once ordered and distributed
to nearly 22,000 applicants, scattered
over all the Province. Each veteran
is entitled to pick his own land, and at
the last of Parliament, the
Government voted $2,000 to pay land
guides to assist the veterans in select-
ing their locations. Besides this,
by making application to the
bureau of colonization, every vet-
eran and every intending settler can
procure a certificate which entitles the
holder to a reduced fare on the
ways.

In short, the provisions made
are of such a character that the
veteran is mnot required to expend a
cent outside of his railway fare to
secure his location, as the affidavit of
the person who locates the land and of
the guide, whose expenses are paid by
the Government, are sufficient warrant
for the agent of the Crown in any dis-
trict to grant the locatioi. papers. In
many instances clubs are
formed, and a small subscription taken
to defray the expenses of one appoint-
ed to go into the new country to locate
the land for the whole party.

There is on file in the Department
of Crown Lands an immense number
of applications which have to be ex-
amined thoroughly, one by one, and
classified. It is, no doubt, this amount
of work that has caused the delay in
the issue of location certificates. Ac-
cording to a statement made a few
days ago by the Commissioner of
Crown Lands, a large number of cer-
tificates have already been signed, and
will shortly be issued by the Govern-
ment to the veterans.

There have been opened for settle-
ment by the Government 119 town-
ships, containing 2,750,000 acres, di-
vided into lots of 160 acres each. The
veteran gets all minerals, and in dis-
tricts wunder timber license, the
licensee is deprived of the right to cut
timber as soon as the lot has been al-
located to a veteran.

DEATH OF OLDEST
LONDON FORESTER

Demise of James W. woonton
After Long Illness.

LIVED IN LONDON 30 YEARS

Was Founder of the Juvenile Order
of the A. O. F.—Born in Eng-
land 82 Years Ago.

One of London’s most highly-respect-
ed citizens passed away last evening
in the person of Mr. James W. Woon-
ton, of 698 Malitland street, after an
illness extending from last August.

Mr. Woonton was born 62 years ago
in Chard, Somerset, England, and
when but a child was taken to the Isle
of Jersey by his parents. He served
his time as a painter while there, and
in 1872 moved to this country. While
in the Isle of Jersey he had served
as a militiaman in the 9th Regiment.
He was a staunch Liberal all his life
and a member of the Colborne Street
Methodist Church, and had taken an
active interest in St. George’s Society.

His widow, four sons—Oscar, Edwin,
Alexander and Herbert—and three
daughters—Misses Louise, Florence
and Maud—survive.

Mr. Woonton will be greatly missed
by the local members of the Ancient
Order of Foresters. He was probably
the oldest member in the city, and had
been secretary of Court Pride for near-
ly 25 years. He was looked upon as
the father of the A. O. F. in London,
and the credit of establishing a juve-
nile order of Foresters in Canada be-
longs to him. His career as a For-
ester had been one of great interest,
extending as it did back to 1860 in the
Isle of Jersey, where he was past chief-
ranger for many years of Court Isle
of Jersey. Besides belng secretary of
the local lodge, he was for several
years auditor in the High Court of
Canada. The funeral will take place
from his late home on Sunday after-
noon.

WARNED OFF THE TURF.

For a man to be “warned off the
turf,” or, in the more precise wording
of the Jockey Club decree, to be
“warned off Newmarket Heath,” is in
its way an even more severe sentence
than for a solicitor to be struck off
| the rolls, says a London correspondent.
{ There is no appeal against it; itdis ir-
revocable, and the condemned crimin-
al must turn his back once and for all
on racing, so far, &t any rate, as the

more important countries of the world
we concerhed.

And the warning off Newmarket
Heath does not only apply to a joc-
Key's exercise of his profession; it
bans him for all time from every race
neeting held under Jockey Club rules.
If he is seen within the inclosed pre-
cincts of any race meeting anyone who
recognizes him has a right to com-
plain to the stewards and have him
removed. The check taker of the
cheapest ring at the most humble of
meetings has the right to refuse his
entrance half crown, and most certain-
ly will do so if he has any wish to
keep his place,

Nor can he ride or attend race meet- [

ings in America, the English colonies
or on the continent of Europe. The rul-
ing bodies of racing in all the great
countries respect each other’'s deci-
sions, and if one country wishes to be
rid of an objectionable character the
others are quick to follow suit.

The sentence of ‘““warning off” has
little in common with the canceling
of a jockey’'s license. The jockey
whose license is canceled may fre-
quent race courses, enter Tattersall's
ring, make bets and generally take a
hand in the game. He generally does,
and he has always the hope before
him that one day the powers will give
him another chance.

But Jfor the warned off man there
is little hope of a living at racing be-
yond a tipster’s business or a starting
price bookmaker, who never goes near
a race course. And if the powerful
Jockey Club were to decide to license
bookmakers even that asylum would
be closed to him.

The electors of East Middlesex, who
assembled in Collins’ Hall yesterday
afternoon, were given an opportunity
to hear two of their candidates express
themselves on the questions of the day.
When the hour of two approached, and
it was found that there were to be
no additions to the three names already
placed in nomination, Sheriff Cameron,
the returning officer, arose and an-
nounced the nominations closed. He
then read a lengthy list of polling
places and deputy returning officers,
jand on this being concluded, he in-
| formed the 50 or more present that his
duties were at an end, and that the
{ hall was theirs for the purpose of hold-
i ing a meeting if they so desired. He
then bade them good-day and was
glven a hearty vound of applause as he
departed.

No time was lost in getting the meet-
ing organized. On motion, Mr. James
K. Little, of Lambeth, took the chair,
and called the assemblage to order.
The candidates quickly reached an
agreement as to order of procedure,
and the speaking began.

Capt. T. E. Rcbson, the present mem-
ber, was the first to take the platform.
He was given a good reception by his
supporters.

After thanking his
seconder, he said he must again ask
the electors to repose the same con-
fidence in him as they did when they
{elected him four years ago. He then
| went on to define the policy of the op-
| position, who claim that the general
| legislation of the government was not
{in the best interests of the province.
| He did not consider that all the legis-
!lation of the government was wrong,
but a large part of it was.

Capt. Robson then said that on first
| being elected he had reserved the right
