The first "real" motor bus ever 
brought to London will be on exhibi­
tion next Monday, Ald. Harley said to­
day. It was built by the Goodyear Tire 
Company of Akron, Ohio, and it is not 
for sale. If citizens are sufficiently im­
pressed with it. however, to vote for 

: the establishment of an auxiliary trans- 
: portation service here the plans and 
(.specif cations will be turned over, and 
,the city can have the buses built where- 
ever it pleases.

It was hoped to have it here this 
week, but the drivers were not willing 
to leave before Christmas.

Filled to capacity this monster auto­
mobile holds ninety people. Its main 
feature is the fact that it has six wheels 
eliminating much of the strain which 
usually falls on the two rear wheels of 
a car. Its seating capacity is forty-four. 
It lias a 70-horsepower motor, and can 
attain a speed of 25 miles an hour. It 
requires headroom of about seven feet, 
and a turning radius of 35 feet.

The seats are upholstered with D’arcy 
springs. Half of them are placed length- 
wise and the other half crosswise. The 
bus is roomy, and permits passengers 
to carry parcels and suitcases. It is 
equipped with variable springs at the 
back, which makes for easy riding when 
not fully loaded, and with long, easy 
springs at the front. A tandam rear 
axle gives additional easy riding facili­
ties.

The six-cylinder motor is properly 
muffled and carried on a flexible sub- 
frame separate from the main frame 
to make the passengers unconscious of 
the presence of the motor in the bus. 
A constant mesh type of transmission 
makes for noiseless and positive speed 
changes.

The corners at each end are tapered 
to facilitate handling in traffic. The 
driver is located in a compartment 
separate from the passengers, and there 
is a conductor to take fares and safe­
guard the passengers.

Two doors are used for either entrance 
or exit. It has an adequate lighting

WASHINGTON, Dec. 22.—When War­
ren G. Harding assumes the robe of 
chief executive of the nation next 
March he automatically will become 
the greatest job dispenser in the world.

As soon as it was published that Mr. 
Harding had chosen Point Isabel as a 
playground letters and telegrams by 
the thousands followed him there. The 
"I did It" boys, eager to get into the 
first line attack upon the ple counter, 
wanted the president-elect to have 
first-hand information as to their val­
iant services in his behalf in the battle 
of the ballots. Before storms and 
wind spoiled tarpon fishing at Point 
Isabel, the correspondents with Sena­
tor Harding reported that he was plan­
ning to cut short his visit there and 
move even further away from the job 
seekers' offensive. He was safe from 
their onslaught while at sea to and 
from his trip to Panama, at least so 
far as a limit was placed on the wire- 
less communication with the ship on 
which he was a passenger. With the 
president-elect's return to this country 
the scramble for jobs Is on in earnest.

The president-elect is merely pay­
ing the penalty of having attained 
great power. His predecessors have 
had similar experiences, although no 
former president at the beginning of 
his term has had so much patronage 
to dispose of as Senator Harding will 
have. The latest records of the census 
bureau and of the civil service com­
mission disclose that when Senator 
Harding enters the White House there 
will be approximately 600,000 persons 
on the executive rolls of the govern­
ment. and this does not include the 
judicial and legislative lists nor the 
muster rolls of the army and navy. 
Of this great total 450,000 men and 
women are in the classified service, 
which means that having passed civil 
service examinations they are reason­
ably immune from political attack. 
The remaining 240,000, however, hold 
the places, large and small, upon 
which the covetous eyes of the Job- 
hunters are set.

Best Pay to Governor of Philippine 
Islands.

Without the postoffices of any class, 
the new president will have a multi­
tude of jobs to fill. The ten cabinet 
posts, each paying $12,000, of course, 
rank first, although they are not as 
remunerative as other places at the 
disposal of the president. The best 
Paying positions in the Government 
service, aside from the office of presi­
dent itself, is that of governor-gen- 
era! of the Philippines, which carries 
a salary of $18,000, the vice-governor 

Ireceiving $10,000. Other territorial 
governorships which President Hard­
ing will fill are: Porto Rico, $10,000; 
Alaska, $7,000, and Hawaii, $7,000.

Next in importance to places in the 
cabinet are the 11 ambassadorships. 
They each pay $17,500, and include 
posts in Argentina. Belgium, Brazil, 
Chile, France, Great Britain. Italy, Ja­
pan. Mexico, Peru and Spain. If the

He has a large 
staff of bank examiners, assistants 
and clerks under him, the chief ex-( 
aminer receiving three times as much 
as the comptroller.

