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The Secretary of State for External Affairs, the Honourable ot
Mitchell Sharp, announced today that on May 8 the Canadian Government . ., L
had informed interested Governments that the Canadian delegation to the - Co
International Comrdssion for Supervision and Control in Laos would be )
withdrawn from Vientiane on June 15. Canada, however, remains a member
of the Corrzission which was formed in 1962 to supervise the ceasefire
in Laos and the Canadian delegation could return to Laos should its
presence be required again under the terms of the 1962 Agreement. Mr. Sharp
also announced that Canada had raised with the new Lactian government the

matter of the establishment of diplomatic relations between Canada and the
Kingdonm of Laos.
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
