\, } HEREAS, Ililaire Theberge, farmer, of the Parish of St. Pic, in preamvte.
the County of Bagot, has, at his own costs and charges, erec'ed a
golid und substantial Bridge over the south branch of the River Yamas- -
" ka, at the end of Bridge street in the village of St. Pie, in the Parish
6 of St. Pie, County of Bagot, the said Bridge being one hundred and
eighty feet in length by eighteen feet in breadth, and having openings
fifty-six fect in width betwecn the piers,and whzrecashepraysby his poti-
tion to be autborized to receive tolls on the said Bridge ; Therefore Her
Majesty cnacts as follows: .

The said Hilaire Theberge is hereby authorized to ercct and con- To'l house,
struct, at his own cost and expense, a Toll House and Toll Gate near &e 1 be
