Wo do also covenant togetiier to seek the prosperity

submit ourselves one to another in love and faithful

fellowship, for mutual edification in the ordinances,

labors, and discipline of the Gosj^el. We sincerely

intend in this and in all things to seek first the

Kingdom of God and His righteousness. And we
do devoutly pray that God our Saviour may
graciously accept our worship and our work, and that

as a Church of Christ, we may be baptized with the

Holy Spirit, and thus be made wise to win souls to

Christ, and at last be joined to the Church of the

First-born, who are enrolled in Heaven.

DOCTRINAL S i .VFEMENT.
•Ye shall know the truth and the truth shall make you free."—John 8:32

"Let every man be fully persuaded in his own mind."—Rom. 14:5

I. "We believe in one God, the Father Almighty,

Maker of heaven and earth, and of all things visible

and invisible;

"And in Jesus Christ, His only Son, our Lord,

who is of one substance with the Father; by whom
all things were made;

"And in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and Giver of

life, who is sent from the Father and Son, and who
together with the Father and Son, is worshipped and

glorified.



II. "We believe that the Providence of God, hv
which He executes His eternal purposes in the
government of the ^'orld, is in and over all events;
yet so that the freedom and responsibility of man are
not impaired, and sin is the act of the creature alone.

III. "We believe that man was made in the
image of God, that he might know, love and obey
God, and enjoy him forever; that our first parents by
disobedience fell under the righteous condemnation
of God ; and that all men are so alienated from God
that there is no salvation froix* the gu* and power
of sin except through God^s redeeming ^race.

IV. "We believe that God would have all men
return to Him ; that to this, id Ho ij -is made Himself
known, not only through tne works of Nature, the
course of His providence, and the consciences of
men, but also through supernatural revelation made
especially to a chosen people, and, abo'e all, when
the fulness of time was come, through Jesus Christ,

His Son.

V. "We believe that the Scriptures of the Old
and New Testament are the recoiJs of God*s revela-

tion of Himself in the work of redemption : that they
were written by men under the special guidance of
the Holy Spirit; that they are able tomake wise unto
salvation; and that they constitute the authoritative

standard by which religious teaching and human
conduct are to be regulated and judged.

VI. "We believe that the love of God to sinful



men has found its highest expression in the

redemptive work of His Son; who became man^
uniting His divine nature with our human nature in
one person; who was tempted like unto men, yet

without sin; who, by His humiliation, His holy

obedience. His sufferings. His death on the cross,

and His resurrection, became a perfect Redeemer;,

whose sacrifice of Himself for the sins of the world
declares the righteousness of God, and is the sole and
sufficient ground of forgiveness, and of reconciliation

with Him. )

'

VII. "We believe that Jesus Christ, after he had
riseii from the dead, ascended into Heaven, where,,

as the one Mediator between God and man. He
carries forward His work of saving men; that He
sends the Holy Spirit to convict them of sin, and to

lead them to repentance and faith; and that those

who through renewing grace turn to righteousness,,

and trust in Jesus Christ as their Redeemer, receive

for His sake the forgiveness of their sins, and are

made the children of God.

VIII. "We believe that those who are thus

regenerated and justified, grow in sanctified

character through fellowship with Christ, the

indwelling of the Holy Spirit, and obedience to the

truth; that a holy life is the fruit and evidence of
saving faith; and that the believer's hope of
continuance in such a life is in the preserving grace

of God.

XIII. The above Doctrinal Statement is

presented, not as an authoritative creed, but as a
simple, clear and comprehensive statement of the

truths of the glorious Gospel of the blessed God for

the instruction and edification of the members of this

Church. These truths, we, as a Church, believe and
teach on the authority of the Word of God. "If any

man teach otherwise and consent not to wholesome

words, even the words of Our Lord Jesus Christ, aid

to the doctrine which is according to godliness

—

from such withdraw thyself."—1 Tim. 6 : 3, 5.

XIV. This statement is not intended as a barrier

to men who give evidence of a personal faith in Jesus

Christ as their divine Lord and Saviour, but who
may on minor points diverge from it, or w^ho may not

have come to a decision on points of doctrine. It

simply declares what in the mature judgment of the

Church are the leading doctrines of the Christian

faith. It is of course held by the Church subject to

the word of God.

