COLLEGE OF OTTAWA.

Friday last will ever be a red letter
day in the history of the College of
Ottawa. On that evening the College
Hall was thronged with Professors,
students and Alumni, assembled to do

honor to the brilliant young member for
Montreal Centre, Mr. John Joseph Cur-
ran, whose name is to-day a household
word in «very Catholic home in the land.
When Mr, Carran was at the last general
election chosen by his fellow-citizens of
Montreal, by an overwhelming majority,
to represent them in the Commons of
Canada, his old Professors and school
companions looked forward with eager
anticipation to a successful Parliamentary
career for the member for Montreal
Centre. The most sanguine, however,
amongst them could hardly have hoped
to see all their anticipations of success
realized in the very first weeks of the
session just closed. ~ Such is, nevertheless,
the fact. Mr. Curran stands already
amongst the foremost of our public men,
no unworthy successor of the Drummonds,
the Dorions, the Youngs, the Holtons and
McGees, who in former timesso ably re-
presented the commercial metropoiis of
Cavada. Mr. Curran is in the very prime
of life, He was born in Montreal on the
22nd  Feb,, 1842, and educated at the
College of Ottawa. In 1862 he was grad
uated B, C. L. at MecGill College, and
called to the Bar of Lower Canada in
March, 1863, In January, 1882, Mr. Cur-
ran was created Queen’s Counsel. e
had the year before received from Man-
hattan College the degree of LL. D.
The member for Montreal Centre has

occupations found time to contribute
freely to the newspaper and periodical
press of the day. His style of writing,
like that of his oratory, is free, flowing,
ornate and impressive. A gentleman of
extensive reading, deep research, and

marked intellectual acumen, Mr, Curran |

deals with every subject he handles in an
exhaustive aud convincing manner, As
a criminal lawyer he holds, and has long
held, a foremost place at the Bar of Que-
bee, He was frequently invited before

the last election to enter Parliament, but |

upon one occasion only, before June last,
did he so far yield to the wishes of his
friends as to become a candidate for legis-

lative honors. That was in 1574, when |

he unsuccessfully contested Shefford with
Mr, Huntington, then Post Master Gen-
eral. He made a gallant struggle against
tremendous odds, and fell with his party
throughout the country.

Such in brief has been the career of the
gentleman honored by the College of
Ottawa on Friday last. Though but little
time could be given to preparation for
the reception then tendered the member
for Montreal Centre, the proceedings of
the evening were crowned with the larg-
est measare of success. At eight o’clock
precisely the guest of the evening, accom-
panied by his friends, entered the College
Hall, He was received with loud cheers
by the students already assembled there.
He was at once escorted to the platform
by Very Rev. Father Tabaret, President
of the College.

THE INFAMOUS IRISH POLICE SPY.

“Be it in the defence, or be it in the
assertion of a people’s liberty, I hail the
sword as a sacred weapon ; . I admit
that opinion may De left to operate
against opmion,  But force must e used
against force.  The soldier is proof against
argument, hut not against a hullet,”

Glowing words and sophistical phrases
of unwise friends and hidden foes dazzled
and deceived many.  The brain of Young
Ireland was set on fire by revolutionary
ideas.  Few had the coolness to remember
that as force had to be used against force,
it would be folly for their weakness to
cope with England’s might; fewer still
dreamed that an Irish peasant, no more
than a British soldier, was proof againsta
bullet.

What was true of all Ireland was more
especially true of Carrick,  This old town
was in a perfect state of chullition, The
question was asked on all sides:  “When

All the mulitary talent available was
nightly ¢ngaged in laying out a plan of
war; the aged, seated around their blazing
fires or standing in some of the shops,
smoked hard and talked confidently of
England’s downfall; excited crowds_fol
lowed the unmusical ballad singers, who
shouted rather than sang :

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Power had seen much of the world and

privilege of being Catholic. Our
first and most sacred duty, cven as
an Irishman, is to subordinate our
views and feelings to our duty as a
Catholic. Our duty as a Catbolic
demands that we should be in all
things respectful not only to the
teachings but the counsels and warn-
ings of the Holy See. We are now
of course speaking of teachings, coun-
sels and warningsin matters political.
We cannot too well understand that
Rome has the right of teaching us as
to our civic and political duties, and
that Rome does not and cannot err
in such teaching. As to counsels
and warnings addressed by the Holy
See to either clergy or people of a
Catholic nation, it is quite possible

that, given certain conditions, a
contingency may arise wherein

either clergy or people, or both, may
teel it their duty to oftfer such infor-
mation to the Iloly See as will sat-
isfy it that no action has been taken
by either or both to warrant any
condemnation implied in these coun-
sels and warnings,
Until we see the verba ip sissima
of the now tamous Papal circular, we
cannot undertake to say that, in our
estimation, any such contingency has
arisen, as far as Ireland is concerned.

