ALL OUGHT TO WORK.

Are all the obligations of a human being met 
when he connects himself with the visible 
Church of the Lord Jesus Christ ? When his 
name is entered upon the register of the de­
nomination with which he iecls himselt most in 
sympathy as to doctrine and discipline,is there 
nothing more for him to do—nothing more that 
he ought to do ?

There are few, if permitted to ponder these 
questions, and then present their answer in 
written characters, who would not answer them 
in tbe negative. Nearly all would respond that 
union with the Church ia simply the fonnal 
recognition of tbe Saviour's right to every ser­
vice wc can render, that it is merely the en­
trance upon the way of life—that upon every 
hour there comes an additional obligation—that 
is incumbent on us every day do something for 
the advancement ot the Kingdom ot the Son of 
God in tbe world, and particularly lor the com­
ing of that kingdom in our own hearts, and over 
our own lives.

Let us seek, however, the judgment of the 
Church, after another manner, and by another 
process. Instead of directly propounding such 
questions, and turnishing material lor a direct 
reply, let us examine the d< partaient of those 
who have connected themselves with the Church, 
and are burdened with its vows. In such an 
examination we will discover large numbers 
who never did more than allow the Church to 
take their names. Subsequently to that period 
they never in any appreciable manner employ' 
ed the Church in their own spiritual interest, or 
tor the benefit of others. They were still born. 
They reported at the portals of the religious 
world, but never indicated any signs of life. 
Then we will come upon vast masses who 
entered with some exhibitions of vitality, and 
with some prospects of improvement and use­
fulness. They appeared to hungei after right­
eousness for themselves, and to possess some 
anxiety that the righteousness of Jerusalem 
should go forth "as brightness, and the salvation 
thereof as a lamp that burncth. But as the 
months have rolled away they have sadly de- 
geueiated. Through a patient charity, or 
through official delinquency, their names are 
still cn the records ; but there are no counter­
parts to these names. They rarely, if ever, at­
tend the means ol grace ; they exert no spiritual 
power upon those with whom their lives ere as­
sociated ; and they bear none of (he financial 
burdens ol the house of the Lord.

The Church, however, is not made up ofj 
those we have just described—men aud women 
who are only nominally Christians. There are 
vast multitudes who bring no reproach upon tbe j 
name of Christ. They are uniform in their at- ^ 
tendance upon the means of grace. They give 
with liberality and regularity to tbe cause of the 
Redeemer in their own community. They show 
substantial friendship to tbe unfortunate. No 
properly accredited claim upon their charity 
fails to find a welcome as it comes into their 
presence. They evidently recognize the divine 
right to every service they can pay, and find a 
supreme satisfaction in declaring tbe glory ol 
that Redeemer who has bought them with his 
owp blood. They are unhappy when not at 
work for their Master. They know enjoyment 
only when about tbe business of their Father in 
Heaven. Admitting the inspiration of the sa­
cred Scriptures, they ascertain their require­
ments in reference to themselves, their fellow- 
beings, and their Maker, and endeavor to ob­
serve those requirements to tbe letter. Dis­
cerning that those who call themselves Chris­
tians ought to resemble in spirit and conduct the 
blessed Being whose name they wear, they toil 
to so live that the most superficial observation 
may see that they have been with Jesus, and 
have learned of him.

But surely there is no intimation in the Word 
of God that there should be any such division 
into classes of those who compose the visible 
Church. There is no ordinance bythe Head of 
the Church to the effect that some of its mem­
bers shall simply take the vows of membership, 
and at once and forever retire into a cold and 
inactive condition; that others shall deport 
themselves becomingly for a season, and then 
degenerate into lukc-warmncss and apostasy ; 
and that a few should continue to run well, en­
suring hardships as good soldiers, and in all 
things walking worthy of the vocation where­
with they are called. Our Saviour Jesus Christ 
gave himself lor ns that he might redeem us from 
all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar 
people, zealous of good works. He gave him­
self for none that lie does not long to redeem 
from all iniquity. He redeems none from 
iniquity' that he does not long to purify 
unto himself a peculiar people. None are 
among his peculiar people who are not zealous 
of good works—who do not make it the busi­
ness of their lives to help redeem the world to 
him who has so graciously redeemed them. As 

present devotion to the cause of Christ 
is present enjoyment, and as is present 
devotion to the cause ol Christ is future 
compensation. II to any member of the 
Church there is only possible little work, then 
there is possible to such only little happiness 
in this world, and little remuneration in the 
world to come. But the Lord ol" all does not 
so unjustly discriminate and decree. All may em­
ploy their utmost capacity in his vineyard. All 
are summoned to so employ themselves. They 
who refuse to go and work as thus divinely dir­
ected, miss the wages of service, and inherit 
the doom of disobedience.

Verily it is good in God to accept tbe co­
operation of men in tbe work of saving the 
world. He could haze done without them. He 
might have secured other agencies for the ac­
complishment of bis benevolent purposes to 
our race, or accomplish them without the use of 
agencies. But be has chosen to take us into 
partnership with himselt in the salvation of hu­
manity. He thus endows us with large possi­
bilities of honor and profit—with possibilities of 
honor and profit which under other circumstances 
could not have been ours. Gratefully acknow - 
ledging this consideration, let us quit ourselves 
like men. Let us awake to the consciousness 
that to be a Christian is to be the highest style 
of man—that membership in the Church bur­
dens with obligations to activity, and thus 
opens a path to the sublimest achievements,and 
to tbe grandest ol destinies—that those who 
suffer with Christ shall reign with him—that 
those who work for him shall share in his exal­
tation when the period shall come to

“ Bring forth the royal diadem.
And crown him Lord of all.”

THE GIFT OF POWER.

In stirring up Timothy, his son in the Gos­
pel, to prosecute with earnestness his evange­
lical labors, the Apostle Paul declares, “ God 
hath not given us the spirit of fear, but ol 
power.’’ We bear much in religious circles oi 
tbe “ gift of power." Especially in the grove 
meetings, now numerously held throughout the 
country, the burden of many prayers is for this 
Divine grace of " power." The olden times 
of the Church, as recorded by the eloquent pen 
of its historian, were marked by many singal 
exhibitions ol Divine power in connection with 
tbe labors ol individual ministers and during 
special religious services. It is an interesting 
question whether the ministry of the Church is 
shorn of this power, and whether, with tbe in­
crease ol members and wealth, tbe Church has 
lost this vital Divine gift, without which no ma­
terial facilities can avail in securing spiritual re­
sults. What is this "gift of power?" Do 
those that speak of it and pray lor ij understand 
what is involved in it ? Might not the Saviour 
respond to many of these petitions, as he did 
to that of the mother of James aud John, " Ye 
know not what ye ask ; are ye able to drink the 
cup, to make the incident self-sacrifice, to be 
baptized with the baptism, to submit to the Di­
vine discipline requisite to fulfill the answer to 
your prayer ?” Are not many prayers offered 
as if inspired by the expectation that some im­
mediate external demonstration will follow, like 
the rushing sound of the wind at Pentecost and 
the appearance of the tongues ot flame ? Have 
wc any reason to expect such manifestations as 
these? To signify the fulfillment of the attest- 
ing sigh of the exaltation ol tbe Messiah to tbe 
right hand of God, this outward miraculous 
symbol of the presence of the Spirit which was 
then shed torth in accordance with the promise 
received of the Father was vouchsafed. For 
this the disciples had been directed by our 
Lord to wait in Jerusalem, It was to be the 
greater counterpart ol which John’s baptism 
was the type and symbol. The Forerunner had 
baptized with water, while he a few days after 
hia ascension would baptize them with tbe Holy 
Ghost. The Spirit afterward descended upon 
Cornelius, and followed tbe laying on of the 
hand* of the Apostles ; but the rushing wind

was not heard again.nor were the tongues of fire 
renewed. There were no human physical exhi­
bitions even in this sublime hour of overwhelm­
ing Divine power, no bodily prostrations, no 
ecstatic exclamations, no swelling union of song 
in the utteranse of inspiring psalins, but those 
who received this power simply recited their ex­
periences “ ol the wonderful work of God" 
within them, which by miraculous grace was 
made to be alike understood by all the various 
peoples of different tongues gathered at the 
great feast in Jerusalem. Nothing could be 
calmer or less exciting than tbe discourse of 
Peter which followed the gift of the Spirit, 
himself then “full of tbe Holy Ghost;’’ but 
three thousand were pricked to the heart under 
its power, and earnestly sought of tbe Apostles 
the way to obtain Divine pardon.

What a striking contrast there was between 
the outward condition ol the Apostle Paul and 
the language be uses to Timothy. He was a 
second time restrained of his liberty snd ar­
raigned before the tribunal of Nero. He was 
the occupant of • prison, and was suffering 
from the want of the one cloak which he bad un­
fortunately left st Trdhs with Carpus. He was 
il tbe immediate expectation of a violent death 
at tbe hands ot his persecutors. His whole 
Christain life had been a fight, and he wa« now 
consciously in his last struggle. •• God has not 
given us," he says, “ the spirit ol fear, but of 
power!" Looking only at the things which 
are seen, there was not a more powerless man 
inRomc ; but looking at the things which are not 
seen, there was not a more powerful man with­
in its walls.

