COVERING FLOORS.

A new process of covering floors is
described as tollows:  The floor is
thoroughly cleaned.  The holes and
cracks are then filled with paper
putty,muade by soaking newspapers in
a paste muade as  follows: T'o one
pound ot flour add three quarts of
water and a tablespoontul ot ground
alum, and mix thoroughly. The
floor is coated with this paste, and
then a thickness of maunilla or hard-
ware paper is puton.  This is al-
lowed to dry thuroughly. The man-

THE WESTERN FLOODS.

The' Western Advocatelearns from the
Rev. T. G. Dickinson, that the towns
of Harmar and Marietta, since the
waters receded, present an appearance
that can not be described. Harmar
was swept.by the fierce current of the
Muskingum, which tested the strength
of every structure in the town. The
water attained the height of 8 feet 11
inches in excess of the flood of 18:3,
and three feet more than the famous
flood of 1832.
