ROSSLAND’S PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

Col. Baker’s Plans to Provide Ten
Rooms—Another Teacher Allowed.

The Hon. Col. Baker, minister of
-mines and educafion for the ‘province,
went north yesterday, after having spent

a short time in Rossland investigating
the needs of the city’s schools. Col.
Baker was very favorably impressed
with .Rossland, and decided that the
schools needed considerable enlarge-
ment. After consulting C. O. Lalonde,
chairman of the local school board, Col.
Baker announced that he would at once
endeavor to secure from Mr. Corbin the
gift of 20 lots in block 85, first railway
addition, situated in the mnortheast part
of the city.. If Mr. Corbin will give this
land to the city the government will at
once proceed to build a large ‘six-room
school house upon the property, which
will be completed within 60 days from
' the time the province receives a deed to
the land in question.

Oolonel Baker also looked over the
building and grounds of the present
school house, situated in the south part
of town. He was fully impressed with
the necessity for improvements here,
and requested Mr. Lalonde to find out
at what prices several lots adjoining the
school-yard could be purchased. If ad-
ditional ground be secured, as it doubt-
less can, the present school building
will be increased in size from two to
four rooms. This addition, with the
six-room building to be erected in the
upper part of town, will give the city
school accommodation comprising 10
rooms.

The north bound passenger train, on
the Spokane & Northern, had a narrow
pscape from being wrecked, about 12

miles below Northport, Monday. It
was bowling along at full speed when
the passengers were startled by a whistle
for brakes, instantly followed by the
jamming on of the air in a manner that
showed the engineer meant business.
The train was brought to a standstill in
a remarkablv short distance, but none
too soon. Just in front of the cow-
cateher was a boulder on the track,
weighing a ton or two.

It seems that a lad from Boston,
named John Allan, was making his way
to Rossland on foot. He came on the
boulder lying on the_ track and walked
on the nearest house, half a mile away,
to report it. The rancher informed him
the train from Spokane was just about
due, and the lad at once started back to
the scene of the slide on therun.

boulder when he sighted the train,
breathless and pouring with perspira-
tion, and signalled the engineer to stop.

On May 7, 1897, the city council passed
bvlaw No. 1, entitled “A bylaw for regu-
lating the proceedings of the counciland
for defining the duties of the officers of
the corporation of the city of Rossland.”
The provisions of this bylaw include a
number of clauses for regulating pro-
ceedings in connection with contracts. I
quote clauses 99, 106, 108, 110 and 111 as
necessary in following the action of the
council in this matter. They are as
follows : :

Bylaws Concerning Contracts.

99. No work or improvement shall here-
after be authorized by the council with-
out having an estimate of the probable

cost thereof or (in the absence of any
estimate) limiting any amount therefor,
and no contract shall be entered into for
such work or -improvement at a larger
sum or involving a larger expenditure
than the amount so estimated or limited,
and if such amount is found insufficient,
the fact is to be reported to the council
before the work is commenced or con-
tracted for.

106. Every contract shall contain a
clause declaring that the contract is en-
tered into with the corporation in good
faith, that no member ot the council or
officer of the corporation has any inter-
est whatever therein, and further de-
claring that the persons contracting and
their representatives are to forfeit all
claims under the contract and for all
work done, or material or goods, wares
or merchandise furnished under it, if it
shall appear that any member of the
council or officer of the corporation is at
the time interested therein, or if any in-
terest therein is given or agreed to be
given to him; and provided that no pay-
ment is to be required without the dec-
laration being delivered at the time of
requiring the same as hereinafter pro-
vided. Every contract shall also con-
tain a clause binding the contractor to
employ no one except British subﬁcu
who are residents in the city of Rossland
on any works for which such contract is
made. .

