It is impossible to exaggerate the feol-
ings of profound emotion with which the
mournful intelligence of the death of Sir
Robert Peel was received yesterday in
every circle of the metropolis. At first,
a feeling of incredulity was created by the
startling intelligence ; but when this had
been removed beyond all doubt, the next
very natural desire was for more ample
information than the suddenness of the
occurrences had hitherto admitted of.—
1n order to satisfy this very natural an-
xiety, it will, perhaps, suffice if we embody
the leading 1ucidents connected with the
calamity in the subjoined narrative, the
wateriuls for whicli bave been gathered
