It was learned to-day that Huerta
requested General Blanquet, Minister
of War, tortake command of the fed-
eral troops oposing Villa, at Saltillo,
but he refused.

The War Minister, like Huerta, has
been sentenced to death by the Con-
stitutionalists for the murder of ex-
President Francisco Madero.

The Commission now sitting to en-
quire into the Hospital affairs has, of
coursé, no powers beyond those of
enquiry, and had, therefore, no au-
thority to interfere in this maftter.
The Colonial Secretary, in whose de-
partment Hospital affairs are zup-
posed to be controlled, is absent from
the Colony. There appeared to be no
person whatever in or out of the Col-
ony who had enough decision of char-
acter to protect the public interests
in this crisis.

Whatever reason there
Miss Southcott’s assertion fhat as
Superintendent of nurses she alone
has the power to name nursing sis-
ters, and whatever the merits or de-
merits of the dispute between her and
Dr. Keegan as to the precise seat of
authority, there could be no question
whatever that the vacant positions
should be filled, and that the Hospital
