NEW YORK, Dec. 1.—A 
London cable to the Herald 
this morning says: “The dan­
ger is over, but there is plenty 
of hard fighting still to be 
done.”

This is die message from 
Field Marshal Sir John French, 
which British officers, who are 
here from the front on a few 
days’ leave, brought to their 
families and friends. The offi- 
cirs are back for a glimpse at 
civilization, and society is alive 
and lionizing them.

Dinner parties, with- khaki- 
dad officers at many tables, en­
livened the leading hotels and 
clubs in London yesterday. The 
officers look splendidly fit and 
have gained in weight They 
say the best food London can 
provide is not so good as the 
fine bacon and other delicacies 
they receive daily.

The officers, almost without 
exception, say Lord Kitchener’s 
strict censorship and no-war- 
correspondent policy has saved 
thousands of lives, and they say 
the Russian method of announ- 
dng news after it is all over is 
the best plan. This also ex,- 
plains, they believe, so fit- 
tie is said of the victorious Rus­
sian operations in Poland.

LONDON, Nov. 30.—(Correspond, 

ence.—The lives of those officially 
designated as “alien enemies’* in Eng­
land are not cheerful these days, al­
though they are not in any danger of 
insults or violence. The only out­
break against them was the recent 
rioting in the suburbs of London 
when several German shops were 
smashed.

The rioters received a lesson likely 
to put a damper on further outbreaks. 
The ringleader was sentenced to one 
year in prison, two supporters to six 
months and eighteen others, were re­
leased on bonds under condition that 
they fulfill their fervently expressed 
ambition to enlist in Kitchener's 
army.

Hostility against Germans has been 
coused principally by the popular be­
lief that all of them are active or pos­
sible spies. The most recent cam» 
paign in the newspapers has been 
against the influential and wealthy 
Germans, who play a powerful pert in 
British financial life. Naturalized Ger­
mans, as well as those who retain the 
allegiance of their birth are. included 
in the general cloud of suspicion.

Spies are sharply divided into two 
classes by British opinion.

WINNIPEG, Man, Dec. i— The 
announcement was made this mom- 
ing by Sir Rodmond Roblin of a new 
provincial policy affecting the sale of 
liquor, in which the following are the 
main provisions:

“A general cabinet meeting will be 
.called to pass an order-in-couricil to 
secure the dosing of all places where 
intoxicating liquors is retailed at 7 
o’clock p.m.; to prevent the sale of 
liquor in social clubs after that hour 
and to close all wholesale places at 6 
■p.m. These measures are expected 
to-be aided by the license holders 
agreeing to close at the hours stated, 
in the absence of a law to that effect. 
At the next session of the egislature 
,a bill will be introduced amending the 
license act to permit the governor- 

. in-council in times of stress or ns- 
cesisty to vary the hours during which 
liquor may be sold and to give 
(municipalities the right to regulate by 
•popular vote the number of licenses 
to be granted.”

It is stated that these changes will 
be made immediately. Premier Roblin 
in his statement says that there has 
existed in the province since the de­
claration of war “a strong sentiment 
in favor of earlier dosing of the' 
bars than is provided for in the pre­
sent license act, based at first chief- 
,ly upon the ground that the occas­
ion required upon the part of all 
classes of people that they exercise 
more than usual prudence and econ­
omy.” Anotner reason, the Prem­
ier points out ià furnished .by the 
presence in Winnipeg since this place 
was made a training point of a large 
number of dtizèn soldiery, whom it 
is desirable to protect as far as pos­
sible and practicable from tempta­
tion. The Premier states that, the 
government recognizes that shorten­
ing the hours of sale canot be legally 
enforced without special legislation, 
but the proposals that the cabinet 
should pass an order-in-council direct­
ing that a formal request be made 
by the Provincial Secretary of the 
license holders that they close at the 
hours stated.

That a sacrifice is entailed upon 
the license holders by this is recog­
nized, says the Premier, but then the 
citizen is necessarily required to 
make sacrifices for the comon good.

Editorially this morning The Tele­
gram (Conservative) says: “These 
are drastic reforms and wholly of 
the Roblin Government. It. is pecul-. 
iarly fitting that Manitoba should lead 
all Canada in providing these limita­
tions at the present time. This radi­

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTHWEST 
LAND REGULATIONS.

fTHE sole head of a family, or any male 
JL over 18 years old, may homestead a 
quarter section of available Dominion land 
In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. 
Applicant must appear In person at the 
Dominion Lands Agency or Sub-Agency for 
the District. Entry by proxy may he made 
at any Dominion Lands Agency (but not 
Sub-Agency) on certain conditions.

Duties—Six months' residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live, within 
iflne miles ef his homestead on a farm of at 
l#ast 80 acres, on certain conditions. A 
habitable house is required except where 
residence is performed in the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in good 
Standing may pre-empt a quarter-section 
along-side his homestead. Price $3.00 per 
açre.

.Duties—Six months’ residence in each of 
three years after earning homestead pat­
ent; also 50 acres extra cultivation. Pre 
epiption patent may be obtained as soon as 
homestead patent, on certain conditions.

A settler who has exhausted his home­
stead right may take a purchased home­
stead in certain districts. Price $3.00 per 
acre. Duties—Must reside six months in 
«ach of three years, cultivate 00 acres and 
orect a house worth $300.

The area of cultivation is subject to re­
duction in case of rough, scrubby or stony 
land. Live stock may be substituted for 
cultivation under certain conditions.

