Riot With Negros.

Wilmington, Del., Nov. 6.—A riot
occurred in the third election district
of Wilmington this morning.

The
officers were nearly half an hour late
in opening the polls, and they found
about 100 negroes assembléd in line
waiting to vote. As the doors opened
they saw a white man, James McHugh,
who had gotten in ahead of them; —at-
tempting to vote. This infuriated
them, and, rushing in, they assaulted
McHugh and the inspector, James
Dugan, cutting both seriously. Police-
man ‘Sheerv was also cut in attempt-
ing to restore ordet. The negroes de-
stroyed the booth, and the registration
books disappeared in the melee. Else-
where the election was quiet in the
city.

Philippine Campaign.

New York, ONov. 6.—Secretary Root
found it necessary some days ago to
issue special instruction to Major-Gen-
eral MacArthur, governor general of
the Philippines, regarding the conduct
of the campaign in Luzon, says a Wash-
ington dispatch to the Herald. These
instrucions were due to dissatisfaction
over the successful operations of the
Filipinos. Gen. MacArthur’s policy
was to scatter the troops over a wide
range of territory, carrying out in this
way the policy initiated by Gen. Otis.
Filipinos assembled in sufficiently
large numbers to make vigorous as-
saults upon Amerjcan garrisons, who
in some instances suffered distinct re-

verses.
The war department is understood to

have directed Gen. MacArthur to pre-
vent further successful operations by
collecting his'troops in sufficient force
to destroy any bands with which they
may come in conflict. - No important
insurgent operations have occurred for
some days, .and it is believed the execu-
tion is responsible for this.

Gefi.” MacArthur's friénds say he is
handicapped by the absence of troops
in China; but the Fourteenth infantry
left Taku on Saturday for Manila.
