THE TERRIBLE NEAT,

of F
Stated.
New York, July 11,—The fierce heat,
under which the greater pertion of the
country has sweltered sinee the first of
July, moderated in many localities to-
day, and predictions from the Weather
Bureau at Washington indicate that
lower temperatures will bring general re-
lief within 24 hours, The record of
prostrations and deaths resulting from
the lomg-heated term approaches in mag-
nitnde that of a general epidemic. Re-
ports from all sections of the country
received by the Associnted Press show
prostrations numbering in the neighbor-
hood of 2000, with fatalities close to
350. In addition to this there were
scores of deaths resulting indirectly from
the intolerable heat, the death rate in
many of the large cities showing a fear-
ful increase over previous years, The
Central States suffered more severely
than other sections, the heat being most
deadly in Chieago, Cincinnati and St.
Louis. In number of fatalities Chicago
heads the list with 87 deaths, Cinciunati
and suburdan points report n%‘)&’) and
Bt. Louis 42, hroughout the South the
heat intense, but the death rate
much lower than in the North, In New
York City to-day there were 31 pros-
trations, four fatal.

Thousands of Prestrations im the United
Niates.

New York, July 11.—The fierce heat,
under which the greater pertion of the
country bas sweltered sinee the tirst of
July, moderated in many localities to-
day, and predictions from the Weather
Bureau at Washington indicate that
lower temperatures will bring general re-
liet within 24 hours, 7The record of
prostratious and deaths resulting from
the long-heated term approaches in mag-
nitnde that of a general epidemic. Re-
ports from all sections of the country
reccived by -the Associated Press show
prostrations numbering in the neighbor-
hood of 2000, with fatalities close to
350. In addition to this there were
seores of deaths resulting indirectly from
the intolerable heat, the death rate in
many of the large cities showing a fear-
ful increase over previous years, The
Central States suffered more severely
than other sections, the heat being most
deadly in Chieago, Cincinnati and St.
Louis. In number of fatalities Chicago
heads the list with 87 deaths, Cinciunati
and suburdan ints nopon‘ng 65 and
8t.

HOW AUGUSTINE FOUNDED THE
CHURCH OF ENGLAND.

The 1300th Anniversary New Being Cele-
brated at the Ancient Seat of Ecclesi-
astical A i Site of the t
English Cathedral.

There began on the 30th June, at Gan-
terbury, England, after the most elabor-
ate preparations, the observance of the
1300th anniversary of the landing of St.
“Austen the Monk," in
Britain. This saint, acting under orders
from Gregory I., Bishop of Rome, had
gone-to Britain for the purpose of (hris-
tianizing the Anglo-Saxons, who weve
living in a state of barbarism.

In this conmection it will be well to
remark that there were two St. Augus-
tines, one who flourished in the fifth cen-
tury and was known as the theologian.
He lived in Africa, at Hippo. The other
$t. Augustine was a missionary, and he
it was whose hazardous trip from Rome
to Britain in the latter part of the sicth
century made it possible for the estab-
lisbment of the Church of England and
earned for him an everlasting fame.

When Christianity first spiread itself
from Jerusadlem after the uscension of
Christ it went in three directions. One
eourse wax to Rome, amd thenee to Spain

way of Greece into Gaul or Fraunce, and
thence to Britain, and a third went

The branch of the church which was
established in Rome becane the all-pow-
erful ove, and, in the early centuries up
to the reformation, wielded a potent and
eontrolbing mfluence in all watters of
state amd church in the early history of
Europe.

In that time all adherents of the
church, like the soliery, were eharac
terized by an indomitable will bordering
on ferociousness, and spared meither life
wor imterests in advauncing the eause of
the church. At the same time the
meode of living practiped by the priests
and memks was simple in the extreme.
They ate barely enough to sustzim lite,
and the food was of the conrsest. They
speut most of the time in fasting amd
prayer, and underwent all kinds of hard-
ships in order to exemplify by daily ac-
tion their humbleness and comstancy.

educated in a mopastery on the ,Coelian
bill, of whieh his patron, Gregory I,
was abbot. He was soon made prior,
and became famous for his religious en-
thusiasm and his devoutness. Nothing
was too arduons for him to undertake,
and he was never known te complain.
His meckness and humility won for him
the respect of his confreres, even in a
time when nearly everyone was jealous
of another's success, The more the hon-
ors were showered upou Augustine the
more submissive he became to the church
and the more humble his manner, His
physique also stood him in stead, for he
was nearly six feet three inches in his
sandals, and was of a commanding pre-
sence, Like aH Romans, he was of
swarthy eomplexion, and was possessed
of a flashing pair of black eyes, which
cotkl emit a fiery glow when he was
angered, fof angry he could become if
necessity demanded it.

