At the
same time they will be given a chance
to make & good, safe investment of
auy available funds they may be in
possession of, sn investment that is
not only safe but will returs good
dividends.

Iu the course of a lew weeks the
sewer bonds of the towu, amounting
to something like $30,000, will fall
due, and will bave to be nnewed
There is in the sinking fnnd abou®
$8,000 towards retiring these bonds,
and the balance will have to be pro-
vided for by a new loan, This should
not be a difficult proposition as Woll-
ville’s credit is good in the money
market, lavestmeot brokers say our
bonds are in greater demand than
those of any other tows inm Novs
Scotia. The state of the mopey mar-
ket, however, is ot this time such as
to make the undertaking a wuch
more difficult one than it would be st
normal times,

It has occurred to those baving the
matter in bend that the amount re-
quired by the town might easily be
bandled by the citizens and that this
would be an opportune time to make
a trial of the scheme, sugzested at
different times, to offer town bonds to
our owa people in such denominations
as would be desired by those with
small amonnts to invest. It is pro-
posed to begin at once and make 8
canvas of the town, These bonds
will bear interest at the rate of 5%
per cent., paysble hall.yearly, which
is considerably more than is given by
saviogs bavks, and the investment is
just as safe,

We trust that our people generally
will view the idea fayoralily and give
all the assistence in their power to
ensure the snccess of the undertaking
Those who bave charge of the fivan-
cial sffa.rs of the town are doing
splendid work under wousual and ad-
verse conditions, and deserve, and
rightfully should expect, that the cit-
izens should be interested and glad 1o
render help.

In 1974 Sir Willred I, urier's
Government consolidated that law,
and by adding a few words to remove
doubt made it abso'utely clear that
the men of Canada can be compelled
in the discietion of Government lo
give militery service outside of Can
ada for the defence of the country
That principle jeceived unanimous
approval in 19 4 and is the law today
Sir Robert Borden’s Bill reduces the
ages of service to men between twen-
ty and forty-five. Upder the law of
i9c4 selection was made by ballot,
That means blind chance, Upder the
Laurier law men who are ewployed in
such necessary work as mining, mu-
nition making, farming, fishing and
shipbui'ding might be dragged away
from their employmenet and sent
overseas, Under the law which Sir
Robert Borden provides that shall not
happeu, His law provides for a selec-
tive system which will prevent any
man, whose service is more usefui in
Canada than overseas, from being
taken away from that employment.
In other words iustead of depending
upon blind chance there will be the
exercise under the Borden law of
common sense in the selection of men

It is time for us to put a stop to
the emigration from this Province--
in fact the time is overdue. We have
got to take action, for the number of
young men and women who leave
their old homes to take up new posl-
tions and make new homes in dis-
tant provinces and across the border
is growing greater every year,

While the western provinces of
Canada have gone ahead by leaps
and bounds, the Province of Nova
Scotia has done little more than
hold its own. Our population has
remained almost STATIONARY FOR
YEARS AND YEARS, the steady
emigration of our young men and
women making up for the immi-
grants brought here at great expense
and making up for the boys and

girls brought into the world,

This is peculiarly a subject to interest the moth-
ers of Nova Scotia for it is their hearts that are
wrung when the sons and dauchters of Nova
Scotia leave the land of their birth to face forth
into the great unknown ‘The words here set
down then are addressed to them. And every
woman in the province is asked to give them
Ler earnest thought,

There are three main features about this emi-
gration of our youth, strength and up.nnhul
First, there is the loss to them of association
with their parents and all that this province has
cyme to mean to them; second, there is the loss
to the province of her yunm nnd future; third,
there is the loss to you, mothers of Nuvn Scotia,
of vour children,

Every Nova Scotian would rather
live in the land of his birth if the
opportunities were there. They have
grown up to love its rock-bound,
wild coasts, its mountains, valleys
and streams; they have learned its
inspiring history of great men and
great deeds; they have wished to
emulate those who have gone before
them,

But as they have grown to maturity they have
discovered that there are not the opportunities in
their native province that are to bhe found in
Quehec, Ontario, the West and the United Stat

es  There are opportunities in Nova Scotia
yes, but not as great as those of many of the
other parts of the Dominion. Why? Just e
cause we bave not that buy-at-home boost and
optimism that permestes the people of. those

other sections of Canada, They keep their mon
ey home to build up their own communities; we
send ours away when we should spend it in our
oun home towns. Is it not right, mothers of
Nova Scotia?

