MONTROSE WRIGHT

- BELIEVES THE STORY

But Almost Everyone Else Pronounces the Alleged Confes-
sion In the Kinrade Case to be a Palpable Fake.

Mr. Kinrade Received the News -Quietly, But With Some
* Surprise—Similar “Confessions” In Noted Cases.

’
Truth is still clamoring at the closéd
door of the great Kinrade murder mys-
tery, the sensational tragedy that set
half a continent talking last winter and
spring.

The startling despatch cabled from

London yesterday that a man who had
confessed to being the slayer of Ethel
Kinrade, was under arerst there, fanned
into a blaze the smouldering interest in
the celebrated case, and Hamilton was
once more asking itself if there is a pos-
sibility yet that the baffling mystery
will be solved.

The police and those who have been
in close touch with the case hold out

little hope. They stamp the London

story as a fake or the dream of a crazy

man. The despatch, they think, bears

the earmarks of a frand. Tt was wired

to a Montreal paper, and reads as fal-
lows:

“A man named Edward William Bed-
fort has confessed to the police that he
murdered Ethel Kinrade at Hamilton
last February. He says he did it at
the instigation of another man whose
name he does not remember. He says|
he got 8500 for the job.” !

The theory of the police that the story
is untrue is supported by the following
despatch received last night from Lon
don:
“The officer in charge of Scotland
Yard informs the Canadian Associated
Press that he has heard nothing abdut
the reported confession of a man named
Bedfort in the Kinrade murder case.”
The Times was the first paper to bul-
letin the report yesterday afternoon,
and the news travelled fast and far.
Peonle were anxious to know if there
was any truth in it and were eager to
get further details.
MR. KINRADE INTERVIEWED.

A few minutes after the news was re-
ceived here a  Times reporter found
Thomas L. Kinrade, father of the mur-
dered girl, sitting in the lobby of the
Waldorf Hotel, chatting to a friend. Mr.
Kinrade was called aside and told of
the startling news.

Mr. Kinrade seemed greatly surpris-
ed, but he showed no visible emotion
when the reporter told him that a Lon-
don cable announced that a man who
confessed to slaying his daughter was
under arrest.

“Degg me, is that 50?” he said quietly.
“It is the first I have heard about it.”

He courteously thanked the mewspa-
per man for conveying the information
to him. “No doubt there will be more
details in later despatches,” he said
quietly, and walked away, as though
relsctant to talk about the matter until
mose detailed information arrived.

Hides that are used in the manufac
ture of .shoes have takem a jump from
10 to 15 per cent., and the fact of the
marufactufrers having to pay more for
the raw material means the increuse of
the price,

Local wholesalers say the wholesale
purchasing of leather in this country by
dealers from across the line is brought
about by the large export trade in boots
and shoes from the States to foreign
countries, particularly Japan.

Quite recently rubbers took a jump
from 10 to 15 per cent., and dealers say
it is not unlikely that they will advance
even higher, as the shortage of crude
rubber is becoming acute.

Rivers Wilssa to Retire From the
Presidency.

Premotion Ielﬂu«lh For Mr. Hays
_ and Mr. Smithers.

Montreal, Oct. 11.—The following spe-
cial cable was reccived here to-day from
London: It is understood on good aw-
thority that the arrangement of the
Grand Trunk directorate is practically
settled. After much trying discussion,
Sir Charles Rivers Wilson retjres from
the Presidency. Suggestions wire press-
ed on the board that, seeing the recent
course of Grand Trunk finances and the
exoeptionally heavy demands on British
h_vlltorl, the Presidency should remain
with an Englishman of acknowledged
prominence, selected from outside the
present board room, but this suggestion
clashed with the obvious necessity of
strengthen the hands of Mr. Hays, and
the executive in Canada, by giving them
control over the road, comparable with
that of the Canadian Pacific executive.

Qut of these discussions arose the
proposal that the Grand Trunk follow
the Canadian Pacific example to the ex-
tent of securing a sort of dual control
through the President and Chairman,
one of whom would be in England, the
other in Canada. Mr. Hays and Mr/
Smithers, now Vice-President of the
Grand Trunk, are named as océypants
of these two positions.

At the Grand Trunk offices here
nothing is' known of the t’eau fore-
castétl in the above despatch.

A NAVY WAR «CIL.
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CROP REPORT.

Conditions in the Dominion at End
of September.

