On that
day a series of festivities witl com-
mence, which will include Court
Lalls, grand representations at the
Imperial opera and the theatres, a
coucert of the celebrated Vienna
Mauner Gessangverein, and many
other rejuicings, culminating on the
14th in the entry of the bride into
Vienna. The wmarriage cersimony
will be performed on the evening of
the 15th, the Cardinal Archbishop of
Vienna officiating. It is reported
that Prince William, heir presump-
tive to the German Imperial Crown,
will represent his family at the wed-
ding.

A FOURTH ATTEMPT TO KILL
THE CZAR.

The St. Petersburg correspondent
of the Times snys:—According to
vhe St. Petershurg Vedomosti of this
week, a fourth attemmpt against the
life of the Czar was made last year
in addition to the three which took
place between April, 1879, and April
of this year, and which' becomves
universally known. This fourth
attempt, it appears, has been kepu
secret up to a very short Limg ago.
‘The Vedomosti stated that last year,
presumably during the Czar’s stay
at Livadia, about three poods of
dynamite were laid beveath the
Lazovaya-Sebastopul line ot raii-
way, not far from the village of
Alexandrofsk, by means of a sub-
terranean passage bored beneati:
the railway bank from a ravine
which effectually convealed the
operation from the guards of pass.

AGRICULTURAL EDUCATION.
—_

TaE Sackville Post too is of the
opinion that we should have agricul-
tural education for our farmers sons,
and thinks that the Board at its first
meeting should move in this direc-
tion. We are precisely of the same
way of thinking, and if we are not
much mistaken the establishment of
a college, of three or four professors
of agriculture, and a model farm
choicely stocked in New Brunswick,
has for some time past been the desire
of at least one member of the Local
Government, Hon. Michael Adams.
‘We should therefore not be much sur-
prised if the Board wouid take the
preliminary steps in this matter at its
first meeting ; and the prelimiary step
would be to draw up a resolution en-
dorsing this view, and presenting the
same to the Executive Government.

We think the time has now come
when the farmers of this country
should be put on the same footing as
others. They contribute largely to
the maintenance of our school system,
but they derive the least benefit from
it. We all know that we are far be-
hind the age in farming and stock
raising in this country; and that as a
rule those wko settle down on the
farm have little ambition to try any-
thing else. All the aspiring youth
from the country, either become tea-
chers, go to town to-look for a situ-
ation, or go away to seek their for-
tunes, disdaining to take the plough
handle for a living as their fatheis had
done. Indeed the most of boys in
country places who can read and
write well, are too big to work about
a farm; while for those who attend
high school the degrading work is
quite out of the question. This is be-
cause farming conducted at ite best, is
said to be a work which anybody can
do; it requires no education they
say, and consequently is not high
toned enough for a young lad who
can say ‘‘Mensa mensae, mensae,
mensam, etc. Anybody can sow oats,
or buckwheat, and it is no great art
to plough—and what s a ploughman
anyway! So off they go. and leave
their poor old fathers to grub it out,
their backs bent to the field.

This state of affairs  should
be brought to an end, but under
existing things our Free Scheols only
make it worse—educating the youth
into idea! men, and not giving them
any tastes for the rough realities of
life. Who wants to hear the brindled
COW ¢ 1M00-00-0 EVery moruing it
the bars, who has heard Ulysses
thunder under the walls of Troy in
Homer?” g

Theretore we repeat, farming and
its kindred employment should be
raised to the level of a science, should
be taught in college a3 the other
sciences ave; and instead then of dis
daining to do the work of which Cin-
cinnatus was not ashamed, ambitious
country youths will take pride in being
scientific farmers.

We may say that the small tuition
fee would almost maintain the running
expenses of the institation. A farm
large enough to supply the hay and
grain for the model stock might be
attached to the college, and the sowing
and harvesting could be done by the
students.
