Canadians Recaptured
Their Four Lost Guns

In a Brilliant Charge They'Recaptured Their Four 
Guns and Took Many Prisoners

London, April 24—The War Office 
today gave out the following official 
note:

"The fight for the round Into 
which the Germans penetrated be 
tween Steenstraate and Langemarck 
still continues. The loss of this 
part of the line laid bare the left of 
the Canadian division, which was 
forced to fall back in order to keep 
In touch with the right of the neigh­
boring troops.

“In the rear of the latter had been 
four Canadian 4.7 guns, which time 
passed into the hands of the enemy. 
But some hours later the Canadians 
made a most brilliant and successful 
advance, recapturing these guns and 
taking a considerable number of Ger­
man prisoners, including a colonel.

"The Canadians had many casual­
ties, but their gallantry and determin­
ation undoubtedly saved the situa­
tion.

"Their conduct has been magnifi­
cent throughout."

Ottawa, April 24—The 4.7 guns 
with the Canadian division are part 
of the heavy artillery brigade. They 
are 60 pounders from Montreal un­
der the command of Major Frank C. 
Magee, of the heavy artillery battery 
of Montreal. The officers are Major 
F. C. Magee, St. John; Capt. G. E. 
Hall, Montreal, Lieut. W. A. Irving, 
Quebec; Lieut. J. A. Ryan, Montreal; 
and Lieut. W. H. Robb, Montreal.

London, April 26—Canada loomed 
up prominently on the bulletin boards 
of the Saturday evening newspapers 
In London. "Canadians Saved the 
Situation," "Well Done Canadians," 
and "Bravo Can: da." These were 
some of the headlines which appear­
ed. In reference to this evening’s 
statement from the War Office the 
Evening News says:

“The War Office gives us, In this 
mensMft. kind of prompt news 
we want. Today’s glorious bulletin 
will live always in the military chron­
icler the Empire. The despatch 
re that the left of our line wlylch 
wma 'unavoidably left uncovered by 
the French retirement, wee held by 
the Canadians, who were In the first 
battis line and eager for the daah. 
The Gofmans did not capture their 
gnne. They fell Into them when the 
Canadians wpre swept back. Later, 
and with what Impetuoelty and grim 
resolution wo are left to Imagine, the 
Canadians made a counter-attack and 
retook the four guns they had left 
behind, and also made Gorman pris­
oners. Unhappily their casualties 
were heavy, but nil around the Em­
pire win re-echo the praloo of the 
War Office for their conduct”

Amsterdam (via London), April 
The Telegraph* correspondent 

at Routers, reports severe fighting on 
the line of Morrslsde and Passehend- 
ache, In Belgium, near Poeleappelie 

Ml Langemarck, with numerous

wounded and killet*. Near Moorslede 
a great military cemetery has been 
located, where thousands already are 
burled. The church nt Moorslede is 
filled with wounded. The German 
field artillery Is posted fouth of 
Moorslede with six horses for each 
gun in constant readiness to move to 
another place. Owing to the success­
ful reconnoitering of the Allies’ air­
men, the .heavy guns were located 
north of Moorslede.

From its Bruges correspondent the 
Telegraph learns that the people ex­
pect a strong attack by the Germans 
to cross the Vser, in order to force 
their way to Fumes and Dunkirk Red 
Cross trains, some of 30 carriages, 
were inc«s. an‘ly passing Bruges 
with wounded all week, almost with­
out Interruption. Between the Yser 
and Bruces, the Allies’ air attacks 
are of dally occurrence, and many 
soldiers have been killed in the flat 
country.

London, April 26—While a semi-of­
ficial statement Issued at Paris last 
night seeks t0 minimize the import­
ance of the action at Langemarck, 
accusing the Germans of magnifying 
their success In order to influence 
neutral coi|ntrlec, London of taches 
the greatest Importance to the oper­
ations. ‘

The London Times military corres­
pondent till" mornlwg says:

"Some think that this will be the 
greatest battle of the war, but the 
Allies are well prepr rod to meet any 
German offensive In this quarter, 
and it need not be considered that 
there is most danger where there is 
most noise."

The London Times correspondent 
In Northern France says:

"The second battle of Flanders has 
begun. The enemy has been long 
and carefully preparing for It, and 
was biding his time, waiting for a 
favorable moment to develop hla at­
tack, but the unexpected capture of 
Hill 60 had a double effect, upsetting 
the enemy’s calculations and compell­
ing him to postpone If not to aban­
don hla contemplated attack on the 
British position, and to disclose hie 
hand In a premature attack on the 
French lines to the north."

