HOME NURSING RULES.

How to Treat Pneumonia, Hemorrhages,
Drowning, Indigestion Etc.

In a recent lecture in the course on
“ Home Nursing ” Miss Thompson in the
Homcepathic Hospital, Montreal, treated
of pneumonia, hemorrhages, drowning,
poisoning, fits, fainting and indigestion.
Pneumonia needs careful nursing; it is
very prevalent in winter and is usually
the result of a cold. It is dangerous if
severe and generally lasts two or three
weeks. The temperature is often 104° to
105° which is naturally weakening. The
most important thing is to save the
patient’s strength; do not allow him to
even lift his head alone; it is necessary
in his convalescence that he should have
as much reserve strength as possible. The
diet is liquid and should be given in small
quantities every half-hour or so; milk,
chicken broth, beef tea or soup can be
given. The patjent must only sit up one
hour on the first day and should be
wrapped in blankets not dressed, the
second day he may sit up a little longer
and so on. The first time he goes out be
careful to stay only for a short time and
in the sunlight; in fact you cannot be too
careful as convalescence after pneumonia
is most critical.

HEMORRHAGES ARE VERY SERIOUS.

Of course the fifst thing to do is to send
for a doctor, but until he comes any one
can do a good deal to arrest the hem-
orrhage. The patient should be laid flat
on the bed, with the foot of the bed
raised several inches; never give stim-
ulents, cracked ice can be given to suck.
Keep the patient as quiet as possible, do
not excite him at all. Lay an ice bag or
a cloth dipped in ice water across the
chest. Do not give any nourishment for
twelve hours after the heémorrhage, not
even milk ; for a week only give liquid
diet, and nothing hot. After you have
begun giving solids, cut the crust off the
bread.

Drowning — If you are trying alone to
bring back to consciousness a person who
has been nearly drowned, lay him flat on
the ground, fold a coat or piece of cloth
and lay it under him between ' his
shoulders; tear a piece of cotton—a
bhandkerchief —into strips, pull out his
tongue as far as possible, wind a strip of
the cotton around the tongue and tie the
striparound the throat. If you have help,
of course, it is easy to hold the tongue in-
stead of tying it. Take hold of the arms
between the elbow and the wrist, and
raise them gently above the head, then
lower to the side/ again, about sixteen
times a minute; watch for a sign of re-
turning life, but if there is no sign keep
up this treatment for two or three hours.

IN CASES OF POISONING

it is very necessary to do something at
once. Put the person to bed right off; if
the poison taken is carbolic acid, give two
tablespoonfuls of olive oil to an adult, and
one tablespoonful to a child, then some
lime-water and milk ; if there is no lime-
water in the house, break a small piece of
lime off an outside wall, dissolve it in
water, strain and add it to the milk in-
stead. For arsenic, give starch and flour,
mixed together, and afterwards a teacup
of hot water, with a teaspoonful of must-
ard in it. For iodine, give the mustard
and water right off; after this has had
effect, give the lime water and milk.
After poison of any kind be very careful
of the diet, give milk and soft boiled eggs,
but nothing that will irritate. For fits lay
the patient down on the ground or in bed
if possible; put something between the
teeth, a small piece of cork or cotton; the
feet are always very cold; try and put
something hot to them and have lots of
fresh air. For faint unloosen the clothing
and open all the windows, if the faint is
from a hemorrhage never give brandy as
this will only increase it. Sprinkle the
face with cold water and put the patient
to bed as soon as he has recovered. In-
digestion is a very common thing now-a-
days and one ought to be able to treat
one’s gelf. The first thing is not to eat
food that will cause it; keeping late hours
isalso very bad. Neverdrink anything at
meals and don’t drink tea or coffee at all,
cocoa and milk are good; a glaes of hot
water an hour before each meal is a well-
known remedy. If you have to eat before
going to bed, it ought to be something
very light, but a person suffering from in-
digestion should not eat anything except
at meal times.

THE 50t ANNIVERSARY

Of the Inthronization of the Late Bishop
Medley to be Commemorated in
Fredericton and St. John.

Tuesday, the 11th day of June next,
will be the 50th anniversary of the in-
thronization of the late Bishop Medley
as firet bishop of the diocese of Freder-
icton. Previous to that time the Prov-
ince of New Brunswick had been only an
archdeaconry in the diocese of Nova
Scotia under the ecélesiastical jurisdiction
of Bishop Charles Inglis and his suc-
cessors, Bishop Stanser and Bishop John
Inglis. It has been felt that the 50th an-
niversary of so marked an event in the
history of the church in New Brunswick
as the formation of the diocese of Fred-
ericton and the inthronization of the
first bishop should not be allowed to pass
without fitting commemoration. Ac-
cordingly there was held a few evenings
ago in the council room of the Church of
England Institution, St. John, a meeting
of a joint committee of the synod and
the executive committee of the Diocesan
Church Society to consider the matter.

The Right Reverend Bishop Kingdon
presided at the meeting and the follow-
ing members of the joint committee were
present: " Ven. Archdeacon Brigstocke,
Rev. Canon Ketchum, Rev. Canon De-
Veber, Rev. W. O. Raymond, His Honor
Lieutenant Governor Fraser, Sir Leonard
Tilley, W. M. Jarvis and G. A. Schofield.

Rev. W. O. Raymond was appointed
secretary of the meeting.

The chairman explained the object of
the meeting and made suggestions as to
the manner in which he thought. the
jubilee of the formation of the diocese
might be appropriately commemorated.

After full discussion of the subject the
following resolutions were unanimously
adopted :

Moved by Archdeacon Brigstocke, sec-
onded by His Honor Lieutenant Gover-
nor Fraser: That in the opinion of this
committee it is most desirable that the
50th, anniversary of the establishment of
the diocese of Fredericton be duly cele-
brated on St. Barnabas day, June 11,
being the day of the inthronization of the
first bishop of the diocese.

Moved by Sir Leonard Tilley, seconded
by RéV. Canon DeVeber: That the cele-
.bration consist of services at the Cathed-
ral, and that a public meeting be held in
the city of Fredericton the previous even-
ing.

\A.
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Moved by His Honor Lieut. Governor
Fraser, seconded by Rev. Canon DeVeb-
er: That on the succeeding Thursday
(June 13) services be held in Trinity
church, St. John, in further commemor-
ation of the event.

Moved by Rev. Canon Ketchum, sec-
onded by G. A, Schofield: That His
Lordship the Bishop be requested to ask
the clergy of the diocese to make such ar-
rangements as will best secure fitting
commemoration of the event in their
several parishes on Sunday, the 16th
June.

Moved by W. M. Jarvis, seconded by
Rev. Cano® Ketchum: That the Lord
Bis be requested to issue a pastoral
lettef addressed to the clergy and laity,
and pecompanied by a statement of the
proposed arrangements.

EVEN THE CHURCH

Could not Defeat the Liberal Candi-
date in Vercheres.

