A specimen of writing
shown us was very legibie. The })upﬂl
range from 7 to 21 years of age,although
exceptions have been made in a few in-
stances ‘in favor of older and younger
scholars. Attendance is voluntary, and
no charge is made for residence on
board at the Asylum. After vacation,
“‘guides” are sent out to gather back the
pupils. Miss Lovey's route is on the G.
