Sir Martin Conway Says It Is a Here­
ditary Instinct.

Sir Martin Conway, explorer, moun­
taineer and author, who was recently 
a guest of the British Authors’ Club, 
liscussed the problem why people 
should want to climb mountains.

The problem, he said, had never 
been solved and never would be. The 
most one could say was that in some 
Persons it was an hereditary instinct.

tains.

Among the Buddhists mountain- 
dimbing was the chief element in ob- 
aining sanctity.

Mountains had al­
ways been regarded as the home of 
icculiar creatures, such as demons, 
airies. gnomes, or dragons. In the 
limalayas the belief was generally 
ipread abroad that on one big peak 
here was a palace of crystal inhabit- 
(l by royalties among the fairy folk.
On another, he was told, when the 

iouds formed the fairies were cook- 
ng their bread. According to the in- 
labitants. a man once went up a third 
>eak and when he returned had lost 
ils reason because the fairies hâd 
aken it away. “They warned us,” 
ibserved the speaker, “that if we went 
q ' much farther the same thing would 
.ssuredly happen to us, if it had not 
lready happened and was not the 

-ause of our coming.”
Sir Martin described one of his ad- 

zentures in the Bolivian Andes. “1 
vas ‘chivvied’ with considerable velo- 
-ity from one mountain which I had 
38sayed to climb with theodolite, 
and I was glad to escape with my life. 
[ was pursued fifteen miles by the en- 
•aged population of the neighbouring 
zillage, and if they had not been good 
mough to throw stones, which hit my 
unie, I should have come away in a 
very different condition.

For mending table linen, save thosi 
tong even threads which have been 
drawn from linen in hemstitching. 
Wind them on an empty spool and put 
aside until a table cloth needs mend­
ing.

If it is difficult to rid a frying pan ol 
the smell of fish or onions, a little 
oatmeal should be sprinkled over it 
and the pan shaken over the fire un­
til the oatmeal begins to Scorch.

Most housekeepers know the diffi­
culty of making cream of tomato 
soup. To lessen danger of curdling, 
add a pinch of soda to the scalding 
milk and pour slowly into the hot 
strained tomatoes.

Governor Will Attend.
Hon. R. Watson, Acting Premier 

and Colonial Secretary, this morning 
received a message from His Excel­
lency the Governor at Point Amour 
conveying the Intelligence that he ex­
pected to return to St. John’s on Fri­
day or Saturday next by the s.s. 
Fiona, and that it was his intention 
to proceed by the s.s. Fiona on Mon­
day next to Conception Bay to attend 
the celebrations there of the Guy Ter­
centenary. It is to be hoped that 
every effort will be exerted to make 
the celebration worthy of its place In 
Newfoundland and British history as 
a pioneer Colony recognized by Royal 
charter, which marks a beginning in 
that Colonial expansion that makes 
the British Empire unique in the his­
tory of the world.

AT REST.
Saturday afternoon witnessed the 

closing scene in the sad tragedy of 
last week, when the bodies of Willie 
Lloyd and Herbert Martin were laid 
to rest, side by side, in the Church 
of England Cemetery, overlooking 
the lake where the accident, which 
robbed them of their bright young 
lives, occurred.

At 2.15 the remains of Willie Llnyù 
left his father’s residence at “Escas- 
oni," followed by a large concourse 
of mourners, amongst them being 
Chief Justice Horwood and Justices 
Emerson and Johnson. On reaching 
Forest Road a similar cortege, fol­
lowing the remains of Herbert Mar­
tin, marched slowly, side by side, un­
til the cemetery was reached. The 
caskets were literally covered with 
floral emblems and flowers, emblem­
atic in their short-lived beauty of the 
two dear lads, thus cut off In the very 
bloom of life. The service at the 
Mortuary Chapel and at the grave 
side were conducted by the Rev. Can 
on White and Rev. Mr. Brinton, whilst 
prominent amongst the hundreds who 
had assembled to pay their tribute 
of love to the boys, whom the whole 
city mourns, and of sympathy with 
the heartbroken parents, was the 
Bishop of Newfoundland. — Daily 
News.

Another Close Call.

At the Congregational 
Church.

