Burin Election

This morning in the News, Sir Ed­
ward Morris, took a whole page to 
make clear that he has suddenly be­
come alive to the pressing needs of 
the Burin District. Before the Gen­
eral Election of 1908 he was appar­
ently unaware that a railway branch 
would be a source of benefit to Burin, 
Mortier Bay, Lamaline, Grand Bank 
and Fortune. He was also utterly ob­
livious of its desirability when he 
made the railway contract with the 
Reid-Newfoundland Company in the 
fall of 1909, and it was not even con­
sidered of sufficient importance to 
make provision for it in the spring of 
1909, when the Branch Railway Act 
was passed and the Loan Bill put 
through the legislature. lest ses- 
aion also went by without any dis­
covery of the need of this special line 
of policy. But, verily, a .change has 
dome over the scene. A vacancy has 
occurred in the representation of the 
District, and the Premier of a sudden 
realized that an engagement which 
he could put off last year must no 
longer be postponed. He hurried off 
to Burin District and dilated there on 
the utter neglect which had been their 
fate in the bast. He explained that 
a period must be brought to that

apathy. Government work must hum. 
Roads over which grass had grown 
the past two years must be put 
straight. He himself had reformed 
his views and revised his railway 
policy. In the future, say after next 
General Election, Burin District must 
be brought within the sphere of 
branch railway influence. Palace cars 
would run through the district and 
the Burin electors be brought within 
the fold. We congratulate the Prem­
ier on his quick conversion and on his 
speedy amendment of his railway 
policy in view of the vacancy which 
has recently occurred in the repre­
sentation of the district. We notice, 
however, that the Premier did not 
think it politic to divulge the date of 
the bye-election. We notice, however, 
that he intends to make Government 
work hum this summer and to take 
up the election campaign again in 
July on his return from his picnic 
to England. ________

Being Fumigated.
Dr. Campbell has had the Bon aven­

ture men removed to the store on the 
sputhside, fitted up by Messrs. A. J. 
Harvey & Co. Two thirds of the 
men have been vaccinated in the past 
and are in no danger. They have 
been furnished with clothing and 
their old clothing, etc., thoroughly 
disinfected. They will he allowed 
to go home. Those who had not been 
vaccinated in the past are also being 
attended to and will have to put in 21 
days quarantine. New mattresses 
have been put in, three No. 7 Victoria 
stoves are on the upper flat to heat'it, 
and a large range has been installed 
for cooking. Early ÿësterday morn­
ing one man was found to be infected 
with the disease and was immediately 
taken to Hospital. To-day the ship 
is being fumigated and disinfected. 
She will be washed from truck to 
kelson with disinfectants and will be 
thoroughly cleansed, after which she 
will be permitted to discharge. Dr. 
Campbell has been helpëd By Mr. 
Wallace, a doctors assistant, who was 
out in the Florizel. Dr. Campbell per­
mitted no liquor to be sent to the men 
on board the ship.

inquest of the seals on Monday morn- 
jllgi (heMI'.th March, for the Madgalen 
Islands, and was about 4 hours steam­
ing through a heavy floe when by con­
tact with it the rudder head became 
badly twisted, and in going astern 
the wheel chains snapped, and it took 
over three hours to effect repairs. To 
do so they cut off the starboard chain 
belli the pmt chain to it and shifted 
the helm round, this being the only 
means by which the damage could bi 
rectified while the vessel was at sea. 
The ship then started to force her 
way to the X.W.. and for a week she 
had a hard knot before her, the ice 
which was very heavy and close pack-- 
ed impeding her progress. Previous 
to this, and just us repairs had been 
given the rudder, she steamed at 
night through a patch of about 2,00C 
harps, with the Viking and Southern 
Cross ahead of her. Nearly all of this 
time the ship was in the Strain o! 
Bryon Island, and was driven to and 
fro between this place and Bird 
Rocks, but could not penetrate the 
solid mass of ice. On the 24th March 
ihe ship was about 7 miles to the N. 
W. of Bryon Island when the ice be­
gan to raft at an alarming rate, am 
all on board realized that the Harlaw 
was in a serious situation. The Shi' 
was buoyant and rose up with the 
floe, hut for which she would have 
been cut through and would have 
gone down instantly. As it was the 
ice smashed-off seven timbers in thi 
after hold and three deck beams oi 
the starboard side, and received con 
siderable damage also to the port 
side, especially in the bunkers, which 
were filed with coal, so that what in­
jury had been wrought there could 
not be ascertained. She began to leak 
at an alarming rate after this squeeze 
and two pumps were kept going the 
whole time besides the bilge pumps 
on the engine to try to keep .her free 
Despite this and when the rafting hac 
ceased the ship still continued fore 
ing to the X.W. for the seals, which 
were known to lay in that direction 
in large numbers. On the 26th the 
fioe once again started to come to­
gether and catching the ship, repeat 
fd the nipping process, and did suet 
damage that it was seen she was al­
most wounded to the death. The men. 
«hen she was first caught in the raft- 
trs, got all their clothes on deck anc 
day and night after held themselver 
in readiness to leave the ship quick 
ly, keeping the deck the whole time 
and getting little, if any, sleep. After 
many hours of anxiety the Ice once 
more loosened up and the ship steam­
ed along until the 27th, when all re­
alized that the worst was quickly ap 
broaching, that the ships powers were 
greatly impaired and that she could 
barely stagger along, while making 
water at an ever-increasing rate 
lUth no ship in the Immediate vlcin- 
it>*to offer assistance, prospects look­
ed bad. hut still ('apt.

