tory measures. Precautions,( how­
ever, are heteaLtiflMh on tlijEjide of 
the North Sea althoffgh thë^Serman 
Government warned German people 
not to expect any sensational devel­
opments for Some days. The regular 
cross-Channel1 passenger service have 
been somewhat curtailed and altered 
otherwise the sea-borne trade of the 
country is proceeding much as usual 
The White Star steamship Adriatic, 
from New York on Feb. 10, crossed 
the Irish Seia during the night, but 
did not resort, as did the Lusitania 
some days ago, to the use of the Am­
erican or other neutral flag to evade 
German submarines. Other ocean 
liners and freight steamers are'main 
taiming regular schedules. A fleet of 
freight steamers left Denmark for 
England with provision aboard. It 
was to .keep track of these, it is be­
lieved. that the German, airships, one 
of which was destroyed by fire yes 
terday and another which was report 
ed wrecked to-day on the Danish 
coast, have been active. In England 
Germany’s reply to the American note 
of protest against interference with 

’neutral ships, is creating more inter 
est than the threatened blockade. 
There is a great deal of curiosity as 
to what the States will- say in re­
sponse. Even Germany’s victory over 
the Russians in East- Prussia and 
Poland, and the claim that the Ger 
mans have taken 64,000 prisoners, 
take second place to these diplomatic 
questions between Germans and neu­
tral nations. In Germany, however, 
this second victory of Field Marshal 
Von tiindenburg in the Province, 
which he had long made a military 
study, is being celebrated with great 
enthusiasm. and the expectation 
there is that the Russians will take a 
long time to recover from this blow, 
even should they succeed in making 
a stand on the Niémen Rivër as' they 
did last autumn. It is evident, how­
ever, that the Russians are far from 
bejng beaten. According to their re­
ports' battles are in progress not far 
from the East Prussian frontier, and 
troojis are being rushed from the in­
terior to check the German advance, 
which is being made on g front of 
some 200 miles in extent, across the 
provinces of Villa and Grodnox. In 
the Carpathians, beaVy fighting con­
tinues, the Russians clSim to have 
repulsed all Austro-German attacks, 
while in Bukowina the Austrians, with 
their German supports are pushing 
across country. They have occupied 
Kotoraea in Galicia, about sixteen 
miles north of thc Bakowina frontier. 
It is again reported, this time official­
ly, that they a*e in possession of 
Czeroowitz, the capital of Bukowina. 
The Allies, in the hope of .relieving 
the pressure-on the Russians; have 
taken the offensive along the western 
itinë: Although Frbnch and, German 
accounts differ as to thé réagit of 
this, it is evident the French -and Brit­
ish have been able to make gains at 
some points which they say to-night 
have been maintained. The,,Germans 
have voluntarily evacuated the village

