In the case of letters from Labra-
dor, the double tax will not be en-
forced in Newfoundland until after
the arrival and distribution of the
first mail by steamer from that coast.

Marine Court
of Enquiry

FINDING OF THE COURT IN THE
FLORIZEL DISASTER — CAP-
TAIN’S CERTIFICATE SUSPEND-
ED 21 MONTHS. .

The finding of the Marine Court of
Enquiry, appointed to consider and
report on the causes which led to the
loss of the S.8. Florizel near Cappa
Hayden on February 24th last, was
handed down by the Court yesterday.
The document which covers the sali-
ent features of the evidence taken at
the various sittings of the Commis-
sion, is signed by the Assessors, Com-
mander MacDermott, H.M.S. Briton;
Captains English and Spracklin and
the Judge of the Court, Jas. P. Black-
wood, Esq. The Court unanimously
finds that “the casualty is attributable
to the master’s default in not taking
sufficient sounding precautions” and
therefore suspends his certificate for
21 months, “but in view of his good
record and his general care and at-
tention to duty, the Court thinks he
should be allowed a Chief Mate's In-
terim Certificate for the time of sus-
pension.”

Recommendations.

After handing down the judgment in
the Marine Court of Enquiry in con-
nection with the loss of the Florizel,
Mr. J. P. Blackwood, Judge, stated
that it was the intention of the Court
to offer recommendations in connec-
tion with the lighting and buoying of
the coast between St. John’s and Cape
Race. The natare of the recommen-
dations were not read, but will be at-
tached to the Court’s judgment and
forwarded to the Governor-in-Council
for consideration.

Some
thousands of ideas were submitted to
the British Admiralty, all of which
were considered on their respective
merits, but none came within the
scope of practical application. Mean-
while the enemy U-boats were sinking
merchant ships'at an appalling rate,
and apparently were immune from de-
struction, unless by accident or luck.
In the three years of this unrestricted
and hitherto unheard of marine war-
fare, the tonnage of the whole world,
allied as well as neutral, was being
systematically destroyed by the Hun
underwater craft, and up to February
of the present year the situation look-
ed exceedingly alarming. The figures
of the world’s tonnage sent to bottom
by the German submarines have been
given to the public with the consent
of the Naval authorities, and at ofe
time it looked as though the Hun had
crippled all ocean going trade. To-
day, however, it is plain to the ob~
server that the situation has been
met and the submarine has been!
checked, if not entirely overcome.
This intelligence will be received
with relief everywhere. At the same
time the shipping losses, though de-
creasing, have not ceased, mor are
they likely to cease, as the Hun baf-
fled on the land, will devote all the
energies of his diabolical nature and
devilish ingenuity to further hamper
and embarrass the commerce of the
Allies. One cannot but fail to note
the present optimistic spirit with
which people at home are possessed,
because of the announced steady de-
cline in the submarine sinkings, for
while the enemy is yet accounting for
ships at the rate of -about 3,500,000
tons yéarly, including British, allied
and neutral tonnage, Great Britain
and her Allies will shortly be pro-
ducing tonnage at the rate of 4,000,-
000 yearly, and this favorable situa-
tion, declares a well known naval ex-
pert, “should be reached in a few
weeks.” From thence onward the
upward course will be in favor of the
Allies and “should proceed in a man-
ner to convince the Germans of their
failure.” There is no doubt that the
blocking of the enemy bases at Zee-
brugge and Ostend and the laying of a
great mine field in the North Sea, have
been factors which have assisted in
the decrease of ships torpedoed,
though it is too early yet to know

Com-
pletely taken by surprise, the occu-
pants of the first enemy lines, gener-
ally, offered only slight resistance.
In the early morning hours Pinon,
Chavignon, Fortmalmaison, Courtrees,
Courny, the Winterberg, and Craonne,
the Villerberg and fortified works
near and to the north of Berry au
Bac, were taken by storm.

ENENY’S PROGRESS SLIGHT.

WITH THE FRENCH ARMIES IN
FRANCE, To-Day. (By the A. P.)—
The German offensive made only
slight progress to-day. Seeing the
heavy masses opposed to them, the
Allies gave way in the centre, and in
some places the enemy crossed both
the Aisne and the Vesle. The Allied
Command perceived when the Ger-
man offensive began that resistance of
the lines then held would be imprac-
ticable, and effected a withdrawal to-
ward stronger positions in order to
give the reserves time to come up
with the enemy. Both flanks were
holding, however, and the Germans
pushed forward as quickly as pos-
sible with all the troops at their dis-
posal. . The Allies gave way fighting
hard. Both the French and British
troops flanks fought with extraordi-
nary courage ‘and succeeded in hold-
ing on, noiwithstanding the great
odds against them, In some places
they were outnumbered ten to one.
The enemy now has the Aisne at his
back, and may find himself in an awk-
ward position when the Allied re-
serves come into action.

SITUATION WELL IN HAND.

PARIS, To-day.

General Foch rnow has the situation
well in hand, and French troops are
beginning to gain on the German ad-
vanced forces in a contest of speed.
An important line of communication
is yet threatened by the advance of
the German Crown Prince, and those
on the scene declare its not too much,
and say that another forty-eight hours
will see the German drive definitely
stopped. High przise is given the
French reserves for the way in which
they are coming into the fighting line.

