shown here before. Of balsams there 
were but few, but the fascinas were, as 
usual numerous, and more than ever state­
ly and magnificent. Mr. Tansley’s red 
fuschia(first prize) was a beautiful flower.
In this class the Messrs. Sharpe, and Mr.
Allan exhibited largely. The floral or­
nament constructed by the patient and 
assiduous hands of Miss Lavinia Parkin­
son was the grandest thing of the kind 
we have ever looked upon, and Mr.
Palmer’s ornament, which took the sec­
ond prize, though comparatively small, 
evinced the excellent taste of the maker.
The dahlias looked very pretty ; so did 
the asters and the tasteful manner in 
which they were arranged contributed to 
enhance their beauty. Mr. Pallister’s 
first prize marigolds, were, we should say 
not greatly superior to Mr. Elliot’s, which 
took the next rank. Thp hand bouquets 
were all got up with much care, and with 
attention to the effects of contrast.. Mr.
Elliott’s, which carried off the first prize, 
was well worthy of the high honour ; 
but we would not be understood to speak 
one word slightingly of the others, which 
were all neat and beautiful. So much 
for flowers; now for fruits. Apples of 
course were most abundant, and we 
might say that there was not a specimen 
shown that was not good of its kind.—
Of plums there was a fair collection, and 
pears of many species, from the large yel­
low fruit, down to that of much more 
diminutive size and less inviting color.—

At seven o’clock in the evening the 
doors were opened to the public, and 
numbers crowded to the shed expecting 
a novel entertainment in the competition 
of the Bands. Unfortunately they were 
disappointed. Mr. George Murton, the 
secretary of the Society, expressed from 
the platform his regret that not one of the 
Bands they expected present had made 
their appearance. The one from Hespe- 
ler had been prevented from coming by 
death in the family of two of its members. 
'The speaker had seen the leader of th« 
Fergus Band, and had his assurance that 
they would be present; yet they had 
failed ; and of all the Bands in this county 
and in Waterloo that said they would 
take up the gauntlet which Guelph had 
so defiantly thrown down not one had 
come forward. He wished they had 
come; the Directors themselves had taken 
the trouble to get up this prize ; they 
subscribed the money out of their own 
pockets, the Society paying none of it. 
He craved the indulgence of the visitors 
for a disappointment that could not be 
obviated, and said, that they would have 
plenty of music from the Guelph Band, 
whom he believed the others were afraid 
to meet in competition.

Mr. Ferrier is 
therefore a sort of accidental member, 
for he does not represent the opinions 
of the majority of the electors, and 
only for the unfortunate division in 
the Reform ranks would have been 
elected to stay at home.

Even on Monday night—at the ele­
venth hour—when all hope of Mr. 
Loghrin’s election had vanished, had 
he then retired, Mr Armstrong’s elec­
tion would have been secured. But 
though pressed on all hands to do so, 
he obstinately refused. No appeal on 
purely party grounds would be listen­
ed to. Whatever it was—whether 
personal feeling or spite or jealousy— 
it outweighed every other considera­
tion, and the Riding was sacrificed in 
consequence. We entertained to the 
last a lingering hope that the petty 
squabbles which every true Reformer 
deplored would have been overcome 
in the united desire to save the Riding 
—but we were mistaken. Faction 
reigned supreme to the last. The 
battle was fought out on both sides to 
the bitter end, and we see the result 
to-day. The Riding has been handed 
over to the Conservatives, and the Re­
formers have made themselves the 
laughing stock of the whole country.

The parties to blame for this 
will be held to a strict account by the 
people. When passion subsides, when 
the excitement is gone, when personal 
feeling no longer sways the judgment, 
then they will bitterly repent the 
course they pursued, and rest assured 
that a swift and sure retribution 
awaits them.

The tide of emigration still rolls on­

wards, and affects tis but little for good

is ready, and Russia will hardly be 
ready to strike till another winter 
shall have passed. That she is re­
solutely, steadfastly preparing for it, 
is plain enough. Her sale of Walrus- 
sia to our government, and of the 
great railroad connecting her two capi­
tals to foreign banks, are among the 
means whereby she seeks to recruit 
her finances. Her railway communi­
cations southward have been grea ' 
extended and improved since the C 
mean war. Her influence over the 8 
vonio populations of Bohemia. Gallioia 
and Hungary,as well as over the Greek 
and Bulgarian peoples of European 
Turkey, has been systematically in­
creased. Whenever the war shall 
break out, she knows that Greece will 
be openly with her.and that two-thirds 
of the inhabitants of European Tur­
key (including Wallaohia, Moldavia, 
Servis, and Montenegro), will heartily 
desire her success. If there be no in­
termeddling, Russia will drive the 
Turkish flag out of Europe in the 
course of two campaigns. But Aus­
tria and France are known to look 
with jealousy on any extension of 
Russian power southward, and it is 
wisely supposed that the recent meet­
ing of their two Emperors at Salzburg 
had^reference to this matter, Suppi 
then, that Napoleon and Franoie 
Joseph should unite in saying to Alèi- 
ander, “ You must not cross the Dan­
ube ; we cannot allow you to seize Con­
stantinople”—what then ? Prussia— 
to-day the most formidable military 
power of Europe—is understood to be 
in secret alliance with Russia, and is 
ready to say, whenever the occasion 
shall be presented, “ If Russia is as­
sailed from the West, the quarrel is 
mine.” And, should France actual­
ly throw her sword into the scale, it 
is even hoped that Italy will make 
common cause with Prussia and Rus­
sia. In that case the war will be 
practically between the Mohammedan, 
allied with the Catholic, and the non- 
Catholio powers : for Italy, owing to 
the stubborn resistance of the Papacy 
to her unity and nationality, is sub­
stantially Protestant in her political 
sympathies. Spain will be in sympa­
thy with France and Austria, though 
unable to render them any real a# 
sistance. England leans to the Tur­
kish side,but will notengage in the war. 
Denmark may be drawn into the 
French alliance, in the hope of re­
covering her lost German Provinces. 
Sweden will remain neutral. Of the 
South German States Bavaria may 
side with Austria ; Baden with Prus­
sia. On the whole, the parties will 
be pretty well matched,but the finan­
ces of Russia, though hardly in a 
flourishing 3ondition, are in a far bet­
ter state than those of Turkey ; while 
Prussia is in this, as in every other 
respect more than a match for Austria. 
France if she should enter the list 
will have to open her purse to her 
needy and thriftless allies. How she 
proposes to make the contest pay is 
not apparent to the disinterested ; but 
Prussia’s recent aggrandizement and 
his misadventure in Mexico have made 
Napoleon exceedingly sore, and he is 
evidently bent on restoring his damag­
ed prestige, at whatever risk or cost.
