Safl and Fatl Accident in Rock wood.
(From cur Correspondent.)

Un Wednesday evening, about twilight, 
as the wife of Mr. Barnard. Shultis, who 
owns a farm near the village, was return­
ing home from Rockwood, where she 
had been visiting at Mr. Bowles, the 
horse took fright and ran down the main 
street till near the path leading to the 
woollen factory, where Mrs. Shultis, 
two of her children, and one of Mr. 
Bowles- children were thrown from the 
vehicle on to a pile of stones. Dr. Ciirry. 
who was near by at the time, ran up to 
the place, and on examining Mrs. Shultis 
found that life was extinct, death having 
been caused almost instantaneously by 
the injuries she received in the, head. 
The body was removed to Dr. Curry’s 
surgery, and on examination it was 
found that the skull had been fractured 
in two places, and that there were 
wounds over the frontal, the parietal 
and malarj bones, besides other injuries 
to the internal parts of the brain. Mr. 
Bowles’ little girl and Mr. Shultis’s eld­
est one were unhurt, but the younger 
child, about sixteen months old,and which 
at the time of the accident was in the 
mother’s arms, received a severe cut 
above the eyebrow. Dr. Curry, who is 
attending her, has, however, some hopes 
of her recovery in a few days. This sad 
accident has greatly affected the people 
in the village, and much sympathy is 
felt for Mr. Shultis and his young family 
who have been so suddenly deprived ot 
a loving .wife and affectionate mother.

The Governor’s Last Speech.
In replying to the Brookville Address, 

the Governor-General, in graceful terms, 
alluded to the cordial reception he and 
Lady Dufferin received iu every part of 
Ontario, and humorously referred tq the 
different kinds of arches erected in honor 
of their visit. He said—During the six 
weeks my tour has occupied, I believe 
that I have received something like one 
hundred and twenty addresses, every one 
of which breathed a spirit of content­
ment, loyalty and kindness. In fact from 
first to last no harsh, desponding, or dis­
cordant note has marred the jubilant con­
gratulations of the nation. But this 
demonstrations with which we have been 
honored, have not been confined to meice 
vocal greetings.

In addition to the graceful and 
picturesque decorations of evergr eens, 
flags, tapestry and prismatic canop ies of 
color from window to window, with which 
the towns were gay, we have passed under 
a number of the most ingenious ar id sug­
gestive arches.

The Manitoba Penitentiary#
The Globe’8 Manitoba correspondent 

has the following about this Provincial 
Penitentiary :—The work in connection 
with this building is progressing rapidly 
under the contractors. It will be an im­
posing and substantial structure. It is 
located at Stoney Mountain, distant 
about sixteen miles from this city. 
The excavation for the basement is 
being hewn out of the solid rook 
The size of the wing now being 
built is 173 feet in length, 68 feet in 
breadth at one part and 44 at another, 
and 46 J feet in height. It consists of a 
basement, ground, first and second 
stories, and will be. built of brick and 
stone. The rook at Stoney Mountain is 
so honey-combed that the contractors' 
have to got their material ior dressed 
stone from the neighborhood of the 
Stone Fort. Tbo original plan of the 
penitentiary consists of a central tower 
with five wings, and the part now being 
erected is therefore only a sixth of the 
entire structure. The contract of Mesers. 
Barclay & Morrieon is for $136,000, so 
that the penitentiary when completed 
will cost something over $800,000. The 
basement of the;wing now building is ar­
ranged as follows :—A long corridor, 
four kitihens, (warden's dining room, 
laundry, store-room, wash rooms, fuel 
closets, boiler room for heating building, 
bath room closets, twelve female cells, 
aud a well. Thu ground floor will con­
sist of corridor, I warden’s parlor, draw­
ing room and office, clerks’ office, deputy 
wardens’ office,1 officers’ mess, store 
rooms, and twdnty cells. At the end 
there is a guard’ti room and lobby lead­
ing to it. The first floor will be divided 
as follows-.—Corridor, three warden’s 
apartments, matron’s sitting and bed­
rooms, women’s i work-room, chapel, and 
twenty cells. The second floor consists 
of corridor, five spare rooms, ten ordin­
ary and five punishment cells. The size 
of the ordinary cèlls is four by seven feet, 
and eight feet in height, and they are 
approached by means of a gallery. The 
penitentiary will be built chiefly of stone, 
brick aud iron, and wood will be used 
only when it is unavoidable. It will 
have a Mansard roof, and in architec­
tural design is very creditable. The con­
tractors are hound to have the present 
work completed by November, 1875.
