They should be opened by the fact that
we buy in the United ‘States each vear
$80,000,000 of _goods only to sell them
$38,000,000 worth. “The reference to the
Mouroe doctrine alen delighted me.

PROOFS COMPLETE.

CapeTOWN, June 19.—The secrelary
of state for the Transvaal has telegraph-
ed to the British high commissioner
here saying that, having in view the
welfare and peace of South Africa, the
Transvaal government is convinced that
the proofs in its possession, which are
now eompleted’'and are at the disposal
of Great Britain, justify and compel the
bringing to trial of Messrs. Cecil Rhodes,
Alfred Beit, Dr. Harrison and all of
the British South Africa Company con-
nected with the raid in the Transvaal.
The Secretary adds that the Transvaal
republic is obliged to press this step on
Great Britain, and also to urge that all
control of the British Chartered South
Africa Company be transferred to Great
Britain.

Salisbury’s diplomatic methods. = His
reply to the delegation on the subject of
arbitration is accepted as evidence
of a esincere desire on . his part
to bring about a comprehensive
treaty with the United States, but the
prospect of the speedy accomplishment
of that result becomes discouraging in
the eyes of the general public, which
does not enjoy the advantage of being
able to see behind scenes more remote,
when he magnifies difficulties. and
pleads for delay. It is argued that a
settlement of the Venezuela question
has been made with the Clevelard ad-
ministration which raised and empha-
sized it, and not with the incoming Me-
Kinley administration, which cannot be
expected to take any lower ground on
the Monroe doctrine than was occupied
in the December messsge. It is consid-
ered that the new Republican govern-
ment cannot repudiate Mr. Cleveland’s
Venezuela meseage, and that something
will have to be done with the report of
the commission, No policy which Lord
Salisbury could adopt would be more
popular “in England than an honorable
gettlement of the Venezuela question
and the creation of a permanent arbitra-
tion tribunal. S
/ Some great stroke of this kind is al-
most necesgary in order to restore the
diminizhed prestige of the TUnionist
government, to whose failures abroad
are added blunders at home. Mr. Bal-
four, with:an immense majority behind
him, and with the Irish vote secured in
advance for the education bill, has not
shown how to lead the house and
prevent the collapse of the legislative
rogramme. The members following
im, accustomed to habits of discipline,
heard his proposal for an adjournment
from August to January without object-
ing to it; but they are now in full revolt

 against.it, since they perceive the im-

grscﬁcabilit.y of enacting the education
ill in that way. The cabinet meets to-
day to pull itself together and suggest a
new method of dealing with the crisis.
Probably the education bill will be
reduced to a simple measure for
giving financial aid to voluntary schools,
and passed in that form, with one or two
other measures. Then the Unionists
will open the next sessian by proposing
a comprehensgive reform procedure for
the House of Commons. = Lord Rosebery
and the Liberals contend that nothing
useful can be accomplished until the
House of Lords is reorganized or re-
formed out of existence. Mr. Balfour
and the Unionists, realizing that the
majority of over 150 is helpless for the
transaction of business, hold that noth-
ing can be done until the procedure of
the Commons is revolutionized.

Sir William Harcourt has been in fine
fighting form during the week, leadi
the opposition with aggressiveness axl:g
wariness. His %reatest trinmph was
scored when as leader of a minority
weak in number, he offered terms of!
ce to the helpless majority, the ac-
ceptance of which was urged by so old-
fashioned an organ of Toryism as the
Standard. Mr. Morley has also been
highly effective out of parliament, sub-
jecting the government to the most de-
structive criticism, and denounecing Mr.
Chamberlain for his desertion of free
trade.

Mr, Chamberlain himself came to the
rescue of the government yesterday in
an adroit speech, in which he sought to
minimize the difficulties of the situa-
tion. Sir John Gorst is really respon-
gible for the present difficulty, since he
produced the measure for unsettling
every question settled by Mr. Forster
twenty-six years ago and revelutionizin
the administration of the entire schoo
sgstem, but Mr. Balfour suffers more
than anybody else from the legislative
block. The tactics are his, and these
could bardly have been worse.

The jubilee celebration of the fiftieth
anniversary of Lord Kelvin’s appoint-
ment to the chair of natural philosophy
in Glasgow University, was a splendid
tribute to the greatest man of science in
England. Nothing was lacking to de-
monstrate the respect and affection with
which he is regarded at home and
abeoad. All the honors and compli-
ments showered upon him were received
by the benignant philosopher with
charscteristic humility. It was an
objeet lesson in modesty from one of the
wisest men of modern times.

The Marquis of Salisbury’s reply to
the deputation from the Interaational
Arbitration League is regarded as the
most encouraging utterance on the sub-
ject ever made in England.

The Daily Chronicle says: ““If the
Margquis of Salisbury succeeds im eon-
cluding an  arbitration treaty with the
United States he will place his name in
history on a pinnacle 8o high that no
achievement possible -to his career and
position could ever have enabled him to
attain.”

OTrawa, June 22.—Tenders for the
fast Aslantic steamship service were re-
ceived at the high commioner’s office in
London up to June 10, and to-day a
package containing them reached the
department of trade and - commerce.

HOW CANADA HAS PROSPERED.

(From the Toronto World.)

There are 35 fire insurance companies
doing business in Canada. They are all
obliged to furnish the Government with

early returns showing the amount of

usiness transacted by each. during’ the
year, the losses by fire and other par-
tieulars.  The figures given inthiese ve~ «
turns are thoroughly reliuble. @ They
probably afford us as trustworthy an in-
dication of how the country is progress-
ing.as any other statistics that are com-

iled. The premiums received by
the thirty-five companies duz'iugl 1895 - -
amount to $6,986,926. With][the
exception of a single year, there
has been a steady increase. in
the insurance premiums from 1879 to
the present time. In that year the pre-
miams amounted to $3,227,488, or some-
what less than one-half what they ag-

regated last year. ‘The increase has
%een a gradual and satisfactory one dur-
ing the entire period that the Conserva-
tive government has been in power.
The statistics of fire insurance during
the period of the Mackenzie Administra-
tion, viz., from 1874 to 1869, show no
annual increases. As a matter of fact
the premiums received during the last
year of that administration were less
than they were during the first year.
The figures are $3,622,303 for 1874 and
$3,227,488 for 1875, an actual decrease of
$204,815.

If the fire insurance business done im
Canada proves that the country had ad-
vanced very satisfactorily in the accu-
mulation of property, the returns of the:
life insurance business are even more
convincing. In 1879 the amount of life
insurance in force in Canada was $33,-
246,543, In 1895 that figure had in-
creased to $188,461,077, bem%about nine
times as large as during the first year
that the National Policy was in force.

Mr. Chamberlain’
substantially conceded that free -trade
was not always desirable, and not 4
moral principle, which the British have
hitherto upheld since they adopted it,
and which their admirers i1n this coun-
try have maintained.

