Demand of United Mine Worker» of 
America Refused

Chicago, March 7.—No concessions 
will be me^de by the Illinois Coal Op­
erator’s Association to the United Mine 
Workers of America. This was de­
cided on today at an executive meet­
ing of the operators, who adopted 
resolutions declaring their willingness 
to face the threatened strike on April 
1 rather than grant the demands of 
the miners.

The meeting was called to consider 
a call for a joint meeting of operators 
and miners at Indianapolis on March 
15 to make a second attempt to formu­
late a new scale of wages and condi­
tions of labor. After acceptation of 
an invitation to the Indianapolis meet­
ing, the resolutions state certain de­
mands and conclude: “Falling to se­
cure such contract provisions at the 
proposed interstate meeting, we will 
refuse to be a party to any agreement 
♦hat may be made by the convention."

Chicago, Ills,, March 7.—Two hun­
dred members of the Illinois Coal 
Operators association met here today to 
consider the demands for increase of 
pay made by members of the United 
Mine Workers who threaten to strike on 
April 1st., if thfir demands are not 
granted. The meeting was not open to 
the public. All of tne speeches were 
without exception in favor of refusing 
the demands of the miners and the 
great majority of those present approved 
the speeches.

The sentiment against granting the 
demands of the miners was so strong at 
the meeting that several members of 
the association declared in the event 
of the operators making terms with tho 
miners, the Illinois association will prob­
ably make a singlehanded fight against 
the union.

WATERS OF NIAGARA.

United States Senate Receives Report 
on Proposed Commission.

Washington, March 7—In the senate 
today Mr. Foraker presented a report 
of the committee on foreign relations 
on the bill authorizing the appoint­
ment of a commission to co-operate 
with the British commission to con­
sider the diminution of the waters of 
Niagara at Niagara Falls, and made 
an effort to secure immediate con­
sideration.

Italian Ambassador to Great Britain 
Is Replaced.

New York, March 7.—A cable de­
spatch to the Herald from Rome says 
Tomas Tittonl, former Italian minister 
of foreign affairs, has been suddenly 
appointed ambassador to Great Britain 
in the place of Signor Alberto Pansaat, 
who will now be placed at the disposal 
of the ministry, 
that Signor Tlttonl has been an am­
bassador, and his appointment, to­
gether with the recall of his predeces­
sor, has aroused much comment In 
diplomatic circles.

TTAWA, March 8.—The tenth 
sion of the parliament of Canada 
was opened today with the usual 
ceremonies. The prime minister 

would like it to be a short session in as 
much as foreshadowed last night there 
is to be no tariff revision. The opposi­
tion, however, have a good deal to say 
as to actual length of parliamentary de­
liberations and judging from the grist 
of notices of motions which were placed 
upon the order paper today, the federal 
legislature will be fortunate if they 
plete their labors by Dominion day. The 
proposed change in the fiscal year mak­
ing it concurrent with that of Great 
Britain is to be made at the present ses­
sion and according to the first minis­
ter’s announcement this afternoon the 
third session of the present parliament 
will commence next November and a 
series of winter sessions will be inaug­
urated. General applause followed Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier’s statement.

The scene in the senate chamber was 
one of great brillancy. The Commons 
having been sent for nis excellency, gov- 
bor, the latter was introduced by Mr. 
speech.
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The Speech From the Throne
“Honorable gentlemen of the senate, 

gentlemen of the House of Commons:
“In again summoning you to meet for 

the despatch of business I am glad to be 
able to congratulate you on the pros­
perity prevailing throughout the Domin­
ion.

“Thp severe bereavement which Queen 
Alexandra has sustained through the 
death of her father, the King of Den­
mark, haa occasioned much sorrow 
throughout the Empire, and I am sat­
isfied that the warm sympathy of the
«x&eaw?.?.—* ».

"It affoxded me mutiiVpleasure a* the 
representative of His Majesty to take 
part in the inauguration <rf the prov­
inces of Alberta and Saskatchewan as 
constituent members of the confedera­
tion. The universal rejoicing on the 
assumption of provincial autonomy 
everywhere visible was gratifying to 
witness, and I venture to say that in 
no part of the world could a more con­
tented population be found. The uni­
versal sentiment was one of abounding 
confidence in the future.

“The bountiful harvest with which we 
have been blessed in the past season, 
together with the continued development 
of our industries and transportation fa­
cilities. have so stimulated business in 
all parts of Canada, and have given such 
impetus to our exports and imports that 
the trade both with the United King­
dom and foreign countries for the cur­
rent fiscal year gives promise of being 
the largest on record.

“The flow of immigrants seeking 
homes in the three prairie provinces still 
continues, and from the present outlook 
the number will be in excess of any pre­
vious year, and it is gratifying to note 
the increasing proportion from the Brit­
ish isles.

The Japanese Treaty
“A treaty on behalf of Canada has 

now been concluded between the United 
Kingdom and Japan, which it is con­
fidently hoped will largely increase our 
trade with the people of that progres­
sive empire. When the formal docu­
ments have been received they will be 
laid before you.

“The rapid destruction of our forest 
now going on will, unless the operations 
of the lumbermen be prudently regulated 
in the future and a system of reforesta­
tion adopted, result in grave conse­
quences affecting the uniform flow of 
our rivers and limiting oar valuable 
water powers to a few months in the 
year. A bill will be presented for yonr 
consideration empowering the govern­
ment to set apart forest reserves on 
lands under its control.

“In accordance with the offer made 
by my ministers to the government of 
the United Kingdom, the imperial treas­
ury has now been relieved from the con­
trol of garrisoning Halifax, and ar­

Vienna, March 7.—The debate on the 
government’s general, equal and direct 
suffrage proposal for Austria, which 
was introduced by Premier Baron 
Gautch Von Frankenthurn February 23, 
will occur in the lower house of parlia­
ment this afternoon. It is the most 
important measure Austria presented 
to the house in the past generation. 
The bill at first encountered much hos­
tility and criticism, but it has now won 
almost universal support, and there is 
every reason to suppose that it will be 
passed.

NEUTRAL DELEGATES
ARE OPTIMISTIC

Conciliation * is the Paramount 

Fooling Now Manifest at 
Aigeciras.

UNITED STATES WILL NOT VOTE

Report That Austria Will Submit 
a Further Modified 

Scheme.

