FRANCE AND TUNIS.
The Ministry Severely Critieised in the Chamber
of Deputies. ;

Loxpow, Nov, 9.—The Paris correspon-
dents of the London papers think a vigor
ous attack on the government by Naquet,
who lately gave notice of his adhesion to
Gambetta, shows that the latter has detegr-
mined not to include Ferry in the new
cabinet. Gen. Farre’s defence of his ad-
ministration was confined principally to
details, and failed to command the atten-
tion of the house. So far neither side has
dealt with the charges freely advanced in
the press and in the radical meetings con-
cerning the improper financial motives for
the Tunisian expedition.

In the debate on Tunisian affairs yester-
day, Clemenceau (republican) demanded an
investigation. - He said the violation of the
French frontier by Kroumir was not an
adequate motive for the government's ac-

tion. The simple policy of repression
would have been sufficient, and there would
have been no need to occupy Tuanis. Re-
ferring to Bon Amena, and Guelma bay, and
to Enfida affairs, Clemenceau said he saw,
look where he would, nothing but the in-
terests of business, and not the commercial
interests of France. He reproached the
ministers with exercising violence toward
‘the bey, and ‘concluded : * You have vio-
lated. the constitution, deceived the cham-
ber, infringed the rights of universal suf-
frage, and violated national sovereignty.
Inquiry must therefore/be’held.” The de.
bate.then adjourned.

In the chantber of deputies Ferry replied
to Clemenceau’s attack. - He said " the gov-
ernment - would have been open to-censure
ifiig'had. 10t supported «the intefests ‘of
French subjects. The time had arrived to
terminate 'intrigues against French in-
fluencein Tunis. It was impossible to ad-

A Declaration of Non-Interferencs by the Holy
See from Rome.

X. Trudel, seemsto prove that their posi-
tion is secure ;—<** In our conversation with
the cardinals, and notably with their Emi-
nences Simeone, perfect of the propaganda ;
Jacobini, secretary of state, and Mgr. Mas-

sati, secretary of the congregation of the
propaganda, we received the formal declara.
tion, several times reiterated, that the holy
see remained. completely ignorant of the
legal aspect of a branch of Laval at Mon-
treal ; that neither the holy see nor the
congregation of the propaganda ever gave
any orders or expressed any desire to com-
pel the members of parliament to vote the
Quebec law, and that the holy fatherand the
congregation intend to always remain neutral
in this legal question, which belongs to the
domain of the civic power, and in which
consequently the members of the various
houses have all liberty of action.”

The Democrats Probably Carry the New York
Legislature—The State Ticket Olaimed by
the Republicans—The Results Elsewhere,
The November elections were held in
various parts of the United S‘ates yester-
day. The democrats have made many
gains.  New York state is so very close
that at the present writing it is almost jm-
possible to say which party has won. The
democrats in Wisconsin narrowly  es.

banner republican state, In Minnesota
the republican majorities are reduced, in
Virginia the readjusters seem to have gone
down fbefore the deniocrats. In Pennsyl-
vania the majority claimed by the republi-
cans is very small, and that is disputed.

THE PARTITION OF A NEW YORK
HOVEL GIVES WAY.

Several Persons Killed and Wounded—UDigging

Before the Accident.

New York, Nov. 9.-<This moraing a
three-storey tenement honse on the corner
of South Fifth avenue and Grand street
fell in, burying the occupants. The- fire
department was immediately summened,
and with the assistance of the citizens thus
far have extricated five victims from the
debris, two déad and others seriously in.

It is report-
ed that the building had been condemued.

