MUNICIPAL ILAW AND COURT-

HOUSES. .
&

Provisions of the Consolidated Ontario
Act—How it Effects the Present Dif-
ficulty,

The provisions of the municipal law
relating to the erection and maintenance

of courthouses by cities and towns united

for judicial purposes will be. found in the
consolidated municipal act of 1883, sec.
tions 3467, 469-70-1-2 The effect of
these clauses is that where the city and
county are so united, the countils of the
two may authorize the issue of debentures
to any amount they may think necessary
for the purpose of procuring & site, erecting

a courthouse and furnishing it wiithout
submitting a bylaw to thé vote of the

electors, But under agreement with the
county, bearing date Jume 26, 1884, and

contained in schedule A of the bill now
before the legislature, the city is obliged to
provide the site, erect the building and
maintain it, the county council haviug to
pay its proportion, based upon the cost of
the investment—the investment not to
exceed $400,000—and the work fo be cpm-
leted within three years and six months
rom the date-of the agreement.

The question at issue is, will the legi)la-

+| ture recognize the validity of this agree-

ment, and allow the city council to alone
avail itself of the provisions of the muni
cipal act and issue debentures. The

council. will doubtless discuss the point
