The question of putting the Gerrard-street
bridge and its approaches into proper shape
was the subject of a special report to the
Board of Works, presented at its meeting
yesterday. The City Engineer reports:

Regarding the raising of the Gerrard-street
bridge over the River Don and the grading of
approaches thereto, from Broadview-avenue on
the east and River-street on the west, I recom-
mend that the bridge be not raised, but- that the
aj gg&ches thereto be brought to a grade of 1in
3'? m Broadview-avenue to the east end of the
structure, and 1in 43 from River-street to the
west end of the structure; that McColl Bros.’ Oil
Works property be ‘purchased and the laneway
leading thereto on the line of Old Gerrard-street
ge c(l‘osed up and the whole width of the street

lled.

To do the work in this manner will cost, say
$9000, which does not include paving the street.

To raise the bridge 6feet and the approaches
thereto from the same points as before referred
to will cost (not including pavement) the sum of

18,000. To raise the bridge 9 feet and ap-
