IIICanadian History.
At the monthly meeting of the Historical 

section of the Canadian Institute William 
Houston, M.A., read a paper on “The De­
velopment of Legislative Autonomy in Can- 
ada.” The paper had reference to the British 
period of Canadian History—that is, since 
the period 1763, when Canada became a 
British Province. For 11 years after that 
date the Province of Quebec, as it was then 
called, was administered by a Gover­
nor assisted by a small council, both of Im­
perial appointment. In 1774 the Quebec 
Act wnspaseed creating a special legislators 
maebtnery consisting of a governor and a 
council chosen by him from amongst the 
Canadian citizen» of both nationalities The 
laws passed by this body are known as or­
dinances.

Mr. a Mowat has been interrogated as 
lo the liability to arrest of Messrs. Dillon and 
O’Brien in case they paid a visit to Canada, 
and has given it as his opinion that it is ex­
tremely unlikely that any warrant will be 
sent from England for their arrest, as no 
one suspects that their absence is more thhn- 
tempovary, not for more than a very few 
months, perhaps weeks He quotes certain 
sections ef the Fugitive Offenders’ Act, 1881, 
from'whivh it appears that- a fugitive may 
be so apprehended un-lcr an endorsed 
warrant or a. provisional warrant.
