This Little Bird Has
A Great Capacity

Madison, Ois., Oct. 30.—Results of a
scientific investigation of the capacity of
birds to destroy insects were announced
to-day at the University of Wisconsin by
A. R, Cahn, assistant in the zoological
laboratory.

A Virginia wren, a marsh bird of half
a pound weight, showed the remarkable
ability of devouring pests. In  one day
the bird ate 144 amphophids, 12 grass-
hoppers, 12 meal worms, three water
bugs, one water scorpion three inches
long, two small sunfish, one stickleback,
a sort of fish 24 inches long, one cater-
pillar and 15 flies.

The second day, in addition to the
menu of the day before, it ate five live
hornets, one crawfish two inches long,
one frog 1% inches long, and one grass
snake eight inches long. !

The snake caused the bird some worry
but after the bird tried eight times to
swallow the snake alive it finally killed
the reptile and gulped it down.

In the two days the bird ate more than
its own weight,

The Call For Beet

From a tabular statement submite
ted by a speaker at the Chicago Cone
vention of American 'Packers it ape
peared that in eleven of the princip= »
al agricultural nations of the world
there had been gn ;average increase
in population of 20.5 per cent and of
cattle ‘a fraction more than 8 per
cent, during a period representing
approximately ten years. The only
eountry showing a larger proportion-
ate increase in cattle was Australia, *".
where the population increased 18
per cent. and cattle 40 per cent.
Canada showed & relative increase
of 35 and 20 per cent. respectively.
Argentina was . unchanged.  The
United States with_an increase of
20 per cent. in pojulation Hd a
decrease of 30 per cent. in“WMttle,
while Brazil increased 20 per cent.
in population and had the same
percentage of decrease in cattle.
These figures make it plain that
relief cannot permanently come
from changes in, the direction of
meat shipments from the countries
that have a surplus to export.

Hope of lower prices can only
come from a better system of stock
raising. A movement in that dir-
ection has already begun in the
western states of the Union and in
the central and eastern states long
stretches of land are equally avail-
able for pastural purposes. The
United States Department of Agri-
culture is bringing its attention to
this gide of the problem, and one of
its proposals is to free the small
farmer from dependence on the
big packing houses by the establish-
ment of abattoirs in centres all over
the country, the encouragement of
cattle raising on.small holdings and
co-operative live stock associations.
Legislation to forwaad this objgtfiis
xpected to pass congress at its Fegu-
lar session. Mr. Galloway, assistant
secretary to the departmont, has
stated that in his estimation the
real solution is the establishment of
abattoirs in the smaller cities, They
haye hitherto been discouraged by
the large meat-packers.

Association

Lambton County Corn Growers Associ-
ation will hold a corn show in Petrolia
during the coming winter. ‘This was
decided at a meeting of the directors held
in the Agricultural office, Petrolia, last
Saturday. Those present were unanim-
ously agreed that the County of Lambton
is admirably suited to the production of
seed corn and that a corn show would be
the best means of bringing the growers
together and showing them what could
be accomplished along these lines.

An extensive and attractive prize list
was drawn up, which pratty well covers
all the varieties of corn suitable for the
County of Lambton. Special prizes have
been donated by several individuals and
firms and a grand sweepstakes silver cup
is being offered for the best ten ears of
corn exhibited at the show. The town-
ship of Sombra has voted $20.00 to be
used as special prizes for corn grown in
that township. It is expected that other
townships will follow their example. .

The Department of Agriculture has
given the association $100.00 towards
financing the show. At their next sess-
ion the County Council will be waited
upon for a similiar or larger amount,
These amounts supplemented by special
donations and membership fees will
place the association on a sound financial
basis.

Arrangements are being made t6 have
some of the best authorities on corn
growing in the continemt attend the show
and address meetings held while the fair
is in progress. The show will be held
for two days. On the last night a large
public meeting will be held, when sever-
al prominent agriculturists of the prov-
ince will be present.

The dates of the show have not been
definitely fixed, but will no doubt be
early in February. A membership fee
of 50c. entitles an exhibitor to enter in as
many classes as he pleases and to all the
privileges of the association.

Those who.are in any way interested
in corn growing are urged to select ten
or twenty of their best ears of corn and
exhibit them at this show. You will be
able to compare your seed with other
members and all will benefit as a result.
Become a member of this live association
and boost along the county of Lambton.
