Why Rain Follows Ligtning

Why does a heavy downpour  of
rain often follow a clap of thunder ?
Not, ag is popularly believe, because
the thunder jostles the clouds particles
together in raindrops. In the violent
turmiol between the positive and
negative electricity in a thundercloud
there will be places where the produc-
tion of drops, by condensation, and
there subsequent breaking up proceeds
more rapidly than elsewhere. lHence
in these places there will be more
drops to fall as rain, and also more
electrification, the rainfall occuring
about the same time as the flash.
We have then, starting towards the
earth at the same time, light, sound
and raindrops. The light, traveling

at a speed of about 186,000 miles a
second, reaching us almost instantly.

The sound travels far more slowly
—about 1,090 feet a seoond—but
the rain falls much slower still.
Thus we observe, first %he lighting,
then the thunder and then rain.—

‘‘For my books I had to send a friend
who was going in later on with a load of
produce. The people were very kindly
and 1 had a good summer and in the fail
they wanted me to stay on but T was to
go to. Megantic in Quebec where they
ueeded one who had the Gaelic too. But
that did not turn out right as they got
som'eone else so I went back to Watford.

‘What salary did I get ? When I was
regularly settled there I got $250 a year.
Oh, I got very good board with a widow
who had two sons and three daughters or
three sons and two davghters, 1 forget
which. 'I got board for one dollar a
wgek at first—but atterwards it was
raised to a dollar and a quarter a week.
But I saved money at that and had some
money on hand to get married with,

**We were married at St. Andrew's in
Quebec up the Ottawa, and went to Peint
Fortune to take the boat for Lachine,
where we took the train, which was run-
ning by that time, for we were married
in 1857. The train chould have got us
into Toronto earlv next morning but
something happencd to the engine and
it did not get us into Toronto till late the
next night and we could not get anything
to eat on the way. There was no pro-
vision made for getting anything. Some
of the passengers had food with them
but we could not get any.

‘'Next day we took the train to London
and then the stage from there. When I
got back from the trip I did not have
quite a dollar left.

‘‘The parsonage ? Well, it was a little
log house. There was the bedroom and
the room with the hearth in 1t and later
we had a long narrow room added on
one side. Then aftera while I got a
chance to buy some good lumber and put
it upon the beams to season. Then I got
a carpenter to build an upper room.

‘‘A stove? No, we had no stove at
first ; mother used a bake kettle put up
in tront of the hearth and then after a
while we had the tin oven you put in the
fireplace and raked the coals over it. It
baked very good bread toc. There was
no flour mill near at first and the farmers
had to take their grain a long wav, but
atter that there got to be one mill near
Watford and by and by another at
Korest. . The salary, well, when we were
married the salary was raised to $400 a
year.

‘“The people paid up very well. Most
of their produce thev took to London in
those days. The price of eggs? Well,
you could hardly say they had any price,
everybody kept hens—mother always
kept some—and so there was hardly a
sale for them. I have bought them at
six cents a dozen.

““The services we held ? They were at
first 1n the log ¢cabins and sometimes in
the schoolhouses till we got churches
built, and sometimes if the weather was
good and the people too many to get
nto the cabins we held the service out-
doors.”

Too many people
tumble into bed with a body truly
filthy and a skin very  little more
active than raw hide. The waxy
material from the - skin glands, be-
comes mixed with sweat and ' dust
during the day, -and when this
mixture becomes dry the pores are
closed up and becomes deseased ' and
inactive. Good health  ¢annot. con-
tinue indefinitely under these con-
ditions, and -if the ‘wastes are not
properly gotten rid of, the sleep will
be restless and fitful. A bath of
some kind will well repay: the
trouble not only at the time, -but in

Experimental Farms Note

When the land for - the Experi-
mental Sfation now located at Mor-
deén, Man., was purchased in 1915,
it was found  to 'be. badly  infested
with conch grass (also. called quack,
twitch or quick, grass).

In an effort fo  exterminate. this
weed, sixty-five acres of that part of
the farm which appeared to be the
worst. infested was ‘treated .as fol-
lows :—

About the first of June, it was
ploughed four inches deep and well
harrowed. The spring tooth cultiv-
ator was.then used, serving to draw
the roots well- to! the top of the
ground. - Next'a chain harrow' was
employed. = This impléthent 'brought
all the loose grass to the surface and
left it in large rolls all over the field.

Thése rolls were then forked into
heaps to dry and were burned  about
August Ist.

Immediately after this the land
was again ploughed and again given
the treatment outlined above, and
was finally ploughed & third time
late in the fall.

Inthe spring of 1916, it was" well
harrowed then sown and cross-sown
with barley. ab the rate of 1% bnshels
per:acré each way. -There was &
gootl erop of grain and it was almost
impossible to find a blade of : couch
grass on the whole area.

