According to the monthly Bulletin
of the Hydro Commission, the net
surplus of Watford for the year end-
ing Dec. 31, 1920, is $1,381.80, and
the accummulated surplus $1,683.05.
Of the 125 municipalities in the Ni-
agra system of Hydro 56 of them
purchased less power than Watford
during 1920 and 68 more. It would
be interesting to know if all of the
56 pay as high a rate as Watford.

LAW REGARDING ROADS

A digest of the good roads legis-
lation has been prepared by the De-
partment of Highways. The various
classes of roads in Ontario, with re-
spect to provincial aid, are described
as follows:

1. Township Roads: Under the
control of township council, to which
the province contributes twenty per
cent. of cash expenditure, an aver-
age of 100 miles for each township.
If the township appoints a road sup-
erintendent, the Province pays 40
per cent. of his salary.

2. County Roads: Under the con-
trol of the County Council, an aver-
age of 250 miles for each county.

(a) County roads generally re-
ceive a Provincial subsidy of forty
per cent. for construction and main-
tenance.

(b) Provincial county roads re-
ceive a Provincial subsidy of sixty
per cent. for construction and main-
tenance.

(¢) County surburban roads are
constructed and maintained in the
proportions of forty per cent. by the
Province, thirty per cent. by the city
and thirty per cent. by county; and
are designated by and under the
management of a special commission
representing the city and county.
When a Provincial county road is in-
cluded in a county surburban system,
the Province contributes sixty per
cent., the city twenty per cent., and
the county twenty per cent.

3. Provincial highways gre desig-
nated by and under the manage-
ment of the Department of Public
Highways and comprise about 1,-
800 miles of the most important
roads in the Province.

(a) On Provincial highways gen-
erally, the Province assumes 80“per
cent. of the cost, and levies 20 per
cent. on the county in which the
work is situated.

(b) Provincial surburban higl
ways adjacent to the cities are desi
nated by the Department, and the
city is required to contribute twenty
per cent. of the expenditure.

SUMMER CARE OF ROSES

Keep the surface of the beds con-
tinually.loose; this retains the moist-
ure and makes watering unnecessary
except in the dryest part of summer.

When watering roses, lay the hose
down on the bed and let it get thor-
oughly soaked. Water the plan‘s
thoroughly once or twice a week, pre-
ferably enrl\ in the morning or in
the evening. This is better than light
sprinkling more frequently. Spray-
ing water on the leaves each day in
the evening or early morning will
help to remove dust and knock off
the insects. u

For summer fertilizing, manure
and bonemeal are the two best ferti-
lizers, the manure applied as a mulch
in midsummer.

Sucker, which may grow from the
roots of budded plants, should be re-
moved below the surface of the soil
when they appear, as they will ex-
haust the vitality of the plant and
often kill it. They have a different
appearance from the normal branch-
es of the rosebush. There are usual-
ly more parts to the leaf of the suck-
ers, the thorns will be finer, and the
branches will have a different
colour.—Ohio State University.

‘EVERY CITIZEN SHOULD HAVE

AN INTEREST IN THE TOWN
AS A WHOLE

In our towns and cities one cannot
go far without observing conditions
of neglect and carelessness due en-
tirely to the lack of interest of the
people themselves. This is noticeable
in every town. Walking down any
street you pass two or three attrac-
tive homes with neatly mown lawns
and well kept grounds and then the
whole effect is destroyed by an un-
kempt lot or a house surrounoded by
weeds and grass and bearing the ap-
pearance of an outbuilding rather
than a home, and again there are
many people who look after the
grounds inside the street line but
whose selfish interests prevent them
from doing anything beyond the
street line that would be for the gen-
eral weal of the community. Unfor-
tunately, the average citizen feels
that once he has paid his taxes he
has fuffilled his duty, and the town
can do the rest. He overlooks the
fact that the town is but an aggrega-
tion of units, of which he is one;
that any improvements or mainten-
ance charges must be paid for by
these units, and he must bear his
share.

It is a well-known axiom that a
careless employer is reflected in a
careless employee, which largely ac-
counts for the fact that in altogether
too many cases the cost of municipal
public works is largely in excess of
of the cost of such works when priv-
ately carried out. Many instances
might be cited of losses due to either
wilful damage or carelessness by the
people themselves. In an eastern city
during the past month a sewer be-
came blocked by the depositing of
material which could not be carried
away. Many cellars were flooded and
a cost of $30,000 entailed. These
losses are reflected in the tax rate,
and just so long as so much of the
public revenue must be utilized to
replace or repair the effects of neg-
lect or disregard of public property,
just so long will the tax rate con-
tinue to increase.

To avoid the oc-
currence of these defects in his pro-
duect, the ecreamery buttermaker
gives attention to the eareful ripen-
ing of the cream, so as to develop
degirable flavors. He pays careful
attention to the matter of tempera-
ture in the eream during the ripen-
ing process, and finally, when the
butter is made he puts it in a neat,
well finished package and makes it
as attractive looking-as possible be-
fore sending it to market.

BREEDING IMPROVES BEES.

Successful Experiments at Duck
Island, Lake Ontario.
Nearly every domesticated animal
and cultivated plant has been im-
proved by selective breeding. With
bees, however, not much progress
has yet been made because of the
great difficulty in isolating them,
They mate in the air at some dis-
¢ tance from the hive and it is known
that the drone bee will fly for miles
in search of the queen bee.

It might be thought that the busy
bee could hardly be improved, but
Canada contains varieties of solitary
bees whose tireless industry make
the honey bee appear dilatory in
comparison. Besides, we know that
great improvements await the bee
breeder because some colonies store
much more honey and are less in-
clined to swarm than others. Any
bee-keeper would give much to have
his apiary composed of such superior
: bees.

The Experimental Farms Branch
of the Dominion Government has for
some time been conducting experi-
ments to overcome the difficulty of
the isolated mating of bees. The
first attempt was made on a large
sandy plain pear Kazubazua about
forty miles north of Ottawa at a
spot where no colonies of bees could
be found within three miles; but the
young bees produced were dark col-
H ored, showing that the queens had
been mated by the local black
drones. Attempts were then made
to mate the queens late in the day
when the undesirable drones had
ceased flying and also late in the
season when these drones had died,
The results gave valuable informa-
tion but they did not solve the
problem.

Next, a part of the north country
that bees have not yet reached was
tried, the Experimental Farm at
Kapuskasing in Northern Ontario
« being selected, but here the little
| colonies were made restless by the
great and sudden changes in tem-
perature, and swarmed out when the
queens flew.

In 1919, experiments were started
on Duck Island which is situated
near the eastern end of Lake On-
tario, and is eight miles from the
nearest island and over eleven miles
from the main land. Duck Island
covers only about two square miles
and no bees exist upon it. The Duck
Island experiments were continued
in 1920 and have proven successful,
twenty-seven Italian queens of se-
lected parentage having been mated
by the drones that were brought
with them.

By continuing the work it is hop-
ed to develop a strain of Italian becs
that will be heavy honey producers
and disinclined to swarm. Mean-
while, plans are advanced to distri-
bute to Canadian bee-keepers a lim-
fted number of daughters of the best
of the queens mated on Dueck Island,
and a system has been worked out
by which a bee-keeper will be able
to mate a proportion of the same
strain.—F. W. L. Sladen, Dominion
Apiarist.
