made somewbat unpleasant thereby,
yeot he bide fair to live to a good old
sge, even though the broken neck is
coupled with two broken legs, five
broken ribs, and a broken arm, and, as
Mr. Baldwin expresses it, a broken
record. The experiences of this re-
markable man read like a story of fio-
tion. He is a wonderful example of
the smount of mutilation the human
body cap withstand snd still preserve
lite. Mr. Baldwin, sitting in his room
yeslerday afteraonn, related some of his
experiences,

Jerry E. Baldwin was borp in this
city April 10th, 1852, and was engaged
in the various railroad yards until he
removed to Birmingbam, Ala., where
he obtained a position as yard-master
in the Louisville and Nashville railroad
yards. March 10th, 1887, he wae stand
ing in a caboose in the yards when a
runaway engine came thundering down
the track,and, striking the car in which
Baldwin was standing, knocked him on
the track, and the engine and six ocars
ran over bim, breaking his right leg in
two places and his left leg just below
the thigh, five ribs, three on the right
side and two on the lelt, besides snap-
ping in twain the sixth cervicsl verte-
bree and eplintering the joint between
the six and seventh vetebrs. 4

Every stitch of the man’s ciothes
was torn from his body, and a large
hole was made in his right side. In this
condition be was found and taken to his
home. It was thought that he could
live only a. few minutes, but, after
hours of waiting, he was found to be
still breathing. A coosultation was
beld by Dre, James B. Guckle, Cope-
land and Barclay, and steps were taken
to experiment, with a view of perform
ing » feat never before thought possi~
ble, i ¢., saving a man's life after bis
neck was broken. They were finally
sucoessful. The injured man was un-
conscious for thirtyseix hours, and after
being encased wholly in plaster of
paris; was put upon s water mattress —
a rubber bag filled with water. On this
he lay more than four months. He was
then put to bed, where he lay two
months longer. He was totally blind
for fourteen days after fthe accident,
and has yet hardly regained the full
use of his eyesight. At the endof six
months, during which time the patient
was in a comatose condition, he began
to show symptoms of recovery. He wes
finally taken from the plaster 0f parie
cast, and his neck being totally nseless,
his head was ewung in the lesther
mask called the jury mask, wh_icb he

Long Lite and How to Attain 1t,

Increasing the Production of Eggs.

[From the Texas Farm and Ranch.]
There is a little doubt that the produc-
tion of eggs may be largely increased by a
systematic, scientific plan of feedivg

this mattér a great deal of #tudy and ats
tention. The scientifio part of it need not
frighten auy one who is willing to read,
study and put into practicé what he learns,
Those who are recognized authorities as-
sert that the egg product ofa hen in her
prime is about three times her own weight
yearly, and, in view of this fact, the im-
portance of supplying her with rich food
in all the elements that make the egg is at
Ao egg confains all the
chick —flesh, bone,
sinews, blood the
shell matter, which is mostly lime. The
principal elements in the vgg are sulphur,
oil, phosphorous, lime and nitrogen., The
food that is given the hen should contaiu
all the elements that exist in the egg.
These are found in wheat, oats, corn, bran,

once apparent,
elements of a live

and feather—besides

linseed, crughed bone, mustard seed, sun-
flower seed And vegetable matter, A reas-
onable mixture of all these, varied more
or less, with the aid of crushed limestone
of gypsum, would afford every element
called for to produce a constant yield of
egge. Bnt there is another peiot, A
prominent writer on the subject rightly re-
marks that one of the greatest mistakes in
feeding fowl is overfeeding, When per-
sons gbt the chicken fever they get en~
thusinstic in the cause, and stuff their
fuwj"a instead of feeding them, If the
héns are allowed to 1un to grain in the
varn they eat twice as much as they should
and the result is a short supply of eggs
Where they are counfined to yards they are
too frequently gorged with foods that
make them fat, instead of providiag those
elements which go to make up the egg,
As a general thiog, corp is fed to the ex-
clusion of everything e¢lee, and, while it is
fattening, it is a poor one if fed exclusive-
ly. No one food contains all the elements,
and some rort of variely must be provid-
ed,
