~—The electors of Bridgetown will likely
soon be called upon to decide whether it will
be wise to adopt the Towns Incorporation
Act, and assume the responsibilities of local
self-government, or whether it is better to
oqutinue to trust their interests to the ral-
fage of the Municipal Council. It is a most
fmportant matter, and one on which unne-
cessary delays will not throw new light.
The meeting held last week, to receive the
report of the committee appointed to gather
jnformation, was a large and thoroughly re-
presentative one, but unsatisfactory, inas-
much as but one side of the matter was pro-
perly presented. F. R. Fay, a member of the
committee, prepared a report which, as it
was practical and dealt in a business-like
manner with the subject, we have thought it
best to publish. His findings were distinct-
iy in favor of incorporation. Mr. o
Daaiels while not placing himeelf in direct
opposition to the scheme, drew comparisons
between Annapolis and Bridgetown, and his
opinion seemed to be that incorporation
would largely increase Bridgetown’s taxes.
Heo was prepared to vote for incorporation,
if taxes were only slightly increased, and &
corresponding advantage obtained as a result
of that increase, and he was'more than ready
to vote for it if it could be shown that it
would not increase taxes. Theories are not
arguments, and in all fairness, a tabulated
list of Annapolis expenditures showing final-
ly that the ratepayers of that town were
— paying $1.05 on every $100 of taxable pro-
perty, was poor evidence that Bridgetown
should not adopt the act, since it can be
shown that our average taxpayers are
to-day paying, at the very least, $1.25 on
every $100. If Annapolis is held up asan
example is there any reason why Bridge-
town affairs should not be as economically ad-
ministered? If thers is not, then the people
of this community ought to gladly vote for
a decrease of taxation from $1.25 to $1.05.
It would surely be a libel on the business
intelligence of our people to say that they
are not capable’ of properly managing their
affairs under incorporation. Evidence that
incorporation has been a failure in other
towns in the province has, we contend, not
been submitted, while evidence of its suc-
cessful operation has been. The local ap-
plication of the taxes paid by our people
caunot fail to enhance the value of property,
and the records show that the adoption of
the Incorporation Act has been followed by
a rapid increase of population and a conse-
quent building boom. Incorporation at-
tracts the attention of the outside world to
a consideration of the advantages offred by
the town as a place of residence or business.
The working of the civic machinery need
not necessarily be expensive, as the direccion
of the work falls on officials who hold hon-
orary positions, and Bridgetown has an
abundance of good material from which to
select these directors, who in turn may be
safely trusted to make the proper selections
of salaried officials. Let the matter be ful-
1y discussed, and if the figures given by Mr.
Fay in his report are incorrect let them be
disputed fairly and for the benefit of the
public through the medium of the MoxTTOR,
whose columns are always open for the time-
ly discussion of matters pertaining to the
welfare of the town or county.

—.The farmers have nothing to complain
,of now in regard to apple freights to Eng-
land. They are down to, one would suppose,
the bottom notch. The regular liners are
after fruit, and are offering rates as low as
can be obtained by chartering a special boat.
“Phefarmers are inclined to credit the drop
to the agitation for a fruit shipping company,
while the apple speculators ridicule the idea.
‘Neither the farmer nor the speculator is en-
tirely right but both are partially se. Ap-
ple freights were bound to drop when the
steamship companies found that the heaviest
freights were on the other side, and so they
carry spples to England instead of ballast,
and get high rates and full cargoes for the re-
tarn trip. . If the English market had made
satisfactory returns to the fruit growers
there would have been no complaint, but
when returns were more than swallowed up
in freights, shipments had to stop. The
steamship companies evidently realized the
situation of the farmers and have cut their
rate in order to draw out sufficient freights
o 10ad their boats, but that rate has been
made lower by the action of the farmers than
it otherwise would have been, and.we think
that had the fruit growers of the valley
adopted the plan of chartering their own
boats, earlier in the season, the regular liners
would have been compelled then to reduce

e “fheir rates. The apple freights of the valley

are far too important an itemto bepassedover
lightly and we believe that the farmer has
the power in his own hands to regulate them
to a certain extent, and no doubt another
peason will see systematic efforts being made
to this end.

—The local legislature is now in session,
the 30th since confederation, and it is likely
important measures affecting the industries
of this province will be introduced. The
farmers and fishermen are waiting to see
what steps will be taken in the matter of
cold storage; the business men are anxious
to see the passing of the proposed law re-
stricting the peddling nuisance; the whole

“ travelling public are hoping that the matter
of better roads will be discussed and the ne-
ceasary steps taken for proper improvement;
the temperance people expect to see the
legislature asked to endct a provincial pro-
hibition law; the miners are cxpecting a
general revision of the mining laws; the peo-
ple of this county will look anxiously for the
granting of a charter to the railway and im-
provement company, and the citizens of
Bridgetown will watch for changes in the

Famine in India.

CANADIAN AND RUSSIAN HELP.

