LIVERPOOL’S WOOD WORKING IN-
DUSTRY IS BUSY,

One of Liverpool's langest industri-
al assets and a very large contribut-
ing factor to the town’s employment
is the firm of Millard Bros.,/boxmak-
ers. This concern employs on an aver-
age of twenty-five or thirty men.

The making of boxes requires a
great deal of detail work if the best
results are to be obtained and in this
respect this plant is the last word in
efficiency. Each man is asscigned to
his particular job and the board is
taken in at one end of the mill and
at the other passes out in the pro-
duct. At present they are running at
capacity on onders for boxes and var-
jous shapes and sizes. Among them
and perhaps the most tedious of all
is an order for 200,000 two pound size
boneless fish boxes for parties in the
Province,

They also have an order for a cargo
of shooks, for the West Indies which
are to be ready in January. The firm
has also made 10,000, 150 pound size
mackerel boxes. A good many of these

were used in Liverpool and these box-|

es seem to be gaining preference over
barrels for shipping fresh fish, as
they are handled more conveniently.

In addition to these orders they
claim they have over a year's busi-
ness in sight,

Their - average weekly output is
about two carloads of shooks, which
means the past year this firm has
made well over half million boxes. In
doing this thcy used upwards of two
million fcet of lumber, The proxim-
ity of this firm to Thompson Bros, is
utilized to the advantage of both these
concerns,

A reciprocal arrangement by which
the waste from thesc boxes is con-
veyed to the latter firm, who in turn
supply Millard Bros. with stcam ncc-
essary for their operation. This means
cheap fuel on one end, amd cheap
power on the other. :

While this firm does a larger busi-
ness in this Province, their largest
orders come from Ontario, which cir-
cumstance shows how a Nova Scotia
concern after having to pay heavy
transportation charges, can manufac-
ture and ship this long distance and
meet competition,

The method of the Junior Red Cross
is to try to establish in each child a
conscience in relation to health ha-
bits. It is really a self-constituted
health corps. Every child joining
must take upon himself the obliga-
tion of putting into practice all the
health facts he has been taught, The|
children elect their own officers andg
carry on their own business. The|
meetings are conducted in strict]yl
parliamentary fashion. Because this |
is his own club and because there|
stand behind him the glorious tradi-|
tions of the National and Internation- |
al Red Cross there comes to the ('hi]di
an impelling motive to carry over the |
facts of health that he has been !
taught into action, and then on tn}
habit. This is a great achievement.;
since only too often there has been al
-great gulf fixed between theory and
practice,

respectively.

Your Agent has been asked tosr:n-
der a great deal of service outside of
what is usually included to be Child
Welfare Work but since any irregu-
jarity in the home has direct bear-
ing on the child's life within it, it
has seemed best to give the most
careful consideration to and assist-

ance to all such cases. The preval-
ence of irregularity in the establish-
ment and maintenance of many of
our homes through Bigamous and un-
married parents, presents to the So-
cial workers of our day a problem of
extreme gravity and peril. There are
probably a hundred such constituted
homes in which there are to be found
three or four hundred children, These
families are scattered throughout the
whole county, there seldom
more than one or two in any one com-
munity or at least the average would
not exceed that number, Since
twentv-five per cent, of the popula-
tion of Annapolis County is under
sixteen yearg of age it is easily seen
that the affects of such a contagion
as these families create, must have a
far reaching effect upon the boys and
girls with whom they associate. Since
among this under priviledged class of
chillren there is an abnormal ten-
dency toward truancy and delingu-
ency because of social ostracism
and a religious indifference on the
part of those who might help them,
it is exceedingly difficult to «leal with
them in their own homes, For econo-
mic reasons it is well nigh impos-
sible to make, more than the most
seriously delinquent ones, wards of
the Children’s Aid Society. On the ot-
her hand it is impossible in many
cases to attend to more than their
most apparent physical needs such
as food, shelter and clothing. If left
at home their educational, moral and
spiritual possibilities can never be
realized under the conditions they are
being reared.

“Last week for a few hours we lay
at anchor just a few miles east Cape
La Have. We watched the flood tide
bear shoreward the empty whiskey
crates and liquor panniers—the evid-
ence of the duty-free admissions of
the night before,

“The law should be respected. The
citizens should demand that it be both
respected and enforced. For if Au-
thority is lax in this duty, it leads to
lawlessness in every case where mon-
ey counts. Any politician who places
his ships at the disposal of the rum-
running game and SO encourages
smuggling should never be allowed 2
second chance to get away with it.

“Again, it ought to be clearly un-
derstood that the members of our
Church do wrong who engage in such
traffic. Members of Quarterly Offi-
cial Boards (Reconding Stewards per-
haps) who accept dividends from
rum-running ships are inconsistent.
Just as inconsistent as a man who
babbles about the ‘Church of his Fat-
hers’ while hig rum-laden craft lies
an hour’s run off the coast waiting
for the dark.

“The United States seems to have
declared war on the liquor smugglers
perhaps that accounts for their ac-
tivity on this coast. It is unfortunate

that in this age such drastic measur-
es should be needed to enforce Law
and Onder. In the seventeenth cen-
tury the headlands of England dis-
played the grinning skeletons of
smugglers—dangling at the end of a
rusty gallows-chain, It was crude but
effective.

“Crude or modern one thing is cer-
tain. The rum-runners would rather
that we keep silent. They know too
well that public opinion is the most
effective weapon against them. Sup-
posing we weaken it—heginning with
‘Pussyfooi’ Johnson.”
