The contenmrs of this Book will [detnin us the less, as,
in the three preceding Buoks they have already formed
tlfe subject of our consideration.
Cuarrer iv. 26, &c.—~Moses hea foretells to the Ts-
raelites the sad consequences of their future infidelity.
s I call, says ke, this duy heaven and earth to witness
that you shall quickly perish out of the land,which, when
you have passed over tho Jordon, you shall possess. You
shall nat dwell thesein long ¢ but the Lord will destroy
you; and scatter you among all the nations, to which
the Lord will lead yov,” &c. However, he shews 1hat
God, for the sake of his so'emn covenant made with their
fathers, the holy patriarchs, will not utterly exterminate
their race 3 but that, sfier all their humiliations and af-
flictionsg, hie will, an their sincere repentance, receive
them finally into fuvour.

Verse 29.—** Aud when, contiuves he, * thou shalt
seek there [that is, in the place of iheir banishment] the
Liord thy God 5 thou shalt find him ; yot so, if thou seck

¢ LETTERKENNY, Harchk 23.—A more
disgraceiul und unprovoked outrage it has
never been my fate to witness than that
committed on those who compose the band
of this town, on Monday evening last, by a
set of bigoted vagabonds who secarto have
been studying nothing che for the last four
months than how they could best succeed
in provoking the ire of their neighbours, by
overy species of abuse and outrage on their
feelings. For some time past this bans
ditt bave made it a regular practice to
promenade different parts of the town
from. aine to ten, and eleven o’clock, as
the case might be, whisiling and singing
songs of the most offnsive natue, and
whenever they would meet a Roman Cas
tholic, they would be sure to yecll ¢ To
Hell with the Pope !—No Popery ! &c.,
and other such exclamations suited to the
purticus of an Otange Lodge. When no

person, however respectable, could pass
these ruffiaus without being attacked, and
loaded with vulgar abuse, it could not be
expected that the band of this town, tho'
composed of persons of different professing
persuasions, would escape their fury and
indignation,  Accodingly, on Donday
cvening, while the band was—as is usual
aa fine evenings—playing some airs near
the town for the amusement of the inhabis

“Yellow Tulips’ were to bo liberated from
jail, in which place they had been confined
since the last assizes, for walking in pro-
cession on the 12th July asy, I was under
the impression that the punishment inflict-
ed upon them, slight though it was, would
have had its salutary effect, and prevent
them from committing another breach of
the Jaw; but our northren Orangemen are
not to be intimidated by a shadow, for, no
sooncr did they get clear of the precincts
of the jail, than they formed themselves
into rank and file, atd commenced playing
the ‘Protestant Boys® and *Boyne Water*
and at the same time brandishing large
bludgeons sound their heads, as they
marched along that portion of the town
which leads ta’ the Quoilbridge.

We have hithertq considered Orange-

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{sw. We come now to view them in
thoir administeation of it, und in the sup-
port they affurd to the peacs of the coun-
ty. The first evidence that we shall ¢x.
amino is that ol Mr. Kernan, o Catholie
baerister on the North Wedern Cireuit,
residing at Dublin and Enmskillen, He
i3 of morc than thirty years’ standing at
the bar; and has buen acuvely engaged
during tho greater part of that time in
spocially defending Catholic cases.  Mr.
Kernan was a moember of the Roman Ca-
tholic Association, and is a Repealer.--
We notice these circumstances, in order
that all duo allowanco may be made for
the bius with which his opinions may Le
formed. But he has nlso an ample store
of stubborn facis drawn from the records
of tho courts and his own experience in
shem. These are not easily distorted
and itis from them thut we shall proceed
1o illustrate the effect of the Orange sys-
tem on the administration of justice.

Mr. Kernan declares that for the last
thirty years the returning officer at the
assizes and sessions at Fermanaugh, the
sheriff genorally, the sub-sherifl always,
and, with barely an exception, the juries,
have been Orangemen (7214 ;) that du.
ring all that time he cannot recollect more
than one or two Catholics on juries(7260)
and that the verdict in cases between Or-
angemen and Catholics have been gene-
rally contrary to the judges’ charges, as
well as to the evidence .(7214.)

