Of this number 22,000
were held over, including 16,000 bales, which
wero not catalogued. o daily attondance
from all quarters has boen large, United
States buyers probably making the best
record in this respect: Tho sales have pro-

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The Wheat Supply of England.

At tha bo%innin of the present century
Englaod produced Eor own food. In 180L the
population of Great Britain was only 10,500,-
000. Tho total ostimated consumption of

ain was for that population o littlo over
g;.OO0.000 quarters, of which 1,600,000 quar-
ters wore imported from Russia, Prussia, the
Notheriands, and the United States. Thus,
by far the groster bulk of our corn was pro-
duced in theso islands, and was sufficient to
maintain theirinhabitants without more than
a sovero pinching. There were, indeed, years
in which tho harvest was excoedingly bad.
wheon tho price of bread rose to heights which
goom to ue of to-day enormous—as, for in-
stanco, in 1812, when wheat stood at 121sa
qusrter and tho quartern loaf at 1s 63d—but
there nover was & timo when bread was un-
proourable, It is nonoe the less interesting to

.notice the offect which this high price pro-
duced upon the working classes, though hore
the introduction of machinery must be taken
into account as o disturbing cause.

The ** Annual Register ”* of 1812 tells us
that “the uncommonly high price of pro-
visions, occasioned by 1nany concurrent
causes (amongst which was the war with
France), and by no means relioved by the
product of the last harvest, has been the cause
of potty riotsin various parts of the kingdom,”
More than this, it appears to have been one of
the causes to which the Luddite outbroak of
1812 must be ascribed, since Mr, Baines, then
editor of Leeds Mercury, expressly states in
his * History of the Wars of the French
Rovolution.” that the Luddites made the
dearness of bread one of their grievanes. To
pass over attacks on spinning or weaviug
mills, on April 14, 1812, men in clogs, the
¢ Annual Registor? tells us, raided the Shef-
field potato market. On the 18th, says the
same authority there were riots at Bristol,
owing to the high price of provisions, Still
eaclisr in the mounth, a mob at Carlisle en-
deavored to seizs tho stores of corn and pota-
toes there; on tho 19th, the same mob seized
largoe quantities of ham, bacon and flour. On
the 20th, & large mob appropriated meal, flour

_and potatoes, at New Cross and Knot Mill,
near Manchester. On Augast 18th, fresh riots

at Sheffield are announced, when the mob.

compelled storekespers to sell flour at 8s a
stoue, instead of 7s, the current price. On
the 27th, we are told that the Luddites at-
tacked a farmer near Huddersfield and obliged
him to promise to reduce the price of his corn
and milk. Finally, on September 3, camean
attack on a corn miil &t Brighouse.

‘We have carofully sclected from the great
mas3s of outreges which occurred in this year,
those in which hunger seoms to have been the
motive, and it is probable that a close study
would revzal many more such incidents.
But these ara enough to prove that the high
prica of food in our last war with nce, at
a time whon we were all but self-sufficing,
had the gravest effect upon the temper of the
population of oL large towns, It must be
remembered that at this date—whether 1800
or 1812 metters not—we grew our own meat,
eggs, butter, and vegetables.

n the course of time, after the war with
France, came & great outery against the Corn
Laws, promoted mainly in the munufnctuai)z(:)g
districts. By the Corn Lays, as theys
in 183C, a duty of 245 was iumposed upen im-
ported whestwhen the price of English-grown
wheat foll below 503 a quarter. This virta-
ally prohibited importation at or below that

oure. When Eoglish wheat fetched from
503 to 6d, and importation might thon be
said to bo freo, as the 64 was n negligible
sum. The duty upon corn if we take the
dogmatic view, was imposed in tho solfish in-

t st of the aristocratic and land-owning.

classos, wko then governed the country; but
. there were other and sounder reasons. ‘The
statosmen of the last century felt that it.was

-

inexpodient to permit this country to becomo
solely dopondent upon thesea. They dolibor-
ately, in the throes of our great struggle with
Pranco, sacrificed tho fast-growing manufac-
turing interests to the larger welfare of the
nation They preferred power to opulenco,
and history, whilst it cav not forgot the
terriblo sufferings of the workiong class, may
forgive them sinceo the results of their policy
brought manifest advantage to the inhabit-
ants of the United Xingdom in after days.
But whon Eongland was no longor beset by
onemics the main argument for the Corn
Laws had vanishod. An age of peace (it
seomed to those of that day of lasting peace)
succooded, and the cry of Lancashire, of
Yorkshire, and of Tondon for cheap bread
could no longer bo neglected. Put, in the
meomorable debates upon the Corn Iaws in
January and February, 1816, there were not
s fow voices of dissont raised. Prominent
among these was Disraeli’s, reminding the
House of Commons of the scarcity of corn in
1812, of the rise in prices in that year, and
of thoe fact that we cauld not iraport corn till
wo had gained the command of the sea. He
concluded: ‘I want to kmow whether it
would again be politic to incur such risks,”
He showed that the risks would bo exaggerat~
ed by a decrease of cultivation at home. How

_far his-words have bsen bourne out statistics

can best prove. The acre of wheat is shown
by successive annual abstracts to be as
follows :

Thus, whilo in 1800 we had ten acres under
wheat to every 82 inhabitants, wo now have
ton to every 260, and 1t isnoteafe to prophesy
that we have reached the end of the decline.
Relatively to our population we pruduce one-
eizhth of the wheat which we produced in
1800, and meantime the average consumption
per head has enormostly incraased. Our pre-
sent consumption has been estimated at 480
1bs, of wheat o head. In that case we should
require about 38,000,000 quarters. Now, in
1894, we grow in the United Kingdom only
7,220,000 quarters or less then one-fourth of
our total consumption. Ocr imports were
16,300,000 qnarters of wheat, and 4,780,000
quarters of flour; so that the grand total
falls below the estimate which is certainly
excessive. Still the alarming fact remains
that only one-quarter of our bread supply is
produced at home. In other words, for 90
days of the year we subsist upon English
bread, for 275 upon foreign-imported.

Many of the political economists who have
studied the question have uttered words of
caution. None of the agitators for Corn Law
repeal foresaw thoresult,” McCalloch thought
wheat could not go much below 50s a quarter
and in the debate of 1846 Sir G. Clark ridi-
culed as absurd and untenable *‘ the appre-
hension that from that quarter of the world
(the United States) o supply of grain was to
come in such’ exorbitant profusion as to glat
the home market.”

hor cheap corn should war come upon her in
her prosent condition. A riso of 1s in the
pricos of tho quartern loaf, which in August,
1812, stood at 1s 8d, instead of 8} or 4d as
to-day, is equivalent, in stress, to a tax of
£180,000,000, Whothor this country could
continue to make hcad against o foreign
onemy with the tarrible suffering which such
a risc would cause at home is at least ques-
tionable. Qur national safety imporativoly
requires attontion to bo paid to thisimportant
point, quite apart from the domands made by
the large agricultural population. In McCul-
Irch’s own works, *‘ & country in which there
is no considerable stock of grain in the barn-
yards of the farmers, or in the warchouses of
the merchants, i3 in the most perilous
situation that can be imagined.” And these
facts are better undorstood abroad than at
Liome.—London Standard,

