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RELIGIOUS BOOKS.

LTHOUGH Canada very liberally
A supports several large bookselling

houses, dealing almost exclusively
in books religious or of a religious tenden- y,
there does not appear to be the active inter-
est taken by the retail wrade generally in
publications of this character, and too fre-
quently we find the most unattractive portion
of a book-ellers' store devoted to the stock of
this nature, and only an indolent interest
betrayed in its behalf. We find various, yet
not insurmountable, objections urged against
a cultivation of such a class of business,
and the most common one, that of nece-sary
discounts, seems to be the great bugbear.
In what other lines of bookselling are dis-
counts not necessary ? List prices on any
save net books are to-day scarcely ever ob-
tained, and yet these same reasons are not
employed by the dealer when discussing
other lines of bookselling.

If the trade in religious books has been
driven to the bonk centres, it is largely an
outcome of the lack of careful interest and
cultivation on the part of the local book-
selier. Right here comes the solution in
part of the Sunday school library difficulty.
The church trade properly cultivated wiil
run through local trade channels much more
readily than any other class if the dealer
aims to supply the various kinds promptly
and correctly, and the difference between
trade and retail discounts 1s sutliciently

large to admit of a very profitable class of
business being obtained and maintained.
As a natutal consequence, thosc buyers are
alimost invariably the ones chosen by a
school to select reading matter for the schol-
ars. And what more natural than that they
should seek the source of supply where their
individual requirements have becn most
satisfactorily met. A large stock is not
necessary, and the publishing house will not
be slow to recognize and support any mem-
ber of the trade who seeks to build up and
localize this, the best class of bookselling.

It is beyond a doubt that Canada offers a
market unsurpassed by any other country,
population cansidered, for the sale of a
highly moral and religious class of litera-
ture, and the dealer who by his eflorts suc-
ceeds in building up such a trade has the
double satisfaction of having a profitable,
prompt paying class of customers, and of cir-
culating literature calculated to build up the
community,

Further, in no line of thought are new
books more anxjously sought or more
eagerly purchased than in those devotional
and religious, and from a casual dropper-in
the dealer will find those in every community
who will become regular customers,

If, then, in seeking new avenues for eneryy
the bookseller will givea careful considera-
tion to the religious book trade. he will, we
safely venture, not find that energy mis-
placed.

EATON'S BOOK DEPARTMENT.

N Toronto there is a big diy goods store
owned by The T. Eaton Co., Ltd., and
this dry goods store possesses a book

counter which does a rattling big business.
T'he books sold are of the cheap variety, be-
cause most of the people who buy do so ac-
cording 10 price, not according to the ment
of the book.  Still they have some purchas-
ers who ate very discerning.

For example: Last Friday, this great
company advertised ** Ships That Pass in
the Night," at five cents. \Vell, the whole-
sale price in the city varies from twelve to
fifteen cents, and of course there was money
in them for somebody at fivecents. A bright
youny man saw the advertisement and he
went up and picked up the entire stock
ten copies--and paid his fifty cents  Then
took them away and sold them at fificen
cents each.

Some more examples : Nearly every small
bookseller in Toronte goes regulatly to
Ea‘on's and buys his stock, whenever he can
buy it at less than wholesale. Ifhe 15 asked
the regular who'esale price, he prefers to
place his order with the regular wholesaler,
but he buys with avidity whenever Eaton's
prices are below cost.

The Eaton Co. ate supposed tu sell below
cost for advertisement purposes ; yet about
two-thirds ¢f thestock sold atthis price goes

into the hands of the other booksellers, and
hence The Eatou Co. pay for advertiving
which they never get.

This is an example of itensely slick bus-
ness methods, It is also an example of the
fact that large stores, hke vorporations, have
no souls; and puisue a vourse of unrelenting
and selfish cutting which is disastrous to
established tracde.  “T'he slack business meth-
ods are not neviable, but they are very
likely to existin g very large business. This
indiscriminate cutting is a feature which s
also not inevitable, and which has really no
part in the methods of conducting a large
retail store of the kind managed by the ‘I,
Eaton Co., T'aronto

Noone objects to the laryge houses selling
at close margins, but when they have a
small stock of a book which 1s much in de.
mand, and they cut the price down below
cost, clean out ther stock and get in no
more (they sold ** Heavenly Twins" at 210,
they are simply doing something which in-
jures legitimate trade and does themselves
no good.

