SIR,-This miserable strife Over the wine of the

Eucharist was net only unknown to antiquity, but
never had an existence until long after some of us
were born. lhe late Moses Stuart, a man of learn-
ing, who maintained that our Lord, in instituting
the Sacrament, employed unfermented grape juice,
says . "The fact that the early Churches made use
of common wine stands unquestioned and unques-
tionable." He ailso tells us what te neant by weie.
"Wine is net properly wine in the usual and strict
sense ef Lhe %vord until it bas been fermented."
He admits the universality of the custon of min-
gling wine and water in the Eucharist, and thence
infers, "It must be conceded that the Ciurches in
general regarded it as probable that the Saiour
tad employed ferrnented 'wine." Dean Stanley.
in his "Christian Institutions," admits that this
custom iwas "beyond question, in accordance with
the universal practice of the ancient world. To
drink wine without iater wras like drinking pure
brandy now. 'l'be name for a drinking goblet wras
'ater, which means a mixing vessel. To this day
wine in nidern Grck is called krasi, 'the iixed.'
But it will be more satisfactory te all who desire
certain information on this subject to go direct to
ancient witnesses, and hear their testimony. justin
Martyr, ln bis Apolegy, A.D. 139 describing tlîe
ESueharistic rite, says, "Bread is brouglît, and a cul
of water and mixture" (i.e. wvine) as in Otto's trans.
lation, "poculum aqua et vini." Clemens Alexan-
drinus knew all the learning of his tine (A. 1). 190),
and was besides of ascetic tenper, so luis testimony
wil be all the more valuable. I can only quote
a few words, but let aIl who care or can read his
Pædagogus, lib. ii., c. 2. "I admire tiose who
have adopted an austere life, and who are fond of
water, the medicine of temperance, and flee as far
possible froin wvine, shunning it as they would the
danger of fi re." But after the day's work he allows
soume use of it. and to the aged to 'wariî the chill
of age." 'It is best te mix the wine with as msuci
water as possible, and not te have recourse to it as
te water, and so gel enervated te drunkenness, and
not to pour it in as water from love of wuie. For
both are the works of Gon.' "If 1e ruade fWine
at the marriage He did not give permission to
get drunk." 'In whlat inanner do you think the
Lord drank wben He became man for our sakes i
As shamelessly as weI * * For, rest assured, le
hinmself aiso partook of wine, for He too was man.
* That it vas wine wvhich n'as druînk by the
Lord, lie tells us again whren lHe spake concern-
ing hiiself, reproaching the Jews for hardnsess cf
heart. 'For the Son of man,' lie says, ' came, cat-
ing and drinking, and they say, iehold a gluuon and
a wine-bibber,a friend of publicans.' Let this be held
fast by us against those thai are cailed Encratities"-
the "temperance mnc" of that day. Tertullian
(A.D. rOo). describing the Agap or Love Feasts
of the Christians, says .- "They drinuk as much as
is useful for modest ien." After which iliey were
eaci called to some religio'us act "by w'hich is proved
how he lias been drinking." Surely all this implies
the use of an intoxicant. Next come Cyprian,
bishop of Carthage and martyr, A. D. 250. le
writes a long letter to Ccecilius on the Sacrament
of the Cup of the Lord. 'The "argument" stes:-
"Cyprianî teachos, in opposition to those who used
water in the Lord's Supper, that îlot water alone,
but wine minxed with water, was to be offered '
But, as the dispute is as to the chiracter of wine.
be it observed that St. Cyprian includes i s con-
demnation those who refused wine at the rnig
celebration, lest by its sne/i they should b, disco% -
ered to be Christians i0 that tiie of persecution.
Now Pliny lias noticed hie difference of smseil be-
tween the fermented and the unferiented' grape
juice: "Vina nustis odoratiora?-wine has a stronger
smell than nust ; whence muay be seen tie sort of
rwmle used by Catholie Christians. I'hose who used
water onlly were simply beretical sects, called
Aquarin or Hydroparastatre.

In the rear of the Canadian Court is a
lake, oighty by forty feet, which will aFord ample
opportunity for exhibitors of ldian canes and
primitive methods of catlching fish. ln the rear of
the Court are the offices of the Commissioners,
besides kitchen and apartinents for attendants.
Witl the exception ai Manitoba aud the North
West all the provinces and Nuwfoundiautd will sInd
axhibits. The total exhibit Vill amaount ta about
six hudred tons. Tli British Coliuibia uxhibit
was shipped direct to London by the ship ";Latoiai"
on the l4th of Decemjer, and is xpected te arrive
in London about Le mîiddle of April. Altogether,
the Canadian exhibit is one which in extcnt,
variety and composition, is well caiuLated tO give
a just impression of the impoitanco and vamt TQ-
sources of our Canadian lish.ries.

If w«e have spent the Lenten Season aright,
in humble and contrite penitence and sorrow fer
su, and contemplated Christ's sufferings and Death
as the outcome of our sin ani disobedience, we
vil have been indeed crucilied with Him, and now
that l is risn--that Ie iives- ev will have risCîn,
toc, to enter tron a nciv life in Iiin.

The Christian life is not te he a scifish tiing.
Not mCrelv the securing of a placc of happiness
through Ch-ist's Death and Resurrection in the
aboes of bliss above. Judeed, no. It is much
mure than this. is ta live like Christ, because
of Our love for Ilim. To live in Christ, becaise
withouit Him ail is darkness ani unrest. To
live Godly lives, because in-Godliness and sin are
hateful to Ilimi. As Iis children lire upon earth,
let u- walk circunspectly, iot giving way to tite
evil of our corrupt nature, but learning to crucify
the flesh vithi its affections and lusts. Let us nol
w«alk in darkness, but as children of the lighi ; as
those vho are alive from the dead, and who have
riscn witl Christ unto newness of life, that whben
Christ, who is our lifr, shah appear, wve may also
appear with Him in glory.
