THE MERCHANTS CLERK;
A Iegend of the Old Time in London.

Dining some time back with a friend, whose
bouse is situated in one of those out of the way
.courts in the City, where one would hardly think
.of searching for anything picturesque or_beautl_ful
but which, nevertheless, abound with various Tich
memorials of the past; while seated with bhim at
his window, overlooking a small yard containing
two mulberry trees at least a century old, I observed
with no smail sorrow, that an old stone wall the
rounded gable of which was pregnant with recol-
lections of the reigns of Elizabeth and the first
James, was being removed in all probability to be
succeeded by a piece of modern uninteresting bricli-
work. By this removal, however, another morsel
of antiquity, which bad previously been concealed
was now exposed to view : this consisted of a hovel
or shed, built against one of the interior sides - of
this stone wall, and npparently th.e remains of some
more extensive and important building ; for though
in muny places, the large, jrregularly shaped slates

She was tall,
fuir, and well made, but with nothing striking
about her facc that would call for particular de-
scription, unless one may advert to—what indeed
was no part of her face—an unusual breadth atthe
back part of her head, behind her ears, which seem-
ed togive her features an appearance of being too
small.

with which Lambert had been stabbed, and which
in falling he bad borne down out of his slayer’s
hand, was ajewetled Tu,kish one, known by many
to be the property of the prisoner, and to have been in
his possession many yenrs; he having brought it
home with him from one of hig voyages to the Morea
the watch also was produced, which, with part of the
chain, the deceased had held in bis clenched hands;
it was n smndl silver one, shaped like a tulip, and
chequered in alternate equares of dead and bright
metal; its dial-plate of dead silver, figured, with a
bright circle, containing black Roman figures ; in
the interior, on the works, it bore the inscription—
“Thomas Honle, in Pope's-head-alley,” the brother
to the celebrated Hooke, who had recently invented
the spring-pocket watches.

O’'CONNOR POWER.

HIS LECTURE AT MECHANICS' HALL, MONT-
REAL, FEBRUARY 1578,

¢ Trg Poricy oF Irise PAtrioTs AT Hose & AnRoap.”

A LARGE AND ENTHUSIASTIC AUDIENCE.

(From the Sun.)

0O’Connor Power must bave felt complimented in
a high degree last night.—In the midst of a blind-
jng storm, which it would be hard to describe, save
in the terse phrase of the Limerick watchman,
when he had to spenk of the elemental combina-
tion of snow, sleet, in and wind—+A queer sort
of o night,"—men and women pressed forward to
Mechanics’ Hall until not a place in the spacious
room was left vacant. Aund well were they repaid
for the sactifice of comfort and time. The outline
we give of the lecturer's address can afiord but a
faint idea of its excellence of mattcr—none at all of
the atiractiveness of manner—and certainly the
ordinary phrases of the reporter indicating appl_ause
or pleasure cannot picture the intense cathusiasm
of the audience.

Circamstances to which we need not here advert,
had caused some doubts as to the quality of O'Con-
nor Power's political thesties, and some hesitation
as to the character of his reception : but the disap-
pointment last night was as abundant as it was
agreeable. The learned gentleman uttered no phrase
which the most ardent of patriots might not adopt as
his own, and to which the most courteous of con-
stitutionalists could tske reasonable exception.—
Treland’s_misgovernment in the pnst—her inalien-
able natoral right and her plundered political privi-
leges in the present—aud the prospect of her vin-
dication and amelioration in the future—these were
depicted with a mastery of cloguence, and a
manifest sincerity of patriot feeling which we have
never heard or seen exceeded. And we need only
say that the Irishman loving his country, and long-
ing for her independence, would be difficult, indeed,
toplease in his ideas thereof, if 0'Connor Power's
lecture in’ Montreal failed to convinee, in the im-
mediate prudence that di not forbid the alterna-
tive prospect of perazverance, in the face of farlure,

We surrender as much of our space as we can
well afford to our abstract of the lecture. The de-
gires are many and esruest that opportunity may be
given of hearing here again the eloquent Irish
orator. We are affraid to Lold out any hopesin
that regard. Mr. O'Connor Power returns to Ire-
land from New York on the 4th March; next week
ke has engagements ia §ew England which cannot
be broken, and we fear this time there would not
be opportunity for organizing a second appearance.
However he has left his mark on the public mind
and the public sentiment. On the platform were
His Worship the Mayor, B. Devlin, MLF, the Rev.
Father O'Reilly, editor of the Troe WiTxess, Messrs.
M. P, Ryan, Stephen J. Meany, J. J. Curran, Edward
Murphy, and officers of the Irish Socicties.

