A Large Attendance of Visiting
Clergymen.

Thursday last, th» 19tk day of May instant,
was a red-letter day in_the annals of St.
Patrick’s Chwrch, and will long be rememn-
bered Ly those who participated 1 the krand
festivities which characterized the celebrat.os
of the Golden Jubilee of Rv. Fathers Dowd
and Toupin. The grand old chureh had turosn
off its every day garb and through the artistic
efforts of the dezdrators und:rwent a tr ns-
formatinn wh ch has never before been equalled
for grandeur, beauty and extent in the
aanals of the city. As previously decided,
almoas every available spot was adorned with
some bunting, streamer, shield or coat of nrmns,
snd when the church was til.ed with people, and
the altar boys, seminariens snd clergy filea inwo
the Sanctuary, the ecene was beautiful, On the
Gouspel side of the altar o throne for Archbishop
Fabre was erected, on which he sat during the
entire service, The two esteerned clerzymien
whose golden jubilees were be ng celebrated
were all radient with smiles throughout the
morning, receiving the congratulations of the
pumerous clergy who came to attend the Masy,
the musical portion of which was greatly ad-
mired by all who heard it.

THE CHOIR, _

Never did the choir of St. Patrick’s display
their musica)l ability more effectively than this
morniog, Prof. Fowter presided at the organ,
and to hisunthing efforts in training the choir
for the oceasion is due the nnsurpassed success
which thev achieved.

The Reverend Patrick Dowd wai bain
in 1813, ofrespectable and well-to-do parente,
at the inland village of Dunleer, Cuutv
Louth, Tweland, and 13 consequently
seventy-four years of age, F om his carlest
childhoad he was remarkable forhis piety, and his §
heart conti- nally burned with an ardent desire |
to mive his life up in tne serviceof God. His |
good parents were not slow in notic'ng this, and |
immediatel v sent hitn to pursue his classical !
studies at Newry callege, after whick the young |
ecclasiagtic was rent to studv theslogy in the
Irish ca'l-gs at Poaris. In 1837 he saw his
tondest hovex raalized w1yl was orda‘ned priest |
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by theArchbishop of Paris, Monsiegoeur Quelen.
The young prirst returned to his pative land
soon after hia ordination, and pursued his .
priestly functions for ten years in different sec-
tions of the eoun'rv. 1In 1547 he joined the i:-
fustrinus veder of St Sulpice, of which he 1s to-
day one of the most esteemed members, and in
1848 he hade a1 affectionate farewell to tie
green hills of his beloved Ireland and set eail
for distant Canada. After o long passage
Father Dowd Janded iz Montreal, a very small

town at that remote da‘e, and imme-
dintely aft-r entered wen his  min's-
terial duties in connection with St. Patrick’s |
Church. For neany iorty years this dustin-
guished c'ergyman has been workiog assidu- |
ously for the gpiritnal rnd temurral welfare of *
the peaple of Se. Patrick™s parish, as well as
for tue Irish ci'izens in general throughout the
city, why have knawa him so lung and so well,

Tne yoar after h's arrival i this country
Father Iowd fuunded the St. Patrick’s
Orphan A-ylum, which is today a splen
did monument to the untiring devotion
and charitable instinets of the aged priest.
St. DBridget’s Home and  the Night
Refugswere established through his enersy in
1863, antl the present ¢ nnmodious Home and
Hefug+ on  TLoaguwchetiern  street, built in
1866-67, and the Iiindswne building known as
the St Patrick’s Scionl.  Su-h are the build-
ings which owe taeir inzeption to the man
whom his admirinz eountryimen have more thaa
vnce derigoatel Mon real’s Irish Bishop,

Father Dowd has been repeatedly offered the
highiess digoities of the church, but has always
theclined  them, yoeferring to remain with his
St, Da rick’ eongregation rather than wearthe
mitre—the Sevs of Kingston and Toronto hav-
iug been offered to him.

