SPAIN.
Tht sequestration of the property of Queen

Christina bas been formally reinoved by a royal
decree published in the Madid Gazette.

TheT Journal des Debats has the following on
the suspension of the law for the sale of Ecclesi-
astical property:-

"The Council of Ministers having assembled1
on the 16th of September. the .Minister of the
Interior communicated te his colleagues the draft
of a decree enacting that the sale of Ecclesiasti-
cal praperty should lie definitively and indeflnittly
suspended, and that the lair shuld only lbe exe-
cute. as regards the property of the state, the
communes, and the charitable and educational es-
tablishments. Gen. O'Donnell understood with-.
out difficulty the reasons of bigh policy. invoked
by M. Rios Rosas, and approved then without
reserve. The decree proposed was accordingly'
adopted, in spite. of the opposition of M. Can-
tero, and f mtht Minister o Marine, M. B-
yarri. The opposition of those two mmisters
justified the apprehension of the public and the
oportuneness of the proposed measure. The
new decree vas immediately approved o by the
Queen, and is shortly te be published.in the offi-
cia] Gazette. A clause u thedecree declares
that the sales already effected shail not be med-
dled with, either as affects the interests 'of the
Tréasury or those of purchasers The report
which precedes the decreé sets forth the strong
legnl and equitable considerations which=preraiied
against the decree of M..Cantero, and recals the

ement te which the'government is liable W
the Concordat of 1851. Thisis a just repara-
tien ta the Court of Rome, and will' facilitat theé
re-establishment of interrnpted relations."

AUSTRIA.
The Tines Vienna correspondent states the

relations between Austrianis and Russians are
still extremely ' cool. The saine writer states
that the Austrian finaces are i an infinitely bet-
ter state than they have been for the last' .eight
years. An outcry has been recently raised -in
Paris and London at th egreat dearth of siirer,
but it does not seem ta strike the foreign publie
that almost four millions of the missing coin is'
now lying in the-Vienna Baik, and a long time
will elapse 'before the eight'millions seven hundred
thousand poundMà in silve%, which fàrm its resrre
fiund, vill again find i Wa into circulation.

MENA.-A discovery has just beenanade in the
village of Alexandropol in the government. of
Emtieihslioi, which lias caused 'an iinmense
sensation amone àrcheologists. M. Luldanhoo
the Director ofethe Museum of Kerteh, ias found,
in a smal méund, 'the catacombs of the Scythian-
kings.
