Tue Late Witk Case 1y THE EXCHEQURR.— A case
extraordinary in its pature and 1o its result aod
poasessing oo little interest for the Catholics of this
count:F, bas been brought to a termination withia
the pait week ia a Dublia law court. It was a case
arising out of some of those practices which have at-
tached 50 much of disgrace to the name ¢f Protest-
agtism ia this couatry, and which have gone so far
to break down the bonds of good fealing and friend-
ghip between the Irish Catholic and his Protestast
felllow-countrymaa, In ‘' Maguire v, Maguire " the
question At isste was simply this— whether the dy-
ing wishes of a father, in relation to the education of
bis children—wishes clearly expressed acd recorded
by bis will—are to be obeyed, or whether, contrary
to big injunctions, these three children aze to be
handed over to cne of tke proselytisiog agencies of
the city, and taught to despise the faith of their fa-
thers The mangerin which it has been sought to
legalise aun injustice so gross as the Iatter alterna-
tive wa3 by impugnizg the genuineness of the will;
ard it wag to decide on the validity of this document
thai the jurymen who tried the caze assembled In
the Court of Exchequer. A clearer case than the
one iz question kas not often been zet before a jury.
Never, we venture to 2ay, has a will been contested
ou1 such grouzds as thoze brought {orward by Mr.
Whiteside and his party, and it is melencholy indeed
to find twelve citizens of Dublin vnalle or uowilling
tc agree on the merizs of such a subject. Space does
not permit us to enter into a fall cousideration of tue
case, and we caa only lay its most prominent fea-
tures before our readers. The young Maguires are
children of one of those banes3 of socieify—a mixed
marriage. Baptised in the true faith, they were
neverthieless permitted, through the instrumentality
of the motker, and the culpable negiigence ot the fa-
ther, to take lessons ot one of thoge Protestant semi-
narie3 at which something more than iiterary attain-
ments are to be gained by atterdacce. Maguire,
howerer, whez on hisg death-bed, repented of his con-
duct, and determined as far a3 poasible to atone for
it. On the suggestion of the Rev. Mr. Keon, the
priest who attended him at his last moments, he
gladly agreed to mske a will which should rescue
Lig children from 8ll furtler danger of proselytism.

| Fatker Keon undertook to draw up the will, snd he
did go for a very suificient reason—becauze Maguite

éid not possess ke means of psying s eolicitor for
the trouble. The will bavieg been framed, it was
feft in the peossession of the testwutor for some time,
axd when the Rev. Mr. Keoa next calied tho will
wag executed by Maguire, who even 1nsizted, for fear
of mistuke, cu signing it a second time, There were
two witnesses present besides Mr. Keon nnd the de-
cessed when the document was signed, to which the
nazies of all fuur were attached, The provisions of
the will were, that the three children should be
reared Catholics, and that their guardiazship should
te invested ia tke Rev. Mr. Keon and Patrick Ma-
guire, & brother of the deceased. Maguire died; and
the children were hacded over by the mother to oue
of those Protestent institutions which, while clozed
i rigorously against 1he destitute Protestant child, are
I aiwers open to the kidnapped childrea of Catholica.
i In accordance with their father's will, an effort was,
of course, made to get tke young Maguires out of
such bands, sad bave them reared in their fathers
faith. To frustrate these attempts the prosclytisers
contested the validity of the will, and called upon
the guardians to »rove itz legality. The trial which
kas just concluded haa been the second attempt made
o copvince o jury of tle validity of the document,
and for the second time tha’ effort bas been frustrat-
ed. That the will was legally drawn up, sigueé and
witnessed, it has been found impossible to deny ; but
on the simple fact that the document wans drawn up
by and executed at the suggestion of & Catholic
priesi, 8 plea of undue influence has been grounded,
passions and prejudices have been evekad, and the
cause of jusiice and honesty defeated. With all the
beasted advantage of trial by jury, wo cannot help
feeling that this i3 o sort of case in which, for the
ends of justice, its action almost inevitably fails.
Where the interests of two religions are so clogely
concerned, sod where the decision rests with a body
which rumbers professors of both creeds, a result
other than disagreement is hardly to be expected.
In such & cage, a skilful appeal from connsel to the
feelings and prejudices of one or otber section of the
jury renders unacimity almost impossible. To this
aloze can we attribute such results as these which
heve toilowed in the cace of Maguire ¢. Maguire.
Tley will, perbaps, canse surprice and indignation
througltout the country ; but it is well that our peo-
nle should bs aware that, in spite of emancipation
acts and the boasted liberality ot the age, a father
v'ho i3 a Catholic may still be vrevented from dis-
posicg of the education of bis children—and above
ali, tbata will way be set aside as iavalid if it be
but érawa up by a Cstholic priesl.—Nution,