The department of the interior IsI 
growing in importance. The Indian 
commissioner, recognized as a politi­
cal office, receives $5.000 a year. The 
commissioner of pensions, the Com­
missioner of patents and the commis­
sioner of education, all $5,000 jobs, 
are among the places that probably 
will change hands in the next admin­
istration, as no doubt will the direc­
tor of the geological survey.

The reclamation service is another, 
branch of the interior department ( 
that is regarded as supplying political;

Many Municipalities Want 

Unemployment Aid From 
Government.

Beautiful Family Gifts OTTAWA, Dec. 23.—Cancellation of 
the luxury taxes has had a salutary 
effect, according to advices received by 
the Government. Already business is 
showing signs of improvement. The un­
employment situation continues bad. but 
there Is every hope that the next week 
or two will see the worst of it over. At 
a special meeting of the cabinet council 
held this afternoon there was a long 
discussion of unemployment problems 
and details were considered of the pro­
posed plan of assistance, in co-opera- 
tlon with provincial and municipal 
authorities.

The Government, it is understood, has 
already been notified by a large number 
of local authorities of their desire for 
federal co-operation. Two provincial 
governments—Ontario and British Col­
umbia—have taken a similar step.

What the cost of the scheme to the 
federal treasury is likely to be there is 
as yet no reliable data available but 
the prediction is expressed in federal 
circles that the cost will not be large. 
In its statement of policy issued ten 
days or so ago the Government laid 
down the principle that the first step* 
in dealing with unemployment should 
be the provision of work rather than 
of relief, and that the primary obliga­
tion for the provision of relief rested 
with the local authorities.

Should emergency relief become 
necessary, however, the Dominion Gov­
ernment was willing to meet one-third 
of the cost provided the provincial and 
municipal governments met the other 
two-thirds. Such a policy—in its in­
sistence on the provision of work as a 
first step—will, it is argued, very con­
siderably reduce the charge which 
might otherwise be incurred by the 
federal treasury. It is expected that 
there will be a further announcement 
by the federal government in regard to 
the unemployment system.

Crime epidemic appeared to be waning 
rapidly today before the intensified 
Police activity, supported by drastic 
measures of criminal court judges.

This, of course, will take 
time, and as there is an unusually heavy ac- 
cumulation of other important business to be 
disposed of before March 4, when the session 
ends, it is unlikely that anything will be done.

However, this in no way minimizes the pos- 
sibilities, from the standpoint of the farmers 
of Canada. They have been brought fairly and 
squarely face to face with the problem of what 
may happen if they lose, through legislative 
action on the part of the American Govern- 
œent, an important outlet for their live stock, 
wheat, and other products. Just what can be 
done it is impossible to say at the present time. 
Other markets may have to he sought and de­
veloped. This might mean eventually strength­
ening inter-empire relations to the mutual ad­
vantage of all.

Many farmers with whom the matter has 
been discussed question whether the United 
States can get along without buying a certain 
amount of Canadian wheat, live stock, and other 
produce. They take the view that no matter 
how high a tariff wall is erected the people 
across the border will buy, because they have 
to buy, and that American consumers and not 
Canadian farmers will be the losers.

THE UNIVERSITY QUESTION.
Under the heading “Taking the University to 

the People," the Farmers' Sun of December 
15 urges that the universities of this province 
should be brought into close relations with the 
great mass of the people, and regards the bring­
ing this about as the main task before the com­
mission now investigating university finances. 
"Something must be done.” says the Sun, "to 
shake the provincial university from its leth­
argy, and make it a vital, living force in the 
life of the state.”

The Sun draws attention to the enormous 
number of students from the city of Toronto, 
who are crowding the halls of the provincial 
university, while only 350 sons and daughters 
of farmers are in attendance. It points out 
that apart from a few paltry thousands paid by 
the city as a rental for Queen’s Park, the city 
of Toronto is contributing nothing towards the 
university. “If the city were to contribute 
half a million a year toward the upkeep of the 
college it would be getting off very lightly,” 
says the Sun.

Objections that to bring the university bud­
get before the Legislature would result in the 
university being brought into politics, is met 
by the very apt reply that the provincial univer­
sity "has always been in politics, but more or 
less in a hidden back doorway." The high-handed 
way in which the board of governors of the 
University of Toronto have treated the province 
is one factor in producing the present inquiry.

UNEMPLOYMENT.

The distribution of money grants as relief for 
unemployment is being demanded in Great Britain 
as in Canada at the present time.