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ECCLESIASTICAL PRINCIPLES.
I. A Christian Church we understand to be en

association of professed believers in Christ, for the
promotion of His cause in the world, for the
maintenance of the public worship of God, for
mutiial watchfulness, and for the enjoyment of
Christian ordinances. We accordingly declare this

Church to be such an association, to be knoAvn as the
"Central Congregational Church" of Winnipeg.

II. Independence.—This Church is an
independent ecclesiastical body. It acknowledges the
Lord Jesus Christ u- its only infallible guide in
matters of Faith, OrcU r, and Discipline.

III. <TOvemment.—The government of this

Church, according to established Congregational
principles, is vested in the body of believers who
compose it. It is aiiu nable to no other ecclesiastical

body. It will elect its own officers, regulate its

worship, and detirmine what persons shall be
received into membership, and what persons shall be
excluded, according to its understanding of the Word
of God. Every question is decided by the majority
vote of the member- present and voting, except in
such cases as are hereinafter specified.

IV. Fellowship.— Recognizing the fact that there

is but one Kingdom of (Jod on earth, and that all true
bt^lievers are one in (bvist, this Church will extend
to other Evangelical ( Inirches, and receive from them
that fellowship, advice, and assistance vf^ich. the lisar



of Christ requires, and holds itself sacredly bound to
seek the promotion of peace among all the Churches
of our Lord.

V. Membership.—^Desiring to make the terms of
admission into our fellowship correspond as nearly as
possible with the scriptural conditions of admission
into the Kingdom of Heaven, this Church will insist
as the ono and only condition of membership that
applicants shall give evidence of personal faith in
Jesus Christ as tiieir Divine Lord and Saviour.

VI. Equality.—The members of this Church are
on an equality as to privilege and obligation. There
are no distinctions of class and rank. All. we are
brethem. It is, therefore, alike the privilege and
duty of every member to have a voice in every act and
transaction of the Church. Having this right there
is the corresponding personal responsibility for the
well-being of the body, so that personal interest and
personal exertion on the part of each member becomes
a constant and pressing duty. "Whether one
member suffer, all the members suffer with it ; or one
member be honored, all the members rejoice with it."

Every member is therefore expected and considered
as voluntarily bound to be diligent in private and
social duties ; to attend habitually the stated meetings
of the Church; to regularly contribute towards the
financial support of the Church as God hath
prospered him or her ; to abstain from all wilful and
factious conduct; and do all in his or her power to
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exemplify the doctrines of the Gospel^ and to spread
it through the world.

VII. Discipline.—The Church claims and will

exercise the right of discipline accor'Mng to the spirit

and teachings of the New Testament. Its method of
dealing with offending members is that given by our
Lord Himself in the 18th chapter of Matthew, 15th
to 17th verses.

The Church regards as offences subject to

discipline all immoral conduct; breach of exprest
covenant vows; neglect of acknowledged religious or
relative duties, and avowed disbelief of "The
Confession of Faith." No member shall be deprived

of his or her privileges and rights without due course
of investigation as provided for in standing Rules
Nos. 8-12.

VIII. Sunday School.—Accepting the principle

that the Church is responsible for the religious

instruction and training of the young, this Church
regards the Sunday School as a necessary and
integral part of itself. The Sunday School shall

therefore be under the immediate control and care

of the Church. It shall be called the Central
Congregational Church Sunday School. It shall

further be the duty of this Church to organize and
maintain Sunday Schools in other parts of the city as

occasion demands, and to have a general oversight in

regard to them.