THE AUSTRIAN ASSOCIATION.

The Austrian government has
given its approval to the constitue
tion of the Austrian Association,
placed under the protection of the
Archduke Albert, and having for
object the propagation of Catholi-
cism in Bosnia and Herregovina,
the defence of Catholic interests in
these countries and the establishment
therein of the required works of
charity. The organization of this
admirable eociety is placed on a
solid basis chiefly through the pious
solicitude of the emperor and his
august family. Branches may be
established in all the provinces of
the empire. The funds collected are
to be sent to Vienna,’where, under
the management of a ocentral com-
mittee, they will be divided amongst
the bishops and governors of the
annexed provinces.
Austria, in officially patronizing
the propagation of Catholicism in
regions formerly subject to the Mos-
lem yoke, accomplishes a work at
once truly politic and civilizing,
By the means just indicated the im-
perial government fills the role de-
volving on it of grouping together
and initiating into Christian life the
Slavonic populations of the south of
Europe, besides laying the founda-
tions of empire for itself.
In fact, Europe is what it is be-
cause of its christianity, and the
only true christianity is Catholicity.
Nothing can overcome Turkish
power unless the religion of Mahomet
be vanquished, not by force of arms,
but by evangelization and the pro-
tection of Catholic institutions.
The Greek schismatical religion
counts more followers in the Turk-
ish provinces of Europe than any
other form of Christianity, but with
the increase of Austrian power in
the East there is little doubt that
Catholicity will there prevail both
over schism and infidelity.
Catholicity is the most powerful
and successful instrument for the
civilizing of nations. In fact, with-
out it there can be no true civiliza-
tion. Having for its head a sover-
eign of the spiritual order, and there-
fore dovoid of ambition and free
trom desire of conquest, Catholicism
can be established in the east with-
out the exercise of any undue politi-
cal influence. If indeed the Church
be permitted to do its work without
the intermeddling of self-seeking
politicians, it never fails to pursue its

mission with success.

EXTRADITION.

The question of extradition has of
late given rire to interesting discus-
sions amongst American journalists.
These discussions took form from
the reported intention of the British
government to demand from the
authorities at Washington the extra-
dition of certain parties now in the
United States, said to have been
concerned in the Pheenix Park mur-
ders. The American takes, in our
opinion, a very just view of the mat-
ter. Our esteemed contemporary
declares that while it should not
regret seeing all the perpetrators of
these crimes in the power of the
British government, and would, for
Ireland's sake, especially be glad of
their condign punishment, maintains
that the right of national hospitality
cannot be violated even for the de-
tection and punishment of “lnvin-
cibles.” These crimos, as the writer
in the American holds, do not come
within the weaning of the extradi-
tion treaty. They are not, as he
maintaing, acts of mere personal
malice or vindictiveness, but the re-
sults of a great political disturbance,
and the direct fruits ot English mis-
rule in Ireland.
“Suppose,” says the American,
“Mr. Egan could be shown to have
supplied the ‘Invincibles’ with
money from the funds of the Land
League, with the distinct knowledge
that it was to be used for the removal
of the Irish Secretary and Mr. Burke.
In that case, Americans would have
no sympathy to waste on Mr. Egan;
but they could not surrender him,
without establishing a precedent
which would be used by the British
or some other Government against
men for whose struggles in behalf of
liberty we should have every sym-
pathy. This is the principle upon
which England herself acted in the
case of the Italian conspiracies in
London against the life of Napoleon
III. A careful study of the des-
patches exchanged between London
and Paris on that occasion would
furnish our State Department with
the expressions of polite regret and
emphatic refusal needed for the pres-
ent case.”

PREACHERS IN ITALY.