The nature of this power is signified bv the 
contrast ot the terms used. This power was 
the direct opposite emotion to fear. The pre­
sence of the Holy Spirit had given him the ab­
solute mastery ol his position. He had power 
to accept without shrinking all the physical sac­
rifices and sufferings incident tS his evangeli­
cal labors. This had been revealed to him at 
an earlier period ot his ministry, that bonds 
and afflictions awaited him in every city ; but 
tbe Spirit, who disclosed to him these inevit­
able incidents in his career, bestowed upon him 
at the same time the power to say, " But none 
of these things move me, neither count X my iiie 
dear unto myself, so that I might finish mv 
course with joy, and the ministry which I base 
received of the Lord Jesus."
"s* It was this same supernatural calmness amid 
the most serious perils that overawed the Jew- 
ish Vounril when Peter stooil in its presence. 
Trusting in the strength of his rude natural 
courage, Peter had deemed it impossible that 
he should tail in his proffered support to his 
Master in the hour ol his arrest by his enemies ; 
but tbe first trial of his resolution proved its 
weakness, and fulfilled tbe Lord's prophecy in 
reference to his denial. After tbe crucifixion, 
and the baptism of the HolyGbost at Pentecost, 
having been seized and brought before the ru­
lers, although be knew that those who had not 
shrunk from condemning his Lord would not 
hesitate to take his life also, being “ filled with 
the Spirit," Peter fearlessly declared that by 
the name of Jesus Christ whom they had cruci­
fied the miracle had been wrought which was 
then filling Jerusalem with wonder. When 
the Council “ saw the boldness of Peter and 
John . , . they marveled, and they took know­
ledge of them that they had been with Jesus.” 
This is one of the significant elements of the 
“ power" which the Holy Ghost bestows upon 
the truly devout disciple—a divine calmness and 
courage in the endurance of the labors, sacri­
fices, and sufferings incident to a faithful Chris­
tian life.

Another element of this power was the ability 
to make an absolute consecration ot himself to 
Christ. The life of Paul after his conversion 
was equally as supernatural as the circumstances 
attending that remarkable event. A young 
lawyer of superior abilities, of much cultivation 
ot great worldly promise, at a very early age 
a member of tbe highest court of his nation, de­
liberately and at once yields every earthly con­
sideration, and devotes himself joyously, 
without remuneration, at the cost of almost 
every conceivable form of personal suffering, 
to the preaching in strange cities and countries, 
until the hour be falls a willing victim to his 
zeal, the every-where despised Gospel of the 
cross. No mortal power could produce such 
a marvellous change in the direction ot a hu­
man life, or inspire it with such an absolute and 
unselfish consecration. Many professed Chris­
tian disciples see the beauty and consistency 
and necessity of such a practical gift of all their 
talents and time to tbe Lord, and offer many, 
but feeble, prayers for its realization, yet they 
still yield their lives chiefly to the world and 
labor for selfish ends. They have but an in­
distinct conception of the great want in their 
spiritual progress It is "power;" power 
given of God, in answer to unappeased and 
importunate desire, to raise the lite up out of 
its worldly habits and consecrate it wholly to 
the Master’s service. There is only one pro­
cess by which this can be done. We must 
place ourselves, in all .our impotency, where 
the friends of the paralytic brought him—in the 
presence of tbe Lord j Jesus—and await in 
prayerful expectation thj; word which fulfills its 
own command, “ Rise, I take up thy burden, 
and go about thy work."

The gilt of power does not engender an unso­
cial, rough, morbid, or misanthropic character. 
God has given the Apostle, he says, the spirit 
of" power and love.” It is a gentle and sweet 
lorce, but all the more potent on this account. 
It is love that melts. Through this mightiest 
of the affections the power of the Gospel ex­
presses itself, as it did in tbe life of Christ. It 
is love, not simply after the flesh, but love for 
man. The heart of Jesus drew his disciples to 
him, but it touched the prodigal, the publican, 
ami the magdalen also. Paul passed his life 
among strangers, but he was drawn to them by 
an unutterable tenderness ol affection ; for he 
thus judged that if one died for all, then were 
all dead, and he sought, by becoming all things 
to all men, that he might happily save some. 
There is no true evangelical power without 
deep and unselfish love and a divine tender­
ness. Paul preached the gospel in Ephesus, 
and elsewhere, from house to house, “ with 
tears."

This “ power" is not eccentric nor extrava­
gant, nor exercised ia a lawless manner. Fatal 
had received the spirit of power, of love, and

! ot a sound mind. It does not necessarily im 
ply extraordinary gilts ot utterance, remark­
able felicity in prayer or exhortation ; these are 
natural gifts, not equally bestowed upon all 
Bat tbe gift of power may be shared alike by 

j every Christian earnestly seeking its bestow- 
ment. If a life be wholly set apart, wherever 

j the providence ol God directs that it .«hall be 
! employed, to the Saviour's work, be will shed 
| forth the Spirit upon it, and make both its vol­
untary and involuntary acts powerful to save 

| those coming under its influence.
This is the " power” the Church of Christ 

needs more than anvthjqg besides at this hour. 
It will do more for her than wealth and learning, 
and it will also sanctity these and make them 
fountains of grace.

Is it this kind of “ power" for which the 
Church is now praying? Are the Christians 
that offer their prayer < placing themselves 
where Christ can answer them ? Such prayers, 
offered in one accord, would bring upon the 
Church another Pentecost. " Even so, come 
Lord Jesus !"—Christian Advocate.

LOUIS NAPOLEON’S VICTIMS.

Among the first decrees of the new republi­

can government in France, was one for the lib­
eration of all political prisoners. The world 
can scarcely imagine what glad tidings this was 
to thousands of men who have been for years 
suffering all the horrors that it is possible lor 
human beings to bear. We read accounts of 
the enthusiasm caused by the liberal iou of such 
prisoners from the forte of Paris, but this tells 
but a small portion of the story.

When Napoleon throttled the republic in 
December, 1851, it will be remembered that 
tbe Republicans made a feeble resistance dur­
ing a tew days. Thousands of them were shot 
down in the streets, and niaov thousands of 
others were seized hy the police and brought 
before a so-called “ Commission of Safety." 
These were sentenced without hearing or de­
fence, to be transported to distant islands, aud 
be kept there in a state of exile for a certain 
term of years, or for life, and some of the more 
slightly implicated were sent to Algiers to be 
distributed to torts in the steppes of Africa. It 
was enough for men to be actively engaged in 
endeavoring to sustain the republic, or even to 
belong to secret societies, to insure to them 
these terrible sentences.

It is affirmed that in 1852 no less than fifty 
thousand were transported, and in 1858, after 
the attack on tbe emperor’s life by Orsini, 
about 25,000. These figures seem almost in­
credible, but they are the assertions ol the Re­
publicans. This " deportation," as the French 
call it, has been going on more or less for the 
last seventeen years. Tbe islands chosen for 
tbe victims lay off the shore of French Guyana, 
in South America, and they are said to be the 
most deadly on the entire coast. Tlie princi­
pal ones are Cayenne, King's Island, and De­
vil’s Island. Tbe victims were first sent to the 
bagnios of Brest or Toulon, where they were 
accepted as galley-slaves previous to their de­
parture across the ocean ; beard and hair were 
cut as short as possible ; they were clothed in 
the well-known dress of the galleys, and chain­
ed by the foot to iron bars.

Some of these poor wretches served out their 
five or ten years, conquering the climate and 
ill-treatment, but the greater part were struck

down by the lever, or succumbed to some other 
species of horror. Among the few who have re­
turned is Charles Deleetnse, the editor-in-ehief 
ot the Pereil, one of the principal radical pa­
pers ot Paris. A few months ago he was again 
sentenced to thirteen mouths imprisonment fur 
too lreely criticising the government, and be­
ing too ready to converse and write about the 

i " horrors of Cayenne.'' He is now free again, 
j a»d can write to his heart's content about his 
arch enemy, which be does faithfully without 

I doubt.
A mixed commission condemned him to ten 

years deportation to Cayenne for being a meni 
her of a secret political club. He was first 
landed on Devil's Island in October, 1858 
whieh he describes as a perfect picture of deso­
lation and misery. He was told by the military 
commander that be must report hitnsell' three 
times daily at headquarters, sunrise, noon, and 
sunset, and sleep at night in the common bar­
racks ; as lor tbe rest he must take care of him­
self with the food that they would give him. 
After this he wandered off among the stunted 
vegetation and the rocks to see what he could 
find. In the distance were a few huts of stone 
and mud, covered with thatch; in these he 
found some more of the victims, to whom he 
made himself known, and who kindly welcom­
ed him to share their misery. The poorest hut 
in France was a palace to these cabins, with 
holes for doors and windows, and no other fur­
niture than a coarse wooden table and benches.

There were thirty-five of these poor wretches 
on ibis island, the principal maw, a comrade ot 
Ledru Rollin and Mazzini io a conspiracy that 
these men always insisted was nothing but s 
fabrication of the police. These two found re­
fuge in England, while Tibaldl, former Prefect 
of the Department of the North, was sent to 
Cayenne. Rollin refused to return to France 
under a recent amnesty of the emperor, but now 
returns to the republic, and is, it is said, to be 
sent as French minister to this country. Since 
Tibaldi had been on Devil's Island, he hsd net 
heard a word from his family. They led a 
purely vegetable lile, getting their own wood 
and water, and doing their own cooking and 
mending. When their shoes were worn out, 
they were privileged to go bare-foot on the 
stony soil. Their daily rations consisted of 
one pound and a half of bread, sometimes eat­
able and sometimes not so, and this was occa­
sionally replaced by mouldy biscuit. They had 
fresh beef and salt pork, but the former was 
rarely fit to eat, and the latter never so ; the 
beans were so hard that they could not be made 
digestible, and tbe rice was full of worms.