108. Every tender for work or supply
of material'shall be accompanied at the
time of its delivery to the proper clerk
.or officer of the corporation by an ac-
<cepted bond, check or cash deposit equal
to five per cent of the whole amount of
the contract for which such tender shall
‘be made-or put in, and every such check
or cash deposit shall be forwarded toand
rvemain in the custody of the treasurer of
the corporation, or be placed by him to
the credit of a special account entitled
“‘Contractors’ Deposits,”’ - until the con-
tract for which sach tender shall have
been put in is awarded and the contract
signed, when the checks and deposits of
the tenderers, or a payment by the city
shall be returned to him or them; and
in all cases where a tender has been ac-
cepted and the party tendering fails to
execute his contract and furnish the re-

' quisite bond and sureties, the sum- de-

posited shall be forfeited to the use of

" =the city.

110.. All contracts between the city of
Rossland and contractors under which
labor is to be employed shall contain a
provision making it imperative upon the
contractor to furnish the- treasurer at
least once every two weeke with a pay
list on the form provided by the city,
properly filled up and certified by the
contractor  to be a correct exhibit of a'l
the names of persons employed and
wages earned under said contract, the
balance due, and that the persons named
weré actually’ cmployed on the work
embraced in the contract; also
making it optional on the part
of the city to cause to be paid directly
through the treasurer, or other person
appointed by the city, the said wages
and charge the same to the contractor.

111. All contracts between the city of
Rossland and contractors shall contain
a provision barring the contractor from
employing Chinese and Japanese on the
work contracted for.

The Call for Tenders.

The chairman of the board of works
in an advertisement dated June 30th,

1898, asked for sealed bids ‘‘for the con-

surance required. If I am wrong it must
bave been humorous indeed when the]
clerk read out in meeting that Mr.Davey
'offered tq do the work for $42,744, but
that if any other man offered to do it for
less money, then he (Davey) enclosed
bonds as a guarantee that the said other
| man would enter into a contract to do
the work. It may be asked here why
was this absurd bond substituted for the
| provision of clause 108 of Bylaw No.1?
| It cannot be contended that the bond
| asked for conforms with the ‘‘accepted
' bond”’ of the bylaw. In the absence of
| this document.-how is-it that the council
' undertook to consider the tenders and
let the contract?
Clark & McLean’s Bid Regular.

Respecting  the rejection of Messrs.

Clark & McLean’s bid, there is not a
sentence in either the advertisement
caliing for tenders or the specifications,
restricting the power of tender or method
of valuation of work, and those gentle-
ment had a right to tender as they did,
and they were also entitled to
have their tender impartially econ-
sidered. Then why was their tender
rejected ? The answer is simple. The
amount of excavation was only approxi-
mately known, and the proportion of
rock to gravel unknown, consequently
there was no method whereby this ten-
| der could be compared with others. In
other words, because provision - had not
been made for ensuring uniformity in
the tenders, those gemtlemen were ig-
nored, although their tender may have
been the most advantageous to the city.
Insufficient Data Furnished.
_Respecting those tenders in which the
figures were ‘‘lumped,’’ I have been told

that up to the time for receiving tenders
the survey had not been finished, and
consequently the depth of excavation
and quantity of material to be moved
coulg not be ascertained; also that the
length of the fiume was not known, as
its location had not been made. In spite
of the tenderers not being able_to get
exact information as tolumber and other
material to be provided, and the amount
of excavation necessary, they were ex-
pected to hand in a tender giving the
exact sum for which they would do the
work. I would also point qut that there
was no way of arriving at the amount of
rock, gravel, loose rock, etc., in the ex-
cavation, items that enter very largely
into the cost of the work. It must be
evident that the tenderer would have to
ut in a price large enough to make
gimself safe—a sum very much larger
than the work would be done for if com-
plete information were at hand.
‘ Two Bids pomparod.
Now as to the allotment of the contract
to Mr. Davey. If it is correct that the

sécond lot of tenders was asked for “‘to
decide whether the entire system can be
built or only the larger portion
of it,”” the following particulars
were before the city council:
Davey’s tender for the whole work
was $42,744, and for the part under con-
tract $32,744, showing that he considered
the part now under contract as worth
little more than three-fourths the value
of the whole work. McMartin’s tender,
although irregular, is a responsible
statement of his idea of the whole work.
As we have seen, it was;$30,000. Three-
fourths of that amount is $22,500. It
thus appears that about $23,000 may be
| considered a fair price for the part now
under contract. Whether all will agree
on this point or not, in the face of such a
great difference, ($10,000) we might have
expected the rejection of all the tenders
and application for a:new lot. The

uestion now arises, why was this not

one and why was the contract let to
Mr. Davey ? :

Omissions in the Contract.