THE CIVIC .SITUATION.
The fact that a comprehensive plan, 

such as submitted at the City Council 
session last night, encountered more 
or less opptosition, was to be expected. 
The plan submitted, which called for 
both reorganization and retrench­
ment, was of such a nature as to en­
gender opposition.

The ideal in civic management is that 
which is to he found in the manage­
ment of the big, successful private 
corporations, and it is because that 
other considerations besides those of 
business often enter into municipal 
councils, elected by the people, in the 
transaction of civic affairs, that there 
is a constant striving towards the pri­
vate corporation standard. The com­
mission idea also gets its impetus 
from the business failure of bodies of 
men popularly elected annually, thus 
breaking the continuity of effective 
service. No reform the actual carry­
ing out of which means treading on 
somebody's toes could be expected to 
be hailed with unanimous cheers. In 
the case of the City Council last night, 
the action was undoubtedly taken in 
good faith and with an eye to careful 
civic business. By -effecting a saving 
and increasing efficiency of service,the 
plan of the Council should be genet- 
ally endorsed.

DRUGS HOTE YOUR 
KIDNEYS, USE SALTS

An account of very recent fighting 
near the Lys is given in the follow­
ing letter from an officer, which has 
been placed at the disposal of the 
London Morning Post:

"Just a line to let you know that 
we have had a most frightful fight last 
Saturday night and then aga’in on 
Sunday morning. It happened like 
this; Since Friday we held two miles 
of country near the River Lys in front 
of a village called Wytshate, and dur­
ing the first day we were there noth­
ing happened much except that we 
snipped a few Germans at long range, 
but during the second night, about two 
in the morning, the Germane delivered 
a tetrifiç attack, which was directed 
almost entirely against this regiment.

“Perhaps, as a sight, I have never 
seen anything better, as the Germans 
advanced in the most gallant way, 
shouting and screaming at the top of 
their voices, and in numbers they 
seemed to come just like a lot of lo­
custs, and in the light of the moon 
they seemed to be never ending1.

“Our position on the whole, I 
think, was a goodish one, except just
where my trench was placed, so B-----
gave me another troop, so that I had 
60 rifles to sweep the ground in front 
of me. The reason why my position 
was bad was because I had a wood 
within 200 yards of me and a small 
farm behind, which the Germans 
might reach without being seen.

. "I was woke up about 2 a.m. by one 
of the sentries in my trench, who told 
me thought the Germans were going 
to make an attack, so, standing to our 
arms, we heard shouting and scream­
ing, which seemed to come from 700 
or 800 yards away. We stayed per­
fectly quiet for about ten minutes, 
listening a perfect babel of voices, 
which sounded as if . thousands . of 
drunken men were coming towards 
us, and then within the wood in front 
’of us we saw line after line of Ger­
man infantry advancing, the .main 
body of which swung off left-handed 
in front of the 1st Life Guards’ trench. 
We then let them come within 200 
yards c.f us, and let drive into them 
as thick as we could shoot, and you 
could really see them fall in thous­
ands. But there were too many of 
them; it did not seem- to make rriuch 
difference; and on they came until 
they reached the 1st. Life Guards’ 
trench, where a devil of a bayonet 
fight started, when, pressed back by 
the numbers, they were eventually 
driven out (1st Life Guards), but ral­
lied again by M----- W------- , who was
already shot in the side, they made a 
counter attack and drove the Germans 
out again in the moat gallant way.

A GERMAN DECOY.
'“We then retired through the vil­

lage, after firing a few shots at the 
enemy, and found outside a company 
of the North Stafferdshires, whom we 
formed up with, and were able, during 
the rest of the night, to keen the Ger­
mans in the village. About" six in the 
morning, howev’er, out came the Ger­
mans, and we had to retire a quarter 
of a mile, where we fotind that half 
battalion of North Staffordshire! and 
one battalion of Leicesters had just 
arrived. We then determined to attack 
the village again, and see if we could 
not get into it, so, reinforced by these, 
we ran under a good heavy fire again 
towards Wyshate, where eventually 
the leading company managed to get 
in.

The most disgusting show I have 
ever seen then started, as I think 
the Germans had rather decoyed us 
in. The result was that the leading 
company, as well as aao, were prac­
tically killed as a man, and half the 
support company, with which I was, 
as they had the range of the ground 
where we were with a machine gun, 
and every man who did not happen 
to be behind good cover were killed 
to a man. Luckily I and about telve 
Blues with me, got behinr a house, 
but the Leicester^ who grllantiv 
lined a hedge, were practically 
terminated. I never want to see any­
thing like it again; they were simply 
tilled like so many sheep, and the 
sights made one, even in the excite­
ment of the moment quite sick.

"This war has exploded once and 
for all the theory that women are the 
protected sex in war,” said Mrs. 
Pethick Lawrence. “We give honor 
and rightly to the soldiers who faces 
death in defense of his country, but 
his lot is infinitely to be preferred to 
that of women who are left behind to 
free the complete disorganization of 
industry. Thousands of women in 
England are face to face with starva­
tion."

Mrs Pethick Lawrence declared 
that in the making of treaties after 
the war, the point of view of women 
had never been expresed. “It is vital,’ 
she said, “that it should be expressed 
at the present moment. It is essential 
that the women’s movement shall 
help to formulate public, opinion; 
shall help to find expression for the 
new spirit that is in the world .to­
day.” /