The cirpumstances which led to the
sending of u missionary expedition to
Brittany are best told by a legend which
bas been handed down, and which has
been incorporated in some form in nearly
all of the histories of the early church
struggles. When Gregory, who occu-

jed the Papal chair from A. D. 580 to

M, was abbot of St. Andrew monas-
tery on the Coelian hill in Rome he hap-
pened into the slave market one day in
the year 585. Here he saw three beauti-
ful youug men of about 18 years exposed
for sale.

Food and shelter were furnished
Christian crusaders and the privilege ae-
corded them of preaching and convertipg
whom they could.

Later on ('reﬁ-
ory sent him the pallium of an archbish-
op: and so was created the first Arch-
bishop of Canterbury. At first the me-
tropolis of the ehurch was London, but the
bishop, fearing that the greatness of
London’s King might overtop the church,
had the seat of the church removed to
Canterbury. Augustine them began
erection of a_church, but before it was
(lodicnt%d he had died, and his successor,
Laurentius, completed it.

During all this time he wrote many
works for the good of the church, the
most important of which were the ques-
tions he propounded to Gregory, as to
the condnet of the church and clergy, as
well as his own. He also made a study
of the races about him, He found that
the Anglo-Saxons were idolaters and had
many barbaric customs, The number of
their gods was large, over which Thor
was the omnipotent one. It took years
of hard labor to turn these worshippers
of images and myths to his religions
views, but how well he succeeded can be
attested by the ecclesiastical history of
England.

“ Augustine died in Enzlund, somewhere
between A.D. 604 and 613. 'The exact
year of his death, cannot be determined.

The celebration of the 1300th anniver-
sary of Augustine's landing will be ob-
served from June 30 until Aug. 2. ‘At

A DOCTOR ON SADDLES.

AP of P Says Havd

Seats Are Not Injurious.

Among veteran wheelmen and wheel-
women the opinion is not at all uncom-
mon that of all saddles the hard one is
the best. The novice takes naturally
to a soft seat, but notlipfrequently comes
round after a season oF two to the ex-
perienced rider's way of thinking. . Some
wheelmen in the medical fraternity have
given this matter close atiention, reeovg-
nizing that if injury come from whecling
it will probably be traceable to the saddle
rather than to anything else. Dr. L. C
McElwee of 8St. Louis is among those
of the medical profession who have
studied this matter carefully. So in
terested was he in determining for him
self as to the results of the bicycle exer
cise that he joined a century club, and
in this way was able to acquire a great
amount of valuable information regard
ing wheeling and its effcets, Being
brought into familiar touch with men ac-
customed to ride anywhere from one to
fifty miles at a single sitting, he drew
on their experience for matter on which
to base an intelligent opinion.

INDUSTRIES OF CITIES.

Making of Towns Depends Upon Trivial
Circuwmstances.

Great cities, says The Chautauquin,
are seldom pre-eminent for any particu-
lar line of manufaeture. Their indus-
tries are too mrge and diversified for
any ohe them to show wmarked sn-
periority over adl the rest. Now and then
a great industry of some city is taken
from it. When ships were made of wood
London was the great shipbuilding cen-
tre of the workd. Then iron ships cawe
into use and London has lost her ship-
building trade, which has been trans-
ferred to the Olyde, the Tyne and the
Wear, right at the sources of iron and
coal supplies.

The great vessels in which most ocean
commerce is now carried have severely
affected the intereats of some ports.
Cities that once were seaports are now
inland so far a8 any great amount of
ocean traffic is eon The largest
ships of commerce could once sail up
the Avon to Bristol and the Severn to
‘Gloucester. The far larger ships
BOW carry commerce camnot rench these
places, but are compeclied to stop at

Avonmouth and Cardiff. Cargoes were
formerly landed as far up Thames
as London bridge, but steamers now
have to stop at the docks, some miles
below that point. Bremen was once
one of the workl's greatest comepercial
cities, but her water front is now too
shndlow —for—deep-seavessels, and her |
port is at Bremerhaven, several miles
below. Hamburg, accessible to M
classes of v though 60 miles from
the sca, has reaped the bencfit of Bre-
men's misfortune, which, however, has
not deprived the latter city of a large |
carrying trade, |
The making of a town or city may |
sometimes opon what scems at
first a trivial circumstance. Silk weav- |
mg is confined to towns where the
streams are partionlarly free from im- |
purities. Some waters ave better than
others for silk dyeing, and this fact gives
Leck, England, its pre-eminence, for its
waters are among the bhest for dyecing
purposes in Europe. Burton-on-Tyne is
famous for {te ales. Its superior water
for brewing purposes is its sole
vantage.

A Flexible Metallic Tubing.

The Committce, of Science and Arts
connected with the Franklin Institute,
says The Philadelphia Record, have com-
pleted their invesigation of the merits of
a recently-patented metallic tubing and
report favorably, awarding the John
Scott legacy medal and premium.