Again, the loss to the province of this emi
gration of her sons and daughters is incalcu-
luble, Because there was no concerted effort to
censerve our resovrces to build up our own
province, because people thought only of wheth-
er they could buy a yard of cloth cheaper away
than at home, there was no enthusiasm to de-
velop our own resources, So the sons and daugh-
ters of Nova Scotia have gone away to become
great engineers, doctors,jlawyers, contractors,
merchants and educationists, in the - upbuilding
of other provinces. They might have been re-
tained to the advantage of Nova Scotia, But
there was not the buy-at-hcme boost, get-to-
gether spirit among our people, and we lost
them. Is it not right, mothers of Nova Scotia?

Thirdly, there is the loss to you of seeing
your uldren one by one leave you, to live far
‘away in ‘the
the United States, Vou have felt .y the
parting and feared for these who left you for the
big centres of the country, They went for great-
er opportunities and you conudered their going
inevitable,

It was inevitable and will continue to be so
until they find the encouragement in this proy-
ince necegsasy to keep them.

BUILDING RULES MOST STRICT

Those of S8witzerland Designed to Give
Protection to Adjacent Prop-
erty Owners.

A peculiar bullding regulation is in
force in most parts of Switserland, It
I8 required that before the erection of
& new bullding, frames or screeds
must be erected to mark out the shape

|of the bullding in profilé as well as

in plan. In practice this amounts to
erecting at each angle of the bullding
& pole or mast with a projecting tri-
angular frame attached to it at the
cornice level to indicate the height
and projection of the cornice. The
buflding law of the canon Zurich re
quires that the framework shall be
erected when the plans are submitted
for approval by the public authorities,
The purpose of the rule apparently is
to bring out, in advance of construc-
tion, the architectural relations of the
bullding to adjoining structures and
to the districts In which it lles, both
for alding the municipal authorities in
passing upon the plans from the archi-
tectural viewpoint and giving the
owners an opp ty to
judge of the effect of the proposed
new buflding upon their interests,

Velocity of Light,

The first determination of the ve-
locity of light was made by Romer in
1676. The method was based upon the
observation of the eclipses of Jupiter's

h of qt re-
currence and easy of observation. As-
suming that light required time where-
In to move from ‘place to place through
space, the interval between successive
sclipses would appear too short when
the earth is approaching Jupiter and
too long when the earth is receding
therefrom. Romer found in his obser-
vations that such was the case and
that the interval was conditioned by
the rate of speed at which the earth
‘hanged places relatively to Jupiter.
from these constants Romer computed
that light expended about sixteen and
one-half minutes In crossing the
sarth’s orbit. From this is deduced a
velocity of about 186,600 miles & mec-
nd.—Harper's Weekly. i

The
manner in which the war loans have
beens oyersubscribed miy be taken
as another indication of flood
war presperity in Canada {oday.
But what of the period after the
war? W2l this prosperity live? Will

Camada at the close of the war be

able to maintain the big balance of

trade in her favor which is now be-

ing piled up at the rate of half a

billion Jollars per year? When the

demand for munitions cease, will we
be able to transfer all these factories
to normal trade conditions and still

bhold this war-time prosperity?
Accepting the possibility that the
war will continue for another year
or more, it is time we were evolving
some plan to care for these after

war conditions. But to plan s not
enough. We must act. That
~pda faces a serious situation in this
approaching ante-war period is pre-
dicted in the history of the Civil War
in the United States, where con-
ditions In the Northern States were
quite similar In many respects to
those which now prevail in Canada.

From 1862 on to the close of the
war, the Northern BStates showed
prosperity on every hand. The rald-
ing parties from the Confedirate
Army breaking through joto Penn-
sylvania carried back to the hall-
starved South stories that Northern
Industries were going ahead as If the
nation was running upon a well-
organized peace schedule, instead of
being engaged in a momentous clvil
war, The Chicago Tribune near the
close of the war sald, “Commerce,
business, manufgctuyes and labor arg
poing ahead as in a profound peace,
save with more fmpetus and whirl-
ing activity than peace eéver knew.
The New York Economist, however,
pointed out that much of the ap-
parent prosperity was fictitious. It
declared that the laboring people
were suffering because of war condl-
tions, because wages had Increased
ouly about 127, while the cost of
living had more than doubled. Pro-
fessor Roland P, Falkner, a recog:
nized statistical authority ef that
day, presented {wo important com-
elusions after a careful stirdy of civil
war condition: 'During the war
period the advance in wages vas not
commensurate with the advance v
prices.” The late Nelson W. Ald-
rich, the great economist of the
United Btates Benate, reviewed the
apparent prosperity during and after
the Civil War in the following:
“Money wages responded with un.
mistakable slowness to the, Inflating
influence of the civil war.’ In 1865
when prices stnod at 217 as compared
with 100 in 1860, wages had only
touched 143"