Ottawa, Oct. 1L—The monthly bul-
letin of census and statisties bureau
giving conditions of field crops
throughout the Dominion at the end
of September, shows that in quality

as well as in quantity, this years h
vest is of record- breaking  vari
Reports of reliable correspondents in
all sections of the country show that,
as compared with the report at the
same date last year, the average qual
ity of spring wheat is 83 to 75 per
cent. of a standard; of oats,, 84 to 75
of barley, 81 to 71; of rye, 81 to 73;

ar

of peas, 81 to 63; of beans, 92 to
75: buckwheat, 86 to 74; of mixed
gruina, 89 to 75; of flax, 87 to 68; and

of corn for husking, 87 to 82. In the
Northwest Provinces, where the bulk of
the field grain is produced, the averages
of quality are uniformly high. Compar-
et with last year, spring wheat in Mani-
toba is 87 to 81 per cent. of a standard;
oats, 86 to 73; and barley, 85 to 68. In
Suskatchewan, wheat is 93 to 61; oats,
94 to 67, and barley, 91 to 58, In
Alberta spring wheat is 89 to 77; oats,
90 to 84, and barley, 84 to 80. These
high qualities applied to a total out-
put of 350,000, bushels at the high-
.ost market prices realized in a quar-
ter of a century are an indication of
the country’s fortune, reached from the
soil of the prairies this year. In all
the Provinces as well as in the north-
west, the records of grain crops are
satisfactory.
Rust, the -joint worm,
storms did some injury in parts of
Prince ward Tsland; drouth re-
tarded plant growth in the Anmapolis
«Valley of Nova Seotia; heavy rains
caught the ' grain of New Brunswick
in thé“stock; and early frosts and
grasshoppers have Jowered the aver-
ages of oats and barley in Quebec,
Rut the loss from these causes will not
he seriously felt anywhere.
The reports for Ontario are better
than those for the end of August, and,
except ‘for a ~plague of grasshoppers

She
claims she brought Sophia from Poland
at an expense of $150.

The prosecution charges that Mrs.
Buzalski insured the girl's life for $196
and had insured many other girls for
whom she got positions. After the girl's
death, the Coroner investigated and
found forty-three grains of arsenic in
the stomach. Mrs. Buzalski claimed she
gave the girl some white powders, but
under the doctor’s orders. The three doo-
tors in the case were called and it was
found that two of the prescriptions left

never filled, but were left on the table
in her house.

The prosecution will try to prove that
the girl was murdered for the insur-

ance money. Charles E. Cromley, for
the defence, will set up the suicide
theory.

“New dncline Railway For Head

Citncil Decides to- Piirchose the
Fitch Property.

Next year's Coumecil will consist of
twenty-one aldermen, four controllers and
the Mayor. The Council settled that last
night, when it voted on a 18-5 division
10 submit a by-law to the electors in
January providing for the division of the
city into eight wards for the election in
1911, with two aldermen from each.

The motion to strike out the Finance
Committee’s recommendation dividing the
city into five wards, with three from
each, was made by Ald. Allan, seconded
by Ald. Farmer.

Ald. Allan, seconded by Ald. Jutten,
moved that instead the Council remain
as at present for next year, and that a
by-law be submitted in January for the
division of the city into eight wards, re-
ducing the number of aldermen to two
from each ward. This would provide for
the ammexed district next year.

In amendment to the amendment, Ald.
Leés moved that the city be divided into
six wards, with three aldermen from
each. The people he did not think want-
ed Little hole in the corner wards. The
arrangement he suggested would avoid
the necessity of submitting a by-law
to the people. It would give a Couneil
of twenty-three members, one more than
At present.

e aldermen laughed when Ald. Lees
mentioned the “skidoo” number. All
Forth seconded Ald. Lees’ amendment
to the amendment.

Ald. Farmer advocated the eight ward
arrangement as the most equitable divi-
sion of population, and called attention
to the difficulty the Board of Fducation
would be drawn intu if there was a
emalier division. .

Ald. Peregrine frankly admitted that
he preferred the election at large sys-
tem, and sald that other cities that
tried the ward system. such as Toronto.
would welcome a réturn to the election
at large. Twelve aldermen, four con-
trollers and the Mayor was a big enough
Council to govern the city. Ald. Pere
grine strongly denounced sectional jeal-
ousy, and said the way to avoid it was
to have large wards. He predicted .th-n
within two or three years Hamilton
would be voting at large a ain.

“I think it would be less cumbersome
and the city would be more fairly gov-
erned,” said: Ald. Crerar, “if the alder-
men were elected at large.”

He objected to reducing the number
of aldermen, because the controllers
would not dvote all their time to city
business, any more than the aldermen
did now.

Ald. Ellis was prepared to move an
other amendment providing for the sub-
mrission of a by-law for the election of
aldermen and controllers at lu{-.». The
Gity Clerk, however, informed him that
Hamiiton had to stick to the ward sys-
tem for five years.

Omly three aldermen voted for Ald.
Lees’ amendment to divide into six
wards. They were Ald. Lees, Forth and
Robsoy. .

Qutlay Fer New Buildings in Japan
Will be Provided For.

Ottawa, Oct, 11.—The General Mission
Board of the Methodist Church devoted
the greater part of to-day’s sittings to
the various sub-

receiving reports of
committees appointed to deal with the
problems before the board.