Folkstone, England, April 26—The 
Canadians are holding their line fast 
and quick to adapt themselves to 
conditions, thousands of khaki hand­
kerchiefs hrve appeared as If by 
magic and as poisonous shells come 
over and buret In front of the trench­
es these kerchiefs are tied over the 
Canadians’ mouths and noatrlla and 
the line looks like a regiment of 
cowboys on a wes^rrn plain.

The French and Bel clans have had 
to bear the worst of these new at­
tacks, but the Canadians bad one of 
their own and captv red another a 
few yards ahead, bringing In some 
more of the wounded who etlM re­

main out in tlu- terrible Hinterland.
There ore many brave officers 

gone; but some may turn up again, 
as hourly yellow stained, still dazed 
figures aJb coming into our trenches.

Ottawa, April 26—With perhaps a 
hundred officers figuring in the list 
of dead and wounded, grave fears 
are expressed that this number will 
bt augmented by greater and sever­
er losses among the non-commission­
ed officers and men.

The grim realties and terrific toll 
•/ war have been brought home to 
the Canadian people in the past 
twenty-four hours in a manner never 
before realized.

Yesterday morning came the firs1 
casualty list from the titanic battle 
at Langemarck, and with one excep­
tion all were reported wounded. It 
led to hopes that while suffering dis­
abilities and wounds, the death toll 
had largely been escaped. The 
cables last night, bringing tidings of 
the death of over twenty valiant of­
ficers and augmenting the list of 

I wounded, told a differ nt story.
I Today there is filtering into the 
Militia Department additional lists, 
which intensify the already terrific 
tale of death and b'oodshed, but 
showing the Canadi ns fighting glor­
iously and valorously for the tradi­
tions of the Empire and the cause of 
liberty and freedom.

Mr. Cr..mmond added that there 

was not much prospect of Germany's 
war policy being seriously affected by 
a shortage of food supplies until at 
least the expiration of the first 10 or 
11 months of the war. The coat of 
the war to the British empire repre­
sented about one twentieth of the 
wealth of the British empire, and If 
the war should result in the addition 
of £1,000,000,000 to the amount of 
their national dobt, this would In­
volve a permanent addition at the 
rate of £40,000,000 per annum to 
their burden of taxation.

Salvin, on arrival here today, report­
ed that she passed a lar~e fleet of 
German warships In the North Sea 
west of Heligoland, In battle forma­
tion. The Salvin was stopped by a 
submarine and boarded by an officer, 
who after inspecting the papers and 
cargo allowed her to proceed.

London, April 24—All Britain Is 
watching the North Sea for signs of 
the collision between the great 
fleets believed to he Impending. Mes­
sage follows message from Scandin­
avia. all telling of unusual activity 
of smaller fighting ships In the 
northern waters.

Not a conjecture can be made con­
cerning the lurking place of the 
backbone of the navy, the dread­
noughts and dreadnought cruisers, 
with their powerful 14 Inch guns and 
their express train speed, but there 
is every reason for saying they are 
within call and ready with decks 
cleared for action to respond to the 
wireless flash, "The enemy."

Synopsis of Canadian Northwest 
Land Regulations

Any person who is the sole head 
o' a family, or any male over 18 years 
old, may homestead a quarter section 
of available Dominion land in Mani­
toba, Saskatchewan or Alberta. The 
applicant must appear in person at 
the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub­
agency for district. Entry by proxy- 
may be made at any agency on cer­
tain condition^, by father, mother, 
son, daughter, brother or sister of 
intending homesteader.

Duties: Six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of tbe land in 
each of three years. A homesteader 
may live within nine miles cf his 
homestead on a farm of at least 80 
acres solely owned and occupied by 
him or by his father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sis*er.

In certain districts a homesteader 
in good standing may pre-empt a 
quarter section alongside his home­
stead, Price $3 per acre.

Duties: Must reside upon the
homestead or pre-emption six months 
in each of six years from date of 
homestead entry (including the time 
required to earn homestead patent) 
and cultivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted 
his homestead right and cannot ob­
tain a pre-emption may enter for a 
purchased homestead In certain dis­
tricts. Price $3 per acre. Duties. 
Must reside six months in each of 
three years, cultivate fifty acres and 
erect a house worth $300^

London, April 27—"Ypres is in 
flames, the Germans having thrown 
a hail of Incendiary bombs Into the 
town" Thus «telegraphs the Morning 
Post's correspondent In Northern 
France.