Mgr. Moreau of St. Hyacinthe, took a
hand in the election at Vercheres, but his
powerful influence did not defeat the
Liberal candidate.

On Sunday, March 24th, having just
read the remedial order, the Bishop sent
the following letter to Hon. J. A. Ouimet,
Minister of Public Works: “St. Hya-
cinthe, March 24.—Hon. J. A. Ouimet:
Mr. Minister,— Permit me to express to
you the keen satisfaction which I have
experienced on reading the order in
council which you and your colleagues
have just passed in favor of the Catholics
of Manitoba. It is precisely what all the
Catholics and all the true friends of
the country expected from our honorable
Federal Ministers. They filled the very
difficut taslpwhich was incumbent upon
them with a. spjrit of justice, a firmness
and a devotio:&ich gain for them the
admiration and the gratitude of all the
friends of equity, order and peace. May
heaven overwhelm them with blessings
and come to their aid, in order that they
may gain a complete victory over the injus-
tice which it is their mission to suppress.
Very great aleo was my joy on learning
that there will be a session of Parliament
in the course of next April. The great
question of the Manitoba schools will
surely be discussed there, and then will
be pronounced by our honorable Minis-
ters the sentence of life or death. It is
my opinion that after an act so courageous
and so noble as that which they have just
effected, they cannot fall from their high
position, for they have for them all those
who have the sense of justice and of right
and the true love of the country, and
these happily are in much greater number
than those who allow themselves to be
ruled by the spirit of injustice and fan-
aticism. It goes without saying, Mr.
Minister, that my worthy coadjutor, Mgr.
Deceller, agrees with pleasure in the
thoughts and sentiments which I have
just expressed to you. Believe me, Mr.
Minister, with my very ardent wishes for
success in the great struggle which you
are going to carry on, your completely
devoted and humble servant. (Signed)
L.Z.,, Bishop of St. Hyacinthe.”

This letter was used by Ouimet for all
it was worth.

HE SMOKED 628,713 CIGARS.

The Record of a Frenchman Who Just
Died in His Seventy-third Year.

The Paris newspapers tell of a peculiar
old man who died at Vienna early in
March in his seventy-third year. They¥
call him the most exact man of whom
there is record. From his twenty-
seventh year he kept accurate account
of all he bought and what he paid for it.
A few days before his death he made up his
books to show just what eating, drinking,
and wearing clothes had cost him during
his last 56 years. The totals show that in
this period he wore out eighty five pairs of
trousers and seventy-four coats and vests,
for which he paid; $8,000. He had bought
208 shirts and 306 collars, valued at $300.
His omnibus fare was $208. In the twenty-
seven years of his convival life he con-
sumed 28,786 glasses of beer. He gave up
drinking in his fifty-fourth year, but he
continued to smoke constantly even during
his last sickness, raising the number of his
cigars t0 628,713 or an average of 11,217a
year. Of the whole number some 43,500
were given him; he bought the rest for
$12,500, or two cents each.

This exact old man took most pride in
bis socks, which were of the best silk and
most expensive make, costing usually $4.50
a pair. He wore out but sixty-two pairs
between his twenty-seventh and seventy-
third years, or hardly more than a paira
year.

THEY AGREE FOR ONCE.

WinNIPEG, April 15.—Archbishop Lang-
evin preached in St. Mary’s church last
night, and, after requesting Catholics to
stand firm for their schools, stated firmly
that those of the church who é>ntinued
to give their aid to the opponents of
Catholic schools would no longer be coa-
sidered Catholics by the Church.
HacersviLLE, Ont, April 15—At a
meeting of Loyal Orange Lodge, No. 51, on
Saturday evening, the following resolution
was ananimously passed :

That this L. O. L., No, 51, Hagersville,
approves of the course of the Dominion
Government thus far on the Manitoba
school question, and expresses its pleasure
at the great honor conferred upon Dr.
Montague and the county in his elevation
to the Cabinet.

Archbishop Fabre, in a circular to his
priests in Vercheres, says: “ You are free
to express the cntire satisfaction of the
Canadiau Episcopacy regarding the firm
and courageous position lately taken by
the Federal Government. It is only do-
ing justice to the good will of our legislat-
ors, and encouraging them to follow up to
the end the work so happily commenced.”

CLERGYMAN AND EDITOR AT IT.

Nanaimo, B. C,, for the last month has
been agitated by a quarrel between “the
Rev. Mr. McRae, pastor of the Presby-
terian church, and E. Dean, city editor
of the Nanaimo Free Press. The minis-
ter posed asalocal Dr. Parkhurst, and
announced sengational themes, drawing
crowded houses, In the pulpit, however,
he fought shy of his subjects. The Free
Press advised him to “discontinue his
fake advance notices, or deliver the goods
he contracted to supply.” This started
the trouble. The clergyman preached on
an unrighteous press. Seeing Dean in the
congregation, he pointed his finger at
him and arraigned him, mentioning his
name repeatedly. Such an address was
probably never before listened to in a
church, and the congregation by turns
laughed and hissed. The editor preferred
charges against McRae to his presbytery,
which complainf was disgissed, and Dean
then appealed to the church synod and
has begun a civil suit for slander,

' TACKLED A FIGHTING BEAR.

A Wyoming Ranchman'’s Story of a Nar-
row Escape from Death.

Capt. John T. Reynolds, a stockman of
northern Wyoming, has a ranch in Big
Horn Basin and is one of the noted
hunters of that section. The other day
he killed a silver-tip bear in Tensleep
Caffon after a fight in which he escaped
almost by miracle.

“I came up from Paint Rock,” said he,
“and struck the canon at its mouth, a
little above the old W. P. ranch. It was
about 8 o’clock in the morning, and the
weather was pretty cold. There was a
beavy snow on the ground ; and presently
I found where a bear had come down
from the Big Horn mountains through a
gorge in the side of the rock, and entered
the canon. I followed the trail rapidly,
expecting every minute to come upon the
animal, yet it was nearly two hours be-
fore I caught sight of it. I hastened my
steps, fearing it might get into the under-
brush and escape; but when I came up I
found it standing near a small pine tree,
growling savagely. I knew then that I
had no child’s play ahead of me. Some
years ago Phil Vidal, one of the best
hunters in our Western country, and
myself were partners in the hunting and
trapping business, and we deliberately
turned our heels on a bear that we had
tracked to a pile of rocks on Big Horn
mountains because we realized that in a
fight with it one of us would be killed.
My experience is that few of the bears
inhabiting the Rocky Mountain ranges
will show fight unless wounded, and
when they exhibit a tendency to engage
in a fray it is best for the hunter to re-
treat. In my case I could not do this,
for I had been walking fast and came
suddenly upon the animal. I bad a Win-
chester rifle and carried a knife in my
hip pocket. I raised my rifle and fired
at the bear.