The services in the Congregational 
Church yesterday were of a deeply 
Inspiring character. In the morning 
the Rev. J. Thackeray took as his 
text John 3,16 and 17: 9.

The session of.’the Sabbath School 
was presided over by Mr. J. E. Ray 
In the absence of the Superintendent. 
Mr. H. E. Cowan. The deputation 
from the Congregationalists of Eng­
land and Wales was greeted by a good 
congregation and the service was per­
vaded by a spirit of Intense devotion. 
The pastor referred to the visit of 
our distinguished guest as represent­
ing the Colonial Missionary Society 
and also the Congregational Union of 
England and Wales, and for the first 
time in the history of our church life 
we were being honored by the kindly 
recognition of the Chairman of so 
august an assembly. We desire to 
thank Mr. Smith fur his kindly pres­
ence, and through him also to express 
gratitude and loyalty to the churches 
of our Faith and Order in Great Bri­
tain and the Colonial Missionary So­
ciety whose invaluable aid has again 
and again been unsparingly bestowed. 
We desire to entrust our most cordial 
and fraternal greetings and pray that 
Mr. Smith may have very pleasing 
memories of his visit to Newfound­
land.

Rev. J. Thackeray before conclud­
ing said there was one other matter 
to- which he would like to refer, viz., 
the sad and sudden bereavement of 
twtf homes in this city during the 
wee.k past, and in most touching lan­
guage besought the prayers of his 
people on behalf of the sorrowing 
families.

Mr. Smith on rising said: This is 
a fitting moment to deliver the mes­
sage entrusted to me by the Rev. C. 
Silvester Horne, M.A., M.P., Chairman 
for this year of the Congregational 
Union of England and Wales. In 
England the denomination of Chris­
tians, known as Congregationalists. 
originally called Independents, are, 
after the Episcopalians, the most nu­
merous and influential. They have 
ever been in the vanguard of those 
who have fought and Struggled for 
the principles and heritage of civil 
and religious liberty from the days of 
Oliver Cromwell and John Milton to 
the present hour. On this side of the 
Atlantic it is well known what a solid 
foundation was laid for the great re­
public of the United States of Am­
erica by those sturdy Independents— 
the Pilgrim Fathers—who came over 
in the Mayflower in the 17th century. 
The principles and aspirations which 
are fostered by the Congregational 
Polity should enrich any community 
where a Congregational Church ex­
ists. May the young people of this 
church be trained to be just and up­
right citizens, and to know that a true 
Congregationalist is one who is pre­
pared to sacrifice much to bring in 
more perfectly the Kingdom of God to 
the locality in which he or she re­
sides. Every member should be fully 
instructed in the Congregational prin­
ciples and kept in touch with the 
work of our church life. To this end 
no better medium exists than the 
British Congregationalist, a paper 
which should find a ready entrance 
Into the homes of all our people.

The following message was then 
read : —

My Dear Edward Smith,—I am de­

lighted to know that you will shortly 
be visiting our stations in Newfound­
land.

far off Island. Please convey to them 
my best wishes as Chairman of the 
Congregational Union of England and 
Wales. You will be able to give them 
large experience In regard to broth­
erhood work. Surely we must recog­
nize that in the power of Christianity 
to recover the manhood of the Empire 
for the kingdom of Righteousness lies 
in the great hope for the future. With

The address which followed was a 
most practical exposition, being based 
on the words of Paul, Romans L, 16 
verse; 2 Timothy, chap 1, verse 7, and 
chap 3, verse 5—“I am not ashamed 
of the Gospel of Christ.” “For God 
hath not given us a spirit of fear but 
of love and of a sound mind.” “Hav­
ing a form of godliness but denying 
the power thereof." Christianity was 
reviewed from the standpoint of the 
business man. Religion Is either right 
or wrong. There are many ways of 
denying the power—shame, silence, 
diffidence. Paul warned Timothy that 
the time would come when text No. 3 
would be true. The late Bishop 
Creighton once said, “More harm has 
been done through the limitations of 
good men than by bad men." “Read 
the Pilgrim’s Progress,” said the Ex­
plorer Stanley, “and It you have read 
it one hundred times, read it again; 
It reveals character and life.” Three 
hundred types are portrayed. Its 
brightest character “Christian" was 
continually dogged by “shame.” 
“Giant Despair” had a wife called 
“Diffidence" whose destructive power 
far outstripped that of her husband. 
We are ready to talk about churches 
:nd everything else, but we hesitate 
'o reveal the Christ. Froude the his- 
orian once asked Tennyson what he 