the 3rd ApHI the bottom of the cylin­
der cracked and then it was decided 
to abandon the voyage and bear up 
for home. * She ,was then 25 miles 
east of Bird Rocks. The ship was 
now forcing slowly through the floe 
and on emerging into a spacious lake 
of water it was discovered that the 
seams were open and that the current 
of water went in at such a rate that 
she was doomed to fill quickly, and 
working at their best capacity the 
pumps could not keep her free. To 
make matters worse the rudder, which 
since the accident to it was not very 
strong, again became damaged by the 
Ice pressure and the ship could not 
attempt to go astern for fear of los­
ing it altogether. By the 5th of April 
the captain found that the water was 
gaining rapidly on the pumps and the 
ship was strained to pieces, but tc 
supplement the work of the pumpe 
barrels were cut down and tubs made 
to bale the water out of the hold, and 
the men were instructed to stand hi 
to be ready for the task. By this 
time there were four feet of water in 
the fore hold and the after hold and 
bunkers were in as bad a condition.
On the 6th Capt. Barbour sent six 
men of his crew with a boat over the 
ice towards St. Paul’s to wire St.
John’s for assistance, should thej 
each there. After hauling their boat 
miles over the fioe the men had tc 

retreat to the ship, noticing the ap­
proach of stormy weather, and reach­
ed here just as a blizzard broke oi 
the ship. The crew, momentarily ex­
pecting the worst, were very uneaai 
and were several nights without sleep 
keeping up on deck most ot the timt 
The 7th was very foggy; the ship kep 
steaming for St. Paul’s, water wa: 
rushing into her at a great rate, am 
it was Capt. Barbour's intention if 
she held afloat to beach her on the 
Island, as he had now abandoned al’ 
hope of getting the ship to St. John'!

how long relief might be deferred. 
Several boats had been cut away from 
the davits when the ship was aban­
doned and these were found to .be 
very useful in getting the bread, flour 
and men’s clothing to the Island. 
The ship sank about 6 hours after the 
crew quit her when about two miles 
north of St. Paul’s Island. She lurch­
ed heavily once or twice before going 
and then suddenly her prow went un­
der, and then she dived to the depths 
and was gone in a couple of minutes, 
She sank about 2.30 p.m., and it is 
not at all likely that even had anoth­
er ship been there to render assist­
ance that the Harlaw could have been 
saved, as she was pounded and twist­
ed badly by toe heavy rafting ice 
with which she was surrounded. The 
crew on landing walked over to Mr 
Campbell's place and he placed them 
in his stores in the two light houses 
on the Island, and even gave some o: 
them with Capt. Barbour shelter ir, 
his own household, he and all there 
doing everything possible for thei. 
comfort. The men saved what meal 
they could as well as bread and flour 
but they had not much, and when toe 
Bonaventure hove in sight they were 
on their last rations. On landing 
Capt. Barbour telegraphed Crosble & 
Co. of their predicament, and Mr 
Campbell telegraphed the Government 
at Ottawa, hoping to get the ice 
breaker Earl Grey, then at Pictou, ti 
come to the Island and take the me: 
to St. John’s. The men remained oi 
the Island till Tuesday last at noon 
The Bonaventure, with Mr. Piccott oi 
board, was 5 miles off the Island a 
dusk on Sunday last and was caugh 
at toe edge of toe ice. That night thi 
wind blew from the N.E., it becam, 
very stormy, and the ship was li 
miles S. W. of the Island when to 
storm abated.