How German 
Ihreats Have Failed

Now that we have entered upon the 
period during which Germany threat 
ens to isolate the British Isles by sub­
marine warfare and to starve the 
British into submission, the oppor­
tunity is suitable for recalling other 
German threats against Britain and 
how far they have proved effective in 
some six months and more of warfare. 
It will be remembered that the “con­
temptible little” British Army was to 
be wiped out in the German avalanche 
which was to oveijyhelm France and 
that within a moffth the German 
Landstrum was to be left as an army 
of occupation in France and the ac­
tive army was to have smashed the 
mobilized Russian Army long before 
Christmas. The Kaiser did not dine 
in Paris in the fall, nor did he take his 
Christmas dinner in St. Petersburg, 
nor even in Warsaw. Later the Kai­
ser threatened to hack his way- 
through to Dover and dominate the 
Straits of Dover by gigantic Krapp 
guns. The contemptible little British 
army has grown into a big and for­
midable one in France, and his chan­
ces of reaching Dover and dominat­
ing the Straits are less than they ever 
were. Again, a considerable German 
army was to be transported to Britain 
and the country denuded of its few 
effective treops, which were to be 
overwhelmed on the continent, was to 
be an easy prey to the marauding' 
Huns. Sufficient time however has 
slipped along to enable big armies to 
be organized not only for the contin­
ent, but for the British Isles. Then 
there was the threats of the Zeppelins 
which were to work wonders on land 
and sea. British men of war were to 
be pulverised ‘by dropping bombs and 
London to be laid in ashes. The men 
of- war still ride the waters and people 
still sleep securely in London. The 
German small fast cruisers were to 
paralyze British shipping, but British 
shipping still continues to move, and 
there are few German cruisers left to 
harrass shipping. The greatest threat' 
of all, however, was that celebrated 
in advance in every German naval I 
mess, when Germans drank to “Der 
Tag,” when a war with Britain would 
give the German Dreadnoughts an 
opportunity to dispute the British tri­
dent over the sea, and reduce the Brit­
ish Navy to impotence. “Der Tag” 
has not yet arrived and although the 
months going by are allowing Brit­
ain to increase her Dreadnoughts to 
such a pitch that within a few 
months, the Dreadnoughts, added 
since the commencement of the war 
will he more formidable than the 
whole German Navy, -still “Der Tag” 
is put off, and the German Dread­
noughts are kept secluded at their 
bases. 'Tis true, a squadron of 
cruisers ventured lrom their base and 
indulged in baby .killing at Scarbor­
ough and Whitby, but they took good 
care to flee from danger of pursuing 
British cruisers. The second raid 
proved costly to them. Their chief 
anxiety was to avoid fighting, but 
speed away as best they could they 
lost their best armoured cruiser and 
had two of their battle cruisers badly 
smashed. There was also the policy 
of attrition by which British Dread­
noughts were to be picked off singly 
and the British Navy reduced by tor­
pedoes and mines to a strength below 
that of the German Navy. This threat 
has also signally failed. The Dread­
nought strength of the British Navy 
is far superior absolutely and rela­
tively to that of Germany than it was 
last August. As this policy has fail­
ed, submarine warfare is declared 
against non-coinbatants in the Brit 
ish mercantile marine. This mode c 
warfare was to begin yesterday, an 
neutral mercantile non-combatan 
have been told they would have 
take their chances. The next fe: 
months will show whether there is 
more in the threat than there has 
been in the forms of German bluff wte 
have just reviewed. Though somfc 
ships, some crews and some passent

gers may suffer from this policy of 
piracy, in the main it will not prove 
more effective than the other threats. 
The chief element in the threat is 
bluff.

The old parts of the 
city will be attractive to our boys and 
near at .hand is Holyrood Palace and 
an eminence known as Prince Ar­
thur’s seat. It will prove a, fine 
change for our soldiers.

THE DUTCH PROTEST.
THE HAGUE, To-da.v. 

The critical situation brought about 
by the German naval demonstration 
has greatly impressed Governmental 
circles here. A reply to the Dutch 
protest against the proposed sub­
marine blockade has not yet been re­
ceived, but it is expected momentarily.

FRENCH STEAMER TORPEDOED.
DIEPPE, To-Day.

A German submarine torpedoed this 
morning without warning the French 
steamer Dlnorah, from Havre for 
Dunkirk, at a point 136 miles off Di­
eppe. The Dinorah did not sink but 
was towed irito Dieppe. No mention 
Is made of the loss of any of the crew.
A plate on the steamer below the wat­
er line was stove in by a torpedo. 
Nevertheless the Dinorah managed to 
keep afloat by hard pumping.

RUSSIANS SUCCESSFULLY WITH- 
STANDING ASSAULTS.

PETROGRAD, To-Day. , 
German armies are continuing their | 

terrific attacks upon the 300 mile Rus­
sian front between Niemen and Vis­
tula Rivers, but it is officially claimed 
here that the troops of Grand Duke 
Nicholas are successfully withstand­
ing assaults. In the Carpathians, be­
cause of indications that the Austro- 
German attacks are weakening, the 
Russian troops have in Aura opened 
an offensive and have gained a num­
ber of successes with their counter­
attacks. On the northern frontier 
Russian reinforcements have been 
sent to the region of Augustowa and 
Block over new military railways, 
which have been constructed since the 
war began, and It was asserted here 
to-day that the armies-'of Field Mar­
shall von Hindenburg are now con­
fronted by 300,000 fresh Russian 
troops who will take offensive as soon 
as the German losses compel him to 
slacken their attacks. Claims made 
by the German war office that 64,000 
Russians were captured when they re­
tired from East Prussia were branded 
as absurd by Minister of War Suk- 
homlinoff, reiterating the claim that 
the Russians effected their withdraw­
al from German territory without se-, 
vere losses either in men or equip-1 
ment.