LONDON PRESS OPINION.

LONDON, To-day.

Several of the morning newspapers
withheld comment on the battle of the
Afsne sector and others, while ad-|
mitting the Germane have gained a
stbstantial initial success, deprecate
any idea of treating the cnemy’ :sd-‘
vance too seriously. It is recalled
that similar thrusts have not been.!
followed by continuous success. The
Daily Chronicle fears that the advance !
has involved a big loss in guns, but
thinks that in other respects it neced
not cause undue alarm. The paper
adds, the country is so difficult that
General Foch’s reserves should have
time to intervene, before the strategic
situation is altered seriously, to be
detrimental for the Allies. The Ger-
mans, however, probably have done
rather better than they expected, al-
though their achievement thus far
does not go much beyond undoing the
effects of last year’s French victories.
If the Germans successes had been
won two months 2go, says the Daily
Graphic, they would have created a
wide spread feeling of alarm. Ex-
perience, however, has shown that
initial successes frequently are fol-
lowed by long pauses of impotence,
consequently, we are able without
making light of the new German ad- !
vance, to regard it calmly.

The 'Times sees indications that the

LONDON ADMITS SET BACK.

across the Aisne was necessary.

TONING DOWN ENTHUSIASM.

LONDON, To-Day.

Berlin newspapers, apparently, have
been given orders to tone down their
war enthusiasm, says the Amsterdam
correspondent of the Daily Express,
reporting on German comment on
Monday’s fighfing along the Aisne.
The Cologne Volke Zeitung says of
the fighting: Our new success shows
us again how justified is our confi-
dence in our great leaders. It would
be premature to draw final conclus-
ions, but it is enough for the German-
people to know that its confidence in
the spirit of the troops can never be
disappointed.

Rawlinson the Ready.

A SOLDIER WHO IS ALSO A DIP-
LOMATIST.

In the Palace of Versailles, near
Paris, where, in 1871, the first Ger-
man Emperor was crowned, there is
now sitting the great Allied War
Council bent upon ending the present
conflict victoriously for us by means
of a long pull, a strong pull, and a
pull altogether.

Britain’s representative at this
august assembly of warriors and
statesmen is General Sir Henry Raw-
linson, the man who helped to hold
the Huns on the Somme, and com-
manded the famous Fourth Army
Corps at Neuve. Chapelle.

He comes of a family of fighters,
his father, Major-General Sir Henry
Creswick Rawlinson, having been a
veteran of the first Afghan War, and
young Rawlinson lost no time in

‘koeping up the family tradition.

Thus, soon after joining the Army,
in 1884, we find him campaigning in
Burma, and he also saw service un-
der Kitchener in the Soudan, and in
the South African War, where he
gained two medals and eight clasps,
these representing, of course, that
number of general engagements. He
was, too, mentioned in dispatches no
fewer than six times, a record for a
single campaign that has rarely
been equalled. -

General Rawlinson’s family motto
is “Festina lente,” meaning ‘“Hastien
slowly,” and it is commonly said of
him that it represents his methods

alike in war and in diplomacy, as re-’

gards both of which he is caution
personified. Nevertheless, as our
American friends would say, he “gits
thar” all the same.

In Service circles he is known as
“Sennacherib” Rawlinson, a nickname
dating from his Eton days, when his
father’s excavations at Nineveh re-

sulted in the discovery of the tomb’

of that famous Assyrian king:

Well-built, alert, white-haired and
ruddy-complexioned, Sir Henry looks
the typical soldier he is. In his
younger days he was a clever boxer,
a fearless big-game hunter, and a
noted polo-player and pig-sticker,
while as a cross-country rider he had
few equals.

overdue offensive found the Allies
everywhere ready. Observers in Lon-
don are confident that the German at-
tempt to smash the Allied armies will
fail as before. The enemy has tl\e ad-
vantage of inter lines of splendid'rail-
way, but its operating is in a devas-
tated country with an improvised
transport. His position in this re~
spect is inferior to that prior fto
March 21st. - The fact that the Brit-
ish troops are so far south is regard-
ed as indicating that General Foch
was quite prepared for an offensive
in this region, while the: brilliant Ital-
jan stroke is a further proof of the
advantages of unity of command. It
may be intended to anticipate a
threatened Austrian attack or merely
to prevent the Austrians from trans-
ferring troops to the Western front. It
ijs still uncertain whether the south-
ern onslaught is the main German
effort. The consensus of expert opin-
jon is that it is merely a preparatory
blow. Even with the Chemin, des
Dames in their hands the Germans
must still advance across difficult
country to the Aisne line behin_d
which there are no great strategic
objectives. It was comparatively
easy for the Germans to dcspatch_ a
force from the main concentration
areas, with the object of makin.g
Foch dislocate his reserves, hence it
is not surprising - if General Foqh
yields ground in order to husband h}s
reserves for another great blow iIn
the direction of Amiens, which is still
regarded by experts as the point of
greatest menace.

BATTLE ONLY BEGINNING.

PARIS, May 28.

Commenting on the news from the
battlefront the Temps says: “We
have retired, that is unfortunately in-
contestable, but we are only begin-
ning the battle. The French com-
mand has only begun to place in the
line the reserves which will go into
action when the enemy’s intentions
are perceived, and this is why the
role of the commander of a defensive
army is more difficult than that of
his adversary.