Nor is this the only inconsistency
which a deeper view of self-interest has
forced upon the free traders. In this

Interest suggests the adoption of the op-
posite policy. The exemption of manu-
facturing plants is as clear an illustration
of protection as can be given—protection
not against the foreigner, but against
our own people not 100 miles away.. The
city wants manufactures, and it remits
the taxes on the plant in order to induce
the manufacturer to settle here; that is,
it transfers the tax on the plant to the
other taxpayers, in order to build up
manufactures. The ultimate object
is so to enhance the value of property
in the city as to reduce taszation,
whilg supplying subsistence for two or a
half dozen where there is at present sub-
sistence for but oue. The objectof pro-
tection, on the broader scale, in 1ts ap-
plication to the nation, is precisely the
same. [tis to increase ihe wealth of
the countav and to make taxation eas- |
ier, and at the same time double or
quadruple the means of subsistence.

But there is another object which na-
tional protection accomplishes, and that
is that it makes this country indepen-
dent of all other countries. It encour-
ages the development of all needed in-
dustries at home. Few realize the im-
portance of this feature of protection or
what it has accomplished within 30
years. When the civil war was in pro-
gress hundreds of things necessary to
the conduct of the war, or needed
by the people, were procared abroad.
To-day. nine-tenths of those things

VIEWS OF THE PRESS

Time Will Amply Vindicate the
Course of the Liberal-Con-
servative Party.

How Manitoba Has Rebuked Those
Who Noisily Posed as Her
Champions.

Liberal Majority Over All Other
Parties Now Placed at
Twenty-Two.

. WINNIPEG, June 24.—The Nor’-Wester
gays: ‘‘ The gratification which the Con-
gervatives of Winnipeg feel to-day over
the election of the Hon. Hugh John
Macdonald is to a great degree offset by
the overwhelming defeat which has re-
sulted to the party elsewhere. It is
perhaps also true that the joy of victory
which the Liberal party exults in
is somewhat tempered by the defeat
of the exponent of the party in this
city, Mr. Joseph Martin, who stands
as a sort of a ‘“No coercion” column,
which was really the object voted for,
rather than the personality of Mr. Mar-
tin. The general results are a surprise,
we think we may sa{, all round. The
Conservatives certainly did not contem-
plate such a ‘‘Waterloo,’”’ and even the
Liberals, we venture to say,. did not
expect such an overwhelming succéss.
The Manitoba school question has
played an important part in the
issues of "the campaign, but the
results in Manitoba justify the position
we have taken during the contest: that
it is & much misunderstood question, on
which the people are greatly deceived.
Winnipeg, Selkirk, Provencher and
Macdonald, where the government can-
didates stood by the government on the
school question, elected government
supporters, Lisgar beinz the only ex-
ception ; whereas in Brandon and Mar-
quette, where the Conservative candi-
dates took an opposite view of this
question, they were defeated. Manitoba
has therefore not surprised its Conserva-
tive friends. .

[Nore—Late returns made Marquette
also Conservative.]

ToroxTo, June 24.—The Mail-Empire
pays: ‘‘Quebec makes a remarkable
showing. There were 31 Conservatives
and 34 Liberals in the last house from
that province. Yesterday the province
dropped the Conservative figure to 17
and raised the Liberal figure to 47. The
net result up to date is: 83 Conserva-
tives; 112 Liberals; 4 Independents and
2 Patrons. It seems probable that
missing returns. together with elections
yet to held, will bring the
Conservatives’ figure up to 94. - The
slumps, it will be observed, have taken
place in Quebec. There have been
changes in other provinces, but Quebec
turned the scale. Had that province
divided its representation half and half
between the parties, the Conservatives
would have had a majority to work
upon ; as it _is, the Liberal strength is
drawn entirely from Quebec.- The
party indeed is'a Quebec party.”

The Evening Globegives the following
revision of the election returns: Lib-
erals, 117 ; Conservatives, 83; Independ-
ents, 9; Patrons, 2; Algoma (to hear
from), 1; total, 213. Liberal majority
over all parties, 22.

MonTrEAL, June 24.—The Gazette
gays the Conservative government has
met with an honorable defeat. Neither
its leaders, its members, nor its followers
in or out of parliament need have the
slightest feeling of shame over the re-
pulse it has sustained. It went into the
contest to uphold a cause which, what-
ever may be said of it to-day, will yet be
admitted to have been right. The parlia-
ment of Canada has clearly meant that
the Roman Catholic minority in Mani-~
toba should have the right to educate it
children in separate schools as the
British North America act meant that
Protestant Quebec should, under the-
same privilege.

LoxpoN, June 25.—The Times says-
this morning of the result of the
Canadian elections: “We are glad to
see a man of the French race (Hon.
Wilfrid Laurier) premier of the Do-
minion, because it is another con-
spicuous token of the solidarity of the
two races benesath the British flag.”

On.the subject of the Canadian tariff
the Times says: ‘‘No very sweeping
changes are to be expected. 8till, any
changes that are introduced are likely
to be in the direction of an agsimil-
ation with the tariff of the mother coun-
try. - There bave been periods when the
sentiments of the Canadian Liberals to-
wards Great Britain were believed to be
more than cold. But all hesitation has
passed away. The new Premier and his
adherents are as unimpeachable in their
loyalty to England as are their Conserv-
ative rivals.”’

The Chronicle (Liberal) says: *‘ Cer-
tain Liberals in Canada have always
been regarded as the friends of Washing-
ton. While Mr. Laurier’s staunch and
never failing loyalty to British institu-
tions relieves that friendship of any
ultimate political object on his side, we,
in England, will heartly welcome any
step his party is able to take to bring
the whole English-speaking race into a
more intimate commercial, and perhaps,
even political alliance. N

Many Victorians Inspect the Big
White Liner at the New
Outer Wharf.

The ‘“ Alberta’s’’ Great Lake Service
—Maiden Voyage of the ‘ Clayo-
quot ”’ Completed.

Although the desperate and disgrun-
tled Grits persisted in their asgertion un-
til the last gasp that the Empress of
Japan would not dock here on her out-
ward voyage—as it had been announced
by Hon. Mr. Prior she would—they, and
not the hundreds who gathered at the
wharf to watch the big white liner come
in, were fated to disappointment.

Lee, R.N.R., had left Vancouver im-
mediately on the arrival of the Pacific
express and fixed her lines at
Victoria’s ocean dock soon after
seven o’clock.

thrown open to the curious, and through
the courtesy of her officers all who cared
were invited to go aboard and inspect
at leisure the equipments and appoint-
ments of the steamer. In the mean-
while the Victoria mail and baggage were
received aboard, and with the usual
noise and bustle incidental to the de-
parture of a big passenger liner the
scene was a very animated and interest-
ing one. The ladies formed a large pro-
portion of the interested throng at the
wharves, and it appeared, too, that
every bicyclist in town was also on the
Mr. D. R. Ker, president of the
B. C. Board of Trade, with other promi-
nent and representative business men,
met Captain Lee in his cabin and gave
him a hearty welcome to the port, and
when the steamer pulled out from the
dock at nine loud cheers from both those
aboard _and those ashore awoke the
echoes. The conditions under which
the vessel docked were not the best in
many respects, 4 strong wind blowing,
the tide being between four and five feet
of flood, while the ship was deeply laden
drawing a little over 23 feet forward and
25 feet aft. She had, however, plenty
of water and plenty of room. A lumber
loading ship lay immediately forward of
her berth at the new wharf, but there
was no crowding, and in fact there was
space left for several other craft to make
fast. The departing steamer carries 40
saloon and a large number of steerage
passgengers, several of whom embarked
here.