Aigeciras, March 7.—The French po­
lice project was distributed late tonight 
among the delegates to the conference 
ojn Moroccan reforms. The proposition 
which will be presented to the confer­
ence, consists of five paragraphs, 
the substance of which follows:

The Moroccan police to be constituted 
for three years composed of Moorish 
Mussulmans commanded by sixteen 
French and Spanish officers and thirty 
non-commissioned officers. The force to 
consist of 2,000 to 2,500 men distributed 
among the eight ports in bodies of from 
200 to 500. The state bank to advance 
funds for the administration and for the 
payment of the force.

No mention is made of internal sup­
ervision and the project therefore is 
practically the same as was outlined in 
M. Revert’s declaration on Monday. The 
result of tomorrow’s sitting of the con­
ference is awaited with interest. Re­
ports relative to the probability of an 
agreement are circulated on all. sides. 
Conciliation certainly is in the air, and 
continued efforts in that direction are 
going on. The German delegates do not 
display any outward sigs of making 
concessions, while France’s latest utter­
ance is indisputably

Opposed to Further Concessions
The neutral delegates are quite optimis­
tic relative to an arrangement of differ­
ences at the last moment.

The report that Austria will present a 
project with the object of effecting an 
agreement acceptable to both France 
and Germany is current, but impartial 
delegates are looking to either Berlin or 
Paris for a compromise. Should the con 
ference vote of the rival schemes it is 
understood the American delegates will 
abstain not even offering an opinion. 
This would leave the delegates in the 
position to continue their . efforts in 
•bringing about an understanding. Most 
of the delegates are cognizant of Amer­
ica’s attitude, and some, including the 
British and French delegates, approve 
her abstention, considering that any op­
inion expressed of partisanship wou'd 
destroy her influence as a mediator.

Others believe that America’s taking 
sides would influence a successful issue 
of the conference.

At the general election 
he had a majority of 1,985, so that it 
will be a pretty safe riding to open.

C. P, R. Freight Rates 
Before the railway commission this 

morning there was continued the com­
plaint of Vancouver that the C. P. R. 
rates to Calgary discriminate against its 
distributers and in favor of Winnipeg 
wholesalers. W. R. Mclnnes, freight 
traffic manager of the C. P. R., said the 
charges on the C. P. R. from Vancouver 
to Calgary and from Winnipeg to Cal­
gary were based on distance and cost of 
hauling. It was not true, as claimed by 
Vancouver interests, that the rates given 
by American railways were more favor­
able from coast points eastward. From 
Winnipeg to Calgary was 800 miles, and 
the rate on a hundred pounds of first» 
class freight was $1.66, and on fifth-class 
77 cents. From Vancouver to Calgary, 
1)40 miles, the first-class rate on one hun­
dred pounds of freight was $2, and on 
fifth-class 91 cents. On the Northerh 
Pacific from Seattle to Missoula, 657 
miles, the Northern Pacific charged $2.46 
on first-class and $1.20 on second-class. 
He estimated the Northern Pacific rates 
29 cents a hundred higher, and the Great 
Northern 20 cents a hundred higher. 
The American lines had a better country 
for local business across the mountains 
and had less expensive grades to operate.

Montreal Struggles 
Montreal, March 7.—Before legisla­

tive council private bills committee to­
day, the city of Montreal put up a big 
fight to secure power to take over plant 
of the Montreal Gas company. The 
best it could secure was power to take 
it over as a going concern, which means 
that the city will have to pay for the 
investment value of the company, in­
stead of the actual value of its prop­
erty. Another big fight was over the 
question of conduits. The city was 
given power to construct them and to 
charge the companies using them 71-2 
per cent of the cost as an annual men­
tal. The companies demanded compen­
sation for the wires and poles aban­
doned and .this it was decided the city 
should pay. The city representatives in­
tend carrying the fight into the council 
and there is also talk of abandoning the 
•bill altogether.

PlHe agreed with all the minister had 
said as to the resources and prospects 
of the province, but to realize this popu­
lation was required.

No steps had been taken, no infor­
mation had been circulated, settlers 
could learn nothing, they had to pros­
pect and find out for themselves.

Defences are recommended for Ma­
nila bay, Pearl harbor, Guantanamo, 
Guam, San Juan nd Honolulu because 
of their strategic locations.

Budget Debate

Mr. J. R. Brown resumed the debate 
on the budget. He joined, in the con­
gratulations tendered by the member for 
Delta to the finance minister for having 
submitted a clear and lucid financial 
statement. He also recognized the mod­
esty with which he retrained from at­
tributing the improved condition of af­
fairs to any acts of the government. 
He found fault with the taxation of the 
C. P. R-. which company had received 
as a land grant 3,600,000 acres in this 
province, of which less than 300,000 were 
paying taxes. Much of this was coal­
bearing land, and an assessment of only 
$1 an acre would yield $80,000 a year.

He took the government to task for 
failing to live up to its platform with 
respect to the telephone system. It had 
done nothing for the development of the 
province, it has pursued a policy of mas­
terly inactivity and the money which 
should tgwe been, competed for the relief 
of the revenues ot the province instead 
of it still being m the pockets ot wealthy 
corporations.

Mr. Evans could give no credit to the 
government for the improved conditions 
in the province; the prosperity was in 
consequence of the unbounded resources 
and the improved trade. They had per­
petrated many objectionable acts, the 
most notable of these being the Schools 
Act. The government had failed to 
bring down the promised superannuation 
bill. He would advocate a reduction 
in ministers’ salaries and that of the 
agent-general in London to meet the 
financial stringency of the province. 
There is great inconsistency in paying 
one janitor $90 a month and another 
$60: they should be uniform. He ob­
jected strongly to the government paying 
the income tax of the agent-general, 
amounting to $236.50.

Railway Policy
The absence of a railway policy was 

a great evidence of weakness and neg­
lect. but they seemed to have a railway 
ipolicy after all—to give away more 
land to the Columbia and Western Rail­
way company, fie declaimed against 
the Municipal Clauses Act find the ex­
travagant provision of hydrants in cities, 
but the neglect on the part of the gov­
ernment to provide any in the country 
districts to protect the property they 
taxed.

Mr. J. Murphy notice* that the man 
who got the least superannuation lived 
in Cariboo. Everything small that the 
government had to bestow went to Cari­
boo.

All went 
well until the first “Akhara” «or band of 
pilgrims, were returning from the bath­
ing ghat. Just a-s they were about to 
cross over the river again to their en­
closure near the Whunsi sands, it was 
noticed that the crush on the slope below 
the southern bastion of the fort had be­
come very heavy.

The meagre police force was power­
less, and as the barrier showed signs 
of giving way, military - assistance was 
summoned. Before it arrived the crowd, 
impelled by its own weight, trampled 
down the barriers and surged down the 
elope in uncontrollable masses. y\hen 
order had been restored it was discov­
ered that more than a score of persons 
were dead. Several others save since 
died.