As the work of clearing away the wreck
of the fallen house proceeds, the accident
swells to the proportion of a calamity, The
houses were built of brick, and were three
stories high. The names of the dead and
wounded, as far as can be learned. are:
Hill, who was severely injured, and his
wife and two children, who are yet in the
ruins. A woman believed to be Mrs. Hill
was_heard speaking underneath the ruins.
It is hoped she will ve taken out alive,
Mrs. Bader and one “son escaped  with
bruises; her other son was severely trushed.
Mrs. Kroub and son were killed.. Mrs.
Rudolph was killed, and her husband and
four children escaped with bruises. Wolit
and wife escaped ; the fate of their four
children is unknown, Sapphey’s child was
killed; the parents escaped. The- loss on |/
the building is $25,000. The stock of
Morris & Solowon's was
damaged $8000.

Mrs. Hill was rescued saverely injured.
The list of dead has been swelled to scven.
The bodizs ‘cf John Thompson (negro) and
Frank and Chester Hill (children) have
been recovered. It is believed miore dead
will be brought to light, as the excavation
proceeds. The police have‘\driven the ten-
ants out of the adjoining house, whicl: is in
a dangerous position.

New York like the St. James. _There is
uo proprietor of any hotel like Theodore
Walton, He has managed. the hotel very
successfully. Its restaurant is ome of the
best in New York. Theodore Walton had
not had much experience " as a hotel man,
He had beep, as everybody in Philadelphia
remembers, recorder of deeds for the city
and county of Philadelphia and something
of a politician. In personal appearance he
is a handsome man, of commanding stature,
broad-shoulders, - full-waisted,  straight-
limbed, good-shaped hands and feet, a long,
tawry mustache, large but deep-set gray
eyes, square chin, florid complexion, the
address of a gentleman, and the repose of
manner that belongs to a sslf-reliant man.

After he came to New York, now a little

His
son, a mild-eyed, handsome young fellow,
beaming through gold-rimmed spectacles
over the marble counter of the St. James
hotel office, says just now, *‘ He didn’t win
much there—I' guess $50,000 ; possibly
more than that, but I reckon not much
more.”

When at a recent great whist game ex-
tending over a period of two mouths,
played, of course, with intervals for
breakfast and sleep while the sun
shone, in Saratoga, a Philadelphia gentle-
man was called the winner in the sum of
$35,000. *‘ There,” said Mr. Clair, the
manager of the A. T. Stewart property,
and speaking as one only making a com-
ment, ““that Philadelphia man is taking
more winnings out of Saratoga than any-
body has in ten years.”

The driving-rod
was broken in two, and the side which
came in contact with the other en%ine was
useless. The accident was caused by some
misunderstanding as to the time each train
.was to be despatched. It was nearly six
hours before the line was cleared. The en-
gines were towed to the round-house for
repairs. The drivers and firemen ‘fortu-
nately escaped injury. York and Front
streets were blocked yesterday morning for
nearly two hours by “the trains of the dis-
abled engines,

THE LENNOX DISM ISSAL.

The Markets and Health Committee Sustain
the Commissioners’ Action.

A special meeting of the committee on
markets and. health was held Yesterday
afternoon, in accordance with a resolution

11, passed in council for an en-

quiry into the eause of the dismissal of Mr.
nnox, a stable foreman. There were
present Ald. Ball (chairman), Love, Flem-
ing, Clarke, Lake. Mr, Leanox was also
present, accompanied by Mr, McNabb, his
solicitor. After a little discussion as to
which side should begin, -the commissioner
Proceeded to state his reasons for the dismis-
sal. The first charge was that Lennox had
had 2 horse belonging to Steavenson, a
hotel-keeper, shod at the corporation’s ex-
pense, the second was that after selling a
corporation. horse for five dollars he had got
it back into his own possession and sold it
for $32.50. The commissioner thonght
(he ought to have been able to get this price
for it when he' sold it for the carporation.
The answer to the first charge was a simple
‘denial ; to the second that the horse was
only worth $5 when sold ; that the increase
in'the price was due to the horse having
n-fed up in the meantime, and that
Lennox was entitled to the profit. He
asked for an adjournment to produce
witnesses, Ald. Lake thought the cominis-
sioner had arrived at the same conclusion
ashe would have - done under the circum-
stances.