AND NOW FOR SEEDING

Soil Should Be Allowed to Warm
Up Before Planting,

SOME FIRST CROPS TO PUT IN

Beans Are a Splendid Food Product
to Grow This Year—How to Pro-
ceed in Several Lines,

(By B C. JOHNSTON, Vegetable
Speclalist, Ontario Department of
Agriculture, Teronto.)

Having discussed the methods of
preparing the garden soil to receive
the seed we now turn to the sowing
of the seed itself. There is no need
to hurry the sowing of the seed. Bet-
ter results will be obtained if the
amateur gardener will wait until the
soil is warm and easily worked. The
vegetables discussed are arranged
as mnearly as possible according’ to
the time they should be planted.

LETTUCE. Lettuce is grown for
its leaves, ‘and is our best known
salad plant. It is a short-seascon
plant, and is often grown to follow
or precede another crop. It is quite
hardy and may be planted Gguite
early in the spring, grown to matur-
ity, and followed with a tender crop
such as tomzioes, or it may be plant-
ed between any plants of the cabbage
family. It is a good plan in a
small garden to plant only a few feet
at one time and follow this with suc-
cessive plantings made every ten
days or two weeks until July 1st.
The lettuce seed may be sown in
rows comparatively thinly at a depth
of a quarter of an inch, The plants

ghould be thinned to stand two inches

apart.

If one desires large single heads
of lettuce the plants should be thin-
ned to stand from seven to nine
inches apart. The thinnings may be
transplanted to another part of the
garden.

RADISH. The radish plant is
grown for its roots, which are gaten
raw just as soon as they are large
enough to use. It is quite. hardy,
and may be planted very early in the
spring. Radishes are frequently
sown with other crops which are not
such rapid growers, such as pars-
nips. They shounld, however, be
pulled out before the parsnips or
other crops need the ground. Suec-
cessive planting is also advised for
this crop. Radish seed may be
planted in rows, four inches apart or
broadcasted, the depth preferred be-
ing from a quarter to half an inch
only. Radish a. a general rule re-
quire no thinning, and the soil be-
tween the rows should be kept loose
with the hoe. A crop of winter
radish may be obtained if the seed is
sown about the first of August. Thesde
should be thinned out to three inches
apart.

SPINACH. Spinach is a short
season crop which is grown to pro-
vide table greens. The plant matures
in about six weeks from planting,
and seed should be sown very early
in the spring, as the plants run to
seed during the hot summer months.
The seeds may be planted in rows or
breadcasted, and should be sown at
a depth of one half inch. Successive
planting may be made if so desired.
When the leaves are large enough to
use they may be pulled off or the
whole plant may be cut from the
root.

ONION. The onion is grown for
seasoning, pickling, and for eating
raw. A large percentage of onions
stored for winter use are grown from
seed planted in the soll very early in
the spring. The soil should be rich,
moist and well drained, but fresh
manure is not the best to apply. The
seeds should be planted at a depth
of about one-half inch, and the rows
should be from twelve to fourteen
inches apart. The seed should be
planted very thinly so that there
will be no need for extra thinning of
the onions. Caltivation should cease
when the onion tops are such a size
as to prevent easy work. In the fall
when the tops are about two-thirds
died down the onions should be pull-
ed aad laid in windrows so arranged
that the bulbs are covered with the
tops of the onions. ‘This prevents
any sunburn which causes consider-
able trouble in storage. After they
have been kept in this position for
five or six days they may be gathered
up and placed in a slat box or
basket and tied up some way so that
the rain will not get at them and the
wind will have plenty of chance to
circulate around the bulbs. The
tops may be removed from the onions
at this time if so desired, or they
may be left cn. Dutch sets may be
planted as close together as they
will stand in a straight row very
early in the season. They should be
barely covered with - soil, which
should be well firmed by tramping
on it, and the green onions should
be pulled as soon as they are ready
for use.

PEAS. Peas may be planted very
early in the season, and for the early
crop the seed should be sown in a
furrow of two inches deep and the
seeds placed an inch apart. Some ar-
rangéments should be made so that
the pea vines will have some sup-
port. Limbs of trees or chicken
wire may be used for this purpose, as
the vines will cling to this for sup-
port and will be kept up from the
ground, This support should be set
preferably at the time of planting.
This soil should be drawn up around
the vine.

Another way which
is sometimes followed in
beans is to make holes two inches
deep twelve inches apart and in each
hole three or four seeds be placed.
It is always advised not to touch the
plant when they are wet.