Well authenticated reports from India
show the condition of the famine stricken
districts to be simply appalling. It is esti-
mated that six millions of British subjects
are on the verge of starvation. Already the
fami laimed th ds of victims.
The case of India's famishing millions appeals
to the sympathies of the whole world. The
appeal is being heeded. The people of Eng-
land ave eagerly engaged in the work of relief,
and British people in all quarters of the world
are sending succor to their fellow subjects in
the Indian Empire. Even the people of
Russia have joined in the relief movement,
and are giving money and food. Canada
surely will not neglect to perform her part
in this great humane work. The Montreal
Star newspaper has inaugurated a Canadian
fund—the first to be started in the Dominion
—and its publisher has headed the list with
a subscription of five hundred dollars. The
Hon. Wilfrid Laurier, Premier of Canada,
has written to the Star, expressing his heart,
approval of the relief movement and contri-
buting to the fand a handsome cheque. The
appeal for assistance is meeting with a hearty
response in all parts of the country and
among all classes.

All the Protestant clergymen of Montreal
have written a joint memorial to the Star
supperting the movement.

Every subscription to the Famine Fund
sent to the Montreal Star, no matter how
small it may be, will be publicly acknow-
ledged.

Nova Scotla Fruit Growers Assoclation.

The 33rd Annual meeting of the Nova
Scotia Fruit Growers Association was held
at Wolfville last Wednesday, Thursday and
Friday. The attendance was large and the
discussions interesting and instructive. A
mong other things the Association adopteda
standard size for apple barrels viz: 30 inch
staves, 27 inches between heads, 17 inch
diameter of head, inside bilge 19 inches.
The committee bave prepared an act to pre-
sent to the legislature making this the
recognized standard for the province.

J. A. Chipman, of Hailfax, advocated the
systematic introduction of cider making into
Canada as a highly profitable industry and
one which would utilize the poorer grades of
frait. :

Prof. Fletcher emphasized the importance
of spraying as the only way of preventing
the ravages of the injurious insects of fruit
trees and garden plants.

Mr. Fay’'s Report Re Incorporation.

As one of the members of & committe

po inted a ing of the
e

proposed incorporated

in to the pros and cons of of
ation, I beg leave to report as tollows: I
have solicited information from the clerks

of several incorporated towns, viz.,, Wolf- |

ville, Lunenburg, Hawkesbury, Parrsboro,
and from A, W, Foster, Eeq., a former citi-
zen of this town, and who now
Springhill. The first town I wish to call
%gnr attention to is the town of Wolfville.
olfville has an incorporated population of
1400. The assessed value of its real estate
is $318,171. The assessed valae of its per-
sonalty is $112,850. The assessed value of
its income is $28,900. Making a total assess-
ment of $459,921, which is taxed at the rate
of $1.20 for $100; 45¢. being for schools and
75¢. for poor, county, electric light, water,
official salaries, constable, etc.. etc. In the
town of Wolfville, th’ﬁx have eight miles of
street to maintain. eir ratepayers num-
ber 294, and those that pay poll tax, 72.
The salaries voted for the year ’g, amounted
to §1,215, which are as follows: Town Clerk,
$350; Recorder and Stipendiary, $200; Town
Physician, $15, Supt. of Streets, §100, Supt.
Water Supply, $100; Policeman, $200; Jani-
tor School-house; $200; and Scott Act In-
speotor, $50. T might say that their water
ebt is $40,000, wh?ch is jast double that of
the town of Bridgetown.

ment of that town would enlighten this meet-
ing but little although, Sir, I have the reports
from that town for the years '90, '91, '92,
'93, '94, '95, and from what I can glean from
them, incorporation must be nth%sctory to
the ratepayers of that town.

Parrsboro has been incorporated some six
or seven years. Their total assessment last
year was $412,528, and the rate of taxation
was $1.124 per $100.00. One cause of
the taxation being so high was the in-
creased taxation for school purposes, their
taxation in that department jumping from
$1,834 to $3,300, caused by the building of
a new school house. The population is rap-
idly increasing, which I have been informed
is largely due to incorporation; their popu-
lation in 1891 was 1909, and last year it was
2,500. 1 received a letter from Mr. N. H.
Upham, clerk of that town, who informs me
that incorporation has given general satis-
faction and in his belief would be a general
benefit to Bridgetown.

Outside of some personal opinions obtained
from residents of incorporated towns, which
1 am bound to say now have been all favor-
able to incorporation, this is about all the in-
formation I bave obtained from incorporated
towns, and shall conclude by placing before
you very briefly a few figures in connection
with our own town. Bridgetown has, within
Mr. Jas. R. deWitt's east line and Jarvis
Chute’s west line and extending north so as
to take in the properties of R. Hearn and G.
Gibson, about $280,000 assessable property,
as assessed by our county assessors, on which
there is levied by the Municipal Council a
tax of 384c. on the $100, or amounting in
whole to nearly $1100.00. Under incorpor-
ation we would have to pay about two-thirds
of that amount to the county as being our
pro rata towards keeping up our public in-
stitutions, roads, bridges, etc., in the county,
leaving a balance to be placed to the credit
of the town of nearly $400.00. That with
the amount of fines, etc., that would be col-
lected in our police court, which could be
placed at not less than $150.00, receipts from
pedlars, dog tax, exhibition licenses, etc.,
$100.00, together with the sum of $150.00
which we would receive from the Bank,
would make a total of §800.00, against which
we would have the salaries of the stipendiary
magistrate and cons'able, which I can reas-
onably place at $300 00, leaving a balance to
the credit of the town of $500.00 for a con-
tingent fund, which in my humble estima-
tion would be sufficient to meet all expenses
and leave a balance to the credit of the
town.