The first case which he adduces in
support of theso strong assertions is that
of the King against Hall (7216 ) This
was the trial of an Orangeman, on an in-
dictment proferred by the Catholic priest
for breaking open his chapol, and taking
thereout the vestments, and carrying them
away. The evidence (7217) consisted
of the admission of the charge by the pri-
soner to Alr. Stewart, the provost of En-
niskillen, and to another person, The
prisoner being moved by compunction,
had actually brought ane of tho (6247)
witnesses to the spot where he had buried
the vestments, which he caused to be dug
out uf the ground, and returned to the
priest. This was the.evidence of the
prosecution, The prisoner appeared in
the dock on the day of his trial with kis
Orange ribbon on his breast. * Justice
Fletcher, who, tricd the cause, told the
jury, mostof whom [ havo scen in Orange
prozessions (7225,) that they had nothing
10 try ;3 that the prisoner’s confession was
sufficient to warrant his conviction.—
When called upon for his defence, the
prisoner declined to call witnesses, Ile
adduced no evidence whatever, The is-
sue was sent to the jury : ina few min-
utes they returned a vordict of not guilty,
The judge expressed great disapproba-
tion, saying ¢ he thanked God it s
their verdict, and not his.” Tho priso-
ner wag discharged ; and on his going
into the street, ke was hoisted on the
shoulders of the Orangemen, and carricd
through the town of Enniskillen in tri-

amph(7218.) This was in 1810; and{

tle then travels over a succession of
cases which it is impossibly cven to refer
to here.  Wo can only call uttention to
some of tho more prominent ; as, for in.
st nce, the King against Kutson, where,
ou a trial for an assault and rios, all the
Cutholics were convicted, and every Or.
angeman acquitted ; although Kitson, the
principal Orange offender, had. with an
unworthy distrust of a Fermaugh jury,
fled to America—thanks to every magis-
trate around Doregonully having success
sively refused to receivo informations
agninst him [7312.]

The case of the King ngainst M'Caus-
land exhibis an Orange magistrate, a
Mr. William Gabbet, peremptorily dis-
charging a party of Orange yeomen, who
had been duly committed by two other
magistrates on a charge of capital felony
[7336.] For this he would have been re-
moved from the bench but for his connee-
tion with the great Orange chieftain, Lord
Enniskillen [7384.] On the following
year he amply expiated on the Catholics
his levity towards Orangemen; for Mr.
Blackburn, the late Attorney~General,
having been officially sent to Enniskillen,
found, on examining the jail, eighteen or
twenty Catholics, who had been confined
for threo weeks, without any committal or
cause whatever assigned [or their impris
sonment. For this good deed he way
again reprimanded, and Mr. Blackburn
ordered the immediate discharze of the
persons thus illegally confined [7365.]

The caso of the King against Robert.
son and fiveother Orangomen,tried for the
murder of M’Cabe, a Catholic, produced
an acquittal so glaringly contrary to the
evidence, and to Chief Justice Burke’s
charge, that he requested Mr. Kornan to
suppress his notesof the trial, lest their
publication should exasperate and provoke
tho Catholics to retaliato [7283.]

Bad as these cases appear, they are
only tire escapes or acquittals of Orange-
men presumptively or professedly guilty;
but the case of the Macken riots, in 1829,
is of a darker dye. Here the Orange-
men were not only net tried, but the of-
fenders, on their side, were actually sum-
moned as jurymen upon the trial of their
Catholic opponents ; who being thus tried
by a jury exclusively Orange, or Protest-
ant, contrary to instructions from the At-
torney General, and being found guilty,
one man was hanged, and the rest trans-
ported [7423 —also Appendix G, 226.]

We shall less wonder at the procecd.
ings of theso magistrates, when wo learn
who and what some of them are. For
this purpose, and as en exemplification
of the unequal and savage state of society
consequent vpon & long indulgence of
party feelings and factions, wo know of
no case more instrvstive than that of Lt.
Hamilion. Woe shall therefore make no
apology for tho length of our extracts,
This was a trial for murder. The
transactions out of which it arose occur-
red on the evening of the fair day of
Dromore. Mr. Hamilton, the reputed

murderer, was a licutenant of yecomanry,
ol which his father, also a magistrate, was

tho'eaptain,  Inthe morning ail was per:
foctly quiet; and, as it appeared in evi-
dence, ¢ Licutenant Humilton came march-
ing into the fair in tho evening with a
party of his own company of yeomanry.
They were nrmed with their guns and
bayonets 2 the conntry had been disturbed
u good deal with party feuds. The corps
assaulted several Catholic persons as they
came into town,” [t way nlso stated that
stonies had been thrown at the yeomaury.
¢ They wero armed and marched through
the foir. When they arrived opposite
the house of & man of the name of James
ilelly,a publican, Licutenant Hamilton
ordered them o halt, and immediatery
after that, he gave them the word of coni-
wmaund to prime and load, and fire into the
house. which order they obeyed. Seve-
ral persons that were then taking refresh-
ment in the house were wounded by the
shot, and the deceased Michael M'Brian
was killed. According to custom, of
course, the next duy Kelly and several
others came to consult mo upon the bust.