A LATER telegram from Ottawa says that
as a result of the agitation amung the Mani-
toba and Territorial mombers regarding
wheat grading, Mr. Davin has had an inter-
viow with tho controller of inland revenue,
and has been promisod that hereafter castern
millers and dealors shall have no representa-
tion on tho grain standards board, and that
wostern men shall have the entire control of
fixing the standards. If the governmont will
just go farther in this matter and abolish the
present cumbersome board entirely, and allow
tho grain grades to remain permancntly as
fixed by the act, they will do abous the right’
thing., The present modoe of fixing grades by
samples of the crop, is a useless expense, an
annoyanco to the trade and a cause of much
useless and senseless agitation every year.
The standards board has been added to and
enlarged to please various agitatorsand vari-
ous interests until it has become a farce. Itis
now composed of numerous divergent interests
and made up largely of men whose knowledge
of theinterests to be served in the selection of
grades, is not such as to qualify them to act
intelligently on the board. Any gradesmade
necessary by crop peculiaritics, wbich were
not provided for in the act, cculd be fixed by
a small board of say three experts, and cer-
sainly not more than five persons should
constatute such board, including the two offi-
cial inspoctors located at ' Wianipeg and Fort

HE politicians at Ottawa have been dis-

cussing the Manitoba wheat grades. Mr.
Davin moved for a ccmmittee to consider the
matter, but he afterwards withdrew it, on the
premise of Hon. Mr. Prior, of the inland,
revenue department, to make inquiries into
the matter. It was alleged by Davin and
Martin that the present system of grading
operated to the disadvantage of the farmers,
but they {ailed to state any faots to bear out
their assertions. Mr. Martin wanted separate
grades made for scoursa twheat, and also
wauated the grades made permanent. So far
as having the grades made permanent, hs no
doubt voiced the sentiment of the grain-
trade. This discussion of the wheat gradesat
Ottawa is an outgrowth of theagitation here
regarding grain trade matters, The bot.tohﬂ
of the vhole trouble is the low prices. Thi
makes the farmers dissatisfied and leads them
to suppose that the regulations of the trade
work to their disadvautage. The farmers

-have votes and they also have organizations,

conscquently it probably scemsnecessary tothe
politicians that they should at least make a
show of sharing in their suspicions, The
political agitation of this matter, however,
can do no good, and it can only help to
further arouse the unwarranted suspicions of
& naturslly suspicious class. The farmers,
howerver, should not complain that the wheat
grades operato dgainst them, as tho grades
this year were practically fixed by the repre-
sentatives of the farmers on the standards
board. 8o long as prices remain low, we can

lcok for grumbling and charges of fraud fromt
tho farmers in grain matters, and no system

could bo dovised which wouldobviato this stato
of things. The politicians and agitators may
fix such grades as thoy like, but they cannot

“change thoe quality of the whoeat. Tho grain

will bo bought and sold on its actual morit as
a commerocial commodity, lot the grades bo
what they may, If tho agitators could suc-
coed in ostablishing impossijlo grades, the
trade would simply ignoro the official grades
and ostablish their own commorcial grades.
At the same time it must bo admitted that
the official grades are o great help to tho
trade when they are ixed to meet thorequire-
ments of the crop. If not suited to the orop
they would be a nuisance and an annoyance
to tho trade, and the grain would not be
handled on the grades, The grading of grain
is & commorcial matter. So far as the far-
mers are concerned it is a comparatively
unimportant matter to them. Their wheat
will will be bought on its merits, according
to quality, quite regardless of tho nature of
the grades. The grades are required for the
commercial side’ of thoe grain trade. The
exporter has about as much ground to call
for laws governing the plowing and sowing
and harvesting work of the farmer, as the
latter Has to demand the control of the grain
grades. Any movement to change the sys-
tem of handling grain should come from
those who are directly interested in the trade
and who understand the matter, and not
f om parties whose knowledge of the question
i3 in all probability very limited,

Manitoba Legislature.

The firct. séssion of the ninth legislature of
Manitoba was opened at Winnipeg on Thurs-,
day afternoon.

Uovernor Zatterson read the add-ess, which
is sammarizad as follows:

The harvest of the past season has been the
most abundant in the history of the province
since its settlement, and no doubt will go
very far towards lessening the financial
stringency which has affected our people dur-

.ing.tho last two years. The valoe of such

products at the point of production as com-
paréd with the cost of conveyiog them to the

-

markets of tho world, ompbasizos the fact
that tho froight rates upon out-going grain
aro most exorbitant, and any relief which can
bo obtained from such rates will bo eagerly
wolcomed,

A copy of the order-in-council, embodying
tho viows and polioy of my government uyon
this question (the schools), will shortly bo laid
before you.

. A cunsideration of the cstimates in the
light of the knowledge which you possess of
the roquironionts of the province and the
increasing responsibilities of goversment will
show wory clearly that the revenue of the
provincs is inadequate to supply its wants,
the impossibility of meeting tho just domands
upon my governmeont for needed public ser-
vices without largoly oxcoeding tho revenuo
is 2 subject which domands your most earnest
consideration.

You will bo asked to consider among others
an act respecting sales of goods, an act to
ament the liquor license act, an act respect-
ing life irsurance sgonts, and an act toamend
tho Quoen's Bench act, 1895.

‘While there bis been a slight show of
revival in some branches, the dulness which
always provails here in the first few wecks of
the now year, still holdssway. A little more
grain is moving, but farmers have not begun
their spring marketing froely yet. If they
should start in to market frealy, there would
be great difficulty in handling the crop owing
to the limited storage room left. The prin-
cipal feature of this week is the 4th of Feb-
ruary settling day, which is the heaviest of
the year in dry goods, clothing and boots and
shoes. While there always is some diversity
of reports as to tha na‘ure of payments, the
goneral report, this week is not at all unfavor-
able, and quite a large proportion of the
paper folling due is roported to have been
met. There have been very fow failures in
Manitobs, the Garland failure of Portage 1a
Prairie being the only important disturbing
factor. ‘The magnitude of this failare has
caused it to have an injurious influonce, but
the freedom of the couuntry generally from
mercantile disasters, should overcome the
offect of this big failure. At any rate, this
failure is traced clearly to outside invest-
ments, and not to anything defective in the
business situation. Bank clearings at Win-
nipeg show a largoe iacreaso over the previous
week, but this is owing tothe4th of February
settling cay. As compared with the corres-
pondirg week of last year, bank clearings this
weok show the jlargs increase of 46 per cent,
and an increase of 6.5 per cent compared with
the corresponding wesk two years ago.

GRAIN AND PRODUCE.