The part that the departmental store will
play in the future is an economic question,
too vague and toolarge forpresent di cussion,

MAY WAS QUIET,

General business during May was very
quiet if the bank note circulation is any cri-
terionn.

During last month it dechined $1.530,000,
and at the cnd of May stood at $28,467,000,
the lowest figure for this penod n many
years, as the following comparative state-
nment shows -

Of course owing to the general decline of
prices during the past year, the circulation
of 1894 is undoubtedly e¢qual to the circula-
tion of 1887. This is an important con-
sideration when companng distant dates.

Stifl the bank reports which have been
pablizhed during June show that nearly all
the banks have done an ncreascd busines.
for the twelve wonths ending Junc 1st, 1844,
and have made a good p ofit.  Most of
them have also increased their reserve
funds, and hence a bank panic s unhkely
yea, impossible.

POSTMASTERS NOT TO RETURN
UNOELIVERED CIRCULARS.

I'here s a post oflice texulation which pet-
uuts business men and others 1o puton ther
envelopes a prnted 161051 10 postimastets
to return withinso many days if not delivered
or caled for  This 1ezulaton was onginally
intended 1o apply to letters only, but the
Post Office Departinent for many vears has
been quict lenient 1n this respect and re-

turned all such correspondence to the ad-
dress given whether it was on a sealed en-
velope, circular or sample package. The
large amount of matter that it has recently
been necessary to handle inthis way was
recently brought to the attention of the Post
Office Departiment at Ottawa, and 1t was
decided to enforce the regulations. [Post-
masters throughout Canada are now required
to refuse to forward all articles other than
letters posted bearing the request to return
if not called for. [f business men insist upon
sending them through the ails the authori-
ties will forward them to the Dead l.etter
Office and an extra charge will be made
for their return. 1t 1s very necessary there-
fore that business men everywhere should
observe tinus regulation, otherwise their mat-
ter will go to the Dead Le ter Office. Letters
of course will be forwarded as usual.

FROM AN EDINBURGH PRESS.

OME of the best books on Canadian
booksellers’ shelves are from the press
of Oliphant, Anderson & Ferrier,

Edinburgh. This firm’s imprint stamps a
book as being wosthy of attention, and as
being possessed of greater or less merit.

* Confidential ‘Talks with Young Men,” is
the title of a great hook by Lyman B, Sperry,
M.D., an American.  Jt presents certain
knowledge in a form calculated to keep
down their prurence and to call out! rever-
ence

The *Second Series" of Alexander
Whyte's Bunyan characters has been issued,
and judging frtem the success of the first
volume, the se ond should do well. Ignor-.
ance, Luttle-faith, Atheist, Hope'ul, Old
Honest, and Christian are a few of the char-
acters described ; while the book closes with
three descriptions : 1. The Enchanted
Ground ; 2. The Land of Beuldh ; and
3. The Swelling of Jordan.

“ Pleasant Places, or Words to the
Young,* by R. 5 Duff, is a splendid book
for children. It is published uniform with
“ Golden Nails.” ‘The book is a collection
sutable for girls and boys, and three of these
addiesses are on Tasmania.

“A Penny Catechism of the Sacraments,”
by the Rev. Alexinder Miller, has passed
nto its third edition,

* I'he Silver Bulle,” by P. Hay Huner,
and ** The Cuise That Came Home,” by
Jessie K Lawson, are two excellent books,
which will be found reviewed elsewhere in
this 1ssue.

** Her Day of Service” 15 an excellent
book, by Fdward Garrett.  Speaking of this
avthors “At Any Cost,” the Greenock
Telegram says  ** There is a peculiar ongin-
alty and force in everything that proceeds
from the pen of s gifted wiiter : but in the
present wotk she reaches an unusu.lly high
standard of excellence. Kdward Garrett is
a great preacher, with more sound doctrine
1 her novelties than is to be found in a good
many sermons of the regulation pattern,”
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THE HEAVENLY TWINS.

ARAH GRANDY'S latest book, “The
Heavenly Twins,! has scored an enor-.
mous success. Inits cloth edition nt

had a big sale, and now that the Cassell
I'ub. Company have issued a paper edition
at 3o cents, the sale has increased in this
country and over 2,000 copies have already
been sold.