Mr. M. P. Ryan, President of the St. Patrick's
Temperance and Benefit Society, under whose
auspices the lecture was given, presided.

The Chairman thanlked the audience for theirap-
preciation—as shewn by their numbers—of the ser-
vices of the Society, and took occasion to state that
during the year it had attached to itself a benefit
branch, which might fairly be considered a lifo in-
gurance agency in which any member who con-
tributed one dollar only his family in case of his
death was ectitled to receive a dollar for each and
every member in the Benefit Brauch. He trusted
the time wos not far distznt when the Bociety
would number 3,000 members. He asked for the
influence and example of the wudience on behalf of
the Society, and expressed a hope tbat the time
was not far distant when every man, woman and
child, in the Pominion, would De enrolled under the
banner of Temperance. Then they could say, that
instead of poverty and crime being predominant,
the land would enjoy the blessing of peace and
plenty. . He next introduced Mr. O'Connor Power,
M.P., whom he characterized as one of the ** noblest
memnbers of the. English Parliament, and one of the
most able.and . patriotic defenders of the caunse of
civil and religious liberty, and of Home Rule, for
Ireland,” (loud applaus¢) and believing, as he did,
in the justice of the English people, and the
ultimate success of moral sunsion, he was convinced
that the day .was not far distant, when Enzland
would concede that right to Ireland, and at the
same time discover, that instead of Home Rule for
Ireland being a source of weakness to her, it would
be the very reversé (cheers).

There has taken place in
Ireland within the last two years a constitutional
revolution, It took place in February, 1874, when
the electors for the first time voted according to
their conscience under protection of the ballot, and
what was the result ?

1
believe in constitutional effort, but I do not pin my
faith to it as a finality~-for I hold that every wrong
redressed is a limb unbound—and every limb un-
bound can be made effective for the attainment of
further right. (Cheers.) When sir, [turning to
O'Connor Power,] you spoke of the liberty wrested
from England by the Revolutionary Colonies, and
the self-government conceded by England to Cana-
da, I began to think, what should be the English
policy for Irelasd. Does England fear to communi-
cate to Ireland the liberties she has given to this
Dominion, or does she seek in Ireland’s supposed
weakness a security for her subjection (cheers).
Here, in the full vight of citizenship, England has
dissolved the association of dependency and an-
tagonistic 1nterests, and obliterated the bitter re-
collections of misgovernment: For Ireland is the
taste so depraved ot so exhausted that to enjoy the
political banquet England must be stimulated by
the prospect of contrasted suffering? (Cheers.) Ob,
sir, [ repeat; I am for constitutional amelioration
so far as it goes (hear, hear,) or will be permitted by
constitutionalists to go (cheers,) I could hope in my
heart of hearts that better connsels shonld prevail
and that England would yield to Ireland her just
demands while she can yet do it with becoming
dignity and grace; that she should concede to Ire-
land what ghe has given to Canada, before the af-
fectionate instincts of the Irish character be re-
placed by theantagonism of an associated feeling—
the deliberate senre of wrong which treasures up
its hatred and waits its opportunity. (Vehement
cheering.)

Mr, Devlin, M P, then presented himself, after
repeated demands, and amidst loud cheering he
made a few eloquent and witty remsrks, .in which
he congratulated the lecturer for his splendid dis-
course and prided himeelf not only on being an
Irishman, but o Connaughtman at that. He hoped
that the legislative independence which Ireland had
struggled for so long was at last within their reach,
and that before long she would enjoy the blessing
of self-government.