In 1877 he organized the great Irish pil-

grimage to Lourdes and Rowe, and everyone
can reeollect the puinful anxiety that was
felt when the vessel carrying the pilgrims
and their beloved pastor was not heard of
tor several agonizing weeks.  Prayers were
offered in all churches without distinetion of
creed. a plessing proof of the high appreciavion
in which the esteemed pwtor is held by even
thoss disbelieving in  C.tholicism. ¥ather
Dowd has more than once earned for himself
the gratizude of his fellow-citizens by the loyal
stand Le has taken when the law of the land
wags menaced or when cun-tituted authority waz
s¢: at defianes, and the grandeur of his jubilee
c2lebration to-day will be afirting testimonial of
the csteem in which he is held.

REV.FATHER JOSEPI TOUPLN.

———

Rev. Father Joseph Toupin belongs toone of
the oldest and most respected I'rench-Canadian
fanilies in the province, and was born in Mon-
treal ob the 23rd of November, 1814, He was
baptized by the Rev. Abbe I3edard in the old
Nutrs Dams Church and pursued his classieal
studies at the old Montreal College then on
College street.  Among his professors were the

Abbe Séry, whess inemmory Fath -r Toupia etill
cherishes ; the Rev. Yather Lorkin, aad the
Abbé Rogue. "The Superiors of the Seminar,,
who directed him for over fifty years, wera the
Rev, Ablbés Quiblier, B'\ll:\ndéelv, Giranet, Bayle,
and the present Superiar, Abbé Colin,

Afterabrilliant colleze ¢ sursa Futher Toupin
entercd relizious orders, rec~iving the Tonsure
and mmor orders in 1834 from the bands of
Mgr. Tar igue, the first Bishop of Muntreal,
To 1837 he was successively innde sub-deacin
and dencon, and finaky on the 23rd Ucecember,
1337, hs was ordeined priest. He lost his
father in 1834 in the second cholera, and his
mnther lived until 1857, with another son, the
Rev. Alfred Toupin, wha was until rhe time of
his death in 1877 curdé of La Riviere dey
Prairies,  His only sister married Mr. Lacha-
velle, and ix the mother of the present Doctur
Lachapelle,

Father Toupin commenced his mini:terial
carcer as professar in the Montieal College,
where he taught classics for tifteen venrs with
mich success that up to the present day hia
nane is mentioned o the in<titution as that of
a mndel professor, Subsequently he was ap
pointed missionary te the Indians at Oks, ard
after eerving thers for several years he was
called to the city, and has ever sincs been in-
timataly connected with the several Irish

Catholic congregations. He wus for many

Brotherly love caused Father Toupin temro.
rarilyteabandon hiswork amoog the Irish people
when he went to perform the mnisterial dutics
for his infirm brother, then parish priest at
Riviere des Prairies.  Immediately after h s
brother’s denth, Father Toupin returned to this
city with renewed zeal and ardor.

It would Le difficult to find a more worthy
clergvinan than the subject of this Urief sketeb,
Humble and unessnming, ¥ather Tounin has
passed his whole life in earnest winisterial work,
n slave to duty and absolutely devated to those
entrusted to hiy care. Although actively en-
gaged in parcchial work, there is bardly a
Catholic ipstitutisn in the whole citylwhich hay
pot been the oubject of his seolicitude, and
which he has not belped in some manner,
He has been spiritual adviser to several reh-
gious communities, who all profess the greatest
respect and devotion to him. In his nwn arder,
Father Toupin is colsidered as a model of regy-
Yarity, and the moembera of his congregation
never found his zeal ot fault, being always
ready for sick calls, either by day or DLy nighr.
All these qualities iwre enhanced by the geninl
character of this hanorable priest, who i abways
ruen with a kind smile on his face, however ay-
duous b's doties and great his fatigue may he,
Inis no wonder that the Trish Cuatholiss of
Montrend have a kind adoration forthis devoted
priest, whoe has devaoted his life to their welfare,

The Ancicnt “trurture on the T and tIic
Pride of the irtsh Catholic Citlzens
~iin HiNtory.