Landed in
New York, ie endured all the tormentings of the re-
cruiting ageats, until he rac to avoid their importu-
nities. Then be waa followed and assailed by a mob
of rowdiez, and luckly escaped with but a few
scratches and bruises; Having secreted himselfin o
lodging bouse for a few days, until ke telt recovered
from the fatigues of bis voyage and the violance ia-
flicted oa him, be strolled into the streetsto com-
mence reepiog of the great money harvest which
was to bring Bim back to Cork a wealthy wman. He
visited many establishmenta in his trade, but the au-
swer to big applications wag—!' You are Irish, go
teke the bounty.” This advise he determined not t0
follow, and, after three days’ search, he alizhted on

a tradesman who gave him, a job. He inatantiy set
to work, coagratuiating himself that he was on the
short road to fortune; but his mental bappiness was
but of short duration, for an uproar ino the outer
apariroent swakened him from big revery, Suddenly
the door flew "open, and a mob of rowdies was dis.

Sir,—The tone of desapondency that pervadea the
dizcussion of he state of Ireland in the public jour- |
nals of the United Kingdom is certainly not a matter |
of surprise. The facta disclosed in the several letiers !
from differeat districts all tend to the same nncom-
fortabie conclusion—mnamely, that tke country isstill
declining. The assessed incomao of Irelend, as given
in my last letter, was £22,746,342 in 1861. 11 is
down to £21,638,075 in 1863, as appears from a re-
turn obtained by Sir K. Grogan, M.P., bearing dale
the 30th of June last. This skows a decline of over
£1,100,000 in the two years, The question ia,
whet isto be done? DMatters assuredly will not
mend a8 loog as we sll lock on idly with our arms
tolded. e say, God speed to our countrymen who
cmigrate,  We rejoice at their prospect of improved
circumstrnces. But, mernwhile we must not forget
that we bave large interests at steke at home. Tawm
not one of those who argue that Ireland should be
allowedto decline in population and wealth until her
labour and capital are oz a par with Ler pregent low
productive industry. 1 eay, ¢ Rather increase thie de-
mand for labour ard capital ; raise it to the leve! of |
the supply.’ Medical mer do not reduce food to the
lowest point to give as little to do a3 possible to nn
impaired constitution ; they ratler aim at improving

the general bealth and bringing (e system up to jts

patient down to all but inanition, and elevating the |
vital powers nnd restoring the fusctions of vigorous |
Lenlth. Asitisin the human subject s0 ought it 1o
Le io the body politic.

Now, beyond ali doubi, much may be dane, even
in the eleventh hour, by ber {anded proprictors and
Government to alter the circumstances which bhave
rednced Ireland to her present state of prostration.
It i3 not now so muck the affair of the peasantry na
it wus, As far a3 they are concerned, a3 you juatly
remark, they are bringing the difliculty to a praclical
solution by leaving it behind them ; rod this they
will continue to do, until things are changed for the
Letter. We must bid against the western world in
employment and wages, wkich can be done ouly by
judiclonsly developing the industrial resources of this
counsry. We must thus make it the advantage of
the people to remain at bome, We must consult for
our own interests and their's, which go band in hand
for we arenow learning, to our cost, what many of us
heretofore have practically igaored, that the intercsts
of the tillers and proprietors of the soil are identi-
cal. And here let meobserve [ use the term 'wages’
in the economic sense of all the benefits aceruing to

the common or populsr acceptation of the cre
money paywent oniy. Of course, whatever is doue
must be done gradually and carefully. But weshonid
lose no time about commeucing. No taiter bow
slow our progress at first, let ns atonce begin tv
move in the right directian.