THE NOBEL AWARDS.
A notable event of the closing months of 

the year in Norway was the award of the 
Nobel peace prizes for 1919 and 1920, in pres­
ence of a distinguished company in the 
Storthing, the place of national legislation. The 
persons honored were, respectively, Leon Bour­
geois of France and President Woodrow Wilson 
of the United States, whose parchment and 
medal were received by Albert G. Schmedmann, 
American minister to Norway, who read the 
message of thanks from Mr. Wilson. President 
Buen of the Storthing expressed the delight of 
that body and of the dation that one of the 
peace prizes had been earned by Mr. Wilson, 
whom he characterized as creator of the League 
of Nations, and he thanked him tor his efforts 
to promote international peace. The United 
States minister, in personally acknowledging, 
the honor, said it was bestowed in appreciation 
of the endeavor to replace international discord 
with harmony by appealing to the highest moral 
forces of the nations, which hereafter could 
not live unto themselves. Leading Norwegian 
newspapers devoted generous space to illus­
trated biographical articles, congratulating 
President Wilson, and forecasting that although 
his efforts had been maligned and hampered, 
history would enshrine his memory.

New York, Dec. 23.— The band of 
“blue law" reformers who are out to 
defeat everything that savors of real 
sport are making capital out of the 
recent unfortunate death of Michael 
Shannon in a ring contest in Jersey 
City. They point to this fatality as a 
reason why all boxing contests should 
be abolished at once.

Coming at this time, when the joy- 
killers are assembling their forces, the 
accident is to be more than regretted. 
It is fine food for the law-changers, but 
it should not be easily digested by those 
who can think out a subject to an hon­
est and safe conclusion.

Accidents of the kind in all sorts of 
sports are common, but it is only in 
boxing that they are accentuated and 
played up to make people believe that 
boxing is the most brutal of all sports. 
They forget to look back on the an­
nual casualty lists of football, base- 
ball or even golf. Chess, tiddle-dey- 
winks and parchesi are about the only 
games in which danger doesn’t lurk.

But the death of poor Shannon is 
something for some boxing promoters 
to think over, for them to act on and 
see to it that danger Is reduced to a 
minimum. It is the padding of the 
ring floors that needs attention at this 
time. I

Of all the clubs I have visited since 
the reinstitution of boxing in New 
York State, only the Madison Square 
Garden ring provides the necessary 
equipment to reduce the chance of 
serious injury to a contestant.

The Garden ring, under Its canvas, 
is padded with a soft composition that 
helps reduce the force of a fall. It 
may be costly to put in the stuff, but 
the short-sighted manager would do 
well to equip himself with a pair of 
field glasses if his sight is too short.

NEW YORK. Dec. 23. — "Absurd" 
was the answer made today by Tex 
O’Rourke, chairman of the rules of 
the International Sporting Club, to 
the contention of Rube Welch, London 
fight promoter, that the bantamweight 
championship was not involved in the 
Lynch-Herman fight last night. 
O'Rourke helped draft the rules which 
were embodied in the Walker boxing 
bill, under which the fight last night 
was staged.

"Mr. Welch is wrong, I believe. He 
is talking about the rules of the In­
ternational Boxing Union, but even 
those rules, under which boxing is 
conducted in England, making the 
weighing optional—either at the ring- 
side or eight hours before the fight. 
America is not affiliated with the In­
ternational Boxing Union. We fight 
under our own rules, which are almost 
identical to the English rules. Herman 
was the recognized champion of the 
world in England, and Lynch won a 
legitimate decision over him. He is 
entitled to the championship."

While no official statement would 
be made by the state boxing commis- 
sion, it was said that the bout had 
been conducted in accordance with 
the law, that both principals had 
agreed that it was for the champion­
ship and the title went with it.

The new premier, M. Leygues. has 
adopted the reparations policy advo­
cated by Lloyd George of discussing 
the question face to face with Germany 
instead of the treaty method by which 
the amount due would be fixed ly the 
reparations commission and Germany 
ordered to deliver it. This has been the 
French policy hitherto, and when Mil- 
lerand unwillingly was induced to de- 
viate from it at Spa, he raised a storm 
of protest in the Chamber of Deputies. 
Frankly and deliberately, Leygues chose 
the path of compromise.

It was a question whether the part­
isans of force in the Chamber would 
allow him to continue. The resigna- 
tion of the war minister on the grounds 
that Germany still was too dangerous 
for France to reduce her army gave 
them an unexpected opportunity. Fri-, 
day's debate cut right to the heart of 
the choice before France, force or com­
promise. Leygues won by the produc­
tion of figures showing that Germany 
was immeasurably weaker than France, 
and of facts showing that France was 
in an impregnable position upon the 
Rhine. He won by France’s desperate 
need to reduce military expenditure and 
by the insistent demand of Industry and 
agriculture that the period during which 
men were to be taken for military ser- 
vice be shortened as much as possible.