IX. Amendments to Constitution.—^While it is
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a fundamental principle of Congregationalism that
a majority vote decides the action of the Church, and
that all ar^ peaceably to accept and acquiesce in all

such decisions, yet the Doctrinal Statement,

Covenant and the Ecclesiastical Principles of the
Church shall not be altered or amended except by a
vote of two-thirds of the members present and voting
at any annual meeting, a notice containing t^

STANDING RULES,

1. Membership.—^All persons desiring to make a
profession of religion, and members of other
churches desiring to unite with this Churoh shall

make application through the pastor, secretary, or
deacons. Members from other churches will

produce proper credentials. All applications, on
being received by the Church, shall he referred to the
Faster and Board of Deacons, whose duty it is to

take proper measures to lear» of the applicant's
fitness for membership, and report at the next
business meeting of the Clinrch. Those who have
been received by a vote of the Church shall become
members by publicly assenting to the Church's
Confession of Faith and Covenant. All persons so

received shall be required to subscribe their full name
to the Confession of Faith, Co\'cnaiit8, Ecclesiastical

Principles and standing iv]v< of the Church, in a
book prepared for the purpose.
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2. Any member who may Jmow of any reason
why a candidate proposed for admission should not
be received into the Church, shall first make known
auch reason to the Pastor or Board of Deacons and
if they deem it insufficient he or she may afterward
make it known to the Church.

8. It shall be the duty of members removing
beyond our bounds, to obtain letters of transfer to

deposit with some other church within one year
from the time of their removal, unless circumstances
be such as to render a union with any other church
inexpedient; and in such case to inform the Church
why they have not requested a letter of transfer.

The names of such members as shall have removed
from on* bounds shall be reported to the Church at

the annual meeting by the Secretary or Board of
Deacons; also where they are, so far as may be
known, the length of time since their removal,

together with any other information they may possess

in relation to them, and which they may deem it

important to communicate.

4. Members of the Church, desiring a letter of
transfer from thip and recc^ - dation to another
Church, shall make known Ai request to the

Pastor, or Secretary, or Board of Deacons, ir

writing. The Board of Deacons shall report 'Hereon

at the next business meeting. The letter being
granted by vote of the Church, shall be prepared and
signed by the Pastor and Secretary, according to the

regular form adopted by the Church.
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6. After one year's absence, members shall not be
entitled to letters of dismission in the regular form,
but only lo a certificate of their standing at the time
of leaving us, unless satisfactory reasons are given
for the delay in asking for letters.

6. In case of the death of any member of the
Church, it shall be the duty of any surviving member
of the f»mily to supply the Secretary with a
notification of the fact If none of the family or
immediate relatives of the deceased are members of
the Church, then it shall be the duty of any member
of the Church acquainted with the facts to inform
the Secretary of the same in writing, that it may be
entered upon the records.

7. It shall be the duty of every member of this
Church, on becoming acquainted with the fact that
any member has committed an offence subject to
Viiscipline, to make known such facts to the Pastor or
Board of Deacons to be inquired into, and if they
deem it necessary they may lay the complaint before
the Church.

8. The Church may refer any case of discipline
to a committee to hear the evidence and report it»

opinion thereon. Proceedings before any committee
shall be kept private until otherwise ordered by the
Church. If the evidence has been taken by a
committee, the Church is not bound to hear evidence
on either side. In all cases where a trial is hady
the accused must have a full opportunity to be heard

in hia or licr own defence. The Secretaiy must use
due diligence to forward a copy of the conjplaint to
the accused, and, if practicable, give him or her
personal notice of the time and place of hearing.
On proof of such offence by any member, on due
hearing of the case, the censuru inflict^^d by the
Church shall be either private reproof, public
admonition, suspension of Cnurch privileges,
-withdrawal of fellowship, or excommunication. In
^Psses of excommunication, notice thereof must be
icivon from the pulpit on the Sabbath - at the nextC mmr.nion Service. In other cases notice of thj
action oi the Church may or may not be given
publicly, Pt the option of the Church.

0. In cases not involving immoral or scandalous
4?ondnct, -ve Church may instruct the Secretary to
drop the name of the member from the roll.

Prolonged absence from the services of Ihe Church,
-without good reasons, is sufficient caus.3 for the name
being dropped from the roll.

10. Whenever any member shall have committed
any of the offences specified as subject to discipline,
and shall have removed beyond our bounds, or
laving already removed, shall have committed such
an offence, so that the preliminary and regular steps
of discipline cannot be taken, the Church may
proceed at on<» to act upon the case.