Evangelical preachers, in the pay
of sectaries in England and America,
haye of late years spread themselves
through various parts of the Italian
peninsula,  Their success in making
proselytes is small indeed compared
to that which they have achieved as
disturbers of the concord and har-
mony so essential to public tranquil-
lity. Inone of the Italian Provinces
the conduct of one of these evangeli-
cal emissaries recently gave rise to
public manifestations of indignation
which culminated in a petition ad-
dressed to the prefect of the Pro-
vince. This petition, bearing several
thousand signatures, begins by recit-
ing the fact of the preacher’s arrival
and mode of action, and goes on to
atate that his discourses have moved
the entire population of the city,
who take them as insulting to their
Catholic sentiments, and perilous to
that faith in regard of which they
hold such feelings of love, respect,
and obedience. “In fact,” says the
petitioners, “this pretended Free
Christian Church is the negative
itself of Catholic doctrine. The pre-
servation and defense of Catholicism
is not only a duty for Catholics, but
a right guaranteed by the constitu-
tion of the kingdom, of which the
first article declares that the religion
of the state is the Catholic, and that
other forms of worship existing at
the time of the promulgation of the
constitution are tolerated according
to law. This is the fundamental
basis of the constitution and cannct
be separated from the subsequent
articles of that instrument.

The petitioners
at the same time declare that their
purpose is to maintain respect for
law and order by suppressing evory
occasion of religious disturbance,
which can only be done by prevent-
ing attempts on the religion they
profess. One thing, they justly
hold, itis to tolerate an existing sect,
quite another to permit the introduc-
tion ot an entirely new one. They
conclude by appealing to the author-
ities to puta term to a etate of things
which they consider a peril to the
faith of the people, a violation of law
and a veritable danger to public
order,

PROTESTATION.

The Catholics of France continue to
offer a firm though peaceful resistance to
the iniquitous school laws now in force
in that country, The following petition,
addressed on the 22nd of March last, to the
prefect of Savoy, bespeaks the sentiments
of all devoted French Catholics, The
petition reads as follows :

“The undersigned, citizens of Chatean-
neuf, proud of the religion which they
hold from God and their fathers, declare
themselves Catholics and desire that their
religion be also the religion of their child.
ren.

Unable to approve of education with-
out God, they thus formulate their past
protestations :

1 That prayer may be offered during
school hours after the ancient custom.

2 That catechism be taught as it always
was, and the grave importance attached
to its teachings as formerly.

3 That the emblems of religion be pre-
served in the school-rooms. )

4 That books condemned by ecclesiasti-
cal authority may not only be forbidden
as text books, but absolutely excluded
from the school-room.”

The petition bears the rignatures of 159
heads of families,and may be.safely taken
as an indication of the state of an out-
raged public feeling.

Mr. Thomas Drysdale, a wealthy Irish
farmer of the Argentine Republic, gave
ten thousand dollars to the Sisters of the
Sacred Heart Convent, Buenos Ayres, to
be devoted to the education of poor chil-
dren,

The Catholic priests who served in the
Egyptian campaign, where many of them
performed distinguished services, are to
receive the medal along with other mil-
itary chaplains.

The cause of the beatification of the
venerable Mary Guyard, first superioress
of the Ursuline Convent, at Quebec, is at
present attracting the attention of the
Sacred Congregation of Rites in Rome.

The Czar will confer orders on Cardinal
Jacobini and the prelates who took part
in the negotiations fer the establishment
of diplomatic relations between Russia
and the Church of Rome,

Lady Georgiana Fullerton, who has
written many successful Catholic tales, is
a sister of Earl Granville, She lived in
France a long time while her father was
ambassador there, and she speaks and
writes French as fluently as English,

The feast of Corpus Christi was cele-
brated with becoming solemnity at St.
Peter’s Cathedral, Mount Hope and St.
Mary’s, in this city, on Monday last.
Father Walsh preached a sermon on the
feast in the morning, and Father Tiernan
in the evening.

Cardinal Manning’s journey to Rome
is, after all, postponed for a time, the medi-
cal advisers considering that, although he
is much better, the warm season now
approsching in Rome would prove detri-
mental to his health, Itis in the mean-
time arranged that the Cardinal will go
for a while to the south coast of England.