When Delecluse received his first ration, he 
put it into a banana leal lor want of any other 
receptacle, and looking at it said to himself,
“ To be or not to be ;" existence or death. He 
had neither kitchen nor hearth, pot nor plate, 
knife nor fork nor spoon, and he bad not the 
first Idea ot the art ot cooking. A fellow ex­
ile offered to assist him, or he must have eat­
en his portion raw or starved. There was not 
the least care for the health or comfort of the 
victims ; they were clearly sent to Cayenne to 
die. " Cayenne is death," was a saying among 
them. Of a transport of thirty-six that had 
lately arrived on one of tbe islands trom Tou­
lon, no less than eleven had suçcqmibed to the 
murderous climate. Once a month letters were 
sent to France, but they were transmitted to 
the commandant open, written only on one- 
third of the page, and were always to bear at 
the head the name, number and section of the 
exile. In many instances they never reached 
their destination, nor did the prisoners often 
hear from their friends in return.

At night the discharge of a cannon brought 
them to their sleeping barracks, where they had 
nothing bnt board bunks, without bed or pillow.
A woolen blanket was their only covering, and 
they had reason indeed to envy the uncivilized 
Indians their swinging hammocks. And even 
then their sleep was disturbed by misquitoes, 
so enormous that their sting was like a dagger’s 
thrust, and the wound as painful. The Devil’s 
Island was most appropiately named ; it was 
terrible enough by nature, but to make it still 
more fearful and deadly for French republicans 
every tree on the island had been cut down, 
which left it all day to the pitiless beating of a 
burning sun. The island had been made a 
stony desert because some of the prisoners had 
made canoes out of the trees and thereby es­
caped.

When the victims had been fully broken on 
this Devil's Island, they were transported to 
others, and sometimes to the forts of tbe main­
land, where the treatment was a little better if 
they were perfectly bumble. But no pen can 
depict the horrors of these hells, and their hu­
man hecatombs will write a tearful leaf in the 
book of accusations against Louis Bona­
parte. IIow these Islands will ring with joy 
when the glad tidings arrives that the tyrant 
has fallen and his victims are tree !—North 
Western Advocate.

PULPIT PRAYER.

The Morning Star treating of pulpit prayer, 
says that thanksgivings, confessions, petitions 
and praise, have come to be regarded as mere 
appendages to public services, and continues:

There is but one way to make pulpit prayers 
interesting and profitable, make them local, 
personal and sympathetic, and they will take 
hold of all hearts. But to do this, the minister 
must first take into his own heart the every day- 
life ol his people. If he knows them well, and 
feels for them, as one should lcel for his own 
soul, he can and will take them to God, m his 
arms, in the warm embrace of a fervid soul. 
When a minister brings the business cares, pe­
rils and successes, the home life, tbe little 
every day trials of his people, the personal joys 
and sorrows of the aged, of the children, pf tbe 
youth, of those who are strong, and those who 
are weak.before God,and interprets and presses 
them for divine sympathy and help, in the light 
ot a deep religious insight, and powerful love 
and faith, no one will be indiffent or unprofit­
ed. They will find his pleadings taking hold of 
their own souls, and they will begin to plead ; 
the prayer will be their prayer, and the blessing 
will come to them like “ cold water to a thirsty 
soul.’ And prayer will no longer be an indifferent 
part of public worship to them ; they will look 
forward to it with the same interest that they

do to the sermon, and recall its influence upon 
their hearts after many days.

We have more men who are able preadiers 
than able prayers. They are dull and Indolent 
or horatory and pointless, or cold and unsym 
palhizing, io their prayers, while strong and in 
structive In sermon. They excuse themselves 
wiih the plea that they are not “ gifted in pray­
er." That is true ; but why are they not gifted, 
Because they undervalue iu importance, ami 
do not study and strive to obtain the gift. The 
stiffness and formality which now tetter them 
can be broken up, and they can get power to 
lead the pAtple to God as eagles help their 
young to soar in mid heaven.

MISSION FIELD.

“ All the earth shall he filled with lhe glory of she 
, Lord."—N'usa, xir, at.

What hath Goo Wbouuist ?—Fifty years 
ago, the Sandwich Islands were in the lowest 
state of barbarism ; with no written language, 
with no comfortable dwellings, with vary little 
clothing, with the family constitution in ruins 
omuitigated licentiousness universal, add every 
vile passion indulged without restraint ; tbe 
people a nation of drunkards, with no laws or 
courts of justice. “ Society was a dead sea of 
pollution." Tbe government was wholly arbi 
trary—tbe kings and chiefs were owners of the 
•oil, the people were slaves, with their property 
and lives subjected to the will ol those above 
them. The cruel ritee of their idol worship 
were exceedingly burdensome and oppressive.

What a change has been wrought on these 
islands during the fifty years! “ To-day, 
says a correspondent of the Boston Journal, 

•* the same people hold an acknowledged place 
among Christian nations. A constitutional go­
vernment [their constitution was framed by 
Chief Justice Lee] administers epuiubie laws 
Tbe symbols and appliances of an advanced 
civilization are seen. Churches dot tbe land 
Education is so generally diffused that the 
proportion of the people here who can read is 
larger than in Boston, and from this point the 
light ot Christianity is radiating to the remote 
islands of the southern seas."

What has wrou ght this wonderful change in 
these islands—a -change that would seem to re­
quire two centuries at least ? But one answer 
can be given to the question—the Gospel has 
done it. Tbe semi-centennial of this great 
triumph was celebrated in June last by a week 
of tbe the most stirring and interesting social 
and Christian iestivities. The King and Queen 
and various government and foreign officials 
participated in the exercises,and at a great ban­
quet, towards which the King contributed lib­
erally, 7,000 persons sat down. No greater 
triumph of the conversion of the heathen has 
ever been recorded, and should lead every 
Christian to greater zeal for the conversion 
of tbe world to Christ.

Iema.—We have often celled attention to 
the wonderful work of God among the Teloo- 
goos in India. The work is still progressing 
and the prospect lor the spread of Christianity 
among that people was never more encourag­
ing. Rev. Charles Powell; Assistant Superin­
tendant of Police at Ongole, a member of the 
Church of England, writes a most encouraging 
letter ot the success of this mission. He 
says :

1 believe there is a greater work begun and 
going on under your missionaries, especially in 
tbe mission under Rev. J.E.Clough, than any in 
India. I believe this is mainly owing to pleach­
ing the Gospel to those willing to beer tbe 

good news,’ and teaching those who are will­
ing to be taught. As in our Saviour's time 
* tbe common people heard Him gladly,’ so it is 
now. ‘The base things of this world, and 
things which are despised, hath God chosen to 
bring to naught the things that are.’ The com­
mon people, as a rule, have been His instru­
ments, and, in this part of tbe country, are 
doubtless His elect ones. This great work 
among tbe weak ones strengthens faith in tbe 
promise that all shall know Him, from the least 
to the greatest.

‘ About nine months since, at Markapore, a 
village where myself and family were encamp­
ed, thirty 1 low caste’ people came to inform us 
that they wished to become Christians, such as 
Mr. Clough’s catechists had told them about ; 
and that they wished to know more of Jesus 
They came every Sunday for prayer, and read­
ing with our own servants. Since that time 
they have been baptized by Mr. Clough, and, 
though persecuted, have held fast their profes­
sion.

* In the villages around, numbers are being 
awakened, and are desirous of knowing the 
true and living God. There is an eager desire 
to escape Bruhminism, and siexe upon « better 
faith. There is a fame of inquiry kindled that 
only wants fanning to blase oust the whole coun­
try, until it becomes a beacon-fire to light the 
way for thousands more. Mr. Clough could 
educate many more native teachers. Just now, 
in Ongole, many helpers have been sent back 
to their native villages for want of means,"

Chkmtiamty Onward—Christianity is no 
failure—has lost no real ground—it takes no 
hick steps. It is destined to fill the whole 
world. An able, earnest writer says, ■* Chris­
tianity is on her march, and nothing will stop 
it. She is moving forward ; and whoever op­
poses her progress, will only be crashed to pie­
ces. She throws off the puny efforts of Infidel­
ity, as the majestic lion shakes from his mane 
tbe dew-drops of the mornjpg. She asks no 
armistice or compromise from her enemies ; if 
they will fall into tbe magnificent procession 
she is leading they may yet be received ; if not, 
they must abide the issue. Metbinks the celes­
tial bands are this moment waiting to welcome 
her approach to her native skies. Metbinks 
the seventh angel has tbe trumpet to his lips, 
and is preparing to sound ‘ Hallelujah !—for 
tbe kingdoms of this world have become^the 
kingdom of oar Lord and of His Christ, and 
He shall reign forever and ever.’ ”

China.—This vast empire is feeling deeply 
the Divine influence of the Gospel. The way 
is preparing rapidly for the conversion to Chris­
tianity of its millioos of people. The celebrat­
ed Dr. Morrison arrived there in 1807, since 
which time, 338 Protestent missionaries have 
labored in tbe empire. Among the results of 
of these labors, 490 works have been printed

in Chinese, of which 28 were translations ol 
Scripture, or portion* of Scripture, 30 commen­
taries on portions of the Bible, 232 tbological 
woiks, 74 educational or scientific works, 232 
were printed in English, 9 in Malay, 8 in Ger­
man. 6 in Dutch. 2 in Japanese, 1 in Mongolian, 
and l in Siamese. Eleven of the missionaries 

j published more than twenty vols., each in Chin­
ese, English and other languages, the entire 
number being 432.