The next step after. alloting the con-

tract, it being assumed the proper secur-
ity was obtained, was to sign the con-
tract and get to work. Well that was
done and, to my amazement, when
' reading over the contract, it does not
contain any reference whatever to
clauses 108, 110, or 111, of bylaw No. 1.
That is to say there is nothing in .it tQ
| prevent any member of the council or
officer of the corporation having an in-

struction of a sewer system for the city
of Rossland according to the plans and
specifications of the city engineer, now
on file at his office. Contractors tender-
ing for said work will be required to fur-
nish a bond with two good and sufficient
sureties to the amount of 10 per cent of |
amount of tender, as a guarantee that
the successful bidder will enter into a
contract with the city if called upon to
do so.”’

The sewer system referred to included
the sewer now being constructed by Mr.
Davey, several hundred feet of sewer
within the city limits not included in
Mr. Davey’s contract, and a flume to the
Columbia river, over five miles distant.

On July 23 the council resolved on
asking for bids for that part of the
‘‘gvstem’’ now under contract with Mr.
Davev. “The object in getting two kinds
of bids is to see what the difference will
be and thus to decide whether with the
funds available, the entire system can
be built or only the larger portion of it,
as called for in the second bil.”’—MINER,
26th July, 1897. e

Before proceeding further 1n this mat-
ter it was necessary to conform to the
provisions of clause 99 of Bylaw No. 1.
A report and estimate had been made by
Mr. Long on the entire system, but no
effort was made, as far as I can ascer-
tain, to comply with clause 99, respect-

terest in the contract; the contractor is
not bound to employ only British sub-
jects; the city has not the option to pgy
the wages and charge the same to the
contractor, and both Chinese and Jap-
anese can be employed.

Negligence or Design?

Now, Mr. Editor, in the course of

It concerns us all
to know why the omissions, substitu-
tions and other unsatisfactory proceed-
ings arose.

We have all seen
the disasters from such a course inother
cities, and if the proper means are taken
there is no need why they should be re-
peated here.

Ag for the report that the Trail
smelder would still have plenty to do in
treating the Le Roi ores, Colonel Turner

confirmed the statement, conditioned
of course, upon the outcome of the
meeting of the Le Roi people tomorrow,
at which another proposition from Mr.
Heinze will” be® considered: - He em-
phasized the fact that the Northport
smelter would be made to treat the en-
tire output of the Le Roi, and some of
it must necessarily go elsewhere. Mr.
Heinze would get this, if his price was
right.

“You see,”” continued the speaker,
“our capacity will be about 300 tons a
day, but for fluxes and the like, we must
necessarilv have ores of another com-
position. When the Le Roi is working
at its best, the output will be from 500
to 600 tons per day, and it is this differ-
ence that will probablv come to the
Trail smelter.  We also figure on a great
deal of ore from the Colville reservation,
the prospects in that vicinity being very
promising.”’

Question of Export Duty.

As for the export duty on ores, Mr.
Turner said they felt noalarm whatever.

It Was His Promise of a Land Subsidy
Which Induced Heinze to Locate
His Smelter at Trail and Build His

says he has tried to get the money for
this purpose, but owing to the expan-
sion of our mining industries and the
consequent influx of people, the ap-

 propriation by the last session of patlia-
' ment was not sufficient to warrant this.