This tube consists of the helical coils,
one inside the other, so disposed in re-
Jation to each other that the outside cofl
closes the space between the comvolu-
tions of the insile coil. The inside eoil
is originally wound perfectly close, and
as the outside eoil i wound over it, its
eonvolutions are forced apart, the result-
ing tenison effecting a close fint bhe-
tween the two coils. In the samples sub-
mitted for examination the inside coil is
of circular section, and the outer one of
triangular section, the base of the tri-
angle being on the outside and the apex
on the ikside of the coil.

Tubes which are pot required te be
air-tight (those, for instance, intended
to support incandescent electric lamps)
have the outside coil made of wire, t
section of which is an equilateral tri
angle, while a more obtuse vertical angle
is used for tubes intended to comduct
fluids or gases, 8o f to obtain a greater
normal pressure oh the joint. ~'These
tubes are designed for usc as adjustable
supports for incandescent electric lights,
for conducting oil or other. lubricating
fluids to drills, boring tools, ete.; for
conducting air to blow-plpes, etec.

The Strongest Chain.

The greatest and strongest chain ever
made has but reeently left the Tripton
Green Iron Works, of Parkes & Co., in
England. The gigantic chain is intended
for the British Government wharf at
Chatham, and consists of oval links
forged severally of three and one-half
inch rods. cacthr link being 20 inches long
and 13 wide. In order to strengthen the
chain each link received a cross-picce,
hand-forged, and brazed” to both sides.
The chain will be.used with the large
erane at the wharf, which will be em-
Jloyed in  loading and unloading the
heaviest ordnance or steel forgings into
or from she Britixh men-of-war. Sinece
there was no machinery vailable for
testing a chain of such dimensions the
test was made by actual suspension of a
weight of 400 tons, or 896,000 pounds
from each link.

A Complicated Law Suit.

For three long weary hours, on
Wednesday last, Justices Cawley and
Loverin sat on the bench in the town-
ship hall, Cential st., listening to a
casc of assault avd battery preferred by
Wm. Henry Rowsom, a farmer living
down near the brick school house, a
couple of miles east ot Athens, against
Giles and Chas.

Rowsom’s farm, The evi-
dence given at the hearing is too long
for reproduction, ¢ and only a briet
synopsis will be given.

The cowplainant, Rowsom, conduc-
ted his own case, and at times it took
both the bench and the able lawyer for
the detence to hold him down to law
or reason. Rowsom deposed in his
behalf that on Monday the 5th of July
he had-been-over to—his father’s, who
lives on the - farm adjoining that
worked by the defendants, and on his
way by where the defendants were
working, he saw them leave their work
and start for the road in his direction.
Chas. said to complainant, “ You
licked Giles and now we gre going to
lick you.” He told them to keep
away us he wanted nothing to do with
them. Gites  Connell  grabbed
him and Chas. picked up a stone and
threw it and struck him on the side of
the head. Had a clinch with Giles
and roiled together into the ditch, and
while they were down Chas. kicked
complainant on the head, which caused
the lumps shown to the court. Held
onto Giles, and C. picked up another
stone and handed it to G. and told
him to smash the — — with it.
Let go his bold and got up, when G,
kicked at him viciously. Started for
home making a worse remark to them
than they did to complainant. Chas.
told G. to bi‘e the complainant, think
the scratch on hand wes made by G's.
teeth. In crossyexamination, Rowsom
admitted having had trouble with G.
on several other cccasions, once over a
calf which bad got on complainant’s
farm. He drove the calf up to his
own barn yard and fastened it in. Ao
hour or so afterwards G. came for
the calt.

Newspaper Readers.

Frank L. Stanton, the Geotgia peet,
whose verses are so familiar to all news-
paper readers, is a rare genius and
something more. His only schoel was
the school of adversity. The misfor-

fatherless boy past the doors of aca-
demies and colleges, and he was glad
enough when just emtering his teens
to act as office-boy for Joel Ghandler
Harris on The Sawannah News.

In a short time the boy drifted to a

smaH town in South Carolina, where he

When still a young man he volunteered
his services for an expedition which was
being fitted out for a voyage of dizeov-
ery towards the North Pole, and through
his uncle’s influence he was admitted as
coxswain.

How Sugar Is Whitened.

The way in which sugar is made per-
fectly white, it is said, was found out
in a curious way. A ben that had gone
throungh a clay mud puddle went with
her muddy feet into a sugar house, It
was observed by some one that
wherever the trcks were the sugar was
whitened. This led to some experiments,
The result was that the wet clay came
to be used in refining sugar.

It is used in this way: The sugar is
put into earthen jars, shaved as you see
the sugar loaves are. The largest ends
are upward. The smaller ends have a
hole in them, The jar is filled with sugar,
the clay is put over the top and kept
wet. The moisture goes down throu
the sugar, and drops from the hole in the
small end of the jar. This makes the

The Turks and Kurds enter
the houses of Armenians in
the men and then outrage their wives,
sisters and daughters hefore their eyea.