We find also that the demand for
Jabor was the greatest in the hia‘ory
of the States, up to that perlod. The
extensive recruiting from the farms
and farming districts, and the extra
ordinary demands of the munition
plants, brought a shortage of labor
everywhere. During the last two
yoars of the Civil War many of the
farms in the Central Western States
Femal idle because it was Impos

- |mecessity for

-
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sible to secure help. From 1863 to
1866 immigralion ircm Euroge L0 the
United Sistes luciosd ' w rapid
rate, yet the dewand ior lalorers was
80 great that Cougross suv Ut to
enact laws to still further incre:se
this immigiation.

According to Rhodes” “History of
the United States,” it was tradition
in skilled labor circies that times
were hard just before the war and
began to be good during the Civil
War., According to this aatlority
the wage-earning mechanfes bought
lots and saved mouey during the
war period, while the clerks, teach-
ers and ers on & salary basls suf-
fered.

Al the close of the war there was a
rapid spread of enthusjasm for a con-
tinuation of the so-callod prosperity.
New enterprises were launched on
every hand; speculation was rife.
The returniog soldler farmers ml-
grated in large parties to fertile val-
loys tributary to the Mississippl.
This broadening of the agricultural
situation brought a demand for
more rall mileage and something
more than 16,000 miles were cou-
structed fn the West from 1865 to
1878, This work brought employ-
ment to thousands. The first annual
report of the Commissioner of Labor,
published in 1886, reviews this con-
struction period, as follows:

“The stimulation jo all industries

tive enterprises undertaken, the ex-
tension of credits, and the slacken-
Ing of production necessarily caused
a reaction; but the period was hard.
1y spoken of by business men as one
of any particular hardehip. People
for a while began to be conservative,
but the fmpetus engendered by the
war could pot be overcoine and {t
was not until the crash of 1873 that
the effects of undue excitement {n all
branches of business and trade were
thoroughly realized.”

Comparing these Civil Wayr con.
ditiong with those prevalling in Cans
ada, we see many danger signals.
The most important of these is the
re-organizing produc.
ton upon a sound and - ecomomic
basis after our great munition plants
have fulfilled their function, and for
increasing our agricultural producs
tion,

We take pride In the large agriculs
tural produection in Canada, yet it is
startling the great quantities of
farm producis we purchase every
year from the United States. The
fiaports for 1913 shows thot we
bought 6,041,000 dozen more eggs
than we goid the Americans, and that
we consumed a quarter of a million
pounds of butter made across the ling
and sold them practically nothing,
We purchased 300,000 pounds more
cheese from guy neighbors to the
south than we sold them, and we
pald §100,000 fn duty upon $1,000 000
worth of tomatoes grown in the
States, We even bought 500,000
bushels of potatoes more than we
sold.

Canada ought to produce all this
farm produce within her own borders
and have a balance for sale in the
world markets.

It is estimated that mome 200,000
workers are now employed upon
munitions, and that 76% of this
pumber will require different employ-
ment after the war. We will have
some 200,000 goldiers returning te
our shores after the war, of whinh
number, it is estimated, we will be
{called upon to find employment. for
{fully 150,000, Tn addi'fon, there will
be, quite probably, a flood of immi-
gration to add to the laber market,
A practical scheme: for re-or
#Ing our manufacturing production
should ' em a plan to induce
American. manufacturers to bulld
branch plants in Canada, We must
make a study of the market possi
bilitfes which our manufacturers will
have at home and among the entente
nations sfter the war, i
These Afterd{he-War problems are
worthy of the best effor's of our
freatest statesmen and H:lnkenf‘
Canada hos won nationhood through
her part in the great war on I)ehll!I
of the Empire. Bhe holds an oppory
tunity to develop into a world power|