The most important report adopted
was that on the estimates for the ensu-
ing year, presented by Mr. N. W, Rowell,
K. C. The board endorsed the recom-
mendation of the committee providing
for an annual increase of 50,000 in the
expenditure on missions during the next
five years, this increase to be divided
equally between home and foreign mis-
sions. This will mean that at the end
of five years the Methodist Church will
be spending annually about $800,000 on
missions, or a quarter of a million more
than was spent last year. The report
also provided that the outlay for a new
plant and buildings in Japan shall be
met ount of the sale of other mission pro-
perty there and that the cost of the
mission buildings in West China be de
frayed from the reserve fund from lega-
cies,

In respect to co-operation in the home
mission fields with other denominations
a report was adopted that the board
should memorialize the general confer-
ence to consider the whole question with
a view to securing greater co-wperation.
On recommendation of the Committee on
Indiau Missions, it was decided to grant
$£150 per year as compensation to the
Indian fathers who sent their children
away from home to attend school.

A grant of 00 was authorized for
mission buildings and sites in New On-
tario and the Northwest and a grant of
£6,000 was made for a kindergarten m-
stitute at Winnipeg, provided the Win-
ripeg City Mission Board raised at least
an equal amonnt.

OF ALFONSO

Threatened If ;-l;._l"erm is Exe-
cuted at Barcelona.

His Popularity With His Subjects
Will Not Save Him.

Crewds Attack Spanish Comulute;
in Zurich and Amsterdam.

Paris, Oct. 11.—There has been a
marked increase this autumn in the
membership of the Spanish colony in
Paris, and, according to a leading
house agent, there has been an un-
precedented number of apartments reut-
ed by Spaniards.

A prominent Spanish politician, in
an interview to-day, attributed this ro-
ticeable increase in the Spanish popuia-
tion of Paris to the unsettled poiitical
conditions in Spain. ‘““There are two
men in Spain the present moment,”
said this politician, ‘“whose lives are
in danger, King Alfonso and Prof. Fer-
rer, the alleged instigator of the recent
riots at Barcelona, who has been on
trial by court-martial and who is ~e-
ported to have been found guilty of
treason, If Ferrer is executed the King
will die within two months. Ferrer is a
hero. The King is a demi-god and is be-
loved by his subjects, but if he ratifies
Ferrer's death sentence he will be a
doomed man.”

Many of the vessels which had been
swept from their moorings during the
blow yesterday afternoon ma to
ride out the storm during the night and
limped back to their piers this morning,
but between sixty and seventy-fivé boats
of all descriptions were wrecked. Tt is
feared a number-of lives were lost on
these vessels.

In the city whole blocks of frame
structures were razed, brick housas also
fell before the gale, while the great to-
bacco factories and warehouses suffered
considerable damage, It will probably
be several \\'Pekig'lr@dofrt- they will be
able to resume operations.

The city jail is filled to overflowing
with vandals captured hy the militia,
and police, during the night, Thieves
began operations as soon as the fury of
the storm had abated, the wrecking of
the electric light plant having plunged
the city into rglurknm. The Mayor im-
mediately took stringent measures to
cope with the situation, and proclaimed
martial law. The Key West Guards
were called out and patrolled the streets
during the night. The United States
Government has been called on for as
sistance in the storm-swept territory.

Hundreds are homeless to-day, and are
being cared for in ehurches, schools and
other roomy structures which eseaped
the fury of the ‘storm. The rations are
being distributed by the city authorities
and it is expected help will arrive dur-
ing the day from the State.

TWELVE LIVES LOST.

Havana, Oct. 12.—Communication be-
tween this city and interior points, which
was interrupted when yesterday's storm
tore down the telegraph and telephone
wires, had not been renewed to-day. Re-
ports from nearby places indicate that
the  property loss, especially to the
westward, has been heavy, but that
there were few fatalities. Four bodies
have been discovered amid the rujms of
falien homes here, and it is now believed
that twelve lives were lost in this eity#
At least half of the lighters that were
in the harhor when the storm broke
were sunk or stranded and the work of
louding and discharging cargoes has
been interfered with in a way to seri-
ously affect the shipping interests.

DANGER PAST.

Washington, Oct. 12.— All danger of
points on the Gulf of Mexico and Atlan-
tic coast from the West Indian hurri
cane, which wrecked Key West yester
doy and Swept northeasterly over Flori
da has passed, according to the weather
bureau to-day. The tropical storm, af.
ter passing over Key West, crossed the
Florida peninsula and went out to sea
at Miami. The disturbance is now con-
tinuing with unabated forece northeast-
erly along the gulf stream, and is head
ing toward the Bermudas.

Louisville, Ky., Oct. 12.—S8traggling
reports to  the weather bureau this
morning indicate that yesterday's hursi
cane was closely following the gulf
stream, up the Aalintic coast.

DIRECTION OF STORM.