“The charge struck the animal in the
shoulder, but did nothing more than en-
rage it,'and it sprang upon me. T stép-
ped back a few paces and fired a second
time, the ball entering the fead of the
bear, but not checking its advance. It
rushed at me with distended jaw. I
struck it with all my strength over the
head with the butt of my gun, which was
shivered to pieces, and apparently had no
effect upon the bear.

“I drew my knife while I held the
barrel of the gun in my right hand, and
as the bear with a growl of rage sprang
on me, I thrust the gun barrel into its
mouth and- plunged the knife into its
right side. Then followed a desperate
tussle, for the bear knocked the gun bar-
rel out of my hand, and fastening his
paws upon my shoulders threw me
backward on the snow. Twice we turned
over, my desperate struggles overcoming
even the strength of the pain-maddened
animal. I managed to escape from the
grasp of the bear and scrambled to my
feet, but I had lost my knife in the
scuffle, and my face and hands were
lacerated and my clothes torn into rib-
bons, and blood coyered, for the bear was
bleeding from the wound in the side.
The snow for some paces was splashed
with blood. :

“My one thought now was to escape,
and I backed away from the bear, who
slowly advanced toward me with its
mouth distended and its eyes glowing
like live coals. Asthe animal advanced
I retreated, keeping my eyes fixed upon
him and shouting loudly for help, hoping
to attract the attention of any hunter who
might chance to be in that portion of the
canon. Unfortuvately in my retreat my
heel came in contact with a rock and I
fell backward into a bunch of sage brush.
‘‘ Before I could get up the bear rushed
on me again, and as I felt its sharp claws
enter my shoulders I began to feel that
my time had come. The fall hurt me,
and the whole weight of the bear nearly
crushed the breath from my body. But
as I fell I caught hold of a piece of sage
brush, and with that for a weapon I made
a desperate fight for my life, striking the
bear repeatedly over the head, and thus
preventing the animal from seizing either
of my arms and crushing them in his
jaws. The blows I dealt caused the bear
to loosen his hold and raise upon his
haunches with a howl of pain. I strug-
gled to my feet and tried to get away,
but the bear struck at me and one of his
claws fastened itself in my coat, holding
me to the spot. Again we had a tussle,
the bear striving to fasten both its claws
in my shoulders, and I making every
effort to prevent him doing so.

“He was growing weaker and weaker
from the loss of blood, which was stream-
ing from the wound I had made in his
side, and it is to this fact that I attribute
my escapeé. For some moments we strug-
gled, the bear rising and falling each
time with more difficulty. I felt myself
growing faint, and by an effort I tore
myself locse from the bear, staggered a
few paces and dropped unconscious on
the snow.

“[ suppose I remained insensible for
half an hour. The snow falling in my
face restored me. I tried to get up, but
could not do so for some minutes. At
length I rose and looked around and saw
the bear lying dead only a few paces
from me.

“A few minutes later I heard the voices
of some hunters who were on the cliffs
overlooking the canon. I shouted to
them. They proved to be Roe Avent
and some other men from the W. P.
ranch. I was suffering more from ex-
haustion than any serious injury, and by
the following day I was able to be out.
The bear was one of the largest that has
been killed in the Big Horn mountain
regions for years.”

WELL PAID FOR A FLOGGING.

How a Poor Naturalist Got the Beginning
of a Fortune of $5,000,000,

From the Chilian Times,

John James Mago, a quiet, middle aged
man, has had a career as romantic as that
of Monte Cristo. Mago is now a Guate-
malan millionaire, who lives nine months
of the year in Paris. Twenty years ago
he was a poor English collector of insects
in Guatemala, and also acted as the
British Vice-Consul at San-Jose.

One day Commandante Gonzalez
ordered Mago to appear before him.
Mago sent word that he would come in a
short time. This incensed the com-
mandante, and he sent a file of soldiers
after Mago, and, when the insect col-
lector appeared, ordered seventy-five
lashes to be laid upon his bare back.
This was done very thoroughly, and,
when it was finished, Gonzalez shouted :

* Give him twenty-five more for luck.”
When Mago recovered, which was only
after carefal nursing, as his back ‘was
badly cut up, he made a formal com-
plaint to the British government. The
result was that Guatemala was ordered

to punish Gonzalez, and to pay Mago
$500 (£100) for every lash he had re-
ceived. In default of this English cruisers
would sell San Jose and other coast cities.

Guatemala readily punished Gonzalez,
but tried hard to evade paying $50,000
to Mago. The British, however, were
inexofable, and the poor collector was
made a comparatively rich man in one
day. As he had more coin than any one
in the country at that time, President
Barrios went into partnership with him.

Mago became one of the largest coffee
planters, and also secured the contract for
building docks in the ports. No one can
land or leave one of these docks without
paying toll to Mago, while he also levies
a tax on all freight. He also owns valu-
able mines and tracts of timber. His
fortune is estimated at £1,000,000, all due
to one hundred lashes on his back.

GREATEST THING FOR WOMEN.

Dr. Parkhurst Tells Women What He
Thinks It Is,

The greatest thing a woman can do is
to do the thing that she was speci-
fically endowed and ordained to do, and
that is to bear children and train them
for the uses and seryice of the world they
are born into,and only such women as
~are morally or intellectually incompetent
to appreciate the full denotement of this,
or who have greater ambition for ag-
gressiveness or conspicuity than they
have for fulfilling their mission, will be
inclined to resent this statement of the
case as an.indignity, writes the Rev.
Charles H. Parkhurst, D. D., in the April
Ladies’ Home Jonrnal. I have yet to be
convinced that any very considerable
number of the sex are disposed to resist
Nature’s intentions for them, but the
actuating impulse of those who do is
doubtless a passion for some sort of cele-
brity, and an impatienee at the seclusion
and restraints which femninity, so con-
strued, imposes upon them. They are
not content to be known only in their
children, and that is one great reason
why their children are so little known.
If Jochebed had had her head full of
theories about an enlarged sphere for
women, and had gone about Egypt
stumping for female enfranchisement,
the little hero. of the bulrushes would
probably have shared the fate of the other
male children of the period, and the law-
giver of Israel would never have been
heard of. ’

HOW TO FEED THE CHICKS.

To push young chicks along and keep
them in health, there is nothing better
than boiled eggs mashed up, shells and

all, with two or three times their bulk of
stale bread crumbs, or cracker crumbs,

thoroughly mixed. Mix not more than

enough for one feed of this at a time and

give them only what they will eat readily

and quickly. Feed stale bread soaked in

milk, either whole, skimmed or butter-

nilk after the milk has been squeezed out

by hand. Only one feed of this should

be prepared at a time, as it will sour if
left to stand any length of time. Millet

seed scattered in the litter about the brood -
house or short grass; plump wheat screen-

ings ; oats and corn ground together, with

an equal amoumt of bran, and made into

johnny cakes,—are good for the young-

sters. After they get to be three weeks

old cracked corn and whole whegt may

form a larger part of their diet, increasing

it as they grow older. Better results are

obtained by a judicious alternation of all

day by day, or feed'by feed ; it keeps the

appetite sharp and they are always on the

lookout for the new surprise at meal time.