thought of Christ. The poet stooped 
,ind picked up a flower and said: 
“What the sun is to that flower 
Jesus Christ is to my soul.” We are 
to be God’s witnesses and instru­
ments to minister for Him to the con­
trite, viz., the bruised, rubbed and 
damaged lives of the community. The 
address was rich with Illustrations 
gleaned from gll sections of life and 
will long be remembered as a season 
of spiritual uplift.

An Impudent Beggar.
Several citizens to-day ask us to 

protest against the conduct of a one 
armed man who is here from Canada 
begging funds. He says that he 
wants the money to buy an artificial 
arm. People who know him best 
say that he was here collecting mon­
ey last summer on the same plea. 
Saturday night last he bad too much 
liquor taken and created quite a 
scene near Mr. Byrne's saloon. A 
sailor whipped a bottle out of the 
armless man’s pocket and broke it on 
the sidewalk. The latter then belab­
ored him with his stick in a vicious 
manner. Quite a crowd witnessed the 
incident and expressed the opinion 
that it was a mistake to give such a 
man money on the plea that he wants 
to buy an arm.

Queen Victoria’s Idea 
of a Gentleman.

“This memorandum shows how. "If 
’gentlemen’ were to be appointed to 
wait on the heir to the Crown, end­
less trouble was taken to see that the 
best possible choice was made, and 
that the persons chosen were ade­
quately aware of their responsibility 
and duties.”

Actress as Politician.
Miss Evie Greene, the popular Lon­

don actress who was married to Lieu­
tenant Arbuthnot recently, has proved 
herself quite an eloquent politician of 
advanced views. Asked on one occa­
sion how she would remedy the evil 
of unemployment, she promptly re­
plied, “Send a strong-minded woman 
to Parliament and she will soon show 
you the way.” . Naturally she was ac­
cused of being a Suffragette. This 
Miss Greene denied. “But,” she said, 

should like every hard-working wo­
man who pays rates and taxes to have 
a vote, as apart from the silly little 
woman who has no mind beyond her 
house and her children.”

Broken Down.by His Son’s Arrest, 
Decs Not Believe Him Guilty.

Los Angeles, Cal., Aug. 2.—Bowed 
down by years and broken by the 
ordeal of his son's flight and arrest 
on suspicion of having killed his wife, 
M. A. Crippen, father of Dr. Hawley 
H Crippen, presented to-day the most 
pathetic figure of the case that has 
engrossed the interest of two contin­
ents.

“They cannot prove anything on 
Hawley; they cannot even prove that 
Belle Elmore is dead. Why should I 
believe him guilty? I know that he 
would not do such a thing. It passes 
belief. I may never know the truth, 
as I don’t feel I can stand this worry 
much longer. I feel as if I would 
like to go away alone and die. 1 did 
my best to educate Hawley and his 
son. I did the best I could, and now 
in my old age I am alone and over­
whelmed by this disgrace.”

Locating Ships in a Fog.
Two Italian naval officers have in­

vented a device which they claim will 
do away with all danger of ships col­
liding in a fog. The visible portion 
of this invention, which is called the 
‘system of radio, telegraphy,’ consists 
ot a recorder having the form and ap­
pearance of a compass dial. Near the 
latter is a thumb bar that influences 
the dial indicator,. which manipulated 
causes the indicator to revolve over 
the dial’s surface and mark the point 
of the compass from which an ap­
proaching ship is coming, giving its 
exact location and distance away.

About the skipper's ears are strap­
ped a pair of the ordinary wireless 
telegraph receivers, by which means 
he is able to hear the sound given off 
by the wireless apparatus of the ap­
proaching ship. The operator mani­
pulates the thumb bar until the wire­
less sound is at its highest pitch, when 
a reading of the dial face and indi­
cator gives him the exact position of 
the vessel or shore wireless station 
from which the sound comes.