AGAIN IN SESSION.
At the Board of Trade rooms last 

night a meeting of the Patriotic As­
sociation was held.. There was a 
large attendance and His Excellency 
the Governor presided, supported by 
Sir Joseph Outerbridge and Mr. J. M. 
Kent, K.C. The minutes of the pre- 
vious meeting were confirmed, after 
which His Excellency reported that 
on parcels and letters being sent to 
our soldiers in tfie Old Country all 
duties had been removed by the Im­
perial Government.

Sir Joseph Outerbridge, on behalf 
of the Reserve Force Committee, then 
submitted the subjoined report, which 
was read and adopted :—

Your committee begs to report that 
since the last meeting of the Patriotic 
Association your committee has held 
seven meetings, in addition to which 
there have been very many meetings 
of the committees which have been 
appointed fr3fc time to time, and we 
now beg to submit the following re 
port of progress made: —

Recruiting.
To date, 1,156 men have volunteered 

for the Reserve Force; of thçse, 600 
have passed the medical examination 
and been sworn in for service abroad. 
Two hundred and forty-five of the lat­
ter embarked on the s.s. Dominion 
on Feb. 5th, and, we are pleased to 
report, arrived safely in Liverpool on 
Tuesday, the 16th inst. Arrangements 
had been made for the s.s. Dominion 
to transport a company of 245 men 
across the Atlantic, and this steamer 
was due to arrive here on or about 
Feb. 3rd, but owing to the ice condi­
tions the steamer was unable to reach 
port. The s.s. Neptune was very gen 
erously placed at the disposal of your 
committee by Messrs. Job Bros. & Co. 
Ltd., and on Friday at noon the con 
tingent embarked from St. John s and 
joined the s.s. Dominion about 10 
o’clock the same evening. We are 
pleased to be in a position to say that 
the steamer had a good run across 
and the officer in charge, Captain 
Montgomery, reports arrival of the 
Company at Liverpool, England, “all 
well," on -February 16.

There are at present drilling in the 
C. L. B. Armoury men consisting of a 
Second Company for the Reserve 
Force, and there is also a substantial 
number towards the Third. Company 
at such force. 1

It is a gratifying feature to observe 
fn connection with the recruiting that 
Centres outside of St. John’s have been 
recently making a- very fine showing 
indeed. We understand that we may 
•expect a continuance of this display 
of loyalty.

Equipment. .
Captain Outerbridge and the Equip­

ment Committee performed very cap­
ably the fitting out of the men who 
embarked on the s.s. Dominion, as 
well as the major portion of those 
new in training in the city. On all 
sides there has been nothing hut 
praise of the material and workman­
ship of the uniforms and the kit sup­
plied. There was, however, a little 
compaint as to the boots. The diffi­
culty was mainly brought to light by 
the very changeable weather condi­
tions this winter and was not discov­
ered until almost immediately before 
the first company left here. It was, 
therefore, impossible to remedy mat­
ters at this .end, but the Equipment 
Committee cabled Captain Timewell 
requesting him to arrange for an ad­
ditional supply of boots to be ready 
for the men on their arrival. In the 
meantime your committe has taken 
steps to prevent a recurrence of the 
complaint as regards boots supplied 
to men now in the city.

The records of the naval enlistment 
show that the numbers Of volunteers 
have been- almost exclusively derived 
the past three months from districts 
in which our recruiting agents have 
been working, but we must not be un 
mindful of the fact that clergymen 
and ethers had prepared the ground 
We are of the opinion that the system 
adopted latterly of having a recruiting 
officer and two petty officers from 
Calypso -attached to the party has 
been of great value.