The Canadian Pacific Railway have
decided to place the steamship Alberta
on the Fort William-Windsor route
again this year.

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SOMETHING HAPPENED !

At Long Last the Governor-General
May Send for Waiting
Wilfrid Laurier.

His Own Province Wants Him and
Has Taken a Firm Grasp
on Affairs.

A Curious Turn in Politics—Several
Liberal Leaders Among
the Missing.

Something happened the Liberal-Con-
servative government of this Dominion
yesterday, for whereas it requires 107
members to form a majority of the
House of Commons, the most cheerful
reckoning that could be made last night,
from a Conservative standpoint, awards
only 90 seats to that usually victorious
party. Three constituencies in which
elections were held yesterday have not
yet been heard from, but these may, for
the purposes of an estimate of the

strength of parties, be somewhat confi-
dently placed. In Albert, N.B., for
instance, Dr. Weldon’s opponent is an
independent Conservative, which is the
Doctor’s position also, and Albert may
therefore be placed with the Conser-
vatives. Provencher, in Manitoba; is
supposed to be a safe Conservative con-
stituency ; and so is Algoma, in Ontario.
In Chicoutimi the election does not take
place until the 30th, and as the govern-
ment majority there was only 38, it will
probably follow the Quebec rule for this
occagion and return a supporter of Wil-
frid Laurier. Placing these four seats
as indicated, the results by provinces
stand :

The above figures are based on the
press returns received by the special
wire in the Conservative Club kindly
furnished and operated by Mr. Christie,
the local manager of the C.P.R. Tele-
graph. It will be noticed that the ma-
jorities have not been supplied, the re-
turns therefore lacking a great deal of
the interest which otherwise would at-
tach to them. And itis probable that
there will be some corrections to make,
as though reports supposed to be final
were received from aI{)the constituencies
except four, there is reason to believe
that many of them were only estimated
results, which in close constituencies
may be changed.

It was emphatically the un-
expected that happened, for so confident
were all the new French colleagues of
Sir Charles Tupper of their strength in
Quebec that they valorously chose op-
position strongholds in which to
run. The 1esult has been their

Next to Quebec, Nova Scotia, the
home of the Tuppers, furnished
the greatest surprise, dividing
evenly though at the previous
election the Conservaiives made
almost a clean sweep. The only Eng-
lish speaking minister who lost his seat
was sacrificed in this province, he being
Hon. A. R. Dickey, the Minister of
Justice. He had 840 majority to work
on, and his constituency had cometo him
by direct inheritance from the ‘‘ War
Horse of Cumberland ”’ in whose service
Mr. Dickey has gone down. Attorney-
-General Longley, who aimed to be
one of the Liberal ministers from
Nova Scotia, failed of eléction yesterday,
and Fraser of Guysborough still standsat
the head of the Nova Scotia Liberal con-
tingent. / ) o

Ontario stood by the government re-
markably well, considering how the pas-
sions of her Protestant population have
been worked upon for years. All the
ministers were re-elected in their own
constituencies, and the few Conserva-
tives prominent in the party who suffered
defeat strangely enough included Peter
White, the late Speaker of the Com-
mons, who pronounced against remedial
legislation in his electoral address; Mr.
McNeill, whom Sir Charles Tupper read
out because of the disagreements of last
session, and Col. O’Brien, Mr. McCar-
thy’s first lieutenant. The Liberals lost
two of their best men, Hon. David Mills
and Mr. Paterson of Brant. Both seats
for Ottawa, and both for Ham-
ilton, looked upon. as sure
for the Government, were lost,
on account of supernumerary candi-
dates splitting the party votes. .

THE NEST EGG TITLE.

To THE EpITOR:—On May 24 last the
Nest Egg - Mining Company advertised
that the adverses on their mineral claim
had been removed, and the title to the
property thereby cleared. All documents
relating to the matter were recorded in
Rossland and forwarded to the Gold
Commissioner in Nelson on the 26th
May. They remained at his office until
Wednesday last, when a certificate of
improvement was issued and forwarded
to Victoria. A member of the Rossland
Miner staff, in temporary charge of that
excellent Faper, for reasons best known
to himself, published a false statement
about the arrangements which had been
made. Always willing to circulate any-
thing false or damaging personally or
against the interests of those in opposi-
tion to them, the Times and Province
both reprinted this false statement. On
Wednesday last Mr. G. A. Kirk, presi-
dent of the Nest Egg company, wired
Premier Turner, his business partner,
then in Nelson, asking the reason for
the delay in issuing the certificate of
improvement. The reply stated that
the same had been issued. As many
Victorians purchased Nest Egg stock
and were interested in knowing that the
title to the property was clear, an ad-
vertisement was inserted in the CoLoNIsT
stating the fact over the secretary’s sig-
nature. .

This information, it seems, is not sat-
isfactory or palatable to the gentleman
who edits the Province, and in the
issue of that paper of Saturday last an
endeavor is made to continue the doubt
in the public mind as to the title of the
Nest Egg Company’s property. There
can be but one motive assigned for the
remarks in Saturday’s Province—they
were dictated by pure malice. It may be
that its editor bas still in mind
the financial and other methods
followed in the Ottoman empire, and that
his experience there has caused him to
be suspicious of the honesty of his
fellow-men ; or, that having set himself
up as a censor of everything and every-
body, he measures all by his own stand-
ard. This, combined with a malicious
disposition, will ‘account for the many
discreditable attacks upon the integrity
of individuals and the honesty of organi-
zations formed to develop the resources
of the country.

Try them,

VICTORTA STILL LOYAL.

British Columbia’s Capital Re-Elects
the Standard-Bearers of the
Conservative Party.

For the First Time in Cauadian
History Other Provineial Con-
stituencies ‘ Go Liberal.”

The general election of 1896 in so far
as Victoria city is concerned will pass
into history as one of the quietest and
most uneventful contests in local politi-
cal history. The return of Hon. Mr.
Prior and his colleague Mr. Edrle was
practically a foregone conclusion, yud
the election was interesting only as be-
ing perhaps the first contest upon strict
party lines vet waged in British Colum-
bia’s capital. The opposition workers
themselves while they had little or no
hope of putting in their men did not re-
lax their efforts in their candidates’ be-
balf. They polled every available Grit
vote, while many staunch supporters of
Sir Charles Tupper and his government
did not record their votes through over
confidence.

“ Qur men will go in all right,” they
commented. ‘' They don’t need our
votes this time to carry the day.”

It is a significant fact, however, that

Par-
ticularly was this to be noted in the
country district of Metchosin, where the
candidates of each party polled as one
man—Hon. Mr, Prior and Mr. Earle
each 38; Mr. Templeman and Dr. Milne
each 6.

The polls closing at 5 o’clock, excep-
tionally quick work was done by the
deputy returning officers—so quick that,
not only the approximate result, but the
actual and final figures were displayed
on the CoronisT bulletin before 6 o’clock.

TIMES AT COOK’S INLET.

Miners Leaving That Remote Mining Re-
gion—Jammed in the. Ice for Days.

The schooner Stella Erland has re-
turned to the Sound frem Cook’s Inlet,
Alagka. On her way down the Erland
got jammed in the ice in the inlet and
was held several days, but finally broke
away from the ice pack, and, heading

for Cape Flattery, arrived in just six-
teen days’ sailing time.