A summary of the mineral produc­

tion of Canada for 1905 has been issued 
by the geological survey branch of the 
interior department. The value of 
mineral products for the year is 
$68,574,707, or $2,000,000 higher than 
Canada’s best year, 1901, when it was 
over $66,000,000. The mineral produc­
tion in 1904 was $60,073,897, or $8,500,- 
000 less than for the past year. Last 
year’s returns arex all the more re­
markable in view of the falling off of 
gold from the Yukon of over $2,000,000. 
Coal occupies the predominant position, 
making over $17,000,000, and when 
added to the value of metallic products 
about 80 per cent, of the production of 
the country is accounted for. The out­
put of Yukon gold is $8,327,200, and all 
other gold $6,159,633, making $14,486,- 
833 in all.

Smelting by Electricity
Sault Ste Marie, March 6—The ex­

periments in smelting iron ore by elec­
tricity conducted here for the past eight 
weeks by Dr. Herouit, of France, for 
the Dominion government, has resulted 
in demonstrating the commercial valni 
of electricity for smelting of iron es­
pecially in Canada, where with abun­
dant water power electrical energy can 
be cheaply produced.

By June it is expected that the Rus­
sian Volunteer Steamship company will 
establish a line of steamers between 
San Francisco and Vladivostok, connect­
ing with the Trans-Sioerian railway 
system. Two steamers are expected to 
be placed in this service. Previous to 
the war, when M. Witte was building up 
a great commercial city at Dalny, it was 
the intention of the Russian company 
to establish this service, and also a 
coast line between Shanghai and Dalny 
in connection with the Chinese Eastern 
railway, connecting with the trunk line 
across Siberia at Harbin, but the loss 
of the Chinese Eastern railway and 
•Dalny, with other losses, has of neces­
sity caused a rearrangement of its plans. 
It is entirely probable that the Japanese 
steamship lines already running to the 
United States Pacific seaboard, the Nip­
pon Yusen Kaisha’s service to Victoria 
and Seattle, and the Toyo Risen 
Kaisha’s line to San Francisco, will ar­
range a service to tap Manchuria, as waa 
the plan ot the Russian company pre­
vious to the war. Already the Japanese 
have established a steamship line con­
necting Yokohama with Tairen, as Dalny 
is now known, and a fast and most mod- 

passenger steamer service has been 
arranged between Shinonoseki and" Fu- 
san, on the southern coast of Korea, 
whence the Korean trunk railway con­
nects with the Chinese Eastern railway 
at Liaovang, also tapping the richest 
portion of Manchuria. The next tew 
years will see a great deal of commer­
cial development in this section of the 
Orient, and although the Russians have 
lost so much, the commercial companies 
interested in that section have oy no 
means given up the fight, although their 
rivals, the Japanese, have secured so 
much better opportunities than previous­
ly existed. The Vladivostok-San Fran­
cisco line is one of the efforts to re­
arrange the situation.

A REPORT ON 
EN ISLAND

Synopsis of the Majority Report 
Submitted to Legislature 

Yesterday.

GOVERNMENT IS ENDORSED
Deal Was in the Interest of the 

Province and the Bargain 
a Good One.

T T was impossible yesterday to obtain 
a copy of the majority report of 
the Kaien island investigation com- 
mittee, but it having been read ou 

the floor of the house the following 
points were gleaned from the press gal­
lery. After a recital of the matter of 
the committee’s appointment the report 
went on to state that the committee 
found that lots 443, 444 and 261, com­
prising about 10,000 acres, were acquired 
■by the Grand Trunk Pacific under the 
provisions of an order in council dated 
April 30th, 1904, and approved by his 
honor May 4th, 1901. The committee 
further found that an attempt was made 
by P. Larsen and J. Anderson to secure 
the lands in question, with the ultimate 
view of transferring them to the Grand 
Trunk Pacific, but after the receipt of 
the terms of the proposed acquisition 
from E. V. Bodwell, dated January 19th, 
1904, the executive council refused to 
deal with any one but the railway com­
pany.

On this decision being made By the 
executive council, Mr. Bodwell secured 
and produced to the executive a tele­
gram from C. M. Hays, president of the 
company, authorizing him to act for the 
company in the transaction, : and an or­
der in council was passed in pursuance 
thereof, and on the payment of the pur­
chase money, $10,000, crown grants 
were duly issued to the railway com­
pany. The committee find that the com­
pany acquired the lands in accordance 
with the terms and dealt for the same 
directly with the government, and under 
section 39 of the Land Act crown grants 
for lots 433, 434 and 251 were properly 
issued and delivered to the company, and 
that the company paid to the province 
the sum of $10,000, and in addition re­
paid Peter Larsen the sum of $8,000, 
being a portion of the moneys paid out 
by him for surveys. This is all the com­
pany were required to pay, and there 
is no obligation upon the company to 
pay any further amount to any person 
or persons in respect to the lands.

Did Not Enter Into Agreement
From the evidence produced the com­

mittee found that Peter Larsen did not 
enter into the agreement for any imme­
diate gain, but rather with the object of 
establishing friendly connections with 
the company in order to secure qgshare 
of the business when active operations 
of the company commenced, and farther, 
that subsequent to the date of acquisi­
tion of the lands J. Anderson, acting for 
himself and P. Larsen, entered into an 
agreement in writing with the officials 
of the company, bat no copy of the 
document was produced ; but from the 
evidence obtained the committee found 
that it contained a proviso upon the pay­
ment of $40,000 to Larsen and Anderson 
on the happening of certain contingen- 

Bnt when Mr. Larsen became 
aware of the proviso the document was 
canceled without being consummated. 
It was also learned that P. Larsen and 
.1. Anderson were associated in other 
transactions which did not come within 
the scope of the inquiry, and upon a 
general settlement between the two par­
ties Anderson received $10,000 from P. 
Larsen as part settlement, and there is 
no obligation on the part of the com­
pany to repay this amount to Mr. Lar­
sen and the same has riot been paid.

An attempt was madh to establish the 
fact that lot 251 on Kaien island was 
not intended to be included in the re­

made by an order in council dated 
October 12th, 1891, but the committee 
found otherwise, and in the interest of 
the public the whole of Kaien island 
was reserved from pre-emption or sale 
bv an order in counoïl dated August 3rd, 
1904.

The petition of George Kane for a pre­
emption under the South Africa war 
grant was within the boundaries of the 
reserve and was properly refused. The 
committee farther found that the Grand 
Trunk Pacific officials were fully aware 
of the negotiations being carried on by 
Messrs. Anderson and Larsvp and have 
confirmed the transaction in every respect 
and have not signified any objections to 
the matter.