THE COST OF. GROWING
POTATOES

Experimental Farms Note

In potato growing provinces like
New Brunswick there is always
more or less discussion as to what it
should cost to grow a good erop of
potatoes and statements vary from as
low as $40.00 per acre to as high as
$125.00. Naturally there will be
much yariation in cost according to
local conditions and especially to the

ability of the land to produce with- |

oub expensive fertilizing. It should
be borne in mind that it will usually
cost the potato specialist more to
grow his crop than it will the farmer
who follows mixed farming and
makes his potato crop merely one of
his many activities.

With a view to getting actual fig-
ures under average conditions in New
Brunswick, a careful record has been
made at the Dominion Experimental
Station, Fredericton, for the past two
seasons with an acre of land set
apart for this particular purpose.

Neither rent of land nor deprec-
iation of machinery was included in
the calculation, for these two are
items that are largelv in the hands
of the individual grower. As a gen-
eral rule, however, it would be fair to
charge as rent, 10% of the value of
the land, and special potato machin-
ery will depreciate from 25% to 50%
per year if used steadily for ten days
each season. In 1915, the depreci-
ation of the potato digger alone, used
at the Experimental Station, was
$6.00 per acre.

In 1915, the acre was planted with

Green Mountain, Irish Cobbler and

Empire State. Seed, cultural oper-
ations and harvesting cost in all
$67.93. Eighty barrels of 165 pounds
each of marketable potatoes were ob-
tained and sold at $1.75 per barrel
making a profit over cost of produc-

tion of 90c. per barrel. Seven barrels |

of culls were sold for $3.50, so that
the total profit for the acre amounted
to $75.50.

This land was rather wet naturally
and during the very rainy weather of
June and July was several times
flooded, causing missed hills and in-
ferior plants generally. This land
was originally cleared many years
ago and after cutting hay for thirty
years it was allowed to grow up to
spruce, birch and alder. It was
again cleared in 1913 and grew buck-
wheat in 1914.

In 1916, an acre was planted with
Green Mountain seed.

The total cost amounted to $82.33
the increase over 1915 being due to
high priced seed, higher priced fertil-
izer ingredients and very dear copper
sulphate.

One hundred and twenty barrels of
marketable potatoes were harvested
and could have been sold at $2.25
per barrel, making a profit per barrel
over cost of production of $1.56%,
plus six barrels of culls at 50¢, $3.00,
making a total profit of $190.20.

Market price when potatoes were
dug was $2.25 per barrel. Later
they could have been sold at $3.25,
but are held for seed.

This land grew hay for many
years and was broken up and grew
potatoes with 750 pounds fertilizer
in 1913, corn with 18 tons barnyard
manure in 1914, oats without man-
ure in 1914, oats without manure in
1915. This land is cn a slope, fairly
well drained and except for washing
out slightly between the rows felt no
bad effects from the June deluge.

| C-Léttér /From One of the! 149th

Bramshott Camp, April 8, 1917,
DEAR MOTHER i

this 1s the first chance I have had to write
a letter, I wrote a letter when we got
on the boat in Halifex but didn’t have a
chance to send it so I am sending it Eonm
with this letter. We arrived in Englan
yesterday morning.  We had a little
excitement just before we got to Liver-
pool. Our boat struck & mine and scared
us a little, but it didn’t sink her. It
made quite ‘'a hole in the front of the
boat but they got it fixed before any
harm was done. We are camping at
Bramshott. It is quite a camp. | It is a
lot like Camp Borden, Two other
battalions that came over with us are
here too and the others went to some
other camp, We got to our camp last
night about five o’clock. We are camp-
ing in tents, It  is just for ten days
though, because we are quarantined for
that long to'see if there is any disease in
camp. We are going to go into huts after
onr quarantine, . Well, we certainly had
some trip, . In some ways England is
much the same as‘ Canada, Nearly all
the houses here are made of red brick.
The traips sure are funny here. ' Each
is divided ' into four or five apartments
and eight men go 1n each apartment.
‘You go in a side door and you can’t get
out or move around till you get to your
destination. | The farmers are all seeding
over here. It seems funaoy.to see wonien
in the fields working, but they do a lot
of the heavy work over here, They work
in stations and railway 'yards and deliver
mail and all that kind of stuff. There is
a skylark singing outside, /I heard one
about four o’clock this morning and they
sure can sing. 1 saw Sergt. Owens and
Claude Newell last night.” They have
jobs as instructors at the camp here.
Sergt, Owens said Fred Phelps would be
here in a few days so I will see him.
Both the Johnston boys are in Eng-
land 'but not. in this eamp. I don’t
know what the buglers will have to do
at first, but I think we will have to ‘take
a course in musketry. There is a town
about a mile from here but I forget the
name of it. It is pretty hilly around
here but I think it will be a' pretty ‘' good

camp.  Well, I guess I will close for this
time, Will tell you more next time I