Another important item which should
attract our attention is that of public roads,
as I am informed we have some 1200 days,
representing $600 00, which we have at our
disposal within the limits as defined by our
statutes, and which would be about the same
as would be within the proposed incorpor-
ated district. I shall not dwell upon the
way this money has been expended year by
year, for I presume every ratepayer within
this hall is as familiar with that as I am, but
I just wish to call your attention to the fact
that I have been informed by prominent
citizens of our sister town, Annapolis Royal,
that $400.00 under the system devised by in-
corporation gives more satisfaction than
$600.00 did under the old regime. I pre-
sume it is hardly necessary for me to pro-
duce any arguments to back up this state-
ment, for everyone in this hall to-night will
be with me when I say that should we fail
to be incorporated it should be the duty of
every ratepayer in this town to assist in
bringing about a change in the present sys-
tem whereby some scheme could be devised
that would be more satisfactory than that at
present existing.

In conclusion let me say that I have
dwelt only very bricfly on the matters I have
touched upon to-night, for to go into them
in detail would occupy hours of your time.
But, Mr. Chairman, I have the financial re-
ports from these different towns, and if any
ratepayer would like further enlightenment
upon the subject I shall only be too pleased
to give what explanation I can.

You will observe I have not referred to
the item of a town clerk. My reasons for not
doing g0 are these: We arealready taxed for
salaries for the following officials, viz., the
commissioners’ clerk for water and electric
light, a school secretary, county tax collec-
tor, and a commissioner of street’s clerk.
Undér . incorporation the duties performed
by these several officials would be merged
into the duties of a town clerk, and the
salaries paid these different officials men-
tioned would in my opinion fully pay the
salary of a town clerk.

Storing Potatoes.

Potatoes
for the cellar are best barreled, as they are
moveable when the accidents of time {ring
frost or water to the cellar supposed to be
proof against both.

Agricultural,

Lice in Winter,

In the report of the Maine State College
for 1895 is printed the following:—Daring
the long winters, when the snow on the
ground prevents animals from finding dry
earth to paw over themselves, they sre apt
to become lousy. Cattle lice breed rapidly.
A single infested animal, if neglected, will
before spring become literally alive, and by
close contact in the stable and yard is almost
certain to spread the parasites to the whole
herd. These parasites are therefore more
apt to give trouble during the winter. Lice
irrivate the skin. When animals are found
rubbing they should be examined at once.
If lice are found, separate the infested ani-
mals. Search about the neck and shoulders,
at the base of the horns, around the eyes
and nostrils, and along the back. Separate
the hair and expose the skin. If lice are
present they can generally be detected. A
fine-toothed comb could be used in searching.
Infested animals are generally restless.
When badly infested they lose flesh and the
coat is staring. Bare places from rubbing
appear on the neck and shoulders. It would
be well to examine the animals when they
are put into winter quarters and not wait
for pronounced cases before adopting reme-
dial measures.

The authorized remedies for lice naturally
divide themselves into four classes, viz.,
powders, unctions, liquids, and fumes. The
powders usually employed are pyrethrum,
ashes or road dust. The unctions are mer-
curial ointment, and a mixture of kerosene
and lard. The liquids, decoctions of tobac-
0o, stavesacre, or the seeds of the common
lackspur; solution of carbolic acid soap or
kerosene emultion. The fumes, burning to-
bacco, sulphur, pyrethrum. Pyrethrum or
Persian insect powder should be blown into
the hair by means of a pair of small hand
bellows until it} is well filled. Ashes cculd
be applied in the same way or sifted over
the animal and rubbed in with the hand.
Dry, fine road dust can be used, and like
ashes properly acts by stopping the spiracles
of the parasite. This last seems to be na-
ture’s remedy, as animals will throw dirt
over themselves when they have access to it,
The unctions should be applied about the
eyes, nostrils, base of horns, upon the neck
and shoulders, and along the back. The
decoctions are not practical remedies during
the winter, unless the animals are kept in &
warm room during the treatment. The li-
quid remedies arc probably the best and
should be resorted to when possible, especi-
ally in bad cases. The animals should be
wet with the solution. Care should be
taken that the solution is not too strong
and keep it out of the animal's eyes.
The kerosene emulsion should be consider-
ably diluted. The animals could be carded
with a brush dipped in kerosene oil and the
lice will be reduced or destroyod.