They are sentenced to twelve
montbs’ imprisonment, At the expira-
tion of their sentence they are escorted
from prison by a procession of Orange-
meu, with colors flying and drums beat-.
ing. Ford is then enrolled in the police,
on the recommendation of the very reve-
rend Dean Carter, ang Murphy is admit-
ted into Dr. Patton’s Tanderages yeo-
manry corps [6388.]

We now revert to Colonel Verner, But
we beg to say, thatif we frequently re-
mark on his conduct in Orange transac-
tions, it is from no possible personal ill-
will whatever. We hear and believe that
he is an honorable rnd humane gentleman
and landlord ; und it is for this. reason,
and from the circumstance of his being
leading member of tho Orange Society,,
that we select him as an example. For
we consider we shall best exhibit the evil
tendencics and pernicious workings of
the system by exposing its fatal influen-
ces on the judgment and on the condugt
of a gentleman honorably distinguished,in,
all other relations of life.,

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. Government to conduct a full and legal
investigation of the whole proceedings.
In this report, Mr. Perrin carefully quotes
the evidence for every statement that he
makes. It appears that some trifling
quarrels and a scuffle took place between
the villagers of Maghery (a Catholic vil-
lage} ond some Orangemen, who were
passing through with their drums playing
party tunes, Several Orangemen were
beaten, and their drums, broken. Colonel
Verner et them returnipg discomfited
and full of revenge. He persuaded them
1o go home quietly and seek redress, if
they nceded it, at the next sessions.—
This was on the Saturday. On the Mon-
day an alarm spread that the Orangemen
were assembling at Killyman, in numbers,
end with arms, ir order to take their re-
venge on Maghery.
Mr, Boretree, a lieutenant in Colonel
Vereer’s ycomanry, having heard this,
rode after the Orangemen ; ard, having
remonstrated with them in vain, he hast-
ened to report to his captain (Lloyd) and
to his Calonel (Veraer,) ¢ that the Killy-
man boys were armed and coming over
the bridge to wreck Maghery ; and that
if Colonel Verner could not stop them by
shutting the iron gates on the bridge over
the Blackwater, nothing could stop them.’
Accordingly Colonel Verner, his captain,
his lieutenant, and a serjeant of police,
met them at the bridge. A parley ensued,
on which it was agreed that two delegates
from this illegal assembly should be de-
spatched with the police serjeant to Mag-
lery to demand satisfaction for Saturs
day’s wrong. Colonel Verner and his
.officers then returned to Church-hill for
their breakfast ; leaving an armed tumult-
uous body, bent on a breach of the peace,
1o be restrained by ane man—the gate-
keeper of the bridge—~who was ordered
not to lct them through. But the gate.
keeper loved hiy breakfast also; and so
the Killyman boys began to scramble
over the gate, and to meke for Maghery,

SwirzertaNp.—The Union Catho-
ligue of the 27th ult. has the following :—
‘ The courageous resistence of the Can-
ton of Lucerue, to tho progress of Pro-
testant and revolutionary principles, has
aroused: kindred sympathies throughout
all Catholic Switzerland, The govern-
ment of Friburg and Zag have, on their
sides, protested against the sale of the ef-
fects of the convents of Muri and Wellins
gen.  On the other hund, it is certain that
Catholicism makes daily progress at Ge-
nevia.  Already have the elections signa~
lized the existenée of a Catholic party ;
but the strongest proof of the spread of
Catholicism is to be found in the well-
founded alarm of the Protestant journals,
One, in particular, L'ancien Genevois,
sot up the following cry—¢Are ye sleeps
ing as if ye were drunk with opium 7—
Belore the revolution we had not a single
Catholic citizen ; under Napoleos, we had
only six hundred Catholics, but now we
have 8,000 1 Tho Union then statos that
the Prussian clergy have protested against
the circular of the Archbishop of Can-
terbury, with respect to the Protestant
Bishop at Jerusalem, and adds that that
difference of opinion is iikely to oppose
serious obstacles to the installation of an
Anglican Bishop at Cologne.

CarnouiaaTy 13 Tae UNiTED StATES.
—‘The Catholic Almanack for 1842,states
that the number of Catholic Bishopsin the
United states is twenty-one, and the num-
ber. of Priests five hundred and forty-one,

men since the publication of the last Dirce-
tory. The Catholic population is estima-
ted at one million thiee hundred thousand.
Thero are 541 churches, 50 more ase Le-
ing erccled, and 470 stations without as
yet any regulnr places of worship, In
the several diocesan seminaries 180 young
men are preparing for the ministry,—
There aro 21 Lterary institutions contain-
ing upwards of 1,700 students, and 1S fe-
mal¢ academies attended by rearly 3,000
young ladies: The number of charituble 1n-
stitutions is seventy-seven,and about 1,200
orphans are suppored and educazed iy
'ho various asylums throughout the Un-
ion, which are generally directed by the
Sisters of Charity.— Boston £ilot.