WHEAT. — GENERAL  SITUATION. — The
Commercial reports this week will show that
wheat has maintained a firm position in lead-
ing markets. Pricesslumped off on Tuesday,
but that was tho ouly day which showed
closing prices lower than last Saturday, and
last Saturday was the highest market of last
week Easier European cables and foreign
selling caused tho slump on Tuesday. The
success of the United S-ates loan, unfavor-
ablo roports of the Argentine crop, export
purchasing, eotc., helped on the advance cn
the following days. A great deal will

dopend on the winter wheat crop
outlook in the United States for tho
future of wheat. If the spring crop

outlook is very unfavorable, The Commercial
sees nothing to provent a very strong move-
ment 10 wheat, The present winter has becn
an open ono ia the winter whoat states, and
that 1s generally takun to mean a poor crop,
put this s only theory and the actusal result
may prove differert. At any rate, The
Commercial belioves the prosent advanceis
warranted by actaal cunditions.  Expurts of
wdcat, flour included as wheat, from both
coasts of tho United States, this week emount-
od to 2,907,000 bushels, against 2,550,000
bushols last week, 2,020,000 bushels in the
corresponding weck a year ago, 2,678,000
bushels in the week two years sgoand 8,931,-
000 bushols in the first week of Febroary,
1993, Shipments frum all axpurting countries
1ast weok were 3,230,000 bushels.
WHEAT.~LOCAL SITUATION.—The advanco
predicted by The Commercial a week ago,
wont 1nto offoct 1n Manitoba country markots
on Monday last, but 1t was 2¢ wwstead of 8¢ as
oxpected. This brought the price of No. 1
hard to farmers up to 47c per bushel of 60
pounds at 1S cent freight rate puints to Fort
William. At s number of country markets,
howover, prices ranged considerably abuve

tho genoral averago, and as high as 50c was
paid for choice hard wheats, to farmers. at
several 18 and 19 cent freight rato points,
Tho total advance ‘rom the lowest pointis
now about 8¢ in Macitoba country markets,
which shows that prices here are koeping paco
with the recent advances in outside markets.
Farmers have not begun tho usual spring
delivery of wheat yet, but the timeis now
closo at hand when they will have to begin to
market their wheat actively, in order to get
it out of the way before the brsy spring
season gets in, Thedifficulty beforethe trade
is tho lack of storage. If a heavy rush of
deliveries should s;ab in, there would soon be
a t <carcity of storage at many points.
ngxe'g would have becng?;. blockade pt?oforo
now, wero it not that the farmers have been
holding their wheat since the close of naviga-
tion last December. A considerable quantity
of wheat is being shipped from Fort William,
to Montreal, which has relioved the blockade
at the lake port. and shipments are again go-
ing forward to Fort William. This wkeat,
it 18 understood, is being shipped on a through
rato to British markets. via Montreal. on pri-
vato terms. A rate of 85 cents per 100 pounds
has bean quoted from Furt William to Laver-
pool. There is nothing going through to
winter seaports to speak of. Receiptsat Fort
William for the week ended January 25 were
168,919 bushels; shipments 224,967 bushels;
in store 8.657,241 bushels. Receipts for the
corresponding week o year ago were 5.681
bushels. shipments., 13 541 bushels, and in
store 878,204 bushels. Stecks in store two
years ago. 1,902,846 bushels.  Stocks at lake
ports, milling pnints and interior markets
aggregate about 7,00,000 bushels, compared
with about 835900,(0) bushels a vear ago.
In Manitoba country markets prices to farm-
ors this week have ranged at 44 to 47¢ for No.
1hard according to freightrates and conditions
of the local markets. No. 2 hard and No. 1
northkern, 2 to 8c under No. 1 hard. No. 8
hard, 86 to 40c, frosted whoats 28 to 88ec.

No. 8 hard about 5¢ under
No.2hard. To-day, prices in Manitoba
country markets were advanced to 50c per
bushel, at all 18 and 19 cont freight rate
points, and49¢ at 20 cent freight rate points,
This makes an advance in prices paid to
farmers of 3 cents at 18 cents and 4 conts at
19 cent freight rato points or & total advance
of 11 to 12c from the lowest point. This last
advanco only covers grades sbove No. 8 bard.

FLuuR.—The further expected advance in
flour, predicted by The Comercaal oflast week,
wont into offect on Thursday, Dut 1t was not
as great as was oxpocted, being only 5S¢ per
sack of 98 pounds.

Vancouver, Feb. 1, 1896,
Trade is still dull owing to the rainy sea-
son, but wholesalers and retailers are pre-
pared for an anticipated activity in the
spring. Thelumber tradein unusually brisk.
There are iudications that the wholesalo
markot will firm up all arourd. Most im-
portant devolopments have taken placo in
dairying and fruit raising this week. The
fruit growers of tho province have formed
themselves into a corporation with a capital
stock of 85,000, for the more advantageous
placivg of their fruit on the market. A
committee was appointed to interview the C.
P.R. who promised to reduce freight rates to
Winnipeg, enabling British Columbia fruit
shippers to competo successfully with Eastern
shippers. ‘The fruit growers of the province
convenod at Westminster, and for two days
consulted togother as to the best means of
improving their condition, and many valu-
able conclusions were arrived at. It was
oncrally conceded that Manitoba and the
Northwest were the natural markets for B.C.,
and the big co-operative orgauization will
direct their energies to supply these markots:
The government will probably be asked to pass
a law regulating the seizo of boxes to be
used in shipping apples, and thesize of boxes
for all fruits aud assortment will be given
attention. Both the fruit growers and dairy-
men, which met in Westminster about the
same time, spoko of the high passenger rate
of 5 cents a mile charged by the C. P R,
and the boards of trade of the vroviuce were
asked to take action, for the purpose of hav-
iug it reduced to the same rate as prevails in
osher parts of Canada.

A mcoting of the legislative committeo of
the Winnipeg city council was held Thursday
evening for the consideration of proposed
legislation to bo asked for at the present
session of the legislature.

The chairman, ininviting discussion of the
business tax, called first upon those who were
opposed to tho tax to state the gricvances
complained of.

Wm. Grundy, chairman of the committeo
of the rotailero’ association, mado the first
presentation of the case. He spoke of tho
impression that had prevailed that the present
sys'em of taxation was due to tho Jubbers'
union. Mr, Bole had proposed to bring in
some scheme which would reduce the griev-
anco of tho retail merchants, but it had been
observed that he had left the city. The
prosent system was more favorable to the
largoe dealers, and worked hardship to the
smallones, ‘Theassociation was not prepared
to take the initiative to-night in submitting
a system,

A. Dykes said the taxes of tha retailers had
even beon trebled, and in somo cases increas-
ed six times by the present law. He told how
Main strect had been made a street of small
stores, through the efforts to evade the tax.
His own tax had been increased from $10 to
860, and. he had in consequonce moved away
from Main street, He suggested the placing
of a minimum tax of SIS upon all doing
business in thecity, and taxing half the stock
above that,

Gilbert Fowler took the position that there
were grievances; that the present system
was not giving satisfaction. He considered
tnav the only correct principle of taxation
was that of taxing on valuation.

Mr. Wright, of Wright & Wright, grocers,
held that the present system was anything
but equitable, though at present it was not
working hardship to his firm, as they now
occupied a small building

A. Christio said the present systom hed
nearly doubled his taxes; his tax was four
per cent. of the value of his stock.

Ald. Sproule said it was the business of the
council to look into the facts and find a
remedy. Tho present system had had to
be frequently. readjusted,

J. P. Kecler spoko to a petition from the
barbers of the city. The taxing of barbers
chairs was a bad law. He favored 1mposing
taxes accurding to valuation.