The book itsell contains a great deal of
matter, much of it being very taiie reading
—for a man. The author tries to impress
one with the idea that man is a brute in so
far as regards his treatment of women. T'lus
may be 30, yet neither the * brute” nor the
“bruted” are going to believe. For this
reason the bnok seems like the vaporings of
an educated and brany crank  the one-idea
ctank - rather than the delicate and precise
statement of a case by a broad-minded
student of human affairs. Of Evadne's
father she says : * He was one of those men
who believe emphatically that a woman
should hold no opinion which is not of mas.
culine origin.” Again, she makes him say :
¢ Only confusion ccmes of women thinking
for themselves on social subjects ; you must
let me decide all such matters for you, or
you must refer them to your husband when
you come under his control.” Certainly such
language from a man is offensive ; but only
one man in a thousand would utter such
sentiment, and that one doesn't live on this
side of the Atlantic. \What may be true of
one man should not be set down as true of
the whole male race  This is where Madame
Grand is unfair.

Evadne is a queer character, but intensely
interesting—being a pretty maiden, as well
as intelligent. The *‘twins” were heavenly
because they cune to an oid couple late in
life, and have queer ideas and actions which
could only be--to the family and relations
heavenly. The title of the book should have
been *‘ Evadne,” because she is the leading
character, and because around her centres
most of the interest of the story.

THE BELMORE AND I1LLUS-
TRATED SERIES.

F there are two series more important
than the rest of those pubhished by
Lovell, Coryell & Co., they are the Bel-

more and the Ilustrated. Both contain the
works of such authors as J. M. Barrie, A.

(Ontario) where the names ** (General Brock,”
and ** Colonel Harvey” are sacred to those
who live in the fand bathed with such
heroes’ blood, will a book which tells of the
many litle exploits of that long struggie be
doubly welcome.

James Fitigibbon was a bold lrish lad,
and later a bold soldier of Her (racious
Majesty. \When the Americans were en.
camped at Stoney Creek he d sguised him-
sell as a farmer and penctrated their lines
with a basket of butter on his arm. ‘The re-
sult of his observations led to the midnight
attack which cost the Americans so dear and
bereft them of their two generals. Fitz.
gibbon was a noble fel'ow in many ways,
and, as an autograph letter of which a fac-
simile is to be found in the book thows, was

a personal friend of Sir Isaac Brock. Here
is an extract from one of Fitzgibbon’s letters
to his nephew : * Incalculable is the value of
a firm purpose and a determination not to be
defeited in one's pursuits.  If there be one
thingmore than another calcu'ated toennoble
the soul, it is the high faith in its own
power.” ‘This carefully written and interest-
iny personal history is illustrated by several
photographs which are valuable in them-
selves, Besides a portrait of Fitzgibbon,
a picture of Gage's house and another of
Stoney Creek battle ground appear. e
Cou's house at Beaver Dam and the officers’
quarters at the Old Fort, Toronto, are
amonyg the other photographs reproduced.
The facsimile of Isaac Brock’s autograph
letter makes the book of double value.

Lawson, whose maiden name was Mary J.
Katzmann, was otherwise well known as a
Nova Scotia poetess, and a }idy personally
much esteémed.

MONG Canadian writers no one is
A more favorably known than J. M.
Lemoine, the newly.e'ected Presi.
dent of the Rov:l Society of Canada. He
belongs to one of the oldest Canadian fam.
ilies, being a descendent of Jean LeMoyne,
who was a seigneur of three fiefs, and a near
relative of Charles 1.eMoyne, Baron of Lon.
gueuil. His house at Spencer Grange,
Sillery, is a literary man's paradise ; here
Mr. Lemoine has entertained some of the
most eminent writers and scholats of our
time. Dean Stanley, Charles Kingsley,
Howells, the historians Garneauand Ferland,
have all partaken of the hospitality of Spen-
cer Grange ; the late Francis Parkman was
a frequent visitor, and in the preface to
some of his works acknowledges the valu.
ableaid rendered him by Mr. Lemoine. For
over thirty years hardly a year has passed
that we have not to welcome some new pro-
duct of his pen in French or Engli-h. His
best known warks are Omithologie du Can-
ada(2vols.), Les Pecheries du Canada Maple
Leaves (5 vold.), L'Album du Touriste,
Chronic’es of the St. Lawre - ce, Quebec Past
and Present, Monographies et Esquisses,
and Pictuiesque Quebec, all works of great
historical value. In addition to these, Mr.
Lemoine has contributed numerous articles
to the magazines and the daily press. Im-
bued with deep love for the history and tra-
ditions of his country, his writings are re.
plete with graphic narratives of incidents
that have occurred during the old regime, as
well as stories of Canadian life and character
of more recent date. To tell the story of
our past is the chief delight of his life, and
he tells it nuthfully and impartially ; he jars
no feelings of race and creed, for Mr. Le-
moine's ideal is a Canada whose people
shall be neither English nor French but
Canadian. 1n conclusion, we may say thit
the Royal Saciety of Canada could not have
selected one more deserving of the honor of
president of that distinguished body than
the historian par excellence of the province
of Quebec.—- Montreal Star.