Mr. Devlin concluded amidst renewed cheers and
the vast assemblage separated, full of the question
of ‘“Ireland for the Irish.”

THE ROUND TOWERS.

The Round Towers of Ireland have been apuzzle
for our archeologists. When, by whom, and for what
purpose they were bnilt, are questions which bave
given rise almost to as many theories as thers are
structures of this class remaining. On tho one
hand, very able men have contended for their
Christian ovigin; and ong, not the main, argument
in support of this view is?erived from the fact that
a great number of them are found in connection
with leading ecclesiastical establishments. But this
might reasonably enough be accounted for withont

==

deatroying the theory which assigns their erection to |-

the Pagan petriod, by keeping in mind the principle
which is alleged to bave guided St. Patrick in re-
lation to them, We have read somewhere that it
was the custom of the Apostle of Ireland to planta
Christian church on the spot where Pagan rites
were celebrated, and to indicate the change by in-
scribing a cross onsome of the upright stones ex-
isting in connection with the worship of our heathen
ancestors. He 'made a clean sweep of the books,
the faith, the ceremonial, and all connected with
Paganism in Xreland. The Round Towers, how-
ever, were toomany for him. He could not burn
them, as he burned the books or writings; but he
made the best use of them, They were good enough
as keeps of the sacred vesiels; and,though not
exactly euitable, they might have accommodated
bells; while, ag!f times and seatons” were of im-
portance to the early Irish Christians, they may
bave contributed to astronomical observation—one
that we kunow, in a lovely, “lonely isle” has the
cardinal points distinctly defined. A Pagan ongin
and Christian usage do bot, therefore, militate so
much against those who hold the former opinion.
The thecry that they. are of Danish- origin is just
as sound as that the Danes were the builders of the
great raths in our countiy, such as Rath-Keltair, at
Downpatrick, which was the stronghold of an Irish
Pagan. King, raised by his own people, and is an
abiding evidence of their energy, industry,and per-
severance, The Danes had something more in<
teresting -to them on hands than the building of
towers They came to Ireland for plunder, and the
Four Masters have told us how well they succeeded
in their unholy mission.. They never made any
general gettlement in Ireland ; and in ‘those places
whercin they did settle they had quite enough to do
to defend themselves. As has been so pertinently
observed by the Very Rev. U. J. Canon Bourke,
President of St. Jarlath’s College, in his learned
work on ¢ The Aryan Origin of the Gaelic Racennd
Language,”if the Danes were so fond of building
towers, why did they motb erect round towers in
Eagland, where they once had regal power?.- Why did
tbey not build them in Normandy and Belgium? Why
not in their own land, in Jutland, or Donmark, or

‘Scandinavia? And.why not-in the counties they:

made their own -in Ireland, in which are found a
few of those relics of the remote past? - The towers
may be of Pagan or of Christian origin ; but noth-
ing could be clearer than that the Danes were not
the bullders. '

As to their Christian origin, the late DY, Petrie is
the great'authority, and -kis views are adopted by

-] eminent - ecolesiastics, Protestant and Roman Ca-

tholic; but Canon Bourke contends that D, Petrie’s’

ings of tho East, in Persopolls, Ecbatina, in Baby-
lon as far as can be known, in Thebes, and in the
Pyramids along the Nile, The palaces of Macha,
at Emania, of Madbh, at Cruachan, and of Aileach,
in Derry, as well us the architectural piles at Tara,
were, admitiedly, of Pagan origin; and Canon
Bourke's contention is that the men who built the
palaces and the House of Tara were sufficiently
skilled to build the towers. They may have been
constructed from the motive which actuated the
builders of Babel, or they may bave been used as
keeps for hostages, or as places of refuge, which
last-named is Sir Williata Wilde's idea ; but these
considerations do not aflect the gquestion at issue,
as to the period when, and the. people by whom,
they wera built. :

Canon Bourke has given the subject much at-
tention, and he says :—

“Tt is certain that the Round Towers
had been'the work of men skilled in the art of
building ; {and we bave seen that mankind poss-
essed greater knowledge some two thousand years
before the Christian era thanfthey possessed at a
later peried. The Round Towers must, therefore
bave been built at the time when men were best
skilled in sciencennd in the art of building. The
records in stone in Egypt, in Syria, and in Persiy,
tells us that this was the earliest period after the
Deluge, when men were C) ¢'opean, if not in stature
at least in power of mind, Comparative philology
proves this truth ; and it is quite in accord withall
that civil and sacred history testifies.” .