Tor forty lung years the St. Patrick’s Church
has stoad va the hill facing Lagauchetiore
street, extendine to Dorchester and hndering
on Alexander street. The chureh is one of the
uldest, but still une of the most substantinlly
coestructed ones in the City of Montreal, When
tive Trish citizess were obliged te atend the
services atb the Chureht of Notre Dame, there
b i g then only one parish in the ci'y, the
Fabrique, secing  the  pecessity  of  pro-
videg a place of worship fir the Irish
Cathiolics, purchased the gromnd extending
fv - Beaver Hall Hill to Alexander and from
Lganchetiers to Dorchester, and ha ) £ e grand
vl chureh consteucted  theveon. Work was
consmenced in 1815 and the hailding was com-
peted in 1847, and with it was built the Trish
Catholic and second parish forimed in tlus city.
The property on which the church was  binlg
wis owned by the distinguished family of
Deracheblaves, swhich has sinee gowr almoat
eatively out of existence. The church was
opened to the faithful lor the fisst time on St
Patriek's Day, March 17th, 1817, when the
ceremony wid wrand in the extreme, and which
i rtill fresh in the minds of many of our
Insh and rench citizens who were present.
"The first sermon was preached on the same dry
by the Rev. Wather flichards, one of the priests
of the Seminary of Nt. Sulpice. The o,
Father Connolly was appointed parish priest,
and was subeeqrently sucereded by the Rov,
Pather Dowd, the present pastor.

At the public meet-
ings sv far held, Mr. O'Brien severely con-
demued the coniuct of lord Lanslowne in
Ireland ; but he did not make use of aay of
those disgusting expressions which emanated
from the mouths of several of the orators at the
s eting held in Ottawa to prepare a reception
to the Governor-General. Princip ] Woods, who
should have remined smongst his scholars,
made use of the following words in the pie-
sence of the big bugs of the Capital, who ap-
plauded 1 —

We tranelate themn from the I'rce Press:
* Lat us banteh hitm (O'Brien) to the mire, out
of which he i:as coine, and there let him die
and rot without tears, honor or renown.” These
detestable and filthy words, which formed a
challege to Irishmen the world over, wrra said
in the presence of Senator Clemow, Mr.
Honoré Rob:llard, M.P., Mc, Bronson, M.P P,
aund o few heartless Irishmen. We regret this
especially for Mr. Bronson, member for Ottawa,
who owes his election to the Irish Catholics.
It should have been the duvy of these latter to
protest, at least, againat the tone of language,
which was as mwuch out of pace ss it was
wourding of a subaltern of the Minister of
Rducation. The Hon. Minister of Education
would ooly do Lis duty by regnesting such a
denioniac to remain at home, if he wust com-
promise the Board of Education.

IMPERIALISM IN AMERICA.

Without exception the respectable press of
Canada and the whole presa of the United
States hava cendemned those people in Canada
who have attempted to eupypress free speech
with violence, aud who have not hesitated to
resort to murderous assault,

TURBANCE.

Toronto papers to hand tbis morning all bear
testirnony to tbe fact that the “*lyyal” element,
whith made all the noise ani created all the
disturbance at Mr. O'Brien’s meeting, wus a
snall minority who maide up for their Jack of
nambere by shout'ng and singing. The News
descrioes the crowd thus :—

“Bvthinse immediately in frentof the plat-
form h+ was cheere.; by uthets—a ¢impact
body of perbaps a huidred men, o little s uth-
wart 0 the stage—he was hiwed and ho ted at.
A semi-circle of so'id huwanity, two hundrel
deep, cutside of baththe-e bodies mamntained
a atol d silene-, and seewed disitous ot Listening
to the speskwg. The crowd stretched away
f-om the platform almo-t to the park gates, and
for some distance on either ride. It was gen-
erally conceded Ly those on the platform that
there were more people there than on lastSetur-
day, and in roucd figures the crowd was luinped:
at-15,000.”

The World, an unfriendly witness, gives
pretty much the sawe report. It says:—

‘“*The dense inass of humani'y ctat come
within eye sht of therrand e u'd vy rendily
he divided up into three distivet se:tions.
Crowded elose round the platform were the
friends and supporaers of Mr. O’Brien, who
showed lusti y m his favor whenever nn oppor-
tunity pre.ented itselt, To the westi of this
wroup, whieh nuambered perbaps 500, *ves an-
other detachinent of about the same size, w o
fousd vonstant ewmployment in  shout-
ing, yeling, »inz2ing and elevaung theic
canes, This  element was maije up
for the meost part of staents and
velunt-ers.