It i3 true the seasong of late have been most unlu-
voursble to Trelsnd. It i3 no less true that their dis-
astrous rezults have been greatly aggravated by the
bad farming, defective drainage, and general poverty
of the country. But, surely, the effect of ail this
ought uot to be to paralyze all exertion. It ought
rather o prove a stimalus to us to doa great deal
that ws have heretofore neglected, Thus would we
be in a position 10 bear up agninst such vigitations
should they recur. Other countries, better prepared
no doubt, have to pass through similar ordeals in
their tura.

Ireland’s main staple is agricalture ; und it iz ad-
mitted on all bands that our agricultare iz ina lu.
meninbly backward atate a3 compnred with that of
England, Scotland Belgium, and otber countries.
Comparative estimates Lave bleen attempted by
economists. It s wholly unnecessary to go into their
figures. Tbe fact ig palpable even to the most su-
perficial observer. The fertile soil of Ireland does
rot employ and support afyihing approsching the
number it ought. Thke retura it yields, even in the
most prosperous years, is far below what it ought to
be.

The immediate cause is, that labour and capital
are not adeqantely applicd Yo the lapd. The ins:ru
ments of production are there, but they are r.ot uzed,
The f4cwers of Irelund bave a very large aguvegate
of deposits in the saviogs baoksand the ordinary |
banls of the country, bearing interest at an evernge
of & fraction under two per cent.

In Dr. Hancock’s carcful and elaborate repcct, we
find the agpregate amount of privale balance in the
Eank of Ireland, and deposits in all the other Irish
bauks in 1862, to he £14,3858,725. We are told that !
‘the clagzes depositing rre supposed to be chiefly |
farmers.! A bank manager to whom 1 have gpoicen |
and who bas paid attention to the sahject, gives 1t
ns bis opinion that nine-tenths of the above sum he-
belong to the farming claszes. The commercial
classes, I need scarcely observe, keep the balances of
their Lanking sccounts, that i3, their unemployed
capital, as Jow as possible. And certainly they do
not lend money at 2 per cent. Therefore very little
of the sum can belong to them. The deposits ia all
the savings banks of Ireland amout to about £2,000-:
000, the greater part of which also beloag 1o far- |
mers. On the whole, it may be safely assumed that
three-fourths of this unemployed capital belongs to
the farming classes. Here, then, is nsumof £21,-
000,000, which would coder favourable circumstances |
be applied to developing the agricaliural regources
of the country. There are few who will not apree
with Dr. Bancock where he says:—
¢ These deposits indicate thai any neglect ia exe.
cuting the more lasting sgricultural improvement; |
canaot arise from a general want of capital among
those connected with land in Ireland; end it iza !
matter of grave inquiry why the farmers of Irelaad |
should lend such sums to the different banks at an
average of 2 ‘per cent, tobe employed inthe large
towns, and much of it in London, instead of ¢xpend-
jng it in agricultural improvements jo freland.’

Our farmers ag a clasa are very ecanomical and
industrious, as is evidenced by the large amount of
these deposits, with the productive industry of the
country at go low a point. They are also & shrewd
eud intelligent race. Furthermore, they love their