But the victory was not final. If 
ex-Minister Lefevre, as his friend de­
clare, can show proofs that Germany’s 
disarmament is not genuine, that she 
had a great army disguised as civic1 
guards, great stocks of concealed 
weapons, and munitions, above all. it 
he can prove she deliberately is plotting 
revenge, the tide of opinion may turn 
back against compromise. Lefevre says 
he did not bring forward these proofs 
on Friday night because he did not wish 
to appear to be joining the attack on 
the Government. But he has promised1 
to produce them next week in the de­
bate on the army estimates.

■At present French sentiment toward 
Germany, despite the one or two doubt- 
ful points mentioned In Friday’s debate, 
is less directly hostile than ever before., 
The reports from Brussels have created a favorable impression and the policy 
of compromise has an excellent chance 
of success. The necessity that the 
reparations problem be solved and mili- 
tary expenses reduced, if France’s 
financial situation is not to become 
desperate, makes strictly In Its favor. 
Unless the Germans show unexpected 
stubornness and stupidity at Brussels 
or M. Lefevre can produce facts of un­
expected weight, there Is every Indica­
tion that France will follow the road of 
compromise, moderation and economy,

All poultry will remain in 
fairly active demand for the remainder 
of the year.
9 With many of the housewives buying 
poultry, front and hind quarters of 
pork were bound to be cheaper. Hind­
quarters sold for 23c and 25c per lb. and 
fronts from 22@23c. Live and dressed 
hogs are in good demand, and in the 
opinion of some local buyers both 
classes are due for a drop next week.

Several loads of hay were offered to­
day, but the demand was not filled. 
This condition did not advance prices 
any. but it is thought that hay will be 
in goood demand for the remainder of 
the year. /

Butter is in less demand, but this 
week there have been no changes re- 
corded.

It has sometimes been said an 
authority that appears to be more or 
less eminent that a shark will not bite 
or eat a man with any greater zest and 
appetite than will any other large, fierce 
fish. There is nothing particularly sat- 
isfying in this, because It has not been 
determined with how much “zest and 
appetite Other large and fierce fish will 
attack a man.

One inference that might be drawn 
from this is that sharks are gentle and 
harmless, and might be turned into 
household pets. The best evidence is 
that the shark is a man-eater and that 
he will attack and eat anything that is 
flesh—horse, cow, fish, dog. seal or man. 
He will eat flesh if it has been dead a 
long time, and he will eat it alive.

There are many families and varieties 
of the shark. Some of these families 
are smaller, more cowardly and less 
successful as killers than other families. 
They are not especially fierce towards 
things that are bigger and stronger 
than they. The dusky sharks and the 
sand sharks are not believed to be man- 
killers, but they are man-eaters when 
the opportunity arrives.

Then, announcing briefly the passage 
of the home rule bill, the speech con­
tinued:

"I sincerely hope that this act, the 
fruit of more than thirty years of cease­
less controversy, will finally bring about 
unity and friendship between all the peo­
ples of my kingdom."

Recounts Measures.
The king concluded by recounting the 

measures passed druing the course of 
the parliamentary session. He referred 
to unemployment as the darkest cloud 
on the horizon, springing less from in- 
ternal causes than from contraction of 
the export trade, arising out of the 
poverty of other nations and their in­
ability to secure credits. The Govern­
ment, he said, was giving unremitting 
attention to this problem.

The session was somewhat unusual. 
It was expected that parliament would 
prorogue about 8 o’clock, but there was 
difficulty in adjusting the differences 
between the two houses over the agri­
cultural bill, which had been tossed 
about from lords to commons and from 
commons to lords throughout the even­
ing.

The 
list should then be forwarded to the 
local collector of customs who will in 
turn forward it to the taxation office at 
the capital. When these returns are 
verified checks will be issued to the 
merchants.

Thousands of immigrants timed their1 
departure from Europe, so that they 
might spend Christmas with relatives 
in this country and .the immigration au­
thorities have speeded up the inspection 
machinery to make this possible.

Despite the extra efforts, officials say 
thousands will be disappointed. Christ- 

I mas Day is expected to find Ellis Island 
overflowing with immigrants, and sev­
eral ships awaiting to unload their 
human freight. Recently immigrants 
have been arriving at the rate of more 
than 2,000 dally, and more than 20,000 
have been in transit on the ocean at one 
time.

Welfare organisations have offered 
; their co-operation to the island officiate 

to bring a bit of holiday cheer to the 
new-comers who may be there Christ­
mas Day.

With the high-tide of incoming Euro­
peans. there has also been a large emi­
gration from this port during the past 
month. The outgoing are mostly per­
sons who were returning to Europe for 
a visit and to pass the holidays with the 
“old folks." A small proportion an­
nounced their intention of remaining 
abroad, using their savings in the up­
building of business under new condi­
tions.