11. All members of the Church in good standing
shall be entitled to vote at all elections, and on all
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questions before the Church, except on questions
relating to the purchase or sale of real estate, when
only members of the legal age of twenty-one years
and upwards will be entitled to vote. But members
who have habitually absented themselves from
worship or ordinances for six months without
rendering satisfactory excuse, and members under
discipline shall be debarred from voting with the
Church so long as such absence or discipline
continues.

MEETINGS.
12. The Sabbath Day services shall be at 11

o'clock a.m. and 7 o'clock p.m.

Communion.—The Lord's Supper shall be
celebrated (unless otherwise directed by the Church)
on the first Sunday of every second month.
Contributions shall be made at the close of every
Communion service, and the funds thus obtained
shall be used for the relief of members in need, and
for benevolent purposes of the Church.

13. Baptism.—Baptism will be administered to
those imiting with the Church on Confession of
Faith, who have not previously been baptized.
Children ma;^ be baptized in the Church on the
Sunday morning following the celebration of the
Lord's Supper, or at such times as agreed on between
the parents and the Pastor. Parents will furnish
the Secretary in writing with their own names, and

the names in full, and date of birth, of children
presented for baptism, for the permanent records of
the Church. Children over ten years of age are not
admissible to baptism except upon Confession of

Faith.

14. Prayer Meeting.—This Church will meet
for prayer and praise in one of the rooms of the

Church every Wednesday evening at eight o'clock.

The meeting shall be conducted by the Pastor, or in

his absence by one of the brethern. Matt. 18 : 20.

15. Business Mjeetings.^-A regular business

meeting of the Church shall be held after the close

of the prayer meeting on the Wednesday evening
preceding the first Sunday in each month. The
business meeting shall be attended by the members
of the Church only, except visitors from sister

Congregational Churches who may be invited by the
Pastor or Deacons.

16. Special Meetings.—^The Pastor may of his

own motion, the deaconate and the Secretary must,
on the written requisition of any seven members, call

a special business meeting of the Church, by
causing a notice to be read from the pulpit at each
service on the previous Sunday, stating the object of
the meeting.

17. Annual Meeting.—A meeting of the Church
shall be held on the Wednesday, preceding the first

Simday in February, for the purpose of receiving the

annual financial statement, and reports from the
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Tarious Officers and Societies of the Church.
IBusiness shall he conducted in tLe following order

:

(1) Meeting to be opened with prayer.

(2) Reading minutes of former meeting.

(3) Treasurer's statenient, and Auditor's report

(4) Reports from the Boards of Deacons, and
Management.

(5) Sunday School Superintendent;

(6) Christian Endeavor Society.

(7) Central Brotherhood.

(8) Woman's Missionary Society.

(9) Ladies' Aid.

(10) Amendments to standing rules, Confession
of Faith, or Constitution.

(11) Other business.

18. General Provisions.—No business can be
transacted except at meetings regularly organized,

and with at least ten members present; but the
action of a meeting irregularly convened, may be
ratified at a subsequent regular meeting. But no
annual meeting of the Church shall be competent to

transact business unless there be present, and
participating in the deliberations, at least twenty
Tiiembers authorized by the standing rules to vote,

and no purchase, sale, mortgage or transfer of any
property or real estate shall be made except by the

Tote of a meeting of which notice shall have been
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l^ven on the two preceding Sabbaths, and the object
thereof mentioned in said notice, or by a notice of
motion at a previous business meeting.

19. Benevolence.—-As it is the duty and should
be esteemed the privilege of every Church and
wngregation to extend the Kingdom of Christ, the
Pastor shall present, or have presented annualy, the
claims of the various Benevolent and Missionary
pieties, at such time and in such manner, as the
officers of the Church shall direct.

CHURCH OFFICERS.
20. The Officers and standing committees shall

consist of a Pastor, President, Treasurer, ^ecretary^
t^velye (12) Deacons, Board of Management
consisting of nine (9) members, six (C) of ^aIiohl
shall be members of the Church, and of which the
Treasurer shall be one, three (3) Trustees, two (2)
Auditors, a Chief Usher, Sunday School
Superintendent, and six (6) Deaconesses.

21. The selection of a Pastor shall be by open
vote of the Church at a special meeting called for
that purpose, due notice of which must be given from
the pulpit on two Sundays previous to calling suck
meeting.