The Comte de Chambord, in an auto-
graph letter to the brother of M. Veuillot,
the distinguished French journalist and
Legitimist, speaks of the deceased fifty
years’ conflict for God and his Church,
and his valiant advocaey of the traditional
monarchy, and dwells on the*social crimes”
now being enacted in France—triumphant
atheism snatching the child’s soul from
the hospital death-bed, the only real cone
soler and friend.”

The Emperor Francis Joseph of Aus-

The figures which tell the work of the
venerable Italian priest Dom Bosco, are
well nigh incredible. They certainly are
marvellous, but they are authentic. At
this moment these are in his various
houses 150,000 poor children. Of these
40,000 of intelligence and approved virtue
are studying Latin, and probably 30,000
of them will aspire to become priests,
This year alone 800 of his boys have en-
tered the seminaries to study for the
priesthood, and over 20,000 priests, edu-
cated by him, are now preaching the
Gospel in various parts of the world.—
Catholic Review.

ORIGIN AND OBJECT OF THE HOLY FAMILY,

On a future occasion We will, please
God, explain in detail the benefits we
hope to derive from the introduction of
this Confraternity among our faithful
people.

of God, spoken by His Vicar, the Holy
Family developed into mighty proportions
and speedily occupied cities and towns and
rural parishes, not in Belgium only, but
also in Frauce, Italy, England, Ireland,
Germany, Holland and America. Of Our
own knowledge, We can say that its insti-
tution in Ireland has been productive of
incalculable good. It seems to have a
particular attraction for the children of St,
l’atrick, who enter its ranks with more
alacrity and adhere to the observance of
its pious discipline with more persistency
than they exhibit in regard of any other
purely religious Association,

The definite work proposed by the Holy
Family is the sauctification of interior
Catholic life and the preservation of Cath-
olic society from the growing immorality
and religious indifference, too visibly man-
ifest in the manners of our age. Society
being rooted in the family, it seemed best
to apply the remedy of its disorders
directly to domestic life, whence it would
gradually spread and permeate the social

Saint Julian.

PATIENCE UNDER OUTRAGE.—The edict
of persecution published by the Emperor
Decius, gave occasion to many lamentable
acts of weakness on the part of the Chris-
tians of Alexandria. The faith of several
wavered, and, in many instances, failed
utterly ; but there were, withal, many
generous martyrs, whose courage consoled
the Church. Among these latter was the
venerable Julian, an ancient man, whose
infirmities and age had deprived him of
the use of his limbs, Two servants bore
him in a_ litter into the presence of the
judge, who caused him to be hound to a
camel. In this mauner he was borne
through the town, scourged, covered with
outrage by the soldiery charged to carry
out his sentence, and finally was cast alive
into the flames. His uuflinching con-
stancy and courage made a salutary im-
pression on the heart of one of thesoldiers,
who forthwith declared himself a Chris.
tian, and, together with one of the two
servants who remained faithful to Julian
and to his Divine Master, became a sharer
in his martyrdom.

Morar REFLECTION,.—Great credit is
assumed for labours accomplished in the
service of one’s country ; wherefore should
not Christians then glory in outrages en.
countered for the faith? Has not Jesus
Christ said to His disciples: “Blessed are
ye when they shall revile you, and perse-
cute you, and speak all that is evil against
you, untruly for my sake ; be glad and
rejoice, for your reward is very great in
Heaven,”—(Matt. v, 11.)

Saint Proterius,

Tae Fury or HATRED.—Proterius having
been elected patriarch of Alexandria, in
452, in the place of Dioscorus, who had
been deposed by the Council of Chalcedon,
and was a partisan of the arch-heretic
Eutychius, great trouhles prevailed in the
city, The civil power succeeded in re-
pressing them, without, however, being
able to prevent a third patriarch, named
Timotheus, from being consecrated and
violently expelling Proterius from his see,
The civil power once more intervened and
exiled the intruder. Under this blow, the
Eutychians, who were aware of the un.
bending firmuess of Proterius, could no
longer coutain themselves : they pursued
him furiously, on the Good Friday in the
year 457, even to the baptistry of the
church of St. Quirinus, there trampled
him under foot and bound him with cords ;
thereupon, according as their rage was
being glutted, they accumulated their
blows and trailed him through the streets,
They tore him limb from limb, burnt the
mangled remains, and scattered the ashes
to the wind. The bishops of Thrase bove
a glorious testimony to his memory in a
letter addressed by them to the Emperor
Leo.