Never was our own mission prospered tliere 
as at present. The native ministers arc greatly 
blessed in their labors. Let the Church rejoice 
and give thanks to God lor these wonderful suc­
cesses of the Gospel in China.

Africa.—The Basle Mission on the Gold 
Coast in Africa, is sharing largely iu revival 
influences. Rev. J. A. Mailer a devoted missi­
onary there, gives an interesting account of the 
mission from which we take the following :—

•• On Good Friday we had the Lord's Supper 
with 1#U African communicants. On Sunday 
alter Easter I baptised Ihirty heathen in the 
name of the triune God. Many candidates 
have been made to wait ; from one town thirteen 
out of twenty. Tbe admitted candidates re­
ceived regular instructions lor three months. 
Many of these young Christians said they had 
received their first impressions of the Gospel 
through tbe sermons preached on the streets in 
towns by missionaries anil Christians. Most ol 
these baptized people will never need any ma­
terial htdp from the mission. There is no end 
of new applications lor baptism, made by peo­
ple who, weary ol devil-worship, seek salva­
tion by Christ."

The Ckxtvrv of Musions,—The tnoderu 
missionary enterprise commenced less than one 
hundred years since, *nd what lias been accom­
plished in saving the heathen during this time ! 
There are now 80 missionary societies, support­
ed by 40,000 missionaries, who preach the 
gospel in 15,000 localities and for the support 
of whom, $5,000,000 are annually contributed. 
In Asia and Africa, 1,400,000 converts trom 
heathenism are enrolled—a glorious army to 
spread the truth and convert the heathen world 
to Christ. Most that has been accomplished 
by Christian missions, has been done in the 
19th century. Let the Church give thanks and 
praise to God for such wonderful triumphs of 
the Gospel !

Italy.—The Gospel is doing a great work 
in Italy at the present time. The people are 
inquiring alter the truth everywhere, and they 
must have it. Rev. Wm. Clark, laboring un­
der the direction of the “ American and For­
eign Christine Union,” writes most, cnoourag- 
ly of the work there. He says :

" How thankful I am to God that I am able 
to speak the Slavic, for it is the language of 
ninety-five hundredths of all tbe people with 
whom 1 come in contact. I am thus able to 
preach Christ to these people who for fifteen 
centuries sat in darkness, and such is their 
readiness to bear the Gospel that I succeed in 
sowing much of il» good seed among them1 

la hi* travels, he visited a neighbouring vil­
lage, and respecting it, he says : u

“In Castelli, one hour distant, where J often 
visit, I find very many, both men aad women, 
who gladly listen to the truth. They bring also 
their children with them to the place where we 
meet, and ask me to speak to them st and in 
talking with them ol tbe Saviour in a simple and 
familiar way, I always have their whole attention.

Mr. Clarke finds even the Mahommedans 
willing to hear him :

Some time since I was cordially received 
into the house ol one of tbe principal citizens of 
Spalatro, and for many weeks my visit* have 
been frequent in his family. A few days ago, 
meeting him in the street, he said to me, 

There are now two Mahommedans from Bos­
nia in my house, come in and preach the gospel 
to them." 1 accordingly, not waiting to be 
twice asked, followed him to the house, and 
found the two. They were father and son, 
traders, who had come a great distance to make 
purchases. I at once spoke to them in Slavic, 
and for more than an hour conversed with them 
of the Bible as the Word of God, of Christ as 
his beloved Son, his divinity, purity of life, love 
and sacrifice for us sinners. They manifested 
deep interest in all that I said, and the son, 
who was About twenty years of age, often ap­
proved enthusiastically. When 1 left they re­
ceived a Testament with many thanks, and cor­
dially invited me to visit them in their Country.”

• THE TIME IS SHORT."

While riding in the rear car of a railway 
train a short time since, a gentlemen came 
to-a seat near me, and taking a package of 
ticket# and a bundle of little handbills from his 
travelling bag, went to the rear of the ear and 
scattered them along the way. Curious to 
know what he was throwing out, I watched him 
very closely. At length, unable to ascertain 
in any other way what be was doing, I ap­
proached him is be took his seat, and asked if 
he had any objection to my knowing what he 
was scattering.

‘ No," said he, “ I am glad to let you 
know."

He then gave me a few of the tickets, which 
had on one side the question—

" DO 1 LOVE JESUS ?"

and on tbe other side this question, in this 
form :—

• Should I not love Him, serve Him. look 
to Him, stand up for Him, trust in Him, believe 
on Him, piay to Him, asking Him to watch 
over me, because Jesus died for me ?"

Tbe handbills, of which he gave me a few, 
were headed—

“WHY KOT NOW?" 
urging sinners to accept of Christ at once.

In this way this Christian was doing 
good I found that he was a wholesale merchant 
in a Western city, and a very active member of 
the Young Men’s Christian Association. Said 
be to me as we parted after a pleasant inter­
view —

“ I have but a little time in which to do good 
in this world, and I shall have a long eternity to 
think about the little I did."

Brethren, " the time is short shall we not 
work for Jesus while the day lasts ?—Sunday-

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The Franco-German war is one of the 
most tremendous struggles that ever took 
place between two great nations since the 
world began. It has already inflicted dread­
ful calamities upon the two high spirited 
peoples engaged in it. It has swept to dee* 
traction many tens of thousands of the 
strongest and bravest men that ever breast 
ed the death-storm of the battle field. It 
has mangled and maimed for life many 
scores of thousands who were in the full 
vigor of manhood three short months ago 
It has made countless widows among near­
ly eighty millions of people. It has nwak 
ened a cry of anguish in hundreds of thou­
sands of once happy homes in Germany and 
France, where on every side they mourn 
father, a husband, a brother, or a sou, 
cruelly slain or fearfully wounded. It has 
deranged the industries of hal&amoontinent, 
and reduced the peasantry of wide tracts of 
France to poverty and want. It has ac­
cumulated in one way or another a sum of 
human misery too great for the mind to 
measure and the pen to describe. And 
alas ! the end is not yet. One fears 
speculate on wlmt mav be the unspeakable 
horrors of this war, should it run its bloody 
course through the ensuing winter.

It may be that the final and collateral re­
sults of this awful contest will compensate 
mankind for the incalculable amount of suf­
fering connected with its prosecution. We 
fervently trust this may in the issue prove 
lobe the case. Time alone will fully test 
that question. But meanwhile one is glad 
to note that dark thick and stormy for the 
most part, as arc the clouds that overhang 
the pathway of the conflict, its course is oc­
casionally irradiated by gleams of light and 
sunshine.

Never in any previous great war did a 
belligerent people moke on so large and 
well-devised a scale such a provision fbr the 
sick and wounded as has been made by 
Germany in this war. Though owing to 

the fact that with slight exceptions the 
wounded on both sides have been thrown 
on German hands the provision made for 
their care and treatment lias sometimes fal­
len far short of what has been needed in the 
sad emergencies which have so frequently 
arisen since the deadly strife began. But 
Germany is taxing its energies to the ut­
most to nourish and cherish her sick and 
wounded heroes. The women of Germany 
are in their deeds of mercy at home by the 
couch of suffering, rivalling the deeds of the 
men of Germany on the field of blood. And 
it is the noble purpose of the German peo­
ple not only that the widows and orphans 
of their patriot dead shall be provided for 
with tender care, but that also their invalid­
ed soldiers "who may survive the perils of 
the hospital, scarcely less terrible some­
times than those of the battle field, shall 
in their respective ways be enabled to earn 
for themselves an honorable livelihood. A 
great German Invalid Soldier’s aid Society 
is now being formed under the patronage 
and presidency of the Prussian Crdwn 
Prince, having or to have branches estab­
lished in every part of Germany. Upon the 
whole, it may be said that if on the one 
hand, brave men were never more prodigal 
of their blood than have the German sol 
diers been of theirs since this terrific war be­
gan, on the other, never did a great people 
aet so much store on the lives of their 
heroes as the German people upon those of 
their splendid soldiers who come back to 
them sick and wounded from the theatre of 
the war.

But it is not towards their own suffering 
soldiers alone that the Germans are dis­
playing such thoughtful, tender, provident 
humanity. Thousands upon thousands of 
sick and wounded French soldiers are in 
German hands, in German hospitals, cities, 
towns and villages. And there is no dis­
tinction made between the sick and wound­
ed German soldier and the sick and wound­
ed Frenchman. Nor is it only when sick 
and wounded that the French soldier meets 
with gentle treatment in Germany. The 
number of French prisoners in Germany 
is fast mounting up towards two hundred 
thousand men, and the evidence is conclu­
sive that they experience from the German 
people the most considerate treatment.