He feels perfectly sanguine, however,
that the increased provincial revenue
will justify the next session of parlia-
ment in meeting this need. The educa-
tional system of British Columbia, as
contrasted with the other provinces,
differs, in that it is sustained by the
general revenue fund, while in other
provinces it is sustained by local taxa-
tion.

He said today to a
Miner representative that the C. P. R.

“I find,” said he, ‘‘that the general
feeling is that an export duty will not
result in any benefit to the province in
the end. Much will depend on the
action of the American government, be-
cause it might force Canada, much
against her will, to protect herself in
this matter.”’

Why Heinze Located at Trail.

While here, the honorable minister of
mines and education was entertained by
a number of citizens, who look upon him
in reality as mainly instrumental in se-

curing the location of the Heinze smelter
at this point two years ago, instead of at
Northport. Colonel Baker used a little
strategy at that time. He was makin
his rounds of the province, and no
the difficulty and expense, because of
bad roads, in getting ore to the Colum-
bia river for transport to the American
smelters.

of the Crow’s Nest Pass railroad, for |

this is another enterprise for which the

people of British Columbia are indebted
to him. Colonel
Kootenay, and more than ten years ago
great quantities of coal were discovered
along the Crow’s Nest pass. He called
the attention of the C. P. R. to it, but
they said they had not any interests in
this part of the country at that time, so
Colonel Baker-went to England to inter-
est capital. He was a long time trying
to get money to build the road, and at
last sueceeded in interesting the C. P.
R., after nearly ten years of persever-
ance. Now he has assurance that more
than 100 miles will be finished by De-
cember 1 of the present year,and by
September of ’98 the road will be in
operation to Kootenay lake. This will
give anv smelter on the Columbia river
its coke at $5 or $5.50 per ton, and will
permit of the smelting of the ore of the
Rossland camp at the minimum cost,
and abolish any excuse for sending
it across the line to be smelted.
His Colleagues at Victoria.

As to the government generally, Col-
onel Baker said the various departments
were in a most healthy condition, and

that there were compliments on every
hand, both from Americansand our own
people, on the excellent enforcement
and observance of the law throughout
the province, which fact is highly cred-
itable to the attorney-general.
“Through the care and watchiulness
of Mr. Turner,”” continued Colonel
Baker, ‘“‘you will find our government
stock quoted at 1024, which shows: the
confidence of the world in the adminis-
tration of our affairs. In the department
of public works, our commissioner, Mr.
Martin, is using every effort- to meet the
constantly growing demands of the peo-
ple for better roads, trails, bridges, and
like public improvements. He has
secured an alteration of the law, so that
anybody may take land at reasonable
prices, reserving one-fourth of the town-
site for public purposes. Public build-
ings generally, such as court houses,

jails, lockups, and recording offices, are |
being erected and established at points

convenient for the transaction of public
business, thus saving much delay and
annovance.’
Department of Education.
Referring to educational matters, Col-
onel Baker said he was very glad to have

succeeded in fixing up the Rossland
school matters, where the children were
much pressed for space and playgrounds.
Then, }})xe said, the government will give
a teacher for every 40 scholars, and will
meet the case with any extra accommo-
dations that urgency or emergency may
demand. Colonel Baker explained that
it was this constant expansion of the
educational needs which caused much
difficulty, for new towns are starting
continually, and the original appropria-

tion is severely taxed, because the gov- |

ernment provides for a teacher where 10
or more children may gather for educa-
tional advancement.

What Colonel Baker most wanted,
and what he greatly regretted it was
impossible at present to provide, was a
normal school for our teachers. He

that matter.” :

Referring to the statement by Senator
Tuerner, of the Le Roi, that the company
was induced to build at Northport be-
cause Mr. Shaughnessy assured him that
toe C. P. R. could not give any relief for
two years, Mr. Shaughnessy said he did
not deem it necessary to say any more
on that subject, because the statement
made to Senator Turner referred only to
coke.

NELSON’S WATER SYSTEM

George McFarland Appointed Inspec-
tor of the Reservoir.in Which, It Is
Said, People Have Been Bathing =t
Night—A Lively Scrap.