Don’t forget the pure, clean water, they

need that whatever the feed. If the soil

does not supply grit in the proper shape

and size it should be furnished them; a

dish of charcoal where they can help
themselves, or a handful in the soft feed

four or five timesa week, will prevent
most of the ordinary bowel troubles. No
tonic or stimulant should be needed at
this age, but if a brood gets suddenly
chilled, a dose of some good condition
powder will help to put them on their
feet again.

EARTHQUAKES IN AUSTRIA.

Violent shocks of earthquake were ex-
perienced throughout southern Austria
Sunday night, the manifestations begin-
ning at midnight.

'PARLIAMENT  OPENED.

The Speech From the Throne,

The Dominion Parliament was opened
Thursday afternoon at three o’clock with
a great deal of pomp by His Excellency
the Governor General, the Right Hon. the
Earl of Aberdeen, who drove up to the
main entrance in an open carriage. He
was dressed in full gold lace uniform and
accompanied by an escort of the Princess
Louise Dragoon Guards. The scene upon
his arrival under the great tower of the
Parliament buildings was brilliant. The
weather was beautifully bright and warm.
The green lawns, the blue sky, the im-
posing building, the flashing swords and

| the flutter of feathers swaying above the

scarlet uniforms of the chief officers of
the day, the guard of honor, the gorgeous
vice-regal footmen and outriders and the
brass band playing the National Anthem,
the immense crowd behind all combined
¢o make the show on the outside one well
worth seeing. The powdered, plushed
and polished footmen on the vice-regal
carriage were the admired of all beholders.
Four horses drew His Excellency and in
a carriage behind Lady Aberdeen, ac-
companied by Lady Tweedmouth, her
sister-in-law, and the Hon. Dudley Majori-
banks, aides de-camp and staff and other
officials, made up the retinue.

Inside the Senate Chamber Sir Mac-
kenzie Bowell occupied the place of honor
to His Excellency’s right and other Privy
Councillors stood on either side. Occupy-
ing front seats were His Honor Lieuten-
ant Governor Schultz and Lieutenant
Governor Mackintosh. Prominent per-
sons occupied seats on the floor of the
Senate. The public galleries were crowd-
ed to excess. When the gentleman
usher of the Commonsand Speaker White,
followed by the Sergeant-at-Ams and the
members had crowded in below the bar,
His Excellency was pleased to deliver the
following
Speech from the Throne.
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate :—
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :—

It is with much satisfaction that I again
have resource to your advice and assist-
ance in the administration of the affairs
of the Dominion.

By the sudden and lamented death of
the late Right Hon. Sir John Thompson,
Canada has sustained a grievous loss. The
deep and heartfelt sympathy expressed
by her most gracious majesty, the queen,
and the manifestations of sorrow with
which the distressing intelligence was re-
ceived throughout the empire, as well as
tokens of esteem and respect everywhere
paid to the memory of the deceased states-
man, have been generally appreciated by
the people of Canada.

Satisfactory assurances having been re-
ceived from her majesty’s government re-
specting the interpretation of certain
clauses in the treaty of commerce with
France, ratifications will be exchanged as
soon as the necessary legislation has been
passed.

The recent action of the Imperial parlia-
ment enabling the various Australian gov-
ernments to enter into preferential trade
relations with the other self-governing
colonies of the empire affords grdtifying
proofs that the suggestions of the colonial
conference are being favorably entertain-
ed by her majesty’s government.

In conformity with a recent judgment
of the lords of the judicial committee of
the Privy Council to the effect that the
dissentient minority of the people of
Manitoba have a constitutional right of
appeal to the governor general in council
against certain acts passed by the Legis-
lature of the Province of Manitoba in{
relation to the subject of education, T have
heard in council the appeal, and my de-
cision thereon has been communicated to
the Legislature of the said provincs. The
papers on the subject will be laid before
you.

The depression in trade which has pre-
vailed throughout the world for the past
few years has made itgelf felt in Canada,
but fortunately to a less degree than in
most other countries. Although this
has not resulted in any considerable de-
crease in the volume of our foreign trade,
yet, owing to low prices and recent re-
ductions in and removal, of taxation, it
has been followed by a serious decrease
in revenue derived from customs and
excise. ;

In order to produce equilibrium be-
tween revefite and expenditure for the
coming year, it will be necessary to ob-
serve the greatest possible economy in
the appropriations for the various
branches of the public service.

During the period that has elapsed
since the last session of parliament, I
have . had an opportunity of visiting many
portions of the Dominion, including the
Maritime Provinces, Manitoba and the
Northwest territories and British Colum-
bia. Throughout these tours I have been
impressed and gratified by manifestations
of an unbounding loyalty and public
spirit; and notwithstanding the phase
of trade depression already referred to, I
observed everywhere unmistakable signs
of that confident hopefulness in the

‘future, based on a thorough belief in the

greatness of the resources of Canada,
which is one of the characteristics of her
people and which furniehes a good augnry
and pledge of further development and
progress.

The government of Newfoundland hav-
ing intimated its desire to renew negotia-

“tions looking to admission of that colony

into the Dominion of Canada, a sub-
committee of my advisers have recently
met in conference a_delegation from the
Island government and discussed with
them the terms of union. It will be a
subject of general congratulation if the
negotiations now pending result ir the
incorporation of Her Majesty’s eldest
colonial possession into the Canadian
confederation.

Measures relating to bankruptcy and
insolvency and to joint stock companies
will be laid before you. You will also be
asked to consider certain amendments to
the insurance act, to the act respecting
Dominion notes, to the Dominion lands
act, to the Indian act, to the Northwest
Territories representation act, also a bill
respecting the land subsidy of the Cana-
dian Pacific Railway Company.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I have directed that the accounts of the

/| past year shall be laid before you. The

estimates of the ensuing year will also be
presented. They have been framed with
every regard to economy compatible with
the efficiency of the public service.
Honorable Gentlemen of the Senate:
Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

I now leave to you the discharge of the
important duties devolving upon you
with an earnest prayer that being guided
by the spirit of wisdom and patriotism
your deliberations may under the divine
blessing conduce to the unity and well
being of Canada.
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OPENING OF PARLIAMENT.

The speech’ from the throne at the
opening of the Dominion parliament ad-
mits the existence of a deficit in the,cur-
rent year’s operations — how large it may
be, we are not yet informed, but it is
evident from the speech and from Mr.
Foster’s apologies that it will be one of
stupendous proportions —one that must
thoroughly alarm the country.. We are,
therefore, to pay very dearly for the
honor of having Mr. Foster at the head
of the Finance department.