For this instrument to be effective, 
of course, it is necessary for the ap­
proaching ship to be equipped wflth 
wireless apparatus and have it send­
ing off the waves at the time the test 
with the instrument is made on the 
other ship.—‘The Pathfinder.’

His 
Grace who is looking well after his 
travels was given such a whole-souled 
reception that he çaid he could not re­
frain from expressing his thanks to 
the people on the very first oppor­
tunity. He was happy to be back 
amongst them once more, and the 
sight of the dear familiar faces of his 
children filled his heart with joy. He 
thanked them all for the very loyal 
and whole-souled reception, and hoped 
that' God would spare them all as well 
as himself manners to work togeth­
er for their Spiritual and temporal 
welfare.

During the exposition of the Blessed 
Sacrament at Benediction which 
would follow after- the short sermon, 
lie asked that the whole congregation 
would thank Almighty God for his 
goodness and mer(c^ in preserving him 
during his extended travels in foreign 
lands. He had visited many countries 
and seen what the world considers the 
most beautiful works of Nature and 
Art, but from the bottom of his heart 
he could sincerely say that no sight 
warmed his affections so deeply as 
that of our rock bound coast of New­
foundland on approaching the Har­
bour yesterday. Therefore it rejoiced 
him once more to be back in the dear 
homeland amongst his beloved people 
and to continue as their chief pastor 
to work for their Spiritual and tem­
poral welfare as long as God spared 
him. While in the Eternal City he 
had the extreme consolation and 
pleasure of an extended interview with 
the Holy Father, His Holiness Pope 
Pius X-, who now so worthily occu­
pied the Chair of St. Peter.

His Holiness 
enquired most intimately concerning

A Revolution in
Wheat Farming.

TO THRESH STANDING GRAIN.
It is announced, in unqualified 

terms, from Wichita, Kansas, that 
Curtis Baldwin, a farmer living near 
Nickerson in that State, has inventedi
a machine for threshing grain in the 
fields, and that it works. This an­
nouncement is to be classed as “im­
portant, if true.” If the reported in­
vention can accomplish all that is 
claimed for it, it is in a high degree 
revolutionary and important. There 
nave been two trials, it is reported, of 
the machine made from Curtis Bald­
win’s plans, one in a field of wheat, 
and one in a field of oats, and it is 
declared that the grain was satisfac­
torily threshed in both cases. It is 
urther declared that with this ma­

chine one man can. do the work of 
which twenty-five men are required at 
present, and that one machine and 
four horses will supplant several ma­
chines and many horses under the 
present methods of harvesting.

The following is the description 
;iven of the work done:

“By threshing the standing grain 
n this manner, the use of binders, 
leaders, wheat stackers, pitchers, 
stackers and threshing machine crews 
are eliminated. The machine, accord­
ing to Mr. Baldwin, will solve the 
problem of the shortage of harvest 
hands and the spoiling of grain in the 
stack. The mechanism of the thresh­
er is simple. It resembles a header 
and the horses are driven behind the 
machine. In place of the header sic­
kle there is a cylinder 10 inches in 
diameter. The heads of the grain are 
driven against this cylinder by the 
driving blast of the exhaust fan. The 
jrain is then carried back to a clean­
er, where it is separated from the 
chaff, which is carried by an elevator 
to the sackers. The fan and elevator 
are run by a gasoline engine. The 
machine is made of steel and weighs 
about 2,500 pounds. It takes the 
same size swath as a header, but 
travels faster because it does not de­
pend on a barge."

In view of the past development Of 
farm machinery, no thoughtful per­
son will be disposed to say that the 
invention of Curtis Baldwin cannot do 
what is claimed for it, and. indeed, 
has not already done it. Further in­
formation in regard to it will be 
awaited with interest.

nounces Demonstration
Special to Evening Telegram.