The outharbours received our repre 
sentatives with open arms and the en­
thusiasm everywhere was Unbounded, 
showing that a deep feeling of patri­
otism prevailed. The speakers in all 
places were accorded a splendid hear­
ing, irrespective of creed or politics, 
and welcome assistance was given by 
local speakers which was a great help. 
The clergymen of all denonjinatlons 
were much in evidence in this respect.
It is to the crtdt of the volunteers that 
the question of pay was rarely refer­
red to and indicative of the spirit 
which induced them to enlist.

The expense of the work was borne, 
in many cases, by the speakers them­
selves and private subscription did the 
rest, except that the government pro­
vided the Fiona for the West Coast 
trip. The Reid Newfoundland Com­
pany and Crcsbie and Company also j 
rendered assistance in transport.

The committee are of opinion that 
this system of obtaining men for both 
land and sea forces is capable of much 
development and if further recruits 
are needed they can be procured from 
districts which up to the present have 
not been canvassed.

We would point out that it is hardly 
sound that a place of the size of Por­
tugal Cove should send 32 men to the 
front when places of larger popula­
tion .should net provide any. In case 
more men are required, this point 
should not be lost sight of.

The records of this committee show 
the places visited and the numbers 
recruited from 1 each settlement in 
case reference is ncessary.

The committee wish to record their 
special thanks to the speakers and 
those, who assisted them who are not 
members of this committee. Most of 
them have done yeoman service at 
Considerable personal sacrifice.

J. S. Munn, Esq., then presented 
the report of the Finance Committee, 
as follows :—
Your Excellency and Gentlemen: —

The Finance Committee begs to re­
port that it has held several meetings 
since the last session of the' Associa­
tion, and has dealt with various msft- 
tc-rs connected with our military or­
ganization, and especially with the 
equiment of the First Company of the 
Second Contingent.

So far the Committee has requisi­
tioned $220,000 from the Colonial 
Treasury and has distributed $159,- 
691.43 on account of the First Contin­
gent, including remittances to London, 
and $38,981 on account of the Second 
Contingent, a total disbursement of 
$198,672.43, leaving a balance on hand 

$21,327.57.
With the strength of the- First Regi­

ment now more than 1,000, the month­
ly pay roll reaches about $35,000, and 
there is an addition, the equipping of 
the men to cross the Atlantic and the 
cost of transport.

The amount received to-date for the 
Patriotic Fund totals $85,289.50, and 
the disbursements have been $967; 
the total numhfer of grants so far is­
sued ha» been 35, and 26 of these, for 
weekly payments, are still running, 
the amounts payable per week under 
these being $55, or at the rate of $2,- 
860 per annum. Claims are being 
made from day to day and dealt with 
as received, and they will probably 
be increased as time goes on.

The contributions towards this Fund 
have not been large of late, no doubt 
because of the existing industrial de­
pression, the numerous calls from oth 
er sources, and the fact that the men of 
onr Regiment have not yet gone on 
active service. We 'hope that as the 
spring opens there will be a subs tan 
tial addition to the resources of the 
Fund.

The committee has considered the 
situation created by the regrettable 
loss of twenty-five Naval Reservists 
with H. M. S. Viknor” and has set 
on foot Inquiries as to the circumstan­
ces of the dependents of the victims 
of that disaster, with the view1 of pro­
viding- such relief as is necessary.

In addition, consideration- has been 
given to the question of a suggested 
pension scheme, with respect to which 
we hopé to be ab}e to report at a later 
date.

When General von KluCk was de­
feated In his attempt to carry the city 
of .Paris in one supreme rush, It was 
pointed out in these columns that Ger­
many was beaten, and that she had an 
opportunity to make peace on more 
favorable terms than she could ever 
set again. Events have justified .that 
inference. But no man could have 
foreseen that in a bare six months 
Germany, blind, furious, futile and de­
spairing, would be fighting like a cor­
nered rat, and screaming like a 
smacked baby.

Without exception, the world’s most 
tremendous bluff was the German war 
machine. Every threat is a bluff; and 
that was a threat which terrorized the 
world . for forty years. A finirai von 
Tripitz announces a blockade of the 
British and French coasts by means 
of submarines. In defiance of the 
laws of war and the rights of neutrals, 
merchantmen have already been sunk, 
without ascertaining whether they 
contained the property of neutrals as 
international usage and common hu­
manity require.