Reports from the inlet are as dis-
couraging as ever. When Capt. Thunell
left there the miners were still centered
at Sunrise City, unable to get out pros-
pecting on account of the snow. About
the mouth of Six Mile the snow had
disappeared, but up in the gulches and
canyons it was still heavy and damp and
almost impassable. The ice did not
leave Six Mile creek until the 16th of
May, two days after the Utopia left
there, when it loosened “up and
floated out on the tides. At the inlet,
however, there were immense masses
twenty feet thick and weighing hun-
dreds and thousands of toms. Captain
Thunell, of the Erland, says there was
much discouragement at the inlet when
he left there and many men would have
come away with him, but the.Erland
had no accommodations. ‘Many had
already begun to leave, making for
Juneau by the Alagska Commercial
Company’s boats. He does not think
that there will be much prospecting
done, because of the late season. Those
miners who went in there first this sea-
gon are much put out by finding the
country, as the snow leaves it, already
staked out. Numbers of those who
were up there last year took up claims
for themselves, and all their friends and
relatives, to the disadvantage of those
who follow them.

An Appropriation Passed to Build a
Pile Bridge Across
the Arm.

The Council Decide Not to Insure
the Electric Light Building
and Plant.

The city council spent a good deal of
last night’s meeting in discussing the
best means of giving communication by
bridge with Victoria West and several
communications having been read upon
the subject the council went into com-
mittee of the whole to discuss them.

In the first place the Mayor and Ald.
Macmillan the special commitiee ap-
pointed to interview Mr. Dunsmuir with
a view to getting temporary use of the
E. & N. briuge reported the following

letter:
VicToria, June 22, 1896.

Hon. Robert Beaven, Mayor of Victoria—
Dear Sir: Referring to our interview of
last week touching the matter of allowing
the public the use of the E.& N. railway
swing bridge for general traffic, I beg to
stdte that this company has no objection
to grant the privilege asked for, provided
the city will, at its own expense, lay the
necessary planking and adopt such meas-
ures as may be required in the interest of
public safety.

The Mayor and Council—GENTLEMEN: We
are in receipt of letter of 18th inst. signed by
the city clerk, advising that it is the inten-
tion of the city council to construct. a pile
bridge at the south side of the Point Ellice
bridge, for the gurpose of re-establishing
communication between the portions of
the city on either side of the harbor and
the arm, the said bridge to be used for
ordinary ' vehicular and foot passenger
tratfic.

gridge that will not be available for tram-
way traffic, and hereby give notice that it
is the intention of the company to test in
the courts the rights of the city to build the
bridge and exclude tramway traffic.

Of course we
have nothing to do, perhaps, with these
last considerations,but we drawthem to your
attention and urge that they are reasons
for delay in hastening to shut out the com-

The resolution passed by the Victoria
Municipal Reform Association in regard
to the Point Ellice bridge was read. It
in -effect states that it is of import-
ance that communication be restored
with the least possible delay,

ARREST OF A BRITISH OFFICIAL.

—

Loxpon, June 23.—The Secretary of
State for the Colonies was questioned
to-day regarding the action which the
government would take as a result of

the arrest of Mr. Harrison, crown sur-
veyor in British Guiana, by the Vene-
zuelan troops but declined to say any-

thing upon the subject, and would in no

way give any hint as to what the British
government intended to do in the mat-
ter.

GEQRGETOWN, Dritish Guiana, June
23.—Harrison, whose arrest by an armed
force of Venezuelans on June 15 became
known yesterday, is the crown surveyor.
It is pointed out that Harrison was
working with a force of about a hundred
laborers and engineers well within
the Schomburgk line, opening up
the road from: Barima to Cayuni
river, when he was notified by the
commander of a force of Venezuelan
troops to stop work. Harrison did so
under protest, and promptly entered in-
to communication with Sir Augustus
Hemming the new Governor of British
Guiana, who recently arrived from Eng-
land, where he was chief clerk of the
colonial office, succeeding Sir Charles
Cameron Lees, recalled. ‘

Governor Hemming notified Harrison
to offer no resistance to the Venezuelans,
who claimed the right to arrest foreign-
ers on the left bank of the Cuyuni
river. Harrison carried out his instruc-
tions so far as is known here; but his
arrest seems to have followed upon the
receipt of additional instructions from
Caracas to the commander of the Vene-
zuelan forces. It was this movement of
the Venezuelan troops and the arrest of
Harrison which led to the alarming re-
ports of the advance of the Venezuelan
troopsinto the disputed territory, which
rumors were followed by the circulation
of stories of sanguinary encounters be-
tween the British and Venezuelans.

The reports of bloodshed are not be-
hieved in Georgetown, although it is
quite possible that there may be a clash
between Harrison’s laborers and the
Venezuelans. But it does not seem
probable that serious fighting occurred
as colonial officials maintain that the
British force in the district where the
fighting is said to have taken place, is
limited to a few policemen. .

W asHINGTON, June 22.—Word reaches
official quarters here that Sir Augustus
Hemming, the governor-general of Brit-
ish Guiana, is meeting with the same
reverses which marked the administra-
tion of his predecessor, Sir Francis
Lees, in executing the policy of
Mr. . Chamberlain to buy Maxim
guns for the Venezuelan frontier. Sir
Augustus recently had his first meeting
with the high court or legislative body
of British Guiana. He had been ap-
Eointed to succeed Sir Francis, largely

ecause of the defeat of Mr. Chamber-
lain’s proposition for developing the in-
terior, in the neighborhood of the dis-
puted boundary along the Cuyuni river,
and then fortifying it. It was believed
the diplomacy of Sir Augustus would be
more effective in dealing with the col-
oniste,

The mail just received here brings the
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details of the first meeting with the high
court. In an address of welcome to the
Governor, Mr. Ingalls, spegking for the
court, referred incidentally to the Vene-
zuelan trouble. He said His Excellency
had arrived at a dark time in the history
of the colony, but they hoped that the
cloud overhanging them would soon
pass and that the sunshine would
appear. Sir  Augustus  expressed
his thanks for the greeting, and
then proceeded to business by submit-
ting a plan for the development of the
interior along the lines prpposed by Mr.
Chamberlain last fall. It was in the
form of a resolution reciting that, as a
survey had been authorized to a joint on
the Essequibo coastor the lower Cuyuni
river, it was now expedient to extend
the survey between the Kartuna and
Barima rivers. The resolution author-
ized the expenditure of $3,000 for the sur-
vey. The government secretary ex-
plained that it was expected to have a
railway eighteen miles long in this dis-
trict. He urged its advantage to the
gold fields, without referring to its mili-
tary and strategic value, to which Mr.
Chamberlain had referred in issuing the
previous survey.

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BRITISH AND' FORBIGN.

Mr. Balfour’s Rebuff in the House of
Commons—Taxation in
Ireland.

Rising of Natives in South Afriea—
Danger Threatened—Native
God Killed.