The crown grants for lots 443, 444 and 
251 have also a provision that in event 
of any of the lands being divided into 
town lots one-fourth of the blocks of 
lots shall be reconveyed to the province.

Interest of the Public
The committee also found that it w^s 

in the interest of the public that the 
secrecy preserved: by; the executive was 
absolutely essential, and thére was no 
more secrecy than the occasion demand­
ed.

The sale of the lands under the con­
ditions imposed was pre-eminently to the 
public advantage, and the reserves con­
tained in the crown grants will ensure a 
lasting benefit to the province.

From the evidence submitted the com­
mittee found that the selection of Port 
Simpson as the terminus would bring 
no such advantage as will accrue from 
the transaction under review.

submitted to the government the thirty- 
fourth annual report of the institution, 
embracing a full account of the opera­
tions for the year 1905, and it contains 
many interesting facts and figures.

Dr. Doherty’s term of office only com­
menced on March 1st, but he was great­
ly assisted in toeing able to hate a full 
report of the year’s work toy his pre­
decessor, Dr. G. H. Manchester, who 
gave him a full account of the first two 
months of the year before leaving.

Creditable Showing 
The past year has been a most credi­

table one and compares favorably with 
the records of any Canadian or Ameri­
can institution of the kind.

The cost of maintenance during the 
past year was less than the preceding 
year, and the per capita cost was the 
smallest in the "history of the institu­
tion, with the exception of the years of 
1891, 1894 and 1904. The revenue for 
the past year was the largest on rec­
ord.

were admitted during the year. Of this 
number ninety were '‘mâles * and thirty- 
three females, all of which were received 
from various points in the province, with 
the exception of eight frqm the Yukon.

Fifty-three of those admitted were 
married, thirteen were*in the widowed 
state, while fifty-seven had never been 
married. Almost, all had received some 
education, there being only seven who 
could neither read nor write, while eight 
had received a superior education. 
Heredity and alcoholic excesses were 
the principal causes of insanity among 
those admitted.

Seventy-six patients were discharged 
during the year, forty-three of whom 
had recovered, and twenty were im­
proved.

There were four hundred and two 
patients under treatment at the begin­
ning of this year, three hundred and four 
males and ninety-eight females.

Treatment of Patients
The treatment of patients has been 

in the main along the established prac­
tice, embracing rest, treatment where 
necessary, and the judicious combina­
tion of work and amusement for others, 
as it is claimed that employment and 
amusement judiciously selected are the 
most important factors in the treatment 
of all forms of mental derangement. The 
segregation of the incurable from the 
curable has beeif carried out as far as 
space and accommodation would permit.

The superintendent states in his re­
port that there are one or two who, for 
selfish or other reasons, persistently 
criticise unfairly the method of treat­
ment. He adds:

“I must say that it is unfortunate that 
these criticisms and discussions come 
from persons who are not willing to take 
the trouble to carefully investigate the 
subject in' question, since they have fail­
ed to do themselves the justice, or the 
institution the honor of spending a day 
within its walls, for the purpose of con­
scientiously looking into what is being 
done for those deprived of their reason 
or the exact manner in which they are 
cared for.”

Meanwhile, 
good citizens should use honest endea­
vors to free the party system from the 
anomalies and dangers which it is so 
easy to indicate.

“Upon certain public questions there 
must necessarily be legitimate differences 
of opinion. The management of public 
utilities in the public interest, the regula­
tion of corporations controlling the great 
national highways of commerce, the ex­
ploitation and conservation of vast 
natural resources, the regulation of the 
tariffs; in respect of all these great ques­
tions of policy arise, but there are three 

Essentials of Good Government 
upon which all parties should unite. 
Honest appropriation and expenditure of 
public funds in the public interest; the 
appointment of public officials upon con­
sideration of efficiency and personal char­
acter, and not of party service; elections 
untainted by the corrupting influences 
of bribery and fraud—these essentials 
are not to be denied. They have a moral 
significance and they involve the future 
of democracy. Upon these all parties 
should unite. Institutions cannot be en­
during which develop a debased public 
service, or which bring into existence 
legislatures representing not the will of 
the people, but the degradation of elec­
tion corruption.

“In civil service reform there has been 
greater reform in the United States 
than in Canada. You have succeeded 
not only in effectively molding public 
opinion, but in bringing about a very 
important result. How far you have 
advanced towards the goal of clean elec­
tions I do not know/’ ,

Corrupt Practices at Elections
Mr. Borden gave a resume of the Can­

adian laws enacted for the purpose and 
a statement of their practical operation. 
Continuing, Mr. Borden declared that: 
while secrecy of thé ballot has minimized 
the opportunities for bribery, yet parti- 
zan ingenuity has in many cases evaded 
the statutory safeguards, and in this 
connection he cited instances of corrupt 
practices at elections in Canada.

“Canadian criminal justice is on the 
whole well administered, but in many/ 
cases it has not overtaken nor even pur­
sued the ballot thief,” said Mr. Borden. 
“Our laws are reasonably effective, but 
we need an independent public prosecu­
tion to enforce them.

“Under our system of trying election 
petitions thorough investigation of cor­
rupt practices is rendered abortive by 
the unseating of the candidate upon one 
Or two prdved charges of corrupt acts 
by agents.

“We have no enactment prohibiting 

bribery 0£ intimidation of constituencies 
or communities by promises to expend 
public moneys for a particular purpose 
or in a particular locality or by threats 
to withdraw such expenditures. An in­
creasing tendency to obtain support by 
such unworthy means will soon demand 
legislative intervention.

“But all legislation will be powerless 
to remove the evil of electoral corruption 
and fraud unless founded upon and sup­
ported by a sound and heathy public 
opinion. Education is necessary. The 
standard of public life will be what 
the people, either by choice or through 
indifference, may determine. To the 
youth of the country, in the schools and 
universities, the lesson of civic duty 
should be taught with care and thorough­
ness. When each citizen realizes that 
he owes a duty to the state as sacred 
as that which he owes to his^family or 
to liis neighbor he shall have little cause 
to fear. Faith in the intelligence and in­
tegrity of the great body of the people 
forbids us in that case to doubt-the is­
sue.”

William Templeman, minister of inland 
revenue, was elected with a majority of 
094 over J. L. Beckwith, the Conserva­
tive candidate, and 1,242 over W. H. 
Macon, Socialist. , .