Ald. Bluck said, in defence of the present
system, that it reached many classes of peo-
ple, lawyers, doctors, and others, who had
raid no taxes before.

Ald, Craig would mnot go back to the old
system, but he was in favor of equalization.
He thought the present system could be im-

roved.

P J. H. Ashdown, ¢peaking for the wholesale
dealers, said they hoped there would be no
{friction. He pointed out thatthe wholesalers
must be placed on & reasorablo position to
compete with those in the east who have cer-
tain advantages in their favor. They had
much larger constituencies and lower taxes.
1f the old law had been acted up to in assess-
ing up to the full value, he would not have
been able to carry so large & stock. Under
the new law he had erected & large building
and was able to carry his fullstock hero, He
would bo glad if relief wers give: to the bar-
bers and othars who had grievances ; but this
should not be done by burdening the whole-
salo men,

- R. J. Whitla dwelt upon the proposition that
had been made to tax stocks up to their full
value, this would have maant bankruptey to
some of the business men. The wholesale
men could do their business as well iu St.
Boniface, but they had largely improved pro-
perty in the city, and made unimproved
property moro valuable, besides paying their
taxes, Men doing a much larger business in

Montreal wero paying less than half the busi-
ness tax he was paying.

G. F. Galt said ho was ono of those who
pay as much now as he ever did. Tho ques-
tion was how to induce other wholosale mon
to como here and do busivess; none had
come since he started here in 1882, Ho spoke
of the advantage to the city from tho work
done in connection with wholesale establish-
ments, and of the keen competition with
ocastern firms, It was for the council to
correct mistakes that might have been made
and romedy individual grievances; but do
not go back to the old system of taxing stock
and thereby retard tho growth of the city
and prevent people from coming here,

R, T. Riley stated emphatically that the
present system had not been originated by tha
Jobbers' union, but presented to them for
consideration by some of the aldermon. He
showed the inequalities of the old systom ;
bankers, for example, wore not assessed ; and
the assessor could not value tho stocks equit-
ably. Mr. Riley gavo instances to show that
merchants whoeo stocks were far from being
equal had Loen assessed and taxed for equal
amounts. The presont system, ho said was a

ot deal fairer than the old one, though he

id not claim that the present one was por-

fect, He favored an income tax; hethought

it would be as easy to levy astho tax on stocks
had been.

T.D. Degan =said the total amount of over-

tax that was claimed was only some $3.000. |

He suggested that the Retailers’ Association
snd tho Jobbers’ Union mect and try to come
«toan understandiog.

W, Georgeson said it had been charged by
those agrieved that the wholesalers had fixed
the rate . this was not the case. The presont
tax was excessive, being two and o half times
that in Montreal. Wholesalers had left the
c¢ity, but noue had come to take their places.

Mr. Teichman believed that if small com-
rcittees of three each of the retailers, the
Jobbers’ union and the city were appointed,
the question could be settled in an hour.

Mr. Riloy was prepared to favor a meeting
on the line of reducing the tax on the retail-
ers, but not on the liny of increasing the tax
on the wholesale men.,

The meeting adjourned a¢ 11.15 o'clock,
with the ungersta.nding that committees
wero to be appointed and a conferonce held,
a9 suggested. When the joint sub-committes
is propared to report, the legislative com-
mittes will be called together egain.

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Board of Trads Banquet,

In tho evening after the annual meeting of
tho Winnipeg Board of Trade, a banguet was
held at the Manitoba Hotol. The dinner was
largely attouded by tho members of tho board
nng representatives of loadiuiel_msinoss intor-
ests, the large dining hall being filled, and
very fow vacant chairs wera loft at the tables.

After the dinner, president Riley called the
assemblage to order and arose to proposo the
first toast, ** The Queon.'’ Before proceeding
further with the toast list, he drow the atten-
tion of those presont to the fact that thore
wero only soven toasts upon the list and that
owing to tho absence of His Honor, Lt.-Gov.
Patterson, only s1x of them would be respond-
ed to. Hosaid the committeo in charge of
the banquet had dotermined on bringing the
evening's enjoyment to a close at or about
midnight, o that the gontlemen would not
have to look back to tho occasion as one upon
which they had been called upon to sacrifice
a night’s repose in the cause of conviviality.
Thoy had resolved to order 1t so that a ban-
quet every night in the week might be enjoyed
without seriously disturbing the digestion or
business habits of the participants,

After the health of the governor had been
drunk, the next toast, * The Duminion and
Provincial. Parliaments,” was proposed,
coupled with the name of Hon. Thos. Green-
way. Mr. Greenway remarked that he was
very much jleased with the innovations
mentioned by the chairman in cutting short
the flow of eloquence which sometimes made
such gatherings tiresome. He was rather
nonplussed at being called upon to respond to
this toast, as ho had understood that he was
to speak to the toast of live stock and dairy-
ing interests, and he failed to see tho connec-
tion botween the illustrious bodies mentioned
and the livo stock and dairying interests. He
would remind them that their prosperity and
all material progress in every lino of trade
and industry depended entirely up.n the
well-being and advancement of the farming
community—the backbone of the Northwaest,
He detailed the early struggles of the settlers
on the bush farms of Outario, and asked why
with greater natural advantages the North-
west had not advanced with the rapidity
which all the conditions of soil and climatwe
would warrant, He considered that tho an-
swer would be found in the fact that we had
attempted too much. We had endeavored to
settle up tho whole country from the eastern
border of Manitoba to the Rocky Mountains
and north to the Saskatchewan, instead of
concentrating our efforts in the settlement of
Manitoba. Continuing Mr. Greenway said
the first object that we should hold in- con-
tinual prominence was a comprehensive
schems to insure the settlement of the vacant
lands of Manitoba. An Ontarioman who casts
his lot in Manitoba though lost to the old pro-
vinces, is actually of more value to Ontario
than if he had remained there. Ho deprecat-
ed the idea of spending large sums of money
on irrigation in Southern Alberta. The
farmers of Manitoba are suffering a bardship
from the tariff and prices of lumber. Prices
of lumber are twenty five per cent more than
they should be. They also have a grievance
in the high rates of ireights exacted by the
railways. He quoted from the Montreal
Trade Bulletin to show that the freight rates
on hides from Sydoey, New South Wales, to
Montreal, was 75 cents per 100 pounds, while
the same character of freight is charged 78
cents per 100 pounds, from Winnipeg to Mont-
real. The only remedy for this state of
things with regard to barley and oats was for
the farmer to 1eed thom to stock. Twelva
dollary’ worth of chopped foed would fatten
an animal in 150 days, and make him worth
260 at the end of that time, or 72 cents per
100 pounds for bis grain instead of 52 cents.
By keeping the animal for a longer period and
iicreasing its weight the farmer would derive

o profit in the same proportion, The railway
companies charged freight in carload lots of
cattlo, which amount to 19} per cent of the
value, whilo on buttor and cheeso the rates
aré notably lower, ouly 6 per cent of thevaluo
of theso preducts being charged on ordinary
lots, and whero the goods are for export tho
rates ara conriderably lower. On the subject
of immigration he said: If the farmers of
the ecastorn provinces and the older launds
knew tho advaniages that were afforded by
our soil and climate tho problem would be to
koop them out, for nothing short of bodily
force would prevent thom from flocking in
to sharo tho grand advantages presented by
our fertile prairies,

Mr. Angus Kirkland, in replying to ** Oar
Banking and Financial Interests,” seid that
his subject was ono fraught with much 1nter-
est. ‘The banking facilities possessod by
Winnipeg are unsurpasied by any city of its
sizo in this world, and cur clearing house
trapsactions for the past year gave us the
fourth place of Canadian cities, agaregating
$55,000,000. Mr. Kirklands remarks woro
brief but well chosen, and were received with
applause.