sionariesintothcinterior. Thefur companies,
carly settlements, the rebellions, Canadian
Pacifhc Railway, and other subjects relating
ta the history of the country are fully dealt
with down to the present day. At the pre-
sent time there is no complete historicat
record of the Northwe t publish-d, although
much has been written about the country,
and Mr. legg's work is not omly timely, but
will prove of great service as a means of re-
ference to those interested in that pait of the
Dominion. The history will be published in
three volumes, the first app=aring about
August nex-, and Mr. Begg is 1aking the
practical and sen<ible plan of making a per-

ADVANCK IN BRITISH TASTK.

ROM every s'gn around us, we feel,

says the Brtish and Colonial Printer

and Stationer, confident in advancing
the statement that under the impulse of a
promsed and esident revival of trade, the
minufactunng  stationery houses of this
country are tlns season making greater
efforts than usual to give their goods a pre-
Jdominating value both intrinsic and extrinsic.
We ate particularly glad to be able to em-
phasize this double point, because in past
days we have felt compelled to pay an al-
most gradging tribute to some of our foreign
competitors on the score of external beauty.
Mast often this Iatter quality has bLeen
fostered at the expense of more solid quah.-
ties, but even allowing for this, we, as a
nation, have not kept all the trade we might
hase done in our fingers bhecause we have
not suthaently studied superficials.  We
would llustrate it in this way  Given two
Chrstmas cards, one of Continental the
other of British make, and of equal retal
value ; the one produced upon a cheap
cnamel board, the other upon a bristol
board costiag  tifty to sixty per cent. more ;
the Contmental production being brilliantly
but superticially decorated, agamnst the Bet-
sh sohdity  of finish : public selection,
which so seldom looks below the surface,
would 1n the majunty of cases fall upon the
mote mercttnons sample  We should be
~or1y to see the very simplest of our British
matufactuies jose their intrmsic quality, but

we are heartily glad to note the much
greater and growing attention that is being
given to artistic effect among us. It has
been our one drawback undoubtedly. ‘This
year a study of samples and sample cases
convinces us that there is a pronounced ad-
vance in the direction of true delicacy of
taste and exterior finish about our goods.
This applies not only to the multitud.nous
lines in which lithography plays a part, but
in all d-partments of the fancy stationery
trade  We ate satisfied that it will have a
distinct influence upon the season's export
trade, for our Colonial and other distant
customers will be quick ta perceive it, and
when they once recognize that the British
manufacturer is giving themn values real and
apparent  good qualities and attractive ones

equal to or in advance of other nations,
we shall reap the benefits of extended trade.
In saying this we do not lose sight of the
fact that our wholesale houses largely re-
cruit their sto ks from Continental souices,
skimming the cream, as it were, from foreign
producers’ sample books. But we take a
species of national and pardonable pride in
recording that this year there will be less
room for nvidious comparison betneen
theirs and ours, even on the one ground of
supetficial finish,

FOUNTAIN PENS INSTEAD OF
THE LAW.,

It is rarely that a man deserts law for
mechanical putsuits, but in at least one in-
stance the result of so doing has been highly
advantageous. This was so in the case of
Paul E. Wirt, of Bloomsburg, who, soon
after his admission to the bar of Columbia
County, devoted his a‘tention solely 1o a
mechanical contrivance, which, after a
couple of years’ steady work, he succeeded
in perfecting. Ie held on to his patent
rights, and for a year aor so had the article
manufactured on h s own account. Then he
erected a factory in Dloomsburg, and at.
present manufactures every portion of the
useful little article that bears his name.
Mr. Wirt was at the Binghiam House yester-
day. Helooks as prosperous as he really
is, for his invention has netted him a large
fortune, and he is one of the substantial citi-
zens of his town. He says that he has never
regretted that he forsook the law, even
though he has lost his chance of wearing the
ermine. — Phi'adelphia Inguiter.