Such is Mr. Bourke’s conclusion, and he has urged
it out learnedly avd logically. We refer to the mat-
ter in the hope of exciting a taste for the study of
Irish antiquities. Of course,in a worldly -point of
view there i8 nothing to be made of it; bat life is
poorly spent if worldly gain be its only object.
The more Irishmen know of the real history of
lreland the less they will be disposed to think of
the baubles too often produced uunder that name,
with the view of exciting animosity to Ecgland or
any other country. Canon Bourke, a Roman Cath.
alic priest, 8ays we are all children of the great
Aryan family, be our modern name what it may;
and this fact of common brotherhood between the
people of the United Kingdom ought to make it the
more easy to reconcile these peoples and induce them
to work barmoniously for the promotion of our com-
mon geod.—Delfust News Letler,

Afterturning them out
to pasture he put one peck of dry ashes per week
on the gronnd in thepasture, ‘They ate ic all and
goawed off the grass where it had been lying. The
cattle began to improve gaiwing flesh and luoking
better than they had for several years. Ho says
thir morbid appearance was unnoticed years ago
{rom the fact that the ground wns new and ashy
from the burning of the woodsaud lnnd clearings.
Sinew this discovery he gives ome quart of ushes
mixed with one quart of salt to twelve head of cat-
tle nbout once 8 week. -

to make it one homogeneous masy by stirring, It
waa thrown from the combs by nu extractor, July 20,
and put into canson August1.

January, when it coon
candivd after exposure to intensely cold weather.,
From my experience an erual temperaturo would
preserve certain Kinds of honey, while other kinds
would candy under almost any circumstances, I
think that candied honcy, instend of Leing looked
upon with disfaver, should be recognizsdas evid-
ently pure. I haope, however, that the above experi-
ments will lead cthers to follow up the light theory
with beneficial results.”

Toratoes ror Honsgs.—I once came near losing
a very valuable horse from fveding him dry hay
and oats with nothing looscning. I never believed
In dosing & horge with medicine, but something is
actually necesdary to keep a horse in the right con-
dition. Many use powders, but potatoer are Letter,
and safer, and cheaper, iffed judiclously. If those
who are not in the habit of feeding potatoes to
horses, will try them, they will be astonislied at
the result. I bave known n horse change from a
lozy dumpish one, to a quick active bendstrong
animal, in five days, by aimply addivg two quarts
of potatoces to his food daily. If very much cleae
corn meal is fed, they do not need ac many pota-
toes. Two many potatoes are weakening, and so
are too many apples. When I was a lad, I was
away from home at school one winter, and had the
care of one horse, and ono ycke of oxen, and one
cow, every onc of which I had to card or curry
every day. Thehorse hiad threo paily of water,four
quarts of onts, two quarta small potatoes, and two
quarts of corn extra overy day he worked, with
what hay he wanted, and a stronger, aud more
active horse of his inches, I have never yet acen.—
Country Gentleman.

Heavti or Farmgns.—Tho Massachusctts Board
of Health is out withita fourth annual report, in
which is to be found an intercsting paper on the
longevity of the farmer's life. Iteays the evidence
collected from country physicians throughout the
State for the last 28 years shows thnd the average
length of the life of o farmer inthat State is 55}
years. Thisis much longer than that of any other
olaes of citizens. The class most nearly approach-
ing farmers, viz : out-door mechanies live only 52%
years on an average, Thealmost unanimons he-
lief of those phyaiciana nnd the compiler of the pa~
per is that farmers might live much longer than
they do, by exercising more care in choosing, cook-
ing, and eating their food, in avoiding overwork
and exposure to change of weather, and the use of
foul drinking water, Their food consiats too much
of pork, pies and saleratus bread and cnkes. The
cookery is bad, and the meals are eaten too quickly
for digestion, when work hurrles.  Moro vegetables
and fruit should be eaten, and more rest taken.
More cleanlineés as regards outhouses, sinks and
back-yards, must be observed and more taken to
avold leaving cess.pools, sinks, etc., nearer to a well