They
were spectalors merely, on the almt 10 takwe in
any httle skirmish t.ar migh- arire, and well
prepared to take to thewr hee's if prutence
might deem 1t advisable. At one jaricul.r
joneture, when a handful of mounted polica
were charging the disturbing elfment, a genvral
unanimity of action pervuded this outside
group, which scattered itself wit. sur.rising
rop.dity”

The Afail makes the disturbers of even less
account, Its report reads :—

Editorially the News observes :—

“The demonstration held in the Queen's
Park yesterday, for the purpose of giving a
liearivg to Willinm O’Brien, was certainiy a
succesd in paint of numbers, Owing to the
vigilance of the authoritics and the presence of
a large police force, there was no actual rioting,
but the tumult and disorder from firat to lsst
was such that the speakers could not pos:ibly
be hesard, except by thove within a very few feet
of them The great minjority of thuse present
were evidently anxious to hear the statemen's
of Mesars, O'Brien and Kiloride, but a few
‘hundred roughs were evidently detesmined,
if possible, to up the m-eting.
More discraditable conduct has npever
been witnersed at a public gatrerng in
Torontn, and it is in marked contrast with the
decency which prevented any interruptions by
Home Rulers of Saturday’s meeting. The er—
er—ungentlemanly crew who, by their con-
tinued yvelling and hont ng, drewned the voices
-of the apeakers, are hardly 8o much to blame as
the educated, respectable, and religious fire-
brands whose virulent uttersnces have excited
the worat passions of the mob. But for he
writ ngs snd speeches of the - bigots and pa:ti-
sans who have been redu’ously endeavoring to
kindle the flames of sectarian hatred ever since
'O’Brien’s coming was anucunced, there would
have been no disturbance. The grod name of
‘Torontohas been disgriced abroad by these in-
cendiaries and their ins-nsate followers. How-
.evar, under the circumstances, we may well be
thankful that matters were no worse and that
00 bloodrhed resulted.”

Address of the Congregation,

The following address, on behnlf of the entixe
congregation of the chrrch, was then read by
Mr. Edward Murphy :—

Rev. AND Dzanr Fatuer Dowp,—A half
century ngo you solemnly devoted yourself to
the service of God and wero ordained a priest
of JTis Holy Church. The congregation of St.
Patrick’s Church, of Montceal, for whom you
have Jabored incessnntly during four-fifths of
that loog pe:ivd, approach you to-day with
deep veneration and aflection, to offer you their
sincare congratulations on your attainment of
the fiftieth anniveranry of your priesthood and
the accomplishment of fifty years of good, wise
and noble deeds for the glory of God and the
benefit of your people.

Forty years ago you entered the venerable
and learned order of St. Sulpice,—an order
which has renderad such inculculable servicesto
the cause of religion in Cannda, and has given
to the Irish of Montreal such devoted pastors
as Fathers Richarde, Phelan, Morgan, Con-
nolly, O'Brien, Bentley aad Bakewell, and
others who have died in their service, nnd an
arder to which they are still indebted for thove
who now labor s0 zealously in their behalf. The
dally aud nightly performnance of your duties as
a priest, to which you devoted yourself with all
the generous self-denial of your holy order,—
making light of fatigue and hardship, cheer-
fully bearing trials, disregarding danger fromn
contagion or exposure, and coinbating obstacles
in the way—have secured to you the confidence,
esteem and affection of ycur people.

The vis'ble monuments of your labors are
numerous : The orphan children of Irish parent-
age first received (in 1849) your parental care,
and the St Patrick’s Orplian Asylum, from a
modest beginning, gradually assumed its present
proportions ; and its continued support hns been
the object of your constant solicitude, The old
and iofirm were the next to receive your foster-
ing care, and the mmates of St. Bridget’s Home
have daily invoked the blessing of God upon
their kind nnd thoughtful protector. The
homeless by night were not left by you
to wander uncared for ; and the St.
BndFet’s Refuge for destituts poor hos
for the past twenty-three years opened its por-
tals aad afforded shelter and food to persins of
all croeds and nationalities, It was long felt
1hat schools more in harmony with the wants of
the peiple should be provided; and the St
Patrick’s school for girls, established by you,
hus fully met that requirement. While provid-
ing awple accommodation fir otbers, you ne-
glected—too loog neglected—your own camfort
and that of your co-laborers, The parochial
residence wns totally inadequate to house yuu
comfortably. At length you have been com-
pelled to give attention to yourselves, The
presbytery now being boilt will afford yon bet-
ter—nlthough still modest—accommodation,
‘When it was judged necessary to divide the old
nvish of Notrea Dame into several, you,
hevereud and Daar Sir, ever watchful over the
interests of your flock, obtained conditions
which amoothed the difficulties pertaining to
that division. .