A VeRy Harp Case. — The surprise and
disgust of the respectable pagans of Rotne, at
the marvellous progress which the execrable
superstition of the Christians had made, not
only 1 the City mistress of the world, but
throughout the Eimpire, must have been extreme
when in 312 the Emperor Constantine proclaimed
liberty to the long persecuted and generally
despised votaries of the new religion ; when the
noxious sect, when the vile worshippers of an
ass’ head, as Cbri shans were popularly believed
to be by ntelligent psgans—when the disciples
of a Jewish malefactor, delivered for the moment
from the dread of confiscation of property, m-
prisonment and cruel death, appeared in their
pumbers and n their streogth in the streets and
public places of the Iinperial City. The super-
stition was ther found to bave penetrated wto all
quarters ; to have infected all classes of society—
the rich as well as the poor, the free as well as
the bondsmen, the learned and high born, as well
as the poor and lowls. Everywhere there was
Christiamty—in the palaces as in the ergastula;
and as its professors came sireaming forth from
the cotacombs into the light of open day, the
pagar world, must have stood aghast at the ex-
tent to which all Roman society was leavened
with the pernicious opinions of the Gahleans.—
Great fear too must bave fallen upon the people,
as they beheld this wonders  They must bave
trembled for their falee gods, for their laws, and
for that dominion ever the world which they at-
tributed to their piety,and io then attachment
to religion. Great toc must. have been their
surprise at such 2 phenomenon ; inexplicable to
them must have appeared the ready acceptance
which the new doctrine met with amongst a peo-
ple so enlightened as the Romans of the fourth
century no doubt believed themselves to be.—
The fact o!f a licing and ever increasing Christ-
japity in their mudst must bave staggered the
pride, anJ alarmei the patriousim of Rome’s
pagan citizens,  Lhis accursed superstition they
must have mutiered cne to the ciher, bas survived
three centuries of persecutions : it has t:iumphed
over the edicts of ibe Casars, aud the exeera-
tions of the populnce: we thought that we had
exlinguished 1t in the blood of its professors, and
alas! it burns more brightly tban ever; we had
hoped that we had for ever crushed it, or driven
it into the bowels of the earth, and to-day it
comes forth and threatens to push us from our
seats.

There were o 1rormng or evenmng newspa-
pers published 1n those days n Rowe, or at all
evenis, noue bave been banded down to us.—
We are therefore in a great measure leftto
mere conjecture as 1o the dismay and irritation
which must bave possesssed the pagan muad,
when the fact of the * Fearful Increase of
Christianaty” forced tself upon the puhlic at-
tentior ; aad asserted itself 13 the numbers and
grandeur of the basdica or churches which the
emancipated Chrislians hastesed to erect on the
soil crimsoned and consecrated by the blood of
the martyrs. But though we may not be able
to lay our hands upon aay beathen Bausner,
Witness, or Record of the fourth century, we
can easily form z tolerably exact notion of the
feelings and language of paganism in the pre-
sepce of an aclive and progressing Christianity,
{rom the tone and language of the Banners, the
Witness, the Records and otber evangelical or-
gaos of the present day, when deseribing and
energetically denouncing ke olarming “ Zn-
crease of Romanisin® in the oineteenth cen-
tury. The two cases are perfectly paralle).—
In the first centuries of our era, Paganism, dur-
ing the three last, Protestantism, waged con-
tinual and cruel war agamst ibe Churchk. Al
that the wit of mar could devise, every cruelty
that the malice of the devil could suggest, were
amployed 1o put dowa Christizoity and Catho-
licity. If io the reign of Nero. the Christian
was throwy to the hiops, or bound in combustible
wrappers was siuck up al the corners of the
streets of Rome, and served in lieu of a torch to
dissipate the darkeess of the aight—ia the reign
of Eogland’s first Protestant sovereigns, Cathe-
lics were racked, toriured, disembowelled and
put to deatk with every circumstance of cruelly
and ignominy—until it was deemed that the
hated fank was extinet, and the Catbolic reli-
gion for ever suppressed.

Saxon family, and Canada by Frenchmen, that
in the tormer the Indians have been brutally ill-
treated and almost exterminated, whilst m the
latter ¢ there has aever been an Indian massacee
or an Iadian war;” but it is because the Upited

testan! prineipies, whist the original settlers and

*gorernment of Carada were Catholic.