22. Officers.—All other Officers shall be elected
by ballot at the regular business meeting in December
of each year, and those elected shall serve for one
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year, except the Deacons and Trustees, the formerbemg elected for two (2) and the latter for three (3)years. Six (6) Deacons and one (1) Tnirtee

assume their duties on the first ofJanuary following

26. The Deacons shall meet the Monday

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They shall assist the Pastor in all things pertaining
to the spiritual nieeds of the Church, and
congregation. They shall provide pulpit supply when
necessary; they may in conjunction with the Pastor
and Deaconesses, visit the Church members, and
adherents, and make a report of said visits to their
Board at the June and December meetings of each
year. They shall assist to prepare and adinipister
the Lord's Supper. They shall relieve any deserving
cases of distress in their several districts, drawing on
the Benevolent Fund for such purposes when
necessary. They shall also be eligible for election to
the Board of Management. They shall appoint at
their monthly meetings four 4) of their number to
take duty at the Church dc on Sundays, in oiaer
to extend a welcome to strai ^ers. The Pastor and
Deacons shall be a Committee on Music, and look
after the musical services of the Church.

27. The Secretary.—His duties shall be: (1) To
keep full minutes of the transactions of the Church
at its business meetings. (2) To keep two registers
of all members of the Church, one chronological and
the C - alphabetical, ir order. (3) To keep a
recor : the aVnission, dismission or death, of
members of the Church, showing the date of the
event, and to note the same briefly on the registers.

(4) To enter a summary of all reports accepted in
the Church in the minutes, and file the reports under
their proper headings. (5) To keep th«B covenant,
articles of belief, form of admission, Ecclesiastical

said collections over to the Treasurer, taking hia
receipt for same. They shall hold a meeting each
month, on the Mjonday preceding the monthly
business meeting, to discuss matters pertaining to the
welfare of the Church, and congregation, they
shall appoint their own chairman and secretary.

30.. dominating Committee.—The ITominating
Committee for the selection of candidates to fill the
various offices connected with the Church, for the
ensuing year shall consist of the Pastor, President^
Secretary, and Chairmen of the Boards of Deacon*
and Management.

31. The Chief Usher^s duty shall be to select and
train his staff of ushers, and also keep in reserve a
competent staff for emergencies.

^^® Trustees—The property of the Church
shall be vested m the Church Corporation. The

have power to buy, sell, transfer,

mortgage, or otherwise dispose of any of the Church
property without a two-third vote of the Church-
said vote to consist only of those who have attained
the age of twenty-one year^-suspended, or members
^v'ho have been absent from worship for six months
Avithout cause, shall not be entitled to vote.

34. Auditors.—The Auditors shall examine the
books and accounts of the Treasurer and Managers,
and report thereon quarterly. Their annual report
to be attached to the Treasurer's printed statement.

36. The absence of any Officer from three (3)
cfmsecutive i-egular meetings without sufficient cause
shall render the office vacant, and it shall be the dutv
of the President to report said vacancy at the first
ensuing business meeting of the Church.

30. Superintendent of the Sunday School.—The
maiiagement of the Sunday School shall be vested in
a committee consisting of the Pastor, Officers, and
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Teacliers of the Scliool. The teachers may elect the
other officers of the School, but the election of the
Superintendent must be by the Church. The
teachers may nominate their choice of
Superintendent to the Church. The Superintendent
and Assisstant, if any, shall be members of the
Church. The appointment of teachers shall be mad&
by the Pastor and Superintendent. It shall be the
duty of the Superintendent of the School or Schools
sustained by the Church to report to the Church
<3uarterly and annually concerning the prosperity of
the schools under their care. The Superintendent
shall furnish the Church, through the Deacons, one
week before its annual meeting, a full report of the
year's work, number and name of teachers, and list of
officers for the ensuing year.

37. The Standing Kules may be altered or
amended at any meeting of the Church by a vote of
two-thirds of the members present and voting:
Provided that notice of the proposed amendments
shall have been given from the pulpit at least two
Sundays previous, with the time and place of
meeting, or by a notice of motion given at a previous
business meeting.