MoRraL REF ECTION.—The apostle depicts
in other features the charity which should
animate Christians : “It is patient, is kind,
Charity believeth all things, rejoiceth not
in iniquity, and thinketh no evil.”—(1
Cor, xiii, 4.)

Son, and to the Holy Ghost,” on the 20tk
February, in the year 992, after having

LATEST CABLE NEWS.

Meantime the Gladstone cabinet con-
tinues to flounder from one embarra-sment
to another. Lord Randolph Churchill is
reported to contemplate moving the ad
journment of the House of Commons to
denounce Gladstone for seeking the assist-
ance of the Pope. The Pall Mall Gazette
and other organs of the Liberal party also
express their regretat the semblauce of an
alliance between Mr. Gladstone’s cabinet
and the Vatican,

The Court of Common Pleas has just
given a decision which menaces the farm-
ers with aloss of a million sterling. The
Land Court announced when it was first
opened that all tenants who applied with-
in three or four weeks would be entitled
to have their judicial rents dated from
November, 1881, the first gale-day suc-
ceeding the application, On strength of
this promise forty thousand tenants were
induced to serve originating notices, and
the first blow was dwelt to the No.rent
Manifesto. The Court of Common Pleas
now decides that the judicial rent is not
to date from the application, but from the
decision of the Land Court. This shame-
less breach of engagement has set Ulster,
whence the vast majority of the earliest
applications came, n an uproar against
lge Land Act.

Seven persons have been arrested vear
Barbille on a charge of baving been con-
nected with the shooting of Mrs. Smythe,
who wasmurdered on April 2, 1882, while
driving home with her brother-in-law, a
landlord, of county Westmeath,

The Irish Local Government Board
bave addressed a circular to the Poor Law
Boards informing them that the £100,000
which Parliament voted for promoting
emigration from the distressed districts of
Ireland has been expended.

The police have seized the plant of the
Kerry Seutinel and prevented the publica-
tion of that paper, which is the property
of Mr. Harrington, member of Parliament
for Westmeath, The cause of the seizure,
it is supposed, was the publication of a
notice in the Sentinel asking persons des-
irous of joining the Invincibles to attend a
meeting which was to be held last Sunday.
The notice appeared in last Saturday’s
issue, and was a seditious placard begin-
ning, “To hell with the Queen,”

Dublin, May 24.—Archbishop Croke,
replying to an address of welcome at Wick-
low Depot, said it was the Pope’s great
love for the Irish people that caused him
to be so solicitous for their welfare. He
was confident that when the Pope under-
stood the situation better, the efforts of the
priesthood and himself for the Irish would

e crowned with success, Time would
prove the correctness of his representa-
tions to the Pope. Meanwhile he urged
the people to submit to the Vatican.

Thurles, May 14 —Archbishop Croke,
{-renching in the cathedral to-day, said the

>
troubled owing to the lawless views of a
certain cluss, and to sccret societies, Croke
exhorted the people not to allow a word of
condemnation to pass their lips against the
Pope, who was their best friend. When
the Archbishop was in Rome, the Pope
8aid :— “I am as good an Irishman as you
are.” The Archbishop expressed his in-
tention of obeying the Pope’s commands,

London, May 28.—Harrington, member
of Parliament for Westmeath, and proprie-
tor of the Kerry Sentinel, suppressed
for the publication of a notice requesting
persons desirous of joining the Invincibles
to attend a meeting of that body, asked
leave in the House of Commons to-day to
move adjournment on the question of
the seizure of his paper. The requisite
forty members did not rise and the House
divided as to whether Harrington be heard
or not, the vote resulting in 137 for, to 135
against, Harrington denied all knowle ge
of the poster inviting people to join the
Invincibles, He charactenized the action
of the Government as unusually harsh,
and without precedent, He said the poster
wasinfamous,and he was convinced nobody
in his office would venture to issue such a
notice in his absence, He believed it was
a decoy issued for the purpose of injuring
him, Trevelyan, Chief Secretary for Ire-
land, accused Harrington of trying to pre-
judice in the House of Commons a case
that would shortly come into court. Par-
nell gaid the GGovernment had grossly
abused its powers as defined by the Crimes
Act. The motion was withdrawn.