Strong charges of having been guilty of 
brutal conduct toward their prisoners and 
the French peasantry in France have, we 
know, been recently put forth against the 
Germans. It is exceedingly likely that 
some of these charges are well-founded. 
It seems a most improbable thing that 
more than half a million armed men, pre­
cipitated as enemies upon France, should 
number in their ranks no men of brutal in­
stincts. We are prepared to believe that 
some unnecessary harshness has been 
shown by the victors to the vanquished, and 
some crimes against humanity been com­
mitted by them.” But some of the charges 
made against the German soldiers in 
France, we have seen disproved. Others 
no doubt are exaggerations of real facts 
unavoidable by the sad necessities of the 
war.

One of the most agreeable circumstan­
ces connected with the war is the manifes­
tation of sympathy for the sick and wound­
ed of both belligerents made by so many 
benevolent persons in England and Amcri- 
pa. In England especially, that sympathy 
has taken a very practical form. An En­
glish Society for aid to the sick and wound­
ed in the war has been formed, is in full 
operation, and is rendering very great ser­
vice to the sufferers on both sides. From 
the statements referring to this matter con­
tained in the British journals we should 
suppose that already British contributions 
in favor of the objects aimed at by this So­
ciety reach the noble sum of at least twelve 

• hundred thousand dollars ; and the good 
work goes on. Truly, O Galileo, the world 
tkes move. j. r. n.

Some are called Upon «0 advocate the 
daims of the newly? loaned society, while 
others fbM-a portion of the audiences ad­
dressed. YYe have, therefore, -scarcely any 
need, even to suggest a single reason why 
the church at large should co-operate with 
its acknowledged leaders in this great tiud 
increasingly important work.

Methodism, in these provinces, has dur­
ing the post fifteen years rapidly extended 
its field of labour, aud increased' its agen­
cies, and this out of all proportion to the 
increase of the means placed at the disposal 
of its Executive. With the extension of 
field has come the Inevitable opening of new 
doors, new demands are being constantly 
made upon the time and talents of our min­
isters, and to such an extent in some direc­
tions, that with the present number of effec­
tive men it has becouse impossible to utilize 
the inviting opportunities around us. Still 
further,in many parts of the conference lim­
its there exist large populations wholly under 
the influence of the agents of the roan of sin. 
Within sound of the writer’s voice as for the 
past three years he toiled in the Master*s vine­
yard, might be found hundreds living in the 
grossest ignorance of the plan of salvation, 
grovelling in the darkest of all superstiti­
ons, and dying without God and without 
hope. The same circumstances exist 
throughout the counties qf Westmorland 
and Kent in the province of New Bruns­
wick. while in the island of Newfoundland, 
the priest ridden Irish constitute nearly half 
the entire population. These things the 
church has allowed to remain without a 
single effort to effect a change.

The principle upon which fhe Father in 
Heaven acts with reference to the church in 
blessing or witholding the marks of his ap­
proval we imagine to be simply this. The 
measure of zeal and consecration in the 
church is the measure of Divine blessing. 
This has been proved true with individual 
souls, and what is true of the part is true 
also of the whole. Do we not then find 
here, a portion at least of the answer to the 
question put to our hearts and consciences 
from time to time with such painful force — 
How is it that no larger ingatherings of 
souls take place on our various circuits? 
How is it that spiritual life is at so low an 
ebb? Some contributors to these columns 
last year sought to answer such questions 
as these after their own fashion, but taking 
a wider view than most, we then indicated 
some of the existing reasons, and again 
repent our unchanged conviction that the 
spirit of worldliness as opposed to the spirit 
of an earnest and entire self consecration 
is the chief cause of our want of a greater 
and more abiding success. And here the 
church is not to imagine that the consecra­
tion of the heart is the sum of duty, nor 
that if to the heart the renewed powers are 
added in persistent work for Christ by the 
personal endeavours of each sanctified mem­
ber of the mystic body, then the work is 
comp’eted. By no means,—out of the 
abundance with which we have been pros­
pered must come the gifts for the treasury 
of the Lord. The widows mite, the rich 
man’s largess all must come to carry on the 
ever widening work.

The success of the Home Missionary en­
terprise is not ouly dependant ujion the li­
berality of the people as shown by their 
special donations for its advancement, but is 
more largely dependent upon the action of 
those circuits which, although fully able to 
bear all the burden of the support of the 
work of God in their own midst, have, 
without a twinge of conscience in their offi­
cial boards, taken from year to year the 
funds placed at the disposal of the Con­
ference by the missionary committee in 
London, for stations and the extension of 
purely missionary work. Were such cir­
cuits to assume this present year their just 
responsibilities the amount at the disposal 
of the Conference from such a source would 
very far exceed what the most sanguine 
can hope to result from the donations in con­
nection with the Home Missionary meet 
ings. Our experience though limited would 
enable us to point out some such circuits, 
and perhaps to name them might arouse 
their energies, but we forbear. Some may 
excuse themselves upon the ground that 
others equally able, are also delinquents. 
Let such remember that sin is no excuse 
for sin. Guilt in others is no palliation of 
guilt in ourselves. To our own master we 
shall each stand or tail.

You are attracted by some 
voices through speciality of tone, natural or 
assumed. Brogue makes many an orator. 
But Mr. Everett’s voice captivated you by 
its natural tidiness and music. It bespoke 
a gentleman of 
and sympathies. I wonder much Boston 
did not disown him, so utterly did he disre­
gard her distinguishing timbre. He seem­
ed to have set lieiore himself as a vocal mo­
del, the description of one great orator’s ut­
terance of the pen of another : “ Sonus erat 
dulcie ; liter® neque express®, ueque op­
press® ne aut obscurum esset, aut putidum, 
Vox nee languens, nec eanora.”

I confess I was unprepared for the ener­
gy of utterance • and gesticulation, with 
which the more moving portions of the ora­
tion were pronounced.

Dwelling on some of the more conspicu­
ous perils or achievements of his hero’s life, 
the orator would draw up his noble frame to 
its fullest bight ; his breast would heave, 
his white locks quiver with excitement ; 
his voice would swell with resonant majes­
ty, till the audience would be transported 
with contagious enthusiasm. Still it must 
be admitted that even so dull an eye as 
mine could detect, running through all, a 
desire not to transgress even by a liairs- 
breadth the line of oratorio propriety 
There was neither shrieking not shouting. 
There were no wildnesses of grimace or 
gesticulation. There were no puns in the 
words, no quaint conceits in the thoughts. 
The whole performance was severely chaste 
and regular.

Mr. Everett’s eloquence was the creation 
of admirable art, not native fire leaping 
from his soul. Therefore he is the safer 
model. Nature makes her own orators, 
but she withholds from the ordinary mass 
of men the privilege of copying them.

Mr. Everett was recommended to his 
audience not only by his commanding pre­
sence, his ringing voice, aud his magnificent 
periods but by the prestige of a conspicu­
ous career of varied public duty. Though 
his extreme conservative sentiments had 
politically separated him from a large por­
tion of his hearers, it could not be forgotten 
that as Professor of Greek in Harvard Uni­
versity, Editor of the North American Re­
view, Member of the National House of 
Representatives, Governor of Massachusetts, 
Ambassador at St. James, President of 
Harvard University, and Senator of the 
United States,—he had served his country 
and had served her well. The favorite 
American statesman of to-day is of a type 
altogether distinct from bis.

Whether the educated young men of the 
United Slates would award him the respect­
ful admiration of old is at least doubtful. 
Great events have intervened. A huge 
gulf rolls between the past and the present, 
with mauy, the mild seutiincutal virtues of 
Mr. Everett are vices now. That the high­
est social circles of Great Britain felt ho­
nored by his presence, that he could talk 
Latin with the Savons of Oxford, that Ma­
caulay admitted him to his fullest intimacy, 
and left a half-finished letter to him iu his 
pocket, when he dropped down in untime­
ly death—these, 1 fear, have lost face as 
popular recommendations now, as compared 
with then. D. A.

EDWARD EVERETT.

A REMINISCENCE.

I well remember the pleasant buzz of ex­
citement which pervaded our College com- 
muuity at Middletown, when it was an 
nounced that, at a proximate date, Edward 
Everett was to deliver in the old Methodist 
Church his celebrated lecture on tbe char 
acter of Washington. Mr. Everett had 
roused himself from the serene repose of 
age to aid an association of American la­
dies, in a patriotic effort to transfer the 
Washington estate at Mount Vernon from 
the hands of a private owner to a national 
trusteeship, with a view to its proper pre­
servation and embellishment. For this 
purpose the lecture above referred to was 
written, and was then about to be delivered 
for the ninety-second time.

The announcement, as I have remarked, 
caused a not unwelcome wave to pass over 
the rather monotonous level of College life 
Very reasonably, surely all will admit, 
might a youth’s eye sparkle at the prospect 
of hearing one who could fairly claim 
place among tbe great orators of the age. 
Tbe campus, the reading-room, the students' 
chambers, resounded with warm discussions 
as to the likelihoods of the occasion. Of 
course Mr. Everett’s style of composition 
was too familiar even to collegians of litni 
ted reading to require to be brought into 
debate. Every one of us ltad sundry scraps 
of his elcquenee stored away iu his memory 
the rramle re petites with which, as Juvenal 
remarks, cacophonous declaimers inflict a 
weekly murder upon their unfortunate pre 
ceptors. But as to the style of delivery 
there was hazarded mauy a wondrously 
wise conjecture. Some were sure he 
would emit a leonine roar like that, which 

“ fulmin’d over Greece,
“ To Maccdon and Artaxerxes’ throne.’