NELsoN, Aug. 19.—[Special.]—Thereis
more or less Klondike fever here and
many are getting ready to go there- in
the spring.. J. B. Powell. who i& to be
manager of the Great Canadian Devel-
opment & Mining company, is in the
city awaiting the arrival of the president
of the company. The enterprise is a
formidable one, for itinvolves the build-
ing of thousands of miles of wagon road.
The first survey will leave Edmonton on
the firet of September, taking only the

men who are to work on the survey.
There will be two lines. One party will
go in by way of the Liard river, which is
one, of the main branches of the Me-
Kenzie river. The other will go by way
of the Pelly river, oneof the head waters
of the Yukon. As the survey party pro-
ceeds, stables will be erected every 12
miles, as when the road is finished par-
ties will change horses at every stable,
and it is calculated 100 miles a day can
be covered. Cayusesand reindeer will be
used. Stores will be erected every few
miles and be fully provisioned. 1

1t is caleulated to furnish every man
who goes by way of this road with pro-
visions for one year and transportation
for $500. He will be given a certificate
and can get provisions at any of the
stores during the year. If he wishes he
can sell the certificate. Other compan-
jes permit no transference of certifi-
cates. By the first of May it is thought
the road will be finished, though there
will be hundreds of bridges to built,
etc. Ottawa and Montreal capital is
back of it, and the charter has been
secured. The Douminion government
and the C. P. R. have given the enter-
prise their hearty co-operation.

W. Perkins, the mining broker, will
organize a party to leave soon. His sons
will also accompany them, and all are
practical miners and progpectors.

Municipal Matters.

At an adjourned meeting of the city
council today an inspector for the city
reservoir was appointed, George McFar-
land securing the position at a salary of
$4 per day. He will be a sort of assist-
ant engineer. The milk and bread by-
laws were passed, and the contract for
valves for the water system was given to

a firm of Troy, N.Y., represented by
Frank Darlington. There has been a
good deal of complaint from the resi-
dents of Addition A, as their water sup-
ply was cut off while the new water
gystem is being put in. It was decided
to build flumes in order to supply them.

While the water system is being put
in the water remains.stationary in the
reservoir, which is said to be the cause
of much of the sickness prevailing, many
citizens depending on different springs.
There have been several complaints to
the effect that individuals have been
seen late at night bathing in the reserv-
oir, so for a night or two policemen
have been stationed there to wdteh de-
velopments, but with no result so far.

The Contract Has Been Let and =24
Men Are at Work.

Yuir, Aug. 19.—[Special.]—Work was
commenced on Monday last on the new
wagon road te the Ymir mine. There

Thc::?eon, of Nelson, was the one ac-
cepted. The road is to have a nine-foot
bed and will be 4 3-5 miles in length.
Three switchbacks will be necessary and
gix bridges are included in the contract.
Although the new road will not_follow
the present trail throughout its length,
the approach to the town will remain
the same, the present bridge over the
Salmon being used. At present 40 men
are employed on the work, and the force
is being increased daily. The contract
has a time limit to the 1st of October

next. :
Test Shipment to London.

Wild Horse, are contemplating a ship-
‘ment of ten tons of ore to London, Eng-
land, to undergo treatment there by a
patent dry ptocess. This is the t
experiment of the kind which has been
tried by any of the mines in the vicinity,
and if the results are satisiactory it can-
not fail to have a good effect upon the
value of the ores in this camp. The
great drawback to the  working of our
mines is the high charge now ruling for
freight and treatment. The wagon roads
new going in will give considerably in-

while if the Duncan experiment turns
ont well we may ex that the cost of
reducing the ares will also be materially
lessened. There are several mines in
the vicinity which have large quantities
of shipping ore on their dumps, but are
only waiting like the War Eagle in Ross-
land, for lower charges for shipment and
reduction,
Porto Rico and Three B’s.