The debate on the address brought out
gome lively speeches. Hon. Mr. Laurier
especially was in good form, and his ad-
dress aroused the enthusiasm of the
Liberal members. Mr. Foster, who leads
the house for the first time, apparently
did not do himself justice, and proved
that he is several times too small for Sir
John Thompson’s chair. Sir Richard

Cartwright was sarcastic and effective and |

Sir Hibbert Tupper was evideuntly feeling
somewhat worried by his recent ex-
periences. He expected to go back to
Ottawa with the prestige of a victory in
Antigonish, but this was denied him. He
also comes in for a good deal of banter
on his “sulk” of a few weeks ago, and alto-
gether receives little comfort from even
his party associates. @The Manitoba
school question did not receive much at-
tention in the debate, as it will come up
at a later stage for full diecussion.  Mr.
Laurier, however, pointed out that the
government had two policies on the
question — one for Catholic Antigonish
and- another for Protestant Haldimand.
Mr, Mills seems to have poked fun at
Mr. Foster for his desertion of Kings
county and his advent to York in the
hope of finding ‘a safe retreat. Our Mr.
Temple was not heard in the debate, but
no doubt he will show up when the
weighty questions of the session are
under discussion.

A FAVORABLE VERDICT.

The Liberals of €anada are more than
satisfied with the results of Wednesday’s
bye-elections. They carried their two
candidates in Antigonish and Vercheres,
and in Quebec West, the candidate whom
they supported, and who, although nom-
inally a Conservative, is a supporter of the
Liberal trade policy, polled more votes
than McGreevy, although he is counted
out. The Liberals were not in the
fight in Haldimand, but they voted for
Dr. Montague, protesting in that way
against the introduction in Canada of the
P.P. A. It wasa good day’s work there-
fore, for the Liberals, and the results
have very seriously alarmed the govern-
ment. The latter imagined that the re-
medial order in the three Roman Catho-
lic constituencies would carry everything
before it, but is clear that the electors
are going to judge the administratiefi’on
their general policy and record, and that
no ‘side wind like the school question,
is going to blow the Liberals off the track
which leads to the government’s overturn
in the general election.

The greatest victory of the day was won
in Antigonish by Mr. Mclsaac That
constituency was represented for the past
ten years by Sir John Thompson, who
had the large majority of 227 in 1891.
Mr. McIsaac not only wiped this out, but
piled up a majority for himself of 118.
Sir Hibbert Tupper directed the govern-
ment campaign, and felt sure of victory
for Mr. Chisholm, but the electors of An-
tigonish were not to be cajoled into re-
tarning another Tory to parliament, and
the Minister of Justice must have gone
back to Ottawa considerably crestfallen.
The member elect is a lawyer under forty ;
has been in the Nova Scotia assembly
since 1886, and in Mr. Fielding’s govern-
ment, since 1891.

In Vercheres, the fight was a bitter one.
Mr. Ouimet, Minister of Public Works,
went into the county bound to carry it for
the government. He was met by the re-
doubtable Mr. Tarte, and the latter scored
a notable victory against all the influences
of the government and the church. Mr.
Geoffrion, the new member, is one of the

Jdeading lawyers in Montreal, and with Mr.
Mclgaac, will be a welcome addition to the
Liberal ranks in Parliament.

Altogether, Wednesday was a great day
for the Liberals, and encourages them in
their preparation for the general conflict
a few months hence. The temper of the
people is well illustrated in Antigonish
and Vercheres, and we believe, and the
Tories themselves believe, that the corrupt
government at Ottawa will be swept out
of existence as soon as the electors have
the opportunity.

A SUGGESTION.

We hope the road committee of the
city council this year, will give its attent-
to the street openings and see that they
are put back in shape after the work of
digging up has been concluded. The
streets are opened at many points during
the season by the water department and
the gas company, and usually the holes
are very carlessly filled up. Often a
trench surmounts the top of the returned
earth ; sometimes when the openings are
made in the gutters, the cobble stones are
not properly returned to their places.
The council should pass an imperative
order that all such operations shall be
conducted under the direction of the road-
masw;and not without his consent. We
believe His Worship; Mayor Vanwart, is
earnestly desirous that the smallest de-
taile in the city business ghould be con-
ducted on a proper and systematic basis,
and if he will give his attention to this
matter, he will deserve the thanks of the
people, who take pride in seeing our pub-
lic streets kept in a respectable condition.

This was the news: that came over the
wires Wednesday night from the four
Dominion bye-elections held on that day,
but yesterday McGreevy was counted in
in Quebec West.

It was encouraging, joyful news to the
Liberals and correspondingly depressing
to the government.

The Liberals put up straight partv can-
didates in Antigonish and Vercheres and
won by handsome majorities, redeeming
the former, held for the past ten years by
Sir John Thompson. In Quebec West,
Dobell, having declared himself in sym-
pathy with the Liberal tradé poh(‘y, Te-
ceived the Liberal support and beat-Me-
Greevy, although since counted out.
In Haldimand the Liberals had no candi-
date and Montague beat the McCarthyite.
These are the general results of the con-
tests, and some details are given below.

Antigonish Redeemed.

Sir John Thompson’s old seat was won
and the Nova Scotia Liberals are much
elated over the notable victory achieved
in Antigonish, where Mr. Mclsaac con-
verted a Conservative majority of 227 in
1391 into a Liberal majority of 118. Sir
Hibbert Tupper brought all the influence
of the government to bear on the constit-
uency. During the last three or four
days of the campaign, large quantities of
liquor were sent into the country sections,
and many of the clergy brought all their
personal influence to bear in favor of Mr.
Chisholin, the government candidate, and
this no doubt affected the result consid-
erably.

The Halifax Chronicle in discussing
the result, says: “Mr. Mclsaac’s victory
is a notable one. In the face of the whole
power of the Dominion government wield-
ed by Sir Hibbert Tupper, who led a
whole army of Conservative retainers in-
 to the constituency, and in the face of
actively exercised inftuences of which we
need not now speak, the Liberalsof An-
tigonish have converted a Conssrvative
majority of 227 in 1891, into a Liberal
majority of over 118 in 1895. Mr. Mc-
Isaac’s plucky and succ?ssful fight in the
late -Sir John Thompson’s constituency,

|erals all over Canada. The little band of
Liberals from Halifax and Pictou, who
gave Mr. MclIsaac valuable assistance in
the campaign, reap an abundant reward
in satisfaction for their contribution to so
notable a victory. In Mr. Mclsaac, An-
tigonish will have a representative whose
experience and ability will soon give him
a commanding position in the Flouse of
Commons, and who can be depended
upon never to do discredit to the prin-
ciples of true Liberalism.”

The Haldimand Contest.

The result in Haldimand was. a severe
rebuke to fanaticism, Hon. Dr. Montague
carrying the constituency by a majority of
647 over the McCarthyite.