SAN SEBASTIAN Aug. 7.
The Government's rigorous meas­

ures and the formal renunciation by 
the Catholic Junta of the threatened 
demonstration in this city insured 
comparative tranquility to-day, and a 
largely attended bull fight was the 
chief incident of the day. From day­
light the streets were patrolled by 
cavalry, infantry and gendarmes, 
while heavy bodies of soldiers were 
held in readiness in the barracks. The 
gravest incident occurred last evening 
when groups of Catholics assembled 
shouting: “Death to Spain, long live 
the Pope.” Thousands of indignant 
people rushed towards the manifest­
ants, and only the personal interven­
tion of the Governor at the head of a 
platoon of police prevented a riot. 
Nearly 1,500 arrests were made. Many 
amusing scenes were witnessed 
Priests leading trudging ranks of 
peasants took to their heels when 
they found the city in possession of 
the military. The peasants, all their 
courage gone, were disarmed and 
easily persuaded to return to their 
homes.

A Socialist of the 17th Century.

Two hundred and fifty years ago 
there passed Into "that undiscovered 
country from whose bourne no trav­
eller returns” England’s first great 

'èoéial reformer—Oliver Cromwell. All 
■ big great victories had been won on 
September 3rd—hi» fortunate day— 
and it was on September 3rd that 
fate removed him from the activities 
of a strenuous and tumultous life. By 
many students of history. Cromwell is 
looked upon more as a revolutionary 
than as a socialist; but he was a so- 

‘clilist long before he became a re­
volutionary. From his early youth 
socialism ran through the veins of all 
his thinking, and only when he found 
it impossible to disseminate his so­
cialistic propaganda by word of mouth 
did he resort to canon and sword. 
What is most remarkable about the 
Protector’s socialism is that it should 
have had its origin im-the mind of an 
aristocrat, for it is a well known fact 
that the blood of the Cromwell's had 
been “blue” for many generations. 
Est Oil vérins Cromwellius genere no- 
bili atque illustri ortus, wrote Milton. 
Oliver’s godfather had luxuriously en­
tertained the first of the Stuarts at 
the great court ôf Hinchinbrook, 
young Olivet*, who was then four
years of age, doubtless being preselîtsbtirè lifetime of Oliver Cromwell the 
on the occasion» We are not unnrtnd- "
ful of Tolstoi ; nevertheless we arc 
accustomed to look for the rise of so­
cial reformers, not among the aris­
tocracy, but among the discontented 
working classes who have begun to 
furnish the House of Commons with 
a party of reformers destined to pla> 
a great part in the future social pro­
gress of Great Britain.

“pure religion and undefiled,” and to 
bring low the men of high degree 
who, he thought, were promulgating 
incontinence in public life, and Ro­
manism in religious seminaries. That 
he was profoundly religious is evident 
not only from his letters, but from his 
acts. His nature was saturated with 
Biblical theology extracted from the 
chronicles of the older dispensation 
rather than from the Sermon on the 
Mount. Had Cromwell been as fami 
iar with the Beatitudes ae he was 
with the Psalms, it would be difficult 
to understand his wholesale mas­
sacres of priests on the ground that 
they were not Puritans. Less relig­
ion and more rationalism would have 
prevented hatred of him on the part 
of the Presbyterians, and Ireland 
xvould not have perpetuated the leg­
end of tyranny which is summed up 
in the peasants’ saying of the Curse 
of Cromwell.

The basis of Cromwell’s inspir­
ation is to be feund in his unswerv 
ing belief that God was the author of 
all his projects ; that the Word of God 
was ringing in his ears day and night 
continually. He was a type of his 
age, an age that has been well de­
picted by Frederick Harrison: “In

Cromwell’s Inspiration.
The personality of Cromwell-has al­

ways. been a mystery to psycholo- 
glshfi B^ sème hé is considered a-

society in which he lived had absorb­
ed' to the depths of their souls a Bib­
lical conception of life. Their Bible 
was literally food to their under­
standing and a guide to their con­
duct. They saw the visible finger of 
God in every incident of life; they 
heard the authentic voice of God in 
every turn' of existence. They saw 
Satan in everything evil, and heard 
the voices of devils In all that was 
harmful, vicious or unjust. If they 
took counsel of each other of their 
own judgment they literally believed 
that God and His angels prompted

barm, he 
were un- 
they felt 
God. If

,—, ....__,____ _____,___ lost God.
Now that which in our day devout 
men and women come to feel in their 
earnest moments of prayer, the de­
vout Puritan felt, as a second nature, 
in his rising up and in his lying 
down; In the market place, and in the 
home, in society and business ; in Par­
liament, in council, and on the field 
of battle.”