But if this desperate bluff had any 
thing behind it, why has the German 
submarine not sunk a single one of 
the thousands of transports which 
have been carrying men and supplies 
to France? As Germany has ruth­
lessly disregarded every single one of 
the laws of war established by The 
Hague convention, and observed im- 
memorially by all but savages, no con­
sideration of humanity prevented her 
making a successful attack at a point 
so vulnerable. If her power were so 
small in this connection, where 
genuine military advantage was to be 
obtained, why should the world be ter­
rified by attacks upon unarmed mer­
chantmen, having no more military ad­
vantage than the bombardment of Yar­
mouth or Scarborough?

These measures are not military, 
but political. The German people had 
been flattered to the top of their bent. 
They had been promised victory in six 
weeks, and they are facing starvation 
in six months. Something desperate 
has to be done to give them the im­
pression they are getting value for 
their money. The Hohenzollern dyn­
asty is tottering, and the conscript is 
beginning to think.

The last development is a desper­
ate bluff, indeed. But the world will 
realize that it is not aq evidence of 
strength, but a confession of weak­
ness. The history of humanity and 
civilization does not réèord a spec­
tacle so humiliating.—Wall Street 
Journal.

U. S. Minister Protests
Against German Interference With 

His Duties in Luxemburg.
The Hague, Feb. 11, via London— 

Dr. Henry Van Dyke, the United 
States Minister to The Hague, and also 
to the Grand Duchy of Luxemburg, 
said to-day that he had appealed to 
the Government at Washington to pro­
test against German interference with 
his duties as Minister to Luxemburg. 
He said his diplomatic communica­
tions with Luxemburg have been cut 
off by the German military command­
er at Trier (Treves), who had refused 
to permit his letters to pass, because 
they were sealed with the seal of the 
American legation.

Dr. Van Dyke said to-day; “I can­
not consent to interference with my 
duties toward Luxemburg by any pow­
er, except that which conferred them 
upon me, namely, ther Government at 
Washington.”

Rcdemptorist
Father Dead.

The many friends of Rev. Fr. Mc- 
Candliah, who visited here with the 
Itedemptorist Fathers in 1913, will 
learn with regret of his death which 
occurred at Montreal a few days ago, 
death being due to pulmonary trouble.

Father McCandlish was a compara­
tively young man, being only about 
40 years of age. He was one of the 
best pulpit orators of the Redemptor- 
1st Order and his sermons at the 
Cathedral and St. Patrick’^ during the 
Mission of 1913 will long be remem­
bered by the Roman Catholic citizens 
of St. John’s. The deceased priest 
also gave missions in many parts of 
St. George’s Diocese where his elo­
quent and instructive sermons are 
still bearing fruit.

COMPROMISE OFFERED ON SHIP 
PURCHASE BILL.

Washington, Feb. 11.—A comprom­
ise proposal designed to extricate the 
administration Ship Purchase bill 
from the deadlock which has blocked 
its passage in the senate, and to avoid 
an extra session, was put forward 
to-night by house Democrats through 
Representative Kitchen, of North 
Carolina, chosen majority leader in 
the next house.

The new plan, which proposes the 
passage of the bill as a temporary 
emergency measure, was developed 
at conferences on the house side of 
the capitol.

As announced by Representative 
Kitchin, the committee promise con­
templates the passage through the 
house next week of the compromise 
bill suggested by Senator Gore, with 
an amendment that will terminate 
the government’s activities in the 
shipping business two years after the 
close of. the European war. Despite 
President Wilson’s announced deter­
mination to stand by the bill now be­
fore the senate in its .present form, 
Representative Kitchen said the 
house leaders, anxious to avoid an 
extra sessipn, proposed to put this 
measure before the senate, and give 
(he president an opportunity to accept 
it in the event of the total failure of 
the pending bill.

The best thing I know for dancing
•In comfort is to gum a, tiny bit-of vel­
veteen in iide the back of each shoe. 
It prevents the shoes slipping, and 
you needn’t have the discomfort of 
buying shoes somewhat too tight for 
you to prevent it.