Loxpux, June 24.—The defeat which
the government sustained on Monday
last when Rt. Hon. A. J. Balfour, the
first Lord of the Treasury and Conserva-
tive leader, moved with the House of
Commons sitting in committee of the
whole on the education bill, that tte
chairman leave the chair, meaning that
the measure was to be dropped
for the present session, is considered

politically to be only a rebuff
which is not likely to have a permanent
effect upon the fortunes of the Conser-
vative party. The trend of comment in
the press generally is surprise at the
fact that so clever a man as Mr. Balfour
should fail so markedly in his political
leadership as not to acquaint himself
with the feelings of the Conservative
and opposition representatives in the
House of Commons and members of the
party outside the house.

The report of the royal commission on
the financial relations between England
and Ireland states that the increase of
taxation in Ireland bétween the years
1853 and 1860 was not justified by then
existing circumstances. While the ac-
tual tax revenue of Ireland was -about
1.11 of that of Great Britain, the rela-
tive taxable capacity of Ireland does not
exceed 1.20. The report of the com-
mission adds that Ireland is now over-
taxed £2,750,000 annually.

A Capetown dispatch to the Times
says that John Hays Hammond will saii
from there from home to-day. The dis-
patch alsosays: ‘A telegram from Salis-
bury says that the whole country around
that point has risen and relief is anx-
iously awaited, many outlying places
being defenceless. Stations along the
Umtali and Salisbury road have
been attacked, a store has been
looted and s8ix of its defenders
killed. A number of isolated men along
the road have also been killed. It is
feared that 50,000 Martini cartridges fell
into the hands of the rebels. Seven
whites fought their way through to
safety, passing a number of the corpses
of white men on the way. The bodies
of some women were also seen and these
had been mutilated by the natives.

‘It is considered here that a large im-
perial force should be promptly sent to
Salisbury. Nine of the Ayrshire men
were massacred while trying to reach
Salisbury. A telegram from Fort Char-
ter announces-that that point is sur-
rounded by rebels and the inmates have
laagered. - All  their cattle have
been captured by the rebels who
killed the native herdsmen. There is
an intense feeling of concern in Cape-
town, there being 8o many well known
people in danger. Nearly the whole of
the House of Assembly has signed a
petition to the government urging that
the colony should aid the Imperial gov-
ernment with volunteers used to native
warfare, and with the resources of the
culony.”’

Burnham, the American scout, has
killed the native ‘‘God”’ Mlimo in a
cave in the Matoppa hills. It was im-
possible to capture him- alive owing to
the number of Kaffirs in the vicinity.

THE U. S. AND CUBA.

WasHINGTON CIity, June 23.—A day
or two at least must elapse before the
report which Consul General Lee is
said to have forwarded on Saturday can
reach the state department. It is not
clear whether the report will come by
mail or whether General Lee will avail
himself of the services of Internal Re-
wvenue Collector Ryan as a messenger,
as has been intimated might be the case.
As there has been much. speculation as
to what has called ‘forth this particular
report from the consul general, it can be
stated that, aside from brief cablegrams
announcing his arrival and the receipt
of instructions, nothing has yet been
heard officially from the consul general,
gso that a report from him iIn
the ordinary course of consular rou-
tine is fairly due. While it is
true that consular officers under
their general instructions are expected
to report to the state department any
event that might be' of interest to our
government, it eannot be learned that
Gen. Lee was under any instructions to
make a report ugi:n the policy to be pur-
sued toward Cuba. For such informa-
tion respecting the ‘military gituation as
he could have gathered while pent up
in Havana and at a distance from the
fighting line, the state department would
be grateful, and it would carry weight,
in view of the military experience of the

«consul-general, but, after “all, his report
will beof value inexact accordance with
%29 facts contained;:and: it' is. hardly to

 supposed that ‘the consul-general will
go beyond such a statément.- - -

It is not suppesed in official circles

that he will attempt to shape the policy
of the state department as to’recogni-
tion of belligerency or of independence,
which must be decided in ‘Washington
City after contemplation of a field
broader than is open to the perception
of an official stationed in Cuba. At
present the statg department is giving
more attention to the grievances of
American citizens than to the other
subject of the propriety of interference
in the strife between the Spaniards and
the Cubans, and to this end has been
pushing a vigorous correspondence
with Hannis Taylor, our minister
at Madrid. The purpose is to pre-
vent, so far ae possible, depredations
on the property of Americans in Cuba.
and eepecially the recurrence of
such affairs as the ill-treatment of the
Delgados, father and son, and their
servants. Some nice questions of diplo-
macy are involved in the adjustment of
these matters. For instance, in the
Delgado case the question arises how
long an American resident in Cuba can
preserve his American citizenghip where
he has practically given up his allegi-
ance to his native or adopted country
and has conc¢entrated all his material
interests in the island. The treatment
of such matters is sufficient to engage
the attention of the state department
just now.
It is regarded as improbable that there
will be any immediate change of policy
pursued toward the general subject of
relations with Spain, particularly as the
prevalence of the rainy season in Cuba
has operated largely to restrict military
operations ‘there. The department
adopted its present line of policy respeet-
ing the Cuban revolt after obtaining the
best evidence in its reach, and there is
no reason to apprehend that events
have occurred on the island re-
cently of sufficient importance to warrant
a radical denarture. General Lee has
been in Cuba only twenty days, and
even with his military training it is be-
lieved that he can scarcely have arrived
at a conclusion as'to the status of the re-
volt upon which he is willing to risk his
reputation ; but, however this might be,
it is certain that the state department
will not make a change in its policy
without mature consideration, and does
not expect, it can be stated positively, to
receive any report from Gen. Lee that
would require it at this time to make an
issue.

‘ Ever since congress adjourned I’ve

been keeping my eye on the administra-
tion, expecting it to play a card in the
Cuban affair, so that it could get entire
credit for the results. The reports said
to be en route to the United States from
Gen, Lee may hasten the commence-
ment of the game.” This statement
was made by Senator Morgan, chairman
of the sub-committee of the foreign rela-
tions committee of the senate.  Senator
Morgan is very bitter against the presi-
dent, because he does not think that
official treated the senate fairly in the
Cuban matter. !
‘“In any event,”” continued the Sen-
ator, ‘‘ all that the President can right-
fully do iz to grant belligerent rights to
the Cuhans. He cannot direct armed
intervention without authorization by
congress. " If Hhe did so he would be
acting unlawfully. But he has already
acted unlawfully. He did so when he
refused the polite request of the senate
aubcommittee for full information in
regard to the Competitor case. In sec-
tion 2,001 of the revised statutes you
will find that the president is required,
whenever it comes to his knowledge that
an American citizen is unjustly deprived
of his liberty, to demand of the
government holding him the rea-
son for his deten ton, and
to demand his release if it appears
wrongful. A clause in this section pre-
scribes that all the facts and proceedings
relative thereto shall, as soon as prac-
ticable, be communicated by the presi-
dent to congress. Did the president lay
the facts before us in the Competitor
case? Has he done so in this whole
Cuban affair when American citizens
have been unjustly detained? No. The
only way we have been able to get at
the actual facts is through the columns
of the press. Congress was allowed to
adjourn without making any provision
at all for meeting an emergency such as
might arise as a resnlt of the considera-
tion of Geh. Lee’s report. The presi-
dent knew full well that, if he had
go desired, congress would have
‘give him all the authority he desired,
and would have adjourned for its vaca-
tion just the same. As I have stated,
all the president can do, no matter what
facts may be contained in Gen. Lee’s
report, will be to recognize the belliger-
ency of the Cubans. There can:be no
armed intervention without the consent
of congress, for another clause in the
section I have®above referred to states
that if the demand of president for the
releast of an American be delayed or re-
fused, '“the pre<ident shall use such
means, not amounting to acts of war, as
he may think necessary and proper to
obtain or affect the release.” He is,
therefore, prevented from taking any
steps in the direction of armed interven-
tion.