Although it had been expected that 
small vote would be polled, it was gen­
erally figured that a greater number 
would exercise their franchise. With a 
total number on.the list of 4,800, only 
2.717 turned out to cast their ballots. 
With glorious weather prevailing, it 
was thought that this would tend to 
draw the voters out, but such was not 
the c&sc.

When Returning Officer Hicks opened 
the polls at 9 a. m. there were com­
paratively few present, and no great 
rush was noticed till towards noon. Dur­
ing the afternoon, however, the attend­
ance of voters fell off considerably, and 
it was seen that the vote would be a 
very small one, indeed, and both sides 
•used their strongest endeavors to get the 
voters out. Plenty of willing workers 
from both parties were on hand, anxious 
to do all within their power to assist 
their favorites. During the day, with 
few exceptions, all hacks and carriages 

, engaged, and for the first time in 
election in this city the automobile

CHINA IS PERTURBED.

Wily Orientals Promulgate the Usual 
Appeal for Peace.

Pekin, March 0— The Chinese gov­
ernment is greatly perturbed by the re­
ports of anti-foreign movements printed 
in the American and European press, and 
particularly by the despatches announc­
ing America’s preparations for a military 
expedition in case of need. These re­
ports, it is alleged, tend to embarrass 
the foreign ministers and create strained 
relations between them and the officials 
here. _

United States War Preparations 
The principal topic in the Chinese 

press relates to the reports coming from 
America that the United States is mak­
ing complete preparations to send a mili­
tary expedition to China. The newspa­
pers regard these reports as a manifesta­
tion of an unfriendly policy. The im­
ports of Newchwang for 1905, exclusive 
of military supplies, was the largest re­
corded. The total was $53,000,000 
(gold), of which $22,000,000 came from 
America, and $9,000,000 being in cotton.

China’s Mock Heroics 
A long edict published in the Official 

Gazette today, after referring to the 
warlike reporte, declares that they are 
circulated by those who wish to separate 
China from her friends. Continuing, the 
edict points out the great difficulties 
which confront China at present and the 
strong need for maintaining friendly re­
lations with the powers, reproves the 
press from meddling and chargee the 
ficials, high and lpw, to thoroughly pro­
tect the lives and property of foreigners, 
specifying the missions, under pain of 
the most severest punishment. A strong 
force of troops of Yuanshikai has been 
sent to the southern part of the province 
of Chili, where the people have been 
threatening the Christians.
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Towands the close of the polls a slight

In comparison with former elections, 
the vote was very small. In 1901 the 
total vote, with four candidates running, 
was 3,015. Out of this Col. Prior re­
ceived 1,645: Thomas Earle, 1,473; R. 
L. Drury, 1,468. and George Riley, 1,445.

In 1904 Mr. Riley secured 1,692; Col. 
Prior, 1,192, and Mr. Walters, 336, 
showing a total of 3,218.

In the vote yesterday Hon. Mr. Tem­
pleman received 1,551, Mr. Beckwith 
857 and Mr. Marcon 309.

In this election the third candidate, 
it was expected, would have received a 
larger vote. The total vote for the So­
cialist candidate'’was twenty-seven less 
-than in the election of 1904, which is 
greater in proportion to the number of 
votes polled.

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PRISONER BECOMES HYSTERICAL

Young Frenchwoman Pleads Guilty to 
Manslaughter in New York.

New York, March 6;—The trial of 
Berthe Claiche for the murder of Emil 
Gerdron came to a sudden termination 
today, whtn the young Frenc-h woman 
pleaded guilty, on advice of her counsel, 
to manslaughter in the first degree. 
That this, however, is not the end of 
the case, and that an attempt will be 
made to continue it as an investigation 
of a certain class of policemen, with 
Berthe Claiche as state’s evidence, was 
made plain by statements by the judge 
'before whom the trial was conducted 
and by the defendant’s own counsel.

Supreme Court Justice Davis, in re­
manding the young woman for sentence 
until March 29th, and in discharging the 
jury, said:

"There are many features of the case 
which induced the court to accept and 
the defendant to offer the plea of man­
slaughter in the first degree; and I think 
when final results shall _ have been 
reached and the sentence imposed, the 
court will see that the interests of jus­
tice will be served."

Abraham Levy, of counsel for the de­
fence, said of his client’s plea:

“I know the maximum penalty is 
twenty years. I know she -will not get 
it. but I cannot now explain why, nor 
can I say what I expect the sentence 
will be, but of this I am sure, it will be 
very favorable to the defendant.”

Collapse of the Prisoner
The culmination of events today which 

led to the plea of guilty was very rapid. 
At its close the defendant/was carried 
to the Tombs prison struggling hystedc- 
allly with the police officers and scream­
ing. The trial had proceeded up to the 
point where it was expected that Berthe 
Claiche would go on the witness stand 
herself within the next few minutes, 
when during a recess her counsel went 
into conference with District Attorney 
Jerome. At the end of this conference 
Judge Otto Rosalsky. one of the defend­
ant’s lawyers, talked to his client for 
three minutes. At the close of this talk 
she burst into tears, and was so near 
collapse that she had to be assisted to 
walk to the railing before Justice Davis, 
where she was to plead. **

A clerk asked her if she would plead 
guilty to manslaughter in the first de­
gree. The young woman replied: "Yes,” 
and fainted, falling to the floor of the 
court room. When revived she became 
hysterical, crying out:

“I’ll never see-my mother on this earth 
again."

Her screams were heard outside the 
court building as she was taken from 
the room, and at the Tombs a physician 
was summoned to attend her.

Abraham Levy, Berthe Claiche’s coun­
sel. said late today that he has pledged 
that she will tell all she knows about 
the relations of the police with thé 
women of the tenderloin.

The Police Are Accused
Today’s termination of the trial was 

not entirely unexpected, as Berthe Cla- 
iehe’s counsel yesterday conferred with 
the defendants’ counsel to have their 
client plead guilty to manslaughter in 
the first degree, and to the refusal of 
the prosecution to agree to a plea in a 
minor degree.

Possible charges against policemen, 
growing out of the case, have been fore­
shadowed from the beginning of the 
agreement was dne to the reluctance of 
the district attorney upon the matter. It 
is understood that the failure to reach an 
trial. The prosecution at the beginning 
declared that Gerdron was lured to his 
death on January 8th last by a plot in 
which a policeman assisted the defend­
ant.

After the announcement of the vote 
had been made, J. L. Beckwith and his 
supporters, undaunted by defeat, ad­
journed to the Conservative campaign 
headquarters. The room was filled to 
the door by admirers of the standard- 
bearer, who roundly applauded him on 
his entrance. After order had been re­
stored, Mr, Beckwith made a brief ad­
dress, with many appreciative references 
to the staunch support of his friends in 
the party. He voiced the sentiments of 
the party, he said, in thanking the Col­
onist for the splendid fight it had put 
up on behalf of Conservative principles, 
szgl while the cause they stood for had 
gone down to defeat, he felt it would be 
a splendid incentive for future efforts.