Geo. F. Galt responded tothe “Commer-
cisl and Mnnufaoturini Interests.”” He
touched briefly on the history of commerce
in Manitoba and was happy to have to state
that his conviction, founded on actual con-
ditions of trade, was that we have passed the
experimental stage of development. Oar
commercial institutions stand to-day ona
sound and stable basis, and their future is
assured. In early days the farmers had to
strugglo against the high rates of interest
pard by poor settlers who came here without
sufficient funds to begin operations and were
forced to borrow at the then prevailing rates,
Buw now, happily, such a condition of things
is almost unknown, The high prices of all
necessaries of life was also a powerful brake
to progress in the early years. but present
prices are as reasonable as in any part of the
world. He was proud of our railways and
proud of the men who man: them, thosg
roads are monuments to Canadian energy and
onterprise § he was proud of the railway that
can carry hides for 1,400 miles over its own
rails, We require more railwavs, competition
in raxlways; we want the Hudson's Bay
railway, and we aro bound to have it. The
importance of the dairying interests could not
be overestimated. With & properly organized
cold storage system available to our deirymen
and atock raisers, the trade of Manitoba and
tho Northwest in butter, cheess and
dressed meats, would increass with nn-
paralleled rapidity. He differed with kis
hounorable friend, Mr. Greenway, inasmuch
as he regarded any scheme for the develop-
ment of the west—be it a scheme of irriga~
tion in Alberta, the improvemoent of navi-
gation of the Red river, or the buiiding of a
railway to Hudson's Bay—if such enterprise
was legitimate and celcalatod for the general
good of this great northwest, as something
that every citizen was bound to support.
Tho people in the east were blind to their
own interests when they opposed the develop-
meont of our great western country, With
half & continent of agriculture, mineral and
timber lands, with our teeming fishesies and
overy ratural advantage, there could be no
question s to the grand future in store for
the Canadian west.

J. H. Ashdown, speaking to the same toast,
dwelt upon the fact that despite the depre-
ciated value of wheat Manitoba had been sble
to hold her own. It was important that we
should establish factories that would give
employment to numbers of citizens and would
tend to keep the money of the people within
the province.  Apart from ﬂouriniand oat-
meal mills we have already established about
one hundred factories of wvarious kinds,
and the policy of our people should be
to encourago - theso home industries

and take steps for the establishmont
of others. The spruze and poplar of Lake
‘Winnipeg might be used to groat advantago
in tho manufacture of paper pulp, Tho
coarso grains and damaged wheat could, he
was informed, bo made into brandy success-
fully. Sts. ch could also be manufactured
from the over-abundance of potatces with
which we are blesscd. The manufacture of
leather goods offurs a favorable oponing to the
capitaliei. These were a fow of the possibili-
tics; there were many others that would sug-
asu themselves to his hearers and he hoped

{010 many years to soe Winnipeg & city of
tall chimneys and busy workshops.

Mr. Stophen Nairaspoke to the *Grain and
Produce Interests,” Last year Manitoba
raised 60,000.000 bushels of grain, off less
less than 2,000,000 acres. Twonty-five thou-
sand farmers, scattored far and wide over the
prairie, produced this immense and magnifi-
cent crop, How much better would it have been
it ono section of the provinco, say that lying
between Winnipeg and Portage la Prairio,
which comprises over 2,000,000 acres, of as
fruitiul land as can be found in the wide
world, produced that crop. What a crop -
would we have produced if the whole province
had beon under cultivation, instead of only a
small proportion? Although our farmers
have cauge to rail against tho freight charges,
{reight rates for grain have been very materi-
ally lessoned in tho past ten years. The low
pr.ces of grain havetended to militateagainst
our prosperity, and the lower prices which
are obtained by farmers for their dama
grain, have also served to reduce the profits
of grain culture. Tho speaker gave some
practical hints in the treatment of wheat to
prevent smut, and dwelt on the imyortance
of farmers devoting the utmust care to their
sced grain so a3 to prevent injury to their
crops.

At this point F. W, Mathewson. the presi-
dent-olect, proposed the health of R. T Riley,
the retiring president. He complimented the .
board in having had the valuable se:vices of
Mr. Riley during the past year and pzid a
graceful compliment to that gentloman’s
storling qualities as a business man.

‘* The City of Winnipeg ** was replied to
by Mayor Jamieson in an eloquent address. He
alluded to past differences and misunder-_
standings which had sgometimes arisen
between the city council and the board of
trade, differences which were sure to occur
betweon such bodies even when they had at
heart the development of the city and its in-
stitutions. Those differences were meroly of
opini~n ae to the better methnd to be adopted
to attain o certain end. The future success
of Winnipeg depended largely on the hearty
co-operation of the board of trade with the
council and he hoped that all their future
relotions would be harmonious and produactive
of the general progress and welfare. The
Imperial government was’expenc” g millions
to provide transportation by rail and water
in Africa. Might we not reasonably expect
that it would see the necessity of assisting us
in the same way in building the Hudson's
Bay railway, which is an Imperial a3 well as
& Canadian necessity.

The company then joined in singing ‘¢ Auld
Lang Syne,”” and dispersed at 12.80 o'clock.

The Fur Trade Review says: The London
sales have shown an improvement in Ameri-
can furs, indicating a better state of -affairs
than was supposed to exist, It should be
remembered that articles which advanced—
muskrat, for instance—were very low in
price, and that caution shonld be exercised in
buying to avoid an unreasonable increase
in values prior to the more important March
sales.

Anstralian Wh&;t Grop Short.

The London Millers’ Gazetts, of January 8,
says of the Australian crop in Victoria the
yield of wheat this season is estimated at
only o minute fraction over four bushels per
acre, tho smallest yield ever known in the
colony. The area of the crop is estimated at
1,510,000 acres and the total produce at
6,080,500 bushels, or 1,849,500 bushels less
than the probable consumption, including
ssad. [herefore, Victoria, instead of the
usual surplas of 5,000,000 to 7,000,000 bushels
will have a deficiency. In South Australia
also, the yield just after harvest began was
expected to be only four bushels per acre, and
& surpius of 1,000,000 bushels was regarded as
an outside cstimate. The New South Wales
cropis put st not more than 54 bushels per
acro, and tho deficiency, which was 1,824,675
bushels last season, will be fully 5,000,000
bushofs this year. Already, wheat has boan
imported from California, and other cargoes
aro on their way. The Queensland crop is
described as an utter failure, and at least
1,500,000 will have to be imported, Thus,
for the the first time in a great number of
years, tho Australian continent will not be
self-supporting in respect of wheat. New

Coal Supply of the World.