Articles, Bossuet and Gallicanism : and then ¢ Ul-
tramontain” meant one who lived North of the
Alps. But, let it be strictly understood that Ca-
tholics do not care about « Nicknames,” and, unless
the Church, % The pillar aod ground of truth,” tells
her children to be “ Ultramontane,” we, her chil-
dren repudiate the name, and, in the strength of
our faith, we cry out, ¢ We are members of the Oae,
Holy, Catholic and Apostolic Church~~Catholic is
our name—Christian is our surname.”

The very term ¢ Ultramontane,” as faras it gives
expression to the relizion of Him who was to be
great amongst the Gentiles, is a misnomer, for the
religion of Christ was to have no circumscription.
The ends of the earth was the heritage given Him
by His Father ; therefore the name “Ultramontane”
is false : and should never have any application to
“ the Holy, Roman, Cathelic and Apostolic Churek.”
The Catholic Church pertains to all countries, North
and South of the Alps, from East to West, from
Pole to Pole: therefore it is that I repudiate the
obnoxious term, ¢ Ultramontane,” which would im-
ply that, only those living South of the Alps were
Msmsers or Cumist's Cuourcs, which is a false
position and equally false proposition,

However, as a2 Philosopher, I admit technical
terms as useful ; and, for argument sake, [ accept
the word, ““Ultramontane.” The word means what
Pius IX holds, (i) in the Piotestant mind; well,
tho' the Protestant mind is wrong guozd verbum—it
is not at all wrong in esse:—Catholics hold what
Peter, Cletus, Clement, &c., down toPius IX have
taught ; and they believe, with pgreat faith that
whoever comes after Pius IX will teach the very
doctrine which our Blessed Lord deposited in the
hands of the Apostles. Such is Catholic faith—
nothing can change it, (Semper eadem) it was the
same yesterday and shall so continue to the end of
time. “The gates of Hell cannot prevail against her.”
So said Qur Blessed Lord ; and, in vain does Glad-
stone or others say the contrary. If therefore
“Ultramontanism” means the religion which Christ
gave to His Apostles and which was to be perpetu-
ated to “the end of time"—then we accept tke
name ; buton no other condition, If the name be
intended for us asan insult, we cast it back on our
opponents, and tell them, they are ignorant of His-
tory ;—and of the very words Our Lord used when
Ho established His Church—when He #aid “the
gates of Hell should not prevail against Her” So
far for “Ultramontanism” :~Ishall now discuss the

a grand term, with wiong interpretations! Yes
no word has ever been more misinterpreted! The'
vile men of '93 used it as the word of evil omen :
and,"like the African locusts—they devoured all
that lay in their path, and then devoured one and
other. Tt is outof place to give the names—see
Alison and other Historians. I do not presume on
the ignorance of your readers, Mr. Editor, and
therefore simply state the cause,

LIBERTY

from which the word * Liberalism” is derived,
is the finest word in any language : Liberty, proper-
1y speaking, means “after you obey God, do what
you like,” for, when, you have obeyed God, you have
performed your duties; fulfilled % the Law and the
Prophets;” and congequently,in ordine rerum, you
are where you ought to be (..} in consonance with
the Divine Will. So‘far for Liberty which, in a
Christian sense, may be summed up “do what
God wishes : thon do what you like.”