. Twice during your ministrations nt St. Pat-
rick’s you have given unusual evidence not only
of humility but of deep attachment to your peo-
ple, Your unaffected piety, ripe learning, ma-
ture judgment, great administrative ability and
untiring zeal and devotion, long ngo marked
you as qualified for the arduous and responaibles
functions of Bisbop ; but the: coadjutorship of
Toronto, to which His Holinesshad named you,
had to be ctherwise filled. At a later period,
designated for the Bishopric of the Diocese of
Kingston, you agan declined tho dignity which
would involve separatian from your people. To
stimulate the ardor and zeal of your
flock, . you organized - n pilgrimage to the

Ceatre --of Casholicity and ' to  Lourder,
to which ' the eyes of the devout
have for mony years been turned. It was ac—

complished, but not without misadventurs, and
the thoughts of those 'remumini behind were
strained in your directior when the intelligence
Sf possible di:néter reached .‘Cannda. The
citizens, as a whole, and your own congregntion
eapecially; offered up, prayeis for ‘your safe re-
tarn, and when news of your safety came later
the joy extressed was general. . Who among
your pecple has not had on guestgons ot difficulty |
the advantige of your advice, and who has
not recog-nized—though perhaps not at the
moment—that the advice was in accordance|
with the®unchangoable priuciples of right and]
justice. Your wiee’ connsel and guidance on
questions of the general good have erititled you
to public gratitude, and the citizen§ of Mont-
real, by the mouth of their civie repre-
gentatives, have embodied it in their address.
The maintenance of 'the institutions  you
have founded las, in o grest measure, .ceaged
to give anxiety. The church, however, in'which
you have so long officidtéd’ and 5 which your
congregation'sre strongly atiached, has been re-.
cently tratisferred 'to them; from tenoats they
liave become propristors, and thedmoiint of the
obligation incurred-is Jargenud can only ba met
gradualtly,. But your past wisdom, enargy and
devotion are o guatantee of future accomplish-
ment, sided by that heart ;2q-opgmtppn on the
part of the congregation which you have a right
foexpect, oo

IR, OBREEN IN OTTAWA.

A Rousing Reception at the
Union Station.

OTTAWA ATONES FOR TORONTO.

An Enthusiastic Mceting—O0'lKrien nat His
Best—Unanswerable Argunienis—
Archbishop O'Brien and the
Toronto Rowdics.

s

O1TAwWA, Mny 19.—In anticipation of the

arrivid of Wm, O'Brien and Dennis Kilbride
from Toronto a crowd numbering nbout fifteen
hundred gathered at the Uaion depot this after-
noon to weet and greet him. The train was due
at 5.30, but for an hour before that time
hundreds of the friends of free speech and fair
lay were grouped on the station platforms,
%lling in the time with earnest comversatiounal
denunciation of the Toronto vutrages. The ia-
cendinry speeches of the divines who inflamed
the crowd in the Queen's T'ark, Torontv, on
Saturday last, were geaerally condemned as the
main cause of tha atrocious attack upon Mr.
O’Bricn’s person last night. Among those who
wera on the platform at the Union depot were
Rev. Yather Whelan, P,P. of St. DPutrick’s,
Michael Starrs, president of the local branch of
the Land League ; Professor J. A. MacCabe, of
the Normal School ; J. L. P. O’Hanly, Richard
Nagle, Ald. George O'Keefe, Ald. John Heney,
Ald. John. O’Leary, and mazy other prominent
local Irishmen, A number of ladies also waited
the coming of the Irish patriot and crator, and
greeted him with enthusiasm on his arrival,