Protestant colonisation ever has been, always
is, fatal to the abongines of the covntries to
which it is directed. It was 50 in the thirteen
colonies of North America ; it has proved itself
to be so in New Holland and Tasimama; it is
also fast affording a demonstration of the same
great fact in New Zealand, where before the
end of the present century a real New Zealander
will be as scarce as already are those gigantic
birds which erewhile renined through New Zea-
land forests. 1t is, as Buckle would say, a
#law of Protestant civilsation™ that the red
man, and ilie black 1ean, the North American
Indiae and the Malay, should rapidiy disappear
before it.

Catholic colomsation, Cathdlic civilisation on
the contrary carry with themn noae of these dis-
astreus effects to the aboriginies, with whom
they came n coatact. Whilst the Protestant
settler or colomser bunts dewn and ruthlessly
massacres the savage man, the Catholic priest
converts aud baplizes hun; whilst in the midst
of Protestant civilisation lhe native race remains
always a foreign element, which can never be
assimilated or digested, in all countries seltled
by Cathalics, the {wo iaces, the invaders and the
original fnhab itants, bave soon learned to mngle
together, and o coniract witk each olher the
closest Nes ; so that in a few generations, asin
Mexico, for nstance, & new race combining the
featares of botii is produced and perpetuated.—
There are, we say, lacts whose truth no one ac-
guainied with the listory of colomisation, eithes
in the Nerthern or in the Southern hemisphere

will dare to cal! in guestion ; and they are [facts
which tend certainiy 10 throw tmuch light on the
fong pendizg controversy as to the respective
merits of Protestant ond Catholic eivilisation.

BreariNg o tHE Ice AT TEE RiveEr.—Several
Persous Immersed —The city was startled on Satur-
day afternoon by the report that s large portion of
fce in front of the city bad broken, precipitating &
large number, who had been skating thereon, into
the water, and occasioning several deaths, by drown-
ing. It appears that about four o'clock nearly 1,000
persons were akating on the ice at, nbove and below
the [sland Wharf, never dreaming of danger. Sud-
denly the ice'in the direction of the above wharf
cracked, and broke up in different directions, expos-
ing about ffty parties to great danger, and causing
fully thirty to sink to the middle in waier. Fortu-
nately the wharf was beneath their feet or they would
have inevitably been drowned. The scene that now

struggling with the energy of despair to extricate
themselves from a position which in their exeitement
and terror they considered perilous in the extreme;
while buudreds of spectators on the wharf stood hor-
ror-gtricken gazing with bremthless intercst at the
uolucky group striving with all their might to reach
dry-ground. The excitement was intensified by the
discovery that one or two ladies were indunger, and
8 rush was mnde to save them, several soldiers of the
Guards, with others, gallantly plonging into the
freezing water, at the peril of their own lrves, 10 res-
cue the ladies. This only added to the confusion,
and for several seconds, no progress was madc to-
wards getting the parties out of their dangerous po-
sition. Ag 8ooun aB those imniersed rested their bodiss
on the unbroken ice, towards the shore, 1o extricste
their limbs frowm the water, the pressure would in-
stanily smash the jce, it heing only about 5 juches
thick ; continual efiorts in the same direction saon

and the Quebec Basin, whose surface, frozen two feet
thick, afforded the pnrties a safe landing, to which
they were by ajd of a ladder and other means, ulti-
mately brought, the by-standers working vigorously
in their rezcue.

The conduct of the Gevern-
went ka3 excited the indignution of the South and
the contempt of the North. The American press
teems with nrticles abusive ¢f Great Britain and de-
risive of Lord Russell, Thkey consider our conduct
to be the result of fear, and the last accounts informa
us that the friendly act of Lord Lyous, ie éiselosing
the sectet couspiracy of the Southerners to reiense
their prisoners cn Lake Erie, is also the result of
fear; and we are assured that the firz! use made of
peatve with the South will be to chastize tke izso-
lence of England ic @aring to say she has been neu-
tral, 1If the Government had cbesed the law, and
firmly and impartially carried out the means in their
power to have enforced reutrality, we should kave
occapied a positicn to which the ccuntry eould Lave
looked back with satisiaction, and we should aot
have been moade the objects of the contemptuous
braggadocio of an alien pation wkich &as littie in
common with ns excepr our language.— Lizerpool
Albion.