BISHOP JAMOT'S VISIT TO KEENE.

May it please your Lordship:—We, the
congregnl‘ion of St. John’s Church, Keene,
with feelings of profound respect and
rincere affection, approach your Lordship
to-day to welcome you amongst us and
to extend to you in the lan.

We thank you especially
for the object of your wvisit, that

PARTING SCENES,

On Friday last took place the prorogation
of the first session of the fifth Parliament of
Canada. The occasion was one of interest
from the fact that from it ma be said to
close, in a sense,the public officia) connection
of the Marquis of Lorne with the Dominion
of Canada. In the House of Commons on
Friday morning,

The speaker 100k the chair at 10 o'clock,

Sir John MacDonald said that he intended
to have a Bill ready to introduce to Parlia-
ment settling all pending disputes between
the Dominion Government and British Col-
umbia, but owing to some hiteh in the ar-
rangement it was found impossible to do so,
Theretore, it was decided to make provisional
arrangement during the summer and bring
In a Bill next session. He explained what
It was considered necessary to do, For in-
stance, the government intended granting
a subsidy of $750,000 for the construction of

the graving dock, which would be a miilion
of money in all. 'j‘he Dominion Government
would get three million and a half acres of
land on the eastern slope of the Rocky
Mountains, Peace River Country,to make up
for the bad land which it is expected will be
found within the 20 mile belts alongside the
railway.

Mr. Trow said that British Columbia
was not, from what he learned, an agriculs
tural country, although the valleys were fer-
tile. The first minister and his colleagues
should not enter into any scheme of the
nature mentioned, until it was well consid-
ered. There were many parts of the older
provinceswhich required development—take
for instance the Ottawa Valley—before giy-
ing special privileges to other provinces

Mr. Baker (Viectoria) maintained that

dritish Corumbia did not want any special
privilege from the Dominion Government,
and it was only upon the account of being
connected by some method of travel such as
aline of railway that that Province entered
Confederation,

AL 2330 p.m., His Excellency the Governor
General proceeded in state to the Senate, in
the parliament buiidings, and took his seat
upon the throne. The members of the Senate
being assembled, His Excellency was pleased
Lo command the attendance of the House of
Commons. That House being present, the
following was His Excellency's speech from
the throne :
Iomorable (fentlemen of the Senate :

Gentlemen of the House of Commons -

I desire to thank you for the diligence and
earnestness with woich you have performed
your dutles during this protracted session.

The large sums which the buoyant state of
the revenue hus enavled you to appropriate
In aid of the construction of railways and the
great works of internal Improvement will be
caretully applied and e conomicallyexpended,
and must contribute in a large measure to
the prosperity and progress of the country,

The Dominion Lunds Bill which embodies
the results of ti Xperience acquired during
the last two yea will, it 18 belicved, greatly
assist and encourage the settlers now flow-
ing in sach unprecedented numbers into
Manitoba and the North-West Territories

The amendments to the laws respecting
the Militia will tend to improve the disci-
pline, training and military education of that
invaluabie foree,

The cousolidation and amendment of the
Statutes relating o the management of Lhe
Customs, while protecting the honest trader
agsinst Iraudulent and dishonest competi-
tors, will free the commerce of the country
from some of the restraints imposed on it by
the previously existing laws,

The readjustment of the tarifr and the re-
duction of duties on the raw materials used
in our manufactures, together with the
bounty granted on the produetion of pig
iron, must aid in the further development of
Canadian industries

It is gratifying also to know that the finan-
cial position of the Public Treasury has
enabled you to lower the pressure of taxation
by more than a million of dollars.

T'he Bill for the regulation of shop, saloon
and tavern licenses must have the effect or
preventing the unrestrained sale of intoxi-
cating liquors in every prevince of the
Dominion, and affords an eflicient system for
its successful operation freed from the sus-
picion of political bias or control ; while at
the same time it will not unduly interfere
with the rights of those who had engaged in
the trade under the authority of Legislative
enactments,

Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I return you my thanks for the supplies
yvlm have granted for the various public ser-
vices,

Honorable (fentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I desire to thank you for the great honovr
conferred on me by the presentation of a
Joint Address. The Princess and I have both
been profoundly touched by your wor
the message of which yYou make us the
“rs comes, as we personally kuow, fr
people determined to maintain the Empire.