Others contended that it would be with 
graceful aud iusiuuating art that the orator 
would glide into our sympathies—the light­
ning rather than the thunder !

Still others, reasoning from the well- 
known stateliuess and sonorous quality of 
his sentences, expected a repetition of the 
solemn majesty of utterance with which the 
traditional orator of the Georgian Era 
pealed forth his ponderous series of antithe­
sis, apostrophe and climax. The question 
was soon solved. Mr. Everett was neither 
a Demosthenes, nor a Chrysostom, nor a 
Chatham. Yet undoubtedly he was one of 
the most impressive public speaker» of the 
4ay, and in his own sphere of elegant aca­
demic oratory, quite unrivalled. I have a

Dear Mr. Editor,—I write this in 
Montreal, which has become a place of 
more importance than mauy in the mari­
time provinces of British America are per­
haps aware of. I have known the city foe. 
thirty-five years. In that time about one 
half of the houses have been rebuilt in a su­
perior style, and the city has bcen cularged 
to more than double its size in 1835, and, 
still it grows.

A new history of “ Montreal past 'and 
present” by Mr. Saudham has just been 
published. The author is the excellent Se­
cretary of the Y. M. C. A. here, lie says 
that the population which thirty-five years 
ago was less than 50,000 may uow be taken 
by a moderate estimate at 170,000. A 
new census will be made by Government in 
1871.

Montreal formerly inhabited almost ex 
clusively by Roman Catholics who spoke 
the French language is still largely Roman­
ist in religion, and French in tongue. But 
Protestants who speak English have in­
creased in a much greater ratio, than the 
descendants of the French colonists. The 
Roman Catholics have many large, costly, 
substantial edifices both ecclesiastical and 
educational. It would however appear 
that the influence of their clergy over their 
co-religionists in the province—Indians in­
cluded, was declining.

One illustration of this is found iu «late­
ly printed letter from the Iroquois and Al­
gonquins of the Lake of the two mountains 
to the Priests of Rome, wherein the Indians 
say,—“ A great light has shone before our 
eyes, and the darkness which you made 
around us has been dissipated by the Great 
Master of Life” * * * * 14 Adieu
then false Church of Rome. We leave you, 
to follow the spirit of light, and charity, 
and life.”

This letter was signed by the chiefs of 
the two nations and 246 persons. The 
Rev. Mr. Chmiquy has been usefully con­
nected with this religious movement. 
About the same time his school house, col­
lege, and chapel were destroyed by fire. 
This great disaster Mr. Cliiuiqny imputes 
to an incendiary. To the devoted evatige- 
list this is a great blow. May the High­
est be his light aud his strength.

Your reference to Mrs. Punshon’s death 
in the Provincial Wesleyan of the 28th ult. 
was tender aud touching. In Toronto the 
whole community was thrilled with surprise 
and sorrow at the event. The tidiugs were 
scarcely less startling and painful to the 
people of Montreal. The Central Wesley­
an Church here was draped in mourning 
on the Sabbath following. Iu the services 
impressive allusion was made to the sad 
occurrence which had awakened the sorrow­
ing sympathies of so many hearts. Fer­
vent prayers were offered for the stricken 
husband, and his bereaved family. May 
the God of all grace sustain and comfort 
them. And he will, “ for w hom the Lord 
loveth he ebasteneth, ami scourgeth every 
sou whom he receiveth.”

The citizens of Montreal have honoured 
two military chiefs, General Lindsay,aud the 
leader of the expedition of troops to Red 
River. To the former who has lately had 
the Command-in-Chief in Canada, an ad­
dress was presented expressive of the peo­
ple’s respect for him as a man, aud their 
admiration of his official conduct. To 
Colonel Wolseley iu addition to an address 
in which the Major-,and citizens welcome 
him back from his pibsiou which he so suc­
cessfully performed’’ftf connection with the 
military expedition to Mauitobah, they gave 
a public dinuer.

The route of Colonel Wolseley and the 
troops under him for 600 miles lay through 
a wilderness of iorests, lakes, and rivers

and notwithstanding the forebodingsof some 
medical officers, the result was a complete 
success. There was a total absence of sick­
ness and crime." In this as in many other 
eases “ an ounce of example is worth a 
pound of argument.”

Both these honored and useful officers af­
ter residing many years iu Canada have 
been recalled to England w'hither they pro­
ceeded by the Allan line of Steamship’s 
from Quebec.

A meeting of the Montreal, Y. M. C. A 
of more than ordinary interest was held on 
tbe 27th ult., This association has yet no 
suitable building in which to hold its con­
ventions or transact its ordinary business. 
At the meeting on the 27th of Sept, in which 
Mr. K. A Burnell, spoke at some length, the 
subject for consideration was “ Shall the 
Montreal Y. M. C. A. have a building of 
its own ? If so -what eau I do to aid in 
the matter? During the evening much 
life was given to the proceedings by the 
reading of sympathising telegraphic mes­
sages, which had just been received from 
Toroutn, Washington, San Francisco, Chi 
cago, Philadelphia, and Halifax. The 
announcement of each message was receiv­
ed with applause. That from the last nam­
ed place was, •• Our Convention at Char­
lottetown was a! great success. All alive, 
wish Burnell was here. We are detenniued 
to have an Association Building and await 
example of Montreal." The amount sub­
scribed at the meeting was $13,301 which 
it is hoped will be made $40,000 la-fore the 
end of the year. The first conference of 
delegates from the Presbyterian churches 
of British North America has just been 
closed in this city. They met to consider 
tbe practicability of a union of these chur­
ches. Their deliberation was continued for 
three days. Then tbe God of peace having 
made his servants to be of one mind, they 
with great cordiality agreed to the following 
conclusions to be submitted for adoption by 
the churches represented. The United 
Church to be known as the Presbyterian 
Church of B. N. A. The Holy Scriptures 
to be the snpreme standard of faith and 
manners. The Westminister confession of 
faith to be the subordinate standard, with 
full liberty of opinion as to the power and 
duty of the civil magistrate in matters of 
religion, aud the Shorter Catechism to be 
used as au^iuthoritative exposition of doc­
trine. Fraternal relations are to be held 
with Presbyterian churches of the same 
doctrine and discipline.

It was felt by the Conference that should 
the union be effected, the earliest possible 
attention of the united church should be di­
rected towards the securing of a Presbyteri­
an university and of theological halls, 
resolution to this effect was unanimously 
passed and the majority seemed to think 
that Montreal must become the central 
point for the large aud suitable educational 
institution, that should be adapted to the fu­
ture wants of the Presbyterian Body,

This convention forms an epoch in the 
history and development of the churches 
immediately concerned. If the wisdom 
charity and zeal by which the first confer­
ence has been characterized shall mark the 
progress of this great movement, it must be 
productive of the highest benefits to the 
Presbyterians of the Dominion in all time 
to come.

SUSSEX VALE CIRCUIT.

CAH8OXVILLE.

Dear Mr. Editor.—In this age of" Ra 
tionalism and Ritualism, of Skepticism aud 
Infidelity, I know that it will cheer your 
heart in common with that of the whole 
Christian Church, to receive tidings from 
any portion of our land of the manifesta­
tion of God’s power to forgive sins and 
save souls.

Believing that other faithful Ministers 
are stimulated and encouraged by the suc­
cesses of one—that other earnest, praying 
churches take heart and are glad at the 
precious revival of another, I beg a short 
space iu your valuable paper, in which to 
give you some account of a most interesting 
work which has now been in progress four 
or five weeks and which still continues with 
unabated power iu the village of Carsonvilie 
in connection with the Sussex Vale Circuit. 
This is a very extensive field of labour, de­
manding by its size and importance more 
ministerial help than is at present afford­
ed. 1

It was my pleasure to speud the bright 
days of September in this beantiftil valley, 
seeking health from the pure air and find­
ing fresh mental stimulus from tbe snuny 
beauty of the autumn scenery. And it was 
my privilege to attend several of the inter­
esting meetings held in a remote portion of 
the circuit. Through the indefatigable la­
bours of their excellent aud devoted pastor, 
Rev. Mr. Lockhart, who has been but a 
few weeks on the circuit, the people have 
been enjoying a great out-ponriug of the 
Spirit of God. Their little church has been 
nightly thronged with an attentive and seri­
ous crowd ; theCommunion rail has been sur­
rounded with weeping, earnest penitents, the 
cry and prayer of souls bowed down with a 
sense of guilt and danger, and the song aud 
thanksgiving of hearts made sure ot an in­
terest in the world’s atonement have made 
music in that humble church that the An­
gels have listened to hear. Several who 
once enjoyed the favor of God but whose 
paths had grown wider and wider until all 
traces of the narrow way were lost, bewail­
ing their past unfaithfulness and sin have 
come humbly back to their pityiug Saviour 
and are now rejoicing in the fulness of His 
Salvation. Heads of families, young peo­
ple and children are alike sharers in these 
“ showers of blessing.”

O, Christ was very near us on those sol­
emn occasions. As near as when iu hu­
man presence he walked among the throng­
ing, crowding multitudes ; as near as when 
he touched the leprous hand aud said, “ Be 
clean.”