Work on the Porto Rico mine is being
pushed on very rapidly. Two tunnels

are being worked by the company’s men
while three other 100-foot tunnels have
been contracted for. At present about
30 men are em})loyed on the mine.
About a mile and a half from the
Porto Rico, and half a mile from the
new wagon road, is the Three B’s. This
is a very promising prospect owned by
Messrs. Cunningham, Hutchinson and
Krose. An assay recently taken gave
$9.50 in gold. At present the work done
consists of a shaft now down about 30
feet. Five men are at work on the

property.

The property owners in Ymir
are generally satisfied at the result of

the land case heard in Victoria. Now
that Mr. Corbin’s title to the land is
cleared and he is able to give deeds for
the lots, it is felt that the town ison a
better business footing, and business
men are more inclined to lay out their
capital than before. Besides this it is
confidently expected that Mr. Corbin
will now proceed further with the work
of laying out the town, grading roads,
etc. He has done so much while the
title was still in abeyance that great ex-
tations have been aroused as to his
uture intentions.

Tomorrow, if he can
secure the men, he will commence lay-
ing rails on the Trail-Robson road, from
the Robson end. The tracks will be
standard gauge, and will be extended |
clear to Trail.

thus making a complete line from Nelson:
to Rossland. For the present an im-
mense ferry will be constructed to trans-
port the trains at Robson, and this will
remain until replaced by a bridge.

The road is 28 miles in length, and
will be covered with 56-pound rails. It
is a comparatively easy’ e, and over
Stoney creek there has n built the
largest trestle bridge in Kootenay.
It is 700 feet in length and 150 feet high.
The contractors have been skirmishing
everywhere during the past few days for
tracklayers.

Le Roi. This arises from the marvellous extent and richness of the mine, and
from the additional fact that much discussion has arisen over the location of the
plant which is to treat its ores. It is not the purpose of this article to enter into
any of the controversial questions which have of late arisen concerning the Le Roi,
but to take this great property as it is and describe it for the benefit of the readers
of Tae MINER.

But few gold mines in the world have - made a record like the Le Roi. Some
may be richer and many have paid a greater aggregate of dividends, but we doubt
if any one of its class has made a better record in the same length of time.

Romantic History of the Mine.

The early history of the Le Roi is full of romance. It was discovered by Joe
Moris and Joe Bourgeois, two French-Canadian prospectors, in July, 1890. At the
same time they located the War Eagle, Centre Star, Iron Mask and Virginia.
They placed only one stake on the Le Roi ground and used some other name than
the one by which the property is now known. They took some samples of ore
from the Virginia over to Nelson and got $10 in gold. This discouraged them, and
they made up their minds not to record the claims and not to complete the stak-
ing of the Le Roi.

While in this frame of mind they went to E.S. Topping, who then lived in
Nelson. They described the claims to him and told him of the assay they had got
from the Virginia. He told them they were foolish to abandon anything which
would run $10 on the surface, and advised them to perfect their titles. However,
they declined, but agreed to give him an option on the Le Roi if he would go over
and complete the staking of it and pay for recording the entire lot. This Topping
agreed to do, and it was he who adopted the kingly name Le Roi, one of the hap-
piest names everichosen.for a mine.

He took samples from the Le Roi, War Eagle and Centre Star. The -Le Roi
ran $37 in gold, the War Eagle $25 and the Centre Star $23. The Le Roi sample
was taken from a shaliow cut on the hill, two or three hundred feet west of the

present working shaft of the mine.
How Red Mountain Was First Prospected.
This cut has a history of its own. It was made long before the Le Roi was

located. Back in 1886 an old lady in Colville, Washington, who had the power of

hunters of 1886, and in one place on the Giant ground found some of their old
picks and shovels. These were left by the diggers of the pit in the Le Roi, from
which Tepping got an assay of $37 in gold. Little did they suspect when they
abandoned the ground that many millions in gold lay beneath them. They
returned to Colville to heap reproaches on the poor old prophetess, and she later

on died in disgrace.
Topping’s Second Visit and What Came of It.