There is a very sour feeling among the
few Orangemen who stood by McCarthy,
regarding the treachery of their brethren,
and the seeds of future discord have been
very widely scattered. Dr. Montague
held a meeting in the Hagersville Opera
House after victory was assured, and was
given a splendid reception. He made a
statement as to the effect of his re-election
on the political situation, in the course of
which he pointed out that a victory so
great in a constituency equally divided
politically, meant that the two great
parties were to be trusted to direct the
government of the country without the
intervention of a strifemaker like Mr.
McCarthy. Liberals and conservatives
in Haldimand had united to resent Mr.
McCarthy’s attempt to vent his personal
spleen. All parties, Reform and Conser-
vative alike, express a feeling of satis-
faction at the result. Dr. Montague’s
organization was simply perfect, and his
election was never in doubt among his
friends in the county.

At the general election in 1867, D.
Thompson, Liberal, was elected by 369
majority. In 1872 and 1874 Mr. Thomp-
son was elected by acclamation. In 1878
he was again returned by 166 majority,
and in 1882 by 148 majority.

The Governor General's speech at the
‘openiw of the Dominion parliament Thurs-
day af* noon, will be found on our first
page. -®he ceremony was performed amid
the usual display, the weather especially
being most propitous. The scene in the
great parliament square at three o’clock,
was enhanced by the attractiveness of green
lawhs, floating banners and crowds of sight-
seers. Facing the imposing parliament
buildings, the Guards, in scarlet and gold,
were drawn up immediately in front of the
main entrance, which was guarded by Do-
minigQy solice. As the hourof three chimed
out from the great tower, the little flag

up as a signal to the artillery on Nepean
Point to fire a salute of twenty-one guns.
Presently the flaslring, bobbing helmets of
the Princess Louise Dragoon Guards, who
acted as an escort, were seen at the gates,
and the Governor-General drove up in a car-
riage drawn by four black horses, with pos-
tillions.

As His Excellency alighted,
uniformed footmen with three-cornered
hats, operfed the carriage doors, the guard
presented arms, the band played the nation-
al anthem, and Lord Aberdeen entered the
building.
The Senate Chamber.

In the Senate chamber there was not so
large an attendance of ladies as usual, but
still nearly all the seats were occupied.
The scene was not so brilliant as on former
occasions, partly because the order respect-
ing decolette dresses was relaxed,and the ma-
Jority appeared in gowns which came close
up to the throat. To many this seemed an
improvement on the fashion of former
years. To His Exgellency’s right stood the
first minister, Sir Mackenzie Bowell, who
with Messrs. Ives and Angers, appeared in
court uniform. A brilliant military staff
stood on either side of the throne, and im-
mediately in front of the throne were seated
‘Governor Schultz of Manitoba, and Govern-
Macintosh of the Northwest Territories. To
the left of the throne were seated Her Ex-
«cellency Lady Aberdeen, and Lady Tweed-
mouth, wife of one of Lord Roseberry’s
minister’s.

Debate on the Address.

Friday afternoon the House of Commons

plause. He seemed to be in perfect form
and made an exceedingly effective speech.
After the regular compliments to the mover
and seconder of the speech, the leader of
the opposition delighted his followers and
entertained the galleries with a choice sar-
castic arraignment of the government for
the delay in calling parliament together
and the dissensions existing in the cabinet.
He expressed his astonishment that neither
in, the address from the throne nor the two
speeches had any explanation been given
of the.late calling of parliament. The gov-
ernment stood guilty of a breach of duty
to the House and to the people. It was
with much satisfaction that His Excellency
again sought the advice of the house; why
had not that advice been sought sooner?
(Cheers.) When parliament was called, it
was.not from any motive that could see the
light of day, but because the gentlemen
who adorned the treasury benches were not
able to have a mind of their own. The
government seemed like one of those sultry
streams, smooth on the surface, but muddy
at the bottom, and bubbling with mephitic
gases. All winter the cabinet was; divided
into two rival factions, squabbling and
fighting. (Cheers.) One was in favor of a
session and the other of a dissolution, and
he paid them the compliment of saying
that when they chose the former,

It was true the government had much to
meet, the Minister of Finance especially
having to face the spectre which he expected
last year, but they bad the majority, which
would back them and swallow the pill, no
matter how bitter it was.

expressing his belief that for ages in Canada
his name would be surrounded with a halo
of imperishible fame.

Mr. Laurier dwelt on the difference in
tone between the speeches of the mover and
the seconder this year and last. They had
to adit that the country is suffering from
a deficit, but where, then, was the virtue of
the National Policy ? Was it not intended
to remove depression at that time and to
prevent it in the future? The present de-
pression was the ugliest and most ill-
visaged that had ever made its appearance.
There was a falling off in revenue, ever in-
creasing, and this was what the hon. mem-
ber for East Simcoe called by the deluded
name of depression. It would be idleto
think that the present depression was a
simple recurring one. The evil-was of a
more alarming character, and due to a
more abiding cause: the enormous public
debt which burdened the country and the
high tariff which had been imposed under
promises of development which never
materialized. In the early days of the
National Policy the fears of members on
both sides of the house had been calmed by
the promise of a large immigration, which
would help to bear the great outlay then
entered upon. 8ir Charles Tupper made
these statements more than once, and forti-
fied himself by a letter from the Deputy
Minister of the Interior, Burgess, who esti-
mated that the amount which would be
realized from the sale of agricultural lands,
coal lands, mineral lands, timber dues,
grazing rents, and mineral royalties from
Jan. 1st, 1883, to Dec. 31st, 1891, would be
$58,000,000. Not a cent had been added to
the public funds by this source; there was
not enough to pay thesalaries of the officials
of the department. Dut the debt was there
to be paid —to be paid out of the hard
earnings of the people, and wrung from
them by the ~ Ha

Relentless System of Taxation.

That debt was incurred under false pre-
tence, and the tariff! was imposed under
false pretences. The primary cause of it
was the high tariff — (checrs) —imposed
and maintained by the gentlemen on the
other side of the house—a tariff under
which the tilling of the soil was rendered
valueless. The farmer had to pay artificial
prices for all he wished to buy. He had to
sell in the cheapest market and buy in the
dearest. The only course to follow to re-
move the depression was to adopt some
sensible scheme of taxation, which would
make this a cheap country to live in. (Op-
position cheers.) This was not to be ex-
pected from the other side of the house,
but would be possible when the little oper-
ation of the 17th of April was extended
to the whole country.

Allud-
ing to the factions in the cabinet, he gave
the Opposition a chance for a laugh by stat-
ing that, if such fights had taken place, he
himself had escaped unscathed. The planks
in Mr. Dobell’s platform in Quebec West
were naively claimed by the Minister of
Finance as being the property of the Con-
servative party, and he joined his colleag-
ues in the assertion that the National Pol-
icy has been a buffer to soften the depress-
ion inits results in Canada. The loyalty
of the government to the motherland was |
again shown by the speaker in his refer
ence to the severity of the depression in
Britain, which he attributed to the free
trade principles existing there. The deficit

‘Would not Have Occurred,

argued the Finance Minister, if the taxation
in the years 1890-94 had been kept up as it
was up to 1890. If sugar were kept at the
old figure those years, there would have
been no deficit, but on the contrary, a clear
record and the taking off of six to eight
millions dollars from the public debt.
The deficit did not come out of the
people’s earnings, but out of their savings,
from taxation remitted and from decreased
purchases, owing to the economy always
practiced 1n times of difficulty and- depres-
siop.