To prosecute a battle without 
conviction that the Lord had author­
ized it would have been impossible 
to Cromwell. After his success at 
Naseby he wrote to the Speaker 
“Sir, this is none other but the hand 
of God, and to Him alone belongs the 
glory, wherein none are to share with 
Him.” At the battle of Dunbar he 
stood on the field in the presence of 
his men and sang the 17th Psalm 
through to revive their drooping spir­
its. And after cruelly 'putting to 
death -men, women and children in 
St. Peter’s Church, Drogheda, he 
could still believe that God had made 
him the instrument of such bloody 
work. “It hath pleased God to bless 
our endeavors,” he writes.

Was Cromwell’s Work Enduring!

It is questionable whether the so 
cial and religious revolution of which 
Cromwell was the dynamic left a per 
manent impression uppn English life 
The fields, lanes, and streets of Eng 
land had been stained with the blood 
of her noblest sons. It was a ter 
rible price to pay for an unsuccess 
ful attempt to push Puritanism down 
the throats of the aristocracy, or tc 
attempt the establishment of a social 
system which the more advanced peo­
ple of this generation are not yet pre 
pared to embrace. A country cannot 
be ruled by any little Parliament ol 
“holy men.” The profligacy of flu 
Restoration was the reply to Crom 
well’s patriarchal exhortations.

That Cromwell’s socialistic spirit 
had exercised its influence was ap 
parent in the demands of his army 
Republicanism, sovereignty of Par 
Marnent, annual or biennial elections 
extensions and equalisation of the 
suffrage, local self-government, codi 
fication of the law, complete religious 
liberty, and equal political rights 
were part of the socialistic propagan 
da presented to Parliament with all 
the urgency of a Royal proclamation 
At one period it was feared that 
Cromwell’s training of his army would 
lead to his own annihilation, for their 
socialism swelled- Into plots to as 
sassinate both Charles and their stal 
wart leader.

One Act of Parliament must b< 
looked upon as permanent: the deatl 
of the old Monarchy. For one gener 
ation the Stuarts returned, but the 
old feudal rights and political powe 
had departed forever. The Church of 
England reappeared, but minus the 
influence of Laud and Charles. Par­
liamentary government, equality of 
rights, equity in law, all date from 
the memorable year of 1649.

It is quite true that England re 
jected Cromwell's system of govern 
ment, namely, that it should rest 
with a Single Person and a Parlia 
ment, the Parliament making all 
laws and oting all supplies, co-ordi­
nating with the authority of the Chief 
Person, and not meddling with the 
executive; but it is a great compli­
ment to Cromwell that the American 
people have adopted it. More than a 
century after the Protector’s death 
the founders of the United States re 
vived and established hie ideal, bas 
ing it upon popular election, a thing 
which, in 1654, was impossible in the 
British Isles.

Horrible Accident 
at Bay de Verde.

Mrs. Geo. Coish and her two little 
children, aged 12 and 5 years respec­
tively, met with a horrible experi­
ence at Bay de Verde last Friday 
which ended in the death of the 
younger child, who was practically 
broiled to death. The other girl and-|~ 
the mother have a fair chance of re­
covering. Two of Mr. Thos. Moore’s 
men were boiling cod oil In the fac­
tory when the boiler exploded and 
burst the end out of the building just 
as Mrs. Coish and her children hap­
pened to be passing that way. They 
were struck by pieces of the boiler 
and knocked prostrate, a deluge of 
boiling oil falling on them at the same 
time. The two men who were work­
ing in the factory were not hurt and 
made their escape through the side 
opposite to which the boiler and oil 
were driven. The cries of the vic­
tims soon drew a crowd to the spot, 
and everything that sympathy and 
kindness could suggest was done to 
relieve the sufferings of the victims 
of such an unprecedented and hor­
rible fate. Dr. Pickard, who was 
early on the scene, applied emolients 
and bandaged up the wounds, but in 
doing so realized the younger child 
could not possibly live as the flesh 
was eaten from her poor little body 
by the boiling oil.