When- cooking canned string beans 
try the following method to avoid 
their having a strong taste. Put them 
on to boil in cold water. After they 
have boiled for a istocrt time pour the 
water off and put holing Water on 
them to finish the cooking.

Never stand a sauce-pan in the 
damp sink—have a piece of board, on 
which to set it. In cleaning sauce­
pans of any tkind, remember the Out­
side needs as much care as the in­
side. A sooty pan means wasted fuel 
and messiness in handling.

Frying pans should be rubbed with 
clean tissue or kitchen paper, and not 
washed every time they are used. 
Take special palm? with lids. Re­
member that the steam of cooking 
condenses on the pan lid, and drips 
again into the contents of the pan.

Ether is a very good thing to re­
move grease stains from wearing ap­
parel. Another method is to dip the 
garment in tepid water, then place it 
in cold water to which a little borax 
has been added. The article should 
be soaked for several hours and then 
dried quickly.

The ironing board cover pinned on 
is not so convenient as a slip. Make 
it from partly worn sheets. It should 
be just large enough to slip over the 
board easily with tapes which will tie 
over the end. When it becomes soiled 
it is only a moment’s work to slip on 
a fresh cover.

If anything boils ovey on a kitchen 
stove, wipe it up with newspapers. 
It is always wise to keep a pile handy. 
They give as good a polish to win­
dows, silver, brass and tinware as 
leather does. As they absorb grease 
very quickly, they are invaluable for 
wiping frying-pans.

It is a good plan to tell the cook to 
save every bit of left over fat. Have 
her put it in the refrigerator, and 
each morning devote a few minutes 
t:> the going over of all foods and 
throw away only what you think can­
not be used. There is mighty little 
that cannot be used in some way.

When choosing bacon, the lean 
should be firm and bright and the fat 
quite white. Bacon which looks dark 
has probably lain in the shop for 
some time. Do not purchase a very 
large piece. If it is too tat, it cooks 
wastefully, and if it is too lean, it is 
apt to make rashers which are hard 
when fried.

ANOTHER WARNING.

' But if American lives are destroy­
ed in sinking British ships, or if 
American ships are sunk, it will not 
do for Germany to plead that she 
could not distinguish between the 
right and wrong use of the American 
flag. It is our business to notify Ger­
many that we do not recognize the 
possibility of error in submarine at­
tacks upon neutral shipping. It will 
not do for Germany to insist that 
British action in declaring the North 
Sea a military area warrants any ex­
treme whatsoever as a counter blow. 
Great Britain is not sinking merchant 
ships. She is not sinking their crews 
or their cargoes. She has not taken 
any ships into port since the war be­
gan without first instituting the 
search which the customs of naval 
war demand. Neither the Lusitania 
incident nor any other incident of the 
kind which may happen in the future 
will absolve the commander of a Ger­
man submarine from the obligation 
to make a search of an intercepted 
merchant ship before sinking her. 
The sacrifice of American lives and 
American property could neither be 
explained nor condoned as an error. 
The administration would regard it 
very differently, and the sentiment 
of the vast majority of Americans 
would stand solidly behind the admin­
istration.—Brooklyn Eagle.

TERRIBLE BRITISHEFFECT OF 
GUNNERY.

Strong testimony as to the terrible 
and deadly character of the' British 
gunnery in the recent battle in the 
North Sea is afforded in the composi­
tion of the large body of German 
prisoners. Practically every large ves­
sel and most of the smaller vessels 
of the raiding squadron are repre­
sented in the men rescued. In every 
case their experiences were the same 
as those of the survivors of the Bleu- 
cher. Horrified by the carnage on 
board their vessels, scores of men 
leaped overboard and were picked up. 
Their ships, swept by shot and shell 
from the British guns, were unfit to­
wards the end to do more than trust 
to their engines taking them out of 
the action. The experiences of these 
men confirm the statements that the 
large German vessels and many of the, 
smaller ones sustained damage which 
will keep them off the sea for a long 
time. Indeed, it is questionable -if 
some will ever appear again. Thq loss 
of life on board was-eo great and the 
scenes during the action were so ter­
rifying that the men regarded the 
ships as doomed.