¢ It is my opinion that Mr. Cleveland
is anxious to aid the cause of sound
money at the convention by playing a
card in the Cuban matter just at the
present time. He would go to war if it
were necessary to accomplish his ends.
Everybody knows the facts about the
Cuban affair except the administration,
which has apparently been blind to the
rights of Americans and their interests.
Where they take care of one man, such
as Delgado, who had influence enough
to get away from_Cuba they do not look
after the many who are lying in filthy
dangeons and who are as much entitled
to the aid of the United States.« The
consular officers in Cuba have been also
apparently following the lead of the

administration. . With Gen. Lee it will
be different. He has too much man-
hood, too much integrity to attempt to
falsify in any way the situation in'(?uba,
and the administration can depend n
what he may report. I think the‘g;-
ernment of the United States ought to
have demanded the immediate release of
the Competitor’s crew when they were
gentenced to death in violation of treaty
rights, and in case of refusal shapld have
obtained their release by force.. These
men are still under sentence of death,
and now is just as good a time to secure
their freedom as any. But as for the
President acting other than in accord-

ance with the resolutions of Congress in
granting belligerent rights to the Cubens,
' that would be unlawful. There can be
"no armed intervention unless Congress

.Difficalty of Learning to Bow Correctly.
Keep the Wrist and Arm Elastie.
Self instruction on the violin is prac-
tically impcssible, owing, among other

things, to the great difficulty cf learning |;

to bow correctly. Good or bad violin
playing is a question largely of geod or
bad bovwring. (Tho fingers of the left
hand are of small importance compared
to the work of the right hand. Ay one
with a good ear can learn to finger in
tune, but & correct bowing and beauti-
ful tone are the work of years. Stand
erect, with the weight on the left foot,
the right being placed a little in ad-
vance. Hold the violin firmly by placing
the lower edge on the left eollar bone
and shoulder. The head of the perform-
er inclines a little to the left, and the
Ieft jawbone is pressed firmly on the
chim rest of the violin, or; iff no chin rest
is used, on the wiolin to the left of the
tailpiece. Great eare must be taken not
to hold the violin: too much to the left
or too straight in.front of the performer,
for if the position ismot correct the right
arm cannot possibly produee straight
bowing.

The thumb is placed direct-
ly in front of the frog: The fingers.are
then placed on the stick of the bow so
that the stick lies exactly within the
first joint of the middle finger, and the
little finger lies on top of the stick near
the end..

Now comes the most difficult problem,
to draw the bow straight overthe strings.
The hair of the bow must be applied on
the efge, the stick of the bow being
turned away from the bridge toward
the head of the violin: An artistic play-
er plays sometimes ‘nearthe bridge of
the violin, sometimes away from it, as
a loud or soft tone is' required. The be-
ginner should bow, say, an irnich from
the bridge and try to keep the bow al-
ways at that distance until he has
learned* to bow steadily. In order to
keep the bow parallel with the bridge
the wrist must describe a series of
curves, being held in a convex pesition
when the heel of the bow is being used
and in a concave position when: the tip
is used. Straight bowing may be at-
tained by sawing on the open strings of
the violin persistently from one end of
the bow to the other, taking care that
the bow always runs parallel with the
bridge.

In the first bowing practice nopres-
gure should beused. The bow should be
held and drawn over the string so light-
Iy that it will seem to breathe the note.
A violin player’s wrist must be elastic
in the highest degree. A most difficult
thing to learn is to apply great pressure
te the bow with the hand in orderto
produce a full tone and yet at the same
time to keep the wrist and arm elastic.
All pressure is applied with the forefin-
ger. In order to acquire tone the first
practicing must be done very softly, the
bow simply being guided across the
strings without the performer pressing
on it. Thewrist bowings—short strokes
produced by the wrist alone at the heel,
the middle and the point of the bow—
should be practiced almost from the be-
gihning, as they are of great impor-
tance. A mirror is of great assistance in
learning to bow. Stand with the right
side to the mirror, and the bowing can
be easily watched and corrected. In
bowing on the E string the arm is kept
close to the side; when playing on the A
it.is raised a little, on the D. a little
more, and by the time the G+ is reached
the elbow is 10 or 12 inches from the
side, explains a writer in The Ladies’
Home Journal, from which the forego-
ing is reproduced.

Washing Handkerchiefs.

Place the handkerchiefs in warm wa-
ter in' whiéh there are a few drops of
ammonia and wash them with castile
soap and rinse in the usual manner.
They should then be squeezed, then in
this. thoroughly wet state spread out on
a marble topped washstand, or, lacking
that,.on the mirror or window pane,
taking care, with the aid of another
very wet cloth, to spread them tautly,
smoothing ‘out any wrinkles with " the
same wet cloth. Should the handker-
chiefs be" embroidered, they must.be
spread with the wrong side against the
marble or glass. The precaution ghould.
be taken of wiping off the marble or
glass_ first in order that no dirt may
spoil the ultimate effect of the novel but
most efficacious mode of ironing., g

The articles so treated must be allow-
ed to remain upon the glass until thor-
oughly dry, when they either: drop off
of their own accord or can be peeled off
and folded as desired. They will then be
found to have a smooth, perfect finish, as:
though fresh from the handsof themost
accomplished laundress. The best plan
is to do the washing the last thing be-
fore retiring for the night, as in that
way the handkerchiefs will be thorough-
ly dry by morning.

Diedrich Discussesa Style Based
. on the Principle of Finesse.

& CLEVER BUT HAZARDOUS LEAD..

Through Strong Up to Weak—Playing For
Fosition and the Dangers Attending It.
How Two Daring Metheds of Play May
Protect Eaeh Other.

Within the broad meaning of the term -
“finesse,”” that style of the game which
may be termed ‘‘playing for position’’
may be very properly included. It is based
on the same principle which wnderlies the
simple finesse by one player im order to
catch a high card which probably lies to
the right of the'one finessing. It is really
finesse by two players instead of one.
Thus if 8., holding queen, jack and
others, leads the queen,; through the king
held by*W., N. having ace, the effect is
just the same as though N. held Bothk ace
and queen.

The same principle lies back of ail so
called ‘‘strengthening’’ leads. If a-ten spot
is lead by S. in this game under average
conditions, N. may decline to take a cer
tain trick and reserve his high cards; risk-
ing a finesse, which,. even: if successful,
reduces the forces: of the opponents at lit-
tle expense to his own:side.. However such
leads are hardly justifiable except upon the
indication that, of the opponents. second
hand is stronger in the suit and'when tho
lead of your own'long-suit or the neturn
of your partner’s lead'is inadvisaple.

Great care should be'tuken 1o this esti-
mation of the relative strength of the
hands of your opponents. If fourth hand
is a deep finesser, hé may have givoeu false
evidence by his previous play of the state
of his hand and be able'to capture by his
reserved force the“wiirds pla;cd By your
partner.