A. E. McPhillips, K. C„ Henry Behn-

* BI6 MINING CAMP 
ON PORTLAND CANAL

Northern District Coming to the 
Fore According to Statement 

of a Seattle Man.

According to Mr. F. P. Stewart, of 
Seattle, who is staying at the Dominion 
hotel, one of the biggest mining camps 
ever in existence in the Pacific North­
west will in a few years be in full 
swing in the Portland canal district, on 
the British Columbia side of the Alaska 
boundary line, says the Vancouver Prov­
ince. Mr. -Stewart has just sold the 
Stewart group, including four claims 
called the Montana Boy, American Girl, 
Hard Money and the Northern Belle, to 
a Portland, Ore., syndicate, for $250,000.

The property was discovered by Mr. 
Stewart, who was one of the first pros- 
prospectors in that county, several years 
ago, and interested with him in the deal 
are his son, Mr. H. Stewart, and Messrs. 
John Conway and W. H. Bright well. 
The claims are located fifteen miles in­
land from the head of the Portland 

fork of the Bearcanal, on the west 
river, commonly called Bear creek. They 
are just three miles from the Alaskan 
boundary line, but on Canadian soil. At 
the time the claims were recorded Mr. 
Stewart was not sure whether he was 
in Canada or Alaska, and had them 
registered both at Port Simpson and 
Ketchikan.

The ore carries silver in large Quan­
tities, and lead and copper as well. The 
silver will average $50 alone. The lead 
runs $15 to $25, and the copper about 
3 per cent. There are vast bodies of ore 
on the properties, and they can be 
worked at a very reasonable figure. 
There is water adjacent in large volume, 
which can be used for power purposes.

Mr. Stewart, in company with his son. 
will go north to Portland canal on one 
of the firet boats to leave Vancouver, 
probably on the Tees, leaving on Friday. 
They will take a few supplies to last 
them until the weather becomes mild 
enough to permit of work being com­
menced, when a force of about forty 
men to start with will be sent north to 
commence the erection of buildings, roads 
and other necessary work about th- 
ciainre. He «ays it is the intention of 
the new owners of- the property to com­
mence this summer on extensive de­
velopment work. They will build as soon 
as it is practicable either an electric tram 
line from tidewater to the property, or 
■will install some other means of trans­
porting their ore and supplies. Aerial 
trams will be erected as soon as it is 
possible to do so to'carry the ore from 
the mines, which are located on the 
mountainside. >

Mr. Stewart states that there has been 
ninety feet of work done on one of the 
claims already, and that there is already 
in sight in a radius of a mile and a half 
over $2,000,000 worth of available ore. 
He says that there has been over $400 
000 worth of property bonded within a 
radius of thirty ’miles of the Stewart 
group since last fall, and all this is lo­
cated in British Columbia. He is very 
enthusiastic over the mining outlook in 
that district. If. is easy to reach, as 
large steamers cgn go right to the head 
of Portland canal, and a country that 
is so easily-aeewsible is bound to go 
ahead. Steaiajti do ryot make regular 
calls to theJp*H of. the canal at pres­
ent, but likely they will do so this sum­
mer. The Veuüw and the Union Steam­
ship company's,/steamers, it is stated, 
will make calls "(here this year.

Asked regarding the possibility of the 
erection of a smelter on Portland canal, 
he stated that was a matter that would 
have to be arranged later on, though he 
-was of the opinion that the time would 
be short when * large smelter to reduce 
the ores of that district would be a nec­
essity. For the present he thought all 
the ore would be brought south to the 
smelters en Vancouver island.

INDICATOR FOR RECEPTACLE.

Contents of the Receptacle Can Be 
Weighed Without Scales.

A groceryman, when selling a quantity 
other like substance, firstof sugar or 

gathers It up in a scoop, transfers It from 
the bln in which It is kept to the scales 
and then removes or adds Just enough to 
make the desired quantity, after which It 
is emptied Into « bag. To do away with 
all this, a Michigan inventor has devised 
an attachment which measures and weighs
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the article while In the scoop. The latter 
to of the ordinary form, with the excep­
tion of a ledge at the top of the back 
portion. This ledge Is graduated to indi­
cate pounds, ounces, etc., the quantity be­
ing indicated by a swinging pointer. Di­
rectly In the back of the scoop Is a cas­
ing which holds the weighing mechanism, 
consisting of a spring and levers, a small 
space being between the easing and the 
back of the scoop. A handle Is connected 
to the casing, the weighing mechanism be­
ing partly inclosed in the handle, A spring 
pressed bolt, arranged on the bottom of 
the handle, is adapted to project into a 
hole In the back wall of the casing to hold 
the scoop and weighing mechanism to­
gether. When, however, the bolt Is with­
drawn the scoop is free to move up and 
down, the weight of the scoop and Its con­
tents being then thrown upon the balance 
spring. In use, when the scoop has been 
filled, the bolt under the handle Is drawn 
back, releasing the scoop and at once rest­
ing Its weight upon the weighing mechan­
ism. The weight of the contents will then 
be Indicated by the pointer, after which 
the contents can be emptied Into a bag 
or other receptacle.

he and the organization were Innocent. 
Sechieff then called upon Father Ga­
pon to declare in the presence of his 
fellows whether he (Sechieff) had re­
ceived a cent from the government. 
Father Gapon arose and exonerated 
Sechieff, whereupon the latter said, "1 
will now give you supreme proof ot 

honesty,” and, drawing a revolver, 
he blew his brains out.

During a meeting of the Father Gap­
on organization, which was investigat­
ing the scandal involving charges of ac­
cepting money from the government at 
accused member dramatically committed 
suicide. With the recent disappearance 
of Matushensky, the assistant of Fath­
er Gapon, who was charged with 
bezzling $12,000 belonging to the work­
ingmen organization, it was discovered 
that the moderate labor organization 
which Gapon established after the Rus­
sian emperor’s manifesto of October 30 
last was subsidized by the government 
which supplied funds for the rent of 
club houses and for literature.