Coal wns first discovered in the United
States, in Rhode Island, in 1768--that is, in
one of tho Stites into whic.. practically all
tho coal used is imported. Coal mining was
begun at Pittsburg bofore it was tried in
Rhodo Jsland. Fifty years ego the throo coal
producing States of the country were Penn-
sylvania, Virginia and Rhode Island. There
isa very closs relation, political economist
have not failed to notice, between conl and
maunufactures, and in the expansion of t}m
manufacturing interests of civilized countries
during the present century the rate of in-
croase in supply of coal, taking, of course,
those manufactures into which steam power
enters. .

At the head of all the coal-producing zoun-
tries of the world is Great Britain, with a
yearly averago of about 180,000,000 tons. At
tho head of the countries using steam power
for purposes other than railway traction is
Great Brituin, also.  Second of the coal pro-
ducing countries are tho United States, with
a yearly average of 140,000,000 tors, and the
United States aro also second in respect of
steam power exclusive of railroads, Third in
production of coal, 100,000,000 tons a year,
and also third in steam power for manufac-
tures is Germany, and France is fourth.
Russia comes fi‘th, the increaso of the ccal
production of the Russian empire having been
veory marked daring tho last few years. It
doubled from 1875 to 1835, and nearly doubl-
ed from 1835 to 1835. Among political
economists it is pretty generally admitted
that the dearth of coal in Italy is one of the
chief barriers to a material development of
manufactures which would otherwix, be
suflicient to put that country in a position of
groater prominence in the commercial
world. There is thosame trouble to be found
in Spain, though Spain furnishes some of the
coal required for domestic uso. Srme 25,000,
000 tons of cval minedin Eoglaud areannual-
ly oxported to European courtries which
eithor have no-coal supply or mine an
amount inadequate to their necis. France,
Italy and Spain receive a very large share of
this imported coal. Soma, too, goes to Egypt,
and some to Canada. A table which receutly
appeared in Eagland makes this subdivisivn
of 150,009,000 tons annually mined : Used in
meanufactures, 55,000,000 tons a year; for
domestic purposes, cooking aud heating,
40,00C,000 tons; for railway locomotives nud
for steamships, 20,000,000 tons; for gas or
water works (particularly gas works), 20.-
000,000 tons, and for mining, 15,000,600
tons. .

The goneral extevsion and utilization of
the electric current has diminished the de-
mand for coal in many parts of the United
States, aud the utilization of natural gas, in
the natural gas bolt, has had a liko effect.
Ono paradox connected with the production

and the use of coal in the Unitod Statas has
como up for disoussion again at the Atlanta
Exposition, where many of the Southern
speakers have been pointing out 83 peculiar
the fact that hundred of thousands of tons
aro transported from Southern ports to Now
England ports for use in Yankeo factories,
and that the prodacts of such factories are ip
turn sold to the States and districts from
which comes not only the coal, but also
tho cotton.—Boston Journal of Commerce.

United States Winter Wheat Gcops.

Tho snow covering for wheat hes been light
or none at all in different parts »11 winter,
It is not possible to know the fuil effect of
such open weather until the time for the
plant to begin to grow in the spring. Pass
oxperionce teaches that wheat is winter kill-
ed whon there is an absence of snow during
the wintor period. At one time. for somo
ten days, there was snow in Ohio, Indiana
and Illinois, with the ground uncovered before
and afterit. JIowa. Missouri, and Kansas
have been bare all winter, excepting the late
fow days, when they were covered witha
light snow, in many parts being only a trace.
As sich & winter never passed without groat
injury to the wheat plant, it is only to bo
expected that there is great harm now.

The condition of winter wheat 1n this coun-
try is thereforo most assuredly in an uneatis-

- factory stato. The fixing of per cent. of con-

dition like say 79.3, ete., as compared with a
full crop, is too fine for practice although
correct in theory. It is practical facts that
people have to face and not theories. The
main trouble now i3 the uncertainty of the
effect of all this winter of too little snow or
none. Counsidernble of the time even Wis-
con<in and Michigan were bare, and Pennsyl-
vania, West Virginia and Kentucky have
beon without any., with very little in
Nebraska. The wiater wheat crop cannot be
a big crop, with indications of a hight one.—
Minneapolis Market Record.

Hontreal Grocery Market.

The sugar market is somowhat excited, and
the strong feeling that has prevailed for the
past two or three weeks still continues, In
fact, it is more pronounced than ever, still
higher prices being looked for in the near
future. Advices from abroad on the raw
article noted & further advance. ‘There has
been no further change here in values for the
refined article, and tho impression is that
there won't be until Now York responds to
the tho advance in raws. The demand here

- for refined from refiners has been limited,

and business has been guiet, owing: to-the
fact that large buyers ar. protty well supplied
for the. present, but as soon a3 they rawvork off
present stocks, an active trade is looked for

Granulated has sold at 4fc in 250 barrel lots,

and over; 4 11-I6c in 100 barrol lots, and 43¢
in smaller quantitics. Yellows range from
83c to 4ic, as to quality, at the factory.

Tho stock of syrups in refiners' hands has
boon reduced of late, and the offerings are
small. The market iz firm. but values are
unchanged at 13 to 28e per 1b, as to quality,
at tho factory.

The market for molasees has been quiet,
The demand being only for smali lote. The
fevling, however, 1s very firm, in sympathy
with the strong advices from primary mar-
kets, ard values aro f1lly maintained. Br-
badoes are selling at 87c; Porto Rico, at 85¢,
aud N. O. at 25 to 85¢.

The demand for rico continues fair, and
tho market i3 moderately active, with no
change n prices ta note. The following
quotations are what millers sell ac:—Japan

Thoe demand is up t the averaze
for tho season. and the market is fairly aec-
tive, The following quotations are what
jobbers can buy at only :—Penaog black pep-
per, 6 to 74c; white pepper, 10 to 12)¢; cloves,
73 to 9c; cassin. 84 to 9ic; nutmegs, 60 to 90c;
and Jamaica Ginger, 15} to 18}c.

There has been no change in soffee, the
market having ruled quiet. and business
principally of a jobbing character. Wequnte :
Maracaibo. 19 to 20¢; Rio, |8 to 183c; Java,
2% to 27¢; Jamaica, 174 to 184c, and Macha,
273 to 80c.—Gazette, Feb. 1.