Now, I have to take a political view of the term
“ Liberal” The history of this term would take
ms too long. I shouldgo back nearly 83 years as
far as Ireland ts concerned ; and, I would find that,
in my country, Liberty had its right meaning only
when O'Connell forced Catholic Emancipation from
Wellington, Peel and George IV. The liberty of
O'Connell was in perfect sccordance with the axiom
I have laid down as the true test of right Liberty.
" Sidney Smith, Brougham, Jeferry, &c.,of the Edin-

 burgh Review were, after Grattan, the truest friends of

the Catholic cause. They advocated it bomestly
and sincerely ; and they were Liberals—¢Liberal’
was not their name then yet they were so; and
consequently, I conclude—¢*that English Liberal-
ism” is not necessarily antagonietic to the Catholic
Church. Neither do I suppose that, the Liberals of
Canada are such as deserve the reprobation of the
Church if they be so, then, by all means, let them
be put down for there is nothing like knowing our
enemies, Knowing them, we can fight them ; and
thig is a great benefit.

THE BISHOP OF LONDON ON ROME.

& H1sTORICAL AND PrreoNaL REMINIECENSES.”

Thursday evening, 17th inst., under the suspices
of the Father Mathew Temperance Society, and en-
tertainment was given in St. Peter's School House,
the principal attraction being a lecture bz_ the
Right Rev. Bishop Walsh, Mr. S. Brown presided.

.this mighty empire was exected to crush the Charch
of Christ-;rand. the Romans ‘even went 50. farin
-atroggling :against: Christians;-:‘that in their folly
they raised a pillar, on which it wasanuounced that
.Christianity. was unknown ; but ‘notwithstanding
this, truth - prevailed, and- Christianity triumphed.
The cry of the martyrs had gone up to heaven ; and
it was answered, as had. been foretold by Christ, by
the total destruction of the city by the barbarians;
who destroyed every inrtitution of civilization in it;
-and go thorough was the -destruction that for 40:
days the only inhabitants of ' the city were wild
beasts. It wasout of this.terrible desolation that
Christian Rome arose; that Rome which is the
home of the Supreme Pontiff of the Church on
earth, the capitsl of a kingdom on which the sun
never sets. The Church will ‘never be overcome,
for it was founded by the everlasting God, and. would
be upheld by Him, His Lordship proceeded togive
a graphic eczount of his arrival in the Holy Cityin
Juane, 1864, and spoke of thé feelings which sprung
up .in his breast on first setting foot in this city of
the Church's martyrs, with its many holy associa-
tions. He next dilated on his visit to the Church
of St. Peter ; spoke of the immense size of that
building ; and intimated that he had the honor to
assist at the Pope’s High Mass, in presence of an
immense number of  people, belonging to all na-
tions of the earth—a ceremony which he described
to be the most magnificent and solemnly grand he
had ever witnessed, and which when once seen
could never be forgotton. Here His Lordship took
occasion to remurk that from what he saw in Rome
he was enabled to refute a calumny-~cld and anti-
quated—thrown at the Church of Rome by the
Protestant Church, viz., the ignorance of the Church
people, and their subserviency to the priests, in
matters of education. Hec found Rome was the seat
of all the arts and sciences which have digni-
fied, as well as enlightened, the human race,
And when a man wants his family to learn
—~—ond to learn thoroughly—~music, art, sculpture,
etc., he sent them to Bome. Why, they had one
collegs in Rome, where no less than 43 languages
were tatight, which the youth of all nations come
there to hear. The children at school in Rome were
as one to six to the entire population, whilst in
Prussia they arconly as one to eight or cight and
a half, The great Roman Prison was next spoken
of, the lecturer stating that he had placed his hand
on the marble to which St. Peter was chained, and
drank of the well that mysteriously sprang up to
enable the apostle to baptise his jailors. He also
stated that he saw the marble stairs down which
the Saviour walk«d on His way to Calvary. People
are ellowed to go up them on their knees, and are
obliged to say prayers in honor of the Lord, He
then referred to the church built on the mountain
where 8t. Peter was crucified, and paid a graceful
tribute to the mrmories of the Irish patriots, O
Neill and O'Donuell, whom he said were compelled
to flee their country in 1607, and who died broken-
hearted in Rome. The Church of St. Isadore, from
which 80 many self-denyiog priests had gone forth
to Ircland, when their appearance in that Island
was forbidden, was next spoken of, and the services
these pioncers rendered praised. His Lord-
ship noxt referred to the scrvices rendered Ire-
land;by the patriotic O’Conaell, whose heart, he
remarked, was buried in the Irish College, attached
to the Church of St. Agatha., That heart, he gaid,
never knew fear, and was ever to be found on the
gide of right. He prayed that the mantle of 0'Con
nell would fall on gome of his brethren, that they
mightbe raiged to a true sense of their liberties.
His Lordship conciuded an eloquent address by a
reference to theinfallibility of the Church of Rome
and trusted that long, long might that great and
wondrous city stand to bear witness to the great-
ness of Christianity, It is true it is now a victim
to dicgraceful and sacrilegious usurpation. Butas
sure as Grod is in heaven, the throne of iniquity will
be bought to nought and the Holy Ffather will
once more rule over a happy people, aad enjoy that
freedom so essential to the Church of Ged. All
good Catholics, bis Lordship added, will pray that
such may soon be the case, (Applause.)