The Toronte train drew up at the platform
sharp on time at 5.30, and many of those in
waiting crowded into the rear car to greet Mr.
O'Brien. *God bleas and prosper you, sir,”
was the exclamation with which several full-
grown men greeted him with tears of joy in
their eyes as they shouk the band of one of Ire-
land’s poblest sons. One impetuous, warm-
hearted son of Erin threw his arm aronnd Mr,
O'Brien's nrck and kissed him heartily as he
welcomed hin to the Capital,

\When the preliminary greetings were over,
Mr. O'Brien made his way out of the car, ac-
companied by br. Kilbride and closely fol-
lowed by the following Ottawa gentlemen who
had met his train at Perth and Carleton Pluce:
—JI. L. Dowlin, president of St. Patrick's so-
ciety ; I'. R. f.mt.chford, treasurey, and J. 1.
Grace, secretary of the local Land League; P.
A. Eagleson, A. Devine, Prof. Frawley and J,
F. Rowan ; also Rev. Fathet Devine of Pem-
broke. .

Cheers rent the air when Mr, O'Brien ap-
peared at the door of the car, and they were
Inatily repeated ngain and again ag_he made his
wny through the throng to the carringe that was
iu waiting for hiin. Before entering the car-
riage he had to shake about five hundred warm
and friendly hands, and there was not n round
or a murmur to mar the unanimous henrtiness
of his reception. Ono police sergeant constituted
the entire foree present to maintain order, and
he, good Irishinan aa he was, had no occasion to
usa the shillelagh which he had concealed in his
glegve .

The carringe provided for Mr. O'Brien wasan
open brougham, drawn by four fine horses, and
driven by Pat Buckley. In it were seated
Messrs. O'Brien and Kilbride, Mr. J. L. Dow-
lin and Mr. M. Starrs. As scon as it started a
procession was formed, and as the string of some
fifty vehicles wended its way up tewn towards
the Russell House, it attracted much attention,
and was frequently greeted with cheers. NIr.
Wall, the correspondent of the New York
Tribune, who was injured in the head by one of
Toronto’s birot stoues, occupied one ot the front
carriages, and looked pale snd exhausted.

Arrived at the Russell, Mr. O’Brien was met
with mingled cheers and hisses by the crowd as.
semmbled around the hotel. The cheers predomi-
nated. Acknowledging this by lifting his hat,
Mr. O’Brien passed immedintely upstairs and
sought the comfortable seclusion of private
apartments. He complains of sorcness as the
result of the blows received in Toronto last
night. The crowd which had attended the
Emcesamn from the station pressed iuto the

otel and for fully ten minutes checra for Mr.,
O'Brien, the Queen nud Lord Lansdowne alter-
nately re-tchoed through the house. Quitea
number of prominent Irishmen of the eipital
dined with Mr, O’Brien and accompanied him
to the ripk at eight o'clock.
THE MEETING,

The Royal Roller Rink was croaded with
nearly three thousand people at 8 o'clock. DBe-
tween two and three hundred American, Irish
aud French students of the Collego of Ottawa
werea present and many ladies. The hall was
decorated with buntiog and mottoes. Portraits
of Gladstone and Parnell were on either side of
the platform, which was backed by the baoner
of St. Patrick’s Society and tha English and
Americon flags, Shortly after 8 o'clock Mr.
O'Brien entered amid the utmost enthusiasm,
the Col'ege students singing * God Save Ire-
land” and cheering to theecho On lppenting
on the platform Mr. O'Brien was presented wit
a handsome bouquet by some of the ladies
presznt. In consequence of the indisposition
of Mr, BL. Starrs, president of the Land Loague,
Mr. J. L. Dowlin, president of St. Patrick’s
Society, took the chair, Supporting him on the
platform were Rev. Fathers Whelan, Cole,
Dowdall and Davine, Prof, MacCahe, Senator
O'Donobes, Aldermen 0'Leary, Heney and
O'Keefe, I, Baekerville, ex-M.P.P., R. Nagle,
and many others. Mr, Wall, the injured re-
porter, appeared at the press table with his
head tied up, but happily seemed free from
pmn, The chairman announced, in introducing
Afr. O'Brien, that o telegram hind just besn re-
ceived from Archbishop O'Brien, of Halifax,
extenldiog to Mr, O'Brien his sincerest sym-
pathy. Professor H. J. Frawley then read an
address to Mr. O'Brien, expressing on behalf of
the Irish peopleof Ottawa their high admiration
of hia ablity, courage and patriotisnw..