The severance of my official connection
with Canada does not lessen the tie of aff
tion which will ever make me desire to serve
this country.

I pray that the prosperity I have seen you
enjoy may continue, and that the blessing or
God may at all times be yours to strengthen
you in Unity and Peace.

An Act respecting the Northern Railway
Company of Canada.

An Act to amend **The Canada Civil Ser-
vice Act, 1882,

An Act to amend and consolidate the Laws
relating to Penitentiaries.

An Act Lo regulate the sale of intoxicating
liquors and the issue of licenses therefor,

N., to get
home and be ready to sail around the
bombarding fleet, cheering its work, before
he 1u~gini hostilities,

A STRANGE rumor is current in Mon-
treal that the Canadian Government holls
certain affidavits containing the full his-

tory of the murder of Thos, D’Arcy
McGee.  The Post of that city calls for
the publication of testimony. Up to this

time, the crime has lain at the door of
Fenianism.  But it is aftirmed now that
the parties who were really interested in
the death of D’Arcy McGee, were certain
rascals who, pretending to work with the
Fenians, were really Government inform
ers.  The murdered statesman had more
than once warned the Ivishmen of Canada
against these scoundrels, and had publicly
stated that in his possession were papers
suflicient to consign them to prison and
even to the gallows. It is to be hoped
that whatever evidence is in the hands of
the Government will be brought to licht;
but if the rumor be true, it is not likely.

I evidently seems to England a point
gained if an Irish bishop is restrained Ly
the Pope from taking part in the Irish
National movement. We do not believe
the reports about the censure of Arch-
bishop Croke, nor does any Catholic who
understands the relation of the Churel
secular affairs.  But if English influ
did succeed in keeping the Irish bish
silent, it would be the reverse of an Eng
lish gain, It might weaken the influence
of the hierarchy, but it would strengthen
that of the secret societies, The ]li~|l"]u
are sure to move in itimate courses
only, Like everything England does
concerning Ireland, she blunders crim-
inally, and helps to make herself still
more bitterly and completely detested.

A COLORED preacher and editor, Rev. B,
T. Tanner, D. D., writing in the N. Y,
Independent, takes for his subject the
recent Irish-American Convention, and
treats it in a friendly but amusingly
satronizing way. He holds up to the
iri~h the negro method of obtaining “vic-
tory.” He says the Irish have won noth-
ing “without having tremendous odds
against them.” The negroes, on the
other hand, “have completely won.” The
reason is, says Dr. Tanner, that the Irish
have depended on force, and the negro
“took to God, to facts, and to common
sense,” ete,  Now this, with all respect to
our esteemed colored fellow-citizen, is
moonshine and self-delusion,  The Irish
have fought for 700 years against vast
odds, and have succeeded in bafiling the
strong robber that wanted to destroy them,
They balance the world against their foe
to-day. They are one of the strongest
races in Christendom or out of it. Their
future as a race is magnificent. The
negro has done marvelously well for his
time and opportunities. DBut as a matter
of fact, he has won no victory whatever,
All his victories have been won by other
men, Says our colored preceptor :—
“Was the Ivishman struck !~ In so far as
he was able he struck back. Was the
negro struck? With here and there a
notable exception, he turned the other

cheek.  The world called this cowardice.
So be it.  But it has given the negro the
victory. By steadfastly pursuing it he

has gained no uncertain Home Rule, but,
on the contrary, fundamental, civil and
political rights, By steadfastly pursuing
it, he who was afar off has come nigh ; he
who was as a handful shakes now even
Lebanon,  Glorious cowardice this—a
cowardice more fruitful in victory than
many insurrections and many Land
Leagues.”  Weadmire a man who has a
principle and sticks to it. But God help
the negro if, with this meek s}urit, he had
to deal with the marauding English mis-
creants let loose on Ireland for centurie
Strike back ! Aye, the Irishman has
struck back, even when he was struck
dead for the blow., And so will any man
who respects himself and his rights, The
time is coming, though, when the strong-

est power will think twice before it strikes
an Irishman.