Many a time I wished that the proud 
ritualist or the caviling skeptic could have 
stood within those hallowed walls and felt 
as I did the manifested power of God. The 
one would no longer have been satisfied 
with forms and outward show, the other no 
longer have doubted the reality of the reli­
gion of Christ. I do not know the number 
of those who have thus entered into the lib­
erality of Christ’s redeemed. Probably 
from some one better qualified you will 
have a more formal [account. But I

RE-OPENING OF THE METHODIST CHCRCH.
It had been felt for some time that our 

Church accommodation was not sufficient 
to meet the growth of our congregation.— 
During the Pastorate ot my esteemed pre­
decessor, Rev. E. Brettle, the conclusion 
was reached bv tKe Trustees that an en­
largement should be effected as soon cir­
cumstances would warrant the effort. One 
of our first duties accordingly on the Cir­
cuit was to assist at a Bazaar which rea­
lized over $1200. A contract was then 
entered upon with Mr. Joseph Taylor 
Falmouth, who proceeded forthwith to pru 
pare for the enlargement. During th 
spring a subscription list brought in from 
members of" the congregation some $1200 
additioual. Thus sustained in tiuance the 
work proceeded with an improvement has 
been made in various ways which has cost 
iu the vicinity of $4000

THE ENLARGEMENT, 
of the main building consists of an addi­
tion ot twenty-five feet in length, increasing 
the size of the Church by one third. The 
Pews, which originally ended at the sides 
toward the Pulpit with three placed length­
wise of the house, haVe been widened a 
little at the end next the wall so as to pro­
duce something ot the effect of circular 
seats. Two chimnies have been built from 
the basement in the new end, meeting in a 
single flue at tlie roof. Between these a 
projection has been formed into a graceful 
arched recess, surrounded by a heavy 
moulding. A door iu the centre of this 
arch open into spacious ministers’ vestry 
which has been furnished to accommodate 
any ordinary number ill business or Bible- 
class meetings, platform extends across the 
front of the arch, with three steps leading 
into the aisle on each side. On the front 
of this platform stands a movable desk of 
black walnut, finished with brackets and 
mouldings, and thought by every one to tie 
a most elegant piece of mechanical work. 
Two beautiful Gasliers occupy the corners 
of the platform rising seven feet and having 
each three branches with globes. A second 
platform in front of this is raised nine 
inches from the floor ami partly surround­
ed by a neatly designed rail of black walnut. 
The space thus described is carpeted to 
correspond with the general design.

The entire spare of the inside of the 
Church has been painted anew. The panel- 
of the galleries, windows, pews and doors 
in oak graining ; the lower part of the 
galleries aud columns iu white, and the 
trimmings of the Pews in black walnut.— 
The walls have been shaded throughout iu 
blocks of different stone colours. Several 
liberal offers have been made which will 
result iu a uniform liuiug of the Pews and 
an addition of Venetian blinds to the win­
dows <

THE BASEMENT.
is a spaciors room, affording as many sit­
tings as were formerly contained in the 
main building above, aud chiefly above 
ground. Partitioned off from the audience 
room are class-rooms lor the mature scho­
lars of the sabbath-school and one for the 
sole use of the Libariaus, with dusks and 
shelves for their books. There are sixty 
setees with reversible backs and affording 
sittings for 300 persons. A stairway from 
the basement leads to the Preachers’ Ves­
try.

Having but little knowledge of the tech-

THE REOPENING SERVICES 
were times of special refreshing. The Pre­
sident of the Conference preached on Sun­
day, Oct. 9. at 11 o’clock, from the words 
of Solomon, 2 Chron. vi. 18, “ But will God 
jn Very deed dwell with men on the earth." 
The sermon began with the significant sen­
tence—“This is the great question of this 
day—of every day," and iollowed on in the 
suggestive order of auswering the question 
as presented by the philosophical, penitent 
aud believing minds of our time. Results 
are not to be measured by men’s own feel­
ings when engaged in sacred work, aud we 
have reason to know that the expression ot 
regret for non-preparation iti view of this 
service, which was so modestly uttered iu 
the editorial paragraphs of tlie P. Wesley- 
outlast week, affords no criterion of" the 
measure of success with which God crown­
ed that occasion.

A service of unusual interest and power 
was hehl iu the afternoon. Tlie Presbyte­
rian 8. school voluntarily associated itself 
with ours and occupied oue side of the gal­
lery. Our own filled the other side as well 
as the gallery of the choir. The singing by 
tlie children was itself a means of grace, and 
brought tears to many eyes unureustomed 
to weep. Addresses were delivered by 
Rev. Dr. Pickard, Rev. J. Read, Messrs. 
Sterling, our own S. S. Superintendent, W. 
M. Blanchard Superintendent of the Pres­
byterian 8. school, and the writer. We 
have seldom seen an audience so effectually 
subdued as on this occasion.

The service at half-past 6 p. m., was con­
ducted by Rev. J. Read, of Truro. His 
text was “ Ye are the light of the world.” 
The imagery of that sermon was very beau­
tiful, the illustrations generally appropriate 
and forcible, but the best of all was God was 
with it. The sacramental service followed 
in which Bro. Smallwood assisted the other 
ministers present. It was one of the happy 
communion services which arc frequent iu 
our church.

A YOUNG PEOPLES’ INSTITUTE 

was organized ou Monday eveuiug under 
most auspicious circumstances. The names 
of 56 young persons of both sexes are en­
rolled on tbe secretary’s books. A pro­
gramme for the winter was adopted, con­
sisting of lectures, essays, Bible classes aud 
discussions. A room is furnished to afford 
our young people all the comfort of a fam­
ily parlour.

THE SALE OF PEWS

took place on Tuesday evening. « The num­
ber of pews added to the church was 36, 
making iu all 84. Of these, 52 were sold, 
and 19 were retained by the previous occu­
pants, making 71 pews in all disposed of, 
leaving only 13 unoccupied. The result of 
the sale was equivalent to adding 18 famil­
ies to the congregation, and leaving for 52 
pews sold, $553 in the hands of the trus­
tees. The collections ou Sunday were 
about $50 ; so that only a fraction of debt 
remains. Thus cud our labors and anxiety 
in regard totthis beautiful “ House of" the 
Lord.”

There is no agency we know of for con­
verting young men and women who have 
grown up in ignorance and superstition in a 
moment into useful and intelligent Chris­
tians

Teaching, as well as preaching, is needed.— 
“ Ignorante is the mother of devotion"—to 
the world, the flesh and the devil.

THE NEW BRUNSWICK EXIURITION

Mr. Editor.—Acting upon the “liopr” 
you expressed in your last issue, that some one 
ot vour correspondents would give you 1 " con­
densed report of the more interesting lvalue 1 
of the exhibition." wo assume the position anil 
task ot " correspondent " for that purpose. 
As your readers generally are aware, our fourth 
triennial exbibibilion was held last week at Fred­
ericton. A Provincial Exhibition was held 
there in 1864, but six years have made wonder­
ful improvements in our means of transit, and 
hundreds availing themselves of etcamtioxl and 
rail-road went from all parts of the Province 
last week to our Capital, for the purpose of wit- 
uessing the agricultural and manufacturing in­
dustries of the Province. The exhibition wis 
opened by His Honor, Gov. Wilmot, on Tues­
day the 4th inst. As Ills Honor’s opening ad- 
dress contains about the customary,well groov­
ed platitudes found in all such official addres­
ses, we omit it here, for the sake of condensati­
on. The opening day was unpropitioiis in the 
extreme. The rain poured down in torreutt 
and the indications gave promise of a rainy dis­
agreeable weo,k. On Wednesday morning how­
ever tlie sky became clear, and during tbe en­
tire week, the weather was all that could lie 
desired. The Provincial exhibitions of New 
Brunswick are held triennially under the 
management and control of the Provincial 
Board of Agriculture. Tbe first was held is 
Sussex, the secoeid in Fredericton, the third ie 
St. John, and the fourth in Fredericton, ti* 
week. The Exhibition Building at Frederirtee 
needs no description at our hands at this tier, 
suffice it to say, that tbe building is iinposiig, 
very commodious, and evidently well suited hr 
the purpose for which it was designed. Hi 
display of roots and cerials at the exhibities 
last week, was something wonderful. Neve 
do we remember having seen such fine speci­
mens in the several departments. The pota­
toes were “ small giants ” of their kind, the 
corn and kindred productions, ditto. -The 
“ early rose ” potato is attracting much atten­
tion from our farmers, and there were some 
fine lota on exhibition. The yield of this pota­
to is astonishing. We have it on reliable sa- 
thoritv. that one of our farmers, had a yield this 
year of twenty nine bushels from one peck of 
seed. The fruit displayed was of tbe fineet or­
der. The apples from Woodstock and York, 
Co., in size and quality could not be surpaesed. 
Mr. Bray ley of Fredericton exhibited 1001 of 
the finest bunches of grapes we eve# •»*- 
While inspecting them, we thought of Dr. Tay­
lor, anil the grapes of Ksehol, lie so graphically 
described—and, not unlike his, confess to a wa­
tery weakness of the mouth. Tlie hot-house 
plants from the Governor’s and Mr. Brayley’i 
gardens, lor rarity aud luxuriance were exceed­
ingly fine, and attracted hundreds of admirers.