After Topping had got his assays he returned to the Le Roi ground to take
more samples for tests. He ran an open cut seven feet deep across the big outcrop
of the vein, a little east of where the first shaft was afterwards put down, and the
assays ran from $16 to $120. This thoroughly convinced him of the value of the
discoverv. He secured the option which had been promised him, and started to

Spokane with it.—At Colville, on the way down, he met Col. Ridpath and George !

Foster, two Spokane lawyers, and offered sixteen-thirtieths of the property for
$30,000 on a long bond. They became interested and asked Topping to go on to

Spokane with them. There they laid the matter before Judge George Turner,
Col. Turner, his brother, Billy Harris, Oliver Durant, Col. I. N. Peyton, John A.
Henley, Major Armstrong, L. F. Williams, and Harry E. Stimmel, the latter
being agent ior the Northern Pacific railroad. Ool. Peyton not only took a large
interest for himself, but something tor his brother-in-law, J. G. English, of
Danville, Tllinois. A company was-incorporated, with 500,000 shares of the par
value of $5 each.
First Shipment From the Mine.

Oliver Durant, being a mining man of experience, was chosen irom among
the shareholders of the new company to undertake the opening of the mine, and
he came up here with E.J. Kelly for that purpose in Novewber, 1891. It was

then an arduous undertaking to get into this district. The Spokane &' Northern
railroad ran no further north than Eittle Dalles, Washington, and there was not a
steamer on the Columbia. Everything had to be packed in on horses over very
hard trails. Mr. Durant built the first cabin on Red mountain and lived there all
winter, subsisting to a large extent on game. :
He sank a shaft about 30 feet and in the spring loaded some of the ore on pack
horses and sent it down to the Little Dalles, where he shipped it to a smelter at
Butte. He got good returns and the company felt enpoug'aged, but those were hard
times in Spokane and the company had many struggies in continuing work.
Peyton Assumes the Management. .

Mr. Durant shortly afterwards sold out his interest, purchasing the adjoining
Centre Star and Idaho mines with the proceeds, and Col. Peyton became manager.
He advanced money out of his own pocket to the extent of many thousands of

dollars, and kept things moving. In the summer of 1893, on the completion of the
wagon road from Trail to Rossland, he shipped 700 tons of ore, which he had taken
out during the winter of 1892-93, by steamer from Trail to American smelters, and
got very profitable returns. This made a sensation in the local‘mining world and
it began to be believed the Le Roi would be a big mine. From that time to the
present its fame has grown with each successive month.

Heinze’s Contract and the Trail Smelter.

It had assumed such proportions in the spring of 1895, that its ownpers felt at

liberty to make a contract with James Breen and F. Aug. Heinze for the delivery |
of 75,000 tons of ore at a smelter to be erected at Trail, and it was upon the strength '

of this contract that the magnificent Trail plant with its railroad to Rossland was
built. Over 50,000 tons have been deiivered under the contract and the remainder
will be delivered inside of three months. In the meantime the mine has supplied
manv thousands of tons of ore to the American smelters.

) Dividends and the Fight for Control.

In the month of October, 1895, the company paid its first dividend, the amount
being $25,000. About this time when it began to look as though the property
would be a bonanza, there arose a fierce struggle in the company for control. Col.

Peyton was manager, and he and his brother-in-law, Mr. English, owned nearly
half the stock. Col. Ridpath was very hostile to him and the Turner in-
terest also went against him. George Foster was a Peyton man, and the’ Turner
side, through the help of F. Aug. Heinze, raised $55,000 and bought Foster’s stock.

This gave a clear majority interest to J udge Turner and his friends. Col. Peyton.

was turned out of the management and Judge Turner put in his place.

For some time there was a bitter feeling between the Turner and Peyton fac-
tions, but Judge Turner soon wearied of the vexations attendant upon the con-
ducting of a business foreign to his training and inclinations, and in the winter of
1896-7 he became a candidate for the United States senate before the Washington
state legislature and was elected.