He
roundly condemned the calling of the
session at such a late period, and showed
trom the records that the Mackenzie govern-
ment called the house uniformly in the
month of February. It was nolight matter
to disturb the business community and the
public service as the present late session did.
The idea that Sir Jobn Thompson’s death
formed one of the reasons was inconsistent
with the fact that a government which could
not attend to public business, could

one end of the ‘Dominion to the other.
That this point was well-taken the Opposi-
tion cheers proyed. The serious depression,
he said, would not pass away as easily as the .
Finance Minister imagined. Sir Richard |
devoted- the main portion of his speech to |
an expose of the financial situation of the
country. The governmeni had been either
most careless or most reckless. Warnings
bad been unheeded. Their attempts to
meet the deficit of a million and a quarter
last year consisted in giving a quarter of a
million to conciliate the brewery interest,
another quarter of a million to conciliate
the Tupper interest, three-quarters of a
million for an Atlantic service and subsidies
to railways amounting to several millions.
How much they were pledged to the Hud-
son Bay railway and other enterprises he
did not khow. They had brought down
supplementary estimates of $1,300,000.
These were some of the precautions the
Finance Minister took to fulfil his promises
of economy and meet the deficit. ' He took
Mr. Foster to task also for publishing in the
Official Gazette that the current fiscal tran_
sactions up to 31st of March, showed a sur-
plus of $708,000, when the actual fact was
that we had a deficit for the nine months
ending 31st March, of $5,016,(:00.

Mr. Foster repudiated responsibility for
the misleading statement, and practically
acknowledged that it was a misleading state-
ment.

Sir Richard then absolved him from par-
ticipation in what looked like.a trick de-
signed to affect the bye-elections, but noticed
that leading ministerial papers used the
false statement editorially to mislead the
people. The deficit for 1895 might reach
$6,000,000 or even exceed that figure. Like
Aaron’s rod, it swallowed up three deficits
of the Mackenzie regime, The government
was a twenty-knot government in the way
of going to leeward, particularly in the
matter of deficits. These hits were much
enjoyed by the Opposition. In conclusion
Sir Richard promised to do his best to pro-
tect the Finance Minister against his col-
leagues in the matter of economy.

SIR HIBBERT TUPPER.

Sir Hibbert Tupper made a brief speech,
received in silence by the Ministerialists.
He wished to explain first that he never
charged the Ministerial and Opposition
press with falsehood. If the French treaty
involved the Tupper interest he welcomed
the alliance of the French Liberals of
Quebec. After indulging his propeunsity
for taking a fling at England and her agri-
cultural depression he repudiated the two
voices of the government on the school
question. In Antigonish he had subscribed
to a speech delivered by Dr. Montague in
Haldimand. The Liberal candidate in Ant-
gonish had been elected because he en-
dorsed the school policy of the government,
and promised to supportthe government
in carrying it to its logical conclusion. He
protested that the government did not de-
sire to assume the role of a dictator to
Manitoba, but the order to be legal had to
be to a certain extent, because it had to con-
tain a direction.

Hon. David Mills, in resuming the debate
on the address Monday afternoon, made
two departures — a short speech and a joke
or two. Mr. Millsis, in private, very fond
of a good story, and has quite a stock to
draw on himself, but beyvond the time-
honored Crockett and the coon illustration,
he seldon ever favors the housé with his
wit. He referred to the flight of Mr. Foster
from Kings Co., N. B., to the county now
represented by Mr, Temple, as an act which
showed that Mr. Foster would not put his
trust in Kings, and bad fled to the Temple.
Speaking of the admission of Newfound-
land, Mr. Mills declared that Canada would
not .agree to an arrangement by which
France would be made for all time to come
a substantial factor in the government of
Canada. This means_that .in Mr. Mills’
opinion the settlement (\)f\ the French shore
question should precede union.

Sir James Grant, Ottawa city, declared
straight for remedial legislation restoring
separate schools in Manitoba.

Mr. Patterson, of Brant, made a brief and
playful speech, speaking of Sir Hibbert
Tupper as the cat which came back, and
made some fun out of Mr. Foster’s reasons
for the late date of the session.

Messrs. Davin and Casey contributed to
the debate, which was adjourned on motion
of Mr. McM ullen.

In the Senate,

Messrs. Primrose and Arsenault moved
and seconded the address in the senate.

Mr. Scott, one of the few Liberals left in
the senate, condemned Manitoba for over-
turning separate :chools, and declared
there was no such thing as provincial rights.

Premier Bowell, after eulogizing the late
Sir John Thompson, dwelt on the Manitoba
school question at some length. He re-
ferred to his attitude in 1863, when he op-
posed separate schools; but once they were
established under donstitutiénal guarantees,
he was not in favor of abolishing them.

“Iam,” he said, ‘*‘a very strong believer
in provincial riglits, and for that reason 1
voted for the Jesuit’s Estates Act, and came
near losing my election forit. I carry out
the same principal in this. I hope Mani-
toba will act and relieve parliament from
dealing with the question. If they are
patriots they will do so. If they desire to
continue to be fire brands, they will reject
all overtures and throw back the fire brands
upon us. AllI can say is that when that
time comes, they -will ,find the government
of this country quite prepared to assume
the responsibility, no matter what the re-
sult may be.” The Premier took occasion
on this his first appearance in parliament as
leader, to again read Dalton McCarthy out
of the party.

OHAPTER III.

THE GENERAL MANAGER.

Just about that time many men went
into the City who had never previously
crossed the boundary of Temple Bar.
Scores of them, legions of them ; princes
of the blood, and peers of the realm ; dig-
nitaties of the church, and men holding
high positions in the army and navy;
young men just beginning life, and old
men from whom life had retired ; strug-
gling ‘government clerks, and opulent
tradesmen; artists with the pencil and
the pen, seeking for a short cut to fortune.
All these went into the city, most of them
in person, swarming down upon the
stronghold of the brokers, and the jobbers
and the agents on ’Change; questioning,
pleading, buying, bargaining ; some keep-
ing aloof themselves, and only lending
their noble names as directors of boards
of management, but all with one and the
same idea, the allotment of shares in the
companies which were springing up by
dozens daily, the immediate sale of these
shares at high premium, and hence the
speedy fabrication of fortune.