For example. in a %revious round, en
the lead of a jack heading four others by
W. N. playing lov’ from quecn, and E.,with
king in hand refusing to play it, if S., after
taking the trick, supposes E. to be weak
and leads the same suit, his partner’s
queen is sxcrificed and’the suit established
in the hands of W.

If, however, E. had played the king and
thereby disclosed the resultant weakness
of his hand, the lead of low through W.,
would, if S. had enough of the suit remain-
ing to fight it out afterwarg with W., be
quite advantageous.

With #pponents who finesse very little
or never at all and with a partner who is
given to reserving his forces and trusting
to you, the lead through strength is not
only very safe, but often a great trick win-
ner. It might be urged that declared weak-
ness in your right hand opponent might
be taken as an indication that trumps
could be expected from him on the next
round, but, with no indication of a signal
from the others, the drawing of a trump
from him at little expense to your side is
of no great moment.

The great merit of this style of play is
that it compels the man desirous of estab-
lishing his suit to play his high cards at a
disadvantage, not knowing whether the
commanding card lies with the first or
third hand, The best method for him to
adopt is to play the highest in his hand.
If hLe takes the trick, he must lead a card
which ycur partner may take and which
vou, holding the master card, are certain,
barring trumps, to capture, or he must
turn to another unknown suit and. give
you, at fourth hand, a: decided advantage
in position.

How strong this may be ocan be seen
when it is taken into consideration that
you can again lead through strength, at
the expense-of a trump from an opponent,
who by this time may be wildly signaling.
Of course in this game the commanding
card of your left hand opponent’s declared
suit should never be led by you. You
would be then doing:that which your op-
ponent is most desirous-you should do.

A good rule to follow. in this case is the
reverse of the golden one. It is, ‘‘What-
ever you see your enemy doesn’t like to do,
make him do it.”” When you know that
from the fall of the cards on the previous
round, if he could regain the lead, he
would not continue the suit, at least with
the lead of a high card, then, hy your play
of that suit, put him in.a dilemma about
playing that high card. There is a great
deal of need for good. judgment in adopt-
ing this style of play.. DIEDRICH.

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THE ELECTIONS.

The reader will see from the returne
that the Government has been badly de-
feated. At the present writing the
Liberal majority appears to be over
thirty, with four places to bear from.

- The Government’s championship of the

cause of the Roman Catholic minority
of Manitoba has been rewarded by a signal
defeat in the province of Quebec. That
province, according to the returns, has
a majority of twenty-nine against the
Conservative Government. Virtue has
certainly not been rewarded in this case.
It was expected thatin the other prov-
inces the school question would have an
influence adverse to the Government,
but all of them have done better than
the province of Quebec.

The electors of Victoria have as we
expected stood by the Conservative
party and returned two staunch Con-
servatives. All the other British Colum-
bia constituencies principally through
bad management—have returned Liber-
als. It is no comfort now to know that
there were Conservative voters enough
in some of them to have elected Conser-
vative members. - We trust that theles-
son will not be lost on the Conservative
party in this provinee. Thé Liberals will
now have their day. Let us hope that
they will make a good use of it.

THE POINT ELLICE BRIDGE.

The City Council has very important
work to do with respect to constructing
a bridge across the Arm at Point Ellice.
It is to be hoped that they will take a
broad and business-like view of their
‘duty in the premises. Will they erect a
flimsy structure of the cheap and nasty
kind, unfit for the requirements of even
the present traffic, or will they build a
bridge which will not only be sufficient
for the needs of to-day but which will
meet the requirements of a rapidly
growing city for many years to gome.
We believe that the great majority of the
citizens will be warmly in favor of erect-
ing a substantial structure which will
stand wear and tear and afford all need-
ful accommodation for many a year to
come.

It should be remembered that in
planning a work of this kind, the City
Council must have an eye to the future.

~ Jt is providing, not only for the present

generation of Victorians, but for future
generations. They should remember
that Victoria is a very young city, really
not yet out of its infancy. They must
consider what its fufure requirements
will be. They are bound to' form some
opinion as to the probable growth of its
population and its business. Most men
capable of thinking will conclude that
the bridge which cornects Esquimalt
with Victoria must be a strong one.
The traffic and travel between the two
places is now consideraf:le, and it is cer-

tain that it will greatly increase as time-

advances. If the needs of the present
are alone considered and provided for,
the bridge will very soon be out of date,
and the City will be under the necessity
of building a new one.

We see that some of the aldermen
favor the construetion of a bridge which
will not be strong “enough for tram-car
traffic. Thisis very short-sighted, in-
deed. Tram-cars, or vehicles which an-
swer the same purpose as tram-cars,
have become a necessity in all the cities
of civilized nations. It would be almost
as sensible in these days to build a
bridge for foot passengers alone as to
build one from which tram-cars maust
be excluded. It may, eome time in the
near future, be found necessary for the
city to own the tram-cars :that run
through its streets. There are many
who consider that services such as the
tram-cars give the public should be com- |

pletely under the control of the city
government., It follows, if the city
government should take into its hands

the_ city passenger service it ought, in

fact it must, own the bridge over which
the cars run. The jealousy of the Tram
Car company exhibited Ly some of the
aldermen is unbusinesslike and even
childish. It is quite possible for the
company and the corporation to come to
an understanding with respect to the
construction and maintenance of bridges
over which the cars run. This jealousy
should not be allowed to interfere with
the construction of a bridge such as
that which Alderman Tiarks in his
resolution wishes to have con-
structed. A steel bridge suitable
for railway traffic is what should be built
across the Arm at Point Ellice. It would
be infinitely safer than the cheap struc-
ture which some of the aldermen want
to eee builty and it would, we are satis-
fied, in the end be less expensive than
any mere makeshift. We trust that the
citizens generally, as well as the Muni-
cipal Reform Association, will give this
matter their serious censideration and
let the Council know the conclusions at
which they arrive. They should also
give Alderwan Tiarks and others who
want to have a really good bridge con-
structed their moral support.

A GRAND OLD MAN.

Sir Charles <Tupper, whom the Grits a
few months ago insultingly and unfeel-

ingly represented as decrepit and imbe-
cile, altogether unfit to perform the
work of Prime Minister, has proved that
he possesses more vigor and vitality
than the very best of his opponents. He
has traversed the Dominion from Win-
nipeg to Halifax and most of the way
back again, speaking at every important
place on that long route with a vigor
that is really wonderful. Very few
young men would be able to work o
long and so arduously without serious
injury to their health. But we do not
hear that the Premier is any the
worse for the very great amount of ex-
citing work he has done. In this, as in
everything else, the Premier has given
the lie to his traducers. It will be found
when the work of the campaign is over,
and he has nothing but the ordinary
work ot a Premier to do, he will do it as
it has seldom been done by a Canadian
First Minister. He is an active-minded
man, and he has many schemes in his
head for the benefit of the.country. And
he will, if his life is spared, carry them
out with an energy and an industry
which will surprise even his admirers
and give his party new heart. As for
his enemies, they will continue to be as
they have always been—implacable and
relentless, and they will no doubt per-
gist 'in persecuting and gbusing
and vilifying him to the endfof the
chapter.