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Lords Cranworth and Westbury, contend­
ed that Bickett vs. Morris In effect decid­
ed that he was only çalled upon to show 
that the defendants-had sensibly interfered 
with the bed of the river, and that such 
Interference was ipso facto actionable. Bnt 
having regard te Lord Blackburn’s exam­
ination of that case In Orr-Ewing vs. Col- 
quhonn (1877), 2 App. Cas., at p 852 et 
seq.; and the remarks of Fitzgibbon and 
Barry, L. JJ. in The Belfast Ropeworks 
Co. vs. Boyd, 21 L.R. Ir., 560, I think the 
contention cannot be maintained, and that 
the law is not that any sensible Interfer­
ence Is per se actionable, but that there 
must be either actual damage or a reas­
onable possibility of damage to give a good 
cause of action, and that in determining 
whether the defendant has discharged the 
onus, regard must be had to the circum­
stances of the particular case. In this 
case, as I have already said, the addition­
al evidence has made it perfectly clear 
that the plaintiffs cannot reasonably ap­
prehend any damage from the proposed 
operations, and the extra amount of slit 
which may be brought down the river as 
the result is so small that it may be 
neglected.

“One argument was addressed to 
their lordships which perhaps ought to 
be noticed.

In 
this case judgment was delivered to­
day, allowing the appeal of the City or 
Nelson, Martin, J., dissenting.

The trial is an important one, involv­
ing serious interests of the city of Nel­
son, as will be seen by the following 
statement of facts by the learned trial 
judge. Irving, J.:

The plaintiffs are a power company 
incorporated by c. 63 of 1897, and own 
all the land on the north bank of that 
portion of the Kootenay river, now 
under discussion.

By ch. 77, B. C. Stat.. 1899, certain 
grants of water assigned to the plain­
tiffs were confirmed to them, and they 
were given all the rights and privileges 
which they would have been entitled 
to if they had been incorporated under 
Part IV. of the Water Clauses Consol- 

* idated Act, 1897.
They have now in operation at the 

lower Bennington Falls an hydro-elec­
tric power plant consisting of a canal 
26 feet wide, 15 feet deep, and 600 feet 
long, leading from the Kootenay river 
above the falls, to a concrete dam sit- 

the falls, through which 
dam are placed chutes for the purpose 
of conveying water to three turbine 
wheels by which the electricity, some 
6,000 h.p., Is at present being generated.

They are now constructing a more 
extensive hydro-electric power plant on 
the north side of the river at the upper 
Bonnington Falls. They are also the 
owners of a power site on the south 
side of the river at the lower Bonning­
ton falls.

The defendant, the City of Nelson, 
Is constructing on the south side of the 
river, at the upper Bonnington falls, 

3,000 feet above the plaintiff’s 
canal, an hydro-electric plant for the 
supply of electricity to the city of 
Nelson. The plan of their operations 
Includes the excavation of 17,000 yards 
of rock. This rock, or rather so much 
of it as they do not require for build­
ing purposes, they propose to dispose 
of by dumping Into the Kootenay river 
into a pool situate below the upper 
falls. Some of the rock will of neces­
sity be thrown In the blasting opera­
tions, into the river as well above as 
below the upper falls.

The defendant’s undertaking is au­
thorized by an order in council (B. C. 
Gazette, 6th April, 1906, p. 634), made 
by the Lieutenant-Governor in Council 
under the provisions of Party IV. of 
the Water Clauses Consolidation Act as 
amended In 1900, c. 44. A slight alter­
ation has since been made In the plan 
by substituting vertical setting for the 
wheels In lieu of a horizontal setting 
intended.

The plaintiffs allege that the dumping 
of rock will be* Injurious to them In 
some of the following three ways : 
First, that' the rock will dam up the 
river at a point marked (E) called the 
rapids, thereby reducing the head 
which they, the plaintiffs, would other­
wise obtain at their new works at the 
upper falls. Second, that at high water 
a large quantity of rock and sand will 
be carried down by the current to the 
plant at the lower Bonnington falls, 
and will cause the canal there to be 
filled with rock and sand, and thereby 
Injure the machinery and lessen the 
supply of water at that place, or the 
rock will lodge In the narrow channel 
(E), and that the supply of water at 
the lower falls will be materially less­
ened. And third, that their power site 
on the south side of the river at the 
lower falls will be damaged by the de­
posit there of rock and other material 
which will be brought down at high 
water.

The defendants’ authority derived by 
order in council does not touch the 
question of the disposal of this rock, 
permission to throw their waste Into the 
river is not given, nor is the order in 
council to be read as authorizing the 
work sanctioned, to be done negligently 
or In such a way as unnecessarily to 
cause damage to plaintiffs.' The per­
mission, however, does contemplate a 
substantial dealing with the bed of the 
river above the falls, i.e., by construct­
ing a canal to be formed partly in the 
river bed with a masonry retaining 
wall. That part of the work is not 
now In question. The complaint is lim­
ited to the disposition of the waste 
rock.

The contentions raised by the plain­
tiffs depend to a great extent upon the 
transporting capacity of the river at 
high water with reference to rocks 
and waste material placed in it.

The plaintiffs say that In the years 
1898 and 1899 little or no material was 
found in their canal, but that in the 
following years, when a railway con­
tractor is making improvements on 
the line of railway, caused large quan­
tities of rock to be dumped into the 
river, the quantity of material found in 
their canal after each high water was 
very much increased. The figures after 
the high water of 1901 show that they 
took out 1,000 yards: after 1902, 300 
yards; after 1903, 2,000 yards, and after 
1904, 2,200 yards, and now, after the 
high water of 1906, I take it the high 
water is now over, something like two 
feet of detritus is to be found in their 
canal in front of their racks.

They called seven witnesses who de­
posed to the above, and, in the main, 
agreed with them that the dumping of 
rock would increase the tail water in 
the first pool and so spoil the head of 
water for their new works at the upper 
falls, or the rocks and other material 
would at high water flow down the 
river and enter their canal at the lower 
falls, and that some had already lodged 
in such a position as to Injure their 
property on the south side of the river.