Drassed Besf.,

Tho dressed meat market i3 in a very de-
pressed state at present, says the Montreal
Trade Bulletin. Dealorsstate that they have
never known prices to be so low in tho history
of dressed beef, Cattle sold here during the
Iatst three markels at lower prices tnan was
ever known for the quality at this or any
other season of the year. Nics heifers, aver-
aging 116u 1bs., sold at $2.25 to $2.30 per
bundred pounds. This is about 1}c lower
than was paid & year agn, when prices were
considered 1idiculously low. The lamb mar-
ket is alro glutted, best lambs, which were
sellivg at 7c two wesks ago, are now down to
6c. An experimont has been tried by a
western shipper, by shipping a carload of
dressed beef to this market by a rehiigerator
car; but it is stated that he will bosadly
disappointed " when he recives his account
sales, which will bevery small, owing to the
depressed state of the market, and deslerssay
the expériment - has proved a failure in a
financial way. Best dressed beef carcass are
selling at bo, which brought 6c & year ago.
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Proposed Tusolvency Bill,

An Ottaws telegram says: Mr. Martin's
insotvency bhill, which was introduced in the
houso this afternooa, provides for a trader or
producer being declared insolvent on applica-
tion of a ereditor before a julgo, for an oquit-
able distribution of assets, for tho abolition
of proferential claims, for the selection of
liquidation hy creditors, for a governmend
discharge of an insolvent, for making othors
than tho insolvent partics to ar investigation,
for instance. an insolvent's wife, otc. Mr.
Martin explained tho bill at great !cngth, and
a long discussion ensued, in w}ngh saveral
members took part. Hon. Mr Davies opposed
the bill flatly. He said wholesale merchauts
were behind it, and ho did net boliove the
evila complainet of were auﬁ!_cxent.ly .w\de-
spread to demand ~uch legislation. Prior to
1850 there had been a similar law on the
statute book, but it had been.repouled, owing
to the difficulty of enforcing it.

The anpual meeting of the Wionipeg
board of trade was held on Tuesday afternoon,
In the sbsenco of president R. T. Riley, who
was obliced to be absent toattend the annual
meeting ot the Canadian Fire [usurance com-
papy.

G. F. R. Harris, Canada Permanent Loan and
Mortgage Co.; W. M. Fisher, Western Can-
ada Lnan Co.; and J. B, Somerset, of the
Freo Press,

The president’s annual report was read by
the secretary, and ordered tobe printed 1n‘the
official report. The seventconth annual
report of the council was also 1aid before the
meoting in printed form aad adopted. More
oxtended reference will be given to the presi-
dont’s address and the report of the council,
in the special number of The Commercial, to
be issued in a few days.

Flax in tha?nited States.

Flax growing is now reviving, but it is not
by any moaus a new industry in this coun-
try, as some may supposo : It is realiy one of
the oldest crups, and in New Eogland it
formnad the staplo articles of clothing for a
quarter of a century or more. ‘T'he old
spinning-wheets, flaxbrakes, and hatchels
have all be’n relegated to the attic. but new
machinery promises to bxin; the old product
into general use in, lax-growing was
formgrely abaudunné%ain New E%:')Iandgwhen
the cotton crop in the south became solarge
that cotton goods were sold to the farmers
much cheaper than they could make thom
out of flax. The crop was exhausting to the
soil, and the growers soun discovered that it
was economy to raise cornand other products
and buy the Caroline cotton goede or Earo-
pean linen.

For a considerable period after the intro-
duction of cotton goods flax fell into goneral
neglect as a farm product, and the old flax
ponds or brooks, where the farmers rotted the
straw of the parish, were abandoned. Then
ceme another period when the demand for
flaxseed oil and linseed meal (made from flax-
seed) made it profitable for farmers to raise
flax again on their farms. But tho industry
nover received much notice in New England,
where tho price of Virgin soil was high, but
in the western States large acreages were do-
voted to the crop. Their rich virgin soil
could bohad for a small sum, and onoe crop
was considered as good as another as far as
exhausting the land was concerped. Flax
growing has consequontly boen carried on
ever since in the West upon newly-broken
sod. It has been raised for its seed, or for
long staplofiber. For the latter object it has
to bo pulled before the speds are ripe, anda
double profit cannot be realized from it in
consequence. But when ruised for fibrelia
the flax is allowed toripen its seod so that the
straw and seed both bring in a fair profit to
the grower.

In tho west tho flaxseed is sown broadcast
for the fiber at the rate of two bushels to the
acre, and all tho cultivation given to it is
that to keep down the weeds until the leaves
shado the ground. The plants are zllowed to
ripen their seeds and then the straw is pulled
up in small bundles for drying. The socds
aro threshed out a good dcal as an ordinary
farmer would thresh his oats or wheat, that
is, with & flail or with a machine thresher,
tho latter being tho more desirable, as it does
not injure the straw so much. Some still
resort to the **rotting’’ process, so common
in carly New Eogland days. The bundles
aro taken to the shallow pond or brook and
stood in it with the butts downward. After
standing thero for five or ten days tho .ore
will come out of the fiber when the stocks are
broken. Whenrotted sufficiently the bundles
aro taken out with & pitchfork and stood up
todrein and dry.

Tho next process 18 that called ** grassing.”
Tho stalks aro sproad out upon the grass and

turned over onco or twice a day for a week.
This improves the color of the fibar. The

' breaking " procass which follows is done by
a sot of fluted rollers, and the ** hatoholling
by o machino that soparates the fino and

. conrso fibres. Now and improved machinery

has been invonted for all these purposes, and
some factories take tho flax direct from t'io
farmers bofore the rotting and bleaching pro-
cosses have taken place. A good crop of flax
will produce 600 pounds of fibro to thoacre.
Sold in the open market, this moans abont
$70 per acro.

Bat flax seod is oxhausting to the soil, and
after it has grown two or three years on one
fiold, a period of from five to cight yecars
should elapse before another crop is planted.
The soil has to be heavily manured, from 4w
to 600 pounds of mineral fertilizers being re-
quired each year to tho acre, besides barn-
yard and othor manures. Potash and phos-
phorio acid are the chief ingredients that the
slc‘)ilbroquiros to produce good flax.—Now York
Tribunoe.

Australia:n Wine.

According to an Egglish journs!, Austral-
ian wine is making conciderable headway
in England. The matter was taken seriously
in hand by the governmont of South Aus-
tralia in 1894, and in that year over 10,000,-
000 vioes were planted. In thatyear also tho
colonial government established a bonded de-
pot in Eondon to which the wines could be
consigned, and where they could by matured
before being placed on the market with what
is practically a government gurantee. Seven-
teen hundred hogsheads were imported it
18935, representing a contribution to the
customs of over £3,000.

fiood Export Demand for Dattle.

The demand for export cattle is remarkably
ﬁood compared with the inquiry in other

irections. For the past few wasks exporters
have bought more cattle here thun ever before
at this time of year and bave succecded in
demoralizing the trade in Epgland. When
prices decline so that there will no longer bea
profit in shipping them, of course business
will decreass. Home supplies in Eogland
have not been excessive, but the receipts from
both thiscountry and Argentina havo been
roore than sufficiont to supply the demand at
London and Liverpool. Besides, there has
been an unusual amount of dressed meat sent
across the Atlantic, and supplies from Now
Zealand bave also been heavy. All these
things make a good reason for the recent
dechine.—Chicago Drover's Journal,

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Lowsr Discounts Asked For.