The next meetiog was held on Sunday afternoon in
the hall on the Boulevart des Capucines, and here
the split between the Moderate and Irreconcilable
Republicans became very marked. M. Laboulaye
aad M. de Pressense urged the necessity of keeping
up the policy of conciliation between the different
feactions of Republicans, to which policy taey owed
the legal establishment of the Rupublic. It wasounly
in this way that they bad succeeded in the
Assembly, and it was only Ly the same union of
parties that they could hope to succeed in the
country. A. Gambetta again tried to limit the
discussion to the cxamination of candidatures, but
the extreme Radicals broke loose. M, Cauntagrel
declared that the tactics adopted in the Assembly
for the promotion of a majority were out of place
in an appeal tothe electors. France was above
this kind of manccuvering ; she had to look after
her own interests, and “no Republicanism that
Puris could asscrt would be too strong.” A M,
Lesage followed in the same sense, and then M.
Laboulaye named the candidates on the list of the
Moderates or party of Conciliation—M. Renouard,
« who on the 2nd of December drew up a bill .of
indictment against the man who bhad broken his
onth, & M. Dietz and a M. Monnin.” Then some-
body tried to read a letter from some outsider, but
M. Gambetta strenuously and successfully protested
against any mob influence from without, and on
Lis proposal the meeting adjourned with the inten.-
tion of hearing the candidutes the next time, and
then drawing up a programme of “counciliation
based on principles of Democracy and Republican-
ism.” M. Gambetta is evidently more than ever
impressed with the necessity of winning converts
to the Republic from »ll ranks, being perfectly
well aware that, if men like M M. Cantagrel and
Lesage bhad their own way, they would bring back
the Empire in six montbs. If the mass of French-
wen are once-convinced that the Conservative
character of the Republic is a sham, we shall soon
hear of another plebiscite. As it is, that Conser-
vative character seeims likely to be pretty strongly
accentuated by the elections. And the principal
merit of the present regime being that all hopes
aro adjourned, the political machine may go on
tolerably smoothly so long as Marshal MacMahon
is there as a personification of * the provisional, »
It may be doubted indeed whether a perpetual
“ provisional,” with a right of legal revision at
stated periods, would not now be the most
likely system to favoar the growth in France of &
settled Constitution.

Don Carlos and his forces fled towards Villa Real
and Zumarraga, pursued by Quesada. The latter
passed the night at Vergara, Gen Moriones bas
occupicd theCarlistline of fortifications and entered
Stumaya.