Mr. O°Brien on rising to respond . to the sd-

retumned ten thousand thanks to the people_of
Ottaws for their magnificent reception. He,
was sure ol Jitierty-loving Canadians must re-
probate the doings in Toronto . last night,—the
murderous and cowardly attack-organized in
Tord Lantdowne's naive, by Lord Lansdowne's
friends, slmost under Lord “Lansdowne's win-
dows, . Let there bo po mistake about the.itsue
between him and Lord Lapsdowne, He and
his colleague bad ‘formpulated .chn:fes against
Tord Lansdowne, giving day ond date, and
Lord Lansdowne }n% not answered one of these
charges.  If he could answer them he would ba
able to cruehk and wither nm {O'Brien) and bis
colleagues with disgrace. He was sorry to make
these charges, but the lives of 500 of h1s fellow:-
countrymen depended upon Lord Lansdowne's
action and he, for one, .pro}[;iosed to speak at all
times whatevee was in his heart. (Cheera.)
What did they think of men, in crowds, who ses
upon three unarmed men,walkiog in the streets
oF Toronto, with _intent to  kill,
{Loud cries of “Shame, Shame.") If such
things were to be in Canada, Canadn might as
well be blotted ou’ from the map of free Amer-
fca and return to the state of legalative depend-
ence from which their forefathers had emanci.
pated them. He believed the agents of Lord
Lansdowse in Luggacurran would be encour-
aged in their designs upon the poor tenanta by
the action of his henchmen in_ Toronje last
night. It was too late_for Lord Lnnsdowne to
wrap himself up in his official dignity. He
should state his case and let the people of Can-
ada judge besween them. He had attempted
to defend himisell in the New York papera of
the last two days, but the trouble with him
wns—he had no defenc>. What was Lord Lans-
downe doing to-night? He was devaatating, de-
populating, o stretch of country five miles in
extent, clearing it gut most effectually. Why
did not Lord Lamsdowne address himeelf to
that in his newspaper interviews, He had only
2ot through half the work so far, but as soon as
he got another batch of eviction warrants he
would finish his unjust work. Knowing ;lmthga
audience had warm Irish hearts beating in their
bosoms, and remembering that the lives of hun-
dreds of their fellow-countrymen in Ireland de-
pended upon him snd upon their verdict, he was
sure they would bear with him while he proved
to them the justice and the truth of the asser-
ticns he made. Mr, O'Brien then eutered into
a clear exposition of the relations that have pre-
vailed between Lord Lansdowne and his
Luggacurran tenants, Incidentally he referred
to the sneers of the inspired press of Canada
to Mr. Kilbride. Mr. Kilbride was one
of the two well-to-do tepants on Luggrcurran ;
that is, they were well-to-do, but one of them,
Mr. Dunn, had told him that in the last eight
yuars he had lost £5,000 in farming. One thiog
was certaun.  The people of Canada would never
shut their ears to the cry of suffering Ireland,
(Loud cries of * Never!”) * No,” said Me,
O'Brien, *I never duubted you and never will.”
{Tremendous cheers.) If Lord Lansdowne would
atate in black sud white that he would do jus-
tice to the men of Luggacurran, that woment he
would be relieved of their presence m Canada,
All through the winter they had managed by
menns of the Plan of Campaign (loud cheers)
to suppart evicted tenants, and every landlord
knew that the lunger he lought the Plan of
Coampaign the 1more ot his moncy
would be eaten up to support the
poor peiple whom he Hung out upon

the roadside. They were in Csnada to
show Lurd Lansdowne that no extermmator of
the Irish people counld hide his head anywhere
from the condemnation and reprobation of
civilized people. It was & good day for Ireland
that the old days of despondency and despair
were gone. An Irish tenant no longer quitted

his hoine with despair. He quitted 1t with

shouts of *Ged Save Ireland *and with con-

fidence in the Plan of Campaign. (Cheers).