The ritock on exhibition was probably supe­
rior to that of former years, although it did not 
come up to our expectations. There were 
some very tine Devons and Ayrshire» exhibited. 
The Board of Agriculture a lew day» brief* 
the opening of the Exhibition imported*** 
very fine cattle and hone» from Ontario aed 
Quebec. These were all »old at public auction, 
and on certain restriction», during the week, 
and thereby distributed throughout tbe Pro­
vince. We think no better method ot improv­
ing the stock of the country could be devised. 
The Board expended ten thousand dollars » 
this manner this year, aud will continue to mak» 
importations from year to year a» the final*** 
will permit. The one great defect in our Ex­
hibition this year, was tbe absence of akilW 
manufacturing industries. Anil it was asenot* 
one. We believe this entile northern seaboard is 
yet to become the manulaeturing emporium ri 
the West ol this va«t Continent, while from tks 
West we will receive grain and other prodee* 
of the soil and field, in return lor our manuisf 
tures. Entertaining these views, as a til* 
proportion of the people of this Province do#- 
it was a serious disappointment to find that <** 
artizaus and manufacturers were unrepresrt*- 
ed at last week's Exhibition. This great draw­
back cannot be attributed to lack of skill cr 
enterprise on the part of our manufacturier 
classes, as in former years they did tbemselve* 
justice, and made creditable and exteniive dis­
plays of their skill and ingenuity. The bulk 
of the heavy manufacturers of St. John and if 
entity,'do uot believe in having agricultural »ed 
manufacturing exhibitions combined, xnd tit» 
feeling accounts for tbe meagre mechanical a»d 
manufacturing display at the late Exhibit*®- 
A project is now on foot to hold in St. John» 
Mechanics’ Fair, to be exclusively devoted W 
the exhibition of manufactures and art. B •uC~ 
cessfully inaugurated it will give ample scope 
for the genius of our manufacturing classes, xnd 
cannot fail to be productive of great benefit to 
the Province generally.

The Fine Arts’ department was quite well re 
presented. All the leading schools and semi­
naries of St. John ; and Fredericton contended 
for the “ best."

STOPPER.

Mr. Eoitob,—We are doing the ocean pub­
lic as well as the inventor a service by calling 
attention to this modéré improvement in ship’s 
attachment*. Only sailors can fully appre­
ciate the novelty which is here provided. For 
many years the work of letting go an anchor 
during a storm has been hazardous in the ex­
treme. A stout rope passed through the eye 
of an anchor was secured by an eye-bolt at 
one end, the other held by an iron pin which 
entered a laop of the rope and susjicnded the 
great weight to the cat-head. In the critical 
moment when the officers' voice shouts through 
the gale—“ Let go the anchor,” a general 
rush is made in search of » maul ; that obtain­
ed in the darkness, a man stands with one foot 
on the cat-head and another on the rail at the 
mercy of every wave that makes the ship 
careen. Striking with all his might at the pin, 
it has one chance of being driven out and the 
anchor released ; but there arc ten chances 
that the maul slips from his hands and the crew 
are driven on a lea ehore. In any case the me­
thod is trying to the patience and has provoked 
not a few oaths and fits of bad tempqr.

This modern invention consists of a Box at­
tached to the cat-head in which an iron pin is 
neatly imbedded. To this pin the rope sustain­
ing the anchor is secured.

By means of a lever, light and simple enough 
to be handled by a boy, the pin is released at 
any moment, the anchor thus lqt go, and the 
lever returned to its own bracket which forms 
a part of the invention.

Mr. Barker will be the means thus of saving 
lives and propei-ty^and fully deserves a recogni­
tion of his genius by pll who venture on the 
sea.

The Conference M Montreal is over, and the 

delegates are at home or will be at home in a 
few days. The discussion were conducted with 
the utmost cordiality and brotherly kindness. 
All the Delegates were present as appointed 
except one of the Elders from the Church of 
the Lower Provinces who could not attend. 
The Conterence passed a résolution in favour 
ot a Central Presbyterian University, will as 
many Theological Halls as the necessities of 
the church may require. The Committes se­
parately came to the conclusion that there is no 
obstacle to union' in principle,—that union is 
expedient,—and that it is practicable. Details 
such as “ Widows’ Funds,’’ &c., were discussed, 
and a way was suggested by which difficulties 
could be arranged. At their closing meet­
ing the Members were all in attendance, and 
they unanimously adopted the following deliv­
erance :

The members of this committee on bringing 
thtir deliberations to a close, desire to record 
their great satisfaction at tbe entire harmony of 
sentiment which has prevailded among them on 
tbe subject ot union, and generally with regard 
to all m itters ol" detail affecting the practicabi­
lity of tbe contemplated union ; and now in the 
belief that the hopes ot the negotiating churches 
will, through the blessing of God, be realised, 
unanimously resolve to report to their respec­
tive churches the following articles to be re­
commended to be adopted as a basis of union 
lor the united Church, to be known under the 
uame of the Presbyterian Church of British 
jüorth America :—

1st. That the Holy Scriptures of tbe Old 
and New Testaments being the infallible word 
of God are the supreme standard ot faith and 
manners.

2nd. That the Westminister Confession of 
Faith shall be tbe subordinate standard of this 
Church, it being understood 1st, That full lib-

cipline; and that ministers and probationers 
shall be received into the Church, subject to 
such regulations as the Chnrcb may from time 
to time adopt.

A devotional meeting was subsequently held, 
at which thanks were offered to the Head of the 
Church for the unanimity which prevailed.— 
Presbyterian Witness.

The answer is general* and the next netting it lay in great drifts 
supposed to be very uncertain, and to Be sit» latouadtbe kiss*.1 John waded down to the 
getber in the distant future. Was there éver barn for his shovel, and soon cleared the paths
a greater mistake ? The luture is born of the 
present. Manhood is only the ripened growth 
of childhood and youth. Causes now operating 
are the sure prophecy of far reaching results. 
The conditions of certain success or failure art 
laid at an early period ot life in the training tf 
home. In, treating the question as related to 
business, the Hearth and Home says :

In nine cases but of ten, no man's life will 
be a success if He does not bear burdens in his 
childhood. If the fondness or vanity of father 
or mother kept him Irom contact with hard 
work ; if another always helped him out at the 
end of his row ; if, instead of taking his tom at 
pitching off, he mows down all the time—in 
short if what Was light always tell to him, and 
what was heavy about the same work to some 
one else ; if he has been permitted to shirk till 
shirking has become a habit—unless a miracle 
is wrought, his life will be * failure, and the 
blame will not be hall" as much his as that of 
weak, foolish parents.

On the other hand, if a boy has been brought 
up to do his part ; never allowed to shirk any 
legitimate responsibility, or permitted to dodge 
work, whether or not it made his back ache, 
or soiled his hands, until bearing heavy burdens 
became a matter of pride, thfe^vy end of the 
wood his from choice—perentsTas they bid him 
good by, may dismiss their fears. His liie wil] 
not be a business failure. The elements ot suc­
cès» are his, and at some time and in some way 
the world will recognize his capacity.

Take another point. Money is the object of 
the world’s pursuit. It is a legitimate object. 
It gives bread, and clothing, and homes, and 
comfort. The world has not judged wholly 
unwisely when it has made the position a man 
occupies to hinge more or less on his ability to 
earn money, and somewhat upon the amount of 
his possessions. If he is miserably poor, it ei­
ther argues some delect in bis business ability, 
some recklessness in his expenditures, or a lack 
of fitness to cope with men in the great battle 
for gold.

When a country bred boy leaves home, it is
generally to enter upon some business the end 
of whidi is to acquire property, and he will suc­
ceed just m proportion as he has been made to 
earn and .serve in his childhood.

If all the money he has had come of planting 
a little patch in the spring, and selling its pro­
duce after weary months of watching and toil 
in the fall, or fromkilling woodchucks at six 

, cents a head, or from trapping muskrats, and 
selling their skins at a shilling ; setting snares in 
the tall tor game, and walking miles to see 
them in the morning before the old folks were 
up ; husking corn for a teighbor, moonlight 
evenings, at two cents a bushel ; working out 
au occasional day that hard work at home has 
made possible—he is good to make his pile in 
the world.

On the contrary, if the boy never earned a 
dollar, if parents and friends always kept him 
in spending moaey—pennies to buy candy, and 
fishhooks, and satisfy his imagined wants—and 
he has grown to manhood in the expectancy 
that the world will generally treat him with 
similar consideration, he will always be a make­
shift ; and the fault is not so much his as that 
of those about him, who never made the boy 
depend upon himself- did not make him wait six 
months to get money replace a lost jack-knife.

Every body has to rough it at one time or 
another. Il the roughing comes in boyhood, 
it does good : if later, when the habits . are 
formed, it is equally tough, but not being edu­
cational is generally useless. And the question 
as te whether a young man will succeed in ma­
king money or not depends not upon where he 
goes, or what he does, but upon his willing­
ness to do •* his part," and upon his having 
earned money, and so gamed a knowledge of it* 
worth. Not a little of this valuable experience 
and knowledge the country boy get* on the old 
tarm, under the tutelage of parents shrewd 
enough to see the end from the beginning, and 
to make the labor and grief of children contri­
bute to the success of subsequent lile.