REPORT ON THE POORMAN.

The following are extracts from the very full report of Messrs. Bewick, Moreing & Co., mining
engineers, of London, Eng.:

GEOLOGICAL FEATURES AND VEINS.

Chief Commissioner Was Surprised at
the Moderation of the Greenwood
People—Anaconda Citizens Also to
Get All They Asked For.

(GREENWOOD, Aug. 20.—([Special.]—Ad-4
vantage was taken of the presence in
Greenwood this week of Hon. G. B.
Martin, chief commissioner of lands and
works, to again submit the claims this
district has upon the provincial govern-
ment for aid in clearing and grading a
wagon road to Summit camp from Eholt
meadow, where it would connect with
the Greenwood-Long Lake wagon road.

The necessity for making thi¢ road was
several months since impressed u the
government by Mr. Robert Wood, when
that gentleman was in Vietoria, and as-
. sistance in the direction asked for was
then promised.  The increasing import-
ance of and necessity for this road was
presented to Mr. Martin by a de utation
of leading citizens, who, on W nesday,
waited upon the commissioner. The
sum of $1,200 was asked for, the remain-
der of the money required for the six
miles of road to be subscribed locally.

Mr. Martin was informed of the recent
bonding of the B.C. claim in Summit
camp to an English company for the
sum of $60,000 under a working bond;
of the inability of the Keough Minip
company, of Salt Lake City, Utah, 1o
further develop its valuable property,
the R. Bell, until a road is made over
which a ping and hoisting plant can
be haunled for use at this mine; of the
fact that the Cordick claim is owned by
an English mining company which will
develop it when it is more accessible
than at present, and of other romising

perties in this camp. izing the
importance of earrying out the proposed
work, Mr. Martin promised to do his
utmost to comply with the request made.

School matters were next discussed,
and it was submitted on behalf of the
local school frustees that ae there are
already 36 children of school going age
in and about Greenwood, the appropria-
tion already made of $800 for a school
house is inadequate to provide the requi-
gite accommodation. It was therefor
asked that $250 of this appropriation be
now placed at the disposal of the trust-
ees tor the purchase of forms, desks and
other much-needed school conveniences,
and that the balance of the appropria-
tion be next year supplemented by an
amount sufficiently large to make
adequate school building accommodation
for the growing requirements of -this
community. Meanwhile the trustees
grq se to. rent the privately owned

uilding now used for a school house,
which they can obtain for a year ata
rental of $110. Mr. Martin favorably
received the representations made to
~him in this connection, and romised to

" recommend to-his colleague, the minister
of education, to grant the requests made
to him. :

' Ho;rit.al matters were alsoconsidered,
and Mr. Martin freely expressed sur-
prise at the size of the Greenwood hos-
pital building, and the completeness and
general excellence of its accomodations,
and surgical and nursing facilities for
dealing with sickness and suffering. The
institution, is about the best and most
complete of its kind in any of the min-
ing districts of the province, has never
received 313; government assistance, and
in view of the fact that repeatedly cases
have ‘been treated, for which no pay-
ment has been received, it was recog-
nized that it should receive government
aid, and this Mr. Martin promised to
endeavor to secure.

In discussing railway matters Mr.
Martin claimed that the provincial gov-
ernment had done their best to bring
about the early construction of a railway
into the Boundary Creek distriet, but
their efforts had been in a large measure
rendered futile by the member for the
district, Mr. Graham and others, who
supported him in defeating the
government policy. They had pro-
posed to give both aland grantand a
cash subsidy to encourage the early con-
struction of the road in from Penticton.
Residents therefore, couid not fairly
blame the government for delay in ob-
taining railway connection. Before the
deputation retired Mr. Martin expressed
his appreciation of the moderateness of
the claims for government assistance the
Greenwood ple had submitted. He
was much pleased with the substantial
progress the town had made, and he
hoped on his return journey next Satur-
day to have the pleasure of meeting Mr.
Robert Wood, then unfortunately absent
from town.