In these days there sprang into exist-
ence men who made their money simply
by working the lever by which the var-
ious companies were started, or “ floated ”
them to use the more correct term, and
who, of necessity, had no other connect-
ion with the concern (save, indeed, when
they knew its value, and chose to hold by
it) than the certain number of shares paid
to them as part of their hire money,
which they disposed of at the first con-
venient opportunity. “Promoters” they
were called, and the profession being a
lucrative one, and requiring neither cap-
ital ‘nor certificates of character, saon
found many followers, among them being
Philip Vane.

Sharp, shrewd and unscrupulous, ready-
witted and prompt to act, with a good
address, a pleasing presence, and fascinat-
ing manners, Philip Vane was just the
man for a *“ promoter,” and in that capac-
ity his capacity his services were in requis-
ition by half a dozen different persons
who knew his value, at the outbreak of
the mania. Experience, ' owever, soon
taught him that in such inatters genius
diffused is wasted, and he speedily de-
termined to concentrate his energies on
such schemes only as were submitted to
him by the one man alone in whose
worldly sagacity he had implicit belief.
That man was Mr. Delabole.

In long-headiness and foresight, in what
is now called “financing,” Delabole had
few equals and no superior. Philip Vane
was brighter and smarter, better edu-
cated, and more calculated to insprire
confidence among the young, who now-a-
day are by no means the most ready to
confide, and possessing those very qualifi-
cations, the absence of which had always
militated against Delabole’s social success,
a decent appearance, and the manner of
a man of the world.

Delabole had, however, that which
Philip Vane had never possessed, the
command of money and a reputation, not
merely for wealth, but for luck in specu-
lating, which served his purpose wonder-
fully at that particular crisis. Morover,
he was sufficiently acquainted with com-
mercial matters, and sufficiently mixed
up with the city world, to be able to float
any affair which he might undertake,
with the aid of a few chosen friends, and
without having to invoke the assistance
of any of the outside world who would
afterwards have a claim to participate in
the plunder. There was Parkinson, of
Thayies Inn, whose door-jambs bore the
inscription, “ Walters and Parkinson, Sol-
icitors,” bdt who was the only member of
the firm, and whose real business was
bill-discounting. No one ever saw Par-
kinson’s name in a legal case, but he
made believe to be an attorney very hard
indeed.

Of this clique, too, was Mr. Naseby, a
little man with a worn-out air, who looked
like an old peer of the realm, but was a
tradesman in Bond street, and a keen
man of business. Mr. Bolckoff, a Polish
Jew, and an old companion of Delabole’s,
who had been bankrupt twice, and trans-
= ported once, and had subsequently made
his fortune as a contractor during the
American war; Mr. Poss, a tobacco manu-
facturer in Whitechapel; and little Mr.
Van Moysey, the; diamond merchant of
Amsterdam, assisted in forming the set.

Moneyed men these, ready with their
money when necessary, with implicit con-
fidence in Delabole’s generalship, and be-
getting a vast amount of confidence in any
scheme with which their names were as-
sociated, amongst a certain wealthy class
of speculative people. For the general
public, however, a certain aristocratic fla-
voring was necessary, and Mr. Delabole
took care that it should be forthcoming.

So at his beck and call, to be used as
chairman or vice-chairman. or to take up
humbler positions among the directors,ac-
cording to the amount of strength and ap-
parent stability with which it was neces-
sary to endow the scheme about to be
launched, were members of both Houses
of the Legislature, baronets, brothers of

peers with handles before their names, re-
tired generals and admirals who had seen
active service, and made money in every
quarter of the globe, and a host of minor
dignitaries, each one of whom had some
specialty rendering him worthy of his
hire. For hire they all received, whether
it were in the shape of salaries and emol-
uments, or gratuitous shares alloted early,
and readily converted into gold,of attend-
ance fees and per diem allowances, or of
hard cash unblushingly paid down, and
as unblushingly received. In that year
the Earl of Ballabrophy received more
from Mr. Delabole and similar agencies,
for the use of his right honorable name
than had been paid eo him by his long-
suffering land steward for the previous
decade ; Sir Cannock Chase, a Stafford-
shire baronet, who had mortgaged his an-
cestral hall to the proprietors of the col-
leries subsequently found no his estate,
and who, as a great favor, was allowed by
his creditors to have the right of. shoot-
ing over his own manor, made in salaries,
premiums, etc., a sufficient sum to help
him to Baden, where he had a wonderful
run of luck ; while the Hon. Pounce Dos
sitor, for whom Lord Glenthresher, had
obtained a clerkship in the Audit Office,
during the short spurt while his party was
in power, invested the funds which he ob-
tained for the loan of his ‘‘ honorable-
skip,” in a cab and tiger, smart clothes
and an opera stall, and by these means
won the hand and fortune of a West
India heiress.

By the aid of this melange of Jews and
Gentiles, patricians, plutocrats and penni-
less peers, with alwayg the clear intellect
of Delabole as its guide, and the shrewd-
ness, tact and worldly knowledge of Philip
Vane, acting as the clamping iron which
held it together, some of the most extra-
ordinary, even of the schemes which at
that time were submitted to the public,
made their successful appearance. At the
time however, that we again take up our
acquaintance with Philip Vane, though
several other schemes were on hand,
there was one which engrossed the great-
er part of his attention, and to which all
others were subordinate, the Terra del
Feugos Silver Mining Company.

To this undertaking, Delabole had
brought his best names, and his most
wealthy colleagues. It was not a new
affair just “prospected,” and thrust upon
the market, with the view of getting rid
of the shares; some years previously it
had been an undertaking high in repute
among the mining brokors. The opinion
of the mining engineers was that,as a
speculation, the Terra del Feugos were
decidedly hazardous; the soil in which
they were situated being, on the whole,
of a loose and shifty nature, bad to work
and liable to fall in. What had been
prophesied at last occurred ; there was a
sad accident, the earth fell in upon the
men, the works were suspended and fin-
ally stopped. An attempt was made to
re-open them, but the experimentalists
were people without either knowledge or
capital, and it failed. Since then, and
until within the previous twelve months
the mines had been closed. Then the
scheme was submitted to Delabole, who
went through it cautiously,and finally
gave his opinion as to its practicability.
One of the cleverest mining engineers in
England was sent out, reported favorably,
and superintended the sinking of another
shaft, where two or three productive
lodes were discovered. The success thus
begun, continued ; lodes after lodes were
discovered, and the shares were at a high
preminm. When appealed to about them,
Delabole always recommended them as
the best and safest investment; but the
engineer, after his return from his second
visit, twelve months after the reopening
of the mine, quietly went into the mar-
ket and sold his shares.

To the offices of the Terro del Fuegos,
situate in the city, Philip Vane is now
hastening, after his elaborate little break-
fast in his West End home. He has got-
ten over the annoyance cauged by the row
with the itinerant fruiterer, and is lean-
ing back in his brougham placidly smok#
ing his cigar. The chiming of quarter
past ten by Big Ben suggests to Philip