THE RIGHT THING.

*Alderman Partridge’s resolution is a
good one. The questions involved in

the Point Ellice Bridge disaster are both
difficult and important. The City Coun-
cil should promptly admit their inabil-
ity to deal with them without the aid of
the best legal advice that can be obtain-
ed in the Dominion. Itis to be hoped
that they will at once reject all sugges-
tions to deal with the matter without the
legal aid that they and the citizens gen-
erally can confidently rely upon. There
are, we believe, some very profound law-
yers in the Council who would not hesi-
tate to act in the matter without apply-
ing to a man high in the legal profes-
sion for guidance. The opinion of an
eminent lawyer is expensive, and they
dearly like the cheap way of doing
things. But this cheap way, as the Cor«
poration knows to its cost, often comes
very dear in the end. A sound opinion,
such as an eminent lawyer will be sure
to give, may and probably will save the
city many serious and expensive law-
suits. Ald. Partridge’s resolution is a
wise one, and it will, we trust, be passed
by the Council without serious opposi-

tion.

THE SOUDAN.

It has leaked out that the object of
Lord Salisbury’s expedition to the
Soudan is nothing less than the recon-

quest of that country. The whole of it
at one time belonged in a kind of way to
Egypt. It revolted. and under the
Mahdi gained its independence. The
rule of the Dervishes has been the
reverse of benign. They have been very
hard masters, and what is left of the
native population of the country are
weary of their yoke. The British are
finding that the Dervishes are nothing
like as formidable as they were expected
t® be; and on the other hand the native
Egyptian troops behave well in the field.
They no longer throw down their arms
and run away as soon as the enemy
makes his appearance. On the con-
trary, they fight pluckily and maintain
discipline under trying conditions. With
au enemy less formidable than he was
expected to be, and an army greatly
more effective than the most sanguine
dared hope, the British, both in Egypt
and at home, are greatly encouraged.
They no longer look upon the expedi-
tion to the Soudan as a fool-hardy en-
terprise, and they have come to regard
the conquest of the Soudan as an almost
accomplished fact. The employment of
Indian troops in Egypt is- popular in
Engiand, although a difficulty has

arisen as to who shall pay them, |

CLEVELANI’S PROTEST.

The Democrats as a party are very far

sound on the money quéstion. There
are many of them who are from convic-
tion in favor of the unlimited coinage of
silver, and there are many others who
stand up for silver for the purpose of
catching votes.

President Cleveland has always been
sound on the money question. He is
what his opponents call a gold-bug, and
8o are many of the best men of the Dem-
ocratic party. This split on the cur-
rency question has greatly weakened
that party, already, for various rea-
sons, very weak indeed. President
Cleveland was interviewed by a reporter
on the attitude of his party on the
money question. This is part of what
he said: .

“I bhave made no figures as to the
probabie action of delegates already
chosen or to be chosen to the Demo-
cratic National Convention, but I. re-
fuse to believe that when the time ar-
rives for deliberate action there will be
engrafted upon our Democratic creed a
demand for the free, unlimited, and in-
dependent coinage of silver. I cannot
believe this, because I know the Demo-
cratic Party is neither unpatriotic nor
foolish, and because it seems so clear to
me that such a course will inflict a very
great injury upon every interest of our
country, which it has been the mission of
Democracy to advance, and will resultin
lasting disaster to our party organization.

““ There is little hope that as a means
of success this free silver proposition,
after it thorough discussion during a
political campaign, will attract a ma-
jority of the voters of the country. It
must be that many of the illusions in-
fluencing those now relying upon this
allegéd panacea for their ills will be dis-
pelled before the time comes for them to
cast their ballots, which will express
their sober second thoughts.  The adop-
tion by the Democracy of this proposi-
tion would, I believe, give to our oppo-
nents an advantage both in the present
and futare which they do not deserve.
My attachment to true Democracy is so
strongz that I consider its success as
identical with the promotion of the
country’s good.

‘I am very far from arrogating to myself
a controlling influence upon the policy
of my party, but as an unflinching
Democrat who has been honored by his
party and who desires bhereafter no
greater political privileges than to oc-
cupy the place of private in its ranks, I
hope I may not be blamed for saying
thus much at this time, in the-interest,
as it seems to me, of the grand old or-
ganization, so rich in honorable tradi-
tions, so justly proud of its achieve-
ments, and always so undaunted and
?rav?, in its battles for the people’s wel-
are.

It is quite evident that President
Cleveland does not believe that his party
is on the right track, and it is plain that
he has no hope of its correcting the mis-
take it has made.

THE FRENCH IN MADAGASCAR.

The French Government have come
to look upon Madagascar as French ter-
ritory. At first, all that was intended
was to establish a protectorate over the
Island. In carrying this out they found
that the commercial treaties which the
native Government had made with
foreign nations stood ih their way. The
French have .still the old-fashioned
notion that the affairs of a colony should
be administered, not to benefit its in-
habitants, but for the glory and the en-
richment of the parent country. The
Hovas had granted certain privileges by
treaty to the British and the Americans.
The French masters of the Island were
determined that these commercial
rivals should not continue to enjoy
those privilege so they undertook to
abrogate the treaties which the Govern-
ment of Madagascar had made with
Great Britain and the United States.
The Governments of those countries took
exception to this high-handed proceed-
ing and maintained that the assumption
of a protectorate did not carry with it
the power to abrogate treaties. The
French replied that Great Britain had
done this in the case of Burmah. The
British diplomats alleged that the cases
were not parallel, as Burmah was a pos-
session of Great Britain while all the
authority that France claimed over
Madagascar was that of a protector. -The
upshot was that the French began to
treat Madagascar as a possession. It
is more than likely that both
Great Britain and the United States
will find -it convenient to acquiesce in
France’s claim to ownership. The New
York Times, commenting on the atti-
tude assumed by France towards Mada-
gascar, says:

‘““The French seizure of Madagascar
was, of course, an 'act of power
which, in the case of an individual,
would have been an act of piracy. There
is no reason why we shoul(P acquiesce in
any consequences of it which we may
find injurious. It is probable, there-
fore, that any course which Great
Britain concludes to take for the de-
fence of her imperilled interests in
Madagaecar will meet with our concur-
rence.”’

EXTENSIVE INSURRECTION.

LonpoN, June 2l.—Concurrent ad-
vices from Capetown are to the effect
that the whole of Mashonaland is in
insurrection. Troops have been hur-
riedly shipped at Capetown to go “by
way of Berra to relieve the British.
Throughout Rhodesia the British -only
hold territory within a mile of the forta.
Settlers everywhere have been murdered
by the Matabeles. Trooperg already in
the country find great difficulty in con-
ducting operations, owing to the de-
ficiency of food and horses. A long and
desult.orf gueyilla warfare is certain.

Despatches received here from Bula-
wayo show that the revolt of natives in
the Umptali district of Matabeleland is
of a most serious nature. The bodies of
thirty or forty murdered whites have
already been discovered. The patrols
have sent word to the settlers, who have
been ordered to Fort Salisbury, which
itself is considered to be in danger. Sir
Francis Carrington is sending reinforce-
ments, and has asked the authorities of
Cape Colony to dispatch a force of 200
mounted infantry to the scene. of the
disturbance.