With reference to these annual ac­
cumulations in the canal the plaintiffs 
must remember that it is to be expect­
ed that a deposit of silt, sand, stones 
and gravel will be made naturally by 
the river. What the extent is of this 
natural deposit they have not informed

Robert Wylie was bom at Galt, On­

tario, February 14th, 1837, and came to 
British Columbia via Panama, In the 
summer of 1859.

forty men that cut the trail from Bea­
ver lake to Quesnel Forks. He work­
ed on Dancing Bill’s Bar, beside what

“Tinker" Brown so long that few 
Caribooites know his real name. He 
Is a native of County Tyrone, Ireland, 
and his birthday, April 28, 1825. In 
1837 he accompanied his parents to 
Montreal, Canada. He left Canada 
and went to the State of New York in 
1848, and the next year sailed on a 
whaler from New Bedford, Mass., 
around Cape Horn and Into Behnng 
Sea. In ’62 he quit whaling and went 
into the California mines, doing his 
first mining on Long Bar, abov|
Marysville. The next yeaf-he worked 
at à catiip called Minnesota, and did 
very Well. Peter Dtmlevy worked on 
the same bar in 1864 and took out 
good pay. Brown had the gold-fever 
bad in those days and could not stay 
long In one place. "It a man offered 
me mut>ey for a claim he got It; there 

always reports of richer diggings 
somewhere else," he says, which ex­
plains why he was at Boorman’s 
creek, Cherokee, and other camps. In 
’54 he drifted as far south as Los 
Angeles, and saw the first brick build­
ing in that place under construction.
"Halt the town could have been 
bought then for a few thousand dol­
lars." In the autumn of ’66 he found 
himself in San Francisco and shipped 

Panama route steamer. Febru­
ary, 1857, he quit the sea-faring life 
at Portland, Oregon, where he work­
ed on a road the government was 
building from Astoria to Hillsboro.
Early in the year '58 he went over­
land to Puget Sound. There was a 
small sawmill and one saloon in 
Seattle at the time, and the sawmill 
was working half-time. Gold had 
been found on the Fraser river, and 
of course, Brown went there, arriving 
at Fort Langley, March 9th, ’68. The 
find of gold was made by Charles 
Adams and a man named Jones, al­
though Hudson’s Bay people knew of 
gold on the Fraser long before these 
men found It. Adams was murdered 
by his partner, McDonald, In the 
spring of ’68. Brown went up the 
Fraser past some of the best bars to 
Sailor’s Bar, above Yale, and there 
worked the first rocker he saw on the 
Fraser; he thinks It was probably the 
first on the river. He had no rocker- 
iron and used instead a, board with 
augur-holes, making as high as $70 
per day. There were several thousand 
men on the Fraser that summer, but 
most of them left without striking a 
pick in the ground, the pay bars be­
ing covered by high water, and also be­
cause of an Indian scare. The first 
Chinaman came in the fall of ’58, and 
soon they came in droves. The winter 
of ’58-’59 was passed at Union Bar, and 
between the spring of ’59 and '62 he 
worked on Fraser’s Bar, 16 miles below 
Lillooet, excepting the winter of ’59-’60, 
passed at Fort Hope. John Wilson, the 
one-time cattle-man, was on the same 
bar, and “Texas" was at Texas Bar, 
four miles down the river. Brown ar­
rived on Williams creek, on September 
1st, ’62, and located the ground which 
afterwards became known as the Tink­
er, on Williams creek, on September 
18th. One of the owners was Beatty, 
the tinsmith. At that time there were 
many Browns in the country, and one 
day “Crab-Apple Billy,” a gambler 
named Parrum, made mention of 
Brown.

In 
the Autumn of 1897, Mr* Clermont Liv­
ingston purchased the mtSfftst of Messrs. 
Smith and Buzzard) the original locators 
of the Tyee) and other interests 
also secured.

In the early spring"-df 1899 Mr. Liv­
ingston formed a development company 
in London to open up thé Tyee j|*om the 
prospect stage. This preliminary work 
was successful in proving the ore body 
to a vertical depth of' 200 feet. Addi­
tional capital was then required to bring 
the prospect to a shipping mine and Mr. 
Livingston went to England in the win­
ter Of 1899 to assist in the formation 
of a larger company. This wns carried 
through, notwithstanding the deterring 
influences of the South African war.

Mr. E. C. Musgrave was then placed 
in charge of the mine. A three-compart­
ment shaft was sunk and the necessary 
equipment installed find by the latter 
part of 1901 sufficient ore was devel­
oped to justify thé erection of a smel- 
ter.

This necessitated ftirther capital, and 
! Tyee Copper company was increased 

to 180,000 shares of £1 each, £50,000 of 
which was in actual cash and used for 
the erection of the company’s smelter 
at Ladysmith and thé installation of 
an aerial tramway connecting the line 
with the Esquimalt Nanaimo railway.

Shipments of ore tô the smelter com­
menced in September, 1902, and have 
been continued ever since from that 
time until now 138,250 tons of ore have 
passed over the tram and been treated 
at the Tyee company’s smelter.

The results obtained from this ore 
have proved the Tyee to be one of the 
best paying mines ever worked in Brit­
ish Columbia, apd good reserves of ore

On the contrary, it seems clear that 
If they deposit this waste on the river 
bed as they propose, a certain amount 
of gravel, etc., is bound to be carried 
down, and It cannot be positively 
asserted that small pieces of rock will 
not go down. It carried down, It is 
not possible to say that 4t will all 
clear of the plaintiffs’ canal. The sud­
den drop which Gallagher says exists 
at the mouth of the canal will protect 
the canal to a certain extent, hut what 
will happen In the course of time Is 
Impossible to conjecture.

In this state of uncertainty the ques­
tion of onus of proof Is of importance. 
In my opinion the onus is on the de­
fendants. The plaintiffs’ certainty or 
high probability of a lasting source of 
water is not to be interfered with un­
less directly taken away by legislative 
authority. It is for the defendants to 
show that the deposit of some 10,000 
yards of material in the bed of the 
river will not materially affect the 
plaintiffs’ wopk.

The case of Bickett vs. Morris (1866), 
L. R., 1 H. L. (Sc.) 65, decides that 
whatever sensibly Interferes with the 
channel of the river is actionable, un­
less the court is satisfied that there 
will not be any injury resulting from it, 
either now or hereafter.

If there is a reasonable prospect that 
it will produce any damage to the 
opposite or lower riparian owner, then 
that gives a right of action, although 
no actual injury is shown to have re­
sulted from it.

The plaintiffs have not satisfied me 
that they have received any injury, 
but the defendants have not satisfied 
me that there are no reasonable 
grounds tor apprehending injury. On 
the contrary, I feel that the conse­
quence of the defendants dumping their 
waste into the river will be to aggra­
vate the trouble the plaintiffs now ex­
perience in dealing with gravel and 
stones which are being swept into their 
canal by the current, and that there is 
a reasonable prospect of injury result­
ing.

Ashcroft Journal. Our Cariboo corres­
pondent says In a note accompanying 
his article: “Who the pioneers are and 
what they did will be set forth In plain 
unaffected language as befits plain and 
unaffected men. Each of them had his 
part In the daily life and work of a 
famous camp and because of that the 
•humbKest of them Is a man worth 
knowing; worthy, too, of an abler bi­
ographer, though a more sympathetic 
one could not be found.