Merchants are complaining of presont rates
of discount on their commercial papor boing
too high in the nresent oprch of excessive
competition and diminutive profits. Sixand
soven per cent. on four and six months’
papor they argue is too much. and they sug-
gest that carrent rates be roduced to 5 and 6
per cont. They claim that presont rates are
exorbitant, and act as a barrior to legitimato
business; and that tho shareholders of our
banks should not receive such a largo share
of profits in theso hard times. Tbe Trade
Bulletin has repeatedly made the statement
that the time is coming when owners of bank
stocks, who, asa rule, are of the woll—po~do
class, will of rocessity heve to be satisfied
with less rates of interest. Thore can bo no
doubt that many of our mercharts are pass-
ing through trying times, audany small
concessions on the part of bankers would be
of great beuefit to the commercial commuuity.
—Moutreal Trade Bulletin.

British Trade in 1895.

The Londun Daily Financial Timessays.
«The returns for the last month of the old
year show that the marked improvement in
our fureign trade noticeable since June has
beon well mainted. Imports have advanced
£3,897.000, or 107 per cent., while exports
have improved £1,678,00, or 9.5 per cent.
These gains are equal to the average of the
provious five months, and must be regarded
as quite satisfactory. It is, however, with
the trade of the year that we are now more
concorned than with the month's results.
Looking back over this period it will be saen
that up to the end of June there will be little
or no impruvement in business. Trado was
fluctuating. up one month and down_ the
noxt, but with no decided tendency either
way. ‘Thero were, however, indications that
we wore drawing near to the turning poiut,
and in TJaly it came. In that month there
was o remarkable increase both in uxpirts
and imports, and the improvement has since
been continued,

+ Tt was in 1891 that the effect of the modi-
fiod tariff in the United States made itself
felt, and this has beon in a still greater de-
greo tho cass during the past year. Our
oxperts to the Uuited States for tho twelve
moaths have undergone & wonderful expan-
sion, and this fact should certainly tend to
produce a feeling of amity towards our
American cousins, who have proved them-
selves to ba sach good customers, Takoas
an oxample woolens and worsteds, which ars
reprosentitive articles of export to America.
The total valuo of those exports for 1891
amoanted to £1,535,00); last vear thoy came
to no less than £3 29309, or, roughly spaak-
ing, the trado was quadrupled.

«“Ja like manner the shipments of
linon ruse from £20S1.000 to £2,199,-
000. and of cotton picce goods from
L£LOTHN)  to  £1.589,000. In  many
other articles of export, suzh as woolen aud
linen yarns, carpets hardware and cutlery,
apparel, pig-iron, railread iren, certain steel
manfactures, ote., vo did a Jar.oly increased
business with America, and the chief falling
off was in tin-plates, which after long ondea-~
vors,they areat lust beginning to manufacture
in carnet on tho other side of the of the At-
lantic, though it 15 questionable whether the
industry is as yevon a paying basis. Some
idea of the injury which will bo inflicted on
British trade if the tarifl in tho Uuited States
be agaiu raised may bo gathered fiom theso
figuros. i

*TUndoubtedly the most discouraging feat-
uro of the expurt trade last yoar was the
heavy docline in shipments of cotton pioco

s to British India. Itisa very bigtrado
—in fact, onoof the mostimportant of ourout-
ward commerce. The total oxports of thisclass

for 1891 amounted to no less than £19,270,000,
while last yoar they fell to "£18,688.000.
Thors were ssveral reasons fur this deeline. |,
Tho markots at the ond of 189% were uver-
stocked in anticipation of taxation, and the
imposition of the five per cont. duty cortain-
ly tended to check imports, and also to a
certain oxtent to stimulate native maunufac
tures. In additivn, tho lessened expurts of
the chiof Indian products, due to low prices
and foreign competition, must also in some
degreo have diminished the purchasing power
of the Indian people.

“The disturbances in the Turkish empire
counsiderably reduced our exports uf thiscloss
to that market, and Egypt and one or two
other countries alsu took less of us. Oa the
other hand, we did a botter trade with Ghina,
Japan. Chili, Argontina, South Africa, the
United States, Contral America. Australasia,
etc., so that the total dechne in shipments
only amounted to 83,505,000 in value. The
diminttion in this class of textile exports
was, however, more than made up for by in-
creased shipments of woollens, worsteds,
lineus, yaras, etc., so that on balance textiles
show an advance of £5,898,000

** Metals aud machinery aed mill-work ad-
vanced by about a couple of million sterling.
South Africa took nearlv half a million ster-
ling in mioiwug machinery,or more than double
the quantity of the previous twelve months,
and we shipped to various countries consid-
erably larger quantities of copper, hardware.
pig irun, itun wice, gailvanized and sheetiron,
etc. In tin plates and agricultural machinery
a declino occutred, and there issome fear that
in the last mentioned item our rivals are
getting ahead of us, particularly as rogards
the light agricultural implements suited to
new countries which the United States manu-
facturers’ are very successful in producing.
In “all other articles’ there is an advauco for
the year of £3,872,00v, principally in such
thingsas earthonware, arms and ammuunition,
cycles, rubber. paperand stationery, saddlery
and harness, skins. wouls, etc., extending over
agreat varioty of industrics.

*‘In the imports for the year the leading
feature is an advancoe of no less than £3,700,-
000 in manufectured arucles. We have
already referred to the increasing compoti-
tion of these goods in the home market. and
the tendency stilt continues. A considerable
porportion of such articles are ‘“inade in
Germany,” and they have forced their way
here by reason of their cheapness, in spite of
that very equivocal distinction. After recent
events we cannot help thinking that ** made
in Gormary” will be less of a recommenda-
tion than ever. As regards food supplies,
wo imported moro wheat than in 1893, but
less wheat-meal and flour. Thoe United States
still heads the list as our source of wheat
supply, but this timo 1t is closoly fyllowed by
Russia. Argontine making a bad third. while
the British East Indies and Australasia con-
siderably iucreased their expurts of this
class.

In sugars the heavy fall in values affected
the tutal import, the amuant failing from
£3,347,000 to £8,274,000, although tho quan-
tity imported camo to 2,700,000 cwts more.
Germany was a severe looser by this declino.
Except fur & large advance in imports of
frozen meat, there is littlo worthy of notein
tho variations of our other food imports. In
raw matenials there was an tucrease of
£1,169,000, wool figuring very largely, as
also flax, bat there was a falling off 1n tho
quantity of raw cotton imported, and & stll
greater contraction in value. In tho tran-
shipment business, whici has been lagging a
littlo during tho past fow months, picked up
again in Decomber, and for the whole year
oxhibits an advancs of £2,088,000.

The only important decline in imports was
under tho head of miscellaneous articles, and
is mainly in scods, cotton, flax, ectc. Alto-
gother, tho rotrospect of the year's tradeis

very encouraging, A period of hesitation
and uncertainty during the first half of the
twolve months was followed by a really
remarkable revival, extonding to nearly every
leading branch of manufacture, with the
single exception of cotton-spinning.  Pricos,
indeed, are still very low, but monoy and
raw materials aro cheap, and, on the whole,
manufacturers and shipper2 hava littlo to
complain of.

If thero is not an upheaval in the political
world, we may reasonably hopo that from the
second half of 1895 we may date the com-
mencemont of a cycle of improved business,
Butter still 131t to find that Britieh tradesull
holds its own in the world’s markets, in spito
of the much-vaunted German and other com-
petition.