The King, in addressing the Senators and Deputies
from the Throne, said : Theill-advised Prince who
is waging civil war, has been reduced to powerless-
ness and cun obtain no aidvantages. I shall speed-
ily proceed notth to contribute to the restoration
of peace. My relations with foreign powers are
friendly. Negotiations are being carried on with
the Unuited States in a fricndly spirit, and they af.
ford reason to hope for a prompt and satisfactory
settlement. Representatives of Spain at the Vati-
can are engaged in regulating pending questionsin
the manner required by Church and State; my
Government-will lay before you a statement of the
financial condition which has been much impaired.
The conclusion of peace, which is fortunately near
at band, can alone enable us to procure the neces-
sary sources of revenus, in order to remedy existing
evils, Through your patriotism the budget will be
balanced and all public creditors paid as far as may
be possible, without neglecting the development of
the productive forces of thc nation; our honour
and rights are threatened and oven jeopardized in
Cuta whither 32,000 troops has been sent since my
accegsion, The Cuban war has not prevented the
ewmancipation of 76,000 slaves. The speech con-
cludes as follows :—Inasmuch as the Provinces of
Biscay, Alava and the greater part of Navarre have
‘been1cduced to obedience; as the Carlists are hem-
med in against the Pyrennes, and as the Cuban in-
surrection daily becomes more feeble, my short
but difficult reign, has not been without avail for
public good.

TURKEY.

The following official communication is publish-
ed. The Sultan with the object of ending cvils
prevailing in Herzegovina and Bosnia and in ac-
cordance with the friendly advice of the great pow-
ers confirms the provisions of his recent firman and
orders the execution of the following special reforms
in the Insurgent districts,

1st. Complete liberty of worship.

2nd. Beform in system of taxation,

3rd. Sale of waste lands toneedy inhabitants with
faculiies for payment.

Fourtb—Institution of mixed commissions in
the capitals of Herzegovina and Bosnia to ensure
the prompt execution reform.

Fifth—Augmentation of sums applied to works
of public utility, in a proportion to be fixed by the
advice of mixed commistions.

These special reforms are granted for the welfaro
of those who, baving been misled by perfidious
counsels, desire to return to obedience. For. these
persons general amnesty is procluimed.

Haidir Effendi, formerly an ambassador, has been
appointed Prosident of the Bosnian Mixed Commis-
sion, and the Albanian Vaana Effendi, President of
the Commission for Herzegovina. They will assume
their posts immmediately. s

SERVIA AND MoNTENGRO.—Servia and Montenegro
are getting restless, especially the latter State. The
Montenegrin Government is said to have declared
its inability to restraiv the population if provoked
by the presence of the Turkish force on the frontier
and the war party is gaining strength at Belgrade.

The
culprit cither lay perdu or got out of the way ; and
Mrs. Saxby, although she admitted all to be true,
consoled them with the assurance that * he had no
harm in lum | that he talked for talking's sake—
bad no meaning in what he said.—For her own
part, what he said went in one ear and out the
otnér. It wasa way be had, and words broke no
bonss. Nobody who kuew him belisved him,
and as to strangers, what did it mutter 7 and this
was the greatest comfort after all.”

And the freightened wretch threw himself fat,
his whole length, beneath the hedge, with his fuce
to the ground, for the footsteps of the doomed man
drew nearer and nearer,

Then he heard heavy blows struck, as if upon a
ssft dead substance—s fuw groans—and all was
over, for the spade was eoon again at its busy work;
and by such time as the grave was completed, he
had reached his own home in safety,

He bad néver run so fast but once in his life, and
that was when the old women in the village of
Skellingthorpe had pelted bim with rotton eggs.
Saint Saxby jumped into bed withiout rndressing,
covered over hend and ears with the blanketsand
it was only by bites that his wife was enabled to
draw from him an acconnt of what he had witness-
ed.

- After that memorable day, Saint Saxby was never
againseenin he village, Hiswife,who was mach re-
spected, staid behind, and disposed of their little
freehold to Farmer Fletcher; but in what quarter
of the world they afterwards resided, we have not
hiiherto been able to learn. Rumour indeed does
sny that ho assisted in the management of n small
country paper in the next county, and the publisher
was served with three notices of trials for libels
within & month, which is not at all unlikely if our
friend was once entrusted to pen a paragtaph !

Still there is not halt the fun going on in Skell-
ingthorpe a8 in Saint Saxby’s days. His very
abuse served to .awmuse mony, and discoveries
which he was ever making were generally fraught
with matter of merriment ; and though a few, who
merited the sbuse be was wont to shower upon
them, were almost ready to dence with joy, yet
there were others who. sorely mourned the loss of
Saint Saxbyin Skellingthorpe.