Lord Lansdowne would have to veil his cres¢

before this fight was over. (Cheers.) The poor

people of Luggacurran were watching the pro-

ceedings to-might, knowing that the verdict of
Canadn meant t2 them either destruction or
hope.  Ruthless Insh rack-renters were watch-
ing the proceedings, for if Lausdowne
triumphed  Ireland  would 'become one
vast Luggacurran. DLven with Taronto for
his Belfast (cheera and laughter) Lansdowne
would find that Canada would pronounce on
their'side and, thep, in the happy times te come,
he hoped Canadians would visit Ireland to wit-
ness the innuguration of their national parlin.
ment. (Great and prolongued cheering.) Those
happy days were coming fast, and he ventured
to prophesy tl:at one of the first ucts of the Irish
Pavliawent in College Green would be to return
thanks and shower blessings upon Canada. Mr,
O'Brien then resumed his seat, amid cheering
which lasted for several minutes, while ** God
Save Ireland” rang through the hall.

Mr. XKilbride was then introduced by the
chairmna,  He began by refuting & statement
which appeared in the Ottawa Citizen this
morning to the effect that he (Kilbride) was as
big n rack-renter as any in Iveland, becauve he
sub-let pome land to a tenent namned Lalor at
£1 per acre wlule paviog for it himaclf only 11
shillings an acre. Thac wasa lying mierepre-
sentation. Lalor’s rent was only 14 shillingsan
nere and he owed twonnda half yenrs' rent.
While referring to his own eviction Mr. Xil-
bride was interrupted by a ery from the audi-
once ' Where was your gun ¥’  Ha replied that
the Irish people were orpanized, that thers were
1,800 branches of the Land League and the
landlords were more afraid of the I’lan of Cam-
paign than they were of blunderbusses. (Loud
cheers,) On behalf of himself and the people of
Luggacurran he thanked the audiencs fur their
enthusinstic sympathy and resumed his seat
amid loud cheers.

Senator O'Donohue then moved the following
resalution : ** Resolved, that we, citizeas of the
capital of the Dominion of Canada, recogniz-
ing the justice of your cause and your
right toa full and complete expression of it,
offer you our cordinl and most sincere sym-
pathy.” He said Le felt highly gratified-nt ad-
dressiog such anmmensa nudience, assembted
to greet the men who had travelled across the
sen to awaken a sentiment in favor of down-
trodden Ireland. He regretted that for years
and years Toronto had been disgraced as it was
disgraced lnst night by the 6mugemen. He
believed, however, that had Liord Lansdowne
not been in the city of Toronto_yesterday no
violence would have been done. In his npinion
the longenge of the Protestsnt clorgymen who
spoke in the Queen’s Parl on Saturdny Inst was
the Inaguageof rioterr and brawlers, and largely
responsible for the trouble that followed. If
Re . Mr. Carson had not set the people of

Ottaws wild it was certainl ¥| not his
fault.  (Hear, hear.) He ad  taken
upon himself to prejudge Mr. O'Brien
from the ulpit,—a place m  which

he could not be answered. In conclusion,
Senntor O’ Donchoe said that he would not be
surpriscd if, before Mr. O’Brien returned to Ire-
land, Lord Lansdowne granted the full demands
ot his Luegacurran tenants. He (the Sonator)
was on the platform to vindicate the rights of
every man to free speech iu the Dominion of
Canada,

Rev. T'ather Whelan seconded the motion.
Hea said he did so with all his heart. Mr, U'Brien
was the emancipator of the Irish tenantry.
They had been tcld during the past few weelks,
8o often thot it had becuine nauscons, that b,
O’Brien’s visit to Capade would result disas-
trously to the Irish race. They would soon see
whether the events of the last few days would
injure the Luggsacurran tenants or the
Luggncurran_ landlord most. What should
they do with Lord Lansdowne? {Cries of “Send
him bome,” * He must go home,” etc) The
best thing they could do with him was to pray
for him, pray that he might be delivered from
temptation and from the occasion of sin,—in a
word, pray for the success of the Plan of Cam-
paign. oud cheers.)

Prof. I'rawley and Mr, J. Q. I>. O'Harty aleo
seconded the resolution, which was then carried
unanimously nmid tremendous enthusinam,

Mzr, O'Brien in replgng snid their battle now
was notonly for the Luggacurran tenants nt
for free apeech in Cannda. Mr. Kilbride also
replied feelingly, nnd the meeting then dis-

ersedd after nll preeent had jommed in singing
‘Gud Save Ireland.” .
